Dr. George Munt Wiliismson, anthropologist, lecturer, author, explorer and world
traveler, ,will present UIWO lectures on Sunday, April 12th, at 2:30 P.M. and T7:30 P.M.
at Drexel Hall, Linwood and Baltimoire, sponsored by the UFO Study Club of Kansas City.
Dr. Williamson, who has just returned from a trip to South America, Europe and Great
Britain, will present an afternoon lecture entitled THE LOST WORLD AND THE UFOs, and
the evening lecture will be UFO WORLD REPORT. Both lectures are fully illustrated
with colored slides.

Dr. Williamson served with the Army Air Corps during Worlad War II as Radio
Director for the Army Air ¥oices Technical Training Command. He received the Army
Commendation Award from Brig. Gen. C. W. Lawrence for his outstanding record of serv-
ice. He served as an instructor in anthropology for the United States Armed Forces
Institute.

He attended Cornell College,Eastern New Mexico University, the University of
Arizona, and took a special course at the University of Denver. He majored in an-
thropology in the northern part of the United States, Mexico, and Canada. He is an
authority on Indian dances, music and ceremonial costuming. He is listed in "Who's
Who In America" and "American Men of Science'". He is presently head of the Depart-
ment of Anthropology at Great Western University, San Francisco, California, and
director of the Andean-Amazonian Field Station, Peru, South America.

Dr. Williamson is the author of a number of books including "The Hopi and Zuni
Indians," "The Saucers Speak," "Other Tongues, Other Flesh," "Secret Places of the
Lion," and "Road in the Sky."

Dear Bucky,

Last evening I saw something which startled me so much that I was tempted to
phone the KMBC news force and report this unusual spectacle. Because I'm only a
housewife with little knowledge of these things, I was afraid my report would be of
no importance and that I woula mercly e tothering them.

This morning, however, I tu-uesa or my radio early hoping I would hear some logi-
cal explanation of what I had seen in the sky Monday evening at 7:00 o'clock. Imazine
my surprise when the same, very larize green and beautifully bright object had been
seen by persons in Chicago, Wisconsin and Michigan, eleven hours later--at 6:30 a.m.
Tuesday! They said it was the largest metecrite ever sighted. It was also talented,
as it was traveling northwest when T saw it, and Chicago is northeast. And I'm just
wondering why it took it eleven hours to travel such a short distance.

I'm not implying it was a flying saucer for I didn't notice any portholes,smoke-
stacks or peculiar exhausts.

It just seems to me to have been "unmeteorite-like". And what happened to its
tail? It moved through the sky lilie a giant green lantern--slowly and deliberately--
not flashing across the heaven in a great hurry and leaving a trail of light behind
it.

Do you know anything about the proper behavior of meteorites that could help
explain to me the antics of this particular one which cruised over our country for
at leastyplidphours't last night?
