William 5. Burroughs was ¢ native St
Louisan whose return trips ta his hometown, a plice
he called the product of o “malignant matriarchy,”
were rare and briel. In 1981 he gave a reading ot
DufY's, a coffechouse of literary cognoscenti in St
Louis, to promote his then new novel, Cities of the
Red Night. He came back in 1983 1o attend the
funeral of his brother Mortimer, a local a local
architect, For the premiere of a documentary on his
life, Burroughs. The Mavie, he signed book at Lelt
Bank Books, the Ceniral West End bookstore, m
1984. On these oceasions, Burroughs gave long
interviews  with the St  Lowis Post-Dispatch
discussing his life in St Lowis, (1)

The city’s rival newspaper, the conservative
Globe-Democrat,  either  through  disinterest  or
outright hostility for this unconventional native son,
had ignored reporting about Burroughs since iis
sensationalized handling of Burroughs® arrest for the
murder af his wife in 1931.(2) The Globe would have
ignoted the 1983 wvisit us well if it had nov been
approached by Steamshovel editor Kenn Thomas,
working as the paper's rock music critic at the rime,
Even with that concession to Burroughs' fame, (he
Globe published only o small pan, of the imenview
due to space limitations. The full interview, which
has never before been published

Burmoughs' first novel, Junkee: Confescions
uf an Unredeemed Dope Addict, a graphic narmative
on the life of a heroin addict, was published im 1933
under the pseudonym William Lee as part of o
double-sided paperback of lurid, drug-crime fiction,
Although Jack Keroune had made him  legend in the
Beat underground by including Burroughs as a
character in his Fetion, the' impact of Bumoughs' own
writing was not felt until the 1959 publication of
Naked Lunclr (not published in America undil 1962,
i book that did as moch to disassemble the structure
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of the American novel as it did 10 poriray the mental
landseapes of addietun

For the unfamilinr reader, Naked Lunch
presents  descriptions  of  drug-warped  reality
alongside a very lucid discussion of the apomorphine
lveatment that helped Burroughs kick his own habit
of muny years. Acknowledged by such luminaries as
Norman  Mailer and  Mary  MeCarthy  as
groundbreaking prose, when pans of the novel Tirst
appeared in America in 1939, it became part of a
proimcted court bantle that ended with the
Massachusers Supreme Count declaring the book not
obscenc, (3)

Burroughs' "wrote himself out” of his drug
addiction and  other miserable details of  his
bography. The ongmal pages Noked Lumch would
have existed only s an addict's notes about his
experience, @ kind of therapy (in Burrough's terms, @
series of “routines”), i Allen Ginsberg and others had
not rescued several hundred pages and worked 10 get
them published. The setting of the nove) jumps from
St. Louis to New Orleans 1o Tangier to New York,
retaining the single point of view of the semi-
autoblographical ~ William Lee.  presumably
undergoing the apomerphine (reatment for heroin
addiction. The characters comprise the cast of a
traveling carmival, however They jnclude one
carny named A. L; 1wo yvoudeville performers, Clem
and Jody; the infamous quack / butcher Dr, Benway,

decadent sex and death. The writer's season in hell
moves into the lucid reality of the apomuorpline cure,
described coberently in the bouk's most conventional
chapter.

By the time of Meked Luingh's publication. of
course, Burroughs had led a complex and inferesting
life. He graduated fram Harvard in 1936 but
remained there 1w siudy ethnology and archacolugy
before pursiing various caréers as a  detective,
advertising man, pest exterminutor, reporler ad even
a5 an army servicéman brielly dunng the Second
World War,

His addiction began m New York in the
mid-1940s, A few years later he moved to Mextico
and luter la the South American Amuaron (o
investigate yage, an hallocinogenic plant used by
native americans. Some of the prose in Noked Lunch
stems from his experiences with yage, and in 963,
Burroughs published a book of comespondence with
Allen Ginsberg ealled The Yage Lerers, that detailed
his experiences. Drug experd D Andrew Well has
remurked that The Yoge Ledrers 15 "distinguished by a
uniformly negative lope and, according 1o eXperls on
the region, considerable misinformation." (4}

In 1951 Burroughs was living in Mexico City
when he shot his wifie at o pany, reportedly as part of
# drunken parlor game version oF the William Tell
legend. The St Louis papers reported the accident
prominently, in part because of Burroughs' wealthy
buckground, in part because he and Jack Kerouac had
been witnesses in another remown murder trial: the
stabbing death of Washington University professor
David Kammerer by Lucien Care, (5) The death of
Burroughs' wife became a tuming point in his life;
afler it, he re-committed himsell 1o serfous writing,

Burroughs escaped fiom the imgedies of his
personal life 1o the vigors of ¢reating @ new form of
serious, science-fiction-like writing. His second
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major publshed work, the Seft Machm/Ticket Thie
Exploded/Novar Express tnilogy, depicts a world in
which the Nova Mob, in the form of a viral parasite,
se¢ks 1o control humanity, The Mob is analogous 1o
drug addiction, to sexuval repression and to anything
else that mwaps humanity into restrictive thought
patterns, i this wilogy, Burroughs cultivates the use
of cut-up techniques he and the painter Brion Gysin
began 1o experiment with In Paris n 1959, The
technique  involves  stopping  the  conventional
narretive and splicing on® prose fragments from
other writers. newspapers, scientific papers und
adyerliscinents, Adulvouel i did oot inspive 2 onrt
battle, the cut-up technigue met with the same coal
reception as Noked Luch.

During the 19705, Burroughs' liction grew
nto apocalyplic satire that appealed panticularly (o
American vYoung people.  His work has  been
celebrated gt coumercultural gatherings like the 1978
MNova Convention i Mew York City (6 end
Burroughs spet many swmmers teaching al Allen
Ginsberg's Xerous¢ School of disembodied poetics in
Boulder, Colorade, While his popularity outside the
inainstream continued, Burroughs also began 1o enjoy
erftical mceeptance m the 1970s: he became the
subject of six books, 1wo bibliographies, several
dizgemations and a continuing outpul of zcholarly
arficles, 1o 1983 he was elected nto the American
Acpdemy of Ars und Letters,

Al the time ol this interview, Burroughs
deseribed his writing a5 0 mythology of the space
ape, o new kind of writing created for the reader off
the futwre, someone who has "escaped” from the
state of armesied evolution that, i Busroughs' view,
the world at Turge finds jsedl in, His last work a0 the
ume was 1 twilocy thit imelmded Chex of the Red
Nighe {198 1), The Mlace OF Bead Rogds (1983) and
The Wesiorne Landly (19873, These novels were
critically a8 both sn snemic clone of Noked Lunch
and a5 Burmooghs' magnom opus. Kim Carsons, the
protagonist of the current trilogy. has beéen called one
of Burroughs' most autobiographical characters.

The following interview was conducted with
Willism 5, Burroughs from his home n Lawrence,
Kansas on March 24, 1984,

Q: Do impressions you make in interviews add
anything to those given in your books?

Al Mot wsually, Occasionally, | don't know.
Sametimes i might enable me o put something more
clearly or even give me an insight. But ordinarily,
they're preny much repetitive,
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i What are some of your impressions of
childhood in St. Loois" west ¢nd?

A Well, it was another world,  That was in the
19605, | was borm in 1914, | lived ut 4064 Pershing
The house is still there.  There is a Dr. Fisher Hviog
there and we've become guite pood friends, It was &
middle class, three story bnick livuse witli a fish pond
in the backyard, | went to the Community Schoal
and the John Burroughs school, By that time we had
muoved aul in the suburbs on Price Road in Clayion

Q¢ Owne popular perception of your background
here is that it was tremendoosly afffuent from the
adding machine fortune started by your
erandfather, that this provided you with a safety
net to be able ta pursue your unusual life, 15 that
a very iroe perception?

Az Mo, itin't. Inthe first place. of course, the Tamily
didn't realize anything from the Burmoughs adding
muchine, The family was bought out tn that company
long before 1 was bomn, There were four children and
they bought them put for 5400,000-that's 3100.000
each.  The stock would be worth 560 millien now
My Father used the steck te buy a glass compony,
which he ran for some years. ‘We were by no means
ever in the millionaire slot. Just in the two or three
hundred thousand area.  Years later, during the
Depression, my father went back, having sold the
glass company out, first to landscape gardening and
then to gifis and art. We had o gifis and art shop
called Cobblestone Gardens. But other thap that,
through hard worke at the gifis and art shop, they sent
me for many years S200 a month. There was po trast
fund or anything like that, I was an allowance out of
what they made,

Q: A couple of hundred dollars was a livable sun
at the time?

A: Il was @ livable sum in Fnce and i Tangier
where | lived. A livable sum, no mare.

Q: Many people see Juckh Kerouac and Allen
Ginsberg purely and simply as members of the
Beat movement, bul your work seems to stund as
part of the Beats but also something apart. Could
vou comment on that?

A; The Beat movement was never a  llterary
movement in the Freneh sense.  Evropesn lterary
movements would usuplly congist of people who sart
of have 2 manifesto and would come to be closely
related in m literary sense. That has never been true
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of the Bear movement. 11 was more o soclological
movement than a literary movement

Tt is, for example, Keroune, Ginsberg and
Gregory Corse and myself. while we all have certain
objectives i common from a literary point of view,
our work was compleiely different. Allen Ginsberg
ind Gregory Corso were poets.  Kerousc's whole
style, his whale wiay of writing, was completely
different from mine.  He always said (he st version
B the besy | said, "Jack, that may work for you, but i
dogsn't work for me. 1 werk my material over al least
three of four times." S there was no relation from
the lilerary poinl of view between members of the so-
cillled Beat movement.

0 The Place of Dead Rowdy is dedicated to writer
Denton Weleh, How did Weleh influence yvour
fictinn?

A He b very much out of prinn,  He's slow! coming
back, I've been trving W get Rim back into print for
titany veors because 1 think he s n very, very great
writer. He died in 1948, He was 31 at the time.
When he was twenty he was nding on a bieycle and
somebody it him from behind in a car, Mo one
hnows why.  That lefi him eripple for the vest of his
life. e finnlly died as a resull of those injuries, Nt
wits durinie those fen vedrs that be wrote his books,

Well, you have to read them. [ just took the style and
when | say that Denton Welch is Audrey Carsons and
Kim Carsons (characters in The Place of Dead
Roeede), | mean that in o very real sense. [t's table
tapping from beyvond the grave almost.

: Yoo have called voursell a writer for the space
age. Now do vou feel about people who think the
space program is just @ means to develop high-
lech weaponry?

A | doubt whether that is rue. The actusl spoce
progrum, of course, is not what I'm talking about ar
all. 1 think, of course, that what they've done is go
mty space in @n aqualung., and thel was o very

valuable achievement. 1 would say that It Is one of
the few government expenditures of which | do not
begrudge @ penny, just to show that man could get
beyond this planet and look back at it.

Q: Are your ideas mboul space migration
substantially different from Timothy Leary's?

A Well, 1 think our jdens have something in
common, How would vou defing his ideas?

Q: He seems to think that space migration is
encoded in our genes, that hecause of gravitational
spin, we're fMlying off.

A: Yes, | would go along with that, I've said very
clearly in The Place of Dead Roads that man is an
artifact designed for space lravel,
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Q: How do psyvehedelie drugs i into your vision
ul the Miture?

A They dop't. | always found LSD and psiloeybin to
be quite unpleasant.  The only hallucinogenic drugs
thut have had much value o me aré cannabis and
yage. the South American drug thot | wrote a book
aboul. 1 mer very unpleasant reactions to LSD and
psiloeybin, They're both synthetic.

Q: In The Place of Dead Roads you also seen to
supuest thal memories are actually peal tiime travel
trips into the past. What menial activities are trips
into the future?

