will h3VC a conference in Pittsburgh with 
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Cyril Wccht and Arlen Spector. Wc~hl \vho is 
a former COPA president, nnd a well known 
forensic docwr and JUrist. Duques1le 
University named a forensics schvol after 
him, the Cyril Wecht htstitute of Forensic 
Science and Law, They had their first annunl 
conference on forensic issues la£t year. on 
DNA and Arlen Spector was in attemlance, 
wanting to talk about DNA. Wecht pulled 
him aside and said that he want~d to debate 
the single b\lllet theory.

U.nvaltl antl1/w CIA. he 
showed they were running operations that 
were signed vlT al l the W'.t)' to the western 
hemisphere de<:k The tt•p level of the CIA 
knew thut they werll pluying this game with a 
phony Oswald visiting the embassy and 
saymg that he wanted to g<!t in. rhat was two 
weeks before the assassination. BasiClllly, 
they' re p~lming Oswald red and pro-Castro 
so lhe~ can blame 11 on Castro.

He 
tlnderstood what they \.vere doing. 

S: Did ~he Ameritan press report on thur? 

J ~ No, but if yull get 1t in th<.! book 1/istury 
Will Nut Absolve Us by E. Mnnin SltulZ. Tt 
has a lot of the early critics. I. F. Stone, for 
instance, once saitl. when he looked 11110 the 
Kennedy assassi n~tion. oh. that's all 
melodrama.' But the problem with tile left 
was !hat they thought that if you looked any 
further for an explanation, it would go to a 
left conspiracy. And that the commlcs and the 
left would be blamed So they were willlng 
to believe io Oswald alone enough that il 
wouldn't conle back to them. They bought rt 
that Oswald was a ldlist. you know. defected 
to the Soviet Union. So it was just going to be 
used as an anti-communist whipping. 

K: He wns the only member of the f11ir 
Piny for Cuba Cnmmillec in New Orlcuns. 
Amiri Bnrakn, who right uuw the r oet 
laureate of N~.:w .Jersey, once told 
Steamsllovel he was a member of the New 
York chapter. Hi~ p!!cm nbuut 9/11 has 
bim condemned by the stale go,•crnmcnt 

:tmJ he may get kicked out vf his officiul 
(l!lSiLioo. 

J : Someone was supposed to write an article 
or a whole book about the histury of tne Fait 
Play for Cuba Comminee. one ol' the support 
p~ople. fhal \\'liS about three years ago. And 
I've been wnrting lbr it to come out. hecause I 
w3m to get their hit 011 it, 

K: What du yow ktUJW about the Finders? 
Ted (; undcrson swwrs th11t these are 
people who sa.:rifice children, and you 
know, procure' c:hill.lnn for ihe pedophiles 
in the CIA. Finder~ head Mnrlnn Pcl!ic 
says tltttt hc'J just heen holding court for 
the bohemian. crowd in DC s ince the JOs. 

J; I think he sees himself as an intelligence 
operative. too. A.od he had these guys ill there 
thM were working JntcrnatioOilll~. but they 
weren't messing witlt those kids. I kne1' that 
story you know. wh.:o ir broke, and they were 
OJ(JtJttd 1n the critical comrmmlty circles. 
Titey used to come ro the conferences. Titey 
\Vanted tti form a com111Unlty and the 
organizing princ:iple was gomg to be that 
reople that could bring resourc~s-like 
financial. money. into the place. but didn't 
h~' ~ the physico! .:nergy or wherewithal to do 
the groundwork. They wanted to set it up as 
this cross-generationul communtty. fhey 
would combine With younger people who had 
the manual rcsour~. but tht!.)' wamed to live 
in a tot11Dlunuy. lltcy were interested in it.

I never hc~rd what 
happened to lhllt community. I knew that it 
cxr~1ed. rhc ctuldren.

And I' ve trk-d to 
help them see it. I mean. how do you ~on out 
what's an actual. usable t;:chnology? Ho"" do 
you son that our from what they s~ is 
happening to them? And why wou ld they be 
the people singled out? And tht~y're ~ike, 
" they ' re after me!" And I' m like. " Well. 
why'/ Who are yuu'l What arc you doin.g to 
tl1¢m?" And there'$ this total self·absorJltion 
ru1el toml sclt:aggrandi~cmcnt. ThaL's a little 
beller than the people that don' t even ask 
why_ B~caus~ they' re just convi1lced they're. 
so important. you know. 

K: But C\•en if it's all in their heads, il 
doesn' t menu thnt they' r~ not io total 
agony. That's sort of the point about mrnd 
control. No matter whnt's happcn,ing, 
whether they' r~ makj11g i t yp !If n(Jt, 
they' re iu the slime arnuunt or pain. 

J : So. you know. I try to bll empathetic at 
lirsl but th~n I try to get them to son it out 
rational ly. I' ve had luck with that, wl1ere 
they've backed otT and said. "yeah. yo u'Te 
right. I didn 't think ol'lhat, you k11ow." And l 
think i11 a way they wuuld like 10 think that it 
is all in their heads. And to help them make it 
go awoy. 

K: l tl')' to tell them th:lt if they're coming 
to me, w ith these problems, because rhey 
can' t find anybudy else that w ill actually 
IHik tu thc.m ubout their problems and 
criticisms, it 's far too late f or them! AU 
conspiracy theo rists are craty, don' t you 
tmow? Just beeause I won't think so 
doesn' t mean a loi. 

J : But )'OIA really are craz.y! (laughs) There's a 
great Ziggy cartoon. lie' s sitting on the 
psy(hiatrist'> couch. and the li.ne is. " Doc, 
everybody thinks I'm paranoid:· (lllughs) 
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S: So wlb~n did you first srnrt organjzing 
COl' A'! 

J: In 1994. Well. it wus two things: back io 
the late 80s Bill Kelly and I t.lccided that the 
next stc.1p and the research. if it could go 
anywhere. would be to get the files first. 
That's vthat we should focus OJI. And so w~ 
hegan, on our own to tlo a petition that gnt 
tens on thousands of signatures to release the 
.King files. We got some memt:>ers or 
Congre~-s. Henry Gonzalez was one, to draft 
bills to release the JFK Il les. Because they 
didn't have any legs until OJi11er Stone did the 
film. All these people wrote lo becau~e one of 
the researchers wanted ro put it at the end of 
the film, that the fi les are stilt all fucked up, 
And so he did, and then the public. who 
knows nothing through all this, found thnt out 
and were outro~ged and started writing 
Congress. saying why don>t you release these 
files? 

So then Congress did something about 
it. We helped with the bill, that •no1neutum 
was there, Startet.l in '92. They went another 
year and a half ncfore they ever appointed a 
review board. 'rhe revlt~W board nominations 
were made. and Bush put them in his privnte 
pap<:rs and ignored them while he was in. and 
left the White House with thl!m in papers that 
are still secret. So those nomioarions 
clisappeared. So when Clinton came in, he 
had to stare the whole nominations process 
over again. 1-Je got all the nominations 
together and then he sal on them for a year! 
And did nothing to appoint anybody. We had 
to actually get an extension. had to have a bill 
passed. extending the lite of the review board 
because il was a thrt!e year review board. and 
it was a year and a half into hs existence 
before it existed, We had to extend it.

reflecting a relephone call receivt:t.l from Bill 
Moise requesting a 01ecting with Douglas to 
discuss wcuther modification with Reich's 
cloodbuster.

Thumas 
argues lhat Douglas, having been briefed 
about the me~ting of MJ-12 member~ on July 
16 al the White House. develnped a more 
serious Interest in Reich' s planned operations 
in Tucson on lh' basis of Reich's 
observations of UFOs. This would explain the 
sudden change in attitude on Jtdy 27. 1955, 
when Douglas sent a telegram to Moise 
mvitin.~; further correspondence. After all, 
Dougl!lS hall hired a "UFO nut," James E. 
McDonald. to head the lAP in 1954. 

Bu1 wait a minute. my 'boggled mind 
rebels ngaitlSl Thomas· eloquent da&'Vood 
sandwich of conspiracy theories. Are the MJ-
12 documents Lhemsel ves for real~ 

Slamon Friedman. a physioist and 
well-established UFO writer, has covered the 
MJ-1 2 dotumcms in his book. Top Sucret 
Mt!iic. On.: ur the objections raised by 
skeptics was that no other documentary 
reference could be found to corroborate the 
~xistenc.e of any '"MJ· I z·· gr<>up, but the 
'·Cutler-Twining Memo" (Which has been 
authenticated by the Natio(lal Archives) 
debunks the debunkers on that s~ore, And I he 
content of the memo is consistent with tile 
idea of a highly-clossifi~d gathering of wise 
men in the Oval Office Both the recipient 
and the 1\llthor of the memo were the kind of 
ol'ficials who wuuiJ be privy to such a 
meeting, 

To say the least. however. the MJ-12 
documents have a squirrclly provellru)ce.

