Through a study of Ufology and rel­
ated ph enomena, many individuals 
l:t.ave c ome to an awareness of the 
r.eigl ~8 to wrlch the spirit of man 
may yet rise. These men must 
bec ome t~e y east which will raise 
tb.e level ofodvilization, the salt 
whi.d:,~ will make li!e once more 
savory. It appears that two oppo­
sUe forc es are struggling for the 
minds of men. One force is both 
t':.e cause and product of the cold 
wa1: ; i t would b ring civilization to 
decay. The other force , epitomized 
by the characteristically high spirit­
uality of most messages attributed 
to spacemen, would lift civilization 
into a golden age of peace. 

To most U!ologists, saucers 
signify tl' .. at mankind may receive 
help f t<om other worlds to prevent 
wa:!'; but will flying sauc ers go so 
far as to prevent our annihilation in 
ca.se of tL.ermo - nuclear warfare?

On page 47, 
the messages indicate that some 
chosen ones will be removed from 
earth. 

In the cas~ of Armageddon, the 
etherians will be on hand to aid the

Angelucci {page 124). 

"We will not stand by and see 
this earth destroyed . .•• We s hall, 
if necessary, use power s beyond 
your knowledge to preserve the 
earth and those who will be chosen 
to become leaders in the ..New Age 
dispensation ••. . We shall move 
swiftly to purify the leaders of de­
struction when the Supreme Com­
mander gives us the c ommand" 
!'Visitors From Space ", Drake 
(page 34 ). 

Etherians and saucers will be in 
our skies until there 1s no more 
threat of war, states "The Coming 
Of The Guardians" by Layne {page 58). 

Several other books indicate that, 
in case of natural cataclysm and/ or 
war, we would be removed from eart...lr.. 

In a world where hope is at a 
premium, these promises are recei­
ved with gratitude, even though there 
is some doubt about their origins. 
But rather than sitting back to "let 
Ashtar do it", let us use the confid­
ence and creative imagination engend­
ered by Ufology to stir civilization 
to itself c reate peace .

ARE YOU WILLING TO HAVE 
VITAL INFORMATION KEPT FROM 

YOU? 

What is the purpose of our gov­
ernment secrecy on the subjec t of 
UFO's? Millions of Americans 
know information is with,.,_eld from 
them. They also are aware that the 
Brazilian Air Force h as conducted 
open public discussions of the sub­
ject. Americans are intelligent and 
we are capable of evaluating infor­
mation ---- if it is not withheld 
from us. The time has come to o­
pen the files. This information is 
too important for America and for 
the world to be bottled up as a 
secret. May we have action, please, 
from you---- our elec ted repre­
sentatives in a democratic: nation? 

The following is an excerpt from 
Part II of "FLYING SAUCER PIL~ 
GRJMAGE 11 , a book by Bryant and 
Helen Reeve, published by Ainh.erst 
Press, Ar.pherst, Wisc onsin. 

National Governments and 
Flying Sauc ers 

This leads us to a disc ussion of 
national governments and their at­
titudes toward the flying saucer 
phenomena. Of all the questions 
asked us , one of the most c ommon 
has been, "Why don't the great 
national governments of the wor ld 
openly acknowledge flying saucers 
and tell the people what t..ltey know 
about t.l\.em? Certainly this is a 
r easonable , natural and legitimate 
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qu.e-sti.on~ and .. .t deserves a great 
·measure of intelligent consideratipn. 

May we say at the start t.ltat some 
govt" .t>:nment s and some nations are 
:Ca.!' mo:r.e open in regard to flying 
sau.~e:rs ~han ot'lers. Canada, England, 
a.n.d M.t.::ne ~ountries 11south of t.'lte 
border" are among those more openly 
jnte:!'ested in the subject. As stated 
befo:re, t1:.e Brazilian Air Force held 
a .~onvention on flying saucers in 
1954. Out side of the dictatorships, 
f b.e greatest official secrecy seems 
to us to exist in the United States of 
Ameri ... :a, which oddly enough is 
supposed to be the most democratic 
n.ation on eart.~ . 

What is bac k of official secrecy 
in national governments? We diligently 
made a collection of reasons during 
our pilg r image gathered from many 
sourc es, inc luding talks with saucer­
e ra, p r ofessional men, educators, 
milita::·y men, government officials, 
diplomats and just ordinary people. 
Incidentally, whenever we found a 
well informed individual or group, all 
of t.'ltem without exception were con­
vir.,:ed uat the governments know far 
m ore tl.an they are giving out ----
far more, in fact, than most individ­
uals know about the subject. This 
seemed possible to us because a gov­
e rnment ordi narily has more sources 
of information tha:U: any individual. 
Pa:!'t of our c ollection of reasons is 
as follows: 

1. Th.ey-- ·· - tb. e governments---are 
afraid. 
2. F lying sauc et'S and tb.eit' implica­
tions a2:'e a threat to the unrestrained 
11 soverei gnty 11 of any government on 
eartL 
3. Tr.e sa11cers represent a super­
powe.!' in o~.~ skies, a ceiling on earth 
!'nan ' s "f ~"ee will", and his sadistic 
and destructive tendep.cies. Other worlds · 
a.n.d oth e r beings of vastly greater in­
telligerC"e are now watching our every 

move. What government dares tell 
this to its people? 
4. If a government, by suppressing 
tb.e truth, can make its "enemies" 
think that saucers are their own 
secret m i ssiles, it mig.'ltt be able 
to gain a point of military advant­
age. 
5. If a government by suppressing 
the truth can gain time to duplicate 
flying saucers before its enemies 
can, it could rule the world. It 
might even be able to carry war 
into our solar system and conquer 
and enslave some of the inhabitants 
of outer space. 
6. The govenunents are afraid to 
tell the people because the people, 
"the masses••, are uneducated and 
ignorant and would probably panic. 
They ·recall the near panic in th.e 
U. S. A. which occ urred when actor 
Orson Wells put on h is famous 
radio broadcast of a fictitti'ob.s :in­
vasion from Mars on the night of 
October 30, 1938. 
7. The observed behavior of saucers 
(and space-beings) indicates that 
they represent more than a human 
or a physical phenomenon -----
they have a physical a~pect and a 
supra- physical aspect. To ac:hnit 
this officially is 11 'E>imply impossible 11 

at t.h.is time. 
8. The people have to be conditioned 
for the truth about saucers because 
the trut.l}. is so transcendental. There­
fore l~t the 11little people 11 

