During the last several month s� 
I have be en ve ry startled and amazed 
by the many thing s :which- have be -en 
made evident to me by seeing many 
UFO group s in ope ration all ove r  
the United State s .  Some year s ago, 
I, along with many other peop�e, 
had thought that eventually sauce r  
lecture s  and meeting s would be held 
in Madi son Square Garden and like 
plac e s ,  because of increasing in ­
ter e st in the subj ect . I, howeve r ,  
ove re stimated the averag e  American . .  
At the time p I did not realize that 
there  wer e  many thing s which would 
ab solutely prevent thi s event from 
oc curing . Fir st of all, we find that

the UFO's herald a message for 
mankind. It is really quite foolish 
of us to think that there is no rea­
son for the space people being seen 
in our skies. Certainly if space 
people are here, then they have 
good and specific reasons for being 
here. Therefore, in the study of 
UFO's we eventually get to the point 
where we begin to ask, "Why are 
they here?"· When we begin to ask 
that question we begin to get answers 
which are very interesting and very 
likely to cause us to be forced to 
change some of our ways of thinking. 
It is almost impossible to enter very 
deeply into the realms of UFO's with­
out touching upon the metaphysical 
and things generally unacceptable to 
the average and the orthodox. Whe­
ther it .. is an unusual astronomical 
theory or reincarnation, there will 
be things which will change an ind-i­
vidual's _whole outlook on life. The se 
are changes which usually call for 
not only changes in thinking but in 
living. The former is difficult 
en0.1-1gh for Americans, and the 
latter �lmost impossible. The UFO 
field, in the past, has had among its 
nurnbers·�any curiosity-seekers. 
Today, most of these have had their 
fill and have gone on their way to 
some new topic. We have evidently 
been experiencing a distillation 
process during the last few years, 
so that today we have emerging the 
true essence of New Age people 
from the UFO groups. At present, 
we find less and less of the middle­
roaders who cannot fully accept the 
UFO's and who just don't quite know 
what to t.h.ink about it all. There are 
even fewer out and out skeptics in­
terested in the subject today. Really 
one might say that the Biblical 
prophecies of the sheep being sep­
arated from the goats is being ful-
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filled in the UFO field at the 
present. Indeed, the elect are 
being gathered together from 
the four winds as predicted in 
the Thirteenth Chapter of St,. 

Mark. 
Because of the se things we 

find the days of the big saucer 
lectures are over. Previously 
saucer books sold many copies, 
but today it is a different story. 
The audience has been refined 
to the extent that there are fewer 
and fewer people sufficiently 
interested to purchase copies of 
these things. Top circulation on 
books today run around 10, 000 

copies on the very best publishers 
and under 5, 000 on less known 
publishers. Today is the time 
of .the small groups of very in­
terested parties, the so-called 
''Inner Circle ". There the fan­

tastic material which is being 
discovered in relation to the UFO 
and the coming great world chan­
ges and the New Age can be open­
ly and freely discussed to the 
benifit of all. .This is the trend 
at present. As the groups become 
smaller and mo�re re�ined , the 
material presented from the 
space people and from the re­
search of those in the field, be­
comes accordingly more refined 
and important. It slowly becomes 
more and more the essence of 1;he 
message which must be brought 
out to those willing to listen. 
However, we are not to cast of£ 
pearls before swine and so the 
space people and others in charge 
of the spiritual development of 
this planet will wait until the 
proper audience ,·has_, gathered and 
is ready before they will give forth 
the essence of their message in 
specific terms of very definite 
meaning. Thus, even though we 
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have smalle r c irculation of books ' 

t..h.e information c ontaine d  in them 
bec ome s more and more important 
and more and more advanc ed. 

