PIEZOELECTRICITY AND THE MYSTERY LIGHTS, . 
PART TWO 

by Chuck K. Adams 

We have seen how it is possible to" 
generate an electric field by a combination 
of piezoelectric action and the changing of 
the pressures in the rocks forming the 
crust of the earth. In a later report we 
will deal \tli th the magnitude of the_ electric 
field developed by various materials. Here 
we will discuss how the electric field be­
comes visible. 

When atoms of the atmosphere are 
sufficiently agitated by the addition of 
energy, they become ionized. That is, one 
or more electrons are elevated from their 
normal energy states or removed from the 
atom. This condition is unstable, and . 
electrons drop back to their stable energy 
levels. �fuen the electrons were elevated 
to a higher energy level, they absorbed 
energy; and when they drop back to their 
stable condtion, they release energy. The 
energy absorbed may be thermal, electro­
magnetic field, or electric field. The 
energy released is of the electromagnetic 
type with a discrete wavelength. 

!t is tfdo wave1ength which .determines 
the cnaracteriHt.ics of the energy. We are 

'<· interested ir.� .the visible portion of the 
electromago.etie spe�3trum covered by this 
phenomerta. . The visible spectrum covers the 
range from 4000A to 70 0 0A, where A is one 
��gstrom unit which is 10-t em. 

There is a discrete energy for each 
material f·::>r the fixst level of ionization. 
When the required energy is added, the 
material becomes ionized and the discrete 
wavelengths associated with that material 
are emittei. When the material contains 
more than •)ne chemical, the different 
chemicals are ionized according to their 
ionization potential. 

Table 1 gives the composition-of the 
atmosphere with approximate percentages. 
This does not include pollutants or organic 
matter such as pollons. Also given in this 
table are the relative ionization potentials 
for the gas, with "one11 being the lowest, 
or the easiest to ionize. 

Table 2 shows the visible spectrum. 
colors, and waveleng·ths (spectral lines) 
emitted for the various gasses which make 
up the Gl:tm�,sphere.

The Southeast Iowa UFO Study Group, 
Vice President J esse Munoz, said they 
started investigating in 1978 because of 
.Barbara Schutte's sighting at \veaver, Io;.ra. 
He introduced Ba:cbara Schutte (born Feb. 26, 
1951) as a multiple abductee. She announc­
ed for Leonard Stringfield that his status 
report, "UFO Crash Retrievals: Amassing 
the Evidence" is available for $10 plus· 
$1 postage. 

In 1978 neighbors told her that 
three UFO' s had been seen over the river. 
A ,.,eek later she and her brother saw three 
UFO's in their cornfield at about 8 p.m. 
Friends ridiculed. Report to ·Dr. Hynek ' s 
Center for UFO Studies gave no substantia­
tion. She became an investigator for CUFOS 
and State Section Director for MUFON. 

In Nov. 1981 she had a terrible night­
mare: Woke ,.,ith 2- hea.dachet Two days later 
bruises and depression caused her to seek 
medical aid. Dr. Leo Sprinkle hypnotized 
her and found she had been a UFO abductee 
three times. 

In Aug. 1959, when she was ei&�t years 
old she was taken from her favorite spot on 
the farm bya.bright light. She was taken by 
a four foot creature who looked .. da.rk blue•• 
like a policeman, "big V on his coveralls, 
no hair, four digits on hand but �o thumb, 
on a craft with a light panel, TV screen 
and windows with stars cape. She 't<Tas naked 
and had a tissue sample taken from one 
finger on her left hand "t-thich left a mys­
terious scar -- explained now for the 
first time. She '\oras told she'd be a 

nurse and do important things. 

Ill Sept. 1981, two days after the 
CUFOS con::erence, rc:he had conscious recall 
of an abduction . 'l'here were triangulated 
burns on the back of her neck. Black 
figures h(�ld her dc)'fm. She was forced to 
open her mouth "because they had to get 
at my brain through my mouth. An im-
plantation given would cause frontal pain, 
move down my,arm, 'be compelled 'to write 
automatically. Messages are usually per­
sonal, encouraging, even answering questions 
that are posed. •• Some future references are 
given as "rell as some past references to 
previous rtotes. For a yea:r she has had a 
ringing s£msation in her ear and then re ... 

ceives precognitive data. Her psychic 
awareness has also been heightened in that 
she knows \�That others are thinking and feel­
ing. She also had vertebra depressed where 
a laser beam had burned intensely. 

In January 1982, bruises on her upper 
arm an9, needle marks on her left upper arm 

- revealed under hypnosis -- led her to a 
hypnotist. She was floated across snowy 
ground in a cornf ield to a saucer-like ve­
hicle. The uniformed officer supervised 
and taller da.rk sui ted creatures examined 
her again. "I don't want to get in" was 
her protest at floating through a closed 
,,.rindow. They put electrodes on her he.ad 
and beams electrified her skin with a 
crawly sensation. 

Barbara Schutte noted several reac­
tions to people who listened to her; First 
Group: skeptics who walked away. Second 
Group: friends who felt she had never given 
them reason to doubt her believed. The 
Third Group seemed to have known previous­
ly end had similar experiences. 

Since she has been an investigator, 
she said, " I ' ve had my share of phone tapG, 
missing letters, missing boxes mysteriously 
returned. We need to investigate the intell­
igence behind the craft, not ju st the physi­
cal evidence."
