RECENT Lll3R.ARY ACQUISITIONS

Because of the generous contributions 
of Study Group members, our.library contin­
ues to grow. Two books that have recently 
come to us from a private collection are 
W. A. Harbinson"s Genesis and Close En­
counters: A Better EXplanation by Clifford 
Wilson and John Weldon. Both are a bit 
out-of-the-ordinary in terms of UFO-relat­
ed literature. 

Genesis is a current povel and a work 
of fiction, yet Harbinson has done an ex­
cellent job of interweaving fact and fic­
tion in this impressive work. Indeed, 
much of the backgro1.md information in the 
novel would seem to indicate that Harbin­
son is a longtime researcher of UFO infor­
mation. Yet word has it that Harbinson 
had little interest in UFOs before the 
writing of Genesis, and his next novel will 
apparently not be UFO-related. Genesis 
makes for excellent reading, because it 
contains all the suspense of a fine spy 
novel, with an immediacy which comes from 
the timeliness of its subject matter. It 
is recommended highly to all interested in 
UFOs. 

Wilson and Weldon's Close Encounters: 
A Better Explanation is a book written 
from one kind of Christian perspective. If 
the phrasing of the last sentence seems awk­
ward, it is because I must stress that the 
view the authors take is not necessarily 
representative of the Christian faith as 
a whole. Wilson and Weldon infer (from 
their studies and from certain case histor­
ies) that UFOs are sent to this world to 
bother hl,l!Ilan beings or to lead them away 
from Christ, and are thus demonic in char­
acter. This book, therefore, offers a cer­
tain view into some lines of contemporary 
thought on UFOs (and _may serve to explain 
why many people are so reluctant to talk 
about their UFO encounters) b�t will .cer­
tainly not �ppeal to all readers.
