ST. CHARLES INVESTIGATION OF WINGED UFO 
Investigators: Larry Mobley/Mike Shannon 
Witnesses: Mark and JoAnne Straun and son 
Marc. 

Date: April 26, 1982 
At approximately 10:20 P. M., 23 April 

1982, the Strauns were driving horne from a 
shopping trip along Elm Point Road in St. 
Charles, Mo. when they saw two stacked 
lights above Monsanto Chemical Company. 
Mark estimated that their distance from the 
lights was about 1/2 mile. As the Straun's 
drove on, the upper light broke away, head­
ed north, and disappeared. The other light 
dropped in altitude, following the Norfolk 
and Western Railroad, which for intermit­
tent distances parallels Elm Point Road. At 
one point where the road and the railway 
separate, Mark lost sight of the light b:­
cause of the density of the trees. Immed1-
ately at the break in the trees the railway 
crosses Elm Point Road. 

As the Strauns approached this intersect­
ion the light crossed in front of their car 
at approximately 20 feet in altitude. It 
now was not just a light, but had the shape 
of an aircraft with several lights. The 
craft continued to follow the railway head­
ed north-east and disappeared. Mark com­
mented that -- when the craft was at its 
closest to them -- it made no sound; and 
that his car window was down and his radio 
was not on. 

During the interview, Mark volunteered 
most of the details. JoAnne corroborated 

. 

. ' his story; but did state that she d1dn t 
get a good look at the craft because she

. was frightened and covered her eyes. The1r 
son Marc was too young to interview, but 
was very excited about what he saw. Mark 
described the craft as flat with swept back 
wings. He noted that it had a single white 
light at the front with four red and two 
white lights on what appeared to be a white 
porcelain background on the rear of the 
craft. 

In a follow up on this investigation two 
weeks later with Mark, about a three mile 
stretch was observed and several. photo­
graphs were taken. It was also learned that 
a short time after the sighting that -- at 
the intersection of the road and _the rail­
way -- a power transformer had to be re­
placed. The reason for this is unknown as 
we still need to talk to Railroad officials.

THE GREAT AIRSHIP MYSTERY: A UFO OF THE 
1890s. by Daniel Cohen. Dodd, Mead & Com­
pany, 79 Madison Avenue, New York, N.Y. 
10016. 1981, 212 pages, illus., bibliog., 
index. $9.95

In the closing years of the nineteenth 

century many Americans saw, or said they 
saw, strange objects in the sky. (See The 
UFO Enigma, December 1980, page 2, and 
Omni, June 1981, page 44.) The Great Air­
ship Mystery is the first book-length 
study of those eyewitness reports. 

Science writer Daniel Cohen reviews 
"airship" sightings from California to 
Missouri, including stories of "close en­
counters" with landed airships and their 
occupants. One such report from Texas im­
plicates two New England professors -­
not extraterrestrial aliens -- as the 
brains behind at least one mysterious 
airship. 

The state of aeronautical knowledge in 
the 1890s is discussed, as are hoaxes (of 
which there was no shortage), alleged 
phot�graphs. of the airship, and the in­
fluence of science fiction on public in­
terest in aviation. 

Mr. Cohen finds that the airship myst­
ery was largely if not entirely.a social 
and newspaper phenomenon. Tall tales 
flourished amid the excitement over air­
ships; two examples are the LeRoy, 
Kansas, "kidnapped calf" and the Aurora, 
Texas, "crashed airship", both of which 
are covered here at length. Some airship 
stories may even have been launched by a 
"hoax conspiracy" of railroad workers. 

UFO advocates Jerome Clark and Lucius 
Farish have suggested that to understand 
precis�ly what happened in the 1890s 
airship flap "would require volumes of 
complicated analyses" (UFO Report, Octo­
ber 1980, page 78). As the Great Airship 
Mystery demonstrates, all that is needed 
are careful study and �ritical thought. 
This book reflects both. Highly recom­
mended.
