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PSI GROUP HEARS OF DISAPPEARING HUMANOID

Nine people attended the 7:30 P. M. 

Parapsychology Committee meeting, Wednes­
day, January 5, 1983 at Key Productions, 
Inc. office. Chairperson Viola Echele wel­
comed everyone. Don Haskins read a back­
ground article about Charles Hickson's 
close encounter with space suited aliens 
or robots in Pascagoula, Mississippi. This 
was to prepare members for the review 
Dorothy Stencel will give in a future 
meeting of Hickson's account of PSI reve­
lations which followed his UFO boarding 
experience. Don Haskins also read an arti­
cle on "Chasing UFO's. " 

John Schroeder gave two reports of re­
cent PSI power. An elderly lady tried to 
buy five stamps from a commercial postal 
window where orily rolls of 100 were sold. 
A tall, pale, wide-eyed and handsome young 
man who had been in line before her, re­
turned to give the woman the five stamps. 
She quickly reached into her purse for the 
dollar to pay him. Looking up, she could 
not find him. The kindly young man had not 
gone out the Post Office door. He had dis­
appeared. 

Another woman, locked out of the house 
in 1981, had been told by Eleanor Schroeder­
in response to prayer- to unlock the house 
door with her car key. It worked. In Decem­
ber 1982, the same woman was again locked 
out and keyless. Instead of her house key, 
he "special hiding place" revealed her ga-

rage key. This time- after prayer- John 
Schroeder told her to use the garage key. 
The woman protested that the grooves did 
not match the lockplate; but she tried, 
turned the key and the latch opened. Re­
peated attempts later to open the door with 
the garage key failed. John quoted the wo-

INTERESTING ACQUISITION FOR UFO LIBRARY 
reviewed by John E. Schroeder 

The Andreassen Affair: Phase Two, "The 
continuing investigation of a woman's ab­
duction by alien beings." Written by 
Raymond E. Fowler. Copyright 1982 by Pren­
tice-Hall Publishers, N. Y., N. Y. , 278 
pages, $10. 95 in hardcover. 

This book relates multiple close en­
counters with UFO's. revealed by repeatedly 
induced hypnotic regressions. It follows 
the unfolding story of Betty Aho Andreas­
son Luca's examination and travel aboard a 
glowing UFO first told in The Andreassen 
Affair published in 1979. 

Parapsychological phenomena and reader 
interest persuaded Raymond Fowler to write 
this sequel. For example, pre-tested cas­
sette tapes (in which Betty described hav­
ing a needle inserted in her navel as a 
genetic test) failed to play on several 
radio stations. On KTHR's "Talk Of Hous­
ton" it played, but the station went off 
the air mysteriously when Betty began to 
speak. On a Boston TV station, the only 
segment taped in one morning that produced 
a garbled signal was Betty's. Fleeting im­
ages of ghostly figures, pursuit by black 
unmarked helicopters, and memory of alien 
messages, "Don't share our information un­
til you are older" led to continued inter­
views under hypnosis. 

Betty learned she had three "alien vis­
itations" and her new husband, Bob, had 
two- all described in graphic detail. The 
only block seems to have been limited to 
forgetting the messages of the "angelic a­
liens" or "the One". The latter held court 
in a �rystal land of light behind glass ca­
thedral doors. 

According to transcriptions of inter­
views (with many leading questions) given 
Betty under hypnosis. She also was taken to 
an underwater base where she saw a gallery 
of lifelike people in many cultures and 
races. Many of the experiences of Betty and 
Bob Luca had on board the UFO's with small 
gray-skinned creatures and one taller alien 
agreed in close detail. 

UFO classifications given on page 31 
were applied in an interesting way. Object­
ions to hypnosis as an accurate investigat­
ive tool were also aired openly on page 
232ff. The most intriguing information in 
Fowler's book was his constant comparative 
references to other documented UFO cases. 

Irene Alexander donated this interest­
ing, challenging and mind-expanding book to 
our UFO library. Your time will be well 
spent reading both books in The Andreassen 
Affair series.
