MARYLAND HEIGHTS DISC REPORT I 

By Bruce Widaman and Bob Padella 
Summarized by John E. Schroeder 

This is the first publication of a report 
given March 4, 1982 concerning a multiple 
witness UFO seen in North St. Louis, 
6:45 .p.m., September 6,1975. The weather 
was mild. The evening sky was still light. 
Just a few scudding clouds interrupted 
otherwise clear visibility. 

A number of youthful witnesses were play­
ing catch with a football in front of 
Michael Smalley's friend's home on Laurel 
View Lane in Maryland Heights, MO. When 
Michael looked up to catch a ball thrown his 
direction, he saw two disc shaped objects, 
silver white in color, proceeding from the 
south to the north. Michael, about 12 years 
old, at first thought the objects might be 
balloons because they apparently moved with 
a jerky motion. Their speed quickly ruled 
out the balloon theory. 

Michael pointed the objects out to give 
friends (four boys and a girl), who became 
noisy and excited witnesses. Michael ran 
home to get his father's binoculars. In­
stead, hearing the shouting, Victor 
Smalley-- who had worked with aircraft in 
the Navy and at McDonnell Aircraft-- ran out 
and saw what he at first interpreted as a 
flying wing. He, then, called his wife and 
son to bring him the binoculars fasto By the 
time his daughter Lisa brought the binocu­
lars, the two round disclike objects were 
out of sight. 

Both Michael and his father simultaneous­
ly observed a commercial aircraft in a 
flightpath approaching the faster moving 
discs. Looking in the direction of the uni­
dentified objects' departure to the north­
northeast, they saw other aircraft on land­
ing approach at La�bert Field. Both primary 
witnesses were able to discriminate be­
tween familiar aircraft and the objects 
seen. Both considered the vehicles un­
known. 

Because of the time lapse (seven years) 
between the sighting and the giving of the 
report, the Field Investigators could not 
follow up the obviqus correlation between 
the ground observance and sighting from the 
commercial airliner. Contact with other 
witnesses now scattered verified their ex­
istence and the fact that something strange 
was observed flying over. The objects were 
rated as daylight discs, not unusual, of 
ordinary strangeness. 

THREE SIGHTINpS IN ST. CHARLES

Several sightings were reported briefly 
at the meeting. Two of these sightings oc­
curred in the St. Charles County area, 
ano_ther incident was witnessed by a number 
of individuals in both St. Charles and St. 
Louis Counties, and a fourth sighting took 
place on the Mississippi in Northern Miss­
ouri. The St. Charles sightings took place 

at different times, but were both of lights 
in the sky seen by multiple witnesses. In 
the case of one of these, a high-pitched 
h4m was also heard during the appearance of 
the objects;_ and in the other case, a cir­
cle of lights outlined an object of apparent­
ly great magnitude. 

Also present at the meeting was a witness 
to a triangular or wedge-shaped object which 
was seen moving across areas of St. Charles 
and St. Louis Counties only a few years ago. 
A number of people had reported seeing this 
object at t�e time, among them a prominent 
Sto Louis radio personality. 

The- fourth aforementioned sighting �as in 
the vicinity of La Grange, MO in 1973. A man 
who was working on a barge in the Mississippi 
River saw three nocturnal lights, white and 
blue in color, which moved rapidly and er-. 
ratically. 

Reports were given by Bruce Widaman on a 

July 1982 Toronto Sun article on William 
Moore and his work on the Roswell Incident, 
and also by Dorothy Eaton on the book The 
12th Pianet.
