A slide show and interview depicting the experiences
of one "Mr. C" was presented by Cliff Palmberg. from
materials collected and compiled by Marjorie Sherrill "Mr.
C" had been fishing on a lake in the Devil's Kitchen wildlife
area (near Carbondale) when he saw an object crossing the
sky “like a meteor.” Fifteen minutes later, he saw blue
flasing lights in the sky. Still. the subject did not sense
anything truly unusual. Then, a brilliant light from above
shone in his face - and then appeared to follow the boat as it
moved. At first he thought it was a game warden's
helicopter. but then noticed that it made no noise on that
calm night of June 30. Finally, the object moved away, and
vanished in the same area in which he lost sight of the
meteor.

Still later. "Mr. C" witnessed a green. phlorescent.
translucent sphere decend and hover above his boat. He
moved 360 degrees around the object. and he saw his fishing
rod disappear vhen he tried to touch the sphere with it.
This case is still under investigation, and proves to be one of
the more interesting local sightings of recent months.

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UFO SIGHTED LOCALLY: PART I1

When Part One of this story concluded in the
September fos/gma . four people had left the
western ranch at around sunset on July 14, 1985.
¥e pick up as the "Energy Spotter” walked across
the plain.

The brisk wind from the east prompted the
three remaining observers to pull the van
aout.d The van then sat between the trailer pad
» the southwest and the well to the northeast. Its
front pointed south with the sliding door to the
west Shielded from the wind. the three watched
the cloud approach from the west.

The cloud had lighting bolts, reported as
be.1g orange, extending almost straight down to
tt¢ ground. The "Energy Spotter” said the bolts
indicated the presence of certain craft, five in
wtal After dark, a car pulled up northeast of the
van. but left as the rain continued.

Inside the van, the three observed a light
larger than a star just below the ridge to the
,outh-southeast. At times it was visible, at times it
was not visible. Its size and clarity remained the
same

A wet "Energy Spotter” left the drippy cover
that was previously about her shoulders on the
ground beside the sliding door. (The next
morning, it lay 15 to 20 feet northwest of the
van). She then joined the three in the van.

Another white light near the other could be
seen at times, with or without what seemed to be
the first light, in the south-southeast. Just
slightly west were four white lights and about 2
dzgrees further west on the same degrees off the
horizon were a row of green lights. About due
southwest a few scattered fuzzy white lights
covered about 6 degrees horizontally. Later, a
vectangle that seemed the consistency of
¢ggwhite appeared just slightly southwest. The
s-uth end of the rectangle had a red glow with
tuzzy edges. A little north of center was a pale,
very vague, warm colored glow. It measured the
size of a knuckle at arms length. Someone
mentioned that a couple of houses were in the
distance, but they were not located during
daylight with the binoculars.

White flashes occurred several times in the
southeast and west without hurting the eyes. One
observer sawv a pale green thing during two
flashes. Another saw a pale green thing in a
flash to the west which in horizontal
measurement seemed to be the distance from the

tip of the index finger to the thumb joint with the
hand held at arm’'s length. One other mentioned
seeing something. The cloud now seemed low
overhead and ended just west of the van with stars
to the north and west.

At some point. the cows mooed a lot when it
seemed very still outside. When the wind was
noisy. no thuander or mooing was heard. The van
jostled with displacements of 6 to 8 inches. One
observer felt the van was about to tura over,
because the jostling resembled that of a roller
coaster just before it turned over. At the
observer's request. the "Energy Spotter™ touched
the observer and asked out loud that the van be
held stable. The jostling virtually stopped. while
the noisy wind continued. '

It became quiet outside. The cows mooed

Joudly-again, but soon it was quiet both outside and

inside the van. After dozing. one observer noted
that the row of lights just to the southwest
appeared to be bright green and brilliantly
flashing -- with the second or third larger than
the rest -- between 12:15 and 12:45 am. The
"Energy Spotter” reported that a Venusian craft
approached. She was asked to sleep, so that they
could send dreams. The dreams seemed to focus on
understanding levels of reality.

The four-wheel-drive ran out of gas. Those
four in the vehicle sat out a storm on the highway
south of the ranch. It was noted that lighting was
streaking across the sky Getting into town took
them so long that they decided not to retura to the
ranch.

The words which seemed to punctuate the
night's activity came from the "Energy Spotter”
when she confided. "] am well-known around the
Milky Way."
