Data is amassed which indicates that 
l<athi e Davi s and many other women who pass-· 
ed psychological screening tests, under 
hypnosis, r·ecalled bein·3 ar·tificially impr­
egnated by . aliens on several occasions, 
having the fetus removed each time to be 
raised by the alien Father and tiny 
humanoid nurses. 

The aliens, who did not carry on 
scientific observations in a detached and 
harmless way despite Stephen Spielberg1 s 
ET movie concepts, were small, lacking 
human muse 1 e deve 1 opment, 1 i ·3ht grey i.n 
calor with hairless and leathery skin.

John Schroeder repor·ted on psychic 
dreams which accurately depicted the 
acti vi ties of a 1 esbi an copycat mur·derer· 
in the 11Boston Str·angl er� Case", the 
revelation of a conspiracy which 
apparently led to the assassination of 
President Kennedy, and recalled details of 
a case in which psychic members of the UFO 
Study Gr·oup pr·edi cted a "Quick food shop 11 
murder with such accuracy that police 
sketches led to apprehension of the 
criminals.

UFOS AND PARAPSYCHOLOGY 

By Marjorie Sherrill 

Many years ago, Dr. Peter Phillips, 
who headed the McDonnell Psychical Lab at 
Washington University, said that to 
understand the UFO phenomena, we would 
have to understand par·apsycho 1 o-ay. Tom 
Ri char·ds spoak to us on the r·esul ts of the 
SORRAT exper·i ments. He showed fi 1 ms of 
movements in sea 1 ed, tamper· pr·oof 
isolation boxes. Objects moved, leather· 
r·i ngs 1 inked, and a member· of the audience 
passed a picture showing a pen suspended 
in the air. 

People put questions and self address­
ed stamped enve 1 ops in an i solation box or· 
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r·oom 1 ocated in Tom Ri char·d s 1 basement. 

The enve 1 ops come in the r·e ·�ul ar· mai 1 , 
usually with someone else's question. 
This mi xi n·� up of que stions enab 1 ed peop 1 e 
to connect and learn other aspects of the 
ongoing activity. 

In the pr�face of SORRAT: A History Of 
The Neihardt Psychokinesis Experiments, 
196 1- 198 1, Dr. Richards· states that the 

1 ate Dr·. John G. Nei har·dt for·med the 
Society for Research on Rapport and Tele­
kinesis (SORRAT) in 196 1. Meeti.ngs wer·e 
usually held at his home, Skyrim Far�m, 
near Co 1 unt>i a, �1i ssouri . Merrt>er·s of the 
SORRAT groups met at Skyr�im on October 3 1. 

After dark·, peop 1 e began to gather· at 
Skyr·im; some had not seen each other for 
ten years. The session began in the study 
with the lights out. A TV tray sat 
towar·ds the west end of the ring of 
peop 1 e. Those c 1 osest to the tr�ay wer�e 
invited to p 1 ace their· hands on top of the 
tr·ay. After awhi 1 e, peop 1 e switched 
p 1 aces so that A 1 ice Thompson, Nei har·dt 1 s 
daughter, was in a position to place her 
hands on the table. I heard taps like 
rhythms, a single tap for yes, a double 
for no and sequences whi eh wer·e counted to 
indicate letters of the alphabet. 

When counting, the taps spelled 
"box 11• The lights went on, the sealed box 
containing ground coffee, three cubes of 
di ffer·ent sizes and materia 1 s was check­
ed. At least two cubes were in different 
positions and ther·e was an a 110 11 was 
etched in the coffee in the middle of the 
box. This box sat on the top of a glassed 
front shelving unit in the living room, 
adjacent to the study. 

The group reconvened in the study. 
The noises moved acr·oss the study and out 
into the 1 i vi ng r·oom. It was ea si er· to 
see the TV tr·ay with A 1 ice Thompson 1 s 
hands on the top, moving ar·ound and goi n·3 
out the door onto the por·ch. In the 
moonlight, Thompson 1 s  movements with the 
TV tray were visible. The table came down 
the steps by rotating a leg or set of legs 
to the next steps, kind of scooting the 
1 egs to r·each the edge. Some of the 
movements fr·om step to step was rapid, 
while other at other times, the movement 
would be sl ewer�. 

When the TV tray tapped out T-R-E-E, 
P-0-\-1/-E-r�, E-A-R- T, someone said 11ear�th11 
and a single tap against the tree trunk 
indicatin·3 11Ves11 ended the activity. 
�1ent>er·s of the gr·oup ea 1 1  ed for· Tom 
Richards to place his hands on the TV 

tr·ay. Movement took the gr·oup up the 
steps, onto the porch and into the living 
room wi t h Thomp son be i n·� the one who 
continuously kept her hands on the top of 
the TV tr·ay. 

