David Hatcher Childress will lecture 
at the March meeting of the UFO Study 
Group of Greater St. Louis on Sunday, 
March 13, at 2:00 p.m. The meeting will 
be held in the Farm and Home Savings & 

Loan building at Lockwood and Gore in 
Webster Grove. 

Childress was born in France and grew 
up in the mountains of Colorado and 
Montana. He did undergraduate work in 
archaeology at the University of Montana, 
with particular .emphasis on the world's 
truly ancient cultures. 

Childress performed his archaeological 
research into the ancient ruins at 
Zimbabwe in Southern Africa. While there, 
he took a break and pushed north into 
Uganda, where he had some rather exciting 
adventures as the first civilian allowed 
access to the headquarters or recently 
departed dictator, Idi Amin. 

David Childress has authored four 
books, focusing on the six years he has 
spent searching for the last remaining 
traces of ancient civilizations of Africa, 
the Middle East and China. During the 
late seventies, he concentrated on Asia, 
Africa and the Middle East, while the 
early eighties found him exploring the 
megalithic ruins on remote Pacific 
islands. Most recently, he mounted two 
separate expeditions to South America, 
both of which yielded surprising results. 
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While there, his attention was turned 
td one of the most enduring of the 
mysteries on that continent: the 
disappearance of the Incas in the face of 
the invading Spanish Conquistadores in the 
late 1500's. 

Mr. Childress currently lives in north 
central Illinois as a member of a 
spiritual community named "The Ultimate 
Frontier". 

An extensive traveler, Mr. Childress 
has visited 85 countries pursuing his 
interest in ancient civilizations and has 
authored three books: Lost Cities of 
Africa and Arabia, Lost Cities of China, 
Central Asia and India and Lost Cities and 
Ancient Mysteries of South America, He 
has also edited and contributed to two 
other books: The Anti-Gravity Handbook and 
Anti-Gravity and the World Grid. 

In his talk, Childress discuss the 
many links between lost, ancient 
civilizations and the UFO phenomena as we 
understand it today. We will also get a 
preview of his latest book, Lost Cities Of 
Ancient Lemuria And The Pacific,

J: What arP your personal feelings abut 

the pixy faced lady and the other two? 
M: Well, Joan, with her I had a 

mysterious feeling 1 couldn't 
describe.

When she hugged 
me, there was a weird feeling o f  peace 
and g0odwill; a similar feeling that 
overshadowed my fear when I was aboard 
that ship and lying on the gurney with 
those odd beings (1977).

The Bible says, "As a man thinketh in 
his heart, so is he. " This is more than 
we can imagine. We are all governed by a 
set of beliefs formed by education, 
training and mental attitudes. We think 
and act according to these beliefs. When 
the beliefs are true, fine. But often 
they are false and lead us to disaster. 

The trouble is, the human can believe 
the silliest things. No matter that they 
are silly, he clings to his beliefs 
doggedly and cannot be changed. "Don't 
bother me with facts. I've already made 
up my mind. " 

Host people do not think. They only 
think they think. Try this on yourself. 
Notice the thoughts, ideas, words, running 
through your mind all the time. You will 
find that it is a mishmash of this, that 
and the other, going here, going there, 
and back in circles, like a kitten chasing 
its tail and getting nowhere. (This is 
what most people think is thinking.) Host 
people pay no attention and this is 
good. It is the conscious mind running 
uncontrolled. When attention is paid to �· 

it and it is taken seriously, it can lead 
to wild imaginings that further confuse, 
and can lead to mental and physical 
illness.

we had to do a lot of elementary

school, 
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memorization: The multiplication tables, 
poems, literary bits. The practical value 
of knowing the multiplication tables i� 
obvious. Less obvious is the value of the 
poems, etc., though I still remember· 
"Horatius at the Bridge"· with pleasure. 
The real value was that it was valuable 
mental training. Holding the attention of 
the numbers of the multiplication table ot· 
the words of a poem served to put a reiu 
on the wild ramblings of the conscious 
mind. 

Below, or behind, the conscious mind 
is the-.. subconscious, which controls tht 
functioning of our bodies without our 
having to pay any attention. It also 
seems to have other abilities. It cun 
store information and present it to us as 

needed. We all have had the experience of 
seeing someone, recognizing the person 
wlllauut being able to think of the name. 
Later, when you are doing something else, 
the name pops into the mind. But the 
subconscious can only do this when it can 
break through the noise of·the conscious 
mind. 

One of the local TV stations recently 
had a series on "channeling", which i..s 
becoming popular. I don't know much about 
it, but it seems to be a matte·r of 
quieting the conscious mind so that 
messages from the subconscious can get 
through. 

We cannot completely still the 
conscious mind, nor should we try. We 
need to learn to pay no attention, to 

guide our mind where we want it to go. We 
need to sort out our beliefs, to look on 

all sides of every question, and refuse to 
accept something just because somebody 
says so. 

Strangely, every great idea (or almost 
every) in science, literature and the arts 
resulted not from long laborious thought 
but from a flash of intuition, a message 
coming through from the subconscious. 
Perhaps the earliest recorded was that ot 
Archimedes running naked through thf .. 
streets of Syracuse yelling, "Eureka!" 

UFOs provide· a fertile field for 
beliefs since there is no hard evidence. 
You can believe anything you want to and 
it is hard to prove you wrong. Many 
nonbelievers adopt this attitude because 
they cannot bear to have their precious 
belief system upset. Believers let their 
mends run loose and conjure up all kinds 
of fantasies, which are also hard to 
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disprove. There may not be aliens in 
space ships out there, but also there 
may. We don't know. 

Since a belief, deeply held, becomes 
the holders reality, it is wise to examine 
our beliefs. As the old saying goes, "Be 
careful what you wish tor. You just might 
get it-."
