THE ELECTROMAGNETIC
EXPLANATION REVISITTED

About three years ago, the Public
Broadcasting System aired a television
program in its NOVA series titled "The

UFO's". As many who watched the -

testify, this could have been
more aptly titled “"The Case Against
UFO's", Various persons who had done
research pertaining to UFO's were
interviewed for the documentary, yet the
overwhelming majority of those who were
featured in the finished program were
those who supported the (producer's?) idea
that "UFO's don't exist, could not exist,
and what difference would it make if they
did exist?".

Dr. Michael A. Persinger was one of
the contributors to the NOVA program.
Presently the head of the neuroscience lab
at Laurentian University of Sudbury in
Ontario, his graduate studies were in the
fields of psychology and diaphysis. 1In a
combination of these disciplines, hew was,
from his teen years, fascinated by reports
of lights in the sky and on the surface of
the moon. Turning his attention to UFO's,
he 1later attempted to depict a similarity
between unexpected nocturnal lights and
"earthquake lights" - the luminous
displays that precede or accompany tremors
of the earth. Thus, he formulated his
“"tectonic strain theory of UFO genera-
tion", and later attempted to correlate
2
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reports of UFO activity to earthquake
activity.

In an article by Dennis Stacy in the
December 1988 edition of OMNI, entitled
"Transcending Science", it 1is clear that
Persinger now not only takes the UFO under
his electromagnetic umbrella, but the UFO
abduction experience as well. Stacy's
article is concermed with the current
theory that mystical experiences (describ-
ed by Stacy as "ME's") can be produced by
electromagnetic stimulation of the tempor-
al 1lobes of the brain. Such theories date
back to experiments performed upon
hospitalized epileptic patients back 'in
the 1930's, where an electrical charge
directed upon the exposed temporal lobe
produced recollection of particular
memories time and time again.

Persinger now theorizes that certain
persons may be temporal lobe sensitives
without Dbeing clinically ill. These
persoans, who are most likely to have ME's,
are characterized by Persinger as being
"creative, intuitive and occupied with
philosophical and aesthetic issues" - and
one might add, probably not interested in
pragmatic or scientific issues. In turn,
Persinger also characterizes temporal lobe
sensitives as displaying "wide ranges of
emotion and a tendency toward tension and
compulsive thinking may be prone to
paranoia”. And of course, he also states
that they make excellent subjects for
hypnosis and ME's.

Electromagnetic energy can therefore
affect temporal lobe sensitives in remark-
able ways, producing a mystical experience
in many such persons, according to
Persinger. To test his notions, Persinger
devised a helmet that transmitted modified
electromagnetic waves to the temporal
lobes of a subject. Many of those who
wore the helmet reported details that are
common to abductees, including "slit
mouthed aliens, blue beams of light and
medical probes".

M Stacy goes on to praise the
"beauty" of Persinger's theory, in that it
can be used to account for reports of
Out-0f-Body Experiences, divine visita-
tions and UFO abductions. In the case of
abductees, however, Stacy himself gives
ample evidence that Persinger corrupted
his own experiment. Describing an
experiment performed on a subject who have
never had a close encounter, Stacy writes:
"As the helmet whirred, Persinger told
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them to imagine they were emerging from a
woods and could see a light in the sky.
(He had actually set up a pulsing overhead
light in the lab.) Then he asked them to
free-associate, giving vent to the images
pouring into their brains".

Speaking of "imagining", imagine what
would be the response of a Phillip Klass
if he found that Budd Hopkins treated an
alleged abductee in such a manner. It
seems apparent that Persinger is setting
the stage rather well for his subjects -
and is doing what a trial lawyer would
call "leading the witness". It would be
remarkable if, in the past two years or
so, his subjects had not read or heard
about UFO abductees in books, articles, or
in the content of TV talk shows. 1Indeed,
the abduction scenario is probably
tamiliar to literate adults of today,
perhaps more so than the image of the
benevolent ET's of a few years back. The
wearing of Persinger's helmet may not just
produce a trance state, moreover, but it
would seem to this reader that the altered
electromagnetic current could also produce
stress as well as stimulation to the
temporal lobe. Given these possibilities,
is it any wonder that subjects might
report horrific events in response to such
obvious UFO-related suggestions on the
part of the experimenter?

The tragedy of such buffoonery is that
many people might take this as a long
awaited, scientific explanation for the
phenomena of UFO's and UFO abductions.
This article attempts to discredit
abductees by character stereotypes, as
mentioned above, and by attempting to
prove that their experiences are merely
hallucinations produced by random
electromagnetic activity. Once more, OMNI
shows in "Transcending Science" that it
can be just as asinine as the wildest
supermarket tabloid report.
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WILL
EXTRATERRESTRIALS
RESCUE US FROM
SELF—DESTRUCTION?Z?

Ten members attended the December 7,

1988 Parapsychology Group Meeting of the
UFO0O Study Group of Greater St. Louis.

Walter Palmer shared an anecdote from
Ernie's War written by World War 1II
Scripps Howard correspondent Ernie Pyle.
He located a crashed British Spitfire
fighter aircraft upside down in a field.

The injured pilot had been trapped inside
for several days, but -- through an out of
body experience -- before being extricated
he could describe in detail the exterior
damage to the plane which he could not
possibly have observed.

Bruce Widaman, speaker for the even-
ing, shared comments about the newsletter
from the Institute of Noetic Science, the
book KGB and CIA, the pictorial
publication Great Unsolved Mysteries of
North America and CUFOS releases.

Bruce then interspersed the playing of
a tape from "The Cosmic Conspiracy"
television broadcast with details of a
personal nature divulged by abductees who
had attended the recent MUFON mini-
symposium in Houston Texas. Ermmie Joyce
affirmed that symposium participants from
the Houston Jet Propulsion Laboratory
seemed to accept UFOs and not take the
objective stance ordinarily expected of
scientists and engineers. Ermie also gave
the lie to the official disclaimer
concerning the Cash-Landrum case: that
there were no helicopters based near
Houston. "They're flying all over the
place from those bases."

The host of the taped TV show
interviewed many UFO experts including
Stanton Friedman, John Schuessler, William
Moore and abductees. The film linked
Nikolai Tesla's plans for proposed
experiments (mysteriously stolen after his
death) with later purported military
experiments with electromagnetism.
"Project Rainbow" placed enormous
degaussers and electromagnets around a
ship. As told in "The Philadelphia
Experiment" the destroyer disappeared.

In 1957, "Project Winterhaven" was
privately undertaken by a Floridian, Mr.
King, who hited’s. T Townsend Brown,
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scientist in the ship experiment who had

lost clearance after a breakdown, to build
a flying saucer. Saucers, constructed on
Tesla's concept, flew on an wumbilical

tether bringing electric power to an ion
engine. The government delayed the patent
10 years, but to King's knowledge, no US
experimental craft were built from their
design.

The host concluded -- after the inter-
view -- that our govermments know a great
deal about UFOs and their occupants.
"Extraterrestrials visit and deal with
officials", says William Moore. "We must
recognize that we are all citizens of this
planet and resist intrusive forces. Now
no one speaks for planet earth."

Others propose that nuclear armament
technology currently supports earth's
economy . To say we are defenseless
against UFOs would cause social and
economic panic. Both Russia and the
United States apparently have '"crash
programs" (pun intended) to develop the
capabilities of flying saucers.

Still others feel that extraterres-
trials, with their superior technology,
will rescue us from nuclear annihilation
due to our nationalistic aggression.
"Will space creatures evacuate us in the
ni'cki ot time to prevent our self
destruction?"”
