In three visits to 
·Brazil, a team of four

Vallee said the problem

from any place at any 
time. As Dr. Hyneck used · 

to say, there could be a 
parallel universe and 
other dimensions. 

A caller asked about 
the 1947 Roswell, New 
Mexico incident. Vallee � 

said that this was not a 
case he's investigated 
himself rut he has read ·

Bruce Widaman, State 
nirector of MUFON in 
Missouri, called in and 
suggested Vallee was a 
litle behind the times.

Apparently, a family in 
nearby Empire, Oregon had 
seen brightly colored 
flying objects abou t the 
same time Bartsch 
experienced the sensation' 
of weightlessness . This 
incident occurred on the 
night of September 27, 
1959. 

Bartsch has ��n 
written up in THE 
ROOISTER-GUARD of Eugene, 
Oregon, THE WORLD, of Coos 
Bay, Oregon, and 'lbe 
NATIONAL NEWS ,  a national 
tabloid. The writers have 
chosen to d�scribe him as 
"a prominent real estate 
broker who was possessed 
hy demons before he was 
exorcised by a flying 
saucer" to "Bartsch is 
nothing if not a zealot • • .  

His mission hangs in large 
part on his rambling 
biblical �xplanation for 
strange sights in the 
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sky." On� paper reported 
that "Some of his letters 
were�fired off to 
qoVf"'r"flnY'nt-, O((f cf � 1 A, 
including President 
Richard Nixon. That 
letter was passed on to 
the Air Force, and the 
non-commi ttal three 
paragraph reply that 
Bartsch received from a 
colonel is a prized trophy 
in his collection of 
corrf'spondf"nce." 

In these, the pages of. 
The ENIGMA, we have chosen 
to publish this "non 
committal reply" that 
WflR flf'Ut t·.o T\,rtRt•h. Jr 
anyone receJ.vf'd Auch a 
letter that stated "Please 
be assured that any action 
taken as a result of these 
studies will be publicly 
announced," the receiver 
would rost likely read 
thi s  as a very strong 
commitment by Colonel c. 
W. HatmDnd of the United 
States Air Force. 

Does this letter simply 
foreshadow the the closing 
of "Project nlue a:>ok" or 
does this letter state 
that "any action taken as 
a result of these studies" 
iA to bo disclosed to the 
public? This promise was 
made in December of 1969. 
Prrh�ps l�ally, the 
statute of l imitations has 
run out on this promise. 
Would a colonel from the 
United States Air Force 
makP. such a promise today 
if repsonding to a letter 
sent to President George 
Bush?
