The planet, if it 
exists, is orbitin;;J a 
pulsing dead and dark star 
30,000 light years away. 

Fotmd by !Nne, Mltthev 
Bailes and Setnam Slemar 
of the tlliversity of 
Manchester's NUffield 
Radio Astronany 
laboratories at Jodrell 
Bank, England, this planet 
is read as having a mass 

10 tines that of · our 
Earth. 

1his planet was not 
discovered through the use 
of nonnal c:ptical 
telescopes rut by m?asured 
fluctuatioos in the radio 
signals fran the neut.I"CJ.'l 
star a.rmmd which it 
orbits. '!he neutron star 
is a pulsar, specifically 
pulsar PSR1829-10. 'Ihe 
planet appears to orb! t 
this dead star every 182 
days. 'Ihe pulsar was 
noted • as naJdng three 
canplete rotatioos every 
second however tiny 
deviatioos in the 

·predicted arrival times of 
those pu�ses indicated 
that saoothing was 
disrupting the spin in a 
very · regular way. 'Ihe 
JOOSt likely explanation 
for the deviatioo would be 
the existence of a 
gravitational tUJ ·or an 
object the size of a 
planet. 

Cbllected infonnation 
so far indicates the 
planet is in a circular 
orbit about 70 mdllion 
miles fran the star. 

New World 
British astronomers claim to have 
discovered the first known planet 
outside our solar system. The 
planet orbits a very dense, 
compact star called a neutron

about 10.12 times the mass of 
Earth and two or three times bigger
