presentation of several
reported Missouri cases.

The first case involved
the mysterious material
found in Mark Twain Na-
tional Forest an August
9, 1991 by well known lo-
cal spelunker, Leo Thamp-
son. He first noticed
same plastic material
blowing in the breeze and
then found a mass of other
material on the ground.

The debris was located
in a very dense part of
the forest, about 30 min-
utes walking distance.
Ounsequently, Rapp did not
feel that sameone had
hauled the material in.
There appeared to be two
types of debris. On view-
ing the material, Rapp's
impression was that it was
definitely not samething
fram space. The debris
inspected by Rapp consist-
ed of what looked like
heavy duty plastic wrap-
ping material and the
other looked like same
kind of rock but samething
that appeared to have
melted and then hardened.
He arranged to have two
pieces of it analyzed by
Polytech Lab. Spectrame-
ter readings indicated
both pieces were a high
molecular density polyeth-
elene.

Rapp said he got same
information on meteors
from a professor at
William Raney-Harper
College in Illinois, and
concluded that this was
not the fallout of a
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meteor because the fire
burn fram a meteor
exhausts, or goes out,
about 6 miles up. By the

time the meteor falls to
earth it's oold when it
lands, as oppased to the
Hollywood versions we're
all used to seeing.
Still, Rapp speculated
that the melting effect of
the debris happened after
it had fallen to the
ground.

Rapp believes that it
was a weather balloon,
research balloon or
military experiment that
required a balloon. The
debris did not came down
with a resounding crash
based on the fact that
swrrounding trees were not
downed. If it were a

military project, no
military agency seems to
have any interest in the
find. Rapp theorizes that
after what ever it was hit
the ground, samebody came
out and took fram it what-
ever they wanted and then
burned the remains. He
said the suwrrounding trees
show that a severe fire
singed the bark area of
the trees that face the
debris. Because of the
regrowth on the trees, it
is believed that the deb-
ris fell a number of years
ago.

The secand case Rapp
discussed was about a

glowing rock near Stocktan

Dam. Dwayne and Susan Be-
dell, built a house near
this area and Dan began

researching the phenamena.
It seems that two years in
a row, in February, the
Bedell's dog acted funny
one evening. The Bedells
saw sare kind of 1light
caming over a rise but it
went away  before they
could get to it. Fram
where they were, on the
hillside was a large rock
the size of a car. They
noticed same kind of stra-
nge markings which they
thought looked pre-Colum-
bian. About a half mile
fram this site is a pile
of rocks in a diamond
shape. It |is unknown
whether the two are
connected.

The third case was that
of a not very impressive
crop circle in
Phillipsberg, Missouri.
The slide showed the
circle incorporating a
utility pole. There have
been stories that UFO's
are often seen hovering
over electric wires, but
that may just be coinci-
dental to this case. A
farmer across the road
fran the field said he
thinks it's nothing more
than water pouring out of
a culvert across fram it.
Dwayne Bedell said there

was no standing water be-
cause they had no rain
during the period this was
formed. All the grass was
pushed over fram the cen-
ter out in a radial pat-
tern. BAnother farmer said
he knew what did happen
because on time he saw a
UFO suspended over a
telephone pole and it ap-
peared to be absorbing
the electricity. When the
UFO took off it had a sud-
den burst of energy, which
created the circle. At
this point, the case is
still open.

In closing, Rapp infor-
med the group that there
is a model of Stonehenge
at the University of Miss-
ouri at Rolla. They used
high pressure water to cut
the stones and it is lined
up exactly like the orig-
inal Stonehenge monument.

MORE ON ANGELS AND
MYSTERIES OF SPACE

ST. LOUIS, MO. larry
Schultz presented a half
hour video tape on the
mysterious moverent of
"The House of Loretto" to
the Parapsychology Cammit-
tee at October's meeting.

In 1291 The Mohammedan
Saracens moved to destroy
all christian shrines in
Palestine. The house in
Nazareth where the Virgin
Mary purportedly was given
the angel's message of her
immaculate conception of
the christ and which later
had been the hame of the
whole holy family in Gali-
lee was also threatened.
On May 10, 1291, angels
reportedly lifted the
whole stone-brick house to
a remote area in Yugoslav-
ia. The house, then a
shrine for Buropean Catho-
lics, was again transport-
ed by angels on December
10, 1294: this time to It-
aly.

Despite the fact that
it was a recognized shrine
and certified holy place
(considered so because the
measurerents fit the orig-
inal foundation in Nazar-
eth perfectly), Italians
allowed the house to fall
intc disrepair. Angels
moved the house for a
third time to the estate
of two brothers, again in
Italy. The brothers, how-
ever, quarreled about the
house, the pilgrims it
would attract and the re-
sponsibilities it would
bring them. Within the
month, the peace-loving
angels moved the house a
fourth time to Terra San-
to, Italy. There it was
welcamed as a shrine.

THE UFO SIGHTING

Four separate sightings
of unknown objects in and
around the area of the
marsh have occurred within
two months of the discov-
ery of the large circles
by three individuals.
Three are sightings of a
very bright light with no
sound and ane is of a
craft of same sort. Un-
known aerial phenamena
such as lights in the sky,
beams of light, strange
craft, etc. are sametimes
reported with “"crop cir-
cles."” Same accounts have
been reported of unidenti-
fied craft leaving sites
wvhere circles and other
physical traces were
found. Whether these
events are directly con—
nected with these circles
is not known. The first
UFO sighting happened in
early June when the large
circles in the marsh were
first discovered.

After giving same pic-
tures of the circles to
Clarence (owner of the
farm with the "crop cir-
cles"), he showed them to
larry and Miriam who own
the farm to the West of
his. They were surprised
to hear his story and told
of an odd light they had
seen sametime in early
June. As they were driv-
ing away fram their prop-

erty ane night at appraxi-
mately 10:00 P.M., they
stopped to watch a bril-
liant light for ten min-
utes that remained sta-
tionary over Clarence's
house and appraximately 60
feet above. It remained
in this position until it
streaked off above them at
great speed with no sound.
It sped away just as larry
glanced away for a second
but he caught the moverent
out the corner of his eye.
0n the quadrangle map
their 1line of sight with
the UFO is aon a perfect
aligmment with the marsh
and circles just under a
mile away.

At dusk aon June 16th,
Larry again saw the same
brilliant light. "It
loaked 1like the landing
light of an airplane.*
This time, he saw it
low in the Southeast and
within a mile away. It
appeared to be hovering
around a pand in that
direction. Fram a sta-
tianary position it would
move a shart distance hor-
izontally to the left and
stop, then move a shart
distance to the right and
stop. It did this for a
few minutes until finally
“"the light just went out.”
He could see an airplane
several miles away in the
direction of the light but
could not see any visible
structure when the light
went out. "I strained my
eyes to find samething but
there was nothing to see,
it was gane." No sound
was heard and when invest-
igating the area with
Clarence, no circles or
other odd markings were
found in the area of the
pond.

Steve, Clarence's san,
lives closest to the
marsh. On July 21st, as
he was going to bed he
noticed a very bright
light shining through his

North lYedrocm window in
the direction of the
marsh. He quickly looked
out the window and saw a
very brilliant 1ight hov-
ering just a few feet
above and at the far edge
of a pond that is next to
his house. He oould see
the reflection of light in
the water. It was in
sight for only a few sec-
onds before it went out
and seamed to vanish. He
ran outside but could not
see or hear anything out
of the ordinary. His two
dogs seemed undisturbed
during the entire inci-
dent.

The most recent and
impressive sighting hap-
pened appradmately 9:45
an the evening of July 30.
It was witnessed by larry
as he was walking fram an
office building to the
house. He again saw the
same bright 1light in the
direction of Clarence's
house and watched it for a
few minutes until it went
out. When the light went
out he could see a "line
of faint pink light." It
then began to move very
slowly towards him. As it
continued closer he could
begin to see redder 1light
underneath as if an over-
hanging 1lip on the edge of
the structure was covering
the lights until almost
overhead. When it reached
his location and was dir-
ectly overhead he could
see four hright red lights
in a sqpuare formation and
two amall white lights
that blinked or pulsated.
It was perhaps 40 feet
across and flying at same-
thing below 1,000 feet and
at a speed of anly 10 or
15 MPH. No structure
ocould be seen against the
dark sky. The moon did
not rise for another hour.
No sound was heard until
it was very close and al-
most directly overhead.
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Ix could then hear a high

- pitched whining or whistl-

ing sound along with a
wind rushing sound. It
continued West until 1lost
fram view in the trees. A
few minutes later it came
back as a bright light and
continued to the East. A
few minutes later he saw
it again as a bright light
in the South. As it moved
horizontally it sametimes
appeared to have an undu-
lating motian as if it
were aon waves in the wa-
ter. y

larry does have a
pilots 1license and a good
knowledge of aircraft
lights. He also has good
perception of speed and
height of normal aircraft
seen in the night sky. He
now has a video camera
loaded and ready to go if
another opportunity shows
itself. 211 witnesses
seamed to be both
astonished and impressed
by their sightings.

Conclusiaon
I could not find an
explanation for the four
circles in this marsh.

But I have eliminated
several probable causes

with the help of quite a
number of people. I could
find no natural causes for
this phenarenon. The wea-
ther (wind, rain, hail or
lightening) could not have
been so selective to pick
this ane plant fram so
many other plants and then
slowly kill it over a two
month period even though
the marsh never dried up.
Dr. Lambi, the botanist
specializing in aquatic
plants at Purdue Univer-
sity ruled out disease and
could suggest no other
reasan why Sweet Flag
would do this. Soil sam-
ples were taken by another
scientist and anything ge-
ological in nature was
ruled out. Animals would




not ked down in the water
and this wouldn't have
killed the grass left
standing in the center

anyway.
I ooculd find no human
involvement. A helicopter

pilot and harrier jet
technician ruled out any
camanly known aircraft
that could leave traces an
the ground such as these.
No evidence of a hoax
could be found. Because
of the md, water and
thick grass in the area
intrusiaon into the circles
could not be accamplished
without leaving same type
of evidence such as a
trail though the grass,
tracks, mud on the leaves,
etc. Four witnesses were
with me when the circles
were first entered for the
investigation and they
could not find any evi-
dence of a hoax.

I believe the energy

that made the circles was
directed fram above the
site and intelligently
cantrolled by either human
or alien technology. The
alien possibility must be
cansidered fram the repor-
ted acoounts of unknown
flying craft in and around
the site area.

Footnote:

It has been reported
that "crop circle" phenam-
ena will sametimes occur
each year in the same area
and sametimes in the same
fields. Next year we may
very well witness similar
events. Whether this was
a singular occurrence only
time will tell.

UFO experience, a theory police dis-
counted. And in October, 1981, the

press.

In January this year Mr Grais, whose film
credits include **Poltergeist 2°°, visited the
town for the first time to interview Mr Godf-
rey for a one hour television programme
based on the experience, which has been
shown nationally in the U.S. by television
giants CBS.

Afer visiting Cannes film festival earlier
this month Mr Grais has been in Paris and
Lordon until his visit to Tadmorden, and he
Nlew back to the U.S. this week.

While in Europe he has been negotiating
the sale of the television programme in
Europe and interea has been high. The pro-
gramme, *‘Visitors From The Unknown'®,
was one ramme of 8 aeries of three, the
oth;v two festuring UFO experiences in the
us.

'We have been over here talking to
people about the foreign sales and setting
things up for the series.

It will definitely be seen in Britain. We

have had a very positive response from the
television show and there has been a lot of
interest in different countries regarding the
movie. The film would be made in Todmor
den and there is a very good chance it will be
scripted and made. | am not sure when that
will go into production becsuse we have to
write it first but it will be within the next
year."" he said

Mr Grais said Mr Godfrey's story was
one of several submirted by another pro-
ducer (or a television adaption and was a
recreation based on detailed imterviews with
Mr Godfrey.

Mr Godfrey, who has seen a copy of the
show, said elememts of Tadmorden had been
created as closely as possible and the more
rural arcas around Los Angeles had been
used to recreate the town — even the cows. a
disturbance among which the then PC Godf-
rey was on his way to investigate when the
experience occurred has been brough in.

The television documontary also brought
in the death of Mr Adamski, Mr Godfrey
being one of the officers on duty first called
to the scene, and newspsper reports later
linked the two incidents.

The coel heap on which Mr Adamski's
body was found caused problems for the
film makers and Mr Grais said a hesp of
rocks had to be prepared and spray-painted
black.

Interest in unexplained had

The first person to hire Victor and Grais
Productions was English director David Put-
tnam, for an adaption of ‘‘The October
Circle’*, and other film credits have
included *'Death Hunt'', which fearured
Charles Bronson and Lee Marvin and
**Great Balls Of Fire**, about rock star Jerry
Lee Lewis.

Michsel Grais also scripted and helped
Steven Spielberg produce the first **Polter-

eist’* movie and then produced *‘Polterge-

1st 2, in 1984. His next project is a
production of the Stephen King novel
**Slecpwalkers™'.

While in Todmorden Mr Godfrey took
him on a tour of the Yorkshire moorland,
including the ‘‘Bronteland’’ of Haworth,
and Mr Grais stayed at Scaitcliffe Hall
Hotel, Todmorden.

**I have enjoyed my stay at the hall which
was wonderful and in the local clubs and
pubs | have visted. Todmorden is a great
place to live — Alan’s very lucky to have
grown up here and know everybody.

**It’s so beautiful you could end up stay-
ing,”" he said.
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Unidentified Flying Objects have a
special lure among the curiosity-
seekers.

And, for that reason alone, a Sask-
atchewan-produced 30-minute docu-
mentary, UFOs: Facing The Contra-
diction. will command some
attention when it plays on the Sask-
atchewan Television Network affili-
ates, including CFQC-TV, Saskatoon,
on Sunday at 6:30 p.m.

UFOs is produced by Hollywood
North Productions Inc., with Sergei
Romanoff, the producer and princi-
pal interviewer, exploring four Sask-
atchewan stories.

Longest and most-detailed account
is the story of a September, 1974,
sighting of five circular UFOs in a
canola field near Langenberg. The
farmer recalls the way he was *‘plen-
ty scared but couldn’t do nothing
about it while sitting on the seat of
his swather during the time the ob-
jects were hovering.

Other stories include the discovery
of mysterious rings in a barley field
near Spalding in August, 1988, the
witnessing of a diamond-shaped
UFO hovering over a field near
Preeceville in June, 1984, and the
witnessing by a mother and daughter
of a cigar-like flying object flying for
three minutes near the highway at
Laura in May, 1985.

The biggest problem is that none of
the people in the stories are identi-
fied. RomanofT says he didn't have a
signed agreement with one of the sto-
ry-tellers but all can be identified by
the people within their communities.
That's a poor excuse for what
amounts to a bousy journalistic job
because, cwtside of their communi-
ties, who's $0 know whether these
are real le.

Camewon Mitchell, an actor with
excellent Hollywood credits, makes
an appearance halfway through the
show to tell audiences that an organi-

zation known as Canadian Aerial
Phenomenon Research Investiga-
tions, based in Saskatoon, will pay
$25,000 to the person who offers the
most promising exploration of the
mysterious rings at Spalding. It
wreaks of show business hokum,
doesn’t add any credibility tc the
show and if the research investiga-
tors ever pay out the reward, hope-
fully they'll tell someone.

Stronger editing would have en-
riched the documentary’s quality but
there are some good elements, in-
cluding the planet photography by
James Cousins, the narration by
Earl Pennington and the way the
UFO sighters tell their stories.

In these days when the REAL
PEOPLE phenomenon is taking hold
with programs with like America’s
Funniest Home Videos and Ameri-
ca’s Funniest People, who's to say
anymore what kind of quality people
expect from their television screens?

UFO sightings tend to come in cy-
cles and appear to be picking up in
recent years, he said. Sometimes, the
upswings are the result of the debut
al a agmztruwd book or movie,
swch as "Chee Encounters of the
Thiod Kind,"” bt not always.

Andrus said be interviewed a young
Dallas girl who said she saw aliens
earlier this week. Another recent in-

terview involved a 31-year-old man
who said he was abducied several
times.
