The "Okluhowa Connection", a 
panel of ·three lJliO inves·tigutors 
from tbut state , had several as­
tonishing ·tales to tell.

"Many persons feel the 
circles speaR:· to L:bem on n -d.ecp 
level of consciousness, she 
snid. "Some fe(d_ a spiritual 
awakening. Are eircles renl.ly 
nffecting us, or are 'rle projec-­
ting our own i1eeds onto them?"
