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MONUMENTS ON MARS?

At the February meeting of the UFO Study Group of Greater St.
Louis, a video tape will be shown that will feature peculiar topo-
graphic features discovered on the planet Mars. The video features
Richard C. Hoagland, NASA consultant, space scientist and sci-
ence advisor to Walter Cronkite and CBS.

Hoagland organized the Mars Project to promote the scientific
investigation of segments of tape recorded by the unmanned space-
craft Viking Orbiter 1 taking pictures while circling Mars in 1976.
The tapes revealed an unusual formation that on close analysis ap-
pears to be a human face on a desert on Mars.

Continued research for at least ten years has developed an im-
pressive array of computer generated enhanced views of the Cydo-
nia area of Mars. This area includes the face and other enigmatic
artifacts such as pyramids and outcroppings of a buried city. This
study was published in 1987 in a book named "The Monuments of
Mars - A City on the Edge of Forever". This led to Hoagland's "In-
telligence Hypothesis" theory that these artifacts were not pro-
duced by forces of nature.

Hoagland also founded the Mars Mission which was formed to
convince the scientific community and NASA that the next flight
- to Mars should include a close examination of the Cydonia area.
That mission left Earth in September and should reach Mars in Au-
gust 1993 and start sending pictures 50 times more detailed than in
the first Viking Orbiter, possibly including this mysterious area.

SECRET LIFE
Firsthand Accounts of UFO Abductions
by David M. Jacobs, Ph.D.

Meeting Report by Marge Myers,

Although the weather was somewhat uncoopera-
tive on January 10, 1993, the UFO Study Group of
Greater St. Louis met to hear a report on Dr. David
Jacobs' latest book entitled SECRET LIFE. Spen-
cer Wolling, Treasurer, offered an objective review
of the book, calling it "very realistic".

After giving a brief history of Jacobs' educational
background and subsequent interest in the subject of
UFO's, Wolling quoted Jacobs as saying, "I knew if
I was going to make sense of what was happening, I
would have to do abduction research myself." Ja-
cobs had never hypnotized anybody and at first saw
it as a frightening prospect. However, in 1985 he
sat in on numerous hypnotic sessions with Budd
Hopkins. Jacobs read numerous books on hypnosis,
attended conferences, and dedicated a great deal of
time to learning proper techniques for hypnotic re-
gression. In time, Jacobs became an expert and felt
he could trust himself better than anyone else when
it came to this facet of abductee research. In the
next 5 years, Jacobs performed over 325 hypnotic
regressions, and out of those sessions uncovered 60
abductees.

During his years of active investigation, Jacobs'
thorough questioning of abductees revealed a pat-
tern to the abductions, a common scenario matrix
consisting of physical, mental and reproductive pro-
cedures, each broken down into primary, secondary
and ancillary routines. (See chart on Page 3 for Ja-
cobs' detailed scenario.)

Wolling read selected bits from the forward to
SECRET LIFE written by Dr. John E. Mack, a well-
known and leamed abduction researcher. "The idea
that men, women and children can be taken against
their wills from their homes, cars and schoolyards
by strange humanoid beings, lifted onto spacecraft
and subjected to intrusive and threatening proce-
dures is so terrifying, and so shattering to our no-
tions of what is possible in our universe, that the ac-
tuality of the phenomenon has been largely rejected
out of hand or bizarrely distorted in most media ac-
counts. . ."

John Schroeder was the next speaker, who stated
before he began his talk "I felt I ought to give a re-

sponse to the book rather than a review." The sub-
jective review that ensued was fascinating in that he
shared many of his personal experiences, including
dreams and his interpretation of them.

Schroeder told of his early childhood experience
of a very severe nosebleed. He bled intensely for
over two hours before his family could stop it.
Some 30 years later, Schroeder reported a dream
that there were basically two kinds of creatures, one
being was benevolent and the other malevolent. In
other dreams he was told about a civilization that
had colonized on one of 5 planets in a double star
system. The existence of this double star system
was later scientifically verified.

He had written down various dreams and things
he had been told in them long before information re-
garding such subjects had been published. One of
these was concerning implants. He had been told
that little metal BB-like implants were being used
that had barbs on them like swastikas which made
them less likely to come loose. They were placed in
the sinus cavities or other parts of the body and
were used in tracking and/or controlling individuals.
Schroeder said he was told later implants are now
made of a plastic-like material which makes them
less likely to be detected by CAT Scans and other
imaging equipment.

Schroeder said in SECRET LIFE Dr. Jacobs
questions whether the concrete memories of abduc-
tees are reliable or whether they are controlled
memories or confabulation (the unconscious inven-
tion and filling in of memories) meant to answer
questions that are unanswerable. Jacobs also says
some of these memories may be "manipulation”,
which would be disinformation and false cover sto-
ries planted by the abductor in the mind of the ab-
ductee. Schroeder said the only reason he is bold
enough to stand up in front of the group to tell his
experiences is that unlike chanelling or disinforma-
tion, there has been later verification for some of the
things he said.

Jacobs discusses teleportation, and Schroeder
gave his personal interpretation of a dream he had
where he was taken from his bed and transported at
a great height and could look down on the states,
even though there was quite a cloud cover. He was
lowered to the ground in California where he saw
something that was apparently a future ever:. tiic
panic people were harvesting tokay grapes ir. a
field, which indicated that it must be August or Sep-
tember. Schroeder saw what was to have been the

result of water lubricated falls - "the year of the
floods” (which may or may not be this year).
Schroeder said there was a massive earthquake felt
clear to Kansas, and it was to destroy a number of
large dams including the Hoover Dam. The Colora-
do River would flow with full force all the way
down to its Mexican entrance and there would be a
great loss of life. Schroeder said he saw the center
of California tip and fall into the sea.

Schroeder said that when he awakened from this
dream he was very upset and felt something had to
be done. He drew a picture of the State of Califor-

nia showing exactly where he saw the faults that
would cause this devastation and sent it to the geol-
ogy department of the University of Southern Cali-
fornia. In 2 weeks his material was returned along
with a note stating that the University was not in the
business of predicting earthquakes. They said they
laid a copy of the satellite photo of the state over his
picture and wondered where he got his map because
they matched line for line and curve for curve.
Schroeder said there is some verification, and some-
thing obviously happened that he had this informa-
tion that was reproducible.

These views of Jacobs' book made for a most in-
teresting afternoon.

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PARAPSYCII@LOGISTS DISCUSS
"PAIN-IN-THE-NECK" TECIINIQUES

The Parapsychology Committee met January 20
to discuss the Paramann Program. Psychics under-
went 10 years of laboratory experimentation in
Aman, Jordan so that psychologists could evaluate
their techniques for withstanding pain and avoiding
infection. Swamis, Gurus, Fakirs and others who
claimed to have achieved such levels of body con-
trol had long needles or metal picks inserted into
cheeks, thorough necks and even body structures of
the body. (See following photographs.)

Several psychics met the challenge of apparently
painless punctures. but practically none manifested
the virtually immediate healing which prevented in-
fection. All of them had undergone years of train-
ing in mental disciplines (Jahrlangen Konzentration-
subungen) to achieve such unusual skills.

The staff at Paramann Program Laboratories de-
termined to concentrate their techniques into a
short, concise, effective mind-control training pro-
gram which could benefit medical science. They

claim that Tariga Casnazaniyya, a Sufi discipline set
forth as formalized doctrine 1n the 7th century, pro-
duced amazingly consistent results.

In 1988, Spontaneous Transmission was devel-
oped which supposedly allows the transfer of psy-
chic powers en-masse to willing participants. Dr.
Wolfgang Larbig and Dr. Hiroshi Matoyama assert
- despite Pramann Program statistics - that many
vears of training are essential before an "adherent”
can achieve sucessful Schmerzdemonstration. In
fact, they claim that such quickly learned powers
can be turned off by mental blocks projected from
other Masters. Paramann Program scientists coun-
ter with their newly developed "switch technique”
which prevents the "off” mechanism from being
used. The Parapsychology Committee members
were skeptical, but pass on a direct mail address:
