After a short break, the meeting continued with the showing of a 
1956 (black & white, Columbia Pictures) movie, "Earth vs. the 
Flying Saucers". A few minutes into the picture, a UFO is buzzing 
the car in which a young military doctor is driving his new wife on 
the way to their honeymoon. As we learn later, the aliens are try­
ing to make contact with earthlings. It just so happens that the 
wife had a tape recorder turned on in the car, on which the alien 
message was picked up but not immediately interpreted. Mean-

•time, destructive events were already taking place because the ali­. ens were not aware their message was not understood. Conse­
quently, when the UFO landed at a U.S. Army base, several of the 
craft's occupants were frred upon. Of course, the aliens had superi­
or firepower, and one blast from their ray gun disintegrated any­
thing it happened to hit. 

There is the usual amount of good guy/bad guy shenanigans, in­
cluding the abduction of a Army general by the aliens and the ex­
traction of top-secret information from him. Meanwhile, in a high 
level meeting of govenment officials, the military rules out nuclear 
weapons to combat the aliens. However, we have managed to de­
vise a weapon based on sound that the Army thinks is capable of 
disabling the UFO's. Finally, when Washington, D.C. is under at­
tack, the Army brings out the new mobile sound weapons which 
causes the UFO's to crash (though many recongizable monuments 
get trashed in the process). End result: the good guys (humans aid­
ed by the military) win again.

Three Puerto Rican investiga­
tors tell their story on this video: 
Wilson Sosa (who te1ls of an F-
14 capture), Jorge Martin (report­
ing on the flap in the area), and 
Amaury Rivera (speaking on 
UFO abductions). A word of 
warning beforehand: some of 
these speakers may be difficult to 
understand at times, since Eng­
lish is not the primary language 
of at least one of the speakers. 
Nonetheless, this should be an 
excellent video that may be an 
eye-opening experience for many 
who attend the May meeting.

The Parapsychology Committee met April 21 to 
discuss Major Donald Keyhoe's Dec. 29, 1988 New 
York Tribune obituary by J. Antonio Huneeus. 
Wa l ter Palmer, Chairman, led the discussion of 
�eyhoe's i� l ustrious military carreer (which put him 
1n touch w1th Generals and Admirals) and as an aide 
to Col. Lindbergh on his transatlantic flight and to 
Admiral Byrd on his flight across the North Pole. 

For 13 years, he led the National Investigation 
C?mmittee. o� Aerial Phenomena (NICAP) until 
m1sappropnat1on of funds by government infiltra­
tors was falsely charged against him. (Freedom of 
Information data, released long after Keyhoe's 
death, cleared him.) 

During his later years until his death at 91, Key­
hoe fought to document and to eliminate the gov­
ernment cover- up of UFO related information. His 
first article, published January 195 0 in TRUE 
MAGAZINE, "Flying Saucers Are Real" set the 
theme for his quest The former Marine flying offi­
c_cr wr?te "Flying Saucers from Outer Space", pub­
hshed 1n 1963 to rebut official dis-information. Re-

I� 1965, Major Donald Keyhoe's third book, "The 
Flytng Saucer Conspiracy" confronted the goven­
men� cover-up. head-on and led to the undermining 
of hts reputation at NICAP and ouster. His last 
book, "Aliens from Space" in 1973 - often consid­
ered his best book - condenses 20 years experience 
as a UFO investigator, introducing multiple witness 
and abductee accounts to verify his extra-terrestrial 
hypothsis.

The Parapsychology Committee then viewed a 
"Sightings" video on prophecy. According to two 
contemporary psychics and Zuni Indian lore, great 
earthquakes, floods, and cataclystns such as subsid­
ing tectonic plates will alter the earth's surface and 
cause great loss of life. One places the beginning of 
such disasters including the submersion of the West 
Coast and inundation of all areas around the Great 
Lakes at March to May 1993 and the other prior to 
November 2006.

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Circle in .alfal.fa. field·­
difficult to explain 
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Bizarre circle in fie-ld 
continues to perplex 
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Phvllis Collins was reluctant to 
use the acronym UFO. 

There were no reports of spin­
ning winds Wednesday night when 
a storm blew through Saskatoon. 
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It's just strange. 
That's how Herman Austen­

son, a University of Sask· 
atchewan crop sciences profes­
sor, described the circle in an 
alfalfa field just south of Sask­
atoon. 

One possible explanation is a 
local tornado just dropped out 
of the sky at that spot and went 
back up. It's not the usual evi­
dence of a tornado, but they do 
strange things, he said. 

But clrarly an unidentified fly· 
ing object came to mind when she 
looked over the unexplained circle 
in her alfnlfa field just south of 
Saskatoon Thursday. 

Uni\·ersitv researchers were 
withholding comment until they 
got a look at it. 

And Austenson chuckled when 
asked if it could have been left by 
a UFO. 

"Some people say they are 
work of UFOs .. .I don't have an 
explanation." 
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Phyllis Collins found the 
three-metre wide circle of flat· 
tcned alfalfa on Thursday. 

"It's not like your typical ce­
real field circle. It's not as clear 
cut,'' said Austenson. 

The Saskatoon weather office 
didn't receive any reports of 
funnel clouds or tornadoes in 
the area Wednesday night. 
There were reports of strong 
winds. 
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It could be related to the storm 
that blew through the area 
Wednesday night. 

Then again. it might not. 
"I haven't got 11 clue ... " said 

Collins as she looked over the 
three-nwtre wide circle of flat­
tened alfalfa. 

He gave no indication of 
dismissing the idea of UFOs. 
Among the circles he has looked 
at were those in previous years in 
the Prince Albert area. 

"I'd like to see one being 
formed ... it's very strange." 
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u It's roughly the same size and 

it"s the same simple single cir­
cle as has been found in other 
Saskatchewan fields. 

Auslenson, who has checked 
out dozens of circles. has no the­
ories '"that hold water" on how 
the circles were formed. 

"It's all a mystery until 
somebody sees somethfng. has 
a good photo or witnesses a 
UFO or pranksters or some­
thing else causing them," said 
Austenson.

Be.1uchesne farm immediately af­
ter learning of the occurrence, con­
cluded the rings are genuine. 
"Genuine meaning they are of un­
known origin, eliminating persons, 
weather, animals and most of what 
we call natural phenomenon," he 
said. 

"They come from an unknown 
source, but an intelligent source. 
They seem to have been created 
very deliberately in grain fields so 
someone will find them." 

When Beauchesne came across a 
ring in his oat field Sept. 21, he was 
not shocked.
