The day was perfect-for a pic� 
nic, the food plenti fu1 and deli·· 
cious, and the topic fascinating, 
Bob Carter gave a rep<lrt nn the 
intriguing book written by Dr. 
Marge Rieder, PhD. who is a 
hypnotherapist from Lake Elsi­
nore, CA. Mission to Millboro is 
the story of a group of people liv­
ing today in the same vicinity in 
California who believe they have 
Jived near each other in a previ­
ous life over 125 years ago in the 
town of Millboro, VA. 

While reincarnation captures 
the imagination, many do not ac­
cept it as a reality.

Probably the 
first case that suggested the JX'1S­
sibility of reincarnation was that 
of Bridie Murphey, who in the 
1950's had asked her neighbor 
(Bernstein) to hypnotize her just 
for fun. During hypnosis she 
slipped back into a previous !ife 
in the 1800's in Ireland. She gave 
so much information under hyp­
nosis that Bernstein decided to 
research it, and after a very thor­
ough investigation the evtdenc� 
proved to be so strong and com ..

was no doubt the first book about past life regres­
sion and a strong case for reincarnation, Search for 
Bridie �furphey (Doubleday). Carter explained that 
the concept behind reincarnation is that you learn 
and progress in each lifetirne. In yo.ur current life­
time you are either enjoying the fruits of your previ­
�us lives, or paying for past life sins and transgres­
Sions. 

Carter's interest was fanned when he saw �1illbo­
ro featured on a TV program, "Sightings", in Octo­
�r of 1992. 1l1e story line was that Dr. Rieder was 
going to hypnotize a lady who wanted to be asked 
und�r hypnosis about the na1ne John Ashford. Even 
though she did not know a John Ashford, the name 
had b�en running -through her 1nind for a year. In 
rt!sponse the the question when asked, Rieder was 
startled to hear this lady say John Ashford was her 
husband. Rieder personally knew Smokey Wil­
liams from the �1i1Jboro area was this lady's hus­
band. As the session continued, the lady rnentioned 
a number of people in her present life that she knew 
previously in 1861 in l\1illboro. (Carter said that 
quite often one tends to congregate with some peo­
ple in their present life that they were also with in 
previous lifetimes.) 

Dr. Rieder did an in-depth study of approximate­
ly 30 people all of whom were said to have lived in 
1861 in �1illboro, and knew each other then as well 
as in their present incarnation. She often hypno­
tized groups of three to five of these people together 
to see the interaction between them, and it was so 
amazing she decided after a lengthy and thorough 
research period to write the book, f\fission to l\fill­
boro. 

One of the people in this study group ran a secur­
ity office, and when he was regressed he professed 
that he had just graduated from West Point when 
the war between the states was first breaking out. 
As a Southern boy he chose to fight on the side of 
the Confederacy. In searching through the archives 
at West Point, Rieder and her research team found a 
picture of this West Point graduate. The face was 
remarkably similar to the gentleman who under 
hypnosis claimed to be this person in a previous 
1i fe. The Confederate soldier was an officer who, 
after being wounded, was sent to the town of �1ill­
boro. There he served as a spy reporting Yankee 
movements. 

Later, Dr. Rieder and a couple of her subjects 
took a trip to Millboro and on arrival she put them 
in a walking state of hypnosis, regressing them back 

to their past life. As they walked through town they 
pointed out buildings and places they had previous­
ly described back in Lake Elsinore, including one 
home that had son1e rooms underneath that had 
heavy timbered ceilings and green concrete walls7 
and a long tunnel leading out to a creek, which they 
used as an underground railroad to smuggle wound­
ed Yankee soldiers and blacks out of the South. 
They pointed out a railroad tunnel where the Con­
federate soldiers had chisseled places in the wall 
where they could put dynamite charges to blow it 
up in case Millboro was overtaken by the Yankees, 
since both sides wete spying in the area. _ 

When Rieder and others returned to Millboro for 
further research, they contacted the pres�nt owner 
of the property where this particular house once 
stood, and· he allowed them to take a back hoe and 
start digging to try to find the underground rooms 
and the tunnel that was supposed to have been there. 

After digging for some time the finally broke 
through a concrete wall and shined flashlights in­
side, which illutninated an area that had heavy tim­
bers for the ceiling and green concrete walls, just as 
had been described by these people. They aiso lo­
cated the railroad tunnel and saw the gouged out 
places for dynan1ite charges just as had been told 
them. 

Carter also played an hour-long audio tape of an 
interview Dr. Rieder had given Scott Coburn, a Lin­
coln, NE book dealer who had a radio program on 
Saturdays in Lincoln where he discussed paranor­
rnal events, l\-1UFON news, and other unique topics. 

According to Carter, Rieder's original book, fv1is­
sion to �1illborQ, is ourt of print and can probably 
only be found in used book stores. During the inter­
view, Dr. R_ieder said anyone wanting to contact her 
could write her at 300 N. Ellis Street, Suite 26_A, 
Lake Elsinore, CA 92530. She said she is currently 
doing research for her second book on Millboro, 
and while it may still take some time, she believes 
the sequel will be even more exciting and intriguing 
than the first book.

Beverlv Simpson of rural Barton County was 
awakened about four o'clock in the morning and no­
ticed that the area outside her bedroom \\'indow was 
brightly illuminated when it is nom1ally quite dark. 
The illumination was described as "very pure 
white" and "quite a bit brighter than dayJjght" and 
originated somewhere. above the house. _Her. reac­
tion was very perplexin�. Inst�d of goin� to. the 
window she decided against talong any actton, and 
lay there staring at the eer,ie light. W�en as�ed 
why, she said "No, I wasn t really afratd. I JUSt 
didn't want to see them." She did not know why she 
said "them" instead of "it". She said also, "I turned 
over and went back to sleep. I have no idea why." 
She could not detect any sound and found the utter 
silence more disturbing than the light. In this par­
ticular case Beverly is well-known to members of 
A ill�'s investigative team and is a very strong, self­
sufficient individual who is not at all prone to let­
ting itnagined terrors in the _night become an c:wer­
powering influence. She ts also blessed wtth a 
healthy dose of natural curiosity and her reaction 
was completely out of character.
