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BI6 TRIANGLE SEEN

Inmid June 2001 the efforts of a small group of skywatchers was rewarded with a
sighting of a very large triangle. Four people, including myself, were spending the evening
at a Missouri farm visiting and watching the sky for whatever came along - planes,
meteors, aerial lights, satellites, anything. Three of us were in a position to see a large
portion of the sky, unfortunately the fourth person was not and didn't see the craft.

At 10:30 PM after an uneventful evening of watching a perfectly clear dark sky two of saw
something almost directly overhead and called the attention of the third person io it.
What we saw was a triangular shaped object that was perceived as being at a very high
altitude and of enoumous size. We had nothing to use for comparison for size or altitude
but our impressions were in agreement. The object was very high and very large. It's
width was equal to slightly more that the span of three fingers at arm's length - that's
huge ! It was an equilateral triangle and solid. It occulted stars as it moved across the
sky ina NW to SE direction. Each of the three points had a bluish-white light and the
"body” of the craft was covered with many smaller dimmer lights of the same color. In
the center of the triangle was one brighter light that was on for about three seconds then
went out, reappearing about one minute later for another three seconds. This light was on
four times before the object went out of sight. It was the only light that changed, no
others flashed, strobed, changed color or altered position. The brightest lights, the three
on the points were about 3.0 magnitude, determined by comparison to the brightness of
known stars. It was completely silent. If there would have been any sound had it been
closer is open to speculation.

It did in fact look like a "moving starfield" or starfield camoflage. We probably wouldn't
have noticed it against the starry sky if we hadn't happened to look directly at it and
realized that 1) there was no constellation of that configuration in that part of the sky
and 2) it was moving. It moved in a straight line at a steady speed with no variations in
course or speed from the time we waiched it from almost directly overhead to the time it
went out of sight about 5 deg. above the horizon. It didn't "turn off" or disappear or
speed up it simply got so far away we couldn't see it. It was in sight for 5 minutes, timed,
not estimated.

An odd thing about the motion/direction of the craft was that while it moved in a straight
line it didn't move with the apex, the point of the triangle straight ahead. The triangle
was slightly skewed with the leading point slightly to the left of the line of motion. Our
perception was that the leading edge was not the point but a flat side, not completely
turned flat edge first but perhaps 15 degrees from point first. The distance was such
that all we could see was lights and shape, we couldn't see anything metallic or otherwise
or color but it was definitely solid as shown by the fact that it blotted out stars as it
passed.

From many other skywatching sessions we have organized what to watch, etc. So we
observed as carefully as possible direction, speed, lights, light or pattern changes, sound,
shape, whether or not it was solid, time in view, and our individual impressions. After the
object was gone we compared our perceptions and impressions of what we had seen and all
three of agreed in every detail. Our only comment was and is - mind-boggling !

We didn't attempt to take any pictures. The camera and film kept at hand requires a
light/star of about magnitude 2 to register a useable image and this object was no more
than magnitude 3 so we decided to watch as closely as possible rather than waste time
trying to center a faint image, focus and make an exposure that we knew from experience
would almost certainly fail.

We were witness to an incredible sighting that certainly made a lot of uneventful
skywatching well worth the effort. This was a case of being in the right place at the right
time so keep looking up !

“Good science comes from
speculation,” says Dr Shuch.
“Crop circles are fantastic pranks.
We should look at them as high
art. But they have made it accept-
able for ordinary people to specu-
late about other civilisations
beyond our planet or galaxy.”

SPECIAL REPORT - MARS TUNNEL HABITAT
INVESTIGATED By George Filer

As editor of Filer's Files, I'm not a scientist but, I obtained
extensive intelligence and photo interpretation experience while
serving in the Air Force. Mars has indisputable evidence of vast
water flow that cut canyons, valleys, riverbeds and left shorelines
of lakes and seas. Within many of canyons and valleys are lava
tube or strange tunnel like structures. These apparent tubes may
an optical illusion, but I personally see a rounded 3D effect to the
strange, tubes or tunnels generally located along the bottom of
valleys. With the limited equipment available to me, I feel these
structures definitely need further study and analysis. Astronomers
for more than hundred years have been watching Mars and
claimed they saw canal like structures on the Red Planet. M.
Schiaparelli the Director of Observatory at Milan stunned the
world in 1877 announcing that Mars had a series of connecting
straight lines or canals. Their visibility was not always the same
but, more than sixty! had been observed that terminate at canal
junctions or in dark areas thought to be seas. Numerous other
astronomers such as American Percival Lowell confirmed the
findings with more powerful telescopes and noted that many of
the canals terminated in five and six-point intersections. These
were much more complex than structures formed by nature and
Lowell announced this indicated intelligent deliberate planning on
Mars. Water ice does exist on Mars, but sublimates around -100F
(-73C), due to the low atmospheric pressure of 6.1 mbars.

When our Viking satellites reached Mars, no canals were found,
but it may have been the tunnel like structures that the
astronomers had been observing? We now know that an
international team of researchers has discovered compelling
evidence that the magnetite crystals in the Martian meteorite
ALHB84001 are of biological origin. The researchers found that

the magnetite crystals embedded in the meteorite are arranged in
long chains, which they say could have been formed only by
once-living organisms. Dr. Serguei M. Pershin Ph.D., a Principal
Investigator for the NASA Mars Polar Lander LIDAR
experiment, claims he has discovered organic pigments on Mars
relating to photosynthetic organisms. The organic pigments
suggest that life still exists on Mars. Cyanobacteria that dominate
Earth habitats such as Antarctica quite likely survive on Mars.
The red-green pigments of cyanobacteria are in part due to
Chlorophyll for converting solar radiation into food
(photosynthesis). Cyan b! acteria can tolerate the extreme
damaging effect of solar UV-B by synthesizing a variety of
protecting pigments, which either screen or prevent the effects of
the radiation.

Based on the assumption there has been life on Mars at least in
the past, I examined the evidence as if I was preparing an
intelligence report on the possible tunnel structures. A large
tunnel structure was imaged by Mars Global Surveyor on August
11, 1999, at 39.12N 27.08 W in flat terrain. Within the area there
are several deep valleys or channels probably caused by the
erosive movement of water in the past. These channels or canyons
appear to be an average of 150 meters deep. They are now dry but
appear to have been formed by water. Strange tunnel like
structures possibly lava tubes appear to have been formed within
these channels. The apparent size of the tunnels is quite large with
the width ranging from 125 meters to 200 meters in diameter.
(410 to 656 feet) The tunnel structures visible above ground are
some three kilometers long running in various directions similar
to the astronomer's maps. Most of the tunnels appear to be buried,
but may have been visible in ! the past.

The tubes remind me of large tunnel structures built for subways
or the Chunnel that goes under the English Channel. They could
be natural structures formed by lava flows from extensive ancient
volcanic activity on the planet, particularly in the Northern level
plains. Running perpendicular to the darker tubes are white ribs
or striations that appear to provide the main support. The
striations may be a rib like structure and appear made of different
materials than the tube itself and are evenly placed at an estimated
60 meters or 200 feet. They appear to provide the main strength to
the structure. The ribs bend in a uniform manner around turns and
occasionally appear anchored to the side of the channel to provide
further support for the over all structure. Often, the tunnels
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overlap one another and meet perpendicular to each other as
described by the astronomers. One set of tunnels joins and appear
to dive further underground, while others appear excavated. At
first th! e striations reminded me of the sand Sief Dunes in Saudi
Arabia, but these are uniform with the prevailing wind. The
tunnels change direction frequently, but the striations remain
perpendicular and constant even with the change in direction.
Therefore, it is doubtful that these are sand dunes that were
formed by the prevailing winds. Windblown sand and dust on the
lee side of impact craters clearly show the prevailing
northwesterly winds. The tunnel structures clearly change
direction and disregard the prevailing wind patterns. The tunnels
are not eroded either from the wind or the water flow. The tunnel
system is likely part of the water drainage system. The concept of
canals by the early astronomers may be correct, but the water
flow may be diverted inside the tunnel to avoid evaporation and
the extreme cold.

Lava flows often have tunnel like features with open areas at the
center. Heavy water flows may have helped erode the openings
for increased water flow. We can speculate that the lava flows
were then altered for cultural purposes. If intelligent life exists on
Mars, it could have up graded the tunnels for cultural activities. It
is even possible the astronomers observed the tunnels under
construction that were later covered. Water is likely transported at
the base of the tunnel and could carry boat traffic. Higher levels
in the tunnel could support high-speed rail line and a highway.
Living quarters and areas for farming could be situated along the
outer edges of the structure. When the Martian atmosphere
thinned and the lakes began to dry up, the inhabitants built these
structures to transfer water, move between underground outposts
and create a habitat for the remaining life. It is likely some
atmosphere apparently collects within the tunnels. Water melting
from th! e Ice Caps and underground could be captured and
transported inside the tunnels. Boats or barges could float on the
water. Geysers spurting water indicate more water is available
underground than generally realized.

The underground habitat is probably protected from Cosmic rays
by a combination of the thin atmosphere, soil, and steel ring
structures. Other images from other areas on Mars show hints of
similar tunnel like structures so we can speculate they extend
underground for long distances. One tunnel structure seems to run
from the Polar cap south to the Cydonia City area. There is no

apparent evidence of damage to the structures from meteorite
damage, they seem in good repair although there are craters in the
general area. At the largest width of the main tunnel there appears
to be a dome like structure at the top. This dome is likely an
observation post since almost all the tunnel structure can be
observed from this point. Not all civilizations may choose to live
above ground. Underground living provides warmer
temperatures, access to underground aquifers, protection from the
elements and potential enemies.

One of the complexes of Mars that most likely represents the
remnants of an ancient civilization is at Cydonia. The Fort, D &
M Pyramid, and the Cliff represent structures that seem unlikely
to have been formed by natural forces. The 'Cliff' at Cydonia is a
two-mile long tapered wedge that is located near the perimeter of
a'splash'-style crater. Running parallel to the 'Cliff is another
tunnel like structure. Both objects would have been destroyed and
buried under a shock wave of debris from the meteor impacts, so
it is obvious they must have been formed some time after the
meteor impacts. These impacts are relatively recent, therefore, it
is very unlikely they are natural features and represent structures
built by intelligence. There is no geological mechanism that could
create such clearly defined formations, nor could they have
emerged from the debris surrounding the craterimpact still intact.
Neither the 'Cliff' nor the tunnel like structure could be part of
the ! crater or its ejecta. The 'Cliff' and the companion tunnel are
some of the most important anomalies at Cydonia and strongly
hint of a hypothetical Martian Civilization.

The civilization was eventually faced with both a vanishing water
supply and atmosphere. The population then would likely attempt
to preserve their lives by going underground. A tunnel
transportation system would be a logical part this activity.
Melting water from the snow at the poles in the springtime could
be transported towards warmer areas. Underground living
provides protection against meteors and radiation and food can be
grown using artificial lights. Large monuments may have been
built to mark the passage of their civilization and a sophisticated
society would have likely ventured out into space. At the end of
World War II a great deal of German manufacturing had gone
underground. The Heinkel firm produced 725 Volkjager HE-160
jet fighters per month using 2000 workers all underground. When
necessary a civilization will go underground.

It is difficult to determine if the tunnels are still in use, but we
may be observing the remains of an ancient civilization. Infrared
photography generally not available to the public indicates
numerous underground heat sources often in straight lines. These
could be some lave flows, that were later modernized to provide a
low cost, ready-built enclosure for habitation and transportation.
The tunnels need further investigation, since they hold the key to
understanding Martian history.

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2001 MUFON Symposium Notes

Evidence for a Crash Retrieval Near Cape Girardeau,
Missouri in 1941. The following is a brief summary,
along with some personal thoughts, on a presentation
made at the 2001 MUFON Symposium at Irvine CA.

There were fourteen presenters and we were again
reminded of the complexity of this subject and the need
for specialization.

Ryan S. Wood holds a bachelor's degree in Mathematics
and Computer Science from California Polytechnic State
University. He has worked for several major computer
companies in Silicon Valley and is presently employed
with an energy conservation company. His major UFO
efforts are in the validation of UFO documents. He has
completed a TV documentary titled The Secret and has
written several papers, one of these on Abductee Blood
Analysis.. He is also working towards improving media
acceptance of UFOs and on a ten-fold membership
increase in MUFON. Mr. Wood manages The Majestic
Documents website at: www.majesticdocuments.com.

The story, a very brief one, begins when Reverend
William Huffman, of the Red Star Baptist Church in Cape
Girardeau, was called one night in the early spring of
1941 to the site of a crashed vehicle. Police, fire
fighters, FBI and photographers were already there.
Expecting to see a crashed plane, he found himself
looking at a flying saucer. Inside he could see a small
metal chair, gauges, dials, and inscriptions. There were
two non-human entities lying on the ground next to the
craft and a third one farther away, as though it might
have lived for a short time. Pastor Huffman performed
blessings for the dead entities.

Two police officers lifted up one of the creatures and
stretched out its arms so that a picture could be taken.
It was four feet tall, soft-looking, had no apparent bone
structure, and was wearing a suit (or its skin) which
looked like crinkled aluminum foil. It had long hands
with possibly three long fingers, oval eyes, a slit mouth,
and small dots where the ears would be.

The military arrived and everyone was sworn to secrecy,
but Pastor Huffman shared the story with his family
anyway. Later, a member of his congregation gave him
a picture of the dead creature. This man was a
professional photographer who had carried a small
camera in his pocket to the crash site.

Mr. Wood's presentation at the MUFON Symposium in
Irvine CA was centered on the witnesses and the
document trail that lend credence to the story.

The principal witness is Charlette Mann, the
granddaughter of Reverend Huffman, who had originally
written a letter to Len Stringfield who included it in his
book UFO Crash Retrievals: The Inner Sanctum, Status
Report VI. She had heard bits and pieces of the story,
as a child, during conversations between her father and
an uncle. But, in 1984 Charlette's grandmother was
living with her while receiving chemotherapy for cancer
and Charlette succeeded in obtaining the story from her
before she died. She had made a commitment to her
husband to never speak of it, but Charlette's pleading
helped change her mind.

Mr. Wood showed parts of a videotaped interview with
Charlette at the Symposium. Here's hoping that this
interview will be part of his TV documentary mentioned
above.

She remembers having seen the picture and recalls that
her father, Guy Huffman, at one time had shown it to
some people at a dinner party. In the early 1950's he
gave the photo to a photographer friend as proof of the
story. This man, Walter Wayne Fisk, was tracked down
by Stan Friedman in New Mexico and spoke to him on
the telephone. Since then, Fisk has refused to respond
to phone calls and letters written by Charlette Mann.
Charlette's sister has confirmed the story, as has the
living brother of the Cape Girardeau County Sheriff in
1941.

There are also leaked documents that hint of crashes
prior to 1947. In the MAJIC Eyes Only presidential
briefing of 09-24-47 is stated that "Based on all available
evidence collected from the recovered exhibits currently
under study by AMC, etc. RAND, USAAF, & MIT, are
deemed extraterrestrial in nature. This conclusion was
reached as a result of comparisons of artifacts --
(BLACKED OUT)- discovery in 1941. The technology is
outside the scope of 1J.S. science, even that of German
rocket and aircraft development." So, we have the
reference to something in 1941, and the blacked out
segment seems to have the right amount of length to
contain the words from the Missouri.

In a later part of the document we read, "Even the
recovery case of 1941 did not create a unified
intelligence effort to exploit possible technological gains
with the exception of the Manhattan Project.”

In Einstein's memo to Oppenheimer in June, 1947 (pre-
dating Roswell by at least a few days), he introduces the

-first use of the phrase ‘“extraterrestrial Dbiological

entities." It sounds as if he knew something.

Wood made a point of listing both reasons to think a
document might be authentic along with liabilities that
might cast doubt upon it.

Regarding the crash site, remote viewer Joe
McMoneagle has provided data suggesting there are still
pieces of wreckage that are recoverable.

The reader is encouraged to access The Majestic
Documents website at the address shown earlier. Click
on MAJESTIC DOCUMENTS on the left margin, and then
on Documents Dated Prior to 1998. Within these
twenty-six documents, intimations of a knowledge of
alien technology prior to Roswell can sometimes be
inferred.

MORE HARD EVIDENCE

In 1997 I wrote an article for the Minnesota MUFON Newsletter titled: We
Have Hard Evidence! I will now recap part of that article and bring it up to
date with more recent evidence.’

To prove that some UFOs are extraterrestrial craft, we would need to get a
piece of an alleged craft, analyze it, and verify that it has isotopes or

materials or technologies that could not or would not be produced here on
earth.

A very important piece of evidence surfaced in 1957, when a Brazilian
columnist received a letter and a package from an anonymous person. The
letter stated that the writer had been at the beach at Ubatuba, Brazil, when a
shining object flew overhead and exploded over the ocean. Pieces of flaming
material rained down and fell into the shallow water immediately off shore.
The sea water extinguished the flames and the writer and others were able to
retrieve small pieces of the debris. The material was a light-weight metal,
perhaps a sixteenth of an inch thick. The writer felt that the object which had
exploded was vehicle of some kind. The package contained pieces of the
metal, covered with scme sort of white residue.

The columnist turned the samples over to Dr. Olavo Fontes, the head of a
Brazilian UFO research group, who sent a specimen to be analyzed by one of
the best laboratories in the country, the Brazilian Ministry of Agriculture. After
carefully cleaning the white coating off the sample, it was tested on an
emission spectrograph and pronounced to be pure magnesium, with no
detectable impurities. Dr. Fontes then sent the rest of the material to his
parent UFO research organization in the US, the Aerial Phenomena Research
Organization (APRO). Other labs in the US have since tested the samples.
They also found the samples to be magnesium; some labs detected
measurable impurities in a few samples. It is extremely rare for active metals
such as magnesium to exist in nature in a pure or nearly pure form, so it is
highly unlikely that a "bolide" (meteorite) was the source of the metal.

While Dr. Peter Sturrock, member of SSE, wrote "after all these years, we still
do not have a single reliable measurement of the actual impurities and
impurity level of the Brazil magnesium," it is important to note that the
Brazilian lab, MIT, Stanford University, and NASA could detect no impurities in
the samples. Dr. Sturrock, in effect admits that at least some of the samples
may actually be pure magnesium when he states that "none of the positive
detection”" of impurities "can be securely attributed to the interior of the
metal."

The most important test, however, was the density determination that the
Brazilian lab made. Dr. Paul Hill, in his book Unconventional Flying Objects
pointed out that this density can only be that of a magnesium isotope which is
not found in pure form on earth. The only way to get this isotope in quantity
on earth would be to carry out isotopic separation by

one of the methods used by the Manhattan project to

get A-bomb materials. We can be certain that no one on

earth would have expended huge sums of money in

1957 to create such a hoax. Therefore, we must

conclude that this material was extraterrestrial.

1 have now learned that an additional analysis of the
Brazilian samples was made. In 1969, APRO, custodian
of the fragments, loaned the material to Dr. Walter W.
Walker, who conducted nondestructive structural
analysis. Walker, who at the time was an associated
professor of metallurgical engineering at the University
of Arizona, demonstrated that the magnesium had
undergone a directional crystal growth type of
manufacture. The process of directional crystallization,
which can provide added strength to materials, was
being actively investigated in 1969, but was unknown at
the time the Brazil material was recovered in 1957.
Walker s findings were reviewed and validated by Dr.
Robert W. Johnson, of the Advanced Materials Division,
Materials  Research  Corporation.  (Credit: The
Encyclopedia of UFOs, edited by Ronald D. Story) While
the fragments are said to be too small to conclusively
demonstrate directional crystallization for the main
structure from which the fragments originated, this
finding, in conjunction with the isotope determination,
indicates the Brazil magnesium most probably came
from an extraterrestrial craft.

We can speculate that the craft was made of
magnesium to cause it to self-destruct in case of an
accident, to prevent the technology from falling into the
hands of a people who may not have been ready to use
it properly namely, the human race and that this
strategy was almost 100% successful.

One of the presentations at the 2001 MUFON
Symposium was by Dr. Roger Leir, titled Alien Abduction
--- Alien Implants —- Why???????. A team headed by Dr.
Leir has thoroughly documented with cameras and
camcorders the removal of suspected alien implants
from a number of people. He writes, "Today we have
performed nine surgeries, which have yielded ten
objects. One of these objects was merely an expensive
piece of bottle glass" But the rest of the objects are
more interesting. Perhaps the most interesting are the
six objects which are metallic. The most recent surgery
was performed on February 5, 2000. The patient, Tim
Cullen, and his wife were returning to Yuma, Colorado in
1978 when an unknown craft landed near their car. Two
lights shown on them which were almost blinding in
their brightness. The next thing they recalled is that Tim
tuned and made a statement to his wife that they
should get going back home now. It appears an episode
of time was missing. He feels that during this episode
that an object was implanted into his left wrist.

A x-ray showed a metallic body in his left wrist area. A
Gaussmeter indicated a 6 milligauss magnetic reading.
In addition, a probe constructed by Beckwith Research
in Florida showed that a pulsed electromagnetic signal
was being generated by the object. Surgery to remove
the object revealed a small cantaloupe-seed-shaped
device. Similar to previous objects, the device was
covered with an anomalous membrane.

Analysis was done by a "world-class" laboratory in
Texas. These studies revealed that the main elemental
component was iron and this iron was amorphous. Dr.
Leir says he was able to learn that one of [the US's]
secret technical accomplishments was that we are now
able to make amorphous metals, but what amazed the
scientists was that this amorphous iron was highly
magnetic. They explained that we have no process for
accomplishing this feat. This, along with analysis of
other implants previously documented, is strong
evidence for the extraterrestrial nature of these objects.

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The Night I Believed

Editor’s Note: I n view of the recent increase in sightings
of UFO’s reported in the media, we thought the following
[first hand account of some 20 years ago
would make interesting reading.

I hunched over my typewriter in the radio shack of the liquid
petroleum gas tanker, S. S. Natalie O. Warren. | typed a log entry,
then turned up the volume of the long wave receiver, switching
over to an external speaker that would allow me to hear the
incoming C.W. signals at a distance.

Wanting a breath of fresh air, | stepped to the boat deck.A black
shroud hung over the sea — no moon; yet starshine dimpled the
waters.

The previous day our 33,000 barrel L.P.G. tanker had steamed
southward, skirting the Florida Keys, then turned on a
northwesterly course through the straits between Key West and
Havana, Cuba.Now we clocked off the sea miles on the last two
day run to Norsworthy Terminal. This was home port, just outside

Pasadena, Texas, on the Houston ship channel. Everyone on board
looked forward to arrival the following night.

The vessel pitched gently to a mid-gulf swell as | adjusted my
stride accordingly and stepped through the wheelhouse door. The
luminous hands of the Seth Thomas clock approached the 9 P.M.
mark this night of November 22, 1952.

“How about bumming a cup of your coffee.” I asked my friend
“Woody™ Witty. Third Mate on the * to 12 P.M. watch. “Ski”
Jablonsky, Chief Mate. lounged at the log desk. An Able Seaman
handled the wheel. A lookout man stood watch on the starboard
wing of the bridge deck.

Several minutes passed as we discussed generalities of the day.
Without straining I could easily hear the booming, 500 kilocycle
C.W. signals from the speaker in the radio shack at the end of the
wheelhouse passageway. The black coffee was invigorating. A
sense of peace and well-being settled over me.

My reverie was shattered when the man on lookout stuck his head
through the open wing-deck door announcing excitedly “There's
an unidentified light in the sky approaching rapidly two points off
the stern on the port side.”

The two mates and I lunged across the wheelhouse and rushed to

the wing of the bridge, high above the banks of cylindrical tanks
below.

“Woody” elevated his 7 x 50 night glasses. He targeted in on the
approaching light. “It’s coming fast.” He exclaimed. “And it’s no
airplane!”

By now I could sec the shining unidentified object without the aid
of binoculars. “It looks like a shooting star to me,” 1 said, “but I
never saw a shooting star traveling on a horizontal course.”

Less than a minute passed. The mysterious object, brighter than
any planet, lit up the sky directly off our port beam. Still without
much detail, the UFQ could nof have been over two miles away.
directly opposite us. 1 judged it to be at an altitude approximately
4000 feet above the surface of the dark waters below.
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Mounting excitement built up in us. Woody thrust the night
glasses at me and shouted, “Wow! Sparks! Take a look!” Then he
turncd to the lookout man and commanded, “Go call Captain
Zalnick, quick!”

1 grabbed the binoculars, focused and zeroed in on the brilliant
object.

Awed by what | saw, | shook with nervous reaction. There before
me a huge, glowing, half-round object coursed through the night
sky. now crossing our bow a few degrees on the starboard side.

The bizarre spacecraft tilted up to a thirty-degree angle allowing
us to get a good look at its superstructure. All details stood out in

bold relief, nothing left to the imagination.

The visitor from outer space emitted a pulsating orange glow
similar to that of steel heated in a forge. The upper housing curved
up and around like a citrus fruit cut in half. Around its periphery,
evenly spaced darker circles (obviously portholes) masked an
unrevealed interior.

Below, and at the base of the superstructure, three, thick corona
rings extending horizontally revolved at some unknown
tremendous rate of speed. These three rings shimmered like the
blue portion of a gas flame — yet, with a more electric quality. The
rings whirled around in a fixed path. The middle — or second ring
outward from the main housing — appeared to be revolving on the
opposite direction from that of the other two.

An eerie silence hung over our tanker. Not one infinitesimal shred
of sound emanated from this galaxial visitor. Strangely enough, its
magnetic presence did not aflfect our compass or radio
communications. By comparing it with the size of the Natalie O.
Warren, | estimated the diameter of the space ship's cabin to be at
least two hundred feet. [ mentally added another hundred feet to
be the distance to the outer corona ring — or three hundred feet
total for the diameter of the entire space ship.

By the time any of us thought of cameras, the celestial visitor had
dwindled to a bright dot among the stars, and then faded out into
only a vivid recollection. The UFO had been clearly above us for
about a minute; but real enough and close enough to be imprinted
on our memories forever.

This unique experience changed my whole concept of the
mysteries of outer space, providing irrevocable evidence to me of
human life among the endless galaxies.

“Seeing is believing.” That night in the Gulf of Mexico made a
believer out of me.
