INTRODUC TION: In the wee hours of the morning, when 

the fir s t  golden rays of the sun were pr obing the black veil 
of a cold Dec ember night for an opening through which to illum­
inate the world, I held my ninth radio co mmunication w ith 
people from another planet . 

For a few fleeting hour s ,  I was privileged to s hare once 
mor e  in the wisdom and kindly unders tanding of a race wis er by 
far than we. During thes e moments of light in a world of dar k­
nes s ,  thes e benefic ent beings from a planet far outs ide our own 
sun- sys tem discus s ed with me matter s of impo rtance to mys elf, 
to America, and to the people of the entire Earth. 

I am, however , ahead of mys elf, and ther efor e  s hall begin 
at the beginning, which, as has been s aid, is a very good plac e 
to start. 

FIRS T RADIO CONTAC T WITH S PACES HIP:  My original 
contact with thes e people was in early July of this year ( 1 9 6 1 ). 
As us ual, I was brow s ing around in the short- wave bands ,  
s earching for s omething interes ting t o  listen to . I t  w a s  a fairly 
good day for DX r ec eption, and there was much clutter around 
the dial, but finally my choice was the B B C  ( B r itish Broadcast­
ing Company) station in the upper part of the 2 5 - meter band. 

I s ettled back and began to s c an the photo graphs in an 
astronomy book as I lis tened. Suddenly, from the loudspeaker , 
c ame a very high - pitched beep- beep- beep. This was quite 
annoying and, s ince it was a few kilocycles on the high end of 
the B BC s ignal, I tr ied to r emove it by tuning downward. This 
didn't work and by this time I was r eally curious to find the 
c ause of this ir r itating dis turbanc e. Then, as s oon as I lined 
up with it- - - it s topped, but was r eplaced by a soft, warm, 
c rystal - clear feminine voice that s aid, " B ob, we'd like you to 
stay on this frequency for awhile. " 

Naturally, this hit me r ight between the eyes - - -hard. I was 
s tunned. The shock must have lasted a full minute befor e  I 
s napped back to attention. As s oon as I had r egained my com­
po sure, she continued. 

"I am called Lin - E r r i" ,  she s aid, " and my a s s oc iates and I 
come from the planet Kor endor . We are s peaking to you from 
our s pac eship many miles above your Earth at this time. " 

Although the conc epts of life on other planets and of s pace­
ships from other worlds vis iting our planet were not totally new 
to me, having previously r ead s everal s aucer books,  never ­
theles s ,  I was s till s omewhat s keptical of such things and 
therefor e  quite unprepared for s uch "out of this world" infor ­
mation. I wasn't sure whether I was hear ing clearly, but 
apparently this per s on was aware of my doubt, and r eas sured 
me. 

" Y es ,  it is tr).le. You are hear ing clearly . We are as r eal 
as the people you s ee and work with every day. " Then she went 
on to explain why they wer e  interes ted in u s .  

It s eems they dis cover ed us about two years ago. Their 
inter es t was aroused by our s atellite activity which, they s aid, 
indicated a high technical level. So they wanted to learn all 
they could about us . 

SPACE WOMAN RE VEALS C ONTAC T PLANS : " Bob, my 
as s oc iates and I have s pent long hours deliberating on this con­
tact. We have dec ided that it would be bes t if we carried out 
our plans , so as a result, I am now s peaking to you in the fir st  
of  what we hope will be a long s er ies of  fruitful ventur es into 
the world of knowledge. " 

Lin - E r r i  continued. "Y ou are our fir s t  contact with the 
people of your world. Our previous telepathic attempts wer e  
unsuc c es sful, becaus e mos t  o f  your people have not developed 
their mental faculties to a level capable of that type of commu ­
nication. A few have done s o ,  but your s oc iety is very intoler ­
ant and has branded them lunatics or " s c r ewball s " ,  to us e a 
ter m co mmon in your speech. " 

THE Y  LEARN OUR LANGUAGE : She went on to explain 
that their fir st  main obstacle to communic ation with us was 
that of a language bar r ier . S ince they, for the most  part, con­
vers ed telepathic ally (having no s emantic sy stem as evolved 
and complex as our s ) ,  they wer e  forc ed to learn our language. 
They cho s e  English because it was the language of the people 
who were mos t  inter es ted in things conc erning life on other 
planets at the time. This r equired weeks of r es ear ch. The 
s poken wo rd had to be correlated with the mental image. 

The melodious voice went on : "We did not think this would 
be difficult, s inc e we needed only to monitor your r adio and 
teles c r een trans mis s ions . But we did not r eal ize how exten­
s ively you us ed r ecordings in both thes e media. The r ecord­
ings ,  of cour s e, did not r etain thought- impuls es as  well as  
audio -visual images . For days we tr ied, but we accomplished 
nothing, becaus e our analys er s wer e  succes s ful only with s im-

ultaneous s ensory and extra - s ens ory stimuli. 
"The s ituation s eemed hopeles s .  We could not land and 

make contact directly bec aus e of atmo s pher ic differences . Our 
air is r icher than your s and we cannot breathe your s without an 
extens ive period of adaptation. So, for the pres ent, we are 
for c ed to r emain outs ide your atmo s pher e. 

"In des par ation we decided to drop s pecial s ensing devices 
into your midst to r ecord both sounds and images fr om clos e  
range. " 

Then she told how they us ed electronic trans mis s ion of 
obj ects (teleportation) to place the r emote s ensor devices into 
places known to be active dur ing the day. S everal of them wer e  
loc ated in the var ious Washington government buildings ,  the 
r es t  in differ ent types of public places . This undertaking in­
volved a mos t  complex problem becaus e of the abs ence of re­
c eiver s .  (Ordinarily, teleportation is done between two s ta ­
tions , where the obj ect i s  trans mitted a t  one place and r ec eived 
at another. In this cas e  however, they had to materialize the 
s ens ors without any r ec eiver at the other end . ) This proved to 
be quite a difficult tas k, but it was eventually accomplished. 
This worked very well and gave them about 3000 words of bas ic 
Englis h. They continued working to inc r eas e their fluency, 
until they had managed to dec ipher the meanings of 7432 of our 
most  commonly u s ed words . 

"But, " Lin - E r r i  s aid, "we could go no farther , and we s ent 
this infor mation back to our home world via Sub -Space Radia ­
tion. A few days later our Lunar s tation r ec eived (via tele­
portation) s ome new mechanical analyzer s  employing an entir e­
ly new conc ept. This was forwarded to us in our c raft which 
was then s tationed over C alifornia. With this new devic e our 
English vocabulary quickly inc r ea s ed to over 50, 000 ter ms ,  
until w e  finally had a good working knowledge of your tongue. 
We now s peak your language quite fluently, but with a definite 
Southern C alifornia accent, due to our monitor ing mos tly in 
that a r ea. 

"You may wonder why we did not learn your tongue from the 
apparatus and the r ecords of our Venusian, Martian, and 
S aturnian brother s .  We could have but we dec ided to l earn it 
directly from your people, as our br other s did not have s ome 
of the infor mation we r equired for our r es earch . Their instru ­
ments c an provide highly accur ate data, but s inc e their needs 
and inter es ts are s omewhat different from our s ,  we could not 
obtain from them c ertain s c ientific infor mation nec es s ary to 
our very technical experiments .  

HOW RADIO C ONTAC T WAS MADE : " Meanwhile, w e  dis ­
covered s omething of interest to us in the mountains of the 
B erks hires (Note: This s omething pr oved to be a metal which 
they needed for c ertain electronic devic es . I s hall not r eveal 
the name of the metal nor the devic es , s ince both ar e c apable 
of being us ed as weapons . ) , and immediately r e- stationed our 
c r aft in that vic inity . 

"It was at this time, Bob, in early June of this year which 
you c all 1 9 6 1 ,  that we dis covered your inter es t in us , in world 
peace, and in the futur e  of mankind. Then we dec ided to con­
tact you . After s ome deliberation we dec ided that short- wave 
r adio trans mis s ion would be the bes t  method.  We had only to 
make s ur e  that you would not mis s this trans mis s ion. 

" We did this by monitoring the intermediate fr equency of 
your r ec eiver . By measuring the frequency of the weak s ignal 
trans mitted by the os c illator s tage through leakage into the 
antenna, we arrived at two fr equencies to which you might be 
tuned. Then at the c enter point we r es onated with your o s c ill ­
ator frequency . That way you would be s ur e  to hear our tr ans ­
mis s ion, and we r elied on your s c ientific curio s ity to make you 
tune in on the s ignal. To ins ur e  this , we thought that a monot­
onous beeping would be the mos t  demanding of your attention. 
We s ee that our dec is ion was correct. " 

INS TRUC TIONS FOR T WO - WAY C OMMUNICATION GIVEN :  
Then Lin-E r r i  introduc ed s o me o f  the other member s  o f  the 
group aboard. 

For the next half hour they gave me explicit instructions on 
how to build both a s ub - s pace converter for my r ec eiver , and a 
companion sub - s pa c e  trans mitter , s o  that I could have two -way 
communication with them dur ing futur e  contacts . Future Con­
tacts ! Wow ! I c ouldn't wait !  Again they must have r ead my 
thoughts when I deeply des ired to hear from them at a future 
time and to talk with them if pos s ible. Things wer e  happening 
s o  fas t  it was almost unbelievable !  

THE Y  DESCRIBE THEIR HOME PLANE T :  Lin - E r r i's 
lovely voic e c ame through the s peaker again :  

"Perhaps you would be inter ested now in a des c r iption of 
our home-planet . The 2 5  of us in this Peace Party, you might

call it, are all native s of the planet Korendo r .  It is like your 
Earth in its appe arance , although about 6 time s large r .  Its 
dens ity, which is lower than your s ,  kee ps the gr avity to only 
twice that of E arth's , but this diffe rence make s our atmo s ­
phe re denser than your s .  

"Our atmo sphe ric composition is s imilar to your s ,  only a 
few pe rcent riche r in oxygen. But even this  s light diffe rence 
would make n.e ce s s ary the use of cumbe r s ome bre athing equip­
ment if we were to land on your s urface . 

KORE NDOR 'S LOCATION : "Korendor is the thi rd wor ld in 
the 1 2 -planet system of the star Korena . Its orbit ave r age s 
about 1 44 million mile s from our s un .  Its year is about two of 
your s ,  and its day has been adjuste d  by a mas s ive ope r ation to 
e xactly 24 hour s ,  which on our time s cale is 20 units - -- -the 
Galactic day. (Note : They use a de cimal system for greate r 
ease in calculations . ) 

"Our planet has four moons,  one of which rotate s retrograde 
in motion to the othe r s  twice every five days. Our s cientists 
have not yet figured out the reason for this .  

KORENA, 40 0 LIGHT YEARS AWAY : ' ' Korena, our s un, i s  
locate d at a point i n  the Conste llation Boote s ,  about 3 de grees 
from Arcturus on a line between Arcturus and the cente r of the 
M-3 cluste r .  It is roughly 400 light ye ar s dis tant, and is vis i ­
ble in the lar ge r - ape rture te le s cope s ,  although i t  has been 
given no s pe cific name by your as tronome r s . 

NO " B UG -E YE D  MONS TERS "  IN S PACE : In addition to 
native Korendorians our people are de s cende d from ove r 1 00 
planets in this s e ctor of s pace .  They all look like human be ings 
and, as far as we know, the re are non of the "bug- eyed mon­
sters " s een in your s cience -fiction books e xis ting anywhe re in 
the galaxy . Our s ociety is far in advance of your s s cientifically 
and morally. The re is no hatred and no thought of violence to 
settle diffe rence s .  We have a C ouncil of Worlds to take care of 
such things peacefully." 

DE VELOPED S PACE TRAVE L 3000 YEARS AGO : She went 
on to s ay that they developed s pace trave l about 3 0 0 0  ye ars ago 
and they are now using craft as far ahe ad of our s as we are 
ahead of chariots . The ir craft are powe red by gr avity, magnet­
ics , light, ions , etc. The s e  craft are brought from star to s tar 
in magnetically dr iven car rie r s  or "mothe r ships " ,  which are 
literally travelling citie s or wor lds in themselve s .  One of the 
largest of the s e  is a s phe re ove r 1 00 mile s  in diamete r.  The s e  
larger carrier ships can e xceed the s peed o f  light b y  many 
multiples in s tar-to-star travel. 

INTERS TE LLAR TRAVE L IS A FAST TRIP: " We found, to 
our dis may, that when traveling at such high velocitie s ove r the 
speed of light, one was apt to end up a fantastic di stance off 
course in only a few s e conds time . This proved to be the oft­
dis cus s e d  fourth- dimens ional warp so often hypothe s ized in 
your s cience fiction. It took s ome years learning to control 
our cour se once in thi s 'warp', but we managed, and now 
travel in a bre ath acros s  the galaxy and back. Of course the re 
are still a few pilots with le s s  than sufficient e xpe rience who 
start out for Sirius and end up in M - 3 1 .  Eventually the control 
of crafts wil be entirely automatic, whe re the pilot s ets the 
de stination on a s e rie s of dials and pushe s a button, to arrive 
the re a s e cond late r .  

LEARNED CRE W  MANS S PACECRAFT : "You might like to 
know also,  Bob, that my profe s s ion is in the field of Psychology. 
Others he re are active in T e r r atology, the study of your wor ld; 
Anthropodynamics , the study of humans and their motivations 
(which borde r s  on Psychology); Sociology, whi ch you are famil­
iar with; Chemi stry and Phys ics ,  als o known to you; Para­
ps ychophysics , which is the study of the physics of Par apsy­
chics , including Telepathy, Ps ychokine s i s ,  C lairvoyance, 
C lairaudience, ES P, and other fields of mental activity beyond 
the five physical s ens e s .  In late r contacts we will e xplain some 
of the s e  in detail .  We have he re,  als o, two geneticobiologis ts,  
inte rested in the evolution and phys ics of your people . Of 
cour se the re are the crew membe r s ,  as found in various ships . 

They are analysts , mathe maticians , console ope rator s and 
othe r s  a s s o ciate d with venture s into inte r ste llar s pace . 

"But it is time , "  Lin - E r r i  continued, "to s pe ak of matte r s  
of inte rest  and importance t o  the happine s s  and future of man­
kind. 

NUCLEAR WAR FORMOST THREAT TO EARTH : "Our 
main conce rn now is the pos s ibility that your people will 
engage themselve s in a nuclear war, which would inevitably 
mean the end of your race .  We of other worlds cannot stop you 
from doing this . Our code s do not allow intervention in the 
affair s  of man to the point of for ceful action. Nowhe re in the 
civilized galaxy are the re any r ace s who would impo s e  them ­
selve s o n  another race t o  the e xtent o f  actually alte ring condi ­
tions in another world - -- without the e xpr e s s  consent of that 

world ' s  inhabitants .  
EARTH MUS T  DISARM O R  PERISH :  "The refore,  w e  can 

only warn you that your pre s ent cour s e  can lead in but one 
direction - - - ultimate de s truction of your people s .  We are 
s omewhat heartened by the voluntary mor ator ium on nuclear 
we apons te sting now being obs e r ve d  by the maj or powe r s  on 
your world. Howeve r ,  we fee l  that this will not continue for 
long, and the re is but one answe r to that: complete dis arm­
ament. In future contacts we will speak of the way in which 
thi s could be accomplished. For the pre s ent we will s ay only 
that the re is no alternative to this if your race is to continue . 

DIFFERENCES C ANNOT BE SE T T LE D  BY WAR : Our 
r e s e ar che s on your past his tory, through the coope r ation of the 
information departments on your local planets (Venus ,  Mar s  
and Saturn), have shown u s  that your race has been involve d 
more or le s s  continuous ly with war in one de gree or anothe r .  
We note with sor row the two Wor ld War s which we re r e s pons i ­
ble for the s laughter o f  millions o f  innocent people fr om many 
of your nations . This was for the s ame reason that all wars 
have been fought - -- the lack of intelligent leade r ship, and the 
inability to dis cus s difficultie s  and diffe r ence s of opinion in a 
pe aceful manne r .  

ADVANCE D PLANE TS OUT LAW WAR : "In our Alliance of 
Planets,  war is outlawed formally, but no one on any Alliance 
planet could se rious ly cons ide r any form of fighting as the 
me ans to an end . That is contrary not only to the laws of man 
but to the Laws of the Unive r s ·e ,  the Law s  of Inte lli gence and 
to the Laws of the Make r of Law s . 

EARTH IS ANNIHILATION B OUND : "It is with great con­
s te rnation that we watch you running madly along a road that 
le ads only to your de struction. We have s e en other planets 
follow the s ame route as you are now travelling . Always it has 
le d to war and to the s ame racial s ui cide that you now face . "  

It made me fe e l  ve ry s ad to hear the s e  things , for I have 
long hate d the thought of war, and surely many millions of 
people fee l  the s ame way. Many mus t have wonde red, as I 
have , how they, as individuals , could he lp the cause of peace 
and freedom .  For mys e lf, I must continue to s e e k. The r e  
mus t b e  a way -- - the re must b e  s omething I can do. 

Lin - E r r i's lovely voice br ought me back from my reve rie . 
SAUCER SIGHTINGS FAIL TO DE TER MAN 'S FOLLY : " We 

had hope d that s eeing our craft in your s ki e s  would cause you to 
cons ide r that your race is not alone in the Unive r s e .  With this 
enormous reve lation, it was felt that any international quar rels 
would shrink to ins ignificance, and that you would s e e  the folly 
of your ways . "  

But they didn't count on the fantas tic greed and e go of ce r ­
tain powers and s pe cial inte rest  groups he re and the lengths to 
which they would go in order to appease it ! 

MANY C ONTAC TEES FAIL TO S PEAK UP: "Our brothe r s  
from local planets have been flying ove r E arth in great numbe r s  
s ince 1 9 47 .  They felt, as we d o ,  that your pre s ent way of 
living will be to your great harm.  They have contacted you in 
greate r numbe r s  than you think. Many of thos e  contacts are 
yet to be reve aled by tho se who were contacte d .  

CRAC KPOT LAB E L  THWARTS S AUC ER C AUSE : " Unfortu­
nate ly our caus e has not been an easy one . We have met with 
unfors een s kepticism among your people .  S ome have even gone 
so far as to label thos e  who have s een our craft ' ins ane ' .  

" The Venusian's and Martian ' s  have been contacting s o1ne 
of your people re gularly, but this s ke pticism and ridicule has 
caus e d  many of them to conce al the ir e xpe rience s .  The num­
be r of 1contactee s 1, as you s ay, who are known publicly is not 
even lOo/ of the total numbe r who have actually been contacted." 

PERSIS TANCE WILL BRING ITS RE WARD : Our s pace 
friends want all men to he ar what they have to s ay and to recon­
s ide r their  live s - - - and then to do s mnething for their fe llow 
men inste ad of agains t them. They know that all ears are not 
deaf to the ir  words -- - that the re are tho s e  who will lis ten and 
try to hee d  them. But tho se who listen will often be met with 
ridicule and name - calling .  The way is not easy, but if they 
stick with their task, pe r s i stance will have its effect. 

LOVE FOR ALL MEN IS WHAT IS NEE DE D :  The s oft, 
s mooth voi ce from anothe r world continued: 

"Y our people can neve r hope to be awakened to the Unive r ­
s al Truth i f  they are continually s tormed on all s ide s b y  talk of 
war , bomb s ,  murde r and s trife . Only a deep inner fee ling of 
brothe rhood with all men will bring about the awarene s s  which 
produce s Love and Harmony . 

EARTHMEN MUS T  AWAKEN TO SAVE THE MSE LVES : " We 
of othe r s un systems have the refore come to this  planet in the 
hope of giving strength to the words of our brothe rs who have 
come before us . It is shocking to us to find that contact with 
people from outs ide your own wor ld has had no great effect on 
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THE BOB RENAUD STORY (Cont'd) 
your thinking .  It is mo s t  di s c onc erting to s e e  that, de s pite our 
warnings ,  your people are so s et in their ways that they c an 
igno re the fact that they are he ade d for doom, unle s s  dras tic 
change s are made. 

" The refore we are contacting you, Bob, with our wa rnings 
and sug gestions to your pe ople. We bring information and 
words of pe ace. With them we br ing the de e pe s t  hope that the 
people of E arth will awaken in time to s ave thems elve s from 
the pe rils of continued militarism and ins ane r ac e s  for 'perfe c t '  
weapons . 

ALL ME N ARE BROTHE RS :  " Y our people are our br othe rs, 
as are thos e  of other worlds , and we are your s. The s ame 
Great C r eato r made us all . Y ou c an s e e  why we take s uch an 
inte r e s t  in your pe ople and the ir happine s s, be c ause we are all 
membe r s  of the human r ace . 

LE T NO HARDSHIP S WAY E F FORTS FOR PEACE: " B ut 
your people must help themselves, for the most part, without 
outside support.  They mus t he ed the words of their extr a ­
te r r estr ial br othe rs and teach them t o  their feilowman. They 
mu st be s o  firm in the ir convictions that no thr e at or hardship 
can sway or dete r their actions to bring pe ace . 

ENT IRE GALAXY WAT C HES EARTH: "It is pos s ible fo r 
your people to do thi s ,  but not with half -hearted effo rts . It is 
all or nothing in the que s t  fo r world peace . All the Unive r s e is 
watching your planet. Y our failure at this c r ucial time would 
be a g r e at blow to the Unive r s al Peace that would be felt 
throughout the entire Galaxy. 

FUT URE HE LP PROMISED: "In future contacts we will 
give you information of both a s c ientific and of a s ociol o gical 
nature which, if followed, will help to eliminate many of the 
tens ions which are endange r ing you of E ar th. S ome of this will 
be for immediate revelation, and s ome mus t  be held until the 
time that men are r e ady for it. All will be for your bette rment. 

" We have c ontacted you, B ob, in orde r  that you might 
s pread our word to your fellow men, by whatever me ans you 
choose. You will be our voice to your Ea rth br othe r s  and, like ­
wis e, their channel of communication with us . We have r e a s on 
to believe that you will do this be c aus e you are as inte r e s te d  in 
s e eing your r ace live in pe ace as we are." 

Would I? I jumped at the chanc e .  This would be my way to 
help!""Tllls was the an swe r to the ur gent ne e d  I had felt to help 
in s ome way -- - to give my life to a caus e that was bigger than 
just the pe r s onal - - - to a c ause that would benefit all mankind . 
I was so excited and proud that I wanted to yell about it . 

" We have exc e e ded the time planned fo r this c ontact, "Lin ­
E r ri said, " and we mus t si gn off in a moment . If you will con­
s truct the t r ansmitte r and conve rte r as we told you e arlie r , our 
next c ontact, on Augu s t  5 th, will be mor e helpful to both of us. 

" We w i s h  you the pe ace of mind that c ome s from knowing 
the Great T ruth, and we look forward to the next c onta c t .  For 
now we mus t  le ave the air. Your atmosphe r i c  c onditions are 
changing now to the point whe re s ome of the be am on which my 
voice is c a r r i e d  may be s c atte red and r e c e ive d by othe r s  than 
your s elf. 

" Va i luci eno nol s i  unir . " (Late r trans late d to "Go in 
Light 'til next we me e t. 11) 

Their s ignal fade d and vanishe d, and the B B C  pulled me 
back to e ar thly thoughts with a s tart.  I turne d off the re ceive r 
and s at fo r a long time thinking ove r the things that had happen­
ed in the las t two hour s . It had neve r oc curred to me that one 
day I would have the job of communic ating information whi ch 
could effe ct the s urvival of the r ace --- info rmation from 
anothe r planet to our s! It was a tremendous r e s pons ibility, but 
a thrilling one. I was one of many cho s e n  to s pr e ad the ir wo rds 
of love and peace . May I neve r  fail the m .  

I t  was almo st too much t o  comprehe nd i n  jus t one short 
period of time. I was ex cite d at the pr o s pe c t of the job ahe ad 
of me, s ad at the thought of the letha r gy of our pe ople, and 
happy at the thought of future contacts to anti ci pate . 

It was ne arly 1 A.M. and, with mixe d emotions , I fell into 
bed to sl eep on the events of-the night . 

PART2 

SE C OND C ONTAC T :  The date was Augus t 5th . It was 
exactly thr e e  weeks s ince that eventful evening in July, that 
night of nights when the Space People informed me of my s udden 
pr omotion fr om lone wolf Ufologe r to the official s poke s man for 
the Korendians . 

It was almost 2 A. M . , the time of contact. My equipment 
was in top c ondition and was waiting silently fo r the momentous 
events to come. 

The newl y - c ons tructe d  s ub-space trans mitte r, its final 
s tage tube glowing with a s oft, che e r y red lumine s c ence, s at 

anticipatingly in the c ente r of the table to my left . I had s pent 
a full thr e e  hour s the evening before, carefully aligning its cir­
cuits a c c o r ding to the instructions r e c e ive d in the fir st contact. 
In a few moments it would expe rience its moment of tr uth . 

To my ri ght, the old reliable Halli c r afte r s  S-38E r e c e ive r 
was hissing the c ontempt of s pace and time at me . It had be en 
c onve rted to SSR (Sub-Space Radio) trans mission late in July 
and it, too, was awaiting its te s t .  

As the minute hand appr oache d the hour, I te n s e d, waiting 
for the fir s t  faint hum that would he r ald the s i gnal from a mil ­
lion mile s away . I g r ippe d the mike with a strangle-hold .  Fif­
teen se conds . T he re's the hum, g rowing loude r by the moment . 
The noi s e s  of the unive r s e  rele a s e d  the i r  g rip on the antenna 
and reluctantly s te ppe d as ide for the imme nse s i gnal that c ame 
from s omewhe r e  beyond the night. 

At e xactly 2 A.M. my s e c ond contact be gan . 
S UC C ESS FUL TRANSMISSION - -- A J OB WE LL DONE : 

" Kalo, br othe r Bob . "  It was Lin-E r r i's vo ice. "If you are 
re ady with your trans mitte r, ple a s e  s end a short tran s mi s s ion 
to allow us to ali gn with your s ignal.'' 

I flipped on the tr ans mit s witc h .  The NE-2 Monitor lit, and 
in the ol d tr adition, I said " T e s ting - - -te s ting - - - one two 
thr e e  -- - three two one . "  

The r e c e ive r c ame again to life. " We are now aligne d .  
Y our s ignal i s  tremendous . Y ou get an 'A' for trans mitte r 
constr uction . 

" What have you to s ay fo r the conve rter and our transmi s ­
s ion ?11 I replied, " 3 0  ove r  S 9, and be autiful.'' She s poke off. 
mike fo r a s e c ond to one of the other s c ienti s ts. " What doe s  
that me an?", she aske d .  H e  laughe d and answe r e d, " I t  me ans 
that he's r e ceiving us we ll." 

LANGUAGE T RANS LAT OR EXPLAINED: "Good enough . 
On to bus ine s s .  We got the dis tinct impress ion via tele pathic 
s en s or that you w e r e  in a fog conc e rning our explanation of how 
we learned your language. Would you like to que s tion us on 
this?" 

" Y e s .  Y ou mentioned that you had trans late d about 3000 
E nglish words from the i r  r oots in the Galingua-Kor endian l an­
guage s .  Then you mo r e  than double d this numbe r .  C an you 
explain how you did this without the analyzer obtaine d from 
Ko re ndor ?  11 

"This was through the conve r s ion of one of our D atacode r 
c ons ol e s  which we had in s to r age, to function as a l anguage ­
translator. This c onve r s i on was done by Jarr en, our ps ychol ­
o g i s t-e lectronic ian - l ingui s t .  It is with this apparatu s that our 
total inc r e a s e d  to 7 4 3 2  words, as we told you earlie r . "  

" C ould you explain the ope r ation of the language -analys is 
devic e s ?" 

She was s ilent fo r a s e c ond, and I as sume d that s he was 
c onsulting with a s s oc iates. Then s he spoke . "One s e c ond, 
while I conne c t  you with Jar ren." 

An instant late r, a male voic e .  "This is Jar ren speaking . 
In pe ace, g r e e ting s .  Y ou wish a n  explanation o f  the T r anslingua. 

" The machine is actually a s pe ci alis t  compute r, with a 

memory c onsole, input, output, and the relevant cir cuits . The 

input c ons i s t s  of the impul s e s  relaye d by our Robot Sens o r s  

which we have planted i n  various places around your country . 
" T he s e  impul s e s  cons i s t  of two components - - - the s poke n 

s ound and the c o r r e s ponding mental impr e s s ion. They are 
s e parated in the analy ze r s '  Disc r iminator, and fed to two c i r­
cuits . The fir s t  r e c e ive s the s ound impul s e  and s to r e s  it fo r 
the moment. T he other, the mental impul s e  s e ction, ins tantly 
be gins bre aking down the image into basic c omponent s ,  and 
the s e  c omponents of the r e c eived tele pathic s i gnal are then 
c ompared with tho s e  in the machine' s  me mory bank s .  

" Within a f e w  mic r o - s e conds ,  the analyz e r  h a s  found an 
impul s e  exactly or ne arly exactly like the r e ceive d impul s e .  
Their c ombine d s trength activate s a s e mic onductor r elay. T hi s  
trigge r s  anothe r s to r ag e  bank i n  which are all the w o r d s  in 
Galingua-Korendian that c o r r e s pond to the mental impul s e s  in 
the fir s t  memory s e ction . This rele as e s  the appr.opriate word 
and al s o  the s to r e d  English word, and to gethe r they are r e c o r d ­
e d  as the output, and are the translations of e ach other. 

" The lar g e r  unit, r e c e ive d from Kor endo r, has no memor y  

banks in its elf, but is conne c te d  by dire ct S S R  line to the 
Mas te r  Language C e nte r's half-billion word memory ne twork . 

With thi s device, the r e  is no word that c annot be tr ans l ate d .  
" Once we h a d  learned the words, it w a s  a s imple matter to 

s tudy your tr ans mis sions fo r proper placement, inflection, 
paus e s ,  etc. 

" I  a s sume that your que s tions on this matte r have be en 
answe r e d. Jarren now cle aring to control." 

FLYING SAUCER GRO UPS AND C ONTAC TEES DIS C US S E D: 
Lin-E r r i  returne d. "Now we should like s ome information 
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from you. It concerns the various flying s auce r re se arch 
groups around your country, and indeed your world. " 

For the ne xt hour, the topic was s pace s hips , s pacemen, 
and s auce r clubs .  

Among othe r dis cu s s ions was the policy o f  many sauce r  
groups t o  dis credit the contactee s . T o  this she s aid, "It i s  
very distre s sing t o  find so much doubt i n  the minds o f  your 
people , concerning the communications between yourse lve s and 
the people from other planets . 

"It is fact that many of the se are e xactly as they claim to be . 
We pers onally have seen taped records , both picture and s ound, 
of the various contacts of s uch as Adamski,  Fry, Van Tas s e l, 
Ang�lucci, and Green. 

''Admittedly, the s tories which they relate are fantastic to 
the average man. But who could e xpe ct othe rwi s e ?  Does one 
e xpect to be told of a trip into oute r s pace on a dis coid ship 
powered by magnetic ene rgy, and find it no more e xciting than 
a drive from Los Ange le s  to San Franci s co? 

" My friend, if  the ir s torie s did not seem incredible , they 
would not be true . A ride in a s pace ship is not something that 
one can take for a few dollars any day of the ye ar. 

"The s e  people who give accounts of tremendous ship·s , rides 
to the planets,  and talks with the Mas te rs are not ave rage 
people . Each has been s creened carefully, as were you, and 
chos en for their particular task on the basis of the ir abilitie s  
and be lief i n  the cause o f  Unive rs al B rotherhood. The s e  people 
are the mode rn-day prophets , the media between you and our­
selve s . They give you information that we fee l  you must have . 

"The re are als o those people who, like yours e lf, having 
never seen us or been in a s aucer, are neve rthele s s  channels 
of information. Some are te lepathic. Others us e radio com­
munication as you do. When they s pe ak of s uch beings as 
Manka, Me rku, (who se re al name s ,  I might add, are Kel- Ran 
and Len - Myr, re s pe ctively), Ashtar, and Kla - La, and the fact 
that thes e  beings have been spe aking to them or through them, 
they are doing no le s s  than te lling the truth, which is  all that 
can be e xpected of anyone . 

" We fee l  that this antagonis m  toward contacte e s  shown by 
certain groups is a re sult of seve ral factors . Firs t there is 
the 'If we did not see it, it is not s o '  philos ophy held by so 
many of your people. On this note, we fee l  that a little 
jealousy may be re s ponsible for s ome attacks . 

"Als o, many minds are unable to cope with s omething con­
trary to eve rything they hold s acre d, eve rything they be lieve 
in, eve rything with which they have been indoctrinated during 
the ir live s .  

"Then of cours e there i s  the religious be lief that Te rran 
(Earth) man is a unique creation of God and, since that impre s ­
sion not only appe als to man's mys te rious nature but t o  his e go 
as we ll, s uch an impre s s ion is e xtreme ly hard to counte r and 
dis pel. 

"The re are a few who, as a re s ult of the ir contacts with 
extraterres trial brothe rs , have be come haughty and arrogant, 
rathe r than peace -loving and humble in their s e rvice to human­
ity. Other ne ce s s ary attribute s are devotion to the cause,  love 
of mankind, de sire for pe ace ,  and an unfailing drive de s pite 
obstacle s .  We have detected the s e  characte ris tics i n  you, and 
thus have chos en you for our voice to your people." 

WITHHOLDING S AUCER INFORMATION PERILS WORL D :  
When I told Lin -E rri o f  the gove rnment policy o f  withholding 
information on flying s auce rs , she replied : "If that be fact, 
then it is complete ly mad . 

"The public must be prepared for us,  be caus e eventually 
we are going to land, and the last thing in our minds is to cause 
panic. This preparation must be undertaken by re s pons ible 
people , and by authoritie s  in high po sitions whose words are 
re spe cte d by the multitude s .  

"Any group policy which would try to conce al information 
vital to public nee ds ,  and which would tend to refute what i s  
obvious t o  the mas s e s ,  is  both illogical and harmful. 

"If, in truth, your gove rnment is withholding information on 
our existance and our pre sence about your planet, then we can 
only s ay that it is an extreme ly dangerous and pre carious state 
of affairs . Do not the men re spons ible for thi s de libe rate 
affront on the inte lligence of their fellows realize that by with­
holding information that should be public, ( s ince in fact mo st of 
it came from the public), they are not only oppo s ing the pre­
paredne s s  of the populace for the inevitable , but are als o lo s ing 
whateve r e steem they might have by turning intelligent people 
against them through their fals ehoods,  de ceptions , and contin­
ued se crecy? 

"It would be be st if they we re to reveal all information 

about us and our crafts at once . They need not worry ove r 
panic that might ari 's e  from such a revelation; the people of 
your planet are conditioned to great shocks by now. Two world 
wars and the nucle ar bomb will prepare a race for practically 
anything. 

WORLD LEADERS C ONTAC T E D :  " We know through probe s 
of their file s that they po s s e s s  data that could change the course 
of life on Earth overnight. They know for e xample that the 
le ade r of the United Nations , Dag Hamme rs kjold, was contacte d 
three time s by Venus ians . 

"They know that Pre s ident Kennedy, during hi s time in the 
Pacific in the war, was contacte d .  They know that the Soviet 
le ade r, Nikita Khrushchev, was contacted twice . While on the 
topic of Rus s ian leade rs , Lenin was a pas s enge r  4 time s in a 
Martian craft, and Karl Marx was from the plane t Me rcury ." 
( The contacts mentioned above are not ne ce s s arily all inclus ive 
nor are they ne ce s s arily the late st s uch contacts.  - E d . ) 

" The ir file s contain information relating to meeting s of U . N. 
officials with amba s s adors from the local planets . 

GOVERNMENT FILES B ULGE WITH SAUCER PHOTOS : 
" Finally, they have information concerning many thous ands of 
s i ghtings,  and hundreds of photograph s .  

"The re is  of course much that they d o  not know . When they 
have re leased their information, we will add subs tantially to it . 
Until that time , nothing could be gained by our giving you that 
information, since a great deal of it is based on what they have 
locked away in their s e cret gove rnment file s .  

" We therefore fee l  that thi s withholding o f  vital information 
can bring only pe ril and harm to you, and should be abandoned 
in favor of a fre e ,  fast me ans of s preading s auce r  data around 
the world . Your pe ople cannot be prepared otherwi s e . "  

The re st of our dis cuss ion on s auce r re search groups was 
mos tly information on the ir qpe rations ,  plans , and methods . 

CATAS TROPHIC RES ULTS OF AT OMIC WARFARE: Afte r 
a few moments of informally swapping information about our­
s e lve s and our backgrounds ,  we turned to the que stions all 
men are asking - - - what can be done about atomic we apons ?; 
what can the s e  we apons do?; and how can thos e  in power be 
made to s e e  that bombs are unne ce s s ary? 

Lin -E rri 's voi ce grew s e rious , in contras t  to its usual 
me rry quality. " Let me first te ll you what you face if you 
engage in atomic warfare . 

"Ove r 9 5 o/  of your population would be wipe d out in the first 
few days . The re s t  would survive the war its e lf, if a certain 
condition doe s not occur. 

"The se few survivors would de gene rate to unreas oning 
s avage s ,  and live the live s of prowling s cavengers ,  hunting 
ince s s antly for what little food might be available . Without 
food, the ne xt step would be to e at human fle sh. The survival 
ins tinct is ve ry strong indeed, even to the e xtent of oblite rating 
what principle s one pos s e s s e s . 

" Thos e  few remaining would s oon die off be cause of radia­
tion, dis e a s e ,  and lack of treatment, or by the hand of a fellow 
s cavenge r. 

" Within 20 ye ars the planet Earth would be a barren he ll, 
unfit for habitation. As s uch, it would be de stroyed by the 
othe r solar s ystem planets , in orde r to e rase a grue s ome 
memory from the page s of the diary of the universe .  This 
would make the s olar status unbalanced, but such difficultie s  
are solvable s cientifically . 

UNITED NATIONS NEE DS S T RENGTHE NING : "As to what 
can be done about atomic bombs - - - they mus t be completely 
di smantle d .  All countrie s pos s e s s ing them must do s o .  In a 
late r contact, in which we will dis cus s the United Nations ,  we 
shall advi se you how to s trengthen thi s  group so that it can 
be come a truely effe ctive world organi zation. All nucle ar 
ability should be turne d ove r to the U . N.  in the meantime , and 
must not be under the control of any one country or group of 
countrie s .  The U . N. mus t  not under any circums tance s use 
thi s atomic power for othe r than constructive purpo s e s ,  such 
as for gene ration of s te am for e le ctricity in underground s ealed 
cave s .  Even this should be e liminated as more efficient forms 
of power be come available to you. 

"NE W WORLD E C ONOMICS " IS F UT URE C ONTAC T TOPIC : 
" The syste m  called Prior Choice E conomics , (Now called New 
World E conomics . - E d. ), which has been proposed by a le ade r  
of your s auce r movement, i s  a good means t o  insure that no 
nation will want war. We shall di s cus s this new e conomic plan 
in a future contact. 

THE PE OPLE SHOULD MAKE THEIR DES IRES KNOWN : 
" We must now s pe ak of you, the layman, the people who are 
affected by the policie s of your gove rnments . 

"In a free society, relative ly spe aking, such as the United 
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State s supports , all men are entitled to have op1n10ns and to 
e xpress  them. It is most unfortunate that so few use this privi ­
lege with which they are endowed. 

"The gove rnment of the United State s i s ,  as we are informed, 
e le cte d by the people to s e rve the people . That is the democ­
r acy of your system. Thy then do the people not let the mem ­
be r s  repr e s enting them in the government know what their  
de sire s are? 

"You are often invited to write to your congre s s man, or 
write to your repre s entative , etc. With such an opportunity 
given to you, why are you not us ing it to its fulle st e xtent? You 
have a say in the running of your country, since you put tho s e  
people i n  office. They must li sten to the pe ople ,  if the people 
will s pe ak out loud enough to be he ard through the din of con­
fusion that surrounds any gove rnment trying to keep its e lf s afe 
and s e cure . 

END T HE  ARMS RAC E - - - NOT THE HUMAN RACE : "You 
the public must make your de sires  known. You mus t te ll them 
that you are oppos ed to nucle ar war, that you are against arms 
r ace s .  You must inform them of your wish for pe aceful e xist­
ance in brothe rhood. This you must do in such numbe r s  that 
you cannot be ignore d .  

"When your government is finally convince d that arms , 
even controlled, are futile, then you mus t be s iege the other 
governments with this s ame e xpre s s ion of peace and humani ­
tariani sm. You must s tir up the people of tho s e  countrie s to 
do likewi s e .  

"It will take conce rte d effort - - - a great de al o f  i t  -- - to 
achieve wor ld peace,  but IT CAN BE DONE . It is NOT 
impos s ible . 

DEMAND AC TION FOR PEACE - - - NOT PREPARATION 
FOR WAR : "You of the We ste rn block of countrie s should be 
glad that you have some control ove r your government, that 
you are free to e xpre s s  your fee lings on matte r s  of wor ld 
policy, and that you are able to let the leade r s  know you want 
action toward peace instead of preparation for war . 

EXERCISE YO UR FREEDOM - - - S PEAK OUT AGAINS T 
WAR : "The governments under dictatorial control are not s o  
affected b y  the ir unde rling s .  They have n o  s ay i n  their coun­
trie s '  affair s .  What the gove rnment doe s  is strictly the bu s i ­
ne s s  o f  the government, and the people cannot oppose the 
le ade r s '  policie s ,  nor can they te ll their  leade r s  how they fee l  
that s ituations s hould be handle d .  They are mere pawns i n  a 
political che s s  game . 

"Y ou, my friends , are not so contr olle d .  Make us e of your 
fre edom to s pe ak out. Let the world know that the re is no 
longe r any place for warfare in an intelligent s ociety. 

UNIT Y OF PURPOSE C AN AC HIEVE EFFECT IVENESS O F  
AC TION : "Of cour se the re a r e  many who for get the ir rights to 
voice the ir opinions , s aying 'What can I do as one man in a 
world of people ?  1• One grain of s and is insignificant, but put 
them togethe r ,  and you get a mighty de s e r t .  

"One cell is of re latively little importance . I f  that cell, 
howeve r,  divide s and increas e s  in numbe r ,  the whole or gani s m  
soon comes into being. 

"On that s ame reas oning, although one man by himself can 
do little , many men of the s ame motivations and purpos e  can 
work mir acle s .  Although one 's lone voice 1s los t  1n the vast­
ne s s  of the wor ld, many vo1ce s can create a r e s ound1ng cry 
that will s hake the world to 1ts core - - - and they will not be 
ignore d  a s  ineffectual. 

11We of o the r  planets have come to E arth i n  orde r  t o  s tir  
you from your apathetic s lumber into an awarene s s  of  the 
world about you. We are trying to arouse you to action while 
you are s ti ll able to be aroused.  

" We have given you many mes sage s of  pe ace and hope . 
With the se you should arm your s e lve s ,  and advance en mas se 
to the fortr e s s e s  of hatred and fe ar that are all ar ound you. 
You mus t storm in and bring their trembling occupants to the 
side of the B r othe rhood . Then with your numbe r s  mounting 
into mi llions ,  you can deliver your we apons of pe ace to the 
governments of the wor ld. Togethe r you can shout loudly 
enough to ove r come any de afne s s  that might be residual in the 
political ears  of your leade r s . 

END OF TRANSMISS ION : " On  that note we must end this 
transmi s s ion, as always ,  with re gret. Our ne xt contact will 
be on August 19, at 0 2 0 0  E aste rn Standard Time. We will turn 
it to you for any final comments . '' 

I could think of nothing e ls e ,  so I thanke d them for this 
great honor and the wi s dom I had been given. Then I s poke of 
my own regrets at having to stop, and signed off. 

Lin-Erri  sounded a bit more jovial than she had be en a 
moment before,  and seemingly, they did not dwell on unple as -

antrie s ve ry long . 
"Lin-Erri  E lani for Korendian Re s e arch C raft, of the 

Alliance of Planets , i s  now clearing this channe l for two weeks . 
Good morning, B ob . "  

I whi s pered goodbye, and shut down the transmitte r .  As 
the light from its tube s fade d, I thought how also was the light 
of brothe rhood fading fr om my fe llow man, and vowed again to 
use the r e s t  of my life in wo rk for unive r s al peace . 

While the thoughts were s ti ll fre sh in my mind, fatigue 
be gan to overtake me , and I fell back on my pillow into dee p  
s leep. 

PART 3 
THIRD CONTAC T :  The date was August 1 9 ,  1 9 6 1 .  The 

time - - - 1 minute to 2 A. M .  The occas ion - - - the third 
contact with the Korendian s cienti sts .  

I watched as the sweep- se cond hand o n  the clock made its 
swing past the three.  Abruptly the silence was inte r rupted by 
voice s ,  obvious ly not intended for me . "Alliance C r aft RK- 11 
on Channe l 15 . Your signal is weak. T r ansmit for tuning 
purpo s e s ." The frequency was then occupie d by a high whining 
sound, that lasted 1 5  s e conds . "On channe l, Korendor . Stand 
by. RK- 1 1 . "  

The band was s i lent again e xcept for the hi s s ing noise of 
space and the unive r s e .  I awaited the hum that would indicate 
the signal to me fr om the Korendians . As it came ne arer to 
2 A. M . , I wonde red whe re the signal was . Had they been 
de laye d? Or we ren't  they going to contact? 

At 2 O ' clock sharp, the spe ake r bur st with sound. "In 
peace ,  greeting s ,  Bob .  We ' re te sting a new trans mitter 
which requires  no warm - up pe riod. How's our s i gnal strength, 
quality, etc. ? " 

I re plied, "You ' re doing fine. Nothing to worry about." 
MAS TER KALEN - LI S PEAKS : "E xce llent . We should not 

want you to mi s s  tonight ' s  me s s age s .  You will b e  s peaking, 
through our relay, to one of our most reve red Maste r s .  He is 
in hi s home on Korendor and is anxious to be gin. Since we are 
using "S " function trans mis s ion, the re will be approximate ly 
7 s e conds delay between your transmi s s ion, and that from 
Korendor,  which is  about 3 1 /2 s e conds e ach way .  We now 
turn you ove r to Kalen- Li, Unive r s al Mas te r . "  

7 s e conds late r a voice be gan to s pe ak.  It  was a deep 
voice , one that s ounde d as if  it we re e choing between the walls 
of infinity. It impre s s ed me immensely .  

"In peace ,  kalo, brothe r .  This is  not the last time that we 
shall s pe .ak togethe r ,  nor am I the only Mas te r with whom you 

shall communicate. You will in time be privileged to lis ten to 
Maste r s  far wis e r  than I, but I fe ar that for now you will have 
to be content with me . 

"I should like at thi s time to s pe ak of your people ,  your 
wor ld, and your de s tiny .

She s poke with all the joy of living 
that u s ually was characte ristic of he r .  " Please e xcus e  me . 
I ' ve never been aware that the Mas te r s  were s o  humorous .

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MARS, THE RED PLANET, by Monka 

( The following is a transcr ipt of Tape # 3 a  in the Or iginal 
Serie s  of Dick Miller S pace Tape s .  - E d . ) 

"Greeting s ,  my brothe r s .  I am Monka . My little talk at 
this time conce rns my planet and your close ne ighbor Mas ar , 
or,  as you call it, Mar s . As I stand and surve y  the view from 
our platform he re at K.  0. R. , the main communications cente r ,  
I shall de s cr ibe a few points o f  inte re st. T o  my left is a chain 
of high pe aks known to your as tronome r s  as the chain of 
mountains separating the Regie s e ctor from the area know as 
Utopia . K.O . R .  is located upon a high plateau in the north 
Re gie s e ctor . Before me stretche s the lower range s and then 
the de sert area. 

Your people have wonde red about the reddish color of our 
planet .  This is because of the pre sence of what you call iron 
oxide s and strontium oxide s in large quantitie s in our soil.  Our 
planet was formed l 1 /2 billion ye a r s  ago - - - as was your 
Earth .  The formation of this s olar system is much olde r than 
your s cientists e xpect. We have had civilization e xis ting for 
2 million years - - - crude at fir st ,  as is natural, but highly 
advance d at pre sent .  We have had thre e  great civilizations in 
our history. Our pre sent one is the mos t  noteworthy. I might 
mention that our atmo sphe re is quite breathable , although 
slightly le s s  dense than your own. It would require a 3 day 
conditioning on one of our craft in your atmo sphe re before we 
could pas s amongst your people with comfort. 

Our life he re is quite mode r ate . Our pe ople only work 
about 4 hour s each day. The balance of their time is s pent 
mos t  profitably in recre ation, s tudy, or leisure .  

In de s cr ibing our ar chitecture,  the dome d s tructure is 
mos t  prominent, although in a few instance s we r e s ort to a 
more artistic form, as circular r amps and towe r s .  

Our indus try is quite e xtens ive and w e  r ank s e cond only to 
Centuras as a produce r  of s pace cr aft . We s upply about 45o/ 
of all the craft of the Confe de r ation in this s e ctor.  The manu­
facture of the se cr aft is in most cas e s  accomplished by thought­
controlled automation industry under our planet's s urface . The 
larger craft are conceived in s pace ne ar the orbit of the planet 
you call Jupite r.  The reason for this is the abundance of ce r ­
tain metals upon that planet which we use in great quantity. 

None of our people work in factor ie s  or plants such as we 
find to be the case on your planet .  Only te chnicians are 
required to see that the prime functions are pe rformed, which 
occupie s only a s mall amount of their time . 

Our comme r ce consists of e xchanging s e rvice s for goods or 
products . The ir are no poor people on Mas ar ,  as each individ ­
ual is endowe d with a fixed amount of e xchangable credit for 
their life s pan. We have trans cended all disease and illne s s  on 
our own planet.  The refore,  we do not ne ed any medical pro ­
fe s s ion, e xcept in our craft, to analize new fo rms encounte red 
in our many e xpeditions to othe r planets.  T r ans portation on 
our planet is  by means of gravitron-controlled vehicles  or 
matte r - transmittal . By this latter means,  we are able to go 
anywhe re on or below our s urface instantly . 

Our gove rnment is compr is ed of a Council selected fr om 
the people by me ans of e xaminations which consume two ye ars 
of your time . Any citizen from our planet is  allowed to take 
the se te sts . Each individual is grade d according to their 
natural ability and classed accordingly . They pe rform work or 
se rvices along with othe r s  in their own s ocial level. This way 
we have no misfits . No one is e xpected to pe rform mo re than 
their abilitie s pe rmit. Should they w ish to reach a higher 
statu s ,  they me rely r e - ente r the te sts and proce e d .  This may 
be done at any time dur ing their live s . We call our Council 
'The Orde r  of the White C ros s ', as each membe r be ars that 
s ymbol as the highe st rating obtainable in our system. We find 
but one White C r o s s  be ing out of every 2 0 0 ,  000 of our popula­
tion. 

Diffe rent colors represent the orde r s  lowe r in educational 
and social status . The se groups inte rmingle socially by not 
wear ing their symbols . The refore the re is no cla s s  s ocial 
dis tinction. Occupations are ente red into voluntarily and do not 
demand more than is e xpected fr om the individual's e xamination 
grade s .  

Our children are taught in their home s or,  if they prefe r ,  
in cla s s rooms b y  audio and visual me ans . The ir le s s ons are 
pre sente d once a wee k, and they have the remainder of this 
week in which to submit their answe r s .  The gr ading is depend­
ent upon the correct s olutions and by what means the child 
arr ived at the s olutions . By this method we dis cover children 
who e xhibit outs tanding abilitie s .  It is not uncommon to find 
natural telepaths who do not need phys ical device s by which to 
communicate with one anothe r .  Other outstanding mental and, 
as you s ay, ps ychic abilitie s are al so dis cove red by this me ans . 

Each child r e ce ive s the instruction until they reach an age 
of 15 year s .  They are then permitte d to ente r the te sts at once , 
or to enter a spe cialized field of learning for a 5 ye ar pe r iod, 
and then undertake the te sts . This education is donated by the 
Council and is not dependent upon donations or taxation of the 
people . Rathe r ,  it is a public s e rvice rendered by the gove rn ­
ment . N o  charge s or fee s  a r e  requir e d .  There is n o  conceiv­
able limit to an individual's e ducation . They may progre s s  as 
far as they de s ire . 

I might mention he re that an individual 1 s mortal life s pan 
can be e xtended to a pe r iod of 400 ye ars by me ans of a revital ­
izing r ay machine we have developed. S igns of an age equiva­
lent to 50 ye ar s of your age occur only in the last ye ars of their 
live s .  They may then ente r a dis inte gration chambe r whe r e  
their phys ical bodie s a r e  reduce d t o  the b a s e  elements . 

The re is no fe ar of death, as you call it, among our people.  
They are thoroughly aware of this tr ans ition proce s s  from 
mate r ial into ethe r ic r e alms ,  and of a continue d e xistance of 
their immortal be ing or s pir it .  Howeve r ,  I shall not digre s s  
into this furthe r ,  a s  it shall b e  pre s ented in greate r detail in a 
future talk, as w ill al so our religious beliefs . 

Our arts and s cience s are well advanced beyond your con­
cepts at pre s ent, but I w ill mention that the mus ic you hear in 
the background was ' pre s ented to your people from our people,  
by me ans of a device capable of impr e s s ing the minds of ce rtain 
individual s who have e xiste d on your s urface in the past, and 
also the pre s ent . Shall we s ay the se individual s were inspired? 
The fundamental structure of this mus ic was bas ically s impli ­
fied for pre s entation to your pe ople and compose r s . 

Our planet is not ne arly so dre adful a place , as your 
astronome r s  are dis cove r ing . We r e ally have seve r al advant­
age s ove r the people on E arth, in various forms of phys ical 
conditions .  The canals as s een through your tele s cope s are 
really canal s .  They form an intr icate way of distr ibuting wate r 
from our polar regions to othe r re gions . 

I real ize I have caused many que s tions to ar ise in your 
minds ,  and many topics concerning our l ife have not been 
mentioned. The s e  s hall be dis cu s s e d  in the ne ar future . I 
would sugge s t  that a pe r iod of waiting be endured for a br ief 
while . 

The s ocial and educational s ystem might well be conside red 
by your pe ople . It is not beyond your pres ent capabilitie s to 
e s tablish .  It could be e xpr e s s e d  as the method to be employe d 
in what many of your people have refe r r e d  to as the New Age .  

Shall w e  s ay that provoking thought is one of our mo st ple as ant 
pas time s ?  

The re i s  much t o  learn, pe ople o f  E arth, before your planet 
can r e gain its r ightful place in this s olar s ystem. A re - o r gan­
ization of s eve r al of your bas ic conce pt s ,  s ocially and s cienti­
fically, will be ne ce s s ary before much progr e s s  w ill be attained 
It is the Confede r ation 1 s purpo s e  to pre s ent the information 
ne ce s s ary for your planet to bring this New Age into be ing - - ­
to bring our t:h.oughts fo rward at this time . 

We of the Confede ration do not approve of any government 
e xis ting on your s urface . Neither of your pres ent two world 
powe r s  is much bette r than the othe r .  The dawn of r e ason is 
shortly to come about . Our dis approval in this doe s  not mean 
we w ish to inte rfe re .  You may continue stumbling a long, 
g roping for the truth for as long as you de s ire . Only when your 
people will l ift their eye s  fr om the ground and look into their 
evening s kie s and note the orde rline s s  of the Unive r s e  and, 
mor e  important s till ,  the cre ative conscious ne s s  behind it, 
then, and only then, will you conce ive of what law and gove rn­
ment cons ists of. Spir itual awarene s s  is what is lacking. It 
has s tarte d w ith a few .  Soon it will e xtend to gr oups and then 
to mas s e s .  Until finally a B r othe rhood of Man, not nations , 
will e xis t on E arth. 

Our love for you, poeple of Earth ,  is much deeper than you 
think or r e alize . Pe rhaps it is ne ce s s ary to be s te rn and to 
s pe ak har shly. Force is the only thing which you appe ar able 
to conce ive of. Would it not be much bette r to try love and 
peace - - - brothe rhood of all men eve rywhe r e  upon your sur­
face ? My friends , we of the Confede r ation, many, many 
planets , love your people , even though you do not even as yet 
dream of the magnitude of our e xis tance . 

You have been told, people of E arth, by none other than our 
brother Hatonn, to come home . It might be well for you to 
think about this . We are your brothe r s . We intend to do only 
what the Creator has in mind for your planet .  We work togeth­
er.  Let  us s e e  how you work togethe r .  

Now I find I must le ave . My harshne s s  and abruptne s s  is 
pe rhaps only ne ce s s ary in orde r to impre s s  upon you the s e r ­
iousne s s  of what you think is r ight.

The s e  craft, guided by an intelligent cons ciousne s s  beyond 
anything we can conceive of, cons tantly roam the Unive r s e ,  
reporting all important events which transpire t o  the ir var ious 
local and Galactic T ribunals . We can als o  dir e ct the ir move ­
ments when we so de s ire . They, the Chronomonitor s ,  are 
manufactured by and are the ob s e rvant s e rvants of man. Their  
remarkable abi litie s are gifts from the C re ator . 

The individual planetary Solar T ribunals pe rform all the 
functions of the ir galactic counte rparts , only on a local level. 
Unlike the Galactic T ribunal, the local S o lar one s cons ist of 
9 Council membe r s .  Thi s ,  plus the fact that they rende r 
reports to, and are gove rne d by their  highe r parent organiza ­
tion, is the only diffe rence in function. 

The Chronomonitor s  are the 
policing and enforcement br anch of all law . They refus e to 
accept or act upon unwis e  de clarations of the Univer s a l  Law, 
as inte rpreted by T r ibunal s our ce s .

The s e  
craft contain powe r s  o f  offense and punishment s o  te r r ible 
that we neve r fear trans gres sion of the law going unpuni shed.  
We have neve r  witne s s e d  an occas s ion whe re the s e  craft have 
had to use the ir powers for de struction. I can only s tate that 
we are greatful that a Supreme Inte lligence ove r s e e s  man's 
affair s ,  and that we have r e ceived prai s e ,  r athe r  than punish­
ment, in our actions .
