EDITORIAL GABRIEL BLOWS HIS HORN 
In this issue, Bob Renaud, who became 21 on September lOth, 

continues the amazing narrative of his unusual contact with the Space 
People. We are very happy that a prediction, which the Space People 
made two years ago, that a nuclear test ban treaty would be signed, 
has come true. (See Part 6, page 5.) This seems indicative to us of 
the Space People's influence in contributing to a general relaxation of 
world tension, and is a positive step in the right direction toward 
peaceful resolution of international differences.

Saucer story, depending upon the sum total of his past experience. We find that no matter 
how dogmatic people are in their understanding of "truth", beliefs do change as many false 
concepts gradually give way to more enlightened awareness. When the time is made right, 
through a gradual educational process, and the people of Earth are adequately prepared, 
then the Space People themselves will prove the reality of their existance, and much more 
truth will then be known and accepted as scientific fact.

Toni ght we want to info rm you of ope r ations being 
c a r r i e d  out by the l o c al pl ane ts . Our planne d c onta ct 
with Mas t e r  Kalen-Li fo r next time , has been po s tpon ­
ed until De c .  3 0th . Ins te a d ,  fo r thi s  and the next four 
contac ts , we wish to give you s ome s pe c ial infor ma­
tion which your pe ople will pr obably not he ar from any 
othe r s ource , and whi ch we reque s t  that you ke e p  
se c r et until we give you s e c ur ity c l e a r ance o n  it . ( J u s t  
rele a s e d  i n  Se pte mbe r 19 6 3 .

"Actually , the ope r ations we w ill di s c us s have 
been going on fo r hund r e d s  of ye ar s . Howe ve r ,  only 
re cently has your s c ie nce advanced s uffi c ie ntly to r e ­
ce ive the info rmation w ithout c alling it witchc r aft and 
de moni s m ,  or in fac t  to unde r s tand it at all . 

T HE TE C HNOLOGY OF MIND IMPRESS ION: " The 
ope r ation to which we refe r i s  c alle d  the S o mnivi s ion 
Proj e c t .  With it ide as are impr inte d into s e l e c te d  
pe ople dur ing s l e e p ,  whi ch the s e  s ubj e c ts the n c r e dit 
to the m s e lve s .  

"In pr inc iple , as we will tell y o u  i n  the next c on ­
tac t ,  the human mind i s  a fo rm o f  ene r gy. When i n  the 
body , each mind has a di s tinct fre que ncy of ope r ation , 
de pending on the particular characte r i s tic s of that 
brain which it inhabits . While we do not c o mpl ete ly 
unde r s tand it , we know that it has to do with magnetic 
or as you c all it, e l e c t r i c al ,  c i r c uit dimens i ons w ithin 
the ne urons . 

"The ins tr ument u s e d  to pr oduce Somnivi s ion , the 
Omnifr eque ncy Py s chpr int Uni t ,  is de s igne d to r e gi s ­
te r this characte r i s ti c  freque ncy via a p r obe b e am , 
which is tr aine d on the mind from a unit in a s mall , 

th re e - foot diame te r s c out s hi p. ( Detaile d te chnic al 
data omitte d he r e . - E d . )  

' ' Wheneve r S omnivi s ion i s  t o  b e  unde rtake n ,  a 
b e am i s  s e t  up fr om a s c out hove r in g  low ove r the 
home of the pe r s on to be impre s s e d ,  and a relay i s  
be gun through it t o  the mind. S ince the fr e quenc i e s  
a r e  pha s e d ,  any modul ation on the be am woul d  be c on ­
s ide r e d  b y  the br ain a s  a n  impul s e  from the mind i t ­
s e lf, and t r e ated as anothe r thought. 

" Depe nding on the s t r en gth of thi s  be am , we c an 
c aus e anything from me r ely a vague memo r y  of the 
' dre am '  to a ve rbatim r e c o r ding in the b r ain . This c an 
be c ompa r e d  to a r adio fee ding a tape re c o r de r .  When 
the inc oming s ignal i s  we ak and di s to r te d, only o c c a ­
s ional s natche s o f  the p r o g r am a r e  intelligible . As the 
s i gnal s tre ngth incr e a s e s , more i s  r e c o r de d  that c an 
be unde r s to o d ,  until , at a hi gh s tre ngth ,  the tape i s  an 
exact dupl i c ate of the p r o g r am . "  Pe rhaps that ' s  the way 
I ' m able to t r an s c r ibe the i r  c o nve r s ations , a s  they told 
me I woul d  be able to do. When I am ready to w r ite 
the m dow n ,  the w o r d s  j u s t  s e e m  to flow . Mte rw a r d s - - ­
blank ! I c an ' t  w r ite it down a c c u r ately a s e c ond time. 
No rmall y ,  I might be able to re me mbe r po rtions of a 
c onve r s ation , but to r e l ate an entir e  c onve r s ation from 
memo ry w o ul d  be impo s s ible unle s s  I s tudy i t  for hour s . 

INVE NT ORS GE T HE L P  FROM ADVANCE D 
E X T RATERRES T RIALS: " The g r e at inve ntions of your 
time - -- r adio , tel e vi s ion , nuc lear powe r ,  and the 
airplane , for e xample - - - are for the mo s t  pa r t  a r e ­
s ult of thi s impr inting . " Then I had been on the r i ght 
t r a c k  when I had often wonde r e d  abo ut the po s s ibil ity 
that invento r s  minds a r e  ' in s pi r e d '  by g r e ate r intelli­
gence s .  

" T he r e a s on we do thi s  dur ing s l e e ping hour s i s  
that w e  find that i n  a c ons c ious s tate , the ac tive mind 
tends to di s to r t  the info rmation a c c o r ding to its own 
e xpe r ience s ,  prejudic e s , and the o r ie s , r athe r than 
taking it as i s . To preve nt thi s , we cho o s e  a time 
when both the c on s c ious and s ub c on s c ious mind c an be 
by-pas s e d .  Sleep i s  that time . 

"In c e r tain ins tanc e s ,  we us e Infr aception , a ve r­
i at_ion of S omnivi s i on ,  which impr ints on a l e ve l  of c on­
s c iousne s s  j u s t  be l ow the c on s c ious . This i s  c alled 
' daydreaming ' .  We c oul d ,  if de s i r e d! ove r r ide the 
c ons c ious mind , but thi s woul d  be f o r c eful inte rve ntion . 
The refo r e , we do not indul ge in thi s  s o rt of thin g . 

"For now , we s ign out . Va i luce eno nol s i  uni r . 
Lin-E r r i  fo r RK- 1 1 .  " 

Wow , that was short but powe rful ! Now I woul d  
alway s wonde r whe the r "new i de a s " we re mine , o r  
whe the r the y h a d  be en given to m e  b y  m y  s pace fr iends 
via mind- impr e s s ion . So now to s l e e p  -- - and may 
the re be s ome exciting " d r e am s " to reme mbe r !

" T he min d ,  as you we re tol d ,  is an e ne r gy fo r m . 
It ha s five s e pa r ate leve l s  of e xi s te nc e , in o r de r: 
unc ons c ious , s ubcons c ious , c ons c ious , ult r a c on s c ious, 
and the unifying l e ve l. 

" T he unc on s c ious mind i s  the part in whi ch d r e ams 
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THE BOB RENAUD STORY (Cont'd) 
are formed. It also serves as the memory bank. 

"The subconscious, the next level, is the area 
where information is stored until such time as it is 
filed in the unconscious. It also serves to collect in­
formation from the unconscious on command from the 
conscious. 

"The conscious mind is the wakened mind, the 
information-gatherer for the whole mind. Through it 
the five basic senses relay their impressions to the 
other levels. It is also the control center. 

"The ultraconscious is the sixth sense, and the 
vehicle for parapsychic functions such as telepathy, 
clairaudience, clairvoyance, etc. 

"The unifier, or unifying level, is the highest state, 
the level at which all matter in the Universe is in 
rapport with the combined All-Mind, known by other 
names, among them Almighty, Creator, and God. 

"This level is the one in which every existent 
thing is united with every other. All minds are as one, 
and the energies forming matter are a part of it like­
wise. The All-Mind controls the Universe to the 
limits possible. It does not know the future, and can­
not cause predestination. While each person is part of 
the All-Mind, the conscious is the personality and in­
dividuality, and is not controlled by the All-Mind to 
the extent of interference in the conscious mind's 
affairs. It can suggest, guide, direct, but it cannot 
control. On the contrary, it can be controlled if 
enough conscious minds unite, since the conscious 
minds, being the personalities, are inherently stronger 
in unison than the All-Mind. 

"One level that we are to discuss in particular is 
the ultraconscious. It is controlled directly by both the 
conscious and the All-Mind, and is the conscious' 
direct link with the Universe, matter and energy. This 
level is the seat of all psychic abilities. We shall 
discuss each of these briefly. 

TELEPATHY: "First, telepathy, since that is the 
most common phenomenon. In simple terms, it is 
mind-to-mind resonance. The mind, as we told you 
last time, is ·a form of energy with a set frequency, 
different from any other. While this frequency cannot 
be changed, there is another, a universal frequency, 
which can be turned on or off at will by the individual. 
It is on this frequency that telepathy occurs. 

"When the mind is not generating this frequency, 
it will neither transmit nor receive impulses, and will 
be impervious to telepathy. When generated, however, 
it is receptive to messages from throughout the Uni­
verse. It can select from any of these at will, shutting 
out all others. When this is done, then an automatic 
psychic block is imposed that forbids listening in by 
others not involved. 

"This rapport can be established between any num­
ber of minds, but once set, it is impervious to outside 
probing, by either psychic or electronic means. 

"Usually, no one keeps his mind open to calls, and 
so a form of mental paging is used to gain the desired 
party's attention. Then, by either the Visiphon or by 
telepathy, the communication can begin. 

"The people who have developed their telepathic 
abilities can change the phasing of their transceptor 
frequency at will, which is usually necessary, since 
the impulses are almost never synchronized to the ex­
tent required. 

"You of Earth are unfortunately too closed-minded 
about telepathy and related phenomena to bother devel­
oping your latent abilities. Once you arrive at an age 
of five years or more, it is extremely difficult to 
stimulate the growth of telepathy. It must be cultivated 
from birth. 

"In line with telepathy are clairaudience (hearing 
at a distance) and clairvoyance (seeing at a distance). 
Both are beyond the range of the normal senses and 
without electronic help. In cases like these, the All­
Mind is brought in. Since it encompasses all, it is 
aware of everything that happens anywhere in the 
Universe. If a conscious mind should therefore wish 
to see at a distance, it need only work through the 
ultraconscious, requesting a view of a scene, etc. 

"On other occasions, the All-Mind may elect to 
provide this view unasked, and these are the sudden 
'flashes' often heard about, even on your planet. This 
refers only to simultaneously occuring events. For 
prescience, the All-Mind may project an image of what 
could very well occur if a certain pattern of events 
were to continue uninterrupted. In more cases than 
not, nothing much can be done about the sequence, so 
in effect, the image becomes a prediction. 

TELEPORTATION: "Teleportation by mind power 
is an accomplishment of many Space People. It is 
done by calling upon the All-Mind to disassemble one's 
body in one place and rebuild it in another. This can 
be done by either converting the body to energy which 
is relayed and reverted, or by disintegration of the 
body into basic atoms of hydrogen, and rebuilding 
from available atoms at the other end. In either case, 
it is instantaneous, since the All-Mind knows no time 
barriers. Teleportation can also be achieved by 
means of instrumentation. 

"Telekinesis is a variation of this, by which a 
mind can control matter, either of his own body or of 
an outside mass, up to the point of teleportation. He 
can change its form, move it, shatter it, as-semble it, 
recreate it, etc. In this case, the All-Mind is the go­
between from the mind to the matter, both of which 
compose it. 

"Spiritualism we won't discusss. It is peculiar to 
Earth, and seems to be an unenlightened misconstru­
ance of the All-Mind and the ultraconscious. Fortune­
telling is hokum insofar as direct prediction of the 
future is concerned. Perhaps the All-Mind might work 
through a person to provide a picture of the outcome of 
an eventual sequence, but to claim one can for see the 
future is inaccurate. 

"Materializations, if genuine, come under either 
teleportation or telekinesis. 

"What has been thought of in the past as 'witch­
craft' was merely superstition influencing people's 
thinking concerning psychic phenomena. In the days of 
old when people believed in the devil and evil spirits, 
it was easy to suppose that anything not explainable by 
normal means was a manifestation of the 'residents of 
the underworld'. Since science has begun to shed light 
on the real nature of previous generations' beliefs, 
witchcraft and demonism are fading into obscurity, and 
parapsychic functions have been understood for what 
they are. 

"As to ghosts, spectres, gremlins, and wee people 
who wear green hats and have pointed ears, let's just 
say that I doubt that I'll ever see one of them. The 
possibility of the ultraconscious manifesting in the ma­
terial world is always there, but it's very uncommon. 

"Finally, in closing, we shall mention the abnor­
mality of the mind which you call insanity. In some 
cases·, where voices are heard, the mind has acciden­
tally opened the frequency to reception, and cannot be 
shut off at will, nor is it selective. In most cases, 
insanity is a disruption, either physical or psychologi­
cal, of the continuity of current flow in the brain, 
which de strays the coherence of the mind's relationship 
to the body.
