. "In relation to the whole 
UFO situation, there is a ' 
prev a i ling atmosphere in 
Wash ington that doesn't please 
me in the least," the 
Congressman revealed to UFO 
R EVIEW in -_. exclusive 
interview conducted in- his plush 
offices. "There seems to be a 
fil m  of secrecy that prevails 
around this subject, and this 
attitude is very puzzling to me in 
light of President Carter's 
pre-etectic:>n pledge to start a 
tul l-scale UFO ·inquiry . It's odd 
to my way of thinking that 
t h e r e ' s a b so l u te l y  n o  
cooperation on the part of the 
various branches of this 
administration to get to the 
bottom of what's going on !" 

Biaggi feels that the time is

Scot land has its Loch Ness 
monster, while  the Himalayas 
serve as home for ·the 
abombinable snowman, but just 
between you and I, Ohio is 
definitely the creature capitol of 
the United States. And with 
more and more serious 
U FOiogists attempting to 
establish a connection between 
the appearance of such bizarre 
beasties and U FOs, it's not 
surprising to di�cover that this 

.mid-western state is also a 
continual  hot bed of flying 
saucer activity. 

The fol lowing type of 
creatures have been sighted 
wandering about Ohio on pretty 
much a regu lar basis: 

BIGFOOT 

May 18, 1977 around 8 :30 P.M., 
when two boys were chased by a 
huge hairy creature through a 
fie ld  in Preble County, just 
south of Eaton, Ohio. 

The boys were out walking 
their dog, when she got excited 

· over something. The dog started 
running away from the boys and 
they ran after her,  final ly  
catching her  and picking her  up. 
Suddenly they sme l led this 

_ awful odor, l ike rotten eggs. 
When they 'turned around, they 
saw this creature standing about­
nine feet tal l ,  weighing about 
500 pounds, with dirty brown 
fur and white eyes. Its arms were 
rea l  long, hanging almost to the 
ground. The creature started 
chasing the boys down Old 
Camden Pike and th rough a 
field. As the boys neared their 
house, the creature stopped and 
seemed to vanish. 

The boys' mother said she was 
convince? of her sons' story. 
They were s� scared in fact, that 
they didn't want any windows 
or doors open. Even when the 
Sherriff arrived they were stiH 
shaking and could hard ly get the 
words out of their mouths to tel l  
what had happened .. 

A sma l l  team of investigators 
arrived upon the scene and 
started searching the area where 
the incident took p l ace, l ooking 
for any physical evidence. Down 
a sma l l  creek bed, and up a hil l ,  
researchers Ron Schaffner and 
Bil l Johns fou nd two prints. One 
was in good shape, while the 
other was a l l  but ruined. They 
estimated the footprint to have 
been made about one week 
before the boys' sighting. The 
print measured 14 inches long, 7 
inches wide, and the distance 
betvveen the two prints .was 
about 6Y:z feet. 

I t's most interesting to note 
that this brgfoot had white eyes. 
Most witnesses usual ly observe 
red or green eyes that glow, or 
reflect l ight. Ron questioned the 
boys on this point in detai l ,  
attempting to make them change 
their story, but they stuck to 
their original account. 

During the summer of 1967 
near Midd letown, Ohio, a hug� 
bird was seen flying over several 
farm houses. Mr. James Morgan 
said the creature had a wingspan 
of between 1 5 and 20 feet, and 
was dark in color. He cou ldn't 
describe the exact color, as it 
was a l ready past dusk.

In May of 1977, a small 
beagle puppy was snatched from 
a farm and dropped in a pond 
600 feet away. The owner, Mrs. 
Greg Schmitt, said she didn't 
witness the event, but a neighbor 
claimed he saw the puppy 
picked up by a huge bird. This 
happened in Rabbit. Hash, 
Kentucky, a small rural town 
along the Ohio River. 

Also in May of 1977, in 
Middletown, Ohio, a couple saw 
a huge bird with a wingspan of 
17 to 20 feet.

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The ' Loveland Frog' is 
perhaps one .of the strangest 
c as e s  involving unknown 
creatures seen either in Ohio or 
elsewhere for that matter. This 
amphibian was observed by two 
Loveland policemen at different 
times during 1 972. 

The first incident took place 
on the cold night of March 3,

( Ps eudonym) was driving 
towards Loveland an Riverside 
Road. He was ·driving slow; due 
to the icy road conditions, when 
he saw what looked like a dog 
by the side of the road. He . 
stopped the car, and this animal 
stood up immediately when the 
headlights fell on its body. 
Officer Williams suddenly 
realized it wasn't a dog ! With it's 
eyes illuminated from the lights 
on the car, it looked at the 
officer for a few seconds, then 
turned and leaped over the 
guardrail, sliding down the 
embankment into the Little 
Miami River. Officer Williams 
described the creature as three 
to . four feet tall, weighing 

Both Officers' jobs · were on 
the line for a while, but mo�t of 
their fellow patrolmen believed 
their stories. Many attempts 
w e re made during the 
investigation to prove the 
officers' stories a hoax. 
However, all such attempts 
proved fruitless. Even if a hoaxer 
were to purchase a giant frog or 
lizard costume, how could this 
person or party know exactly 
when the patrolmen would be 
on Riverside Road? The 
temperature during those nights 
was about twenty degrees and 
the ground was frozen.

wh ich lacked eyebrows, looked 
normal, the no5e was indistinct, 
and the top of the head had a 
painted-on-l ike-hair effect, l ike a 
plastic dol l with corregated or 
rol ls of fat running horizontally 
over a bald head. 

According to M r. R.H., the 
middle- . biped, and the one 
closest to h im, was first seen 
with h is arms raised about a foot 
above his head, and appeared to 
be holding a dark-colored chain 

· on a stick, which gav� off 
. blue-white sparks jumping from 

one hand to the other. Mr. R.H. 
wanted to get closer. However 
by the time he reached the front 
fender of h is car, the creatures 

. made a sl ight "un-natural" move 
towards him as if to wam him 
not to come any closer. Heeding 
the warning the · witness just 
stood there for several minutes 
simply watching in amazement. 
The next thing he remembered 
he was on his way to his friend's 
office. 

This same year, 1955, seemed 
to · be a_ time of repeated landings 
coupled with the sightings of 
l ittle men. Again in the Loveland 
area, a prominent businessman 
saw four .,strange l ooking 
creatures" about three feet tall 
standing under a bridge. He 
reported . the incident to the 
police and an armed guard was 
placed there. A similar event 
supposedly had taken place near 
Batavia, Ohio. 

Yet again that same year, a 
police officer, whi le on patrol 
along the Little M iami R iver, 
observed four .,l ittle men," · 
about three feet tal l .  They were 
huddled in a group and were 
described as having features and 
making gestures not at all 
h�man. 

All four of these cases 
happened within a short distan�e 
of each other, near the Little 
Miami River. An underground 
river and caverns exist in-· this 
same area, an important finding 
as we shal l  see when we draw 

. our conclusions. 
Fairfield, Ohio 'was the place 

where · a three to four-foot tal l  
hairy: .creature was sighted in 
October of 1973. Four P$Qple 
witnessed th is event around 9: 1 0  
P.M. They al l agreed that the_ 
creature had very l ong- arms, 
glowing eyes, moved very_· ·fast

The last case I 'l l  mention took 
place on a winter night in 1972,

Road. A Mrs. C.J. was returning 
home from a ·late engagement 
when she saw the outl ine ·of a 
great black fel ine cr:ouched on 
an abandoned garage. The . 
creature's eyes were g�owing . 

· green and it gave out 1 a cry 
something l ike · a woman 
screaming. Animals l i ke black 

panthers, are thouW1t to be 
extinct in Ohio, being more 
native. to foreign lands. 

Natural ly, the question sti l l  
remains: Why does Ohio attract 
so many different types of 
creatures? Let's look at a few of 
the possibil ities and evaluate the 
various theories. . 
. The Ohio River Val ley has· 
continual ly been the focal jloint 
of both creature and UFO flaps 
in recent · years. Along these 
same river banks are l ocated 
many caves where these 
creatures could J)ossibily· be 
l iving. Ohio also has a magnetic 
fault l ine situated near Ravenna 
- a lot of U FO . siW.tings occur 
near such fault Jines all over the 
world • . . 

Besides . Ohio, the bordering. 
states of Kentucky, Indiana', 
Michigan and West Virginia have 
also had their share of such 
bizarre reports. · Personally, I feel 
that these states somehow form 
a huge window area that l inks 

· them with the past and/or the 
f u t u r e .

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A N EW F LAP 
The summer brought about a 

new rash of UFO s ightings and 
encounters of various k ind�, but 
the flap actual ly started to bui ld  
i n  May, 1 978. I n  fact, some of 
the most interesting reports 
occurred at a t ime when the 
Northern · Hemisphere was sti l l  
try i ng to shake off the· final 
chi l l s  of a severe winter. 

Tasman i ans experienced a 
frightening flap; seven witnesses 
in Italy fled when a huge, 
s i lver-clad alien ·

flashed a 
bl inding l ight at them;_ In 
Oarksburg, W. Va., a young man 
poked his  arm through what 
may have been a fourth-dimen­
sional mach i ne;· and _, i n  
R oc k wood, Mich., Marie 
Schmidt reported one of the 
weirdest- looki ng U FOs on 
record. 

Mrs. Schm idt, a widow, had 
. returned from hav ing d inner 

with friends and was s itt ing 
watch ing telev ision about 1 0  
p.m. when she spotted a huge 
i l luminated object outside her 

· window. It  seemed to be very 
.close : " tf the window had been · 
open I bel ieve I could have 
touched it, "  she declared. · 

She descri bed it as a gigantic 
gray machine with a scrol led tai l  
"l i ke a Vik i ng sh ip. "  It  was 
i l l um inated only on the bottom 
with many ind iv idual l ights and 
a large flood I ight across the 
back. She saw only the side �t 
first because it was so large that 
it f i l led her p icture window.

confirmed yet, Speigel even 
· hopes to have a taped message 
from none other than President 
Jimmy Carter, relating the 
ci rcymstances on h is own UFO 
experience. 

"We haven 't spoken with the 
President yet," notes researcher 
Speigel ,  "but qordon Cooper 
has told . me that he th inks he 
can arrange a meeting for this 
very pu rpose. " To say the least, 
the bearded U FOiogist, whose 
credentials are beyond reproach, 
is very excited over the 
prospects, as wel l  we a l l  should  
be.
