Over the yea rs certa in pu bl ishers 
have tried to "share" the i r  own 
pol itical preferences with the i r  
readers. Th rough cleverly d is· 
guised ed itorials, attempts have 
been made to push both 'extreme 
right and left wing ph i losoph ies. 
I n  the early 1950's one U FOio­
g ist _came out openly i-n support 
of the Amerrcan-Nazi party, 
whi l e  years later a F l orida-based 
investigator repri nted articles in  
his publ ication strai ght out  of 
�ohn Birch Society l iterature. 

Of course th is is America, and 
as opposed as one m ight be to 
any v iew, the Constituti on' does 
al l ow for pol i tical freedom . 
R ight now there is even a · 

s e l f - p ub l i sh e d a uthor who 
uti l izes the swasti ka in  h is  
magazine ads, clai m ing that 
Hitler is a l ive and in h id ing at 

�. the South�le. We even remem­
ber read i ng somewhere that l d i  
Amin, the power hungry African 
d ictator, purports to have had a .  
U FO s ighting and rel ated vis ion 
\Nhile in deep med i tation .  I n  the 
vision, supposed ly he saw h im­
self  as· a ruler l ead ing h is  nation 
to a posit ion of power. Some 
contactees have even used thei r  
influence t o  try and "se l l "  to 
the i r  fol l owers ph i losoph ies that 
very closely resemble particular  
pol i tical .a ims, even though they 
c la im that these "pearls · of 
wisdom" came di rectly  from the 
"Space Brothers. " 

F rankly�e find pol it ics 
bori ng. Somehow we can't help 
but hope that other worlds in 
space h ave long ago given up 

; tryi ng to force the i r  citi zens i nto 
t ak ing a particular pol itical 
pos ition. In a futuristic society 
pol it ics should be unimportant, 
the wel fare of the indiv idual of 
major concern. Th ink of it­
without pol iticians, and pol itics, 
the re would be no taxes, no wars 
and no chance of a "Hitler" 
getting into power.

It 's an establ ished fact that 
U FO sighti ngs have orig inated 
from even the smal lest and most 
remote countries on the face of 
the earth . Whether i t's from·the 
c ontinent of Africa, South 
America, North:America, Asia  or 
Europe, the descripti on of. these­
strange crafts and thei r  a l ien 
occupants are so str iki ngly a l ike 
as to rule out the l ike l ihood of 
coi ncidence or coliusion on 'the 
part of observers.

UFO REVIEW: Give us a l ittle bit 
background- how did you get

SPIEGEL: There's no way of 
telling. The delegations can take as 
long as they want to del iberate the 
issue before them. 'We'll just·have to 
wait and see what happens. I can tell 
you this - they ware very interested 
this morning, especially when Col. 
Larry Coyne told ·his story. The 
delegates were really listening at this 
point. We're heading into the debate 
shortly and fNentually the delegates 
will have to make up their mind­
take a vote. 

UFO REVIEW: And Viihat if there 
is a UFO committee organized as part 
of the U.N.? 

SPIEGEL: Well they're going to 
try and set up a thr .. to-seven 
member expert group, maybe headed 
by people l ike Dr. Hynek and Jacque 
Vallee. This group wil l  spend a few 
months and will then make some 
recommendations of their own 
supposedly by June 30th, 1979, 
though that is a very l iberal estimate. 

UFO REVIEW: How about your 
own research activities- how will 
you be fOllowing up the good work 
you have already done here today? 

SPIEGEL: I'm going to start work 
o n  a major  documentary for 
television. 

UFO REVIEW: Will this be based 
upon what you've already tried to get 
accomplished at the U.N.? 

SPIEGEL: We'd rike to use 
portions of what happened in the 
U.N. today- fNerything was video 
taped. It will probably be a year 
before anything can be finalized as 
far as the world body is concerned. 
because they really like to prolong 
things, and they really don't l ike to 
spend money if they can help it. 

UFO -REVIEW: Outside of 
G renada,  what countries have 
indicated to you that they are wil l ing 
to support such a project? 

SPIEGEL: Chile, Spain, I believe 
the Netherlands. Maybe Canada. 
South Korea. France, of course, with 
their official group. But, I think a lot 
of countries are going to be looking 
for what the United States has to say. 

UFO REVIEW: Do you know if 
there was any ·,.top level" message 
delivered to Prime Minister Gairy or 
a nyone e l se from the U .S. 
government? 

SPIEGEL: Not that I know of. 
However, last week, the Grenada 
delegation was lobbying for support 
among the other countries, and the 
U.S. representative said they had 
nothing against having Col. Larry 
Coyne speak, but they still wouldn't 
necessarily support the resolution. A 
lot of things can hapj)en. It has a lot 
to do with the political atmosphere 
when the final vote is taken. But, 
let's not speculate anymore. Let's 
adjourn downstairs-and ..,_ what's 
going to take ·place in conference 
room four. 

Hynek jumped to the other s ide 
of· the fence and soon began 
question ing ·the same pol icy that 
he had hel ped establ ish wh i le an 
employee f the U .S. govern-
ment.· . ·-But times have changed. Since 
h i s  gett ing out from under 
Project Bluebook's bootstraps, 
Hynek . has been more than 
wi l l ing to examine the bel ief 
system he  was once an i ntim·ate 
part of. 

F r o m  a skeptic he has 
devel oped i nto a hard-nosed 
bel iever who refuses to take NO 
for an answer. Determ ir)ed t� get 
to the bottom of th is puzzle,  he 
has started his own i nvestigative 
agency, The Center for UFO 
Studies, and has even gone so far 
as to act as a consultant for 
Steve Spei lberg's mult i -m i l l i on 
dol lar  movie,  Close Encounter-s 
of the Third K i nd. Criticized by 
some for h is i nvolvement in a 
Hol lywood production, Hynek 
acknowledges that to his.way of 
th i nk ing the posit ive benefits of 
th is mass med ia  mot ion picture 
by far outweigh the negative 
aspects any such fi l m  mi ght have 
had on the pu bl ic. 

Stroki ng h is beard from ti me 
to t ime {a trademark ) ,  D r. 
Hynek told the U . N .  committee 
exactly what was on h is mind. 

"Mr. Chai rman, there exists a 
global phenomena the scope and 
extent of which is not general ly  
recogni zed. I t  is a phenomena so 
strange and so foreign to our 
terrestri al mode of thought that · 
i t  i s  frequently met with 
rid i cule.  Yet the . phenomena 
persists - it  has not faded away 
as we thought it would. I nstead 
it has touched the I i ves of an 
increas ing number. of people 
a round the world. " 

· 

Hynek stated that "a Card ina l  
m istake, and a source o f  great 
confus ion has been the a lmost 
un iversal substitution of an 
i n t e r pretation of  the U FO 
phenomena. Th is is aki n to 
ascribing the Au rora Boreal is 
{Northern Lights )  to ange l ic 
c o m m u n i c a t ions before we 
understood the physics of the 
solar wind. Nonetheless, in the 
p o p u l a r m i nd t h e  U F O 
phenomena is ·associated with 
the concept of extraterrestria l  
inte l l igence and th is might yet 
prove to be correct in some 
context. Sure ly it wou ld be a 
huge joke on al l of us if evidence 
of extraterrestrial  inte l l igence 

right here under ou r noses 
the t ime wh i le  great efforts 

spent search ing for it 
lsewhere. " 

Try ing h is best to pronounce 
w9rds flying saucers in a 

a lf-dozen fore ign languages, 
Hynek drove home the poi nt 
that " U FOs are defin itely  on the 
minds of many people, and 
indeed according to ou r records 
U F O  reports h ave been gathered 
from 1 33 d i fferent countries." 
Out of- ttfese · some 63, 144 
sightio.gs a l arge percentage have 
been made by cred ible observers 
i n c luding, "astronauts, radar 
experts, m i l itary and commercia l  
p i l ots.,.. officials of governments, . 
--nd scientists yes, even 
astronomers I" 

· Going beyond mere reports of 
l i ghts in the daytime �nd even ing 

sky, Hy·nek . was riot the least bit 
b a sh f u l  when it came to 
d i s c u ss i ng . the tru ly wei rd 
aspects of many cases he has 
persona l ly  investigated. 

''.We also have on f i le  some 
e x t r e m e l y  i n tri g u i n g a n d 
p ro v o catively strange events 
�xperienced by h igh ly reputable 
p e rso ns- e v e n t s w h i ch 
chal l enge ou r present concept ion 
of the-world about us and which 
may i ndeed s ignal  a need for a 
c h a n ge i n  some of these 
concepts. In a rad io  broadcast to 
the F rench nation recently the 
M i nister · Qf Defense_ of that 
c o u n t r y,. d i s c u ss i n g t h e  
i m p o r t a n c e  o f  t h e t r uly· 
Unknowns, stated : ' I  must say 
that if the l isteners cou ld see for 
t h e m se l ves the number of 
reports being i nvestigated by our 
l aw enforcement people,  you 
wou ld see that it is a l l  pretty 
disturbi ng. I must emph as ize 
that in this U FO busi ness it is 
very important to retai n  an open 
mind. ' " 

O f f  t h e  r e c o rd, Hynek 
acknowledges that he has had the 
opportun ity to speak with other 
scientists who refuse to state 
publ icly the i r  bel ief in U FOs. 
However in pFivate they are 

.admittedly perplexed not only 
by the increasing number of 
good, sol id sigh ti ngs, but in the 
many baffl i ng aspects of th is 
e n i g m a . " T hese scientists," 
Hynek stated, "are in many 
cases associated with l a rge and 
p r e s t i g i o u s  s c i e n t i f i c  
organ izations both governmental 
a n d  pr iva t e ,  w h i c h  a s  
o r ga n i z a t i o n s  are officia l ly  
di rected i n  thei r  atti tude toward 
t h e  U F.O phenomena. The 
i n d i v i d u a l s  w i t h i n  t h e s e  
organ izations who have i ntimate

k n o w l ed g e  o f  t h e  U F O 
phenom.ena are restrained by 
organ izati onal  pol icy to remai n 
s i lent. There are many others 
who are not so restrai ned, who 
ate q u i e t l y  s t u d y i ng the 
phenomena i ndependently or in . 
smal l  groups by whatever means 
they have at hand. 

"It is such scientists and 
specia l ists that are the ·concern 
of my address to the U.N.  today, 
Mr. Cha i rman. These persons 
have no means by wh ich they 
can share the results of the i r  
research, or pool them for the 
benefit of others as is the 
standard pract ice in scientific 
matters. There is for them 
nothi ng remotely resembl i ng the 
World Health Organ i zation or 
t h e W o r  I d Meteorological 
Associat �on. Nor is there any 
non-governmental agency that 
serves this purpose. Col lectively 
t h e s e  s c i e n t i st s  p ossess 
i nformation and results that i n  
my opin ion should b e  shared." 

Hynek i nsisted that he did not 
wish to tax the U .N .  financial ly 
any more than it is a l ready, "but 
as a scientist who has devoted

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On the night of August 1 2, 1 976, David L. Dobbs was driving near Cincinnati, Ohio when a 
mysterious voice came over his car's ham radio set instructing him to drive to a certain l ocale. When 
he arrived he was met by a strange beir:ag and a craft from another world. 

You probably read a brief 
wi re service · account of the 
i n c i d e n t  i n  y o u r  l o c a l  
newspape r. The authorities tri ed 
to exp la in  the "voice from outer  
space" as  the work of a practical 
j o k e r  w h o  h a d s o mehow 
managed to take control of an 
a b a n d o n ed t ransm itter and 
broadcast a message from the 
"Aster on Ga l lactic Command. " 
They made it seem 1 ike the 
broadcast h ad l asted only a 
matter of 30 seconds or so, 
wh i le in rea l i ty there were 
several messages, not j ust one; a l l  
of  wh ich l asted for a good two or  
th ree minutes apiece. 

The fol lowi ng is a complete 
. transcript of the "voice from 

outer space" as broadcast on 
te lev is ion in  the Henn ington area 
of Southern Engiand at 5 :05 
P. M. on Saturday, Novembe r  26, 
1 977 . This  is the fi rst" t ime the 
text of the broadcast h as been 
publ ished in  i ts enti rety in the 
Un i ted States : 

,;This is the voice of Glon, 
representative of the 'Asteron 
Gallactic Command,' speaking to 
you. For many years you have 
seen us as lights in the sky. We 
speak to you now in peace and 
. wisdom as ·we have done to your 
.brothers and sisters all over this,

"We come to warn you of the 
destiny of your race in your 
world so tha t  y ou may 
communicate to your fellow 
beings the course you must take 
to avoid disaster which threatens 
your world and the beings of 
other worlds around you. 

" 'This is the order that you 
may share in the great 
awakening as the planet passes 
into the New Age of Aquarius. 
The New Age can be a time of 
great evolution far your race, 
but only if your rulers are made 
aware of the evil farces that can 
overshadow their judgment Be 
still now, and listen, for your 
chance may not come again far 
many years. 

" 'Your scien tists, governments 
and Generals have not heeded 
o ur warn ings. They have 
continued to experiment with 
the evil forces of what you call 
nuclear energy. Atomic bombs 
can destroy the Earth and the 
beings of yeur sister worlds in a 
m o m ent. The wastes from 
a tomic power systems will 
poison your · planet far many 
thousands of years to came. We 
who have followed the path of 
evolution for far longer than 
you, have long since realized 
this, that atomic energy is 
always directed against life. It 
has no peaceful application. Its 
use and research into its use 
must be ceased at once, or you 
will · all risk destruction. All 
weap ons of evil must be 
removed 

uThe time of conflict is now 
passed and the races of which 
you are a part may proceed to 
the highest planes of evolution, 
if you show yqurselves worthy 
to do this. You have but a short 
time to learn to live together in 
peace and goad will. Small 
groups all over the planet are 
learning this and exist to pass an 
the light of a new dawning, the 
New Age to you all. You are free 

to a ccep t or reject their 
teachings, but only those who 
learn to live in peace will pass to 
the higher reljllms of spiritual 
evolution. 

uHear then the voice of Glon 
- the ·voice of the 'Asteron 
Gallactic Command' speaking to 
you. Be aware also that there are 
many false prophets and guides 
·at present operating an your 
world They will suck your 
energy from you, the energy you 
call money, and will put it to 
evil ends, giving you worthless 
grass in return. Your inner 
divine self will protect you from 
this. You must learn to be 
sensitive to the voice within that 
can tell you what is truth and 
what is confusion, chaos and 
untruth. Learn to listen to the 
voice of truth which is within 
you and you will lead yourself 
onto the path of evolution. 

"This is our message to you, 
our dear triends.

" Robot" became stronger, other 
res idents of the lumberton area 
found the i r  rad ios bei ng jammed 
to such a degree that they could 
no longer  modulate with each 
other. 

In h is official  report .to 
Hynek, Spiegel notes F loyd's 
hav ing told h i m  that the voice 

. wh ich spoke with a Carol i na 
�drawl had said that it cou ld not 
speak with them or be seen after 
dawn. 

Spiegel suggested that F loyd 
try to record the voice on a tape 
cassette recorder. The p lan was 
put i nto operati on and on 
Sunday: Apri l  1 2th at a time 
between 7 A.M. and 7: 1 5  the 
recording was made.

"A numt;?er_ of . such 
abduct ions have been reported 
by the ir  v ictims. These cases 
have been solved by the victims 
themselves. There is reason to 
suspect that · many· of the 
unsolved cases m ight i nvolve _ 
kidnappings by U FO occupants 
wh o d id not a l low the i r  victims 
to return."-

The craft conti nued hoveri ng 
just above the ground wh i le he 
observed i ts few features. I t  
appeared to  be  about 30 feet in  
diameter, was d isc-shaped with a 
bu lge i n  the center, and he 
described i t  trad it iona l ly  as " I  i ke 
two saucers stuck together." A 
row of smaf l  ports, abQut s ix 
inches i n  d iameter, ran about the 
outer rim and he cou ld see a 
bri l l iant l ight i nside. A smal l  
protrus ion on one end rem inded 
h im of an antenna. 

But h i s  observation of the 
craft was s_oon interrupted by. a 
new and even more frighten ing 
deve lopment. A hatch opened 
and five strange looking be i ngs 
immed iate ly jumped to the . 
ground. Th ree �f them were · 

men, and two were women -
the ir  genders he was certa in of 
because one each of the men and 
women was completely  nude, 

and he also noted, completely  
hai rless. 

Although the others were 
dressed compietely a l ike in what 
he termed "beautiful c lothing," 
he cou ld sti l l  determ ine the i r  
sexes from the general bu i ld of 
the i r  bod ies. Thei r  two-piece 
outfits were made of sh i mmering 
materia l  that changed in 
blu ish-green hues as l ight 
reflected u pon them, and they 
remi nded h im of un iforms, with-­
neither� mascul i ne nor femi n i ne 
identification. · Their  shoes, 
d ifferent from thei r  un iforms, 
seemed to be made. of s i lk  
mater ia l ,  and the toes of  the 
shoes turned upward. 

Dawson further described the 
occupants : "Their  · ski n  was 
white as flour sacks, the i r  noses 
were sharp and turned up. They 
had poi nted ears and thei r  heads 
were sitti ng right  on the i r  
shoulders." 

The fi rst one, appearing to be 
the leader, had stepped onto the 
ground as though testing, and 
then mot ioned to the others to 
fol low. At that poi nt two more 
men came from the craft's hatch 
and took positions at the 
entrance, appeari ng to be guards. 
The two women fol lowed. 

The last person emerging 
from the craft carried a 
contraption wh ich rem inded h im 
of a hu la  hoop. I t  was connected 
to a k i nd of sku l l  cap by a series 
of cords. The hoop contai ned 
d ials from wh ich they took 
read i ngs after placing the cap on 
his head. At the same time they 
proceeded to remove h i s  trousers 
and l i ft h is sh i rt over h is head as 
he stood in h i s  helpless, 

"frozen" condition. They next 
attached smal l suction cup 
devices, l ike rubber and of a 
br ight orange col or, to various 
parts of his body from his legs, 
upward to h is  chest. Th roughout 
the bizarre examination the 
witness felt  no pain. In fact, 
after they put the sku l l  cap on 
h im,  he lost most of h is  fear, as 
if he had been given a 
tranqu i l i zer. 

A FAMOUS UFO 
K I DNAP VICT I M  

A t  that poi nt a n  even stranger 
deve�opment occurred. It is th is 
part of my investigati on that led 
me to describe th is  case as one 
of the most fantastic I have ever 
reported : 

The occupants jerked the 
sku l l  cap from his head as a l oud 
voice suddenly emanated from 
the sh ip. 

"I am Jimmy Hoffa! I am 
Jimmy Hoffa!

A fourth try at shouting his 
name was cut off and the voice 
was s i lenced, as though 
somebody had pl aced a hand 
over the victim's mouth. 

The five be i ngs hast i ly 
withdrew and wal ked hu rried ly 
toward the craft, carryi ng the 
unfolded examin ing device with 
the wires and suction cups 
tra i l i ng beh i nd. Then they 
huddled in a tight group, now 
and then turn i ng thei r  heads and 
looki ng in h is  d i �ection. Once 
they removed the cap his fear 
once aga in  returned and he 
became even more apprehensive 
as he sensed they were deciding 
whethe r they shou ld abduct him
