They began their adventure 
�er the l 977 Labor Day 
weekend, leaving Daytona, 
Florida, and heading West. Their 
91-day run took them through.

"First off, the material was a 
-deep royal blue," not the color 

used in military windshields." 
john explained that to his 
knowledge, Phantom and Cobra 
helicopters use plexiglass that is 
tinted light blue toward the top 
of the windshield to block out 
the harsh rays of the sun. "But 
this was mucti too dark to see 
through," he conti'nued. The 
largest piece of this strange 
royal blue glass measured some 
twp square feet.

A little further on, something

� Yet·this was not'au he was· to 
find; For there on the ground 
not far away was a glove not 
totally unlike the pressurized 
gloves that are wo;n by our high -
altitude test p ilots and 
astronauts. What made John do 
a double-take was the fact that 
this pressurized glove was in 
miniature form as if it' had beeJ:J 
made for a child. Of course, 
·children do not pilot hi.gh. 
altitude planes, nor . does the 
government allow individuals 
under a certain size to join the 
service, ruling out that the glove 
might have been manufactured 
for a midget. 

· 

Only a few feet away was a 
second glove, this one having 
apparently been burned in ·a 
crash. It was not in perfect 
condition like the other glove, 
having obviously • been badly, 
scorched by extreme heat. 

While john held an intense 
curiosity about what· he had 
found, his joggfng partner did 
not share the same sense of 
dis�overy. 

"You'd� better drop that 
thing," he warned. "If it's 
radioactive, your hand will fall 
off!" 

0 i sturbed over what he 
·considered to be_ a1 distinct 
possibility at the time,. and .

took the good glove along with 
some pieces of the strange blue 
g l a s s  a s  w e l l  a s  t h e  
aluminum-like metal and buried 
them.

John placed markers around 
the area where he hid the items 
so that the exact spot would be 
known to him when he returned 
in the future. However, when he 
tried to reclaim his discovery, a 
peculiar storm came up sending

him scurrying out of the desert· 
for safety. 

"We were driving back �fter 
the last leg of our run. With my 
wife Nancy at the wheel, my 
jogging companron and· my son 
in� the back of the van, I joked 
about how when we got back tO­
the cave there would probably 
be an alien guarding the spot. 

'' A ll o f  a sudden a 
tremendous storm came up out ·· 
of nowhere. The sky turned 
pitch black- as if it were in the 
middle _of the- night. Later, we 
talked to local residents who 
told us they couldn't remember 
the last time it stormed in this 
part of the desert." 

As hard as it might be for 
him, to accept, john can't help 
feeling that "cosmic forces were 
at w.ork," preventing him from 
returning to reclaim the good 
glove and the other artifacts. 
"I'm positive that it's still-where 
I put it· an·d 1- can't help but 
believe that the remains of an 
entire space ship that crashed is 
buried in _the desert nearby." If 
this is the case, then this would 
definitely prove the validity of 
UFOs and would be the clincher 
in proving that alien beings, are 
c.orning to Earth on a regular 
basis. In addition, being that the 
gloves have five fingers, this 
would indicate that their weare(·. 
was a humanoid similar to our 
own nee of Homo Sapiens; 
except that they are probably 
smaller in stature, a factor often 
reported in the sighting of UFO 

. occupants. . The return trip. to Florida 
was uneventful, although John 
couldn't get over the nagging 
feeling that his discovery was 
earth shaking in its implications.

••overhead, late .one night," 
Nancy Peele told UFO 
REVIEW, .. we  saw an  object as 
bright a5 a- streetlamp zipping 
back and forth across the 
darkened sky. I watched it for 
over 35 ·minutes through the 
windshield of our •van and I was 
am�ed at the way it �ould 
move from one part of · the 
star-filled '.heavens to another 
and then drop down before 
eventually shooting straight up 
into space." 

Arriving back in the Orlando 
area, john remained excited 
over the one glove he still had 
with him. And while- he never 
advertised that he owned such a 
strange artifact, ...... he ,sealed the 
partially burned glove in a 
transparent bag and kept it 
under the counter of his ne�ly 
opened 21st Century Health 
Food Store located in Winter 
Park. From time . to time- he 
would show it to customers·who 
would usually walk off after 
examining -it, nodding their 
heads in total wonderment. 

One qf the things that was· 
immediately noticed was the 
manner in which the glove was 
stitched. "It was-double stitched 
unlike an'ything of the type our 
m i I i  ta ry makes. Also, the_., 
stitching had not shrunk despite 
the fact that it had quite 
obviously been exposed to a 
high temperature." Also, it was 
ascertained that the zipper of 
the glove seemed to zip from 
the inside, a most peculiar 
feature. . 

The glove appears to be made 

out of a leather-like material 
.and is composed of three layers 
that have been peeled back ·· 
partially, no doubt due to ·the 
nature of the crash the wearer 
of the glove �'lad to go through. 
The alien glove is maybe half 
the size of a glove worn by a 
normal-stled human and when 
compared to_ the size .of paper 
money it' is easy to see just how 
small the glove really i�. 

W ithout  a d o ubt the 
strang�st feature is the stamping 
of the word "LARGE, in 
English on the innermost layer­
of material. Almost immediately 
one would �assume that this 
would rule out the glove being 
of extraterrestrial origin. aut 
the  f act remains that no 
pressurized glove of this size 
w o u l d  e ver  b e  marked 

'•L A R G E ''·. i f  i t  w ere 
manufactured by our_ military. 

J 9hn has gone over all the 
possibil.ities in his mind and still 
comes u p  w ith a blank. 
"Someone suggested that the 
glove might have been w�rn by 
a monkey sine� NASA did send 
several monkeys into space in 
the early days. of our svace 
program. However, this doesn't 
hold water either since the - I thumb on a monkey is further 
down . on its hand than the 
thumb on a man. Interestingly, 
the thumb of this glove is higher 
up, indicating an advanced 
species., 

More questipns pop up but 
f e w  answers  have been 
forthcoming to date regarding 
J o h n  P e e le's  discovery.  
Understa.ndably ,. because of  its 
potential value, the glove's 
ow_!ler has been very reluctant 
to let the glove out of his sight. 
"One time I allowed someone 
from t he Mart in-Marriette 

·C omp a n y, a f ir m  with 
· government connections that is 

responsible for the manufacture 
of. parts in our guided missile 
systems to take it out of the 
shop back to his firm to have it 
examineCi by scientists. He was 
convinced that I had come 
a c r o ss some_thing  highly 
unusual. But once he had the 
glove in his h"ands his attitude 

"-changed. He'd- promised to. 
return it right away and now I 
wasn't even able to get him to 
come to his phone. Finally, he 
�ent it back without any type of 
analysis or even a letter. . 

' ' Re p r e s  e n· t a t  i v e s o f  
Rockwell International as well 
as NASA have privately looked· 
at the glove and have told me 
that to _their knowledge the 
glove was not manufactured by 
any private contractor. Each 
time they come back. to the 
peculiar stitching and the 
l o c a t io n  of the  t h umb 
placement on the glove." _ 

Of course, John is well aware 
of the value of what he 
accid�ntally came across in the 
California desert, but to date he 
hasn't had any luCk profiting 
from his unique discovery. 

--

When placed next to a twenty-dollar bill to compare size, it.'s plain 
to see that the glove was not made for any earthly astronaut. 
assistant informed me later that 
he thought the glove would 
real!y frighten people who came 
. in expecting to see a scien� 
fiction film." 

John acknowledges.. that he is 
in no way opposed to having the 
glove examined by those who 
are competent to do �o. But, on 
the other hand, he is quite 
familiar  w it h  the various 

- ill-fated attempts to. analyze 
what was thought to be physical 
evidence of a UFO that 
supposedly crashed in Brazil =­

the material under inspection 
having b e en ... accidentally" 
washed down the drain by a 
scientist involved in the inquiry. 

John Peele is the first to 

admit he isn't completely 
certain what the extent of his 
discovery may be, but he is 
;convinced that the glove is some 
sort of outer space artifact and 
that furthermore, ·below the 
desert, outside of a small -
California town, are the remains­
of . a vehicle . that ccD:ried a 
humanoid being to this planet. 
Perhaps the alien itself is still 
among the wreckage. Maybe he 
escaped. �ut, John Peele plans 
to eventually go back to the 
'• crash site" and look for 
himself. What he uncovers could_ 
well be the most important 
discovery of all time and 
remember, you read af)out it

Pope i s  a .dedieated journalist, a 
veteran -newsman who can sniff 
out a potential ly important 
headl ine story long before it 
seems at al l significant to anyone 
else. 

As _weekend anchorman for 
WGR-TV {an N BC affiliate) in 
Buffalo, N .Y., Joe has had 
occasion to do -features 
pertaining to U FOs. Possessing 
an open mind, he isn 't about to 
ignore the topic of flying saucers 
even though many of his 
col leagues consider this to · be a 
taboo subject · for on-the-air 
discussion. Lucki ly for J oe  Pope 
he sees thing5 differtimtly, 
otherwise he probably woufd 
have missed out on one of the 
major blockbuster stories of his 
entire career. 

At approximately 9 P.M.  on 
October-·3t, 1 973, joe Pope was 

' pul l ing newsroom duty ·when he 
received several phone cal ls from 
excited_ station viewers claiming 
that they were observing an 
unusual orange-co1ored ·· object 
over the City of Tonawanda 
Oust across the Canadian border 
in Ontario). Determined to _ get 
to the bottom of the mystery, 
the . news ·commentator d ialed 
the number - of Malcolm 
Will iams, a long-time resident of 
Niagara Falls, whom he knew 
from past experience to be 
seriously interested in such 
matters. In a signed affidavit.-, 
Pope notes that he let Wil liams 
know . of the sightings over the 
area "and asked him if he WaS 
curious enough to go out and- trY 
f!lr / a - J?iCture - if there was in 

reality . any unusual aerial 
phenomena.'� An hour and a half 
later, at 1 0:30 P.M., Wil l iams 
telephoned the station back and 
told Pope that he �ad just taken 
half a rol l  of 35mm color film 
·of the unknown object as .it 
hung over Lake Erie's shorel ine 
. near Port Colbourne, Ontario. 

Pope (who is no longer 
employed at WGR�TV) says he 
' bel ieves '�without any iota of 
doubt that Malcolm Wil l iams 
truly photographed an unusual 
aerial object." He adds that he 
was subsequently given 1 7  
different sl ides purporting to 
show the U FO and that he 

. "selected the best slide.. and 
asked to be al lowed to have it 
blown up into a print for better 
examination. I took the slide 
with me to have the work done 
in BuffalO." This same 
photowaph is printed on the 
cover of UFO .REVI EW for the 
fi rs't time anywhere. 

· · Explaining how _he came 
about taking this dramatic U FO 
photo, Malcolm Wil l iams made 

- this stal"ement: "After receiving 
J oe Pope's ca.l l ,. accompanied by 
my wife j ugy Wi l l iams, we 
headed by automobile in the 
di rection t>f Sherkston Beach 
near Port Colbourne, Ontario, 
be-cause we- knew this to be a 
dar�ened area � affording 
excel lent observation · to the 
south ove�;. Lake Erie and to the 
east over · Buffalo and Western 
New York state. However, we 
observed no unusual aeriat· 
phenomena and by · 
approximately 9 :40 · P.M. had 
deci-�d to head in a northerly 
direction toward our home. 

··Then. at approximately 9:45 
· P.M.  when- we had reached a 

point on Wilhelm Road some 
four mi les north of Sherkston 
Beach, my ·wife - observed a 
bright orange-colored oblong 
object in the night sky, 
southwest of our car.

We estimated its size to 
be twice as _ long · as- a l ight 

· aircraft, such as a· piper cub. 
Throughout the ' sighting the 
object moved in a giant arc from 
its original location southwest of 
us, unti l  it final ly disappeared on 
the south�astern horizon. I ts 
total transit time from first 
sighting to di-sappearance we 
estimate to be one and a half 
minute to two minutes." 

At the nearest point Malcolm 
says the object resembled to the 
human eye, "a giant glowing 
orange - footbal l, similar to a 
neon sign .. but with . a hazy 
outl ine.'' However, in the best of 
the · photographs taken, the 
object developed instead an· 
"orange glow in the general 
shape of an upside down '.V' 
outl ining w�at seems to be _a 
circular object with an el�vated 
dome. I n  this-picture the orange 
l ight appears as a kind of ionized 
air effect si lhouetting the upper 
surface of the object. Yet to the 
best of o1Jr memory the U FO . 
retained its aforementioned

I thought you might want to 
read the letter reproduced on 
this page before I repeat some 
almost unbel ievable claims made 
by a retired major of the U.S. 
mil itary. To me, the letter would 
be unbel ievable, were it not 
from · Thomas Nelson and Sons, 
one of Canada's most prestigious 
publishers. I have blanked out 
the name ·of the addressee for 
obvious reasons, but the rest of 
the communication, including 
the letterhead, has been 
reproduced photographical ly, 
just as it was r.eceived.

And what 
the heck is the book, Alternative

The events outlined make it 
clear that the scientific world, or 
a part of it, has attempted to 
. play God. Decisions have been 
made which wil l_ remove from 
each individual the right of 
choice, free wi ll, and - the 
responsibil ity for his own 
destiny and the . future of his 
children}' · 

While it could be fictional, or 
truth cloaked In fiction, the 
book is wel l  documented. I t  
deals with events ' recently 
reported by the news med ia, 
contains quotations from radio 
astron ome rs '  tapes and 
manuscripts of alleged secret 
meetings. It concerns missing 
scientists, young people and 
l ivestock. Apparently it ties in 
with cattle mutilations and other 
mysterious events of recent 
years, and charges that a yast 
conspiracy exists to secretly save 
a few of the elite while the 
remainder of Earth's popcrlation 
wi l l  be destroyed. 

J ust what went wrong with 
the earth's environment, and 
why is this being discussed in a 
U FO publ ication? According to 
Alternative 3 world scientists 
discovered the same truth first 
advanced and revealed by UFO 
enthusiasts, particu larly the 
"contactees," who claimed that 
their meetings with spacepersons 
indicated - that the Earth's 
"etheric envelope" had been 
damaged by atomic blasts. When 
we re-read the earl ier UFO 
books by "contactees" such as 
George Adamski, Howard 
Menger, George Van Tassel and 
others, we ·encounter a conS.tant 
theme-expressed by their space 
visitors: We should halt aiomic 
testing and . avoid wars which 
might lead to the use of atomic 
weapons.

, saw the movie, Capricorn One,

might be a_ great deal of truth 
beneath its derring-do surface. I t  
described an abort,ed attempt to 
place astronauts on Mars, and 
the delibera,te staging of the 
event on televi-sion by the use of 
a mc>ck-up movie set and · 
pressure on the astronauts to go 
along with the l ie. 

I operate , a movie theatre 
· which was closed for remodel ing 
last ·summer when the fi lm was 
released. I saw it at a trade

our eyes. It was like ;a flash from \

T hose aircr;aft were very large and 
very f'!igh.

Moments later we noticed another 
one.

I k new a lot about aircraft, having 

s t u d i ed aircraft identification 
· carefu l ly. I could  identify every plane 
in  the world by sight.

overhead. The nine sleek swept-wing 
aircrafts flew across the sky at a 
terrific speed. 

·T his was in 1943 during the death 
struggle of World War I I  Tne 
propel lor driven C 47 was the e l ite of 
the ca,rgo and transport planes. Yet, 

" the aircraft we saw that day were 
flyi ng at 1l spe�d at least four or five 

· ti mes the speed of the best propel lor 
driven planes. . 

It was not u nti l  after the end of 
World War I I  that A merican engineers ' 
found a model of a swept-wi ng 
6omber being tested in Germany's 
secret h igh speed wind tunnel 
complex at Volkenrode. Using 
" l iberated" designs and test data, 
A merican engineers then designed 
and bui lt the sleek and gracefu l 
supersonic B 47. 

The first prototype of the B oeing 
B 47 l ifted· off the ground December 
11, 1947. The B 47 had long slender 
swept-back wings of his llspect ratio 
for low lift and low drag, g iving the 

.. plane not only excel lent cruising 
efficien.;'y but also a beautifu l ly 
esthetic outl ine. T he B 47 was the 
first plane to incorporate these 

advanced flight concepts here on 
earth. Obviously it had been done 
somewhere else at least four years 
earlier. 

- We watched the aircraft from the 
time their sign�l flash caught our 
attention at approximately 1 0  
degrees easf of due north until they 
dfsappeared· over the high clouds 
ap-proxi mately · 40 degrees west of 
nOrth. Even though the aircraft were 
;at tremendous · altitude, they 
appeared to be

. 
very large and could 

be seen quite clearly. · J udging
. 

by 
today's largest aircraft, I believe 
those were quite a bit larger than 
anything being flown today. J udging 
by the type of cloud formation, they 
were flying at approximately · 20,000 
feet or possibly higher. · They mad 
no noise, nor did they leave the 
cQntrails in the �y. 

These aircraft flew across the . sky 
and out of sight high above a cloud 
layer in the northwest. F ly ing across 
the 50 deirees of the northern sky 
took approximately 15 to 20 
secondS. T here was one brief gl impse 
of the aircraft later as they passed 
over a thin spot in the clouds. Then ·• 

they were gone. 
It was not too long after those 

sleek aircraft had signalled me th.at 
another even stranger thing 
happened . 

I had that feel ing again. It was 
about ten o'clock at night, and I was 
drawn to a spot in the driveway very 
near the spot from which I had seen 
the strange aircraft. I was watchi ng 
the sky intently. It seemed l ike I had 
to watch that one spot. I was looking 
directly at it w hen a red glow 
appeared and grew larger.

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Cohtinued from page 18 
knew it was not going to hurt me. I 
knew somebody somewhere had ful l  
control over it. I was not the least 
apprehensive. Later, I learned the 
fireball had burned through the sky 
and lit up parts of four states. 
Finlllly, it arched and hit the ground 
less thlln thirty feet in front of me. 

I hlld hlld a few psychic 
experiences before but those 
experiences seemed to come more 
often -after my fire ball came to me. 
This bothered me until one of the . 
top psychics in the world told me she 
hlld hlld ll similar experience.
