The crackl i ng i n  
her voice as she tel ls her tale of 
p ersonal terror is sufficient 
reason for us to bel ieve that the 
last few years have been a l iving 
hel l for this young woman. For 
Patricia is the first to admit  that 
it took her quite a lon g  time 
before. she was able to go about 
her everyday business wi thout 
looking over her shoulder at 
every l ittle sound, paranoid that 
someone - or something - was 
keeping tabs on her movements. 

Before J uly, 1972, Pat Hyde 
h adn't thought much about 
U FOs. Sure she had read articles 
in the popular press, however, 
sti l l  in her early twenties, she 
had more pressing matters on 
her mind. But on the humid 
summer evening when i t  a l l  
began, Pat was to have her 
consciousness al tered and at the 
same time leave herself open for 
harrassment by the sinister Men 
in Black, whose sole purpose 
seems to be to "si lence for 
good" those ind ividuals who 
have had close encounters wi th 
other-worldly inte l l igence and are 
not bashful about keeping their  
experience a secret. 

It was around 9 P.M. and Pat 
was in the front seat of her car 
attending an outdoor movie wi th 
her· mother in Arcadia, florida 
when something unusual in the 
twi l i ght attracted her curiosity. 

"It started off looking ki nd of 
l i ke an ord inary star in the 
evening sky:' Pat began her 
fascinating narrative. 11But as I 
watched it move across the 
heavens from north to south 
over the giant movie screen, I 
began to real ize that the object 
could not be attributed to any 
astronomical phenomena, as the 
b r i gh t  y e l lowish � igh t  was 

tumbling toward the earth in a 
fal l ing  leaf motion. 

"When the object got di rectly 
over the car I couldn't see it any 
more so I got out of the parked 
automobile and strained my 
neck looking upward i nterested 
in knowing if it was sti l l  visible 
to the naked eye. At this  point, I 
saw a white l ight- a ray­
shooting out from beneath the 
object. The best I can describe i t  
is to say i t  closely resembled a 
search l ight beacon i n  that i t  
scanned the groun d  near where I 
stood before eventual ly landing 
di rectly upon me." 

Pat  was  u n de rs tandably 
frightened as the eerie beam was 
cast down onto her body. 
Looking up d i rectly into the 
bl i nding l ight the wi tness was 
almost positive that she cou ld 
make out the bat-li ke shape of a 
huge craft h idden beh ind the 
bril l iant glow that made i t  
difficu lt  for her  to see. 

"The l ight  stayed on rt:�e for 
only three or four  seconds I 
w o u l d  e s t i m a te t h e n  i t  
continued to move along the 
ground as if i t  was searchi ng for 
something." Pat says the only 
sensation she got from being 
enveloped in  the l ight was a 
feel ing of "warmth." During the 
duration of her experience, Pat's 
mother was trying to make her 
get back into · the car. "She was 
almost hysterical, near tears. 
People in the other cars were 
caught up in the emotion. 
Som e o n e  y e l led, 'Is it a 
hel icopter?' - I knew it wasn't 
and my curiosity got the better 
of me. I just wanted to watch i t, 
so in awe was I of this  object." 

Suddenly the beacon of l ight 
fl ickered out and the object 
i tself got d immer and dimmer. 
"The yel low glow faded and 
then wen t  straight up into the 

. ..  

air out of view in a matter of a 
second or two." 

Pat says she got back into the 
car but never got to fin ish seeing 
the movie as her mother was too 
upset and wanted to be taken 
home. And while Pat's mind. 
wh irled with the realization that 
she had been subjected to a very 
i m p o rta n t  e x p e r i ence, her 
mother refused to discuss thei r  
sighting sayi ng that i t  continaed 
to frighten her. "My Mom evf?n 
had n ightmares about th is for a 
long time afterwards. She would 
dream that they were coming to 
get .her· and take her up in  the 
sh ip  or someth ing. In the 
nightmares I was always standing 
outside of the car tel l i ng them to 
come on and land." 

Being inquisitive, Pat found 
herself asking a lot of serious 
questions. "I sincerely wanted to 
know what other people had 
experienced, if there were others 
b e s i d e m y se l f  w h o  h ad 
encountered such th ings." T�e 
wi tness went so far as to keep a 
note book in which she jotted 
down information derived from 
interviewi ng local residents who 
had also observed U FOs. 

i ga th e re d  s o m e  really 
interesting data," Pat proclaims. 
"There was th is one elderly mal') 
who had been sftting on h is  
front porch when he looked up· 
i n  the early afternoon sky and 
saw what he in itial ly thought 
was a jet wi th. sunl ight sh in ing 
off i t., He watched the object 
travel across the sky and then i t  
stopped and moved in  closer and  . 
came down to wi th in . a 
couple of feet of the ground. He 
told me he was frightened so bad 
that he. almost had a heart 
attack. He didn 't know how to 
handle the experience so he ran 
inside tQ cal l the pol i ce and the 
Highway Patrol came to h i s  

house right away. On their way 
to tal k to h im dne of the patrol 
cars nearly ran off the road as 
this strange craft was sitting  
practical ly in  the middle of the 
road." 

Like others who have had 
encounters and contacts wi th 
U FOs, Patricia yearned to relate 
her story to someone who would 
n ot th ink she was crazy. 
Sometime after her bewi ldering 
experience she wrote to a smal l 
U FO organization located near 
her home and that's when the 
really ·puzzl ing -chain of events 
started to happen one right  after 
anoth.er. 

"I met th is man on the street 
in front of our house one 
afternoon. He said he wanted to 
tal k wi th me, that he was a 
reporter who knew what had 
h a p p e n e d ,  a n d  was quite 
interested in - U FOs himself. 
Almost immediate ly he started 
talking about all these strange 
thi ngs, U FO propu lsion and so 
forth. He told me he cou ld teach 
me how to bu i ld a U FO and 
invited me to h is  house for a 
demonstration. I thought he was 
kind of a nut and I got a 
genu inely eerie feel ing about 
him, so much so that I even 
avoided shaking hands wi th this  
man. He sort of scared me and I 
never found out for sure how he 
learned of my interest in 
U FOs. He claimed my mother 
had run into him one day in the 
supermarket - she supposed ly 
knew his wife- and when ·the 
subject of flying saucers came up 
i n  t h e c o u rse  of t h e i r  
conversation she mentioned my 
sighting. At the time I didn 't 
think  too much about th is as we 
l ived in a rather smal l town and 
most people know one another." 

P a t sa id s h e  got  t h e  
impression that the man was evi l 
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Gene Ouplantier 

and meant to "freak me out." 
He went  so far as to indicate 
that she should refrain from 
t a l k i n g  ab o u t  w h a t  h ad 
transpired at the drive-in theater. 
"I got the feel i ng from h im that 
I shou ld  keep my mouth shut 
from now on." 

After the man had visi ted 
Patricia several times a truly 
·pecu l iar thing occurred which 
continues to alarm her to this 
day. "I was in  the- backyard 
when I saw this car driving by. I 
noticed it was a black car and i t  
slowed down as  it passed by the 
house. The car had tinted 
windows and so I couldn 't see 
inside .. The car went around the 
corner and I returned to working 
in the garden when I heard the 
sound of a car engine being 
gunned as it came around the 
block. It was the same .car and 
th is tinie it came to a complete 
stop at the curb and I .cou ld see 
several faces peeri ng out from 
b e h i n d  the darkened glass 
windows." 

S tari ng transfixed at the 
s t ra n ge ve h i c l e ,  . P a t r i cia's 
hypnotic gaze was on ly broken 
by the sound of the phone 
ringing inside the house. "I 
hurried to answer i t, anxious to 
get indoors where I would be 
safe from w h a tever  was 
threatening me.

On New Years day mi l l ions of 
Americans . were stunned when 
v e t e ran n ew s m a n  Wal ter  
Cronki te screened a very unusual · 
piece of fi lm  on the CBS n ightly 
network news.

than 1 00  years ago.

_ While most researchers are incl ined to bel ieve that physical ly we 
are prone to change quite a bit from l ifetime to lifetime, there is 
ample proof that upon occasion physical characteristics are carried 
over from one incarnation to the next. 

A Lexington, N .C., man bel ieves he has lived before, and is able 
to Qffer amazing evidence to substantiate h is bizarre claim. 

J oseph R. Myers, a structural steel engineer, is convinced that he 
is the reincarnation of noted financial writer and book author, 
Edward Bellamy, who died just prior to the turn of this  century. 

" I 've always held strong opinions about pol itics and the monetary · 
system. One day I was tal king with a group of people, discussing my 
ideas, when one of those present interrupted the conversation to 
state that what I was espousing was not new, that I must have read a 
book ca�led 'Looking Backward,' which had origi nal ly been 
publ ished in 1 886 by an author named Edward Bel lamy." 

Meyer$ did some quick research, and in a few weeks' managed to 
obtain a first . edition of this rare volume. Cracking its dusty cover 
and th�mbing through yel lowed pages, almost instantly Meyers 
began · to realize that in all certainty he was the author of this 
volume, having penned it more than 1 00  years ago. 

" I  didn 't know anything at al l about Bel lamy's l ife, but I shocked 
my friends and family by tel l ing them that if they wanted to dig 
deeper, they would undoubtedly find out that there was a marked 
physical resemblance between the two of us. ·Mind you - I 'd never 
even seen a photo of Bellamy, but something rang true inside my 
brain and I knew full wel l that once before I had lived on earth: I n  
this prior lifetime my soul had occupied th e  body of this 
semi-famous writer. 

"Without studying up on his life, I also provided an outline of 
when. he l ived, how he died, the fact that he was . the son of a 
minister and had a drinking problem. I even knew the names of the 

. songs they played at. h is funeral when he died in 1 898. All this 
-. information checked, proving me to be 1 00 per cent accurate." 

The clir:-cher carne when a photo of Bellamy was located, .and 
when compared to the physical looks of J oseph Meyers there was a 
stri k i n g  resemblance. Side-by-side their photographs were 
remarkably alike. One was taken j ust recently, while the other dates 
back to around 1 889. The beard, short hair, deeply set eyes, 
structure of the nose, eyes and chin were all the same! 

Is  the similarity a coincidence, or something more? J oseph 
Meyers is absolutely positive that he has l ived before, that he was 
Edward Bellamy in a previous incarnation, and that he has acquired 
some of the talents of the critically "acclaimed writer.

The great 
war came · and Newfoundland's gallant sons were massacred at 
Beaumont Hamel in France, in a bloody encounter: that shouJd never 
have been ordered . . . Then came the Great depr:ession, the dole, and 
then The Second World War. . .  · · 

But the Virgin's promise pf- a new era came on April 1 st 1 949 
when Newfoundland voted to become part of the great Dominion of 
Canada. Britain had lost her oldest Colony and Canada gained her 
1 Oth province.

"As I go 
about caring for them, I can't 
help but feel  they are homing in 
on my vibrations - picking up 
my personal thought waves. I 'm

Maureen contends that she is 
in "fult rapport" with her plants." · 
" I 've nursed many of then:a since · 
they were babies. I almost feel · as 
if they were adopted children. I n  
a way, they're very much l ike 
pets; they grow attached to their 
owners and build up a great 
loyalty toward them." 

M oth e r  of wel l - k n ow� 
celebrity, Mia Farrow, Maureen 
keeps abreast of research being 
done by parapsychologists in the 
area of "plant psycholqgy ... 

"Tests have shown that plants 
are sensitive. to what goes on in 
the world aroun d  them. By 
attaching a l ie detector to a leaf, 
scientists have been able to 
observe and register the least 
l ittle change in their emotional 
state of mind. For example, 
when a student lit a match and. , 
merely thought about burning a 
branch, the plant registered a 
quite noticeable shock wave on a 
flow chart attached to the l ie 
d e tec tor.

Eugene's gaze was transfixed on 
the apparition. He felt  as if i t  
was beckoning h im towards it. 
The next minute he regained his 
se nses ,  threw his six cel l  
flashl ight at  the si lhouette, then 
made a fast getaway back to the 
house. 

Two hours later, the Richl and 
C o u n t y S h e r i ff ' s  · off i ce  
responded to  a complaint by 
Roger ·Kline, Eugene's father. 
Deputy Richard I mhoff arrived 

at their home to tal k  with the 
witnesses. 

Mr. K l ine said that he hadn 't 
seen anyth ing unusual,  but he 
bel ieved the boy's story due to 
the fact that approximately two 
weeks prior to th is occurrence 
they had seen the same creature. 
Eugene and his two sisters, 
Kathy and Theresa, and several 
friends were roasting hotdogs 
when those red eyes appeared in  
a bush for several minutes. Mr .  
K l ine stated to the Deputy that 
h e  s t ron g l y  b e lieved tbat 
something strange was out there. 
However, a check of the area 
provided no confi rmation in the 
way of physical evidence. 

I n  the early  morning hours of 
J uly 1 Oth, several witnesses 
observed an un known form 
whi le  driving westbound on 5. R. 
95. They stated that th is 
"oddity ,  was standing in a 
s l u m ped pos ition near the 
rai l road crossing. The sheriff's 
office along with Butler and 
Be I I  v i l le  Pol ice Departments 
c r o s s - e x a m i n e d  t h e  f i ve 
Mansfield witnesses separately. 
(Names wi thheld but  in  our 
f i les. ) The authorities were 
impressed since. all of the stories 
tal l ied and because of the 
extremely frightened nature of 
everyone involved. 

At 1 1 :00 PM, on the 1 2th, 
the animal was once more on the 
prowl and back on the K l ine 
p roperty. Theresa, 1 5, was 
p i tc h i n g h ay fr.o m  t h e ir 
half-bui lt  barn. A long freight  
train was slowly making its way 
eastbound. Theresa stated that 
the engi ne was sounding its horn 
i n  m a n y  l on g  i n te rva l s ;  
someth ing she had never heard 
before. She turned her flash l ight 
towards the tracks and saw two 
bright  eyes. She described them 

· as having the color of the end of 
a l ighted cigarette, a sort of 
orange-red. She let out a scream 
a n d  I i ke her brother, she 
proj�cted her flashl ight at i t. 

Butl� City • l imits home of 
"Bighead." 

"It made a funny noise. f 
heard it when I was up in my 
bedroom. I t  sounded l ike the cry 
of a cat� only  in a deeper tone," 
she told us. "My mother, sister 
and myself began to smel l_ an 

· awful scent, s imi lar to cow 
manure," she further stated. 

I n  the pol ice report there was 
no mention of physical evidence, 
but according to the Kl ine 
fami ly, samples of unusual hair 
were discovered near the site and 
supposed ly taken for analysis. 
We have been unab le  to track 
them down. 

We arrived at the K l ine home 
o n  S e p te m b e r  9 t h .  O u r  
impressions of the K l i ne fami ly 
were that they were simple 
p e ople wi th no reason to 
perpetrate a hoax. Eugene had 
been receiving much ridicule 
from the -other students at 
school .  He was sti l l  nervous and 
frightened as he related his 
encounter to us. H is sisters were 
equal ly in a nervous state. 

There are other stories that 
we are trying to track down. 
Acting pol ice ch ief of Butler, 
Ph i l  Stortz, related an incident 
in wh ich a dog owned by a local 
re s i dent jumped through a 
picture window and ran wi ld ly 
inside the house. 

The town locals began to cal l 
t h e  c re a t u re " B i gh e ad . "  
Unusual ly  large prints of some 
kind of animal were found but 
no casts were taken. 

Since there was no specific 
d e sc r i p t i o n  of i m p o r ta n t  
features, we can on ly speculate 
as to what it actual ly  was. A 
three foot i n  d iameter head is · 
not characteristic of Bigfoot, so 
we m a y  b e  d eal ing with 
someth ing altogether d ifferent. 
The description of the head is 
probab ly a bit exaggerated, a 
r e s u l t o f  a fr i g h te n i ng 
experience. One point is agreed 
- the head was defin i te ly larger 
than the body. 

B i gh e a d  a p pa r e ntly left 
B u t l e r  a r o u n d  t h i s  time, 
however, the K l ine's. feel that 
t h e  c re at u re w i l. l  return, 
although they don't know when. 
The authorities remain skeptical, 
but d id give us a good character 
reference of Mr. Roger Kl ine. 

I n  t h e  n e i g h b o r i n g  
comm un ity of Bel lvi l le, residents 
reported UFOs and strange aerial 
phenomena during parts of J une 
and J uly. Bel lvi l le  has been a 
U FO hotspot since 1 973, with 

· one report being a landing with 
ground traces and a ninety foot 
circular impression in a field.

s o u th e as t  corner of Stark 
County (Paris Townshi p) .  US. 
Route 30 is  picturesque with 
thick woods, rol l ing h i l l s  and 
strip mines, some operational 
but many abandoned. Many of 
these vacant mines are now 
covered with foliage and trees.· 
One such mine is located in back 
of the home of M rs. Evelyn 
Cayton. 

During the last week of 
August and early September, a 
total of eight un known animals 
w e re o b s e rved by various 
members of the Cayton family 
and friends. The maiority of 
sightings were of a hairy bipedal 
creature and in one instance the 
appearance of two panther-l i ke 
fel ines. 

F o l l ow i n g  o u r  l e n gt h y 
investigation of the Bighead 
capers we traveled to Sebring to 
meet J im Rastetter of the 
Tri-County U FO Study Group. 
We reached M inerva about 9 :30 
P.M., so obviously it was m uch 
too late to begin our work. 
Rastetter was kind enough to 
put us up for the night so we 
coul d  get an early start ttre next 
day. 

M rs .  Cayto n ,  5 5 ,  h e r  
daughters, Mary Ackerman, 30, 
and Vicki Keck, 26, explained 
their experiences to us during a 
pleasant interview on their front 
porch. We learned that there 
were a total of seven witnesses 
to these strange encounters. 
Actually, the incidents began 
about the first of August when 
Mr. Herbert Cayton, 60, cut 
down the thick underbrush next 
to the pit. 

Several nights later, Mrs. 
C a y to n ' s  grandchi ldren and 
playmates came home crying, 
claiming to have seen a hairy 
monster. Mrs. Keck, Mrs. Cayton 
and her son, Howe, 1 8, went to 
the border of the pit to see what 
frightened the children. About 
50 feet away they saw a creature 
about six feet tal l ,  covered with 
dark-brown matted hair. 

" I t  j ust stood there," said 
Mrs. Cayton. " It d idn't move, · 

but I al most broke my neck 
running back down the h i l l ."  

Mrs. Cayton claims that she 
later observed the creature in the 
dayl ight sitting in the bottom of 
the pit. She could not see any 
facial features due to the 
amount of long hair covering its 
face. She also mentioned the 
fact that the animal had no 
visible neck. 

On Monday evening, August 
21 , Mrs. Cayton's frie_nds were 
out on the porch when they 
heard noises in the direction of a 
d e m ol i s h e d  c h i c k e n  c oop 
located j ust to the right of the 
house. They turned on their 
flash l ights and two pairs of large 
yel low eyes reflected the l ight. 

Scott Patterson, 1 8, drove his 
car up towards the coop in 
hopes of getting a better look 
with the headl ights. The yel low 
eyes were emitting from what 
appeared to be two b lack 
cougars. Then the creature who 
had been seen before stepped in 
front of the two fel ines as if to 
protect them . I t  then proceeded 
to lurch towards the head l ights 
of Patterson's car. 

The witnesses fled to the 
house and called.,. the Stark 

County Sheriffs Department. 
Wh ile waiting for the deputies, 
the creature appeared at the 
kitchen wi ndow, about four 
yards from where they were 
s i tting. Pa_tterson · poi nted a 
22-cal. pistol at it while Mrs. 
Cayton loaded a 22-cal. rifle. 

T h e  h a i r y entity stood 
o u ts i d e  at g u n p o i n t  fo r 
approximately 1 0  minutes. I t  
was clearly visible through the 
wi ndow because of the backyard 
l ight. They decided not to fire 
unti l the "critter" made an 
advance at. them.  t'Jo shots were 
fired and the creature suddenly 
disappeared. 

" I t  doesn't seem to want to 
b other anyone," said Mary 
Ackerman. " It  was j ust curious. 
We feel it wants to be friends." 

D e p u ty S h e r i ff, J a m e s  
S h a n n on arrived about 1 5  
minutes after the cal l was made. 
A s t r o ng stench was sti l l  
l ingering in the area when he 
began to d iscuss the incident 
wi th the witnesses. He described 
it as an "ammonia-sulph ur" 
smel l .  Extra deputies were cal led 
in and they combed the area on 
horseback and in four-wheel 
drive vehicles. They found traces 
of hair and two odd footprints. 
The hair samples and casts of the 
prints are presently at Malone 
Co II  e ge in  Canton, to be 
analyzed at a later date. 

"You could send 1 00 or so 
men · out there artd not find what 
you're looking for, " Shannon 
said. "There have been many 
r e p o r t s o f  b e a r s  a n d  
"panther- l ike bobcats" in the 
area. " 

On Wednesday night, j uly 
23rd, another cre4ture appeared 
near the Cayton 's residence. 
Jiowe Clayton, 1 8, fired a shot 
in the air and the figure 
departed. However, he isn't sure 
if it's the same creature. As in 
the previous episodes, the tree 
toads, crickets and other night 

sounds ceased at the time of the 
incident. 

J ust prior to the first of these 
incidents, one of the Cayton's 
German Shepherds was found 
dead with a broken neck. The 
canine had been chained up with 
a col lar. The col lar was found 
next to the dog sti l l  intact and 
buckled. A neighbor's horse was 
discovered with a broken back. 

Another of the Cayton's 
German Shepherds, "M issey,"  
h ad reported ly been in a 
schizophrenic state during the 
past month. At times she would 
be extremely calm and mellow, 
and on other occasions she

would be vicious and scared. 
Missey spent most of her time 
digging (not uncharacteristic of a 
canine)  and she even dug a 
tunnel about six feet into the 
ground. This tunneJ is almost 
large enough to contain two 
medium sized dogs. Perhaps she 
is trying to build a h iding place 
should the creature return. 

During the late daylight hours 
o f  Septe m b e r  8 t h ,  M rs .  
Ackerman observed two ape-like 
entities across the pit. She said 
that it looked as if the creatures 
were standing .... in a tree, but 
wasn't positive due to the thick 
weeds and brush. (The distance · 
between Mrs. Ackerman and the 
oddities could give this effect.) 
We searched the pit and 
examined the tree, but found 
nothing. A White Maple is 
located at �e proximity of 
where the creatures were seen. 
Mrs. Ackerman was standing on 
a slope, so this could  definitely 
give the impression of them 
being in a tree. 

J ust Southwest of the pit 
mine is a lake and swimming 
hole. On Tuesday, September 
26th, a strange object was 
sighted by four Minerva citizens. 
It was described as a white bal l 
of l ight. Photos were taken but 
only one print had a noticeable 
spot of l ight;- the remainder of 
t h e  r o 1 1  w a s  so m e h ow . 

over-exposed. We are presently 
trying to acquire that particular 
photo. 

We also learned that a Mr. 
Henry Colt, 27 (pseudonym), 
was walking along the edge of 
the woods on September 9th, 
when he saw the silhouette of an 
unknown furry animal that was 
squatting down by a tree. He 
said that the object gave off a 
sot.:nd fami l iar to a ioud cough. 
Mr. Colt J ives about five miles 
east of Miner.va _on old U.S. 30� 
( Unfortunately, we didn't team 
of this incident unti l after our 
first investigation.). 

At this point, we would l ike 
to· interject a bit of controversy. 
The official explanation of the 
sightings by authorities were a 
mother bear · and two cubs. 
Several states are involved in an 
exchange program which places 
particular wi ldl ife in areas not 
inhabited before by the species. 
For example, if Pennsylvania has 
an over-abundance of bears in a 
given location, they wil l repJace 
the animals in Ohio. In tum, 
Ohio wil l  place their abundance 
of deer in Pennsylvania. This 
operation is not publicized, 
although we have been aware of 
it for some time.

About 7 months ago I began to 
notice that when I went to bed and 
after sleeping for a l i ttle while I 
would awake automaticall y  looking 
at my back door. I nstead of there 
being the· us�.tal colors, there would 
be a picture. A d ifferent one would 
appear almost every time I awoke to 
look. The pictures started out being 
beautiful forest scenes. At other 
times I would see pictures of the 
ruins of an old castle. The pictures 
are so sharp and clear that they look 
l ike photosraphs. I em pt up out of 
bed and walk right up to the door 
before the pictures would fade into 
the regular acrylic colors. The 
pictures would reappear in al l  their 
original sharpness when I went back 
to bed. My h usband, Kenneth, has 
seen them also. This indicates that 
the phenomenon is not just 
something that f can see. 

Some of the pictures that I have 
seen include: One night I saw two 
men in silver suits with clear 
bubble-like helmets on. On another 
night a big broad-shouldered man in a 
wh ite tunic with black epaulets on 
his shoulders. On another night I saw 
a beautiful picture of the legendary 

· Aztec Quetzacoatl with feathers and 
everything. On stil l  another night I 
saw a l ine of small · men in white 
hoods; a normal sized man in a white 
h ood stood by a tree watching them. 
On stil l  another night I saw a picture 
of a man dressed in a long black 
colonial type of coat with a woman 
in a white gown sitting nearby on a 
white marble bench. At the other end ·of that same picture was a horse 
(brown)  reared up on its h ind legs. 
On sti l l  another night I snapped 
about 3 pictures of the door when 
the camera jammed for no reason . 
The film  was ruined. It was colored 
film too. 

I am planning to snap more of 
these pictures wi th the camera. The 
door pictures are now beginning to 
have movement. I t  would not 
surprise me if these pictures on the 
door did not eventually have sound. 
What does this mean? This is not my 
imagination. I am not dreaming; I am 
wide awake when the pictures take 
place. 

I would like to hear from 
interested people who have ideas or 
experiences similar to this.

or hysterical. This earth planet 
certainly is the object of intense 
interest by many visitors from 
beyond th is particular solar system.

We 
are speaking of intel l igence, not 
intel lectualism, wh ich is the bane of 
balance and harmony. We reiterate, 
the foundation  of the newspaper 
should be credibi l ity ,  no matter 
whether some of the material is 
accepted or bel ieved, but that it is on 
record as sol id information, 
prophetic if you l i ke.

We attempt to provide 
guidance to help ou r sisters and 
brothers on this  planet to - avoid 
u n necessary pit-falls in  their "walk "  
through t h e  cosmos.

� electricity or to electromagnetic have been inspired to do their 
fields, extra-sharp hearing, eyes best work by these intel l igences. 
that are very sensitive to . f ight 
and an .abi l i ty to thrive on l i ttle 
sleep. " Beat adds that the Star 
People have "lower-than-normal 
blood pressure, chrooic sinus 
problems and radiate a strange 
energy that makes people 
around them feel good. " 

I n  the Enquirer article, Beat 
said he has met several Star 
People  and identifies Francie 
Steiger, wife of noted U FO 
researcher and author Brad 
Steiger, as being a · "star 
maiden," one of those 
individuals he is convinced is not 
totally of this world.

Francie says that there are 
many props which aid in  
relaxation, such as background 
music, flickering or revolving 
l ights, and/or l uminous stars that 
adhere to the cei l ing. 

"In the in itial stages, i t  is very 
important to focus your  
conscious m ind on an  ·object for 
a period of time so that you can 
successful ly separate the 
conscious from the subconscious 
and learn control of the latter," 
Francie states. "You must learn 
to put your physical body to 
sleep whi le awakening your 
spi rital self.' ' · 

Francie went on to i l lustrate 
how one of her most inter-esting 
contacts with the space beings 
came by staring at a picture of a 
hofy figure. 

" I  seated myself on the floor 
on a soft cushion .  At lower than 
eye-level I placed a large picture 
of a h<?IY figure for whom I felt  
great love. I stared at the area 
between the eyes, not permitting 
normal b l inking. As my eyes 
began to water and the room 
appeared to be darkening, I 
detected a small movement on 
the forehead of the figure. A 
tiny entity appeared and 
beckoned for me to fol low. , 
Francie felt  that she was tru ly 
imaginir-� h im,  yet she permitted 
her�lf · o bel ieve that he existed. 

" I  pretended that I was as 
smal l as he, and I fol lowed him 
in  my mind/' Francie recal ls. " I  
fel t  a5 -though I were in  two 
places at once. This real ization 
began to 'break the speW of the 
i l lusion, · so I continued to 
pretend that I was smal l .  

"Suddenly I found myself in  
outer space. The l i ttle man- was 
no more, and I cou ld see ·the 
universe clearly al l around me. I 
felt  as though I were suspended 
in space. I watched in  awe as a 
vision began. to spread out 
before me. I saw the 

· incarnations of all humankind 
throughout the centuries unti l 
Earth 's fiery end. I became 
aware of a domain that I was 

told was occupied by the space 
beings and which was timeless. 

" I  was told of a plan whereby 
the beings had selected a group 
from among themselves ' to 
incarnate on Earth and to l ive 
for a time to guide and to teach 
humankind and to give us 
knowledge of the Beyond. " 

On another occasion, Francie 
remembers seei ng circles 
emanating from the wall 
opposite the foot of her bed, 
enlarging as they came toward 
her, encircl ing and moving 
upward over her entire body. A 
voice, more thought-form than 
sound, told her to picture 
someone of whom she was fond 
a�d to seat him mental iy  in  a 
revolving-type chair and to cause 
him to spin. When she d id  this, 
she suddenly found herself 
spinning. A white screen 
appeared, and she was hurled 
through it. She found herself on 
an unfami l iar mountainous 
countryside, watching a young 
boy tending sheep. 

" I  was then brought back to 
my bed," Francie says. "Twice 
more I was instructed to repeat 
th is process of spinning r:nY 
friend in the chair ,  finding 
myself projecting through the 
white screen, watching the same 
shepherd boy. It was then that I 
real ized that an entity from an 
invisible realm had given me a 
new techn ique on how to 

project myself into other 
domains." 

Francie maintains that with 
continued practice anyone may 
learn to establ ish an awareness 
of other dimensions. "Soon you 
wil l  be abl e  to 'thought-travel ,' " 
she promises. 

Thought-travel ,  she explains, 
· is the means by which one wi l l  

truly reach the d imension where 
the invisible space beings dwel l .  
Francie shares many add i tional 
techniques of contact in special 
cassette tape recordings wh ich 
she produces and in her book of 
channel led teachings,

"The sp(lce beings insisteo 
that I write th is book," Francie 
confesses. " And  it appears to be 
helping others as much as it  
helped me when I received it." · 

I n  her consultation work with 
others, Francie has learned that 
some cross a bridge before they 
enter the domain of the space 
beings. Others speak of a golden 
temple wherein they are given 
special teachings. Many tel l  of a 
booming voice that inquires : 
"Are you ready?"  

" If  you hear that voice," 
Francie concludes, "say, 'yes,' 
and you wi l l  make contact wi th 
the space beings just as I have 
done ! "
