college in the Midwest,
researcher James W. Moseley was
told an incredible story by a
professor in his mid-fifties who
approached him after his speech.

The professor told the former

editor-publisher of SAUCER
NEWS that a local resident,
whom he had known for

upwards of twenty-five years,
was driving toward town one
afternoon when she suddenly

saw a strange ship resting on’

tripod legs. As she approached
the craft, she observed a normal

looking' woman and two men-

standing near the vehicle. They
were “talking to each other and
eventually walked over to a
parked auto and drove off. The
witness apparently tried to stop
the car, a Ford, to ‘see what was
going on. However, her attempt
was in vain, becausé the men and
swerved around her,
nearly causing her to drive into a
ditch,

The weirdést part of this
encounter is yet to be told!

The college professor
continued by telling investigator
Moseley that the woman wasn’t
overly frightened by what she
had seen. Since the saucer
occupants were so human in

appearance — not some sort of
monsters — this tended to put
her fears at ease.

‘In fact, over a period of
weeks she began to relax, her life
returning to normal, and she
eventually even managed to push
her unworldly encounter to one
side of her mind.

Then suddenly she. was
thrown back into the void of the
irrational once again! This time
it happened not out in the
country, but downtown in the
local supermarket. The woman
was shopping for the weekly
groceries when she noticed, over
at the next counter, a
familiar-looking face. Edging
closer, she was shocked to find
that it was the same ‘“‘person”
who was seen months before,
driving off from a UFO, leaving
her at the side of the road.

The bewildered woman
followed the UFOnaut, the
female of the trio, to the
check-out counter. Once they
were ‘both in line the witness
said, “Haven’t | seen you
somewhere ‘before?” With this
the ‘“‘space woman”’ bolted from
the line, leaving her parcels next
to the cash register, and
disappeared out onto the street
— never to be seen again.

® Michael Montecalvo (not his
actual name) is a 25-year-old

graduate of the University of
Maryland with a master’s degree
in psychology. Montecalvo’s first
encounter with a peculiar aerial
object and a human-looking
pilotoccurred _in late December
of 1967.

Returning home late one
evening, his Volkswagen came to
a halt along a newly constructed
stretch of Interstate Highway
70, as he traveled south toward
Washington, D.C. There in the
road was what he thought to be
a large tractor-trailer truck that
had somehow jacknifed and was
blocking both lanes of the
expressway.

Closer inspection showed the
object to be a large
ellipsoid-shaped ship, about
thirty feet in diameter, resting
on four spidery legs. In front of
the ship was a “‘man,” who was
beginning to walk toward the
witness. ‘“‘He was dressed in a
light blue cover-all that was
semi-tight fitting. It resembled a
jump suit worn by sky divers.
His hair was fairly short, a light
brown color, sort of sandy, and
he had large blue eyes. | recalled
at the time that he resembled
Paul Newman, the actor,” the
witness later testified.

The UFOnaut introduced
himself as ‘Vadig” and said that
he came from a planet called

‘““Lanulos.’”’” This first
conversation lasted for fifteen
minutes, after which Vadig told
the stunned university student
that he would be leaving for the
present, but that he would be
seeing him “in time.”

The next time Michael
Montecalvo encountered Vadig
it was under a very peculiar set
of circumstances. Michael was
working nights as a waiter in a
restaurant to help defray the
expense of college. One Sunday
evening in January, 1968, a man
came into the restaurant and
seated himself at one of the
tdbles. “‘I recognized him at once
as the man from the saucer, as
he sat regarding me with a slight
smile,” Montecalvo pointed out

during the course of a lengthy
conversation with researchers.
Timothy “Mr. UFO” Beckley
and Harold Salkin, former
publisher of the Little Listening
Post newsletter. ‘| was visibly
shaken by the experience. | can
assure you it was very strange to
see this man again. He was
dressed in conventional clothing
and he could not be
fifferentiated from anyone else
in the cafeteria.”

A third meeting took place a
week _later at the same
restaurant. ‘‘He came in at about
8:30 P.M. and said that if |

were willing to share with our
planet.

Brad describes the meeting
thusly: )

“For the first meeting | asked
Glenn McWane to accompany
me — along with a hidden tape
recorder. We met in a private
home not far from QO’Hare
Airfield. There were three
principals: Ray; the advertising
executive whom | had met
before, was ‘a former jet pilot
who had chased UFO'’s in Korea
and had been on their trail ever
since. Bill, an executive with a
major airline, was thoroughly
dedicated to solving the UFO
enigma, able to travel anywhere
at a moment's notice to
investigate any UFO report
firsthand. And there was
Salvatore — a non-Terran, a UFO
navigator who had been chosen
to negotiate with us Terrdns for
the fuel base and the
fireproofing solution.

“The evening went so fast
and was so confusing that |/
never did identify a redheaded
lady with strange eyes. She was
hostile to me at first,
complaining that in one of my
books | had said some UFO'’s
may not have the most friendly
of intentions. Nor do | recall the
identities of a number of other
men and women who,
apparently, were the investment
counselors, the psychologist, the
pilots, and other assorted
non-Terrans. To make matters
more confusing, Glenn’s hidden
tape recorder later repreduced
only some unintelligible voices
that sounded like Donald Duck
singing in the shower.”’

As it turned out, Brad says he
was never convinced that the
person known as ‘Salvatore”
was actually an alien, and during
subsequent meetings the man
acknowledged that he had been
trained by a German scientist
who had worked closely with
other non-Earthlings who first
establish a continuing line of
communication with - aliens
toward the end of World War I.

Says Steiger in his exciting

Lockwood did this drawing of a

report published in Mysteries of
Time and Space: '

“Dr. Rhinelander (as we shall
call him) was contacted by a
group of non-Terrans and told
that he would be given the plans
and assistance to build
marvelous aerial craft that would
run on a propulsion system
totally unknown to him. If he
wished to receive this
information, he must. form a
group of scientific disciples and
immigrate to a certain
coal-mining community in the
Midwest, U.S.A. Dr. Rhinelander
agreed, and as soon as possible
after the signing of the
Armistice, the Germans
immigrated to the designated
area. It was important to be near
these nearly played-out mines,
Dr. Rhinelander was told,
because the fuel he would need
for the crafts would be made
from a by-product of codl.

“Dr. Rhinelander and his
fellow scientists established
themselves in the community,
beginning their day when the
last whistle sounded in ‘the
mines. While the miners trudged
for the bars, home, supper, and
bed, the scientists entered their
laboratories and set about to
fulfill the time schedule that had
been set for them by their
mysterious benefactors.
Eventually, through the
apparently unlimited funds
provided by the non-Terrans, Dr.
Rhinelander was able to buy up
old mines to convert into
spacious laboratories and to
employ large numbers of the
indigenous community.

“Salvatore told wus that those
who wished to work for Dr.
Rhinelander had first to pass a
rigorous physical examination
and a tortuous, maddening
psychological examination. If
one were accepted, he was given
a special diet and was required
to submit to a regular testing of
his blood, ‘to see if it stayed
right.’

‘“Salvatore
apprenticeship as a ‘checker’ —
a very simple job. One had only
to receive a name and an address

served his

and go to that place and
\check ’-to see if that person
was doing what he was supposed
to be doing. For example, the
computer might say that a
certain man was supposed to be
living in Orlando, Florida, and
was supposed to be a research
chemist. A checker would then
be dispatched to Orlando to see
if that fellow was employed as a
research chemist or if he had
‘erred '’ "and pursued another
walk of life.

“After a few years as a
‘ checker,” Salvatore was
allowed to enter the laboratories
where Dr. Rhinelander and his
crew were _assembling the first
aerial craft, which to Salvatore’s
unsophisticated eye appeared as

impractically shaped as
upside-down saucers."”’
At this point there was

apparently a falling out between
Salvatore and Dr. Rhinelander,
and the non-Terrans let it be
known that they were not eager
for Homo sapiens to have the
secrets of interstellar travel, and
so they backtracked on the
entire project.

However, operating on his
own — utilizing the secrets he
had already discovered — Dr.
Rhinelander proheeded with his
work without any other-worldly:
assistance. Eventually the doctor
died and Salvatore — be he alien
or earthling — began to contact
those he thought would
appreciate such formulas.

But, as Brad Steiger asks, was
this ‘“‘man” authorized to sell
these formulas?

“Salvatore always answered
yes, but he seemed typecast as a
conspirator.- -In -each —of our
meetings he had the
disconcerting habit of always
looking over his shoulder — or
ours — as if someone lurked
unseen in the shadows.

@A New York City woman,
Barbara Hudson, had repeated
UFO sightings as a child living in
the Harlem Section of
Manhattan. One day
leaving school, she was driven by
several ordinary looking men to
a rural area of Pennsylvania. In a
sectuded field surrounded by a
forest she saw other men and
women walking around outside
of an object which stood on
tripod landing gear. The men
who had driven here to this
locale said that they would make
contact with her- from time to
time and would disclose things
that would benefit her. They
warned her about speaking of
her experiences, as they said
“nobody  would listen.” Ms.
Hudson maintains that the
operators of this craft are known
as “The Group,” and that they
have several bases here on earth.
One is in New England, where
Barbara has traveled on several
occasions ‘to “meet with other
aliens whom she says mingle
freely in our society, taking jobs
and going about their business
undetected.

The above four cases
represent only- a fraction of the
total number of reports on file
with UFO REVIEW which
indicate that human-looking
aliens are living on this planet,
co-existing side-by-side with
Earthlings.

As to why they don’t wish to
be identified, Dr. Lockwood
says that “most aliens choose
not to be detected, as they can
perform their mission with much
greater ease and success. When
they are recognized, a
well-known human weakness
takes hold, and people overlook
the message the visitors have to
offer man — they end up only
focusing their consciousness on
the phenomenon and the
messengers themselves. They
place the alien upon a pedestal
and make a god or messiah out
of him.”

From personal experience,
Dr. Lockwood says that the
aliens- have the power to appear-
or disappear at will.

She recalls in
vivid- detail an incident which
took place in 1945 while she was
a WAC stationed in post-war
Germany.

‘I was staying with my

and every day we would drive
out to an army or air force base
and entertain our boys. Before
leaving the States, my mother
told me to look at some of the
beautiful jewels in Europe. | had
had dinner one night with a nice
gentlman, who suggested we pay

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A UFO exploded o:/er Ohria, ﬁnd a while later Edward Lunguy

discovered a peculiar rock-like substance
on his property. NASA has admitted that it 1s not manmade.

It was the steady, pulsating
globe of strange orange light that
caused Edward A. Lunguy to
crane his neck through the
window of his automobile that
unforgettable Wednesday
-evening in July of 1972.

The driveway was dark, and
the circular orb, glowing like a
full moon, only larger, squatted
weirdly in the sky about a mile
away, directly over the Magic
City shopping plaza where he
was to meet his- grandmother.
Silent and wondrous, like
something wholly unreal, it
seemed frozen, put there by
God-knows-who, for no other
reason than to bedazzle the
senses of man.

Awed, Edward Lunguy
squinted, straining his eyes for
another look. No, he wasn’t
dreaming. The object seemed to
radiate an inner glow, like an
amber-colored light bulb,
hovering about 100 feet in the
Ohio sky.

It was sticky and very humid,
and fast approaching 10 P.M.
when Lunguy’s auto came to a
halt outside of Moose Lodge,
where his grandmother,
70-year-old Mrs. ~ Hazel M.
Obney, was attending her usual
once-a-week club meeting.

Now. - directly overhead, the
thing loomed noiselessly, about
the size and shape of a Klick
market sign, Lunguy related.

“When | -picked up my
grandmother, | told her about
the strange round object that
was over the Plaza, and asked if
she would like to see it. She
agreed, and we. stopped the car
while coming down our street, at
962 Howe Road, Cuyahoga
Falls. We both climbed from the
car. It was about 9:50 PM, and it
was still overhead, hovering
ghostlike above the shopping
center complex.

“Then the object began to
move as though some invisible
hand turned a switch to start a
motor. It moved slowly,
sluggishly, towards the north
side of  Barberton. It was as
though whatever force
controlled that movement didn’t
seem to care who saw it — and it
didn’t seem to be in any hurry at
all.

“It was traveling, I’d say,
100-125 miles an hour, like a

small airplane — a Piper Cub —
toward the Sun Rubber
Company. And then, just as it
passed over a water tower about
two blocks from where we were
standing in our back yard, the
object’ exploded in a silent
shower of sparks and
disappeared. It looked like the
Fourth of July! y

“We didn’t see anything. fall
to the ground, but we did see
lots of sparks fly all over the
sky, and we were somewhat
disappointed to -see it explode
like that. And strange it is to say
that it still made no noise —
nothing at all — even while it
was exploding. Then we went
into the house and | told my_
mother and the children what
we saw that night. . .”

Although unconfirmed by

any authoritative sources at the -

time, police switchboards
buzzed incessantly with reports
of . a UFO sighting, and a
noiseless explosion of a huge
orange bajl in the sky that
couldn’t have been a meteor.
Speculation that it might have
been a balloon were dismissed-
because of its speed and the
shower of sparks when it quietly
exploded.

However, that spectacular
sighting over Barberton, and
what followed, are causing many
in the scientific and UFOlogical
communities to speculate that
not only did a UFO. visit Ohio
that night during the summer of
1972, but that it left behind
physical evidence of its brief
stay — evidence. that could once
and for all prove the reality of
space craft visiting from distant
worlds.

For it was the beginning of
August, three weeks after the
sighting, and conversation
concerning the incident had all
but ebbed into nearly forgotten
kitchen-table small-talk; Lunguy
was busily -working around the
yard early one morning,
smoothing the
mowing the grass on his
farm-size piece of property.

It was while he was
maneuvering the lawn-mower
around a pine tree that he found
the substance that looked like a
rock. It was under the tree,
buried beneath an inch of soil.
He was immediately drawn to its

beauty. It was like nothing else

he’d ever seen before. The
nine-inch, 13-pound mass was

smooth and black, and amber
tones gleamed from it. It was
such a beautiful specimen that
Lunguy couldn’t let it lie in the
yard, and so he picked it up
gently and took it into the
house.

The rock-like material was
admired by the family and
finally put aside, to be used as a
decoration on the mantlepiece.

“My children were very smalil
at the time and quite often
utilized it (the rock) as a
footstool with which to watch
television, and many times used
it to reach the light switch in our
home.

“After the passing of my
grandmother in 1974, my wife -
suddenly asked me what kind of
rock it was. | shrugged, telling
her 1 didn’t know. But she
spurred my curiosity, and so |
began looking through many
books. | also went to the library,
but | just wasn’t able to find out
what kind of rock it was. After a
time she asked me to take it to
someone to see just exactly what
it was. | told her | would.”

In August of 1974, just
before he took the mystery find
to Kent State University, Kent,
Ohio, the sudden flash of
coincidence struck home, hitting
like a door slamming him in the
face.

T he amber, beer-bottle color
tones of the rock and the hue of
the UFO sighted above
Barberton two -years before,
were the same. . .

With that “coincidence” fresh
in his mind, the rock was taken
to David Burns, assistant
professor of geology at Kent
State University.

Burns performed a series of
spectrograph tests and came to
the conclusion that the rock was
too fresh to have béen outside
long. What’s more, tests
concluded that it was not a rock
at all — but glass. 4

When Lunguy told Bums of
the celestial explosion witnessed
in 1972, and that the material
was discovered - some weeks
afterward, it was suggested that
Lunguy immediately notify
NASA.

Before the still puzzling
substance was submitted for
testing to Rober Oldrieve, a
NASA scientist at “Cleveland’s
Lewis Research Center, Lunguy
was visited by Earl Neff,

Club, and Mr. Canduso, of the
Akron UFO Club. The interview
was conducted on Thursday,
September 10, 1974, and their
findings were that “Lunguy is a
credible witness who sought no
publicity either at the time of
the sighting or now.”

In the meantime, Edward
Lunguy’s- 13" x 9” x 4” ‘rock’
was given over to Oldrieve,
himself a 20-year veteran at
NASA/Cleveland.

diffractometer trace as well as a
spectrochemical analysis was
made.

Although a radioactivity test
produced negative results, one of
the most interesting
coincidences NASA/Cleveland
discovered is that the glass itself
was not any of the volcanic -or
common natural glasses known.

Dr.
Westinghouse Research
Laboratory was called in. He
suggested Feldspar, Anorthite,
or Orthiclose with limestone in
solution. This proved out
negative, as such a glass would
not be clear, but crystalline.

Another major coincidence
drawn by Oldrieve was how
vastly -different the unknown
glass is from any natural glass,
and, how close in composition it
is to glasses which were found to
be desirable for rocket nozzle
applications in NASA programs.

In part, Oldrieve’s report
states, ‘“That such a composition
should be associated with a UFO
is curious, to say the least. Mr.
Lunguy could not have known
the color of the glass until his
investigator cleaved it. When he
saw it he immediately exclaimed
that this was the color (as he had
described to us previously) of
the UFO he had seen.”

The report continued, “The
unknown glass has the
desirabilities for the protection
of such hot items as: jet engine
combustor liner, or ram-jet or
rocket parts.”

In short, the mass was
determined to be a natural glass
similar to rocket glass — the

substance used in space research,

to guard space\capsules entering
the earth’s atmosphere.
Scientists are continuing to
test the as yet elusive material.
Speculation runs high that it was
not man-made — that it may
possibly . have been constructed
by extraterrestrial  life far
beyond the earth’s surface.
Tested, ‘it has shown to be a
fantastic refractory material, has
great bonding strength, and that
it has good thermal expansion. It
could prove invaluable in the
space race. Many experts have
exclaimed that it could
revolutionize the glass industry.
Expounded Oldrieve: “The
only conclusion that can be
made is that the unknown
remains unknown. Apart from
the fascinating possibility that
the glass was part of a UFO, the
glass is harder, less fusible, and
in these respects more like a
gemstone than is common glass.

tungsten; will not spall or flow
off; and should prevent
oxidation.”

Glasses are so different in
composition, he brought out,
and are so abundant, that no
conclusion can be made about
uniqueness. The fact that it is
like a -rocket glass in
composition is the only tie-in to
a UFO sighting. :

A ‘‘gossamer, thin-walled
ornament”’ with internal lighting
device? An extraterrestrial
“experiment” to see if humans
are perceptive of objects in the
sky? Or just a‘rock?

Only time, and further
testing, will tell. In any event,
the UFO-glass, which is the
name that has been applied to it,
is being kept safely under wraps
in a vault, deep in the
basement of a bank in
Barberton, Ohio.@

He handed me photocopies of
two letters, both from the
United States Air Force.

I scanned both letters quickly
and whistled.

“Bill, there’s gotta be
something wrong here. These
letters are too good to be true!”

Both letters were addressed
to Todd Zechel, an-associate of
William Spaulding, who heads an
organization called Ground
Saucer Watch (GSW).
Spaulding’s organization had
bearded the lion in its den by
taking on, almost
single-handedly, none other than
the Central Intelligence Agency,
and by public pressure and
lawsuits forced the CIA to
disgorge many of its secret UFO
files for public scrutiny.

The first letter addressed to
Zechel was on the letterhead of
the Department of the Air
Force, Air Force Rocket
Propulsion Laboratory, Edwards
AFB, California, dated Feb. 2,
1979, and signed by Kenneth E.

Sterling, Chief, Technical
Inforamtion Branch. It read, in
part:

“In response to your many
inquiries, on behalf of this

command and this base, | can

state without reservation that no
crashed Unidentified Flying
Objects have ever been studied
by this command, nor have any
ever been stored at this base.
The blue berets that you refer
to, more appropriately known as
the 9741st Alien Aircraft
Retrieval Squadron, have always
operated out of Wright Patterson
Air Force Base in Dayton, Ohijo,
and all of their retrievals would
have been taken directly
there. .

The second letter, dated May
4, 1979, was also addressed to
Zechel, but it  was from the
Department of the Air Force,
Headquarters, Foreign
Technology Division,
Wright-Patterson Air Force Base,
Dayton, Ohio, and signed by
Col. Frank Jamieson, Adjutant
to the Commanding General.
Again we quote in part:

‘“We have checked and
verified your former security
clearance with the National
Security Agency, but cannot
grant your request to visit
Foreign Technology Division’s

“BOO-BOOS” OR LEAKS?
Still stunned from the
contents of the letters, | could
:only stare at Dr. Mclntyre in
disbelief, as the uneaten

set it back down, and re-read
them.
“First of all,” 1 told my
visitor, “I’d say it’s 99 percent

that these letters are hoaxes.”

“l agree,” he quickly chimed

While there could be a remote
possibility that Kenneth E.
Sterling could have made a
colossal boo-boo, maybe after
too big a party the previous
night, or, like many Government
sources, could have been
deliberately leaking information
— well, that was about a
million-to-one shot!

And the second letter,
written three months later, and
from a different Air Force base,
again (if authentic) represented a
colossal foul-up of security, and,
again  virtually admitted the
capture of crashed saucers and
their occupants!

If one stretched his
imagination, and stood on his
head while rotating two thumbs
in opposite directions, ONE
letter just might take on some
credibility. But TWO
unconscious breaches of
security? TWO deliberate leaks?
One would have to be a devout
disciple of OFFICIAL UFO to
swallow all that fish!

“l am certain of one thing (I
told Mclntyre), if these letters
were written by some ordinary
hoaxer, he or she could be
pounding rocks in the pokey for
a mighty long time.

| thought enough of the paper to
devote a lot of space to it in my
Gray Barker’s Newsletter, and to
back .it up with an interview
with Dr. Robert Carr in a recent
issue of UFO REVIEW.

And from sniffing the wind
blowing through the politics of
organized UFO research, | get
the impression a lot of
responsible people are again
buying the story.

“If it is, indeed, a pure
cock-and-bull story, I’ll have a
red face when it’s knocked down
again. But if the story is true....”

‘““REVERSE PSYCHOLOGY”

Mclintyre looked at the letters
again. Now I’'m about as psychic
as a bed post, but somehow |
could tell that my visitor had
picked up my train of thought
and -was tossing it around
mentally:

In “reverse psychology” the
ploy would work something like
this — along with resurgence of
popular belief in UFOs, fanned
by top-rated movies and TV
shows, a re-evaluation of many
early UFO incidents was taking
place. Due to Stringfield’s
prestige in the UFO investigation
field, organized UFOlogy was
again ready to dig into the
retrieval stories. In a climate
following the massive leaks and

" military personnel

civil disobedience attendant to
the Viet Nam war, some former
who were
privy to the retrievals might be
getting ready to blow security
and talk. Also, statutes of
limitation are wearing into
security oaths.

‘“l don’t believe a word I'm
saying,” | continued. “My little
Radio Shack computer, along
with your big computers, would
term this theory idiotic — if you
could program them to make
such an analysis. But here it
goes. . . .

“The letters were deliberately
made up and planted in the hope
that they would be initially
believed and publicized by a few
gung-ho UFO people. A few
small gullible publications, (such
as James W. Moseley’s Saucer
Sheet, which has subsequently
published excerpts from the
letters): would spread the
“word.” Of course. no rational

researcher would swallow stuff

such as ‘the 9741st Alien
Aircraft Retrieval Squadron’,
and_again, any serious research,
such as that done by Stringfield,
would be discredited. Stringfield
and a few-others would be made
to look like fools, and UFOlogy
would have a hearty laugh. But
not as hearty a guffaw as the
psychological warfare experts
who created the ploy!”’

My elaborate paranoial
construction was interrupted by
a kind of gasp or snort from Dr.
Mclintyre, who also had upset his
Coke. He had turned from me
and was watching a bearded man
leaving the restaurant carrying a
large black briefcase. | had been
so enmeshed in my wild
speculations that | had taken
little notice of the man, who had
just. emerged from the ‘men’s
room adjacent to our table.

My mind flashed back, again

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““UFO SIGHTINGS
IN ANTHOPOLOGISTS’
FIELD NOTES”

The single, unifying experience of
nearly all university-trained doctoral
students in anthropology has been
and will continue to be fieldwork.
Studying aspects of other societies in
their own settings often yields an
amazing array of unusual accounts.
Sprinkled -among the stories told to
fledgling anthropologists by their
informants must be many first-hand
sightings of UFO'’s. Unfortunately,
descriptions of the sightings are
recounted in the language and
symbolic/religious matrix of another
culture, so they are difficult to
recognize. They are likely to be
recorded in the field notes under a
catchall category, such as “magical
beliefs’” or ‘‘dreams and
hallucinations.””

While conducting my own
dissertation fieldwork in the
Czechoslovak Social Republic back in
1972, | came across several accounts
of an unusual UFO sighting that had
taken place about five years earlier. 1
was collecting data on witchcraft and
“evil eye” in a small village located in
the Myjava Foothills of Western
Slovakia, the easternmost province.

The people living in this
agricultural .region have no contact
with the Western media. Press
coverage of UFO’s in the Warsaw
Pact countries is non-existent. Quite
often, they even ‘‘forget” to publish

news of their own airplane disasters. |
am therefore fairly confident that my
informants in this village were not
prompted or influenced by
information they had seen or read.
Contagion could not have
contributed to what they told me.
One evening as | was walking
down the pitch-black main street in
the village with the Registrar of the
Local People’s Committee, after
spending several hours recording
witchcraft stories in a neighbor’s
home, | happened to look up and
pointed out a shooting star. My
Registrar friend nonchalantly
chuckled and said that it was nothing
compared to what she had seen a few
years ago. Naturally | was very
curious, and immediately formulated
a few questions. By the time | could
get them out, she was already reciting
a detailed account. All | could do was

listen and then hope to remember it
for my notebook.

She told me that she was walking
on the same street around 8:30 p.m.
on a December night about five years
earlier (that would be in 1967). Since
there is very little industry for miles
around, the sky is exceptionally
clear, so in the absence of clouds the
stars twinkle with considerable
intensity. Suddenly out of nowhere a
revolving form appeared over the hill
in back of the village’s 300-year-old
church. The underside was dark and
completely round. She could tell
because it blocked out the stars
where it hovered, seemingly on edge
only a few hundred feet above the
ground. She heard no noise
whatsoever. Then the object slowly
tilted down, banking in the other
direction, revealing its top side. She
described it as being plano-convex in
cross-section; with a dome on top.
Ringing the dome at its base was a
ribbon of light — perhaps a series of
““windows.” The light was yellowish
and revealed the dull gray metallic
color of the surface of this object. All
the while it hovered, first tilting over
on one side and then on the other, it
was revolving. Then, just as suddenly
as it had appeared, it disappeared. As
she put it, the object just got smaller.
and smaller. No doubt it took off at a
very rapid speed.

When | asked her what she
thought this object was, the Registrar
was evasive. | asked her if anyone else
had seen it, and she listed the names
of other residents for me. | then
inquired about the duration of the
sighting. She was uncertain, but
noted that it could have been several
minutes, because dogs had begun to
bark -and the ensuing ruckus brought
their owners out into the courtyards,
and that is how so many villagers
came to see it. The barking dogs
might indicate that the object was
emitting a high-pitched frequency
which would have been inaudible to
the people. :

Although my companion was
unwilling to offer her own
explanation for this sighting, she did
use an ‘expression to refer to the
object. Everyone else | interviewed in
this village gave me the same account
and used the same expression:
“letecky tanier” (“flying plate’).
Over and over, | asked my informants
if they had heard this expression used
in newscasts or if they had read it in
newspapers or magazines. No, they
had not. They. formulated it by
‘themselves. They really thought it
looked like one of their dinner plates.
In this part of Eastern Europe, dinner
plates resemble shallow soup plates
with a wide flat rim. Soup is served
first, then the rest of the meal is
placed in the same dish. If you flip
one over, you can easily see why
these villagers came to use the
expression ‘‘flying plate.”’

UFO’s — whatever their origin —
appear to be a global phenomenon.
As such, information concerning
their appearances is stored in
hundreds of societies. One avenue of
access to these as yet unknown
accounts is through the discipline of
anthropology.

| was particularly intrigued by
Gray Barker’'s comments about
alleged government censorship of the
media in your June issue. Since |
have worked in both the broadcasting
and publishing industries, | should
like to respond to some of the
charges made by Mr. Barker.

| don’t know why the Movie
Capricorn One was withdrawn from
circulation, but | do know that it is
being presented this month on the
Home Box Office Pay-TV network,
apparently uncut. Since cable TV
penetration extends throughout the
country, | dare say this movie will
receive a wider audience now than
when it was released to the movie
theaters. Any suggestions of
censorship is without foundation.
Distributing agencies may have a lot
of reasons to remove a movie from
circulation. Contractural
commitments for later pictures may
be responsible. It is also true that —
astthough the movie had a reasonably
good box office gross in this country
— receipts had fallen off sufficiently
to cause its withdrawal.

Barker is also distorting the facts
about the re-release of Close

Encounters of the Third Kind. | read
the same trade publications he does,
and nowhere is it stated that large
portions of the first hour and a half
will be deleted. It is true that a new
scene showing the inside of the
landed spaceship will be shown. A
small portion of the middle of the
movie, thought by many critics to be
particularly slow<moving, will be
axed, so that the length of the movie
will not be increased. The producers
want a product that will appeal to a
wider audience. | doubt that any
“’key’”’ scenes that might shed light on
the UFO mystery will be deleted.
Bear in mind, the film is science
fiction.

Most of the media is controlled by
businessmen — not artists. Their
choices are dictated by
considerations of profit and loss.
They are not perfect, and frequently
make bad decisions. Most of your
readers know, for example, that plans
for Star Wars were rejected by many
studios before the picture was finally
filmed. It turned out to be the
biggest box office smash ever!
Obviously a few heads rolled at rival

studios over that decision.

The same holds true for the
publishing industry. Management
consists largely of accountants,
kawyers and professional
administrators. They know and
generally care little about artistic
considerations in many cases. They
are interested in ‘the bottom line of a
balance sheet. They like to invest
money in proven products. :

Also, many media-related
industries are large conglomerates
with thousands of employees. Lots of
decisions are made on a
middle-management level. There are
many contradictions and mistakes.
Let’s not get so carried away with it
all that we attribute human
imperfections and the fear of taking
chances to censorship.

It is far more important to deal
with the facts about the UFO
enigma. There are enough scientists
taking the subject seriously these
days to insure that meaningful data
will get a fair hearing. Incipient
paranoia will only hurt our case.
