Happily, the public has more 
common sense in this matter than 
most g o ve r nment and NASA 
bureaucrats.

In addition, a number of private 
organizations and ufologists have 
doggedly pursued the UFO problem 
for many years, without any funding 
or help whatsoever from those who 
ought to be investigating the UFO 
problem as a matter of public duty 
and scientific duty.

"One n ight after it happened, 
I tol d  the . gi r ls  that I had a 
fee l i ng I cou ld communicate 
with them, and that I was goi ng 
to do just that," Elai ne says. 
"They l aughed at me. Sti l l ,  they j 
agreed to go along with what I 
wanted to do. ... 

"And what I wanted to do 
was to go back to the Redwood 
Restaurant in Sanford where i t  
had a l l  started. 

"Noth ing happened there or 
o n  t h e  w ay back," E lai ne 
r e p o r t s ,  "but when I was 
stand ing alone outside �ouise 's 
home, I fel t  th is trembl i ng come 
over me. .I went inside and I 
noticed that I had al l these 
golden cobwebs on me. ·1 told 
the g ir l s  to look .

Thou gh he  formal ly began h i s  
c a r e e r  a s  a concert p ian i-st 

· s t u d y i n g  u n d e r  A r t h u r 
Rubinste in,  the "boy wonder" 
soon renounced c lassical train i ng 
i n  o r d e r  t o  b e c o m e a 
c o ntemporary artist who, at 
n i n e t e e n ,  p o s se s s e d  t h e  
necessary i ngred ients to become 
a superstar. A ca5uat glance at  the 
sales figures show that he  d id  
ex.ceed i ngly wel l .· Between the 
years 1 959 and 1 963, Neil  wrote 
over seventy�five h i ts.

{;Ommunication warrant serious

scoffing. H e  has had a number of 
personal experiences which �an 
b e  c l as s i fied as psych ic  i n  
content. H i s  brysh - with th� 
borderland of rea l i ty has led to 
fi rm convictions in the area of 
surviva l . Ne i l  is  a strong bel iever 
that al l human s  possess a sou l ,  
and that th is  sou l i s  a separate 
enti ty fro(Tl the body, and that it 
survives after the c l inical state of 
death . 

A t  s e v e n te e n ,  w i t h o u t  
r e a l izi ng i t, Ne i l  proved to 

h imsel f that the sou l i ndeed 
exists.

the day betbre. 

Brodsky thought the matter 
so i mportar i. that he made a 
long trek to the nearest forestry 
station and rad ioed Leni ngrad : 
' ' M ysterious crater found at 
l a k e side. Experts and d ivers 
needed . "

At 6 a.m . the next morn ing I 
was al ready on the way to the · 
scene, aboard a trai n with a 
group which included d ivers .  ·

searched thorough ly for any ; but 
cou l d n 't find even a scorchmark 

· on the previous year's grass. And 
the ice on the lake showed . no 
cracks;  there was only the si ngle 
hole.  

In the greyish foam near the 
hole I noticed some l i ttle black 
bal l s  which loo ked l i ke scorched 
grains of · m i l let. I scooped up a 
h a'n d fu l  a n d  rub b ed them 
be�ween my fi ngers - they were ' 
brittle and not l i�e m i l l et grains 
at al l .

Near the crater the bottom of 
the lake was covered with loose

the bottom. The whole mass· of 
loose soi l  on the lake bottom 
formed a long, narrow tongue .

Brodsky, w h o  w�s acti 11g as 
o u r  guide, had been sitti ng 
si lently smoking shag. Now he 
r o s e  to n i s  feet, rel i t  h is  
strong�smel l ing  pipe and sai d :  
" I 'm go ing to wal k arour�d the 
end of the lake and take a lool< 
at the other side. " 

The thought of a ricochet had 
oc curred to us, too. I f  an 
unknown body, trave l l i ng at a 
colossaf speed, had h it  the 'edge 
of the shore and ricocheted l i ke 
a flat stone skipping p.cross 
water, it cou ld  conceivab ly have 
reached the far shore. 

We reached the smal l ,  rather 
long lake and saw that a huge 
section of earth had been gouged 
out of a b luff. The crater was 
about 88 feet long, 50 feet wide 
and 1 0 feet deep. Near the shore­
there was a large hole in the ice; 
flo�ting in the open water were a 
fe w j ag g e d  b l o cks of ice. 
Everywhere else the ice · on the 
lake was smooth. Close to the 
water the bottom of the crater 
narrowed. 

We asked Brot:isky to take a 
c lose look at the soH ,  the trees 
and the ice. Whi le  he was gone 
we found someth ing we cou ldn 't 
exp lain .  A diver, c l imb ing out of 
the ho le, happened to overturn a 

_ block  of ice; its immersed part 
was emerald green to a depth of 
a couple of-inches. We examined 
several b locks and the story ·was 
the same;  but when we whacked 
off a chun k from the sol i d  ice it 
showe d  no green .

I wanted to let you know that I 
found one of your papers in the d rug 
store. I t  was the l ast one they had 
and so I bought it. I hope you print 
this letter because when I hear people 
getting in to a panic over U FOs I just 
have to laugh. 

You see, Southern I l l i nois has h ad 
them since 1 95 7  and we here in Mt. 
Vernon have had them all the t ime. 
No one ever cal ls the police anymore. 
They come down low over our 
shopping centers at night. They visit 
our ai rports qu i te frequently. They 
hover over a huge lake just south of 
t h e  c i t y .  T h e y  e ve n  r e m a i n  
motion less about 3 0  feet above the 
Interstate H ighway and watch the 
traffic go by. When they get t ired of 
doing th is they d rift off toward St. 
Louis. 

One moonl i t  night I noticed this 
. object either dome or saucer shaped 
sitti ng on the ground. I t  was about 
20 feet across and was si lver in color. 

. I d idn 't see anyone moving around' it, 
but there was woods with homes 
close by and perhaps they were 
visiting people there. It  d idn 't upset 
me because every night I saw two or 
three on my way to work.

M EN IN BLACK R EPO RT 

Yes the M I B  are in Canada too. 
O n  Apri l  25th ,  1 97 8 ,  I was 

sched u led to appear on the joycj!es 
Talk Sho w  on C J CS Rad io at 6 : 30 
p.m.  I was busy in the afternoo.n i n  
m y  den work ing o n  the i nformatio� I 
wanted to touch upon du'r ing the 
show. The time  was between 2 : 30 
and 3 p.m .  when there was a knock 
on my front door. I opened the door,

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and i m med iately stepped back in  
shock. 

There, at my door, stood a classic 
Ml B. He was slightly shorter than I 
was, �round 5 '6" and he stood 
slightly bent over which made .h i m 
seem even smal ler. H is complexion 
was 'a darker color than my own -
being c loser to an ol ive hue, but not 
the same as an oriental . His cheeks 
were so sunken in that they looked 
l ike they were pinned together on the 
inside of h is mouth. He had high� 
cheekbones, and a very sharp, angu lar 
f a c e .  H i s  e yes were the most 
prom inent, bei ng larger than nor�al 
and slightly slanted - but not in an 
oriental way, more outward , almost a 
sl ight wrap around effect. His face 
was sinister in looks, and the eyes 
enhanced this appear-ance. H is skin 
was n.ot �ompletely smooth , but 
appeared to be pitted,  and rough. H is 
mouth was thin and 'drawn,  his nose 
appeared small and straight (although 
I don 't recall his nose as m uch as h is 
eyes or mouth).  His hair was black 
and very short, as if i t  was j ust 
growing back in again.  

• His clothing was dark in color. He 
w9re a black turtleneck', and black 
slacks, although the pants seemed to 
tiave- a faint sheen �o them making 
t h -e m  a p p e a r  ' t i g h ter than the 
t u rt l e n e c k  i n  color. His· shoes 
appeared to be a dark brown and 
were shi ned. He�was a very thin  man, 
and his clothes, seemed to h ang oddly 
on h is body. I never took a real close 
look at his clothes being preoccu pied 
with h is face, but I believe this is 
fairly accurate. 

He was holdi ng � picture album in  
his left hand,  and after a moment of  
j ust standing there looki ng at  me,  he 
reached over with his right h an d  and 
opened the book. I glanced down. and 
saw a picture of a young boy posed 
attractively, and one of a woman and 
child. At the same ti me the m an 
started to speak, and his ma"ner of 
speech shocked me as wel l .  H is words 
w ere mispronounced and formed 
difficulty, his mouth moving very 
slowly and careful ly working out 
each word. Even with his great effort 
to speak, the quality of h is speech · 

was extremely poor. He spoke 'lery 
softly. and I d idn't  catch all that he 
said , but what I did hear was to the 
effect of "Do you want a picture 
taken of yourself  or your chi ldren?  
We have a mobile in  the  area." 

My reply was simply, "No,  I have 
enough pictures." The man stood for 
another long moment and just stared 
at me again ,  then he turned abruptly 
and RAN out the door !  I closed the 
door after h is departure and by the 
time I realized I should be watch ing 
h im to see where he went, he had 
already d isappeared. At no time, 
d uring the encounter d id  I see any · 
cars, van or trucks behind h i m  on the 
street; altbough my view was blocked 

, to the sides of h i m ,  so the re might 
have been a vehicle u p  the street. 

H e  n e v e r.  th reatened me, or 
warned me to stop any particul ar 
research so I am at a loss to figure 
out just what he did want !  He has 
never returned to me personal ly,  but 
he did appear to some friends of 
ours. 

That evening I went to the radio 
station and was the guest on the tal k 
show. Al l  the calls in were clear 
except forl'one, which came from one 
of our investigators (name withheld 
on req uest). I 'l l  call  her Ann. Her call 
was fi l led with a sudden static on 
the l ine, was broken up and bare l y  
aud ible. T h e  calls preceding hers and 
following hers were clear with no 
trouble at al l .  

After I got home I called Ann a�d 
told her about the strange break ing 
up of her cal l ,  and also told her about 
the strange man who fiad come to my 
door (I m�de no mention of h i m  
possibly being a MJB} .  There was a 
long. silence on her end , then fi nally ' 
she_said, "He was here too ! "  

A n n  the n  told me that about a 
week previous this same man h ad 
come to her door asking if she would 
l ike some pictures taken of her 
·family. S ince Ann is an older woma� 
and her child ren are all grown and 
gone, she decided to have a picture 
taken of her champion dog, to give to 
h e r  h u s b a n d  on h i s birthd ay. 
Arrangements were made, and a 
couple of days later a large black van 
pulled into the yard. Ann said there 
were no markings at all on the sides 
- both men were dressed in  black as 
they came to her door to have her 

bring her dog to the van . She 
descri bed the one man (the tal ler of 
the two) as being the same one who 
had come to my door, and the other 
was sl ightly shorter and stoc kier. The 
shorter Jhan was d ressed in a black 
suit, and seemed to be having trouble . 
breath i ng. A n n  thought at first that 
he was asthmatic, because he was 
p a n t i n g i n s t e a d  of b r e a t h i n g 
normal ly. The one man asked her 
what time it was, and she thought 
that she was hold i ng them up for 
another appoi ntment  because , the 
man who had asked seemed very · 
agitated about something. 

Ann. had a very difficult time 
getting her dog into the van. The dog 
would  whine and cower, and she had 
to drag h i m  into the van. At no time 
did either of the men help her. Once 
inside, the two· men set up their 
e q u i p m e n t  and took the dog's 
picture. Ann d idn 't elaborate on 
what the inside of the van looked 
l i ke, or what equipment they had in 
it, or eve_n what transpired while she 
was in it. S he stated that they simply 
too k the dog's pictUre and she left. 

Ann has since dropped out of 
SU FORT, and I rarely hear from her. 
F o r  the longest time after the 

incident happened wou ld catch 
her staring at me with the oddest 
smile on her face - al most a- "  I know 
somethi ng you don 't know" ty pe of 
sm i le. It real ly bothered me·, - and I 
began to sh un her:,. Soon after ·this, 
she l eft the-grou p. 

l n v·est i g a t i b'n w as d o n e  by 
CUFORN i nto the M I B  incident, but 
A n n  w as n e v e r  a v a i l a b l e  for 
questid'ning. They chec ked- into the 
stud ios that the man had said he wac; 
connected with, and found out that 
they' had stopped t.aking pictures by 
mobile vans, and that no one of his 
description worked for them. They 
h ad no _k n o wledge at all that 
someone was going around posing as 
a photograph�r for their studios and 
the manager of the studios was vP.ry 

- upset at the thought. 
It was foun� out during the 

investigation that my next door 
neighbor had also had thiS man corr.e 
to. her door on the day he came 1.0 
m i n e . He w as w e a r i n g  d a r �  
sunglasses, and handed ti e r  the P.hoto 
album. She took it from h i m  and 
opened it t� look at all the pictures. 
She found only two pictures in the 
whole book, and h anded it back in 
confusion. The man,  during this time, 

had just stood and stared at her, and 
when she handed the hoo k back he 

· asked her if she wou ld l i ke some 
pictures taken. Sh�. replied " No"'and 
he tu rned and left. I t is apparent that 
he must have gone to the wrong 
house by mistake. He came to mine 
next, and had emoved ms glasses 
when I saw h i m. 

I remember that my. first thought 
when I saw him was one of repulsion. 
I thought that' he was a retarded 
person, · and although I am not 
repulsed by"" them, he had a truly 
sinister appearance to h im. "  I reacted 
as if I had been th reatened by h is 
p re s e n c e .  A l m ost at -the same 
moment, I thought "M I B ! ", and kept 
trying to dismiss this thought from 
my mind throughout the encounter. I 
c o u l d n 't b e l i e ve I w o u l d  be 
im portant enough to have a visit 
from an M I B. I could n 't see any 
r e aso n w h y  they would come. 
Afterwards, I began to examine the 
v a r i o u s  e x p l a n at i o n s  fo r · h i s 
appearance at my door. I realized 
that just two weeks previous I had 
been w riting to my contacts in the 
U.S. concerning locations of VlF 
( V e ry Low F requency) stations. 
Cou ld there have been a connection ? 
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Is V l F  and M I B  connected in some 
way ? Nothing else cou ld have been 
important enough to draw them to 
my door. 

Als,o the fact that I was sched uled 
to appear on a radio talk show that 
evening may have drawn them to me 
in an attempt to read my mind. They 
may h ave feared that I had Something 
to reveal over the air, or they were 
just curious and apprehensive on 
what I may have known. When l 
opened the door he just stared at me. 
The investigators in the case believed 
that it was d uring this time that he 
read my mind.  I felt nothing except 
uneasiqess 'during this time, and was 
about to shut !he doo_r when he 
started to speak. His speech d ifficulty 
reinforced my belief that he was 
either retarded or an M I B - but I just 

'didn't know which. After he had 
spoken and I had answered, he agai n 
stood in silence and stared at me -
once more readihg my mimi. One of 
our members believes that whatever 
lle saw there frightened him and he 
turned suddenly and ran out the 
door.

knowledgeable  con tactees and 
wi l l  ass ist in the evacuation. · 

"There w i l l  be a certain 
amou nt of pan ic - a sense of 
u n e as i ness among many 
people, bu t because of the 
situation deve lop i ng on earth, 
they . wi l l  be l ook ing for any 
infl uence that can aide them in 
the hours of strife ahead ."  

U nti l  they met  recently, J ane 
Al lyson did not know of Robert 
Short nor of h is massive U FO · 
land ing  pred ictions. Neither was 
she aware of h is vision of 
worldwide d i saster based upon 
telepath ic contact wi th al ien 
space bein gs.  Yet their  feel ings 
are a lmost identical . 

" I  have been a practicing 
psych ic  for several years, but 
have on ly recently gotten i nto 
space channe l ing  fol lowi ng ' a 
dramatic sighting  of what I am 
certain'" was . a veh icle from 
another world hovering  d i rectly 

over the roof of a bu i ld ing  i n  
lower Manhattan under wh ich I 
was standing. " 

Based on several fi rst-hand 
c o m m u n i c ations, jane fee l s  
strong\y that th e  sigh \ngs and 
contacts wi l l  be stepped up after 
October, 1 980. " I ' m be ing tol d  
that there wi l l  b e  a land ing  i n  a 
l arge flat area of .e ither Arizona 
or New Mexi co.