A A fellow named John Donne, who wrote Jdu
Experiment (0 Tiwe, 8 mathematician and physicist
and one of the early pioneers in aviation, discovered
that his dreams confains episodes from the fulure os
well as the past. He said anybody could verify this
who will write down his dreams over a period of
hme.  Many times these future events were quite
tiivial, like 8 dog rumning across the road or
samething like that So he evolved u theory he called
the scrinl universe. which i3 an observer of an
observer. of an observer, 1o infinitv. So the observer
one level up would Ihen see time as a spatial
continuum In which both present and past were
observable. Se it it from thar point of view that time
travel occurs, The observer of the observer, of
course, is an nsence 0 evervone's mind so that
memory, putting sourself back where you were o
year ago and 50000 is 0 8 very real sense Hme travel,
This, of course, happens in dreams as well.

0): The jacket notes of the mew book say that its
protagonisl, cowhboy Kim Carsons, is one of your
must sautobiographical characters, s this triue?

A, All characters are sotobiographical and none of
them are, Any fictian writer is always drawing from
his experience. However, | would say that in a sense
Kim Carsons comes closer 10 being an alter ego than
any other of my charucters. In that sense, yes, but it
Ims very little to do with autobiography.

Q: Did you collaborate closely with Hownrd
Brookner, the director of Burreughs: The Movie?

A: No, | didn't collaborme at all. Originally, it was
fifty hours of filn and then he made the final
selection and cul it down to eighty minutes, | had
tothing 0 Jdo with the selection, nor did 1 have
anything to do with structuring the film, [ would
have made different choices, but then practically
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anyone would. You give me five people fifty hours
of film o select eighty mimnutes and vou're gomg o
have five different films.

Q: Does the movie cover a particular period of
time? What does it have in it?

A Well, iv's got all sorts of things. It's got interviews
with various people. Ié's goi an interview with my
old gnrdener who is now ninety vears old. It hons an
inerview with my brother, who is pow dead, ond
with Allen Ginsberg and differem people. [t hos some
readings of different selections. It has a whole
variety of thimgs. It even has some filims | made with
Anthony Balch. He wes o film director ol
distributor who lived in London, whe s also dead
We made a couple of short [ ilms together

Q: How do you respond to eritics?

A: Not gt all, There are s0 many good ones und so
many bad. It"s been going oo sinee my first reviews.
That's an old one, really  People pammed Nuked
Lunch, Wow they say, "What happered to the man
who wrote Neked Lunch?” Well, you're going o get
good ones and bad ones. Generally speaking, my
criticism has been immoderate. 1t's been very good
or very bad.  There haven't been very many fn the
middle.

Q: OF all the Beat writers, it seems fo me that
Ginsberg made the biggest impact on the hippy
countercullure. You, however, have become more
the hero of the punk undergroond. Do you see
that distinction and do you have any thoughts on
i?

A: No, | don't think it's a real distinction. 1t's just thai
the punk underground happens 1o be going on now
and the hippy and beat moavements are sort of out of
date. Allen, | think, is quite as much a part of the
punk generation as | am.

(: A 5. Lomis rock magazine recently published
an article in which the writer ¢laimed that he
pleked you up hitehhiking in Colorado. (7) Your
management wrote then a letter denying the story,
which they printed along with a response that
essentially rejected the denial. Can you clear this
one up once and for all?

A: It's absolute rubbish. 1 called up and they said (s
no harm as it is.  Fabrications are harmless. | said
that ne fabrication that pretends to be true when il
isn't is harmless. The whole thing is absolutely
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ridiculous. First, he had me with a chauffeur's
license: | don't even have a driver's license: | haven't
driven in thiny years. Hitchhike? 1 never hitchhiked
in my kife. | don'i say that as anmything 10 be proud of,
| just don’t like contact with strangers. | never did
hitchhike. So the whole thing is absurd. Thev
publish something like that and then when | say it
isn'r true. they try 1o cafl me a liar. | know where |
WAS.

) How do you feel sboul your role as official
spokesman For the Beat generution?

A: | think Bumoughs is that. Burroughs takes
precedence. He's far witticr. Quite compelent 1o rake
of that. 1 spoke to him just a few minuies ago,
nctually. He's doing o lot of writing and painting o
lot, He just had a biz show 1 New Yorke He's from
here;, in St Lowie. DBut | feel quite comfortable
talking for myself, cerationly, as ong of the people
who was involved with the Beal Generntion,
whatever that was, at least the literary aspect,

O It has been romanticized and de-romanticized
i lot.

A: Lihink now, sfter thirty years or so, what's coming
through s the literature and some of the basic
principles. The notion of candor, openness, some
kind of hot heart and enthusiasm comes through, |
think that's why I'm finding a lot of high schoal Kids
coming oul o readings now. | did readings in Boise,
Idaho and Orange County and then in Seattle and
about a third of the audience was high school age,
weho are now in aretro-mood, rediscovering Keroung,
Burroughs and Gregory Corso and my own work.
Gary Snyder and others. What seems 1o be coming
through 15 2 concem for ecology, concern with
eastern thought, meditabon practice, maybe some re-
evaluation of the wuselul educational role of
psychedelics and marijuang, rejection maybe of the
Reagan/Bush drugs, cocaine, the ones they were
dealing to  support  the contras, Mavbe a
demystification of the government, or the neo-
conservalive governiment, paricularly marked with
the fall of Bush after that big hysteria about war.

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0 Does this give you a sense of hope?

A No, Ldon’t think Eope or fear or relevant. 1U's more
a question of, as Buroughs sayvs, foos, The debr, for
instance, was apparently a deliberate attempt to
bankrupt the country so that we wouldn't be able to
have any more welfare programs. David Stockman,
the hudger director, told that o Ben Bradlee
Remember that? David Stockman had a series of
imterviews with Mewsweek and he wrote a book and
he talked o Bep Bradlee ofT the record. One of the
thines he said was tiat Beagon deliberately wied 1o
bunkrupt the country by excessive military spending
o starve out the welfare state, Do you remember
that! That was part of the trouma that the
consecvatives dealt as well as the wrecking of the
family farm, hyper-militanization with debt. Chinton
I5 certainly a lot more s more cheerful. Less of a sour
puss, less glum. Less of a depressant. Bul | don't see
how he can overcome the substantive wounds that
have been left behind

Q: What would vou say to a young person in
America who wants to be a poet?

A! Wrile poetry! Learn how to meditate, Go 1o the
movies. Read books, Read a lot of old poetry,

Q: Who are the people that vou like to read?

A Now" Among lesier known pocts or better known
poets?
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Q: Just who do you enjoy particularly right now?

Q: Where do you see poetry going?

A I's not going anywhere. I's where it always Is. It
always has the same [function of being candid
representation of actual private life,

Most public language has been manipulated if not
predatory

(3: Poctry js something you create from something
sponfancous?

Ar No, just the opposite. The mind moves as yvou
become fomiliar with what 15 spontaneously arising
in your mind. You never know what yvou're poing o
think in o minute. You never know your next thought,
You can't plan  thiking, In that sepss, il's
spontaneous totally, so what's deliberate or created 15
your awareness of the flow of spontaneous thought,
You can boil it down to one slogan: Cach yoursell
thinking.

Q: What is poetry versus prose?

A: Is there o "versus” involved there? | don't think
there is. They are inter-changeable. Like the best of
Mehlville, Joyce, Proust, Kerouas, Burroughs,
Lawrence, Rabelais, are prose/poetry. Thomas Wolfe,
The best of u, Some of the best of Rimbaud,
Baudelaire, Whitman and others, write prose, So at a
certain point the distinction between prose and poetry
need not be made, especially if you ask the simplest
yuestion, is the Bible prose of poetry? Job? 15 thm
prose of is thit poetry? It's written in paragraphs. It
isn't poetry as poetry is thought of when you're being
academic about it. One distinction | would make is
that to write a novel, n prose novel, takes a lot more
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pitience for the application and maintenance of
long-range visualization than poetry, Burronghs, for
instance, lives with his characters for years it g time.

: What about the relationship between art and
enlightenment?

Ar | don't think there is any  such  thing s
enlightenment. That's o raditional Buddhist view,
there is no enlightenment,

Q: Well, voo're already enlightened,

A: That's what they say, everyone 15 always
enlightened, Jt's just a question of recognizing: Or
recognizing what aspect of your nature is nlready
enlightened and trusting that. |t tumns oul to be the
most obvious.

Don't believe politicians, priests, rabbis, think for
yourself. That's a verv dangerous thing o say.
Soerates said it first. Now, specfically, which prison
do you want (o falk about.

Q: The one that you were broken oul of by
Weather underground.

A That was Vacaville,

0Q: Was that the same prison that G. Gordon
Liddy was serving time in?

A' Hahahaha! This is a prison travelogue! | was in
severdl prisons that Gordon Liddy was in. They were
federal prisons. The lederal prison in San Diego, the
federal prison in Missouri. But San Quentin and
Vacaville are California prisons, Now. | want (o tell
vou that if any of you out there are listening to me,
I'm sure a lot of you are going to be in prison soon,
You know why? Because the number one industry in
America 15 building prisons. Now America has thres
times more prisoners than any, any country n the
world, South Africa, China are nothing. So many of
those listening 1o me are probably gomg o end ap in
prison some time, You got 1o & Swiss prison. In
Switzerland, you get good treatment. The Swiss
know how 1o run a hotel, Stay out of southem
prisons. My brothers and sisters in prison, believe
mie, I'm with you! It's a seandal, it's a disgrace, to live
in o country that is the number one imprisoning
country in the world, There are kids spending twenty
years in prison for 4 little marijugna or one or lwo
does of LSD. Grateful Dead heads are being sent up
for ten or fifteen years, Yeah, it's a totalitarian system
and I'm with the prisoners all of the way. I've spemt
five vears in prison, | escaped from prison and you
don’t know anything ubout America uniil you've been
in one of those prisons and see how the prison
industry works.

neal cassady as an urban legend

From his birth on the road in Salt Lake City
while his parents traveled in a truck with a calsin built
on the back 1o his legendary last words in Mexico,
few people of this century have been mythologized
like Neal Cassady.

His unfinished aulobiography, The Firn
Third reads like a cross between Muck Finn and »
sensational 1930s novel about life amony the urban
underclass.  His cross country rips with Jack
Kerouae, and later with Ken Kesey and the Mery
Pranksters have been thoroughly documented, and
countless newspaper and magazine articles have been
written from this source material. The lezend
cantinues. Two movies hove been made about his
life. Old schoal friends say ta this day they?ve never
met anyone like him, Ken Kesey was recently quoted
as saving “There's something about Cassady thm
keeps this nation moving and meeting itself (1)

Cassady did some of his own
mythologizing, At a loss for family history while
writing the Prologue to The First Third he simply
made one up, s fact he states clearly in the audio ape
transcript that became pant of Jack Kerouac's Viions
Of Ceaedy (2), Omly the events from the time of his
birth in the Prologae can be verified, but the older
stories, like the one of his great grandfather killing
his own brother over 2 woman, and his mother’s first
husband having been the mayor Des Moines (3), have
made their o into Neal's biography os well as the
biographies of his friends. It should be understood
that the rest of the book can be shown as true, with
schoal and wellare records verifying surprisingly
small detmils, and = walk through the Denver
neighborhoods Neal describes from his youth will
give a first hand demonstration of how keen lis
memory was, writing 20 years laterand thousands of
miles away.
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Kerouac, Allen Ginsberg, William S
Burroughs, Ken Kesey, Carolyn Cassady, Jerry
Garcis and countless others have lestified to the
reality of the attributes that define his charigter: his
intelligence and physical s;amina, his sexual prowess,
his vse of language and his memory tricks, his
inspired driving and sledge hammer jugghing. but
there's another, smaller urena, whers Cassndy hus
become legendury without anyone knowing his
conmection to the Beat Generation or the Summer of
Lave, a place where Cassady's nume itself is
forgotten, but his deeds live on, At the Los CGatos
Tire shop, 35 years after Neal last worked there, and
15 years since the owner retired, Neal is 8 working
classhero, a real life John Henry, the man who could
outwork a machine.

In 1938 MNeal Cassady was sentenced 1o five
years to life in San Quentin Prison for giving two
Joints W a cop. Irs a complicated story that's lold
best by Carolyn Cassady in her book OfF The Rood
tHe was released 3 June 1960, and found that his drug
offense made i hard to find work. He had worked us
# Tire recapper 20 years carlier o Denver, and he
approached the owner of Los Gatos Tire Company
and pwt his cards on the table in his usual
straightforward and meticulous mamner: he would be
the perfect employee for rwo years, nine months, and
twenty-lour days, the length of his parale.  The
ownaer, who according to his children had led a pretiy
interesting life himsell, was impressed with Neal and
hired lum an the spot.

The Kind of work Neal signed on for as new
mun Wwas hard and physically exhausting und Neal
was 3d years old. Carolyn writes: “As usual Neal
astounded everyone with his speed and efMiciency
Employers, employees and customers swod by and
wattchied him with unabashed awe (4)."

Los Gaws Tire Company looks like o
million similar ndustral buildings.  Built in the
fifiies as o tire center, with a couple of auto bays and
un office off 10 the side  The building does it?s job.
I's well designed and still seems modem.  The
company has been there 50 vears. OfT to the side of
the buildime, there are a couple of shallow ridges,
each dropping three or four feer and then  the
property dips sharply out back, with railroad tracks at
the bottom. Cassady used 1o have a Willies Wagon,
which was the sports utility vehicle of a's day, and
when siriving sl work he would step ouf of the car ai
the First ridge, and tim off the engine, allowing the
car lo drift down 10 the second ridge where it would
come to rest al the edge of the rise, just before the
serious drop 10 the milroad racks. He never missed.

While working he was still domng the cnr
pirking tricks tat 50 tmpressed Kerouac and his high
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school buddies before that. He would put a car in
reverse on the shck cement floor, and hit the gas,
making the tires bounce and the rear end squirrel
around, and decelerating slowly till the tires could
grip he would shoot the vehicle over {o the racks, it's
trajectory ending in a short squeal of skid as he hit
the brakes,

Neal's dexterity with a sledge hammer a few
years luter is well known, but during this time he did
some of the same tricks with a tive pry bar, which is
like a shortie wrecking bar, used to pry the dense
rubber of a tire away from the wheel, His favorite
trick was to throw the bar down on its tip against the
cement floor while walking. He would continue 1o
wilk us the bar bounced ofl the floor and over his
shoulder and into his open hand

Neal was an average sized guy, Five foot
ten and a hundred and {ifty pounds, but he could lift a
truck tire that out weighed him by a hundred pounds
with one hand, bounce it off the Aoor and using his
hip for leverage propel it onto a rack six fect off the
flocr in one easy motion. Only the owner of the shop,
a much bigger man was ever able do likewise, and
may have shown Neal the trick.

Despite hiv stamina and concentration, Neal
did get tred, and parole or not. he was alwiys
buming the candle ol both ends. Once, he was
missing (n the middle of a busy day, and when the
other workers looked ground, they found him asleep,
standing up in the store room, a re under each arm
swedged into o stack on either side of him holding him
up.

He had Fallen asleep n mid stride

Neal worked at the tire company until his
parole was over in the summer of 1963 and he was
free to pursue other interests. The business was sold
|5 years ago and the owoer relired, but these stories
have been passed down from worker to worker over
the years. No one there knows that the guy who did
this stuft was Neal Cassady, the secrer Hero of Howd,
the Adonis of Denver, the fstest man alive, bul they
know that way long ago the craziest guy used 1w work
Ihere.

Having been a long time Kerouae devoree--
and part-time Science Fiction enthusiast—] thought
never the twain would meet, due 1o Kerouac's

statement in his clussic weatise, Essennials (of

Spontaneous Prose © "Modern bizarre struciures
(science fiction efe.) arise from language being dead,
'different’ themes give illusion of ‘new’ life...*

It was Jack's contention that such arntificial
forms, i.e. Sci Fi, failed to capture the pure essence of
speech; conversely, real themes taken from everyday
life were more suitable vehicles for expressing the
true voice of the Muse, much as jazz 15 the ideal
framework for o saxophonist to "Blow". This was
how Kerounc saw the craft of writing, as a free-form
improvisation—a la jazzmon with sax--lewting the
* subconscious mind blow mighty riffs of words an
paper with stream of conscious abandon.

Saith Saimt Jack again n Essentiols of
Sponianeous Prose : "I possible write ‘without
consciousness in semi-trance’ (a5 Yeats' later “rrange-
writing”), allowing subconscious 1o admil in own
uninhibited interesting necessary and so0 ‘modem’
language what conscious ant would censor, ond write
excitedly, swiftly. with writing-or-typing-cramps, in
sccordance with [aws of orgasm, Releh's 'declouding
of consciousness’,,."

Kerauac's criticism of science fiction was, in
essence, @ critique of all lierture thot relies on
artificial constructs and formule. Kerouac himsell
was liken unto jazeman blowing his hom to high
beaves, letting the spontancous wiuse flow, free from
the strictures of “lhterary convention” To Jack,
writing was a form of sexual release, as jazz was a
simllar form of communication, or like Neal Cassady
behind the wheel of a car, letting the cosmic flow of
life direct his crazy caterwauling course, making mad
history in the process.

Once, while perusing various Kerouac
biographies, | happened across o reference fo a
science Ffiction story Jack wrote called CITYCinelny,
which came as a bit of a surprise, outlining—as it did-
-Kerouac's version of a totalitarian cyber-society set
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agamst the backdrop of o futuristic carth plagued by
overpopilation and ruled by she-demon feminists |
thought; Jeez, Kerouse blowing o science fiction
fIfY. Like, crazy!

According to Bemt legend., around 'S3
Kerouac resumed work on CITYClyedsy, o ScicFi
stary he began sometime during the heyday of the
McCarthy hearings. Originally, Jack sent a drafi 1o
his friend William S. Burroughs in the eventuality
ihat the two could develop the story together info &
saliric novel, though nothing ever came of ihis
prospective collaboration

CITYCiryelty was later sold for o whopping
filty dollars 10 the New American Reader und
subsequently  published In The Moderns: A
Anthology of New Wetling in Americe | edited by
Leroi Junes, Howevér, my search for the story proved
no casy fask, though | eventually tracked down this
anthelogy, which was located i only four libraries
scross the globe: two in Great Britain, and two in the
US. Finally, | was able 0 bomrow & copy from
Kansas State University, and at last lay my eyes upon
his unheralded masterpiece depicting a Brave New
World everrun with Thought Police and wondrous
drugs that numb the mind to-that dirty word--
“Activism". Writes lnck in CITYCltveiry:

"Activated. .o word written in black leners
dripping with red ok ACTIVATED, you'd sce
written on  superseplic  toilet  walls of the
cltyCinCITY, with lewd drawings It was a word
whispered m dark sex rooms, tumed ino a colloguial
dimy-word. "Activate me ™

In his witra-Orwellian tale, Kerouac paints i
sark meture of the envisioned “amtiseptic city”,
where such things as “pockets” have been outlawed,
thus limiting the dumbed-down citizenry fram
eoncealing anything upon their badies not authorized
by the riling faction. Mandatory drug ingestion and
Multivision viewing are required for all inhabitants of
eyCiyCITY, as every "Deactivated person” s
equipped with ™ .Brow Multivision set, just a linle
rubber dise adhering o the brow.* Multivision is
Keroipe's version of Orwell's "one eved monster”
staring im0 every living room and desiccared soul:
much more far-reaching than mere TV, Multivision is
the ukimate Cyberpunk nightmare, monitoring the
lives of guiet desperation as they unfold on a planet
where legalized murder is the only way to keep the
population in  check. As  Juck  explains  the
el CieCITY method of population control:

"It was jecessary at Intervals 10 elecirocute
enlire Zone Blocks and make room for a new group
culled from slags and miscalculations in the system.
Deactivation which prevented people from leaving
their own Zone Blocks. was a necessary caution
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against the chaos which would have resulted from an
overpopulated Movement over the crowded sieelplate
of the world. Migrating to other planets wus out of
the question: especially after centuries of Sell
Enforced Deactivation. Other planets o the
immediate vicinity of earth had been denuded of life
and tumed jinto Deactivator Bases and Luboratorics,
Deactivating all that part of the universe around the
earth, Oulside raged the life of the Universe, where
Activation reigned. Many were the spyceships from
unknown planets who'd come crashing agamst the
No-Zone of earfh and disintegraled in midair, many
the meteors met the same fate. Nobody questioned
the wisdom of Master Center Love in refusing lo
ligve any contact with the rest of the universe..."

Viewed in conjunction with "L"--the Love
Drug--the breastbones of the mirthless inhabirants of
cinCipCITY  are  riveted  with  transmiiters
broadcasting their brainwaves fo indicate if they are
remainlog in accordance with the messages—aired on
Mullivision—via Master Center Love(MCL), the
central hub of this mass mind controlled civilization,
Earth circa 2900 A.D, This hreastplate disc also
serves as a drug dispenser, keeping its users "pumped

Like novelist Henry Miller, Kerouae saw
past-World War || America as an "air conditianed
nightmare”; the freedom to be whatever one chouose
was rapidly diminishing dering the reign of
Eisenhower.

The story—cineCinC T Y—cemters pround «
diy in the life of a lod named M-8, who one
morning makes the most amazling discovery on the
streets of eiayCiniCITY _that of a poal of water.

*LAM-B00s) heart thumped. He had never
seen a pool of water in his ke, except in Multivision
in their history shows, showing how, in the days
before rain was diverted from cyvCavCITY, moisture
used to fall from the skles and form in the streets and
blacks of old cities. "“There's beent g leak!” thousht the
Kid frantically. "What'll they say? Waw!"™

And with the discovery of this poal of the

There was also something rotien in the
studios of ABC radic on March 2nd, 1948 when
drama critic John Mason  Brown look fo the
microphone and declared comies to be “the marijuana
of the nursery!” (Zone and Roblin 8).  Boy, I'm sure
that comment made both Hearst and North happy.

There was also saomething roten in the May
th, 1948 issue of the Somvaoy Review gf Lirerature
in which Dr. Frederick Wertham churged that comic
boaks had caused children all around the coumry fo
suddenly go hi-diddle-diddle over the deep end and
stab, shoot, beat. and otherwise annoy not only their
peers, bul (worst of all!) their elders as well
Apparently, these comics had even instilled in o
couple of ehildren the odd delusion that they were
more infebligent than their parents and could decide
for themselves what they wanted to read. Only the
Devil himself could've been responsible for such
sussiness

Dbviously, comic books were operating as a
kmd of mumam virus possessing the bodies of
children like B-movie aliens from The Village of the
Damned. This menace needed to be stamped out
even if it took a posse of five hundred men 1o do !

But such an endeavor didn't require five
hundred men when Dro Frederick Wertham  was
around 1oo shoulder the responsibility. According to
Ray Zone, on the third of September, 1948, Wertham
delivered a speech "before the National Congress of
Correction,”® calling lor “a national ordinance 1o ban
the sale of crime comics to children under fifieen
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years of age.,, This led to a "ordinance limiting the
sale of crime comic books” in at least fifty cities (13).
Out of this hysteria grew a scarier phenomena: Angry
parents held mass comic book burnings in Chicago,
New York, and throughout the mid-Wesl.  Same
parents even forced their kids 10 throw their favorite
comic books into the fire.

A friend of mine once mentioned the above
information i & political science paper on
censorship, The professor returned this essay with a
written comment that such bumings had never
pecurred. This is rather peculiar, considering the fact
that voluminons footage of these events do mdeed
exist and can be seen (just to name one example) in
Ron Mann's excellent 1989 docuinentary Comic Book
Confidential  Go ahead, rent it. Pop it in the YVCR.
If you squint your eyes and Wit your head, vou just
might think you're watching a scene from Nazi
Germany. Say, is that Reinhard Gehlen waving in the
background?

While military officers i the Peniagon were
smuggling Nazi war eriminals into the United States
with the help of Vatican “railines™ (Simpson 176),
Frederick Wertham was doing all he could 1o import
a little bit of the oil Fathertand to Amenican soil as
well--if not in the Nesh, then at least in spirit. At
around the same time that his leamed dingnoses were
inspiring book bumings all around the country,
Werthmn was also leading an aftack against o
brilliant psychintrist named Wilhelm Reich (Sharaf
361). In 1933 Reich had fled his native Germany in
order to avoid the same fate as his book The Masy
Psyehology of Fascism, coples of which were burned
en masse al the behest of the Gestapo (Reich xviif).
After mrriving in the Land of the Free, however,
Reich was surprised to find the very same book being
attacked by demagogues like Wertham. No doubt,
Wertham was merely scting 2s 2 mouthpiece fur the
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American  Psychiatric  Association and  the
pharmaceutical industry, both of whom were sTightly
upsel that Reich had dis- covered the mesns to cure
cancer via orgone energy,

Far some odd reason professional healers
often get upsel when an erratic individual n the
medical commueity actually begins curing people.
Afler all, why help patienis get better when you can
spend the time more wisely by whipping them into o
vortex of fear with mode-up sicknesses like "Anti-
socinl Personulity Disorder” and "False Memory
Syndrome, that can be “treated” via expensive,
weekly dosages of unpronounceable drugs usually
ending in “drinell or "zine™? | don't know how
Americn could cope 1f all the medical doctors ind
psychinirists disappeared tomommow,  Without them
we wouldn't know that clectro-shock therapy, Ritalin,
Thalidomide, and Malathion spraying are all quite
healthy for us whereas comic books can permanently
damage one's central nervous system.

A WOMAN WHO'S RECENTLY TAKEN
THALIDOMIDE: Say, Doc. look at my Kid! What's
the matter with him?

DOCTOR (perusing the child miently): Uh, is there
something the matler with him?

WOMAN: OFf course! He's just a big eyeball with
eight pudgy Feet!

DOCTOR: Ah, [ see what vou mean now (Siroking
tis chin) W - _ . were you reading comie books at
any point during the pregnancy?

In 1954, just two years before the Amenican
Food and Drug Administration would bur piles and
piles of Wilhelm Reich's books by the decree of a
gourt order, William Gaines was forced to testify at
the Senate Investigation of Comic Books and
Juvenile Delinguency (that's actually what it was
called, Molks, | aint making it wp). Willlam Gaines
was the publisher of the now infamous EC line of
comics including Toles From the Crypt, Weird
Faniasy, Two-Fisted Tales, as well as numerous other
titles. Many of these comics featured the artwork of
singular talents like Bernie Krigstein, Wally Wood,
Harvey Kurtzman (Temy Gillism's  mentor,
incidentally), Al Willismson, Grahsm Ingels—the list
goes on and on. This soall clique of witists who were
merely altempling o tell good stories were suddenly
his chin) Mm - accused of being sicko-pinko-
bastards out 1o poilute the precious bodily fuids of
children the world pver. It was up to their boss to
pull them out of this mess,
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During the Senste Inquisition Gaines held
his own, verirally jousting with the politicos to sucha
point that the Chairman had to bang the gavel a
couple of times to drown oul his words. At one paint
a Senator held up an issue of Crime SuspenSiories
with a severed head on the cover and said: "Here 1s
your May issue. Do vou think that's in good taste”
Gaines replied, "Yes sir, | do - - - for the cover of a
horror comie.” Anyone with an ounce ol comnon
sense would consider that o be a reasonable
response. The Sewate didn't think so,

Just as we see today with the television
industry, all this hoopla and wagging-ol-fingers from
White Guys In Neck Tier caused the people under
altack 1o regulate themselves. "In the United States
of America we do not censor people.  Instead we
harass you and cling to your necks like rabud dogs
until you censor yourselves. There's nothing the
matter with that, is there?"

Sadly, ineviably, in September of 1954 the
publishers were cajoled into forming the Comics
Code Authority und appointed

as official "censor” to mstitute "the most stringen
code in existence for any communications imedia,
[Today, of course, we've grown beyond such
immature candor and give our mpdem day Charles
Murphys names like "the Head of Standards and
Practices" rather than the far too blatant “ofTicial
eensor,"] Homar and termor comics weré banned and
to receive the Comics Code Seal of Approval no
comic books could “explicitly present the unigue
details and methods of & crime.” {(Zone and Roblin
24) Gee, | wonder what crimes they're [alking abou”
Like smuggling Mazis into the country? Like being
on the wke from the mob? Like propositioning young
boys? Back in 1954 if the Senate had completely
Ignored comics and mstcad held the Senate Investiga-
tion of the Pentagon and J. Edgar Hoover, the United
States would be filled with @ bunch of happy campers
right naw,

Thie parallels between 1954 and today are
eerily similar. Where once it was 1. Edgar Hoover
proclaiming comics to be a threat to the "American
wity of life" we now have Janet Reno saying the same
damn thing aboul lelevision. Instead of grabbing a
fire extinguisher and putting out that conflagration
she lit with unter gleefulness in Waco, she's holed up
in her office writing TV seripts, "This is the way
they oughta be written—you know, without all thai
sex and violence stwif in it Meanwhile, this is the
same woman who couldn't find any organized crime
in Dade County while serving as Florida's assistant
State Alfornéy, an nct tantamount to aceidentally
overlooking the Grand Canyon while riding a pack
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mule hrough it This s the same woman who
covered up the rampant vote fraud i Florida
discavered by James and Kenneth Collier back In
1972 (Collier and Collier 125-26). This is the sam ¢
wiman wha's been known 1o love litile girls as much

Along wilhl jazz, Comic books are one of the
few mtermationally renowned indigenous American
art forms. Due o no small part to the efforts of Blue
Meanies. fike Sterling Nooh, however, if has more
often than not becn regulated to the fnyisible outposts
of Americw's coliure. What is i about (his medium
that 5o (rightens the congenitally Serious? 1s W
because comic books, like jozz, have always been a
home for society's dregs? According 1o Franklin
Rosemont both art forms were equally subject 1o
denision by the guardians of bourzeois High Cultore,
These pwo despised media were thus well sifuated o
express the deep und secret longings of the most
tespised sectors of the population: the mast exploited
of the proletariat, immigrants, blacks, slum-dwellers,

Again and again throughout this century we
hear 1he members of the above list being derided as
"useless eaters,” a phrase used by Goebbels to
describe everyone in Germany not exactly lke him.
If you think aboul it, the phrase “a poisonous
mushroom erowth” isn't all that dissimilar to tie
rhetoric used againg the oulcasis of Nazi Germany.
Goebbels, of course, was a "sterling” Fillar of virue
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in his eommumity. He was also guite conversant in
the wechniques of propagandi, and knew Tull well that
the greatest poliucs) tool is always distraction. 1f it's
nol comie books luming your kids into Killers, it's
marijuana.

The Last Days of
Fred Crisman

In 1947 Fred Crisman said he witnessed a
UFO at Maury (sland, near Seattle. In 1968 New
Ohrleans District Attorney Jim Garrison subpoenaed
Crisman s pant of his investigation of the JFK
assassination. The infamous Torbitt Document
named Crisman as one of the three tramps in the
railyard behind Dealey Plaza In between, Crisman
became a known figure on 1alk radio in Tacoms, 3
precursor to the likes of Rush Limbaugh and G
Gordon Liddy. and a known figure in the ufological
community, His full story i told in the new book,
Manry Ixland UFQ by Kenn Thomas, published by
HlumiNet. The following excerpi is taken from that
book,

Crisman started at KAYE radio in Puyallup,
Washington, on August |, 1968, under the on-air
name of John Gold  According to his 1970
autobiographical book, Murder of & City, published
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under the Gold gseudonyin, he had been attracted 1o
the radio station because he felt it was a way to
expeess his concern over the Gypsy minority and that
it would be useful in his political cause: the
elimimation of (he city manngement style of
govermment in Tucamy, Washington,

According 1o one source, Crisman's zeal In
this mutter stemmed from orders given him in 1968,
“but there is 1o reason given as to why it is felt by
the East section of the CIA that this form of
povernmem is wrong for (his area.” (1) Crisman's
reasons, as well as his general philosophy (deseribed
by Crisman a3 "Liberal Democrat"-and he had
indeed run for office as o Democrat-but clearly was
shown as anything but in his writing) and a detailed
ook al his pulitical and business associations,
provided the bagis for his baok.  Murder of s City
reviews the strupeles between Tacoma's  city
mapager, Dave Rowlands, and its mayvor, A. L.
"Slim" Rasmussen-a strupgle thut Crisman viewed as
having lost

In March 1969, Crisinan helped create a
non-profit corporation 1o pursue this ambilion of
eliminating city management govemment in Tacoma.
It failed, of course, and by January of the following
vear Mavor Rasmussen wis administering his final
session, huving lost the previous November election.
{Ine of his final acts was to appoint Fred Crisman 1o
Tacoma's library board.  The move received criticism
for all that Crisman had done in local politics and his
infamy as a right-wing radip commentator, but he
assured s critics that *| respeet (he library and use it
frequently for my own studies as well as for
background ... and would not think of attempting to
influence [the library director] in his choice of
books.” (2)

Crisman's change of fortunes continued
when Ihe defamation lawsuit ngainst KAYE was
dismissed. (3) He ol involved with cable-TV
franchising 1o no suceess, however, and lost his bid
for election 1o the Civil Service Board of Pierce
county by 1559 votes (4) in September 1971, Shortly
thereafier, charges of mismanagement began 1o
circulate about the library manager, apparently
emanating from Crisman, who believed that his
Opposition 1o city manager govemment kept him
from being made the board president of the Tacoma
Public Library (5)

Petty  bickering about library  politics
continued m the Tacoma press until Crisman resigned
in October 1973.(6) As early s 1967, however, Fred
Crisman began 1o again tum his altention 1o the
events at Maury Island of 1947, On July 22 of thai
year he lectured on the topic at the annuz| Northwest

UFO Conference in Seatile. (7) lectured the group
aboul the seriousness of the subject, apparently a bit
disgruntled at some of the camival-like atmosphere
that attends UFO gatherings (thun as now), He made
the claim that he had been the first person 1o
photograph the UFOs and that he still had ponis of
the Maury Island photographs, He discussed the
flying saucer slag and insisted that it wos quite
different from the discarded product of the local
smelter works. He talked at length about the press
distortion of the subject and how he hoped the true
facts would someday emerge. If Crisman wass
making a bid 1o become a UF celebrity like Keaneth
Amold, he did little after that 1o further the cause.
When he finished lecturing in Scaule, a young UFO
researcher named Gary Leslie approached him
anxiously to get copies of the Maury lsiand
photographs, Crisman declined tw offer his own
address due to his distaste for publicity (2 claim
comradicted by his soon-lo-come carcer as 3 shock
jock, if not by the lecture itself), but he did provide
an address for Harold Dahl. Dahl after all, had the
photographs im his possession
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Leslie found Dahl to be an amicable
comespondent. He offered 1o provide copies of the
photos and a written statement about his experiences
at Maury Island, plus one from his son. He
forwarded Leslie's inguiries (o Crisman's New
Orlecns oddress (8), and reported that he had
phatogruphs of the North Queen boat taken al the
time of the incident. Dahl also spoke very glowingly
of Crisman, comparing him, in fact, to the character
plaved by Raoy Thinnes in the then current TV show
The Imvaders, a character hunted for his secret
knpwledge of flying saucers-and explained that
nothing could be done without his partner's approval.

A few days Inter, Leshe received an angry
response from Crisman, "1 do not want this matler in
public print!" he declared and expressed his anger
that Dahl was so forthcoming. “He will not
correspond  with you again.” {9) Leslie had the
ambition of collecting information from the pair and
publishing an unvamished version of the Maury
lsland story. He was quite disappointed in Crisman’s
hostility and tried through several letiers to both Dahl
and Crisman 10 ameliorate the controversy, il indeed
it was "Dabl. " Some researchers soggest that the
letters from Harold Dahl, the Easy Papers, and much
of the other written documentation of this story may
have actually been written by Crisman, even though
the address was in Tenino, Washimgton, not New
Crleans. (10)

In anv event, "Dahl" caved In 1o Crisman's
concerns immediately, but he kept in contact with
Leslie for other purposes. He had an interést in
promoting the work of Dr. Frank E. Stranges of Van
Nuys, Califomia. "Dahl™ sought the help of Leslie’s
UAPRO group to organize a showmg a film by
Stranges. Leslie obliged and continued to pursue the
photographs and written statements from "Dahl” In a
last letter from Crisman/Dahl (] am irrevocably tied
to Hal in any questions that arise on the Maury island
incident™, he claims that he has only shared his
views and research malerials on Maury Island with
small business and scademic groups "that have extra
and advanced knowledge” about UFOs. "l travel
widely and this allows me to be in areas that do have
certain of the extra ‘attentions’ of the UFOs. It has
always been a type of precise high-wire’ balance act
ta keep up an investigative and reporting interest and
at the same time deal with the areas of a business
world thal hiss no mterest in such matters.”

With reluctance, Crismuon  acquiesced 10
"Dahl’s" interest in sharing with Leslie, but no record
exists that the contact continued. Crisman closes
with a repont that he went to the onginal Maury
Island UFO site, and found [ bamen of plant growth
and surreunded by signs that the area would be mzed
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for the sake of an unnamed federal project. “Why? ...
A bit of inguiry revealed that government men af
some agency have retumed over the years ... many
times for soil samples and pictures. ™

The name of Dr. Frank Stranges, still a
personality in UFO circles in 1999, came up once
more in research surrounding Crisman, The director
of NICUFO (the National Investigations Committee
on UFOs), Swanges was approached by an
investigator  for  famed Kennedy ussassination
resercher  and  author  Bemard  Fensterwald,
Fensterwald had received a leaflet from another noted
nuthor in the feld, Paris Flammonde, that had
Crisman's business partner-und 2 suspect in the anli-
Castro milicu sccording to Jim Garrison-Thomas
Beckhom listed on NICUFO's board of directors.
The investigator determined that Beckham met
Stranges through Crisman. (11)

The August 1993 release of an interview
transcripl with Beckham affirmed that Crisman
managed his singing career and had introduced him
10 the UFO world. (12)

One other UFO circuit personality had a
non-éncoumter with Crisman: Wayne Aho.  Aho had
remained active in the ufological communily since
his spaceship encounter in the Mojave Desert on May
11, 1957, Crisman mvited him to attend the First
Midwest UFO Conference in Omaha, MNebraska on
August 12, 1967. Aho showed, but Crisman did nol.
Aho had previous involvement with shady characters
on the UFO fringe. He nnd a business associaie
named Otis T, Carr were indicted in the late 50s for
an investment scheme to develop & Mying sawcer that
ran on free epergy. The two were indicted for selling
hundreds of thousands in illegal stocks, but charges
agsinst Aho were dropped. Carr was conyicted and
given 4 $5,000 fine. Like the money that Beckham
and Crisman allegedly raised, the final disposition of
Carr's profits remains unknown,

Aside from these instances, Crisman kept to
his principle of avoiding publicity with regard to
Maury Island and UFOs, He retumed to his traveling
and “the areas of a business world that has no interest
in such matters.”

After the radio show, the Garrison subpoena,
and his career with politics and the public, Crisman
tried 1 start @ public television station n Tacomi in
1975.(13)

The charge that he was one of the mystery
tramps 8t Dealey Plaza an November 22, 1963 arose
again in the mid-70s in articles that appeared In True
magazine and Crowdaddy. Crisman maintzined his
story that he was teaching high school in Rainier on
that day.(14)
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The mext time Fred Crisman ran for office,
for a seat on the City Council; he lost by over 10,000
vales.{15) In Sepicmber 1974, he was hospitalized
for Kidney faifore. In April 1975 he marmied Mary
Frances Borden, an ally in his library political battles.
On December 10, 1975, Fred Crisman died at the age
of 56.(16)

The
acoompanving letter from Peerboom points out that
“Since the school district did not keep very extensive
records at the ttme, | cannot supply the exacl
information which you requested. | am supplying all
ther is available. " In o separate leiter, howeyer,
Peerboom includes the remark, "I can also verify thit
on the diy of the assassinanon of Presidem John F
Kennedy, | wus teaching at the school and Tred Lee
Crisman was also lleaching at the school on (hat day.
" He concludes, "1 might mention that [ regard Mr.
Urisman as a persom lacking io muth. | can only say
if it 18 important, | can give reasons for the above
statement ™

Peerboom also doubted the authenticity of &
letter he received from Crisman's wife Mary, asking
for copies of the same records, but included the letter
with the materials he semt 1o the HSCA.

The mast intriguing question raised by the
assault mounted azainst Dan GrilMith is who has the
motivation and atention span 1 pursie an ordinary
citizen openly since |983 across vast distanees?
Aboul year five (1988), Griffith began reviewing
incidents in the years prior o 1983 which, at the
time. were odd but not seriously threatening: Griffith
was employed in early 1978 by oné of Cineinnati's
leading commiercinl reallors noted for is fmendly,
lpid-back personulity &5 much as his business
acumen, About three months lsler the broker's
demeanar suddenly changed to brusque hostility
when he told Griffith: "1 ot a alione call at home last
night," This hostility became szrious when the broker
atternpted to steal half of Griffith's share of a large
deal which resulted in a two-day trial in which the
jury took eleven minules 1o decide for Ciriffith.

RefNecting further o the past, an incidem
i early 1971 began o ke on an omibous medning
when placed into context. Charles Keating, lead
counsel for tvecoon Carl Lindner, began harassing
Giriffith wih  letters  afier an encounter on 2
Cincinnatl street. Kenliog wenl on o infny o
Arizona and California in the late 1980s as the
leading cause of whe national S&L crisis, Griffith
attended three days of o civil irlal in Tueson in 1992
in which Keatime took the Fifth Amendment
NuInEroils limes.

In late 1970, Griffth encountered two
former Tulane (raternity brothers, one in New
Orleans and the other in San Francisco, at which
more hostility was exhibited. Griffith had nol seen
these two (who were lawvers) since the 12305,

Perhops the maost mimguing  meilent in
Griffith's past was during his US Army service in
Germany in 1959 when he was asked by his Wesi
Point platoon liewtenant 1o be a classroom instructor
for what the Pentagon entitledh "troop inlormation
wnd education,” The topic was the worldwide reach of
the Soviel Comintern which, as an afterthought,
Griffith compared to ihe similar oreanizagonal
structure of the Vatlcan, Griffith never faught another
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class and was openly Tollowed on a long tour of
Europe two months [ater. Griffith does not believe
this Army incident is a causative factor but clearly
established & counter-intelligence file. In 1988, the
Stare Deparimient wrote o Griffith that "after several
searches, ‘we canpot find the records of your 1959
passport.” In 1995 in Washington, DC Griffith
learned from a former Ammy CIC agent that he had
probably been labeled a "disaffective,” ie., potential
defecior 1o the Soviets during those paranoid days of
the Cold War.

A significant demonstration of highly based
power has been the control over lawyers, bar
usspcianion referral services dnd private Investigators,
In 1984, Griffith contacted the Washington, DC Bar
Assoctation to acquire names of FOIA lawyers in
order to bring an action sgainst the FBL, The DC
Assocition refemred him 10 Eleanor Lops, whose
office lovation changed twice before she disappeared
nltogether, At one conference with Griffith, Loos
introduced a man whose credentials were that he had
worked lor the ClA in the Golden Triangle of
southeast Asin. This meeling took place in the
cafetena of the fedeml courthouse although no
lowsuit hod been fled. A similar experience oecurred
with the Cincinnaii Bar Association,

A Loufsville Harvard lawyer took S2500
from Griffith in 1987 and then did nothing, including
not retuming phone ¢alls. In 1996, Griffith tried the
legal approach again by hiring & Cincinnati lawyeér w0
bring wnother FOJA sction against the FBL This
lowyer (who lefl town) attempted 1o persuade Griffith
to not bring the lawsuit and then wrned the case over
w0 hiz senior partners who alse wied to prevent legal
dotion. When Griffith persisied, the lawyer agreed 1o
gel oy i "consullant” i Grffith brought the suit pro
see. Al the last minute the lawyer decided tw act as
leeal representotive. Griffith assummes that this sudden
change of hean was because the FBI did not want to
deal directly with an vutrsged citizen, The FBI stalled
this lowsuil from 1996 1o early 1999 when Griffith
dischurged these shills and took over the case pro se.

Privale investigators performed even more
outrageously.  Their  people  in  Cincinnati,
Washington, Fort Lauderdale snd Miami had clearly
been warned af Griffith's pursuit and reacted fearfully
and non-procuctively, Pls apparently have am alert
servide (fax and/or mail) which can be used 1o
bullitenize invesiigators across the country. complete
with photographs. A complaint against 8 Washington,
DC area Pl led 1o o phone call to Griffith's motel
room by a Fairfax County (VA) police officer who
told him 1o "drop the pursuitand investigation,"

Grlith regacds, the most significant, if not
mist ominous, indercepl, s (he appearance of a high
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ranking Vatican official m the British Hospital in
Lisbon, Portugal kn 1985, GrifTith had been hit by a
car three days after arrival in Portugal and was taken
to the small (22 bed} independent hospital maintained
by the sizeable British community in Lishon. The
next day. an Irish priest who wias head of one of the
major Catholic orders appeared as a patient in
GrifThh's five bed ward. After some small talk, the

conversation lapsed into sitence, Suddenly the priest
said: "Do vou think vou could Kill somebody?"
Griffith's NMabbergasted answer was "Huh?' The
priest was allegedly hospitalized for an asthion
condition, howewver, during the tén day stay, he would
frequently don his uniform and leave for iwo 1o three
hours. After Griffith's release, he discovered thm
Lisbon had (wo lorge Catholic hoespitals where o
genuinely sick priest would have been lodged

During this ten day stay in the British
Hospital, Griffabh was visited st his bed by mn
American from Fort Stockton, Texas, who stated he
was a tourist. He told Griffith of his young days when
he served as a Peace Corps volomizer. He assisted
Griffith w his first shaky steps (from broken ribs and
clavicle) into the street in front of the hospital. After
severdl days of visiting, he disappeared

In March 1992, Griffith drove into Fort
stockton and visited the man's aulo pars store and
was told by the clerk that he bad leflt early that
moming on a sudden "vacation”. The clerk also
stated that his boss had not servied in-the Peace Corps
but In the US Army

The fact sequence in this sapa is quire
incredible. The cahber of inercepiors has included
everyvthing from street level sculf bums 1o
experienced mtelligence agents. Bul the deployment
of a high ranking Vatican official who feigns illness
for ten davs is at the top of the list, Who has the
capability and clout to recruil and deploy such o
person? end

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Rajneesh Rising from
the Grave

I leave vou my cream.”

Some 15 years ago, a senes of bizarre events
unfolded that were publicized m (e media wround
the world. Yet, this weird story, which had all the
making of a spy movel and a greal movie, was
seemingly ignored by all bu. the most die-hard
consputologists, even though I contained all the
elements of a conspiracy and was global in nature.
One man, a “notorious” Indian gura with hundreds of
thousands of followers worldwide, was booted with
great vitriol out of not unly the United States but also
21 other countries. He was hounded, vilified and,
some clrim, poisoned, evidently becouse the powers
that be did not like what he had 1o say or what he was
attempting 10 do. What was it aboul this small, frail
man that freaked ool some of the most powerful
govemments in the world?

Born on December 11, 1931 as Rujneesh
Chandra Mahan, the son of 8 Jain merchamt of
modest means, in Kuchwodn, Indin, Blwgwan Shreg
Raneesh would go on 1o leave an indelible mark
upon the workd, Tor better or worse,

As the quintessential  anti-religionist,
Rajneesh dido't follow his parents’ Janism, an
ancient Indian religion whose creed is “ahimsa,” or
nenviolence, except that he oo subscribed 1o ahimsa,
which is ironic, as well as ragic, considering how he
would eventually be portayed.  Noe did he follow
Hinduism, or Buddhism or Christianity, lstam o
Judaism. He was a mischicfmaker from birth, and at
an early age started challenging on the Jain monks
and other authorny figures, including parents,
teachers and politicians. In fact his childhood stories
are hilarious - and somber.

Al seven, his adored grandfother died with
his head in Rajneesh’s lap — an event that compelled
the boy to investigate death, o "o discover that
which is deathless®  Allegedly spurred on by
depression caused by the death of his girlfriend when
he was 15, Rajneesh went on an intense spiritual
quest, at 21 becoming “enlightened,” supposedly in
the classical Indian sense, except that, in his case, he
didn't go spouting about the love of some god person.
Instead, he went on to obtain an MA in philasophy
from the University of Saugur, subsequently teacling
that subject m Jabalpur University for nine years,
during which time he gathered a Tollowing,
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After his stim @t Jabalpur, he began traveling
sround India in his broken-down Fiat, giving talks
and distributing booklets he'd had printed. He got
into Mights on the street and riled more than a few
Muslims and Hindus. Although he had a following
and had been an All-India debate champion, Indis is
# big country, and there were plenty of places that
hadn't heard of him — until he bested various religious
leaders in debate Wealthy backers started to appear,
mnd he eventually bepan to do meditation camps,
alithough nitally ke hated the whole gor thing and
eschewed it

in these medilation camps, Rajneesh
shocked the people by telling them that their religions
were pppressive and that they themselves were ull
sexually repressed, saving that "sex is a holy act” and
that their priests were using it 10 manipulate them.
He started 10 become known as the "sex guru.” In
Tantra, Spiriowalicy & Sex, he said:

"While making love 10 a woman, vou are
really making love to Existence itsell. The
woman is just @ door: the man is just a door.
Really, it happens that the whole of
Existence becomes the other — your beloved,
wvour lover. One can remain in constant
communion with the Existence. And you
can da it in other dimensions also, Walking
in the morming, you can do it Looking at the
moon you can do it You ean be in a sex et
with the whole universe once you know how

it happens."

The locals were scandalized by the
freewheeling air of the camps, where people n
various stages of dress jumped around in cathartic
meditations. Despite the moniker, however, only o
few of his 650 books have the word "sex” in the title,
und Rajneesh's countless and brilliant talks




incorporated just about every subject under the sun,
including the world's various religions such os
Buddhism, Christiamity, Hinduism, Taoism, etc., as
well as assorted other gurus and philosophers, such as
Gurdjieff, Socrates, Sartre, Freud, Jung, Lao Tru and
Wilhelm Reich.

In the early "M0s, an ashram was established
Tor kim at Pooma, and many Westemers started (o
come. Rajneesh had bepun devouring hooks in
English at an early age, s0 he wos well equipped o
teach English-speaking Westerners, telling them that
"your books are the mirrors of your mind." The list
of books he read was enormous, spanning all subjects
and smounting to tens of thousands. During these
years, people from all over the world armved and
created various self-growith therapies under his
guidance, These included, of course, sex therapies,
some of which got out of control. In addition, the
lecals were incensed by the halfnaked women
running sround. Rajneesh continued to get 4 bad
mame. The CLA bepan sending agenis to mfiltraie
and spy on him, but at least a couple of them found
the atmosphere 5o enjoyable that they staved or
returned there

Destiny with Disaster

In the early '80s, one of the women who had
wrested power within the ashram, Sheela Silverman,
was senl lo find a sultable place for Ramneesh to live
in the LS. Ostensibly the move was because his
health was bad. He was o diabetic and, althaugh
sirong at a youth, had a bad back and was preny
fragile for his age. Other factors for his decision 1o
leave India evidently included a fircbombing of the
ashram, an atternpt on his life and threats in Indinn
newspapers that he should have his tongue e out
and his hands cut off.

Detractors, however, claimed that Rajneesh
fed 1o the LS, because of the many problems at the
ashram, including alleged income fan evasion,
insurance fraud, and drugs and sex offenses by his
numerous Western tollowers, many of whom were in
fact essentinlly homeless wanderers looking for o
zood hime and maming a good thing

Onee in the LS., the group <tarted ouf in a
castle i1 New Jersey and from there scouted a place
in the West, They settled on the 64.000-acre Big
Muddy Ranch near Antelope, Oregon, which they
purchased for $6 million. Part of their decision was
based upon Rajneesh's conviction that there was "no
future for the future," so they werd fo set up a
survivalist utopia in the desert. The "Rajnecshees,”
as they would come 0 be known, old the local and
state government that they would only have a few
dozen people on the ranch, but this ussenion was
evidently & deception.  There is no evidence that the
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decision came from Rajneesh himsell, howeyer, he
surely expected thovsands of his followers from
around the world 1o show up.

To their credit. the Rajnesshess wok a deser
and wiened 11 inta & virtual casis i a matter of & few
vears. The monev poured in from everywhere. and
the residents provided “volunteer” labor, landscaping,
planking trees, erenting organtc farms, constructing
economical buildings, including thelr own nirport and
school, and possessing o fleet of buses. The site wis
spectacular but environmentally unsound due to the
lnrge number of people. and the political structure
was dercrioraling,

The fiery Sheeln rose lo become the head
liewtenant; and, with her harsh, agent-infiltrated
cligque, she would circulate around the commune
barking orders and threatening people.  In addition,
Sheela umd her husband were allegedly socking awily
some S55 million of the commune's money (0
gecounts In Swhzerland, 4 crime discovered by the
feds, who then blackmmled her o Being an
operuive.

The feds, who lind been walching Rajneesh
since he was in India, were moving in on the Oregon
commune. at first watching and then provoking
There were agents of practically every significant
agency at the city thut came to be called
Rajneeshpuram: CLA, FBI, INS, DEA, IRS, etc, - &n
estimated 17 state and Tederl agencies, Becanse of
the threat from the fossillzed locals, who 100k 10
shooting up Rujnegshpuram property, and because of
Sheela's increasing and well-founded paranoia, the
commune began 1o arm {tself, allegedly simuggling
weapons through Portland.

And then there were the drugsings and
poisonings, It is cloimed thay Sheela’s right-hand
"mun,"” a woman nicknamed "Nurse Mengele," was
an govemnmental sgent provecstenr who induced the
increasingly  Fascistic Sheela [mo  commilting  an
assortment of erimes. Inchiding putting salmonella in
1) salad bars in the town of the Dalles. Some 750
people nllegedly were sichened, appareritly 1o keep
them from being able to vote against the commune in
ihe upcoming election

There were other plots, in none of whieh
was Rajneesh himself ever implicated, despite ihe
fact that his room was bugged and  his
communications and movements monuored. These
plots included shipping in homeless people from
around the country 5o they dauld vole in elections in
favor of the commune  Many ol these homeless
people were schivophrenic and were apparently
drugged to keep them from beng vielent. The
Rajneeshees essentiglly bought out Antelope and
took over its local government.  As the acrimiony
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increased, plots allegm.lly were maﬂ: against he life
of attomey Charles Turner. as well ns that of others.
No doubl these plots were instigated and/or assisted
by the agents provocateurs crawling wll over the

place,

According w Alex Constantine, the
commune was linked w0 "opium tafficking,
prostitution, mopey laundering, arson, slave labor,
nuss poisonings, fllegal wiretaps and the stockpiling
of guns and biochemical warfare weapons” He alse
says, “The year-long Oregonian mvestigation
revealed cult ties 1o ClA-raimed merceniries in El
Salvador and the Far East. Domestically, Rajneesh's
secret police force worked with Agency operatives.”
But, he notes i The Constaming Report, no. 3, that
this “eccentric religious® vrganization, among others,
may have been “"co-opted” In the case of Rajneesh,
that is certainly true.

The shady business, along with the notorous Rolls
Royees, caused tremendous medin interest.  The
Rolls Royees. in fuet, wore designed 1o do just that
Rajneesh claimed to have 93 of them, and that he
would eventually own one for each day of the year
In reality, he didu't actually own them. Many of
them wene gifis to the commiune, and aihers were just
loaners. 11 is claimed that Rolls Royce itsell was in
on the joke. which was to demonsirate how ridiculous
was the American pursuit of material goods,

Iiv the fall of 1985, Rameesh came out of his 1300-
day seclusion, called i the FBI and began 10 talk
apaingt various commune members, including Sheeli,
who by this time had fMed the country. At this paint,
the National Guard and a "special SWAT team” were
called in, and "USAF fighters were swooping ovef
the isolated yanch.” In October, Rajmeesh boarded o
plane and flew 1w North Carolins, 10 stay &t a
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followers home e inter stated it be did this
because he believed the National Guard was going 1o
move in and start @ gun battle with the residents,
probably killing many of them. One ol Rajneesh's
followers was ihe daughter of sluin congressman Leo
Rvan, Shannon Ryan, whose association with “the
et cnused much  consterpmtion  thar  anotler
“Jonestown” was about to happen.

On October 28, 1985, Rajneesh was arresied
without an arrest Warrant ut the airport in Charlotie,
North Caroling, by some crazed agents who were
evidently told that he was a heinous criminal. They
grabbed the robe-wearing, small, frail gury, threw
fim onto the taemac, and shackled both his hands and
legs.

He was then shunted oseross country by
ground transport, in 12 days being junketed to six
differem jpils, He was tossed o a cell with a
herpes-infecied prisoner (Rajneesh had o notoriously
terible  Imimune system and could not tolerate
perfume of any kind, which led fo "sniffers” at the
entmnce of places he was speaking), and placed in
the Oklahoma State Penitentiary, before being
brought back to Portland 1o await trial It was in the
OK pententiary, he alleged, thit he was poisoned
with  plutonium  and  thallium, the rat  poison
purporiedly favored by the CIA and other spook
srganigations. The penilentinry, appareritly, is not far
from the Kerm-McGee plulonium plant, of Karen
Silkwood infumy.

On 118, while siting in the Portland jail
wititing to go to the trial house, Rajneesh was told
that there wis i bomb threat, at which point everyone
except him was allowed ot of the building. No
bomb exploded, but it is alleged that 2 “box of
electronies” was found under hus char,

The dllegations againsl  Rujneesh were
widely trumpeted and made to appear very sinister,
although Hiey were not,  He had arranged, it was
cliimed, humdreds of marrages so that followers
could stay in the eauniry. He was thus charged with
"Immigrution faud." Eventually, because there was
no evidence against him for any of the crimes
committed hy his supposed lollowers [and the
various agenis), he was advised 10 take the "Alfred
Plea." by which a defendant can maintsin his
innocence but the government can panish him
anyway His punishment was to be booted our of the
counlry.

After he left the LS. with & group of
followers, be was Kicked owt of or prevented from
entening 21 other countries, including  England,
France, Germany, Greece, Holland, laly. Sweden
and Switzerland  In Uruguay he had been given a 3-
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month visa, but this was vanked shortly after his
arrival - and after om alleged phone call from Ronald
Reagan to the Uruguayan govemment threatening 1o
pull & $6 billion-dollar loan if that nation let him stay,
The Uruguayan President was purporiedly informed
from a CIA report by American  Ambassador
Malcolm Wilkey that "Bhagwan Shree Rajneesh is a
highly intelligent man. He is very dangerous. He is an
anarchist, He has the power 10 change men's minds."
By now, laxes and phone calls were preceding his
landings, clatming that he was the leader of a drugs-
and-prostitution fng.  Many who have stodied his
numerous works feel this persecution was mainly
because he was so astoundingly expert at revealing
the hypoerisy and shesanigans af the status quo in
religion and politics.

Rajneesh was pot allowed to land in
Canada or Britain, even with & Lloyd's of Lundon
policy that he wouldn't leave the airport. One of s
followers was the German roval cousin ol Bonnie
Prince Charlie, and it was rumored that Charles had &
keen interest in “the Bhagwan,” which did not make
the Queen, et al., very happy,

The irascible Rajneesh was chased out of
Gireece after he criticized the Greek Orthodox
Church. He eventually landed In Nepal, where he
stayed for some months belore going back to Poona
For years afterward, his Tollowers were horassed and
prevented from entering India. Bui m some point,
somebody realized that they represenied big tounst
dollars, so the policy was relaxed,

The notorious Sheela was caught In
Germany and went to jail for aboul three years. Her
crontes in the LS. were eventually semtenced to
several vears for attempted murder and other crimes.

Rujneesh lived for four years afler this debacle,
during which time he changed his name to "Osho,"
saying that “Bhagwan," a litle ostensibly meaning
"Blessed One” and held by the holiest of Indisn
holies, metually referred to the male and female
genitalia.  Nawrally, this declaration pissed off the
Hindu hierrchy,

During this time, he continued lo give
talks. And his body continued to degrade. It was
claimed that the poison was cating away lis bones,
and he was in o great deal of pain, In the months
before his death, he lost a dozen or more teeth, He
was lterally rotting,

In the month prior to his death on January
19, 1990, his longtime confidant, a 37-year-old
woman named Vivek, who Rajneesh claimed wus the
reincarnation of his deceased childhood girlfriend,
and who allegedly suffered from manic-depression,
tried one more meditation therapy and then took an
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overdose, She did this on his birthday, December 11,
Niedless 1o say, her suicide caused a preat deal of
disturbance,  Osho's wonds conceming her death
were, "She goes i peace.” Flve weeks laler, Csho
himself was dead  Some say he had himself
cuthanized because he could no longer stand “the
pain of carrying s body” Others say lie "lefl the
body" to be with his lust love.

Some tlaum Vivek was not @ "manic-
depressive” but was driven to soicide because she
was dismayved by her lover's deteriomtion. 11 fs
further ¢laimed that the poisoning story was a cover-
up for Wis addiction to drugs. including Valium and
painkillers for the physical agony he experienced It
15 also believed by smne that his experimentation
with and addiction to drugs while in Oregon were the
main réason behind his loss of control over the
commune. Afier the heat staned 1o eet wmed up.
however, he cemainly smapped to attention long
enough 1o make a lucid “comeback” during the
process of his arrest, trial and deportation, In faer
despite the wish on the part of the medin to present a
“sinister mind-control cull leader,” few unflattering
Images were released of him. There he was on the
larmac at Charlotte, for example, hands shackled yer
I a nomaste greeting zesiure, with a beatific smile
that could charm @ snuke,

The Aftermath

After his death, it was discovered and reported by
Max Brecher in A Pasvage to America tiat the
*second-in-command of the Vatican," Cardinal
Joseph Rutzmger, bad “pulled some strings to gel
Rajneesh booted out of the U.S.." with the assistance
of Reazan and his attorney general, Edwin Meese 111,
who wos ‘“notorious  for  his  ant-Rajneesh
statements.” Said Meese, "1 want that man right back
in India, never to be seen ur heard of again." Of
course, Rajneesh's fdiculing the Pope with endless
"Polack pope” jokes didnt help his situation much
with the Vatican,

It was obwvious thot the feds had been
watching Rajneesh since before he left India for the
U.8. Brecher reported that "a cable was senl May 29
[1981] to the Consalate from Alexander Haig, first
secretary of state. It said in plain words that 'THERE
15 HIGH LEVEL INTEREST IN THIS CASE'" In
addition, when Rajneesh applied for LS. residency,
the US, State Depariment allegedly sent "a
confidential telegram to the American Consulate in
Bombay on November 24th 1981, that "THERE 15
BOTH CONGRESSIONAL AND WHITE HOUSE
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INTEREST IN THE ACTIVITIES OF THE GURU
AND HIS ASHRAM -

It is also evident that Rajneesh was a threat
to the status quo long before the Oregon debacle and
that he was seét up to s large extenl. Why exactly
were the ¢lite so petrified of and threatened by him?
As the ambassador said, he could change men's
minds. And, he was described by impish American
author Tom Robbins as “the most dongerous man
since Jesus Christ."

Some 650 of Oshw's books have been
published in 31 languages, including Priests and
Pollticlans — The Mafia af the Sowl,  Anulber,
published after 1300 days of silence while he was in
Rajneeshpuram, is ¢alled The Rupneesh Bibfe. Like
these two, many of bis books constitute an all-out
assaull on religions and polhics. Such semtimeni is
the real reason Rajneesh was

In Priests & Poliicians, The Mafia of ihe
Soul, he stated:

“You have 10 be aware who the real
criminals are in this world. That's why |
speak against the priests and religions,
because | don't want any single loophole for
yoil, , . . The problem is that those eriminals
are thought to be preat lenders, sages, saints,
mahatmas, and  they are  respected
tremendously around the world, so you will
never think thar they can be criminals. So |
have to insist conlinoously. every day.

“For example, ot is easier to understand that
pethaps politicians are the causes of many
problems: wars, murders, massacres,
burning people. It is even more difficulr
when il comes 1o religions leaders, because
nobody has raised his hand against them.
They have remained respectable for
centuries, and as (ime goes on  heir
respectability goes on growing. The most
difficult job for me is o make you aware

that these people - knowingly or
unknowingly, that docs mot matter — hive
created this world,

“The politicians and the priests have been

constantly in conspiracy, working topether,
hand in hand.

"The politician has the political power; the
priest has the relivious power. The politician
prolects the priest, the priest blesses the
politician — and the masses are exploited,
their blood is sucked by both.
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“Relimions have made man's mind retarded
by creating beliefs out of fictions. And
politicians bave destroyed man by creating
as undignified s life as possible - because
their power depends on your slavery, These
barriers should be removed,

"Rivther, science should be employed not in
the service of death and destruetion, but in
the service of |lfe and love. affirmation,
celehration,

"We are in such o situation today that either
we will ler these rolten politicians and
priests destroy the whole of humanity and
the canth, or we will have o lake the power
from their hands and decentrulize it info
humanity ™

He also stated

“The politicians are insane, the priesis are
insang oo . "

And,

*That's why | say all politicians and all so-
called great religious leaders are suffering
from an inferiority complex. That inferority
complex |5 a rorture Lo them. They want to
be on some grear pedestal with great power.
That power will help them to get ot least 4
temporary  reliel  from the inferiority
complex.”

He also blasted lsrael and the concepts of a "Holy
Land” and of "Chosen People”, and said:

“In America, Jews are among the richest
people, so they have great power over the
American congress, They have a lobby of
their own, and because politicians depend on
contributions from rich people for their
elections, they cannol avoid the Jews. They
channol ignore them, their presence is too
important - they have cash money.”

Osho was dogged in his critique of organized religion
and the concepl of God as a hindrance to human
happiness and ¢volution:

“All the organized religions care basically
depriving humanity of religion becanse they
are misdirecting you. They amre dlways
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away in the skv, And when you pray.
folding your hands towards the sky, vou
don’t realize thar there {5 nobody 1w hear
Vi

“In fact, the une who is praying, the one who
is alive i you, the ope who s breathing in
you, is the God "

He also called God "the imagmmary puppeteer” and
smid: "God is the greatest dictator, il you aocept the
fiction that he created the world and also created
mankind. TF God & a reality, then man is o slave, a

puppet."

And again: “Either God can exist or freedvm, both
cannot exist together,” "Once vou drop the God, you
are certainly free.” “'Laupluer 18 a better cure than
God...."

And he took a very dim view of Judeo-Christianity:

“1 said in one of my speeches, that The Holy
Bible 15 the most unholy book fn the whole
world, because it has fve hundred solid
pages of pure pomography. One of my
friends in America, hearing this, actually
collected all those Five hundred pages and
published a book called The N-raied
Bib/e."

Shoula savs Aeieesh m:d kanquilzers. lsughing i_;_muzlhr
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Although he spoke numerous volumes about the
"gweel, loving Jesus" Ragneesh was also quoled as
saying, "Jesus was a crockpot.” which certninly did
not endear him 1o the Christian community. Nor did
the following: "Your God nsell’ is a fichon; Jesus
Christ being the only begotten son is another fiction.
And the infallibility of the pope is just ridiculous.”
"Jesus' miracles are mythological” * . . . | consider
Christianity to be the most criminal religion i the
world." "More people have been killed by the
Chyristian church than by anybody else.”
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Drsha spelled out lns mission when he saud

“So | wint Lo destroy all your beliel systems,
all your theologies, all your religions. | want
o open all your wounds so they can be
henled. The real medicine i not a beljef
system, the real medicine is meditatian”

Such was Rameesh's constant  theme, Tound in
thousands of books, videos and andios.

Like the Pope. Ramneesh hinsell was not
infallible wnd made no pretenses o such an
impossible arrogance. He was brilliany, wise, desp
undd compassionate. Bul e was olso naive, which is
the downfall for all those who wish 1o beter the
world but who underestimate the cunning of the
powermongers The naive  person  revealed in
Raneesh's nomerous "sermons” did not have the
mind 1o be a schemer himself. He was ehildlike.
although  cerminly  estremely  powerful  and
charismatic. Bul a cult leader bent on murder and
drug-running? Mot o chance.

Considering what he had to say about
priests and poliicinns, it 15 easy (o understand that
saboteurs from a variety of different interest groups
would ingratiate themselves dnlo the community,
The sithation wos bound to explode, No single
person vould have kept a Tid on i, although many
should have been able 10 see it coming. Rajneesh
was way over his head, and it |= possible that, n
considerntion of lus success ar doing extmordinery
Mrings, he miscaleukaned his power,

Greeatness Is ofien dogged by tragedy  The
monkey who climbs the highes! shows the most ass,
and Uie nail Al stucks up the highest geis hit the
hardest.  In reality, Osho's lfe was dedicated 1o
changing seemingly intractable “npatural  laws”
Evidently, such & Herculean task is simply 100 much
1o accomplish on this planet. But many will continue

fo bry.

Out of the Ashes

Times have chunged since Osho's death, and
the fervid witriol  against him  has  softened
considerably. He [s now lauded as a "brilliant mind,”
one of the best of the 20" cantury, by even non-
followers and some who once hated his cuts. The
Pooma ashom, called "Club Meditation” for s
relaxing @tmosphere and wide range of (herapies,
including  “primal-scream  and  encounler-group
therapies, Gestnlt, bioenergetics, and rolfing,”
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15 second only to the Taj Mahal ns a tourist aitraction
in India. It is also responsible for cleaning up the
onee-toxic rivet running behind it, twming it into a
benutiful park, o devélopment that has créated
interest globully i countries wishing o reproduce its
Success,

Indian newspupers, which once called for his
imprisonment, now trumpet him as "one of India's
preatest sons." Said M.V. Kamath, the former editor
of The lliustrared Weekly, "With Osho, words Now
endlessly. Provocatively. Challengingly. [n 2 hundred
vears more copies of Osho's works will have bieen
printed than the Bible itself, till now the outstanding
best-seller.”

The confusion surrounding the story of Rajneesh
comes in large part from the fact that he was, despite
sordid developments and some outward appearances,
a charismatic and cmpathetic  person, with an
intelligence rarely encountered, To this day., the bulk
of his work is unusually encompassing, and many
continue 1o benefit from it, as is evidenced by the
thriving stalus of his ashram, a decade nfter his death,
In fact, wt least one of his predictions cume toue
"Afer | Jie," he said, "more peaple will be coming
than ever.”

In the end, Osho was 1o big 10 be dismissed, and his
mark has been left, as not only does his ushram serve
as lestimony of & faal remph; but the concepts he
crysiallized slowly but surely trickle inia commaon
perception globally, Suid he, shortly before he died:

"I will remain o source of mspiration o my
peaple | want them o grow on their own
- qualities like love, around which no
church can be created, like awareness, which
is nobody's monopoly, like celebration,
rejoicing, and remaining fresh, childlike
gves . | want wy people w know
themselves, not to be according o someone
else. And the way is i

THE COMMON PLOT

Conspiracy Theories:
Secrecy and Power
in American Culture

By Mark Fenster

Conspiracy Thearies: Seerecy und Power in
American  Cultwre (Minnesots, 1999) by Mark
Fenster reflects the author's efforts lo deseribe and
mnalyze conspiracy theory culture, but it doesn't
address conspiracy theories themselves in a serious
way. The infamous Gerald Posner claims that ihe
book is a comprehensive analysis. It is ot and | will
tell you why. But first recall that in its Latin roots, 10
conspire means to breathe together. This etymology
indicates how widespread conspiracies are - people
routinely breathe together and come together for a
common purpose or plat. A restaurant patron
conspires with the host to get a better table by
passing along a twenty dollar bill, and so on. Fenster
acknowledges that conspiracies take place, but he is
skeptical about the usefulness of cunspiracy theories
to explain history. This doesn't surprise me.

Fenster's specialized training in faw and his
docloral studies completely obscure everyday life
from his experience. Academies reflexively view
everyday life as an ohject 0 be studied with
mppropriate research tools, For some of us who are
ouiside of professions ond fully immersed in
everyday life, the issue of conspiracics proves the
axiom tha historical consciousness is consciousness
of everyday life. People conspire 1o drink in public
without geqting caught by concealing themsalves in
an obscure part of a park, just as Nixon's plumbers
carry oul their conspiracies under cover of night. We
shouldn't be surprised to find s0 many conspiracies in
history.

In Arch Conspirator, (recently published by
Adventures Unlimited Press) | give a few relevam
examples. The first chapter of (he first book of
European prose, Histories by Herodotus, is about a
conspiracy between a queen and her king's bodvguard
- the first conspiracy in listory. which happens o be
verified by other accounts. You want more evidence?
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| tecount the classical conspiracies perpetrared by
Spartacus 1o free slaves and by Cutaline to eancel
debts. No less an authority than Machiavelli, himself
uecused of conspiracy, notes thit more princes have
lost power by canspiracics than any other way, The
years since Machiavelll wrote his famous typuology of
conspiracies have only added evidence 1o what many
recognize as 2 fac of everyday life - people conspire
in routine ways. It makes sense (o theorize about
uliener motives and methods.

| won't try 0 read between the lines for
signs of Fenster's sympathies wilh the likes of Noam
Chomsky and the editor of 2 Magzine, whom
Fenster describes as realists for their structuralist
dismissal of conspiracy theories. With  these
structuralists i mind, | would like 10 mention
Fenster's main Indiotment of conspiracy theories,
vamely, that they are an unlikely way to exercise
political will in what we might agree are oligopolies
disguised as democracies. This isn't the place for 3
critique of structuralism (see my “Extra Notes on Guy
Debord - Revolutionary™ in the forthcoming ten-issue
collection of Extraphile), butl it seems to me that
structuralists mre the least likely ones to make
historical interventions because they push historicily
10 the background and because they fail w conspire
ngainst their enamiey

Structuralists find a given structure here and
there and think t's the same thing; they discount the
historical nnigueness of events, And on its surface,
global unification of the commodity economy
appears o suppori structuralist claims. But this
unification &5 itself a unique historical event, indeed,
il 15 the historic moment of our time that eciipses all
wars and political assassinations. How does this
umification happen? Has a sutic structure been
imposed on the masses? Many of us contend that the
comimadity economy reproduces (tself on a dally
basis by billionz of people selling themselves as
commodities at wark and consuming commaodities. in
other aspects of everyday life,

To put it ancther way, people conspire with
the commedity economy o reproduce it on a dally
basts with hundreds, or even (housands, of ofien
mindlcss acts. And they always find new ways lo
conspire for the system, ways ihat make the économy
evolve by pusing the commodity info new reaches
of everyduy life. The conspiracy theory that | favor is
ane that interrupts the reproduction of the commodity
ceonomy with acts of refusal, such as the refusal of
work or the refusal to consume commaodities or thefl
or the destruction of commodities. These acts seem
small, but given our siluation, they are potentinlly
historie events il the exanmiples can be comnunicated
and thereby inspire more conspirators

Accurpte  consplracy  thearies  ike
Gianfranco Sanguinetti's Terroriom and the State,
about COINTEL-style right-wing provocitions in Lhe
mame of the left in laly, are lighly mstructive. Al a
time when so many sples of differem stripes are
ready for action, Sanguwineiti's disclosures imply that
one should aveid political militancy and fight a
propaganda war that discredits not only the right, but
also the false left. Sabotage ot unambiguous places
like the workpluee is aimed at the boss without
confusing the massés, whom we wint 10 consplie
with us against the commodity economy, | take it
from Georg Groddeck, a colleague of Freud who
pctunliy helped many people ar the spa town Baden
Baden, that it is healthy to huve utopian visions und
aspirations. The Bible even refers to paradise os a
place where people don't work; we conspire for
paradise on earth,

I mention the Talian experience of the
srrategy of tension, also refemred to as the Gladio
conspiracy (for a chronology see “From the Egg 1o
ihe Apples” iranslator's appendix in the English
edition of Sanguinetti's The Real Repard for the Last
Chanee to Sove Capitalism in lialv), becavse it
praves my point about the validity of conspiracies,
and also because it points fo the provincial naure of
Fenster's book. A quick look around the world
confirms that peaple risk thew lives in conspiracies
all the iime. Armenia, Pakistan, Mesico - these
countries remind us ot assassination  politics
happens. Most scandals Gre conspiracies, even
scandals  like  well-known marned politicians
conspiring to have affairs and cover them up. Fenster
could have been much more totalizing in his
conception of conspiraey  phenemenon. Was he
compreliensive? | dan't think so.

Instead of laking on a conspiracy theory the
caliber of. say, Cuweley's Angle-American
Establisfument, Fensier focuses on X-files. Instead of
weighing the convincing defails regarding October
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Surprise, he looks at the humor of fNuminaiis!
Instead of comparing the serious theories concerning
the bambing in Oklahoma City, Fenster focuses on a
novel, Turner Diorfes, Sure, the novel was an
idenlogical mfluence on McVeigh, but it isnt a
conspiracy theory of the historical event,

The most spgravaling aspect of this
displacement of the real by representation was
Fenster's discussion of conspiracy theory in gvervday
life. Rather than the pbyious scenario thal | sketched
gbove whereby most people conspire with the
commodily econemy on a daily basis, Fenster's
discussion centers on Christians whose prophecy, not
theory, has nothing to do with everyduy life and
everything to do with heaven. In this light, juxtapuose,
IEyon will, Norman Cohn's well-known contempt for
millenarinmism, cited by Fenster, with the views of
Haoul Vaneigem in Movement of the Frea Spivie
about the libérating aspecis of this millenarian sect's
hedonistic lieresy on the lives of the partisans, These
are dilferent times, and when Fenster depicts the
Christlan militin movement thal is so close 1o the
Republican party, I'm reminded of George Batallle's
definition of a fascist as a Christian with o gun,

We are insulficiently antifascist here in the
Unied Stnes, w0 a woeful degree, and it should be a
meral ebligation jo muke theories sbout networks ol
exmilitary mtelligence types wimed militin with ties
to white supremacists, the Kl and to Congress, To
his credil, Fenster does some of this, although I'm
sure he knows he could have gone much further in
this direction. He had other priorities, such as
attempting o ground his analysis vn the work of the
political  scientist  Richiard  Holbstadter, who, in
deseribing American paranoids and their populism,
was himsell engagiog in conspiracy theory. Fenster
wisely abandons most of this analysis and makes an
interesiing remark about Hofstadier's discussion of
MeCarthy - the parnoid of parancia  wasn't
antifascist, nor was he concerned with the
antidemocratic aspects of McCarthyism,

Unlike Hofstadler, Fenstér gives  hints
throughout the book that his heart is in the right
place, But he somehow ignores what 1 consider to be
one ol the nwsl deangerous conspirecies of the
postwar ers. How shall | put it? The most succinct
expression of this conspiracy theory 15 fo say that
Germany won the second world war.

Does the plwase Black Orchestra mean
anything fo you" No7 Study the Ponuguese
Revolution of 19741975 and examine the documents
pertaining 1o international neofisism discovered by
the revolutionaries. Look oo the role of exMazis and
Muzi collaborators in the US gavernment, not just the
ClA where their supreme role §s well known: You
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mighi look at the Torbint document for the possible
role of a high-profile Nazi in the assassination of
JFK. but also look a1t US support for neofascism in
Circece, ltaly and other places under other names,
Follow the Nazi rat line from the Vatican to ploces
deploying death squads while closely allied willi the
United States. Look @t the Nazi collaborators who
attended Reapan's White House dinpers and the
known fascists who worked for the Republican party
for years and plaved a large role in exCIA divector
George Bush's successful presidential campaien.

Allen Dulles: Master of Spies

What can you say about a dead white guy
whose own wife called him "The Shark™?

Yes, Allen Dulles was o lawver. He worked
for the powerful ifluminati law firm Sullivan &
Cramwell, where duily conflicts-of-mterest were a
wiy ol life, whose clienms included multinational
corportions as well as forelgn governments, and
whose big money deals shaped the destiny of the
planet

In hus high profile career which spanned two
World Wars as well as the Cold War, Dulles was also
8 director of the Cenral Intelligence Agency and a
director of the Council on Foreign Relations

Finally Diilles wes o moral, intellectual and
physical cripple. His philandering was notarious. His
acquiescence o the wishes of his masters — the
Anglo-American  Estublishment —~ s a matter of
historical record.

For
instance, in dealing with the Schroeder bank's
involvement with Gnoncing  Mitler, Srodes s
disingenous al best.