Did Wilhelm Reich vtsn Roswell. 
New MeKico seven years aflcr the alleged 
crash of a "tlyingc saucer'' in 19477 Pitfalls 
await researchers imerviewing Witnesses. 
They are oft~n elderly and Llu~y for~et; they 
are flattered to be int~rvie,ved and inflate 
their own importllnce in events: they might be 
crazy liars, for afl you know Sometimes, 
you 'll bear a story tt:but sounds unbelievable, 
and then througll the process of verifying the 
claim, you Jearn a serendipitous truth. And so 
it was, that I rediscovered that Wilhelm Reich 
passed through Roswell and then spent the 
night in Ruidoso Downs. New Mexico in 
1954 on his way to Tucson, Arizona. 

I would have never noticed this simple 
filet. had I not heard no Wlllkdy story from n 
man I met in Tucson, Arizona, in 1995. lils 
name is Joe Blankenship, a colorful character 
who has liVed in Tucson since the earl)' 
forties. He is widel.y known as an odd-ba.ll. 
but he is well-liked .in Tucso11 . and sometbing 
a local cell!brity. His interests rang.: from free 
energy, allemative medicine, mining, local 
history, UFOs, architecture. and orgone 
energy. 

Joe told me a great man,y things that 
sounded so outlandish, incredible, nnd 
unbelievable, that I thought he must be crazy 
or a Har. but then he offered me proof. or 1 
found some independently I was never able 
to catch him in a direct lie. He is rut uld m~n 
with II sharp mind, wilhou~ foriTilll edwatiOil, 
He g~ts words wrong, n\akes mistakes. Ev~n 
when he's telling the truth, it sounds like he's 
pulling your leg. He's told many reseou-chers 
that he was in Tucson in 1954, and knew 

Reich when h~ was there. I am nul sure, bur I 
tend to bel!eve that he diLl mc;et Reich, even if 
all the details might besket.:hy. 

Joe probably doesn't sleep more than 
three or four hours a night, but I could hardly 
keep up with his frenetic enerl0' as he drove 
nie all over Tucson shoWing me local 
landmarks and sllaring his knowled~;e of local 
history. I was- extremely skcpt tca l \vhen Joe 
Blankenship told me rhat he 11ntl Reich had 
gone to R4)swell 10 i1westigate th~ crash of a 
"flying S!IUC<!r." J6 

Joe (lbviously loved a good story and 
regaled me with one after anuthc:r. One in 
particular so\mdec.J pat~ndy absurd to me. Joe 
said he hod been invited liJ Pre~idem Richard 
Nixon's funernl. Given the national 
importance of this event, attended by 
President Gill Clinton and three former US 
Prestdtmts, and given that Joe had un eighth­
grade education. looked every bit the rumpled 
"desert rat" who had just cmwled out o( a 
hok in the ground. Let's ius1 say 1 hnd my 
doubts about this story.

But Joe produced a front-page section 
from the /l'ew York Time.t, wlth ~ ful l-color 
photo of the rnan himself . .In~ Blank~nship 
huncheJ under " plastic taq) in th~ I,Jin. 
seated in the front ruw of Rlchord Nll<On';; 
funeral. 

Joe e;.qilained that he hatl been friends 
w1th Nixon's motber, '-'ho hired Joe to 
physically move he.r house in Whittier to 
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Mount Lemmon in Arizona. Mrs. Nixon hnd 
another son who had died of tuberculosis, and 
Joe said that they talked about Wilhelm R~ich 
and how the orgone a~:(;umulator might have 
helped this lost son. This all seemed 
preposterous to me. Yet there wru; the picture 
of old Joe. in the from row of Nixon's 
funeraL 

To check Joe's story about Reich in 
Roswell, I talked to Eva Reich. She did not 
recall anyone named Joe Blankenship, and 
never remembered h.er father talking about 
him, nor any Interest on Reich's part in the 
al leged crash at Roswell. She believed she 
would h.1ve remembered Ius name. since 
every morning she attended a meeting of the 
crew to discuss .. order ·of the day," I pointed 
out that Joe made no cl(jjm of being actively 
involved, and when [ asked her if Reich went 
out driving he might ha'e spoken with guys 
like Joe. she said indeed he did. He had a nrw 
Chevy Impala and drove around for several 
hours each morning. J doubt if Joe would 
have come up ln any "order of the day,·• being 
a kid of22 years. 

Eva also verified lbal Reich had an 
interest in dowsing, somethin~ Joe had 
asserted to me and a fact that is not widely 
known. She remembered that Reich had an 
aged dowser come over to Orgonon ln Maine 
and dowse there. She remembered no 
dowsers in Arizona, though. Furthermore, sh~ 
remembers nlmost no local Tu~:son resident 
from that time period, save tor one maid. lt 
was Eva's sad duty to fire her be~use Reich 
suspected her of stealing the silverware. 

She also said that Retell did not tell 
her everything be was working on. She said 
that it is entirely possible that Reich may tr-...-ve 
met Joe Blankenship (who definitely knows 
and knew everything going on in Tucson, 
which was a ver; small city, with a ;mall 
population, at that time.) 

Eva has always said that sbe still did 
not fully understand everything Reich was 
doing in Tucson. and that s-he wns there as a 

"soldier.'' Eva is no sotinl butterfly und never 
was. But Reich absolutely lnved to discus~ 
things with everyday people m the 
community. He always, throughout his lite, 
had true respect for dcc~•nt Working people 
(e.g. I om Ross. who revered Reich) and by 
the end of his lire preferred their company 
over his highly educated collengucs. l:::va says 
that Rcich would ofte11 drive around all day. 
meet loL-al people and discuss everything 
under rhe sun. (.foe, on our travel$, often 
spoke to to1111 strangers with easy familiarity. 
He's an c:>ut-going. guy,) 

So there is a pussibility that Reich 
took time tu dnve several hovrs iutro the ne:ort 
state to visit Roswell. Since the govcrnn11:nt 
half is~11ed at least thre~ di!lercnt stori~s 

about whar had happened at Roswell (first 
reportS said specifically a '·flying saucer" and 
later reports said it was a '•weather balloon." 
and re(ently it purported that the lncidem 
could be explained by a croshed rest-flight of 
an e~per[mentol aircraft filled with 
mannequins), Reich may have believed that 
what hQppened at Roswell was being treated 
by the USAF as a wnr-t1me nnlitary seer~!. 
This would bt; complerely cortsis1ent \\ith 
Reich· s own attitude rowartl !he UFO 
phenotn4lna, und it would haw been nat~ral 
for him [0 be ~ilent on what, i r anything. he 
h:arncd ofth<: crash at Roswell. 

I would have never printed 
Blank~nship's conultents b~d I not first 
discovered. by studyirtl:!. C:on/aL'f 1-f!tlh Snacf!. 
that Reich was indeed in Ros" llll over the 
course of his joumey to Tucson. In fnct. he 
says cl~arly that lte spent the mghl in 
Ruidoso. NM. After passiug through Roswdl. 
it's along the only road to Tucson from the 
East. Retch rernned ... Although it was very 
hot as we ueorecl Roswell, New Mexico. tto 
OR flow '''liS visible on the road. which 
should have been shimmering with 
'hcatwavc~ '. Instead. OOR was well marked 
to the \Wsl against purplish. hlack. barren 
mountains. in the sky as. a blinding grayuess, 
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and over the horizon as n gmyish lnyer. l11e 
roking of fonncrly good soil was 
progressively chnracreristic and eventually 
the caked soil prevailed over the vegetation. 
which now consisted only if scattered low 
bushes, while grass disappeared." 

"After the deStrt valley it wru; a rdicf 
to spend a night in Rutdoso. I'Jew Mexico, til 
the Sierra Blanca M.ountlUJlS (near 7.000 
feet). Here a strung, reactive secondaty 
vegetation had sprung up. again more marked 
ou the western slopes.'' 37 

Therefore nobody caJt sa} that Reich 
wns never in Roswell. Moreover. Ruid(>So is 
much nearer to the alleged crash site at a 
r.mch ne-Jr Corona. NM Since he spent the 
night there, and he always liked tt) mingle 
with people, he may have picked up the s tory. 
Because the govenm1en1. we now know, put 
out a "cover story.. about what happened, 
perhaps he assumed that the government was 
treating the event as a n<ttional security issue, 
which exactly how Reich be)ievec.l the UFO 
crisis should be l'tandled - as an war-time 
emergency. 

Did the local Roswell-Ruidoso 
populace have any knowledge c>f what 
happened? Stanton f'riedma1\ has t>llhlishcd 
many interviews wit II local resldems, so if s 
clear that nuury people th~re did know 
som~thin~:: about whatever went on. 38 

So. taking all the facts I have into 
account. I think it is an tntrigtting possibility. 
but an unlikely one. In ~omc ways, it makes 
perfect sense. Yet I huve II<) direct evidence. 
other than Joe's testimony, Reich s physical 
presence in RoswelL the wide publicity the 
event received. to prove the s1ory. 

One thing is certain: if Joe had uot 
tqld me that swry. I would have never l<lOked 
intt> h and discovered that Reich passed right 
through Roswell. A delicious irony. if nothing 
else. 

Joe Blankenship helped me 
w1derstaud the basic bnckground of Tucson. 
He definitely knows that town's hiStory, its 

famous citizens (pcrsonaUy) and the rnilitary­
indttsfrinl interests operoting there during the 
Cold War. On these maners, I. credit Joe with 
an extremely high degree of reliability. since I 
was able 10 cross-check his infonnation with 
other sources.

One of these sccnanos came to light 
when in 1997, as part of the CIA's litlleth 
anniversary, !he agency held a ceremony to 
honor secret agent and "artist/validator" 
Antonio Mendez--in his own words "someone. 
who could make a radio out of a clamshell"-· 
and revealed one tlf tJ1e s\Jcccssful missions in 
which he had participated; during the Iran 
crisis in 1979, six i\rnW"ican diplomats had 
escaped r.o the Canadiw1 embassy in Telmm. 
"Those from the consulate had escaped out 
the buck door to the street when the militants 
had been breaking down the front dnor". 
Mendez says. In order to "exfillrate" them out 
of Iran an elaborate plot was hatched by CIA 
master actor ru1d document forger Mendez 
involving fake passports. hi-tech makeup, and 
a film production crew scoutmg for locmions. 

In Dec~rnbcr 1979 Mendez gat11ered 
his team and started ''Studio Six 
Productions" The plan was to dis~uise "the 
six" as Hollywood typ.:s and 'vhisk them mit 
of the country. Mendez's crew included 
"Jerome Calloway" aka John Chambers. 
Oscar-winning makeup artist for Plan~ I of till! 
Apes. husbamllwife team Andrea and Bob 
Sidell, known for 111~ Vsl~rmtm W~:ek~:ml and 
ET, and Tom Bum1an, later known for lhc 
makeup m Cat People, 1/owurd the Durk, and 
X-Piles, (Sreams/J()ve/ debris: Bul'man has 
stated that Chambers created t11c Bigfoot suit 
from the fan1ous Patterson film), 

According to Mende2. they had 
decided the plot of the imag10ary fil111 bad to 
be exlremcly exotic. eastern-flavored sci-fi . 

"with something nbom the glory or Islam". 
Ads were placed in The 1/o//ywuod fleportcr 
and Variety for the production, to be caUed 
Argu. The title was derived from "<~ profane 
'knock-knock· Joke" told by Chambers. 
Mendez says. "Jerome and his associates 
were masters al working th.:c llollywood 
system. rlley had negun applying ·!,!reuse ' 
and calling In favors evt:n before I nrriwd." 

In the ~nsuing media tlLtrl)' they "let it 
be known that we had Canadian scouts rn 
Tehran, checlting out film locations". 
The "Studio Six" ofticc was "swamped" by 
script submi$sions, inclllding Barry's 
proiJOsal and on<: from Steven Spielberg. On 
the WGBH video Mendez states, ''We stole 
the script from tbe Lnrtls n.f Light, whieh was 
a defunct producuoo." r\bout Barry' s script, 
Mend•n commented to A.P., "If an)'one !131 

down to read this. they'll haw tn bdic:ve that 
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if we were crazy enough to Write this script. 
we'd be cra7.y enough to be loc>king for 
locations in a plncc like Iron". 

On the CIA Website McnJez wrote:, 
"This scrip! fit our purposes beoutlfully .. the 
prodvccrs had also cuvisi\lued buildiug a 
hug~ ~t that woultl latet become a major 
theme patk. fhey hmJ hired a tamous comic­
strip artist to rrcpate concepts for th~ Sets. 
This gave us some good · C)'(!\\'8Sh ' to add U> a 
production portfolio." The script wn:. credited 
to "Theresa Harris". the name one of the 
diplomats WIIS LO ho.ve, In the following 
weeks, Lhe team worked furiously l,)n the­
disguises and documents; Chambers had 
advised Mendez: thQL nn ud vance par1y for a 
film production would comprise ccght people, 
so on January 25Lh 1980. Tony Mo:ndez. in 
Lhe identity of an Irish producer. and another 
agent arrived in Iran. The Canadian embassy 
staff was ready for action. including the 
"Sledge", a character seemingly out of a Jack 
Kirby comic book. a "burly French· 
Canadian who earn rei tho nickname ... during 
those final days because he was destroying 
classified communie-Jtions equipll'lent wlth a 
12-pound sleclgellanuncr." Then they met "the 
six". who were the head of the Au1ericllJl 
emhassy's Consular section. with two young, 
couples who worked for him. ~nd th~ 
agricultural auaeht'. 

"I explained what had to be 
accomplished in the nCXJ two d:1ys. I 
instructed the six to go into the dming room 
to discu.s.s umong themselves whether they 
wanted tun gn to the airpor1 in ~ gruup or as 
individual~ .. r wailed ubout 15 minutes and 
then walked in .. they were Llebating the 
questions and l distructed them by dumg a bit 
of sleight-of-hand with two sug!U" cubes .. ro 
illustrate how t f) set up a deception operation 
.. . the six decided to go as a group, usmg Lhe 
Studio Si:o~ cover." 

For two days the diplomats worked on 
th~ir n.ew identities. and then Mendez 
received the word from Washington thm all 

systems were go: "See you lat~r. exfiltrator." 
The fmal night the six served a ''sumptuou~ 
scven-Mur;;e dinn~r with fine wine, coffee. 
.~nd llqveurs. r told them about Jerorne and 
the Argo kntJck-knock joke. everyone took 
up LheArgo cry." 

On January 27Lh. 111 an llnticlimoclic 
tinnie, Mendc:z walked the diplomats through 
the rurport: "I was amtl;)d with the Argo 
portfolio and " 'oU!d owrwhclm anyone 
standing in t11e way with Hollywood talk. The 
Iranian official at the checkpoint could not 
have cared lc:s;S.'' lhe Canadian government 
received alit be credi t for Lhe escape. 

Later. Mentlez meL with Jimmy Carter 
and "showed the President some of the cowr 
materials used in the operation and told hun 
of I he Argoi'Arg;~u story". bul because of 
indecision regarding th~ still-undercover 
agent bt!ing photogruphed with lhe President. 
the meeting "''as cut short. Mendo~ rtlceived a 
promoti<lll and lhe CIA's Intelligence Star 
award, ;;utJ John Chambers was mvarcled 1 he 
CIA's lmelllg:ence Med~l of Merit, Chambers 
dieu in 2001. 

For Mendez and comprmy, Lhc. ru1 t)f 

J~ck Kirby greatly added to the credibility of 
tl•eir cover !;tory, and their confidence in 
pull ing it olff. regardless of whether Lhe 
Iranians ever saw the drawings. An important 
question remains, however; could Bnrry 
Geller have been a victim of a fraudulem 
"accdermlon'' of his project, onl)' to be 
discarded wh.1?n he wns no longer of any use? 

We '11ere able 10 .speak to V1sney 
artist and \WII-known inker of Jack Kirby's 
pencils Mike Royer, who said he had dane 
the inking wr,.rk for Kirby for Lordv oj Light. 
but had not received a ' 'Media Kit" or copies 
of the drawin1g~. At some point ill the last few 
years he had seen the /..ord oj Ugltr \Veb site 
cl'eated by a11d contacted him. Geller offered 
10 sell him !iOtne prints at a discount, but 
Royer declined to buy his own work. When 
told nbout the ''Argo" scenario. Ruyer said, 
"That sounds like bullshiL," 
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Abovt: Sam. or M:~hasannunmn. tile Lol'd 11fl.1ght. fr()m lhl• 
WGBH/ BuSion docum~nrary flrsr l'muo cupyrighi llarr) 
Ira Geller 

Royer told us that he was a fun of X­
Filcs. so we mentioned that Tom Burman did 
lhe makeup for that show. and asked if he 
knew of him or his associates though Disney. 
but Royer said he hadn't started there until 
1981. After we sent him links to the CIA site, 
he wrote us, "I found the CfA anicle 
interesting. Might make a cool TV movie, but 
of course they'll have to fill it with shootouts 
and bombs going otT and two or three half­
naked babes to make it appeal to U.S. TV 
executives." 

Jack Kirby died in !994, and his wife 
Roz passed on in 1998. so we contacted the 
estate. Kirby biographer Ray Wyman. Jr. 
confirmed that Gdler was n close Kirby 
family friend, and had the copyright to the 
Lord of L•ghl drawings. ln reference to the 
CIA plot. he said, "Actually. I recall that 
story. After Barry told it to Roz, she went to 
me and others for our opinions ... I recall John 
Chambers' name. being bandied about­
perhaps in assoctauon with this ClA 
fable ... what bunk." After be read the ar1iclc 
on the CIA site be wrote. "That's how Roz 
recounted Barry's version of the story .. _how 
would Barry have known that the CIA was 
involved ~inoe the tJting wasn't revealed until 
1997:> By the way. J recall seeing that "Argo" 
poster- probably nt the Kirby home in one of 
the closets". 

After seeing a dvcumentary by 
WGBII-Bo~"'on video on Mende<!. with the 
color Kirby/Royer arl, Wyman wrote, "Love 

(Mende..:'s) last Ilnc- ·What hap_pens at the 
emJ of Lrml \!fLight?·- 'I don't know, I didn' t 
have time lo read it'- egad. 1 hope nobody 
does that to one of my scripts. Creepy. btll 
rt.•ally something else."

"PIONCESS DIANA WAS PREGNANT; FA YEO'S 

PHVSlCIAI-i EXAMINED HER 
Recent rreoc:h findings have not put 

tn rest Lhc suspicion that u conspiracy was 
responsible for the death of Diana, Princess of 
Wales, tnilliunaire Dod• fayed, and driver. 
Henn Paul. in Paris on August J I. I 997. The 
case for con:.puacy is fan1ili31 enough to 
th•l>~ who d~l\c mto the hidden ~de of world 
p<>latics. 

Diana had crossctl the reiyning House 
of Windsor. and had tal..cn on the color of an 
enemy to the throne of Great Srilmn. Born of 
compeung Stu;lrt Royal lille. she had been a 
thorn ill the side or the British Murumhy 
v~r~unlly from the beginmng of her marriage 
to J>nncc. Chrules. She WS$ fnr more populru 
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than the aloof Charles, and a perception of 
unthlr treatment by the Royal family only 
added to already numerous calls lor the 
abolition of the Monareh)l. 

It is fair to think that the House of 
Windsor may have seen Diana as beeommg 
dangerously powerful. and as a threat to its 
future. She was also viewed as a threat to 
other elements of tllc British establishment. 
including the arms industry, whose lucrative 
business in death was challenged by her calls 
for an international ban on land mines. Diana 
had already been targeted with surveillance 
nnd wiretaps by Britain's domesti~ 
intelligence agency, M\5, and through the 
leaking of her private conversations to the 
press. 

At least two persons close to Diona 
and Dodi Faycd bnvc told the press that the 
couple was planning on marrying. They had 
been dating for nine months. and Dedi's 
purchase of a quarter mil lion dollar diamond 
ring for her provided additional confirmation. 

The British establishm•ml would have 
seen a marriage to Dodi Payed as an allianco: 
with tbe Muslim world. and there was tile real 
possibility that Diana would corwert to the 
Islamic faith.

That p~tty much sums it up, Keith 
thinks.

"Of central importam;e to the belief 
that Diona may have been murdered are 
unconfimted reports that she was pregnant by 
Dodi Fayed at the time of her death. 
Certalnly. the binh of a child with Egyptian 
blood. half-brother lo Diana's sons. would 
have been s.:en as a devastating t:vent to the 
rulers of Britain. So far. however. no 
conclusive proof ha..~ beet1 offered that she 
was pregJtont. J have now obtained the closest 

thing to proof that will probably ever be 
relvealed. 

Confirmation of Diona's preg11aJWY 
comes from a unique source: through the 
net work of .the Middle 13astcm r~ligious 
group called the Su.tis. The Sulis are a 
rnt!ditative, mystical offshoot of the lslwnic 
faith, and several membdrs of this group are 
Friends oftl)c author . 

One Ctf my Sufi contacts. who chooses 
to remain anonymous tmveled to London to 
participate in 0/rikr. a remembrance of Allah. 
Both Sufis and orthodoK Muslims attended 
this ritual. My contaot reports that while 
participating itl this ceremony. he met Dodi 
Fnyed's person.al physician, a tnlln who is a 
Muslim. but is nOt a Suit In private 
conversation, ·tJ1e physician told hmt that 
Diana and Dodi Fnye.d had plarmed on getting. 
married. and that he had personally cxamin~d 
her and determined that she was pregnant. 

I r this is thu case. why has this 
physician not come forward and told the 
press? One can only spec.ulate. Pl!rhaps this 
inCommtion is being kept S<.-cret as pun of a 
larger indictmt!nt when Muhammad Fayed 
finolly weighs in wi01 proofofa conspimcy."

ending. eliminations and ine:<or;~bl~ forces. 
"That's not gO<HI," Keith mumbles to himself. 
then shrugs. The neKt thing on his agenda is u 
visit to the Burning Mnn feStival in Block 
Rock. j ust north of Reno (5). 

Tbe lor.: of tht: Burninl> Mun allrl>Cts 
Keith. Larry Harvey. Jerry James and tw~nty 
sympalicos sl(lrted the .:vent by burning un 
eiwtt•toqt stick iigure of a mon 011 Baker 
Beach in San Francisco In June of 1986. 
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Harvey did it to purge himself of feelings 
from a romance gone wrong; the others had 
their own reasons to crco,te. a symbolic break 
from the past. Oy now, U1e stick burning had 
long been moved to Black Rock and had 
become a massive 50-liJOL efligy for over 
15,000 heavily dosed revt!lers. Keith does not 
have a past to pu11;e. but he does huve a 
reputation as Reno's to>p party animal to 
protect and promote. A~ a top barfly on the 
Reno scene, cspcciaUy lbr hls UFO 
conspiracy talk ~roup at the Planet 9 bar an 
East Fourth Street, how could he not go'?

·n1\0 pain is such that Keilh calls 
pammedlcs. who deliver h1111 to the Wnshoc 
Medical CcJllcr in Rem1. He balks atth~ idea 
of anesthetic ~nd surg~ry. but the Washoe 
doctors explain that the tibia fracture he 
suffered n1 Burning Man requires both. 
Keith's 11~phe11 Chris Davis comes out to he 
with him aJ Washoe. and remembering the 
rarot cards he !lipped after seudi.ng O\lt that 
Nllm Nttll'l' column. Keith ldls him, ''! have a 
f~eling that i f they pill me under I'm not 
coming hack. I know if I get put under, I am

Then another thing freaks him out:

name as someone he debated months ago on 
MSNBC.

On September 7. 1999. a blood clot

here," Washoe County deputy coroner Steve 
Finnell later assures a Reno Ga=elle-Jowna( 
reporter. "This could ltappen to anyone. We 
see il nlJ of !he time.

A great outpouring of grief at the 
passing of this cdebrity of the conspiracy 
circuit appeared in the form of several 
memorial web pages. but none uf the 
comments stated the overridint sentiment at 
news of Jlm Kclth's death more succinctly 
than that of writer Jim Hougan (II);

Did 
the Pentagon send iln assassin to Washoe 
Medical? As with Danny Casolaro. a proper 
investigution never happens and must a~cupt 
deputy coroner Finnell's explanation, as 
disquieiing us it s~ems to other potential 
p:tticnt:; in WOJshoe County. 

K.:ilh himself WOllld haw noted the 
coincidence$. that he died ~hortly after 
writing about Diana's pregnancy. but before 
be named the physician. and that even that 
culumn mysteriously disappeared from the 
w~b; th1ll he died prcmnturcly. at ngt:: 49. 
under unusual llircuntstaoces; the strange 
coinddencc of the name of that hospital 
attendant. Death by blood clot in this way is 
rare, despite the assertio.ns of the deputy 
coroner. It should not have hoppened. That 1t 
hap~ncd to Keith \VIIS one. more ot' those 
bi7..arre coincidences thnt leove people 
scr~tching their heads. like 1111 of the deaths 
surroundin.g Danny Cnsolnro's te>1Catch. 

Am1>ng Kt:ilh's professional 
osst)cialcs, news of his dea.lh hils Ron Bonds 
the hardest. Bonds rut1S lllumiNet Prc~s ut 
Lilburn. G~orgia. lllumiNet published the 
majority llf Keith's books. Bond.<: t~lls une 
memorial site. "He was more like a partner 
here. He did all of our proof reading, he typed 
up stuff for me and we Ullk~J on 1be phone 
evcrv day! He was like a ~onsultant. ll'l l be a 
real ·drag 10 keep on withoul his help nod 
input." t)2) Keith's death takes a large; tol l nn 
Bonds and IllumiNe!. Although he continue;:; 
to publish-he still had at least thret' of the 
prolillc Keith's manuscripts on hand ( !3)-he 
and his \vi Fe begin making plans mort! :111(1 
more to move into the real es1ate business, 
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Bonds b~gan lllumiNet after a br1ef 
car~r as a record produc~r and promoter lor 
a Label called Elvis On Drugs, and ui one 
point he s1arted a church called the Church of 
Beaver Cleaver. A (l<Jrverse sense of humor 
and n southern charm characterizes 
everything that Bontl.s docs. One of his ~arly 
discoveries as a publisher was Kerry 
Thornley, the M<!rine corps chum of Lee 
Harvey. Oswald. Bonds had published The 
Itt/~ Warriors, a novcl1l1umley wrote about 
Oswnld long before the nssass'ination; and 
The Principia Di.wordiu, a MMty 
Pythonesque lampoon of r~ligion. Bonds also 
reprinted The Mothmar1 Pruphecic.~, a classic 
W\lrk of Ul=O literature by the writer John 
Keel. which of late had been sold as a 
Hollywood nwv1e, but even m death , Jim 
Keith is his top-seller liS well as his close 
friend. ( JJ) 

Bonds c~mes Oil half-he:medly for 
many more months. !'hen. on April 7. 200 I. 
he and his wife Nancy go to lunch at an El 
Azteca restauranLnear tl1eir home i11 Lilbum. 
Georgiu. Later that nighL at about 9PM, 
Bonds heads w the. bathroom following an 
nuack of 11ausca. For the next six hours, his 
condition worsens, with diarrhea nnd 
vomiting. and he a:;ks Nnncy to call an 
ambulance before he collapses on the floor of 
the bathroom. He is unconsciuus when the 
ambulance arrives. It tukes him to Grndy 
Memorial Hospital in Atlanta because it has a 
beuer trau.nta unit than ne!lrby DeKalb 
General. Medical p~r:sonne! insert tubes 
through his mouth and nose and into his lungs 
and intestines but nothing stops the swelling 
in massive bleeding 111 I:Us stomach ru1d colon. 
On April !1, at 5!30 AM Ron B<Jnds dies f'ro111 
the bleeding at age 48. (14) 

After an autopsy the follqwmg dny, 
the Fulton county coronel', Dr. I lenn111ger, 
detcnnines tbat the bac,teria clostridium 
pe1:fringcns caused the swellin!,\. and that it 
came from contaminated food he ate at the El 
Azh:ca. Health inspectors are called out and 

they discover tbnt rhe bed served at El 
Aztecu contained bacteria in e:,xces~ o l' what 
cottld be considered harmful to health, 
although an acceptable level for mnny people.

A 1999 study by the Ct:ntcrs tor 
Diseuse Control icldiC1Ucd that a fatal reHction 
tu o•lt/.~tritlil/111 per(ringenl' ti.Jod poisomng 
oci.'Un> in .0005 percent of cases. ( 15)

When addressing the mytllical ntilure 
of Jesus Christ, one issue repeatedly raised is 
the purported "evidence'' or his existeo,ce to 
be found In the writings of Flavi1as Josephus, 
the famed Jewish general und hiswrian who 
lived from about 37 to l 00 CE. Lo Josephus's 
Antiq!Jilies of I he Jews ~ppears the notnnous 
passage regarding Christ called th~ 

"Testimonium Plavianum" ("TF"): 
''Now, there wus about thi;; tune. 

Jesus, a wise man. if it be lawful to call him <1 

man. for he was n doer tlf wonderful wurks,­
a t~::Uch;;r of :su~:h men as rt:l.-eive tht truth 
with pleasure. l k drew over to him bath 
marw of the Jews. and many of tbe Ucmiles 
He was [!bel Christ; and When Pilate, at the 
suggestion of U1e principal men am•ml!.st us, 
had condemned him to llte cross. those ihat 
loved him at the first did not forsake him. lbr 
he appeared to them alive again the third day, 
as the divine prophets had foret()ld these and 
teo thousand other wonderful thcngs 
concerning him; and the tribe of Christiuns, 
so nameJ from him. are not e~tinct at this 
day." (Whitson. 379) 

This sUf))nsingly brief and simplistic 
passage constitutes the "best proof' of Je~us's 
existence in the untire ancknt non-Christian 
lihmry comprising the works of dozens or 
histo rians. wrlt.:rs, philo>'Ophcrs, politician• 
lllld others who ncvc:r ntcntioncd rhe great 
sage and wonderw(lrker J~sus Chri>1. even 
though they lived contemporaneously with 11r 
shortly aller the Christian savior's purported 
advent. 

A Falsi.' Witness 

Despite the best wishes of sincere 
believers and the erroneous claims or 
trueulent apologists. the TesrimoniUIII 
Flavianum bas been demonsuateu continually 
over lht centuries to be a forgery, likeJy 
interpolated by Carbolic Church historian 
Eusebfuts m the fourth century, So thorough 
<~nd uruvcrsal has been this debunking that 
very few scholars of repute continued to cite 
lhe passag~ afl<!r the turn of the 19°' century.

that the whole TF is ''genuine." A~ I:::nrl 
Doherty says, in ''Josephus Unbound": 

"Now, it is a curiotts fact that older 
generations of scholars had no trouble 
dismissing tllis entire passage as a Christian 
construction. Churles Guigneb.,t1. for 
example, in his .ksus (1956, p.l7). calls it 'a 
pure Chr1slian forgery.' Before him. Lardner, 
Harnack nnd Schurer. al(lng. with others. 
declared it entiruly spurious. Today, most 
serious scholars have decided the passage is a 
mix: original parts rubbing shoulders with 
later Christian additions." 

The earlier scholarship that proved the 
entire TF to be fr-ctudulenl was detconlned by 
intense scrutiny by some of !he most erulllte, 
and mainly Christian, writers of the time. in a 
number of countries, their works writl~n in a 
variety of languages. but pa.rtlculariy Germno, 
French and English. Their gcnetal 
conclusions, as elucidated by Christian 
authority Dr. Lardner, and related here by the 
author of Christian Mythology U17Veill!tl (c. 
1842). include the following reasons for 
doubting !he authenticity or the ·ro liS {/

Here. in Origcn's words. is the 
assertion that Josephus. who cliscu.w;es more 
rhan a do:en .le.ruse.f. did not consrder any uf 
them to be "the Christ." This fuct pmve.1' that 
the same phrase in the Tf' i3 spurious. 
f'unhermore. Origen docs not even intimate 
lhe presence of lhe rest of the 1 F. Concerning 
Origen and Lhe TF. Anhur Dre~~os relates in 
Witnesses to the Hu.tnrtetty ~f.le~us: 

"In lhe edition of Origcn published by 
the Benedictines it is said th~t there ww rw 
me/Ilion of Ju.w.1· a/ all ill .loscph11.r bi!fore the 
lim<! of E11~·ebit~V (c. 300 cej. Moreover, in the 
sixteenth century Vossrus hud a manuscript of 
the text of Josephus in which then: was not a 
word about Jesus. It ~'t!m&. therefore. that Lhe 
passage must have been an mterpolation. 
whether it was subscqutntly modified or not.'' 
(Drews. 9; emph. added) 

According to the aulhor of Chri.ltian 
Mytlmlajzy Unveiled ("CMU''), this Vnssius 
mentioned by a number vf writers as having 
possessed a copy of Josephus's Antiq11itit.'s 
lackin~: the TF is "1. Vl•ssius." who~ works 
appeared in Latin Unfonunntcly. nunc of 
these writers includes a ciuuion as to where 
exactly lhe assertion may be found in 
Vossius's work~. Moreover, the Vns.•ius in 
question seems to be Gfrardu!>, rnther than 
his son, Isaac, who was born in the 
seventeenth t'enrury. 

C'hurth Fatb~rs lgnonan l of JORphus Pass3ge 

In any event. as G.A. Wells points out 
in Tile J~.su.( Myth. not only do several 
Church fathers from the second. third and 
early fourth centuries hnve no appnrcnt 
knowlec.lge of tht! fF, but even after Eusehius 
suddenly ''found" it in the first half nt' tlte 
fourth ccntllf)', several olher fathers Into the 
fiflh "often cite Josephus. but nol this 
p:t$$age" (Wells. JM. 202) In the 5"' century. 
Church father Jerome (c. J47-c.419) cited lhe 
TF once, wtth obvious disinterest, as if he 
knew it was fraudulent. In addition to his 
refercn~~ to the TF, 111 his Lcucr XX II. 111 

Eustt1chhtm. .lcrornc made 1hc lollnwing 
uuda~&ous daimo 

"Josephus. htmself a Jewish writer, 
asserts Lhat at lhc Lord's crucifixion there 
broke from lhe temple voices of heavenly 
powers. saying: 'Let us depart ht'ncc.'" 

Eith<."r Jerome fabricated this alleged 
Josephus quote, or he possessed a unique 
copy of the Jewish historian's works, in w/lich 
this assertion had earlicil' been imcrpolatcd. In 
any case. Jerome's claim constitutes "JiiOllq 

fraud." one of many COIIImincd by Christian 
proponents o'er lhe centuries. a rampant 
practice, in fact. Lhat must be kept in mind 
when constdering Lhe authenticity of' the TF. 
Following is .; list of important Christian 
authorities who studied and/or mentioned 
Josephus bltl not the Jesus passage:

nnaly.t.ed, it is obviou~ 1ha1 th._. T<.-slimonium 
Fluvianum interruJ)ts th~ fl t iW uf the prim!ify 
material and that t.he style or the language is 
different fronl that of Josephus. There is other 
evidence that 1he IT never appeared in the 
original Josephus. As Wells says: 

"As I noted in The Jcv111 L<'gt•nd. there 
is an ancient table of comcnts in thc 
Amiquitu~s which om1ls nil mention t>f 1he 
Testimo11ium. Feldman (In I cit! man and limn. 
1987. p. 57) says thtlt this tuble is already 
mentioned in the tll\h· or sixth-c~nlllr} Latin 
version of the tlmiqullf~s. ami he finds it 'hard 
to b,Jicv.:: that such Q rcmurkubl~ passage 
would be omitted by anyone. let alone hy u 
Christian summarizing 1he work."' (Wells. 
JM. 201) 

Also. Josephus goc~ tnto Inn~! t.leW•l 
about tile: Ji,cs 11f numerous personages or 
relatively little ampon. ancludang se\eral 
Jesuses. It is inconc.:ivuhle that he wauld 
devote only a few sentences 10 :.mncone c\ Cll 
remote!} resembling thl! churo~ctcr found in 
the New Testament. If the gospd talc 
constirutod "histury." Josephus's elders would 
certainly be aware of Jesus's purported assault 

on the temple, for example. and the historian, 
whu wa~ ubviousl_y inlcrcstcd on onstances of 
m~ssianic aghatiun. 110ultl surely have 
reported it, in detall Moreover. the TF refer.> 
10 Jesus !IS a "wise man"-this phrase is used 
by Ju~~phus in t•egard 10 only two other 
penple. OU! of hundreds, I.C. the palriarchs 
Jnseph and Solomon. If Josephus had 1huu~l11 
'>0 highly of an h•stoncnl Jesus, he surely 
\\Ottld have wrinen more e.x~ensively abou1 
hun }''"· loe Uti('~ nm. Lest it t>c suggested 
that Josephus stomt:how could have been 
i~;numnt of the events in question. the 
Catholic EncydotNdia ("Flavius Josephus") 
suys: 

"·- Joserhus ... wa.~ chosen by the 
Sanhedrin at Jerusalem to b<: C(lmtnander-in­
chacf 111 Galilee. As such ht es•ablished in 
ever) cit) throu~;hout the country a council of 
judges. the members of"' hich were recruited 
from those who shared his political views." 

Indeed. Josephus wa~ 11 \lc.ll-educated 
Jew who lived in 1he precis.: area where the 
gospel tale was said 10 have taken place. as 
diJ his paren1s, the lan~r at the very ti me of 
Christ'~ alleged ll.dvcnL It was Josephus's 
passion to study the Jewish people and their 
h1s1ory. yet. other than the obviously bogus 
Tf, and 1h.: brief "James passage· mentioned 
by Toylcor abo,·~. lt turns out !hot in his 
volummous '"lor~ Josephus discussed neither 
Chris! nnr Christianity. Nor does oc make any 
scn~c that the prolific Jewish writer would nol 
dc1nil 1ho.: Christian rnuvcmt·m itself. were 
Chris11ans extant at the time in any significanl 
numbers 

Till' Culhulic Enqc-lupeditt (CE). 
"hich tnes 10 ht!dge its bet ;~bout the 
Joscphu~ p:rssage. ;, Ill' I crthck.s fon.;cJ to 
:oJmot "The passage :.e.:ms 10 suffer from 
r~peateJ omerpolation~." In the same e111ry, 
Cb nlsu wnlinns that Josephus's writings 
were used extensively by 1he curly Christian 
li1thers. 1.-uch us Jerome. Ambrose and 
Chrystostum: nevertheless, as noted, except 
for Jerome. they never mcmion the TF. 
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Regarding the TF. as well as the James 
passage. which possesses the phr.ue "Ja111es. 
the brother of Jesus. who was called Christ,"' 
Jewish writer ben Yehoshua makes some 
interesting assenions: 

"NeJther of these passages is found in 
the original version of the Jewt.~h 

Antiquities which was preserved by 
the J~ws. fhe first passage (XVn, 3, 
3) was quoted by Eusebius \ITiting in 
c. J20 C .E .. so we can conclude that 11 
was added in some time between the 
lime Christians got hold of the Jewt.fh 
AntiquilleJ and c.

9, 1) was ndded ... Neither p.tssage is 
based on any reliable sources. lt is 
fraudulent to claim thnt these passages 
were written by Josephus and thnt 
they provide evidence for Jesus. They 
were written bv Chnstian rednctors 
and were based purely on Christian 
belief." 
Yehoshua claims that the 1210

historian Gerald of Woles related thut u 
"Master Roben or the Priory of St. 
Frideswlde at Ox ford exrunincd many 
Hebrew copies of Josephus and did not lind 
the 'testimony nbout Chm1.' except for two 
manuscripts where it app.:ared Ito Roben, 
evidentlyjthat the testimony had been prcsem 
but scratched out." Vehoshuu states that, 
since "serotching out" requires the remo~lll uf 
the top layers. the deleted orcas in these mere 
two of !he many copies likely dad not provide 
any solid evidence that it wQS the TF that had 
been removed. Apologists "ill no doubt msist 
that these Hebrew texts are late copies and 
tluu Jewish authonues had the TF remo1 ed. 
This accusation of mutilattng an author's 
work. of course. can easily be tumcd around 
on the Christians. AI~. considering that 
Vossius purportedly possessed a copy of the 
Antiquities without the TF, it is quite possible 
that there were "many Hebrew copacs" 
likewise devoid of the passage. 

High C r iticism by Christian Authorities 

The many reasons for concluding the 
Josephus passage tu be a forgery have b.:.:n 
expounded upon by numerous well-respected 
authorities. so much SQ that such andividuab 
have been compelled by hom:sty and antcgrity 
to dasmiss the Testimonium in Wit> as a 
forgery In The Chr i.\1. John R~msburg relatt:S 
the opinions of critics of the TF from the past 
couple of centuries. the majont) of whom 
"ere Chnvtiun uuthurili~t'. including Jnd 
especially Or Lardner. \1 ho said 

"A testimony so favornble to Jesus in 
the works of Josephus. 11 ho li\ cd so SOOil 

after our Savior. \\ho was so 11ell ~cquninted 
1dth the transactions of his own ~:ountry, whu 
had received so mJny favors fmm Vcspn$lt)n 
and Titus. would not be overlooked or 
neglected by any ChtJstlan ~polng•st 
(Lilrdner's Works. vol. l, chilp. il)." 

Yet. the TF was nwrlont..cd uaul 
negii~Gted l)y early Clmstian Willet'S . l11 ulhc• · 
W\lrus, they never cited ii bccnusc at diun'l 
exist. 

Anodter authority, Bishup Worbua·tmt .

stupid nne. tll<l." Remsburg fuath~r rl!latei.l the 
words of the "Rev Dr Giles. llf I he 
Estnbhsned Chun:h ot' England.'' " 'hO ~mt~d:

In the modern apolog1s1 work The

regarding Jesus. "There isn't a single word 
about htm in secular history. Not a word. No 
mcntton of him by rhc: Romans. Not so much 
us 11 reference: by Josephus." (Strobel, I 0 I) 
Strolx:l then repons the response by Christian 
professor Edwin Yamauchi , who claimed that 
Temnleton was mistaken und thut lhe.re i<'ILI' a 
reference to Jesus by Josephus. Yamauchi's 
fatuous response •g.nort.'S. purposefully ur 
othcrwtsc. the previous o.ronclad argumenrs 
about which Templelon \\1lS apparcnll~ 
educated. such thar he made such a starement. 
In other \\ords. Templeron was evidently 
aware of the purponec.J reference tn Josephus 
but had understood by the arguments of the 
more erudite. earlier Christiun nuthoriries that 
it \VIIs a forgery; hence. there ;~ ''not ,WJ much 
" ·' tJ r4~ri!IIC<' by Jo•.:p/1111 ." In rhis faccle 
manner ol merel) tgnoring or dismissing the 
earlier schoiQfship. modem bdicv~ clin!,l 10 

the lon~:~·disrnissed TF in order to convince 
them~ves of the unbelicl'llble. 

For a more modern crilici:;m. in Thl! J~:.u~ 
Pu::le and his online aruclc "Josephus 
Unbound." secularist und classicist Earl 
Doherty leaves no stone unturned in 
demolishing the TF. 1>crmitling no squirming 
room for future apolog1s1S. whose reson to 
the Tl' '"IJ sbow, as it has done in rhc pa.~l, 
ho'' hopeless is their plil!hl in estnbli~hing an 
"historical Jesus." Concem1n1; the use of 
Josephus as "evidence" of Jesus' existence. 
Dohe11y remarks: 

" .. in the absence or any other 
supporltng evidrncc from the lirst 
century that in fact tho: J<:sus 111" 

Nazareth ponraycd ~~~ the Gospels 
clearly e:mred. Josephus becomes the 
olendcr rhreud b} ~'h1ch such an 
assumprion hangs. And rhe sound and 
fury antl tlesp~:rat.: mnnocuvcrings 
whrch surround the dissection of those 
twu little passages bt.·comes a din of 
astontshing proportions. ... Tlte 
<1hsc,~ive focus on rhis one uncertain 
record is necessitated by the fact that 
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the rest of the evidence is so dismal, 
.so conttary to the orthodox. picture. If 
almost everything outside Josephus 
points in a different direction, lo the 
essential fiction of the Gospel picture 
and its central figure, how can 
Josephus be made to bear on his 
shoulders. Jhrough I\!'O passages 
whose reliability has 1/ms .far 
remained ur~,yeft/ed, the counterweight 
lo all this otbe·r negative evidence?" 

Other modem authors who criticize 
the 1'F in>lud~ Tlw .lusus Myslllries authors 
Freke and Gandy, who conclodc: 

"Unable to provide nny historical 
evidence for Jesus, later Clirislians forged the 
proof Ulat they so badly needed to shore up 
their Literalist interpretation of the gospels. 
This. as we would see repl!lltedly, was a 
common practice." (F:reke and Gandy, J 37) 

Despite the desperate din, a number of 
other modem writers remain in concurrence 
with the earlier scholarship and likewise 
consider the TF to toto a fraud. 

Tbe C ulprit: Eusebius (c. 264-340) 

lrl addition ~o acknowledging. the: 
spuriousness Qf the Josephus passage, many 
authorities quoted here ~greed with the 
obvious: Church historian Eusebius was the 
forger of the entire Testimonium Flavianium. 
Various reasons have already been given for 
making such a conclusion. In ''DiJ Jesus 
Really Live?"' Marshall! Gauvin remarks: 

"Everytlling demonstmtes the spurious 
character of the passage. It is written in th~ 
style of Eusebius. and not \n the style of 
Josephus. Josephus was a voluminous writer. 
He wrote extensively about men of minor 
importance. The brevity of thts reference to 
Chri.st is, therefore, a strong argument for its 
falsity. This passage interTupts the narrative. 
It has nothins to do with what precedes or 
wbat follows it; and its position clearly shows 

that the tuxt of the historian has been 
separated by a later hand to give it room." 

Regarding the <~bscnce of the TF ~n 
the writings of earlier Christfon father.; and iiS 
sudden appearance whll Euscbiu>, CMU s:'>"" 

", .. it has been observed that the 
famous pa~-sage which we find in Josephus. 
about Jesus Christ. was never mentioned or 
all uded to in aey way whmever hy any or 111o.: 
fathe~ of th~ first. second. or third centuries: 
nor until the time of Eusebius, ·when ir Waf 

jim quo1eti by him.m/( [sic],' The truth is, 
none of these fathers couii.J quote or allude to 
a passag1: which llit.l nol exist ih their times. 
but was to 1111 po ints short of absoh•tcly 
certain. forJ;ed ~od interpolated by Eusebius, 
as _suggested by Gibbon and ochers. Ev~n tile 
redoubtable Lardner has pronounced this 
passage to be a fbrgery.'' (CMU. 79·80) 

Moreover. the word ''tribe'' in the TF 
is another clue thnt the passage was forged by 
Eusebius, whb is fond of the word, while 
Joscpbus uses it only in tem1s of ethnicity, 
never when descl'ibi•tg a relig(ous sect Ken')' 
Shirts adds to this particular point. 

"Eusebius studied Josephus diligently, 
and ~ould thus masquerade as he. except 
when he used the word 'tribe' to describe (h:e 
Christians. All the literature from th" Ante­
Nice.ne Fathers show they never used lh.e 
word 'tribe' or 'race' with reference to the 
Christians. was [sic] ~ither by the' Fathers or 
when Jhey quoted non-Christian writers­
Tenullion. Pliny the Younger. Trajan, 
Rutinus--none use 'tl"ihe' lo refer to 
Christhms. Eusebius is the first to slilrt the 
practice." 

In AnlitJ•Iu Mm~r: A Stt•dy aj 
Christian Origms. Edwin Jolmson n:marked 
that Ute fourth century was "the great age of 
literary forgery, the extent of which lias yet to 
~exposed." He furthet· commented tl1at "not 
.until the mass of inventions labeled 'Eusebius' 
shall be exposed, can the pretended 
references to Christians in Pagan writers of 
the first three centlarics be recogni~d forth~ 
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forgeries they are," l~deed, Euseb.ius'S' 
character has been assai led repeatedly over 
the. centuries, with him being called a 
"luminous liar" and "unreliable." Like so 
many others, Drews likewise criticizes 
Eusebius, stating that various of the Church 
historian's references "must be regarded with 
the. greatest suspicion." As Drews relates, 
Swiss l:tistoriao Jakob Burckhardt ( 1818-
1897) declared Eusabius to be "the first 
thoroughly dishonest historian of amiquity. " 
(Drews, 32/fi1) Eusebius's motives were to 
empower the Catholic Chul'!:h, and he did not 
fait to use ''falsification!f, suppressions, and 
fictions" to this end. 

Co.n~lu~ion : J osephus No Eviden ce of J esus 

Even if the Josephus passage were 
authentic, which we have essentially proved it 
not to be, it nevenheless would represent not 
an eyewitness account but rather a tradition 
passed along for at least six decades, long 
after the purporto:d events, Hence, the TF 
would possess little if any value in 
establishing an "historical" Jesus. In any 
event. it is quite clear that the entire passage 
in Josephus regarding Christ. the 
Testimonium Flavianum, is spurious. false 
and a forgery. Regarding_ the Tf. Remsburg 
summarizes: 

"For nearly sixteen hundred years 
Christians have been oiling this passage as a 
testimonial, nol merely to the historical 
existence, but to the divine charactct of Jesus 
Christ, And yet a ranker fqrgery was never 
penrted .... 

"Its brevity disproves its authenticity. 
Josephus' work is volwninous and exhaustive. 
It comprises twenty books. Whole pages are 
devoted to petty robbers 1111d obscure 
seditious leaders. Nearly forty chapters are 
devoted to rhe life of a single king. Yet this 
remarkable being, the .t~reatest product of his 
race, a being of whom the prophets foretold 
ten thousand wonderful things. a being 

greater than any earthly krng, rs dismrs~cd 
with a dozen lines .... " 

The dismissal of the passage in 
Josepbus regal'ding Jesus is not based on 
"faith" or "belief' but on intense scie•Hilic 
scrutiny and reasoning. Such investigation 
has been conl1rmed repeatedly by nwnerous 
scho.lars who were mostly Christian. The 
Testimonium Flnvinnum, Dr. Lardner 
com:lmled ;, none Inn fnrt:l!ful Wllrtls, 
"oug/tt, tlterefore ... lo be rfiscardtu/ from any 
place nnumg the e~idet/Ci!S Qf Cflristiatrity." 
With such ourstandin~: authonty and so many 
scientitic reasons, '"e can l\1 last dispense 
with tbe prete.ntious charade of wondering if 
the infamous passage in the writing~ of 
Josephus called the Testimonium Flavinnum 
is fougecl and who fabricated it ,

Am~rica (NY: Paraview Pocl..ct Books/Stmon 
and Schuster. 2003) enhances author Loren 
Coleman's rcputati<ln ns a leading 
cryptozoologist tn the US. and ns a writer 
with au scute awareness of the nexus bc:twccn 
the paranormal aod the parapolitical. 
Coleman's great contribution to JFK studtcs, 
of course, is hts biography of the oil magnate 
Tom Slick Tom Slick True Life Encomu~rs in 
Crypro:::n<Jiogy (Fresno· Linden. 2002). 
Readers perhaps koow Coleman best for his 
book, Myslertmts Amertcu, wh•ch has been 
revised and expanded in n new 200 I edition 
by Paraview Press. 

In Big{l'!rJt! Coleman reviews some of 
the lore ab<Jut the mysterious hairy beast 
rncluding a tnlly remarkable reproduction ol ~ 
1930 crate label showing the criner toting 
produce. tlemonstrQung its long history in the 
popular imagination. This is an rmportant 
point. since the term "Bigfoot" was not 
coined until 1958, at\er Jerry Crews' famous 
footprint fmd. Coleman tears apart claims in 
recent obituaries of Crews· boss. Ray 
Wallace. that Wallace had hoa.-ced the 11rst 
footprints. The Discovery channel also 
recently repeated this disinfMrnation. 
Coleman exposes it on a simple factual bnsls: 
ltoaxtcr Wallace's hand-carved footprint 
devices did not match the casts made by 
Crews. Coleman also notes thoughtfully, 
however. that even hoaxings to o certain 
extent reflect the ruality of this old nnd 
ubiquuous phenomenon's presence in culluml 
consctousnc:ss. 

P:uts of the book dealing with Crews 
and Wallace also contex!Ualize the roles 
played by Ivan Sanderson and Tom Slick in 
this early Bigfoot escapade. 

Titc author also takes an appropriately 
critical look at attempted debunllings of the 
famC\1 1967 Roger Patterson-Bob Gimlin 
film--wbal Coleman culls the Zapruder film 
of cryptozoology--showtng a boob swinging, 
ape gail~>d sasquatch hitch. He notes elalms 
that J>/ww uf tltc Apl!l make--up artist John 
Chambers made the ape suit in the film_

lnfomtation obout Bigfoot ns well as 
other non-normal happenings in the Pacific 
northwest (like the Maury Island UFO). a 
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prominent Bigfoot stomping ground. often 
conroin a muddled mix of facl. premature 
sJ.:epucism and sometimes dismformation. 
Coleman's ability to son through all1ha1 and 
mal<e i1 make sense. whhout resonmg 1o the 
foci le thought I ines of debunkers or fanatics. 
rnal<es Bigfoor! n brilliant addition 10 
scholarship aboutlhls weird creature. 

Two venerable ahern:uive press 
publishing houses, Loompanics and Timolhy 
Beckley's Global Communications, hove 
each released several titii!S worthy of 1hc 
attention of Steam.rhovel readers. 13cckley 
ofteJl crea1es books 1hnt draw broadlltrol..c 
auention to conspiracy topics, UFOs, and 
assaul1s againsl the Illuminati and the New 
World Order. but also in maJly cases books 
that have merit as reviews of history and 
artifacts of the parapolitical subculture 
(virtually alone among altemalive publishers, 
Beckley published a book tribUie 10 1hc la1e. 
grea1 William Cooper, entitled Dcarh of A 
Conspiracy Salusman). [n the former category 
resides UFO.s. l'rop!recy and the End <!l 
Times by Sean Casteel and Secrut Sm:icrie.< 
and the Founding of America by edited by K.

Ramsey writes with clarity. bur aga111.

He sees the ·'military theory" as 
stemming inordinately from Oswnld's spy 
background, which he dismisses with hair­
splitting discussion of 11hy do it this way ur 
that. Ramsey ignores. for instance, the 
amount of photographic and historical 
infonnation about this possibilhy, that a 
Pentagon cell headed by &hvard lansdale 
may have blown JFK away. [Steam.t/lm·el 
debris: a recent Michael Caine rnovie. The 
Quiet AmeriC11fl; a previous Lansdale biopic 
from L963 starred Marlon Brando.] Ramsey 
also docs not Include mention of Fr~d 
Crisman of Maury Island fame. another 
possible rai lyard tramp, or the weird 
placement of Jim Garrison and Guy Bannisrer 
in the Pac1iic Northwest ln the late 1940s. 
Crismqn as tramp ts mentioned in the 
infamous Torbitt document. published as 
NASA. Nar:is & JFK. which Ramsay sugg~1s 
was written by the etA. Others argue wrth 
equal conviclion that rh~ rorbill is Soviet 
disinfoonadon. 11 is. ugnin, a question of what 
any individual writer \Vanrs to believe 
Ramsay also asserts that the Torbitt's sources 
were untraceable, even though he NASA/Nazi 
edition fully documents the sources. 

Who Sho1 .IFK? argues that Johnson 
did it, stanin~ from the story of l..oy Factor. n 
native American who claimed to have been 
involved with the assassin31ion along with a 
man named Wallace. In l998 the fingcrt>rint 
of ·'Mac" Wallace was detennincd to have 
beea on one of the boxes on the Sixth Floor 
of the School Book Depository. Malcolm 
Wallace had previousl} murdered a mao 
dating LBJ' s sister in 1951 and was 
implicated in a s~ries of murders connected to 
(he Billy Sol Estes scandal, possibly 

including JFK's, done at the behest of 
Lyndon Johnson. 

Billy Snl Estes was an LBJ crony who 
nm a con inVIllving non-existent co non crop, 
e.:rily similar to the non-existent salad oil of 
the !ifllllt Snlnd Oil Swtndle. Although 
Ramsey doesn"t mention it, readers of ,\1ind 
(. tmlrcl!, Oswald & JFK will rem~mber thnt 
Warren Buffet ll'ns amoug the beneficiaries of 
a shan-selling spree on the stock market just 
af\er JFK was shot. after the nOll-presence of 
salad oil In American Express warehouses

career of UZ connected spy assignments. 
Rllmsay discusses new analysis by 

researcher Jolm Armstrong mnking 11 good 
aase f!H two Oswalcls groomed since 
childhootl that makes it seem even less likely 
the assassination wus pulled off just by good 
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ol' boy Texans. As interesting as ls the cnse 
that RrunSlly makes. and as lilled with dctall 
wtd authontative research support. 
downplaying these aspeciS of Oswald's life. 
and other military connections like Ed 
Lansdale (who Ramsay only discusses 
oblique.ly by reference to L. Fletcher Prouty). 
seems willful . Still. for a small book-most 
JPK books tllke up several inches of shelf 
space-Who Shot JF/f? gtves neophytes a 
good overview and long·time assassinauon 
watchers some cutting edge research. (Those 
interested more in overview of the t!ro ns well 
as the assassination might chec.k out J F 
Kennedy A Beginner·., Guid~ by Peter 
Neville, a small paperback ret:eotly published 
by Hodder & Stoughton.) 

The other important assassination.~ book 
comes from Feral House, The Assa.~slnalions. 
It is of the more expected lorger size, 
apparently pared down from an even more 
massive ongmal [Steamshowd debris: 
researcher Michael Ruppert recently severed 
his relationshin with Ferul House apparently 
because his manuscript was too large lO make 
into book), collecting material from The 
Probe. Jim DiEugenio, n champton of Jim 
Garrison's investigation and author of a book 
on the same entitled OeJtiny Be/rayed, began 
The Prohe as a zine devoted exclusively to 
JFK but os time went on It encompassed all of 
the 1960s assassinations, hence the plurality 
of the book's t.itle. The Probe, m fact. was at 
the forefront of trying to understand these 
k.illings-<>ften still presented as Wlomalous 
and the unique product of lone nuts or 
individual circumstances--in terms of the 
ongoing conspiratorial manipulations in 
current affairs. It grew from the popular 
culture atmosphere created by the Oliver 
Stone JFK movie and the consequent research 
cbaJienge of the Assassination Records 
Review Board.