-- - the 
sauc erers, the moving picture 
producers, the spac e -fiction writers, 
and space-comic artists, do the 
educ:ating and the conditioning. When 
the time :i.s ripe, then and only then 
release "official" information. 
9. The governments have a shr ewd 
policy: make the saucers as contro·· 
versial as possible. Enc ourage, 
then deny. Blow hot, blow cold, but 
keep blowing. Stir up argument and 
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and c or.troversy - --the more the 
better. It i s the best way of ed­
ucating fr_e people before the official 
announ :ements can be made. 
10. T:-_e governments do not know 
e:r oug:':~ about sauc-:ers yet to make any 
.ki nd of an official announcement. 
TI•.ey a :t'e puzzled and doubtful. There­
fore they should keep investigating 
secretly until enough certainty is 
developed upon which official announ­
c ements c an be made. 
11. It would be bad economic policy 
t o . let fr_e people know about flying 
sauGers because the space people 
have solved their economic problems 
but our world is controlled by "monied 
interests" which wish to hang on to 
the status quo here on earth because 
it is profitable. 
12. Se<.:u:r.ity reasons ----mysterious, 
unsubstantiated, unexplain_ed, but 
presumably enough said·. 
13. Th e governments are secretly 
hoping tb.a.t the annoying flying saucers 
will go away and leave them to their 
own devices. 

Comment on Collection of 
Reasons 

Many people seem to be looking for 
just one big simple reason to explain 
all the secrecy. Which of the reasons 
given is c orrect, they ask. We doubt 
if any one reason explains the entire 
situation. Different nations have dif­
fe r ent r easons which, to those in 
au.fr.ority, naturn.lly seem good and 
sufficient. We believe that all the 
reasons given contain at least part of 
t'!.e trut.ll, some, of course, more 
t"b.a.n others . Some obviously apply to 
dictato rships and some to democracies . 
We 1-.ave given you a basket of reasons. 
Dip in, and help y ourself! 

You may ask: ''How do I know that 
these reasons are 11official1'?" 

There we have it -- -- that insis­
tence w::\:ict.. many people demand for 
"aut~ority " outsi de of themselves. 

Th eir own mind, t..\ei't' own r:apa­
bilitW t o tltink, to reason , to inves ­
tigate, to know, i s n ev e .r enougn l 
Th ey always depen d on others to 
tell them . Not..~ing ~Can ev er be 
true unless some outsi de aut'n.ority 
-- - some govermnent, some u:ni · 
versity , some p r ofessor, some 
church, some minister or priest 
says : 1' This is it! " All t.l}e wh:ile 
tl!.ey do not see t..ltat we a r e deal­
ing with a subject so new, so out­
in-front, that even eminent aut.'lor ­
ities cannot give us th.e answers 
we would like. We ourselves dis ­
covered some time bac k t~at ii 
you want t!le ~rut.~ about flying 
saucers, you have to get busy 
and find it out for yourself! 

One of our acquaintances stated 
that he was a U. S. citizen by 
birth and questioned why the U. S. 
did not take the world lead in 
saucer phenomena. He did not 
like the policy of secre cy and 
wondered why anything had to be 
hidden. We were amazed tl.a t we 
had actually run into on e U. S. 
citizen witl! the fortitude to say 
h e did not like the p resent U . S. 
policy of sec recy on flying sauc ers, 
and had suggested t.ltat pe't'hap s 
we should c om·pile a list of reasons 
as to why the secrecy polic y sh ould 
be abandoned. A sort of "sauc er 
b:ill of rights " for the American 
citizen sh ould be developed! 

The following nine r easons were 
thus developed with his ~elp as 
to why the U. S. A. at least s:h.ould 
change its policy of sauc er secrecy:

We are rapidly getting 
into a frightfully dangerous siutation 
where our population falls into two 
classes: a small g r oup of know-it­
ails who govern and decide every­
thing, and a great mass o£ people 
who are kept in 1gnorance or semi­
ignorance. of what goes on be!tind 
the scenes . This 1s not a democracy, 
and it is not in keeping with the 
princ iples on which Lltis nation was 
founded. 
8. The very "psychology" o£ saucer 
secrecy is wrong. If there is any-

thing that separates a people;from 
a government, it is "of£ic:ial secrets". 
It means the peopie are no longer 
a real part of the govermnent. 
9. It has been said that U. S. De­
fense officials are afraid tbat the 
American people will panic if the 
truth about sauce:r.s is released. 
They remember the Orson Wells 
affa.ii.. · What a slur this is on tl!e 
integrity, stamina and c ourage of 
a mighty people . What a false 
psychology 1 It 1s this very policy 
of secrecy which in itself breeds 
fear, forbochng and distrust o£ 
government. in the hearts o£ the 
people. 

We also sat down and endeavored 
to outline a more constructive 
governamental program as follows:

1. Let the U. S. A. acknowledge