We find at pre s ent far smalle r 
numbe r s  inte re sted ·activly'in .. 
UFO' s out we.firld a g reate r quan­
tity of inte r e st than eve r be!or e 
c onc entrate d in tho se who a!re in­
te re sted. They are the p e ople who 
have been willing to chang e their 
minds and their live s a s  they ad­
vanced in the study of the me s sage 
of t..he UFO ' s. They are the group s  
o f  ' 'doer s "  who have sprung up to 
c a r ry out the plans of the spac e 
people and tho se who are working 
with them. It i s  well to have a 
g reat numbe r  of people buying 
books and attending lectur e s ,  but 
it i s  more important that a smaller 
numbe r  becom e  tho se who will be 
willing to ac tivly work for the ful­
fillment of what they hear and what 
they read .. It has been e s sential 
to the plan of the spac e people that 
thi s har d  nucleu s of individuals  be 
gat.h.e r e d  togethe r .  It i s  this nucleus 
that is the prominent manifestation 
of the UFO ' s  in earth culture at 
thi s time and would be of prime in­
te re s t  to one examining the UFO 
field in the United State s today.

SAUCER ANIMALS ? 
by Gray Barke r

On June 30, 1954� Capt. Jame s 
Howar d, pilot of a BOAC airliner 
en route from New York to London 
expe rienc e d  a peculiar sight. Near 
Goo se Bay, Labrador,  he and 
other c rew membe r s  spotted seven 
weird black flying objects. which 
trailed the plane for 80 mile s, 

. They we re probably saying , in 
a re s e rve d,Briti sh way, "Flying 
Sauc e r , "  but they c ouldn't be sure . 
The larg e s t  obj ect, , the only one 
large enough to pre sent any type· 
of c onfiguration, was c onstantly 
changing shape! Captain Howard 
te rmed it a "flying jellyfi sh.' ' 
Going through a variety of shape s 
it at one time looked like a dart� 
at another time like a dumbbell . 
If flying sauc e r s  are s olid, met­
allic obj ects�  how can they appear 
amorphou s and often in sub stantial ? 
Although s ome r e s earche r s  pointed 
out that the obj ects the BOAC c rew 
saw c ould have been machine s with 
c on stant c onfiguration pre s enting 
different side s or ··a·reas to the 
viewers , other sighting s bear out 
the fact that many sauc e r s  do chang e 
shape and do not appear to be s olid, 
mechanical objects . 

Mirag e s ?  Hardly . The re sults of 
an advanc e d  technology ? Maybe. 
But pe rhaps the an swe r to this  most 
puzzling aspect ... of sauc ery can be 
explained» _if only academic ally, by 
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applying simple analogy and logic. 
Most every high school student 

has peered through a microscope 
at one celled animals or plant life. 
Amoeba, parameciaa and other 
single-celled animals o�ten appear 
as globes, cigar-shaped objects, and 
even in some instances as disks. 
The se very simple animals are 
composed, for the most part, of 
water, the substance in which they 
live. 

Let us suppose that there could 
be similarly shaped animals which 
c.ould live at the top of earth 1 s atmos­
phere, undetected. because of their 
height and,.:.:riear invisibility due to 
lack of density. 

Should such animals descend into 
denser atmosphere, whether by 
design or through accident or dis­
ability, their density would increase 
more and more until they would be 
in an almost solid state. Being com­
posed of air, they could not be affected 
seriously by rockets or bullets, and 
could hardly be "brought down" by 
conventional means. 

Should such "animals ' '  become dis­
abled and reach the surface of the 
earth, the increased pressure would 
probably result in their complete 
destruction as far as any identifiable 
remains we re concerned. Such a 
theory might explain strange globes 
which have fallen to the ground and 
have disintegrated into sticky, stinky 
blobs of .·gelatinous material; angel 
hai-T; and other material which has 
fallen mysteriously from the sky. 

Such "animals" when compressed 
upon reaching denser layers of at­
mosphere, might glow. Every animal 
body creates an electrical field, and 
bodies as large as these could create 
a great deal of electrical disturbances� 
often experienced along with visual 
sightings. Such "animals" might move 
be changing the density of their bodies� 

and also by means of cilia, 
as do some microscopic animals. 
It,might be possible to achieve 
fantastic speeds by the se means. 
For nourishment they would 
likely feed upon substances in 
the atmosphere. Different des ... 
igns on and within their bodies 
could account for the portholes 
and othe r  configurations often 
seen on saucers. 

Naturally, such a theory 
cannot explain the 11little men" 
which have been seen in conn­
ection with saucers nor metal 
fragments; in presenting the 
"animal" theory. tha wr,i·te·r .' 

does not sugges t that this can 
explain all the saucer sightings» 
which in total probably represent 
a vast complicated field involving 
a number of different things 
including beings from other 
planets! !

F LAMMARION 9 PIONEER 0 F 
THE INFINITE 

by Henry Se r rano 

One of the most popular author s  
and lectur e r s  at the turn o f  the 
c entury wa s the Fr ench a strono ­
m e r  Gamille Flammarion. T o  
a n  unusual degree  h e  c ombine d 
the a tribute s of a scientist  with 
an inte r e s t  in matte r s  of the spirit ,  
so  much s o  that some of hi s work s 
have a definite note of my stici sm .  
B y  skillful u s e  of hi s g reat powe r s  
of imagination , he not only added 
to hi s s olid sc ientific reputation 
but attracted a wide following be ­
yond the a stronomic al c ircle s of 
the day . 

B orn at Montigny -1�-Roi, on 
Feb . 25, 1842, Flammarion achi ­
eved las ting fame for hi s r e s earch ­
e s  on the Moon, Venu s ,  and Mar s. 
A prodigiou s worke r, he founrea 
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hi s own ob s e rvetory and made 
inten sive studie s with hi s tele ­
sc ope s that re sulted, among 
other volume s ,  in a standard 
work of that pe riodl) La Plan ­
��te Mar s .  tie believe d that 
Mar s wa s inhabited; also ,  that 
vegetable life exi sted on the 
Moon and the planet Venus  r o ­
tate d for a short period. H e  
wa s an authority o n  nebul ae 
and star cluste r s . 

In a book entitle d, Lumen: 
Experience s  in the Infinite , 
Flammarion broftght together 
hi s profound knowledge of a s ­
tronomy and the inner vi sion 
which impelled him to specu­
late on the hi story of the uni­
ve r s e ,  and on such subj ects as  
time , spac e11  and ete rnity . Tran­
slate d from the French by Mary 
J. Se rrano in 1892,the book 
pre sented to American reade r s ,  
in th e  form of a dialogue bet­
ween .mas_ter and pupil , a 
hypothetical le s s on on topic s 
ranging from the existence of 
other worlds to the inde stru ­
c tibility of the soul and the life 
he r eafte r ,  including "the pos ­
sibility of the exi s�enc e of form s 
of life unknown to1 the earth . '' 

For illustration, the author 
made use of the fact that, due 
to the time which it. take s light 
to travel from the star s to the 
earth,  11 it i s  not the pre s ent 
c ondition of the heaven s  which 
we s e e , but its past hi story. '' 
He shows that it take s 1 1 I 4 
s e c onds for a ray of light to 
c ome he re from the moon; 8 
minute s ,  13 s e c onds to c ome 
from the sun; 42 minute s to 
c ome from Jupite r; 2 hours 
from Uranus ; 4 hour s from 
Neptune . From the neare st 

j 
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s tar ,  Alpha C entauru s ,  it take s 
3 year s and 6 month s ;  . from Sirius  
16 year s ,  and so forth. In other 
words, for the c ele stial obj ect  
under ob se rvation at  a given mom ­
errt, it is the past; for the ob se rve r, 
it is the pre s ent. 

This "tran sformation of the pa st 
into the pre s ent " leads into a de s ­
cription of many absorbing sideline s 
for exp e rimentation, such a s  ''event s  
s e en backward " ,  "reasc ending the 

·age s", and "events taking place in 
spac e. " Light,  then, i s  the ·�mode of 
transmis s ion of the history of the 
univer s e . '' Applied to pre sent-day 
the orie s c onc erning spac e travel ,  
it provide s much food for  thought 
and r eflection a s  to what future re ­
s earche s may hold for man in his 
attempt s to c onque r the reache s of 
the Infinite . 

Although giving his imagination 
fre e  range , Flammarion nowhe re 
lo st sight of  the sc ientific ba sis 
on which his popular c alculation s 
we r e  made . In a "�Table of:Cele -s ­
tial Measur ement s  11 appended to 
his Lumen, he give s the distanc e 
in a stronomical leaque s of the sta r s  
neare st t o  u s ,  togethe r with the 
time taken by their light to reaeh 
the earth. Other star s which, he 
point s out, numbe r  million s ,  are 
incalculably more distant: their 
light may not reach u s  for a hun ­
dre d, a thou sand, ten thousand 
year s of c ea s ele s s  travel . 

" The se fac ts; " state d Flam ­
arion, "will enable us 'to:fo:rm a 
more  exact idea of the granduer of 
the unive rse ,  the maj e sty of its 
laws, and the ab s olute signific anc e 
of te r re strial events and of the 
trouble s of humanity . 11 

Flammarion died at Juvisy- sur ­
Orge on June 4, 1925. His writing s 
show L"'lat he was a pione e r  among 

--
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author s  and sc ientists in their 
c onc e rn with the my sterie s of 
outer spac e and the attendant 
problem s of travel and c om ­
munication which we seek to 
probe with our present lirnit ­
ed mean s .

If he had be en able to 
participate in the disc ove rie s 
and achievement s of this mo­
de rn Geophy sical Y ear,  1957 -
19 58, his keen mind would 
surely have c ontribute d s ome 
novel link between mathe ­
matic al c e rtaintie s and a 
spiritual proj ection the r e of. 

Perhaps history may yet 
prove Camille Flammarion 
to have been the Jule s Verne 
of the Infinite.

There were mor e red faces tbics 
month than the usual quota of people 
who find that their pet belief is just 
a hoax. This one especially, for 
the book9 "The Third Eye"9 was 
proved to be a complete fraud. 

London, February 3, ---­
Cyril Henry Hoskins, who is a 
plumber 1s son from Plympton, is 
hiding n ear Dublin» Ireland. As 
the Tibetian Lama T. Lob sang Rampa, 
he wrote the book that hoaxed the 
world. 
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The book, The Third Eye, was 
first published in November, 1956. 

Sinc e then3 it has been publish e d  
in 12 different countries and has 
sold over 300, 000 copies. The 
book tells about an operation per­
formed ·�pn the author at the age 
of eight by the Dalai Lama of 
Tibet which gave Rampa the 
use of the third eye 9 producing 
clairvoyant and telepathic powers, 
and also the power to diagnose 
a person's state of health

. and 
humor from his aura. 

Only a f ew close friends of 
Hoskins though t they knew that 
the 11Lama'' was actually one 
Dr. Kuan Suo, a Tibetian 
scholar. But now even they are 
proved wrong. 

A private eye, investigating 
the three -eyer for several pro­
minent people who disbelieved 
Ho skin's story, found out that 
"Lama" Hoskins is a British 
subject, has n ever been to Tibet, is 

'" not.a·� Lama. Clifford Burgess, 
the detective, traveled about 
3» 000 miles to get all the infor­
mationo 

Hoskin» who is 47 years 
old, is now suff ering a coron­
ary thrombosis. He has made 
almost $50, 000 from the book. 

As a result, the publishers of 
the first edition in England have 
suspended plans for publishing 
the next book Hoskins has writ­
ten» ''Medical Lama". 

A :_special report from England 
said that when the §bgent from the 
publishers, Seekers & Warburg, 
who, incidentally, published a 
short note in the first edition say­
ing that th e material could not be 
authenticated» w ent to visit 
Ho skins after the "news 11 leaked 
out, Ho skins said that he is now 
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po s se s e d  with the s pirit of a 
dead Tibetian monkp who c au s e d  
him t o  write the book. When th e  
ag ent a sked him t o  speak some 
Tibetian, Ho skin s replie d that he 
c ouldn ' t  remember any becau s e  
he wa s b rainwa she d during the 
Second World War. Hmmmm! 

Opinions have been expre s sed 
that perhap s , only perhaps ,  the 
whole thing wa s declared a hoax 
becau se the s o -c alle d  Silenc e 
Group, or the Inte rnational Ban ­
ke rs , wi shed to dive rt any furthe r 
s'erio.u-s:.?;ttent:ton. from�hfs �book.:·.:. 

Many pe ople have said that even 
though the book is a hoax, one c an ­
not help but marvel at the way it 
i s  writen - - -with such high ideal s 
in mind. 

Y our E ditor s believe that pe r ­
haps thi s  will teach the ve ry gul ­
lible pe ople of today to watch their 
steps and to che ck on anything 
they read.  In the se time s ,  one 
mu st beware of tho s e  who will 
try to make m oney out of a:_thing 
which they know pe ople will lap 
up.

THE IMPAC T OF 
FLYING SAUCERS UPON 

THE OLOG Y  
b y  Darold Powe r s  

What ha s be en the impact of 
flying sauc e r s  upon our the ology ? 
i s  the que stion for which I will 
attempt some an swe r s  in thi s  
article . Sinc e each per s on reacts 
differently to flying sauc e r s  and 
acc ompanying c onc epts , I will 
be outlining what I fe el to be the 
m o st extreme ( or pe rhaps highe st} 
development in the New Ag e 
t.lteolog:y ' s. · departure .. : .. . 
from tradition. Bear in mind that, 
although a flying sauc er fan ' s  
ti e ology i s  likely to be diffe r ent 
from ort _ _ odoxy in some of the 
ways out line d  he rein, only a 
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minority of them acc ept eve ry 
one of the se departure s .  

T o  the man unve r se d  in sauc e r  
lor e ,  it may s e e  far -fe1t.he d to 
say that flying sauc e r s  -- - tho se 
ubiquitou s wraiths c omedian s 
joke about - - .-- c ould affect 
theology at all. In the fir st  
po st -Arnold years before c on ­
tact storie s began t o  b e  pub ­
li shed, the r e  we re only reports 
of Unidentified Flying Obj ects . 
But there wa s c on siderable 
speculation that the s e  might be 
from othe r planets;  and the one s 
mo st likely to acc ept the extra­
te rre strial the ory we re t.h.o se 
who had already c ome into 
c ontact ·�th sto rie s of people 
on othe r planets  through their 
study of p sychic phenomena, 
spirituali sm , theo sophy, etc . 
Thu s from the fir st rec ognition 
of sauc e r s  a s  po s sible spac e 
vehic le s ,  Ufology began to be 
a s s ociated in the minds of many 
pe ople with the theqlogy th·�y had: 
aquire d  from the unorthodox 
philosophie s in which they had 
fir st bec ome intrigued by the 
po s sibilitie s of life on other 
planets . 

Orthodox s c ienti sts may just ­
ifiably dEClare tb.at students of 
the strange and unu sual acc ept 
as proof what is obj ectivly only 
limite d evidenc e .  T herefore , 
tb::lse  imaginative pe r s on s  wh o 
had�alrea-q.y ac.c�pte -d orth·c)_(iox _ 

philo sophie s and the ologie s we re 
more likely to  ac c ept sauc e r s  
than wa s the g eneral public . And 
becau s e  proof to the se people i s  
often a s  much subj ective as  ob ­
j ective ,  they we r e  rather pre ­
di spo sed to ac c ept as authentic 
such phenomena a s  c ontact storie s 
and me s sage s fr om Ashtar and 
the Mark P robe rt c ontrol s. ( Mark 
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Probe rt will be in Wa shington,  
D . G .  on March 8, and may then 
embark on a lecture tour around 
the c ountry. - -- - Ed. ) 

Probably the type of mate rial 
¥rhic!'l ha s been pre s ente d through 
the se m e dia ha s b e en structured 
partially by ( 1) the .expectation s 
of the believe r s  that post- 194 7 
me s s age s be c ouched in interplan ­
etary te rm s ;  and ( 2) a nec e s sity 
that pe r s ons newly attracted to 
sauc e r s  and the unusual find c on ­
tac t and e .  s .  p .  me s sag e s o riente d 
about their religious ( Chri stian) 
backg round. 

T o  di scover why New Age phil ­
o sophy has been attractive to 
flying sauc e r  fan s ,  we mu st take 
a hi storic al approach. Until around 
the 15th and 16th c enturie s ,  the 
Roman C atholic Church wa s imman ­
ent in all fac ets of European life , 
including scienc e .  When scienc e  
began t o  throw off tradition a s  a 
c rite rion for truth and began to ut ­
iliz e  experimentation and a philo s ­
ophy o f  doubt, the machine ry wa s 
s e t  in m otion for the atomic age 
c harac te riz e d  by the pe ril s sc ienc e 
has c reated. 

Unfortunately,  the tangible re ­
sult s of the scientific revolution 
did not influenc e  religion to adopt 
a philosophy of doubt and c onstant 
search for furthe r truth a s  the next 
step up from unque stioning adhe renc e  
to faith and spa smodic revelation a s  
th e  c rite ria for spi ritual g rowth 
( t.lJ.ough not in ba sic value ) ,  man in 
g ene ral and intellectual leade r s  in 
particular ,  have noted that religion 
has becom e  unable to provid e sui­
ficient knowledg e  and powe r to 
c ontrol scienc e  and nation s .  The 
consequent di senchantment with 
religion ha s cr eate d a vacuum in 
man's life . The thinking men of the 
world are fac e d  with a dilemma: 
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eith e r  th e y  acc ept o-rt.hodox 
religion, even though it can ­
not satisfy them, o r  they 
be c ome strang e r s  to the her ­
itag e of their immediate cul ­
ture and strike out for them ­
selve s upon the vi stas of life 
which appear uncharted. 

Into thi s vacuum a serie s 
of new philo sophie s ha s c ome. 
A good example of one of 
thes.e i s  spirituali sm . The 
spirituali st c raze of the late 
19th and early 20th c enturie s 
may be likened to the current 
flying sauc e r  e ra.  The mas s  
of New Age thought which ha s 
bec ome as sociated with flying 
sauc e r s  is  not entirely unique , 
but an outg rowth of a spiritual 
que st which began back at the 
time of the Reformation and 
scientific revolution. With the 
world in the throe s of a peril ­
ou s age of blind sc ienc e ,  the 
spiritual vacuum i s  becoming 
more apparent, while the 
spiritual que st is,  c on stantly 
bec oming more important .  

My the si s  i s  that civilization ' s  
current dilemma s tem s from re ­
ligion 1 s per  si  stenc e upon the 
c riteria of faith and spa s domic 
revelation for spiritual truth . 
Because of thi s  pe r si stence ,  
man has be en held back by 
ignoranc e and fear from the 
highe st  spiritual wi sdom and 
knowle dg e  of which he is cap ­
able . Given the opportunity_· 
to advanc e in spiritual wi sdom 
and powe r ,  man will gain the 
ability to tran sc end war through 
c re ·ative peac e .  H we are to 
achieve that ong oing peac e 
which ha s been kept too long from 
our thir sting soul s ,  then we mu st 
eithe r rec on struct religion to 
utilize  a scientific approach to

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the spiritual, or  we must leave 
a dying r eligion and search for 
s omething bette r .  Whichever 
happen s ,  New Ag e theology will 
play a basic role in the tran sfor ­
amti�n of Earth from war to 
peac e - - - - both . a s  the impetus 
for new r eligiou s flexibility, 
and as  the new sy stem toward 
which religion may ultimately 
give way. The refore j) it may 
prove providential for c ivili ­
zation that flying sauc e r s  a r ­
rive d in forc e at the begining 
of the atomic ag e .  Sauc e r s  ar e 
both a symbol of New Age theo ­
logy and a major attraction to 
it . H owever ,  let me warn that 
New Age theology as it now stands 
is far from being a c omplete 
panac e aj) sinc e it is in dange r  of 
c or ro sion from gullibility, fraud, 
and the e schatological e scapi sm 
which would pe rmit sauc e r  bel ­
ieve r s  to somehow e scape the 
la st throe s of c ivilization � s  
traumatic death .  
New Age philo sophy i s  appealing 
for seve ral rea son s :  it may re ­
place the spiritual vacuum ; it 
i s  s omething new, novel,  and 
fre sh ; it may provid e the inspir ­
ation and hope the pre sent world 
situation cannot; and it may pro ­
vide for a pe rilou s world a sen se 
of c o smic security . 

C onve r sly, seve ral factor s  :.. 
make it difficult for New Age 
thoughts to gain acc eptanc e ( and 
even for UFO report s to gain a 
hear.ing ) :  the tr emendou s hold 
t.h.e traditionali sm orthodox r e l ­
igion h a s  aquired ove r man; the 
fear of the unknown, of being ... 
spiritualy uprooted;  and the fear 
and in security of the c old war 
produc e s  a for c e  tending to make 
man c ling to the "trie d and te ste d1 1  
faith s .  
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The sputniks eme rging from 
the arm s  rac e may in part c on ­
duc e ac c eptanc e for New Ag e 
ideas :;! insofar as  they focus 
attention upon projected  outer 
spac e travel .  there  will be a 
g rowing tendency to re alize 
that if we c an expect to · travel 
to othe r planets , then tho se of 
othe r planets might venture to 
earth .  We will hope that what ­
ever self -exaltation we indulg e 
in because  of the sputniks will 
be c ounte rbalanc e d  by the prop e r  
inte rplanetary pe r spective pro ­
vided by New Age philo sophy . 

* * * * * * * * * 

Let u s  tu:r.n now to spec ific 
way s in which the theology 
a s sociate d with inte rplanetary 
c ontacts  differ s from that of 
c onventional religion. In g en ­
eral»  New Age theology i s  big , 
sweeping , and optimi stic , pre ­
s enting a life structure tremen­
dously expanded in all fac ets 
and dimension s .  

The new theology i s  l e  s s  
God-c enter e d  than i s  orthodox 
theology.  God has become at 
onc e the intimate , living reality 
of p e r sonal soul c onsc iou sne s s ,  
and an all -embrac ing , infinite 
spirit of Fathe r Love . But ',the 
Godhead may also seem infinit ­
ely divisible , as  a typ·e of poly ­
theism i s  r evealed - - - a pier�  .. · :  : 

arc}ly o£�.the mo'st-4J.g4ly - devel ­
oped soul s ,  each the spiritual 
log o s  of a secto r  of the c o smo s o  
Christ i s  not u sually thought of 
in New Age the ology a s  God 
incarnate . Instead, .he ha s be -

e ome a variety of entitte s to 
a variety of people ; a great 
mystic -medium of hi story; a 
man who,  sent from another 
planet to help us  in New T e sta -

--= 
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ment time s ,  i s  now c ommand:ing 
the space ship s of thi s  solar 
sy stem; or an even higher spirit 
entity which -m.ay manife st through 
and in developing s oul s ;  and so on. 

New Age the ology has signific antly 
alte r e d  the man -God relation. No 
long e r  i s  man the humble , depraved, 
s inning c reation of an ove r riding 
D'eity . The diffe renc e  between man 
and God is now viewed as only a 
diffe r enc e in g rowth: God i s  noth ­
ing now that man cannbt someday 
be him self .  The , entitie s inter ­
m e diary in g rowth betwe en man 
and G od might ve ry lo s s ely be 
likened to angel s .  

The c onc ept of g ood and evil 
ha s also be en alte r e d. No longe r  
i s  th e  moral c ode viewe d a s  s ome ­
tliing imp o s e d  exte rnally by God 
upon rebellious man . Christ ' s  
emphasi s upon the spirit of the 
law has found it s home in the 
New Age theology which view s  the 
diffe rence between g ood and evil 
a s  a matte r of growth . That th e r e  
is  no di sc e rnible ab solute standard 
of g ood and evil doe s  not mean that 
tomor row ' s  man will have no im ­
petu s  to good; rathe r ,  the deepe st 
implication s of the new the ology 
i s  that man, no longe r  mi r e d  in 
fear of evil, will be able to tran ­
sc end today ' s  evil in a leap which 
will eventually take him far bey ­
ond what may today be c on side r e d  
the highe st g ood of which man i s  
capable . 

The new the ology g ene rally 
looks at life afte r death differently 
than orthodoxy doe s ;  its c onc�pt s 
may go unde r vari �u s  title s ,  such 
as :�piritualism , reincarnation, 
and the o sophy. Flying sauc e r  
contact storie s give a picture of 
a c ontinuou s flow of an individual ' s  
pe r sonality and c on sc iou sne s s  
throughout tim e ,  tran sitioning 
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thr ough various form s and ' 
state s .  Although m o st pe r s ons 
ad.Jle ring to  New Age theology 
do reve r e  Christ in one way 
o r  another ,  Chr sit i s  generally 
not held to be the mean s  of 
salvation, because ( a) ther e  
i s  nothing from which t o  b e  
saved, and (b )  man i s  hi s own 
salvayion. A man who wa s 
evil on earth i s  likely to c on ­
tinue the same way afte r death,  
attrac ting to him self whateve r 
fruit s ( or punb shment) hi s 
ac ts bear . A man who wa s 
g ood on earth i s  likely to c on ­
tinue to b e  g ood afte r death, 
attracting to him self whatever 
fruits ( or r ewards )  hi s acts  
bear . The evil man will stay 
in a helli sh state only: so long 
a s  he merits it, and the good 
man c an advanc e yet further 
through heaven -like realm s ,  
depending on how well h e  learn s .  
In thi s s ense , then, the r e  i s  
nothing from which t o  be saved, 
and basically man save s him ­
self by hi s act s ,  although he 
may be lead by 1 ' the indwelling 
Christ " .  

Although New Age theolgy 
may differ from the Bible in 
several ways , as Lshown abov� , 
its e schatology i s.  often or ­
iented about Biblical prophe ­
cie s ,  e specially tho s e  of Rev ­
elations .  Why do flying sahc e r  
c ontact storie s usually c ontain 
prophetic refe renc e s  to the 
future ? The mo st obvious 
an swer is that both the c ontac..t· 
storie s and the prophecie s are 
authentic . Even so,  I feel that 
part of the propen sity to pro ­
phe sy stem s from a c ombin ­
ation of our de sire for an out ­
from atomic pe ril ,  our back­
ground of Chris'tian e schatology,

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and our conception of flying 
sauc ers as: (a)  nec essarily 
symbolic of impending great 
events just b ecaus e of their 
novelty, and (b)  a sign that 
o - er planets want to help us o 
Flying saucer lore is facinat­
ingly p ermeated with warnings 
an d p r e dictions of dire social 
and physcial events on earth--­
a n ec e ssary _'_'purification "  
process from which the spirit­
ually -progress ed men of earth 
will in the en d benifit. This 
New Age eschatology may dif­
f e r  from that of the Bible in 
such a r eas as the final judg e ·­
m ent and the nature of the last 
days . Also, flying saucer pilots 
a r e  s een as an angelic crew 
helping the distressed endure 
and /  or ..escape the last days. 

It is this emphasis upon doom 
and escap e  which I can least 
condon e among the many impacts 
flying· saucers have gad upon 
theology. In the first place, 
talk of doom is superfluous in 
th e s e  times. Secondly, to a 
p erson who has recently joined 
th.e ranks of sauc er enthusia:s_t s 
and who may be fe eling acutely his 
departure f rom the security of 
traditionalism, all the talk of 
floods and earthquakes may be 
traumatically fright�ning and 
disconc erting. I do not even nee­
essarily believe that extra -ter res­
trails eve r  originally wishe d  to 
pres ent such a picture of doom as 
we, with our Biblical orientations 
and conce rn with the arms race, 
have managed to conjur e. Fear, 
coupl ed with the fresh perspective 
and t..hought provided by extra ­
ter r e strials, could in theory im ­
pel saucer fans to work for peace. 
But often it appears saucer fans 
are more interested in their own 
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p eace than in world peace . Maybe 
one r eason saucer fans don't work 
har der :_ to utilize the powerful 
spiritual concepts and forces of 
th e new theology in international 
relations is that ( a) th ey don't 
expect to be around very long� 
and (b) they feel civilization is 
doom ed anyway. Any person who 
has felt the true spiritual impact 
of the n ew theology must �plor,e 
this escapism. Although I have 
studie d, .  som e N ew Age prophecy, 
I still belive that probably the 
forces at work for the preserva·=-· · 
tion or destruction of civilization 
will r emain the ones familiar to 
politicians and churchmen for 
at least several more decades. 
To expect earth to be catastro ­
phically "purifie d ' '  tomorrow 
for our benifit is to avoid our 
responsibility for th e creation 
of p eace. Let us act as though 
man, using N ew Age concepts, 
can himself purify earth without 
gross intervention by nature or 
flying saucers. Even though w e  
knew beyon£1. a shadow of a doubt 
that civilization would go pooof 
at a certain time, the only ac­
c�ptable preparation would be 
our unceasing effort to create 
peac e anyway and to avoid the 
need for trag edy.