I asked Tom Ri char·ds how to ask a 
question and whether we could try to get 
images off the television onto Berthold 
Schwar·tz 1 video camer·a. No single tap was 
heard, but the TV tray stayed in the 
vicinity of · the TV. V.!e tur·ned it to 
channel 3 and Dr. Schwartz sat in the 
chair in fr·ont of the TV. The TV tray 
ti 1 ted towar·d the TV, jostling it fr·om all 
sides. The fuzz faded and conversation 
faded in and out. Or·. Schwar·tz 1 camera 
stopped working. 

When the lights were on, a plant on a 
tab 1 e next to the fr·ont door· vi br·ated. 

·whi 1 e· obser·vi ng this, merrt>er·s of the gr·oup 
reported vibrations in the floor. I 
perceived this vibration to be similar to 
the· vibrations I felt as we sat earlier in 
the darkened study. Later, I noticed the 
same type of movement· in a plant when I 
stood to move one knee and when Tom 
Ri chards wa 1 ked acr·oss the 1 i vi n·3 r·oom in 
front of the table. 

Tom Ri char·ds asked if I had any ideas 
for· some exper·iments. Si nee I am an 
investigator and report observations and 
exper·i ences, I would 1 i ke to invite some 
researcher to design and execute such an 
exper·i ment.

THE STRAJ'I..IGERS

In order to appreciate Mrs. Martha 
Throne's amusing conversation with three 
unusual strangers, it must be known that 
Mrs. Throne and her husband, Ernest, 
experienced a UFO abduction on the night 
of October· 30, 1977. In shor·t, the 
e 1 der·l y coup 1 e, (Mart ha was at age 69) 
were coming home fr·om their granddaught­
er·'s wedding in Dakdale, California.

MIJFON 1 s i nvesti ·3ati on of the case 
turned positive. The two ·\Air'i st watches 
worn by the couple were examined by NASA 
and found to be heavily magnetized. Each 
watch had been fused together at 7:30 and 
ar·e i r"repar·ab 1 e. The car· was a mess and 
a 1 so never ran proper·l y even after 
repeated overhauls. 
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It was on October· 1 1  and 12, 1986, 
that Martha Throne and I attended the 
Sonor·a f\1UFON Symposium he 1 d at the Sonora 
Fairgrounds. The Unidentified Friendly 
Peop 1 e incident occurTed at appr·oxi mate 1 y 
1:30 in the afternoon on October· 11. 

Martha was seated near the UFO 
exhibits in back of the auditorium when 
she noticed a tall, extremely slender 
middle-aged woman dressed in white, alone 
and br·owsi ng around the ex hi bits. The 
woman appeared very mysterious. Martha 
watched her carefully then decided to go 
outside. 

Once outside, she met some people and 
start�d a pleasant conversation until it 
was i nter·r·upted by a coup 1 e who appr·oached 
from the back of the building. An 
immediate conversation ensued and one that 
Martha will never forget! 

The gentleman was of medium height, 
white . Arner·i can and fair· 1 y handsome. He 
had brown hair and his blue eyes were 
complemented by his light blue shirt. He 
wore dark blue pants, black shoes and 
carr·i ed a camera whi eh he used excessive 1 y 
as we wi 1 1  see • In gene r· a 1 , he was we 1 1 
groomed and beautifully mannered. 
However, his 11 wife11 was a riot! 

The husband introduced his wife who 
had a strange sounding name and asked 
permission if he could photogr·aph the two 
ladies, to which Martha agreed. The

The uniqueness of the tiny 
11pixy-faced11 lady must also be taken into 
consideration. She was so overwhelmingly 
ma·:�neti c, fr·i end1 y and 1 ovi ng that you 
just wanted to 1 ove her· in return (They 
both generated extreme kindness and love 
towar·ds �1artha). Although she couldn't 
speak English, she knew everything Martha 
was saying. In turn, her husband (neat, 
nice 1 ook i n•:J a 11 -American type) under· stood 
her well and acted as an interpreter. The 
1 an·:�uage was unfor·gettab 1 e. Something 
straight out of the unknown. But most of 
all the real mystery lies in Martha 1 s  
fee 1 i ngs towar·ds the 1 ady; a str·ange 
peacefulness and one-ness as if she had 
known her· a 11 of her· 1 i fe. �1r·s. Thr·one 1 s 
personal conclusions explicitly sums it 
up:
