: · I t  is not uncommon for the 
occupants of UFOs to have 
sexual contact with humans. 

The most famous cases of 
which most everyone is famil iar, 
involves a Brazi l ian farmer by 
the name of Boas who was taken 
by al iens off his tractor whi le 
p l owi n g  a f i e ld one hot 
a f t e rnoon and led !nto a 
disc-shaped craft resting on 
t r i - po d  landing gear. Once 
onboard, -he was ushered to an 
inner chamber where he was left 
alone only to have a door s l ide 
o p en and a naked female 
ex t rate rrestrial approach. A 
s t r ange v a por with strong 
aphrodisiac qual ities fi l led the 
room through vents and the now 
highly aroused farmer found 
himself spel l bound and laying on 
a tab le. During the course of the 
next few minutes Boas was 
treated to the thri l l  of a lifetime 
as the rather attractive woman 
"visi tor" used her body in a way 
t h a t  w o u l d p l e a se a n y  
red-b l oaded male earth l i ng. 
Wh i le Boas may not have 
desc r i bed  t h e i r  u n ion as 
"cosmic" (he was reported by 
those researchers who spoke 
with h im in person, to be 
extremely shy), he· nonetheless 
was ab le to convey the fact that 
the experience had been a very 
pleasurable one, indeed. 

Sensual or erotic encounters 
with other-worldly voyagers is as 
old as man 's memory. For 
example, the Bible clearly states 
(Genesis 6:2,4) that the "Sons 
of God" appeared on the earth 
and mated with earthborn 
women. The legends and lore of 
various races tel l  how seduction 
by the Gods took place at their 
whim. There are even those such 
as A u stra l ian writer Robin

strain among their offspring." 

S u c h  s e x u a l con tac ts 
continue to be carried out on a 
w i de s p read  b a s i s ,  t h o u gh 
sexual ly  oriented abductions are 
usual ly never reported to the 
media because of embarrassment 
on the part of those directly 
involved. After a l l ,  how many 
people have the nerve to admit 
their date for the. evening was an 
h o n e s t-to-goodness Venusian ? 
I t ' s  s t i l l  considered a b it  
scandalous in some circles to 
smooch it up in the back seat of 
a car on some deserted lovers ' 
lane, much less talk about being 
transported in a flying saucer to 
a far away passion pit.

Whi le looking under the 
hood i n  an attempt to i so late the 
problem she heard a loud 
humming noise and as she let the 
hood of the car back down she 
felt a hand on her shoulder. 
Turn ing around she was shocked 
to see a "six-foot tal l  meta l l ic  
robot.'' 

At this point, Mrs. V. fainted 
and when she came too she was 
strapped to a table in the middle 
of a circular room. "She was," 
states the report, '.'spread-eagled 
and covered on ly by a b lue 
blanket, her ankles and wrists 
held by 'rubber bands.' "

"A mtmature round 
device in  the palm of the 
examiner's hand was passed a 
few inches over her whole body 
glowing d immer and brighter. 
A m o n g s t  o t h e r  d e v i c e s  
employed was a thin penci l - l ike 
instrument for probing and a 
large b lack rubber suction object 
which had a row of glowing 
l ights. " The report· states that 
when M rs. V. started to shiver 
badly, "a b lac.k b lanket was 
p laced first to cover the upper 
part of her body, then the lower, 
and at tne end this b lanket was 
p laced complete ly over her. "

removed from the tab le 's rai l ings 
and the a l iens vanished from 
sight.

I n  the past, several science 
fiction movies have dealt with 
galactic sexual themes in a 
I i g h t -h ea r t ed  manner. J ane 
Fonda as Barbarella struck up a 
very cozy re lationship wi th a 
h a n dsome, angel ic-l i ke being 
comp lete with wings and had to 
contend with an evi l lesb ian 
q u een  w hose  r azo r - s h a rp  
fingernai ls promised a sad istic 
t o-r t u re too h o r r i b l e ·to  
contemplate.

Throughout history it has 
seemed that they are most often 
content merely to show us that 
t h e  i m p o s s i b l e can  be 
otecompl ished, that the ru les of 
physics are made to be broken.

COSMIC COUSI_NS 

I have also become convinced 
lbat there is a subtle kind of 
symbiotic relationship which 
exists between mankind and the 
liFO inte lligences_ I th ink that 
in some way,_ which we have yet 
1a determine, they need us as 
much as we need them. The very 
biological and spir itual evolution 
of Earth - and, somehow,_ a 
tind of evolution or graduation 
of the U FO intell igences - may 
depend upon the establ ishment 
ot equ f l ibrium between us and 
our cosmic cousins. 

B y  n o- . m e a n s  d o  
do gmat ica.lfy rule out the 
extraterrestrial hypothesis, but I 
do lean toward the theory that

I ndeed, 
the U FO may ultimately be 
more real than the transitory 
realities of computors, machines, 
associations, pol itical parties or 
detentes. 

Consider, for example, the 
essential message which l ies in 
the basic shape of the U FO, 
which is most often reported as 
circular.

I t  may be that the message of 
the U FO in the sky is a cal l to 
mankind to return to that 
original state of wholeness, that 
sense of oneness with the 
Cosmos. Surely the holistic view, 
which maintains that all l ife is 
one and that each single cel l  
maintains a signal l ink-up with 
every other cel l  is becoming 
increasingly popular. Man is 
reawakening to the necessity of 

· becoming tru ly and total ly 
integrated with his environment. 

A I t h o u g h t h e m u I t i­
d imensional U FO intel l igences 
have always coexisted with us, in 
the last thirty years they have 
b e e n  a c c e l e r at i n g  t h e i r 
i n t e r a c t i o n w i t h u s  i n  
p r e p a r a t i o n  f o r a 
f ast-a p proac h i n g t i m e  of  
transition and transformation.

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QUESTION : Can you explain 
just what a pole shift is? 

WHITE : Pole shift is a term 
that refers to global cataclysm in 
which the earth itself tumbles 
over in space so that the North 
and South Poles reverse their 
positions - that is, a 1 80-degree . 
shifting of the poles. Or else the 
crust of the planet slips around 
the whole interior, slipping up to 
90 degrees, so that the polar ice 
caps end up as a tropical zone. 
These are two different concepts 
of how a pole sh ift might occur,

Q U E ST I O N : S pecifical ly, 

what does the Bib le say? 
WH ITE : I n  Revelation i t  says 

that the earth wi II undergo an 
-earthquake greater than has ever 
been recorded before, and by 
extension - since we do know 
that earthquakes ·do jolt the axis 
of the earth - this cou ld 
produce a very traumatic pole 
shift. 

Q U E S T I O N : I s  t h e re 
evidence lead ing ·up  to th is? 

WH ITE : Yes, but fi rst let me 
say th i� :  There are three groups 
that independently predict a 
pole shift in this century.

QUESTION : Why do they 
say that it wi l l  happen at the end 



of thi s  century?

C�arly, the earth is coming out ���������������������������-
of a period i n  wh ich it has been 
relatively free from earthquakes 
and volcani_c activi ty,  and is  
entering a time when seismic  
attivity is . stepping up. We are 

· seeing more earthquakes, and 
m o re p o w e rfu l - earthquakes 
e ve ry  y e a r .  W e ' re  s ee ing 
long-dormant volcanoes starting 
to erupt. There is one in  J apan 
that erupted in October of 1 979, 
and it has never been known in 
all of h istory to have erupted 
before. And then, of course, 
there is a book cal led the jupiter 
E ffe c t , b y  two  B r i t i s h ­
astronomers which claims that 
by 1 982 an unusual al ignment of 
planets wi l l  cause unprecedented 
stress and strain on the crust of 
the p lanet lead i ng to great 
e a r th q u a ke s  a n d · v o l ca nic 
eruptions. 

. This is a hotly debated topic, 
and by and farge the scientific · 
community does not' accept i t. 
But, I shou l d  say that on the 
other side of the question there 
is an informal study done by a 
friend of mine in Connecticut, 
who looked at the data ava i lable 
on four  d ifferent volcanoes, two 
in the Caribbean and two ·i n  
I ta ly. What he  d id was to  p lot 
the frequency of eruption for 
these volcanoes over the last 200 
to 300 years. He found that 
these volcanoes, all four  of 
them, are erupting more and 
m o re frequently .  When he 
p l o t t ed  o u t  the  eruption 
patterns for each of them, he 
d i s cove red  t h a t  a I I  fo ur 
converged in a 1 982- 1 984 time 
period. H is interpretation is that 
between 1 982 and 1 984, the 
eartti w i l l  enter a period of near 
continuous volcan ic-eruption . If 
that were so, it wou ld confi rm 
the J upiter effect, and wou ld  
also have some very, very drastic 
consequences for the human 
race. 

You asked me earl ier what 
the effect of a pole shift wou l d  
be. I ' l l  describe that and then 
t a l k  a bout this 1 982-1 984 

= ·possibi l i ty. I f  there were a 
sudden sh ifting of the poles to a 
great extent, 90 or 1 80 degrees, 

· when I say sudden , I mean 
with in 24 hours, the resu lts 
wou ld  be this: F irst of � I I  the 
oceans would spi l l  out of their 
basins and just over;_un  the land 
masses, in massive tidal waves. 
There wou ld be huge earthquakes 
g rea te r  t h a n  w e ' ve eve r  
m ea s u red .  Volcanoes would  
e r u p t  a ro u n d  the  world. 
Poisonous gases and ash wou ld 
fi l l  the atmosphere. The earth 
itse lf wou ld be tumbl ing through 
space at speeds of - hundreds of 
miles an hour so in effect, 
anyth ing l iving on the su rface of · 
the earth would exper ience 
h u r r i cane winds of several 
hundred mi les an hour. The face 
of -the globe would change 
instantly. Not on ly c l imates, 
di matic zo11es, but land masses 
wou ld  rise and fal l .  Geography 
i tself  wou ld  change, and of 
c o u r s e  l i v i n g  o rgan i s m s , 
i nc luding people, wou ld be 

· e l iminated. There wou ld _be 
unprecedented destru�tion and 
death . Some pred ictions say that 
90 percent or more of people on 
the earth wou ld be k i l led in such 
a pole shift. 

N o w  t ha t's what might 
happen at the end of the 
century, but the pred ictions and 
prophecies don 't say that i t's 
inevitab l{!. They say there is· no 
inevitabi l i ty about th is. But 
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rather, we can i nfluence the 
geophysical processes of the 
eartfi. That we human beings can 
d irectly influence these physical 
processes through the quaJ i ty of 
our consciousness, through our 
thoughts and behavior. We can 
do it d irectly and lnd irectly:One 
of the trigger mechan isms that 
has been identified is atomic 
explosions. I f  we-were to have 
an a l l - o u t  nuclear war for 
instance, th is could set u p  chai n 
reactions in the earth which 
could lead to a massive s l ippage 
of the crust. Or the explosions 
themse lves can so jolt the axis as 
to cause the p lanet to tumble 
over. Of course, nuclear war is 

. not inevitable. I t's dependent on 
what we human beings th ink and · 

do. 
This is · a good example of 

how we can d irectly effect those 
predictions and prophecies. We 
can a t  so d o  i t  t h ro u gh 
parapsychologi cal means _  as wel l  
as overt behavior. We have seen 
recently the emergence of PK 
ab i l i ty ,  o r  p sych o k i n esis, 
esp_ecial ly �n young ch i ldren 
around the world. H undreds of 
youngsters are deve lop ing the 
abi l i ty to bend metal and 
influence matter us ing the power 
of their m inds. Let's imagine 
that this trait emerges very 
quickly in the human race on a 
global scale. Conceivably if i t  
were developed to a sufficient 
degree, in a large number of 
peo p l e, through the direct 
infl uence of mind over matter, 
we cou ld pacify - we cou ld 
stabi l i ze - the earth even though 
i t  wou l_d be on the point of a 
pole· sh ift. Th is is sort of science 
fantasy, but it's not tota l ly  
i n c r e d i b l e  o r  b e y o n d  
imagination. 

QU ESTION : Granted, but 
wou ld we have enough warn ing 
to do something l i ke this? 

WH ITE : The warning is i n  the 
predictions and prophecies. We 
have at most 20 years accord ing 
to t h ese  p re d i ct i ons and 
prophecies. Now, I 'm  r10t saying 
this is going to happen_ I 'm 
saying that there is i serious case 
for a pol e. sh ift happeni ng, and 
that the scientifi c  community 
especial ly shou l d  exam ine i t. 

· A lso the degree to wh ich we 
prepare for d isaster is the degree 
to which we can reduce the 

terrible danger and destruction. 
There should · be widespread 
p lanning and preparation among 
Civi l Defense agencies, civic 
organizations, and the l i ke. 

QUESTION : How coul d  we 
get thi s  information out to the 
pub l ic  without causi ng a panic? 

WHITE : A good question. 
Unfortunately, I don't have any 
hard or fast answers for i t. There 
is a h igh degree of potential for 
pan ic especially if our leaders 
wait to the last m inute to release 
the ir findings. However, if the 
publ ic was told in advance that 
the scientific  community is 
examining the possib i l i ty of this, 
and fi ndings woul d  be released 
as they're made, I think the idea 
cou ld get out to the public in 
such a way as to avoid pani c and 
reduce the anx iety that woul d

thing? 

WHITE : Yes, I am. I n  fact, I 
have a chapter in my book 
w h i c h c overs  o ne such 
prediction. I t  was made through 
B i ard  Wal lace in Grosski l l ,  
M i c h i gan ,, and the al leged 
communicants are the Space 
Brothers. The Space Brothers 
told  Biard Wal lace ancUlis group 
that the whole solar system is 
moving into a new sector of 
s p ace w h ere the vibratory� 
qual ity is going to be such as to 
change consciousness . in the 
human race. At the same ti me, a 
new star wi l t  come into the solar 
system which wi l l  shift the 
center of gravity from its present 
location to another one as the 
solar system becomes a binary 
star solar system. The sh ift of 
the center of gravity wi l l  affect 
al l the planets. Some wi l l  leave 
their orbits. Others wi11 just get a 
shaking up in their orbits . .But 
conceivabl y a pole shift could be 
devastating not only on earth 
but on other planets. · And 
according to the Space Brothers, 
this wi l l  take place with in the 
next 1 5  years. 

QUESTION : Are they going 
to try to do something to 
prevent th is from happen ing? 

WHITE: The. Space Brothers? 
QUESTION : Yes� 
W H I T E : I 've not heard 

anything, or read anyth ing in 
any commun ications about this. 
What they're trying to do, 
essential ly, is awaken .the huma,n 
race to the possibi l ity and 
encourage us to develop our own 
powers and abi l ities. 

Q U E ST I O N : Are t h e y  
offering advice in"this regard . Do 
you .see th is as an overal l pattern 
in al l of the experiences? 

WHITE : There is a pattern of 
sorts. By no means is there �a g r ee me n t  from a l l  the  
c o m m u n i c a t i o n �  f r o m 
e x t r a t e r r e s t r i a l s  a n d  
medaterrestrials. But general ly 
speaking, the thrust of the 
communications is that a time of 
change is coming upon the earth, 
a n d  the  c h a n ge itself is 
inevitable. The quality of the 
c h a n g e ,  w h e t h e r  i t ' s  
transformation or destruction, is 
up to . us human beings. We can 
survive and grow and evolve to a 
higher: level of organization. We 
have the potential with in us, but 
the responsibi l i ty for this is ours. 
They're not taking responsib i l i ty 
for this, they're simply alerting 
us with sufficient lea:d time so 
that we can prepare ourselves to 
survive and evolve beyond what 
appear to be inevitable changes. 

. QUESTION : Outside of the 
area of polar shifts, what do you 
feel are so·me of the things that 
man ki nd can achieve in the next 
few decades ahead if we don't 
destroy ourselves, if we do take 
a more positive path? What do 
you see happening here on this 
p lanet? 

WHITE : I see it happening in 
a number of areas. T he 
economy, ecology, international 
pol i tics. A l l  of these are related 

our wants wi l l  be reduced. . 
QUESTION : How about the 

fuel si tuation, what wi l l  happen 
when we eventual ly  deplete the 
o i l  that is  in the earth, what sort 
of fuel do we use then? 

WH ITE : The predictions and 
prophecies don't deal with this. 
I 'm speaking just for myself, as 

- an observer on the 
contemporary scene .. I think  that 

, solar power and alternate means 
of generating e lectricity through 
radical technology such as 
breaki ng up water to produce · 
hydrogen and oxygen, wi l l  , 
become . commercial ly  feasible. I 
th in k .that some day cars wi l l  be : 
run on water, that is to say 
water that has been broken into 
i ts two component parts and 
uses the hydrogen to power �n � 
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engine. There may also be 
photo-votaetical ly powered cars 
and homes which turn sunl ight 
directly into electricity . 
E lectricity seems to be the only 
c I e a n  fuel around. Even if we 
burned wood or coal there is a 
lot of pol lution in this. We 
simply cannot go on the way we 
have indefinitely. 

QUESTION : How about 
atomic energy whkh · the 
government seems so anxious to 
push? 

WH ITE : I personal ly am very 
leery of pu rsuing it. I was a 
nuclear weapons officer 1n the 
Navy. I know the ciangers of 
nuc lear technology. I don't want 
to see it. 

QU ESTION : If  we did h:!ve a 
pole shift, certainly al l  of the 
rad i2tion wi l l  �e let loose in the 
atmosphe:-� with these ... 

WHI TE : Nuclear power 
plants. They could  have melt 
downs and certain accidents. 

: QUESTION : Do you see a 
general wel l  being afterward, 
that we wi l l  come out of al l of 
this? Do you th ink that in a 
century the earth wi l l  sti l l  be 
around? 
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WHI TE : Let's assume thai: 
the worst happens. The earth 
itself as a planet wi l l  survive. If a 
pole shift happens at the end of 
this century, it wi l l  be only 
another in a long history of pole 
sh ifts. So, the physical planet 
wi l l  remain. I ts face · wi l l  be 
altered with new land masses 
and new seas: Most of life on the 
surface wi ll be destroyed . But, at 
the same time, we have seen that 
l ife has persisted through even 
previous pole shifts, and what 
has emerged each time has been 
an evolutionary advance. Some 
of the predi ctions and 
prophecies tal k in these terms. A 
cleansing of the earth is  
necessary in order for a h igher 
form of huma1 a ity to emerge. 
Certain ly, any peu�le who 
survive a pole shift wi l l  recognize 
that hu man affair!; played a gr�at 
part in bringing it on.

WHI T E :  I ihink it is  l ike ly. I n  
fact, one of the groups very 
much concerned wit;, a possible 
pole shi ·::t, the Ste l le Group, in 
Stel le, I l l inois, is ma�� ing plans to 
construct gigantic aircraft wh ich 
wi l l  stay aloft on the outer edge 
of the atmosphere for several 
weeks, and in these aircrafts 
they p lan to have seyeral • 
hundred thousand people along 
with the animals, seeds, tools 
and technology. 

QUEST ION : A modern day 
Noah's Ark !  

WH ITE : Certainly, everything 
that they need to rebui ld 
civi l ization after the pole shift 
has occurred. 

QUESTION : How many 
psychics would you say are 
picking up on th is. How many 
see a polar 'shift as coming? 

WH ITE: In rny book I cover 
about a dezen psychics who 
have received this information 
independently. But the idea is  
becoming quite widespread al l

The Movie 
and the Monster 

"I think you 're right in not 
showing the MIB in any closeups 
in your script. Their huge black 
cor is fine, for I thirlk the 
average moviegoer can relate to 
it. It has the excitement of the 
gangster era, and a great 
nostalgia for those who can 
remember when they could drive 
huge gas guzzlers with impunity. 

.Also a .car chase involving the 
MIB is fine and would be cheap 
to do. But that business of the 
blue ray shooting out of the car 
at the · fJero is definitely out -

it 's too much like science 
fiction! 

"A lso I think your idea of 
concentrating upon the fear, 
emotions and personalities of 
the witnesses in the Flatwoods 
Monster sequence is good, and I 
agree that it 's probably better to 
show a huge pair of piercing 
greenish-orange eyes zooming to 
fill the screen than to construct 
some sort of monster and risk 
getting a laugh. 

"From the moment I began 
to read the Flatwoods opening 
to your script I was glued there. 
and I could see it right on the 
screen. Even your disarming 
opening with the closeup of the 
dog heisting at the fencepost, 
then running into the long shot 
and joining the children on the 
playground, is pure cinema. It 
also establishes a reality, against 
which the sudden appearance of 
the fireball and the ·subsequent 
encounter with the Monster can 
p l a y  w i t h  s h o c k i n g  
coun terp oin t, and, partly 
b e c a use o f  this de vice, 
believability! 

"My associates and I believe, 
h o we ver, that this entire 
sequence should play before the 
main titles, as a prologue. In 
your book, your investigation of 
the Monster sighting is your first 
step in uncovering the whole 
story of the UFO hushups. But 
more important, I believe this 
Monster sequence will scare the 
living daylights out of the kids� 
and grownups as well. I think 
we 'II have the audience right by 
the bal� and that we 'll hold 
onto them clear through the 
picture. 

" We could precede your 
Monster sequence with your 
written prologue crawl, · though 
it is a bit too long. A good script · 
doesn 't need this exposition 
beforehand, but I think it 's sort 
of dramatic, as we hear, on the 
soun dtrack, Bender's mad . 
landlady 's weird nonsense chant, 

. which we 'II also hear later in the 
picture after she is driven mad 
by the appearance of the MIB. 

"A fter this written prologue 
establishes that those people 
who knew too much were 
s i l e n c e d, m u rd e r e d  or. 
disappeared mysteriously, we 
cut abruptly to th�dog and the 
playground.

This·very d irective had given 
me the documentation for my 
school cafeteria scene : in one 
case, i t  conti nued, "a person in 
a n  A i r F o r c e u n iform 
approached local police and 
other citizens who had sighted a 
UFO, assembled them in ··a 
schoolroom and told them that 
they did not see what they 
thought they saw and that they 
should not talk to anyone about 
the sighting. " {The �document 
then d irected a l l  m i l i tary and 
civ i l ian personnel to notify their 
l o c a l  O ff i ce of S pe c i a l  
I nvestigations offices, shou ld  
they hear of  simi lar incidents.) 

Not on ly had somebody been 
impersonating mi l itary officers, 
but civi l ian agenc ies as wel l ,  and 
m y  c afe te r i a  s c e n e  h ad 
represented a composite. I t  
i ncluded the strange visitor who 
knocked at the door of Edward 
Christiansen i n  Wi ldwood, New 
J ersey, in 1 967. To say that the 
"man " who represented himself 
as an agent of the Missing Heirs 
Bureau was weird would be a 
gross understatement. He was at 
least six and one-half feet tal l, 
and wore a fur hat with a b lack 
visor. His long - b lack coat was 
. made of very thin  material, 
c o n s i d e r i n g  t h e  free z i ng 
temperature. 

He removed his hat to reveal 
an over-size and almost perfectly 
round head with bu lging eyes. 
As he asked about 40 quest�ons 
he began to wheeze and had 
difficul ty in breathing. As his 
face grew redder and redder he 
asked Mrs. Christiansen for a 
glass of water, then swal lowed a 
huge ye l low capsule, after which 
he grew "normal " again .  After 
the intervje\\.' he wal ked to the 

road and waved, whereupon a 
huge b lack Cad i l lac pul led up · 
out of the darkness, with i ts 
l ights out, to pick him up.  

Of course, there cou ld  have 
been a logical explanation for 
the pi l l  - medication for a 
pe rfectly Earthly respi ratory· 
i l lness. But th is had been 
coupled wi th the mysterious 
appearance of the car along with 
another detail reported by 
recip ie n ts o f  o ther M IB 
visitations. As he sat down on 
the c ouch his trouser leg 
elevated, revealing a thick green 
wire running upward from his 
short black sock! 

Right after New Year's I 
would rework the script, and I 
would try to convince W.W. that 
although a documentary flavor 
was necessary to the movie, we 
s hou ldn 't  wind up with a 
n a r r a t e d  f i l m  w i t h o u t 
d r a m a t i z a t i o n .  I ' d j u st 
s u r re p t i t i ously seen a TV 
cassette of a forthcoming U EO 
documentary to be released in  
1 980. From my connections in 
theatre booki ng I 'd learned the 
producer was having d ifficu l ty 
getting movie house playdates, 
and I could understand why. 
Although i t · was an excel lent 
docu mentary, my col leagues felt 
that moviegoers wou ldn 't buy 
tickets un less the ·events were 
acted out with lots of special 
effects. 

The Crouch ing Terror 
The sun 's appearance was 

soon to be quashed in the 
Gotterdammerung of a brief but 
fiery sunset, and once again the 
storm clouds ro l led in. By that 
time I was almost at Weston, the 
half-way point on my trip back 
to Clarksburg. I decided to leave 

· the main h ighway and pick · up 
some computer tapes at our 

Saucerian Press office at the 
d r i ve-in theatre complex. I 
exited onto Skin Creek Road, a 
n a r ro w, t w i s t i n g  strip of 
macadam arid the on ly access 
road in to town. 

The approaching storm had 
brought on a' premature darkness 
and I cou ldn 't he lp but have a 
secret hope that I wou ld  not be 
frightened out_ of my wits l i ke 
R o n a l d  Stark and Cl ifford 
Ba rnes, teenagers who saw 
somethi ng h ideous out of place -
and reason on that lonely road. 

Darkness had also fal len that 
evening of Aug. 1 7, 1 976, as the 
youths took the same route I 
had been i n  a rush to catch the · 
first movie at the drive- in. 
Sudden ly S tark h it  the brakes 
and skidded to a stop with 
burn ing rubber. There, blocking 
the road, crouched a huge black 
thing. Ape-l i ke in  appearance. I t  
stra ightened u p  and stood about 
eight fe�t tal l .  It seemed to be 
watchi ng them with curiosity 
and remai ned in the middle of 
the road for about 30 seconds, 
whi le the boys, now near pani c, 
pondered what to do. Then the 
creature wadd led off into the 
woods and they gunned the car, 
getting out of there fast. 

At the drive- in they asked the 
manager to cal l the Lewis 
County Sheriff's department 
wh ich made a brief i nvestigation 
but was unable to search the 
woods because of a sudden 
thunderstorm. They found no 
tracks, but the storm had 
probably washed away such 
e v i d e n ce .  L i ke so m a n y  
anomalous monsters seen al l 
over the Earth, it had vanished, 
h ide and hair, into the dark 
Ufological n ight !

I n  my haste to meet the 
dead l i ne I had written that Dr. 
Mcintyre was on h is way to 
Pittsburgh · to lecture at the 
Hayden Planetarium, when, of 
course, I meant wel l .  

" Dr. Mci ntyre did speak at 
the Buhl planetarium," Dortsch 
continued in h1s heavi ly-ac­
cented voice," and he was very 
wel l  received. Though it is too 
bad that scientists · such as he 
cannot be l ieve your magazine ! "  

The big name U FO skeptics, 
s u c h as R o bert Schaeffer, 
probably had also spotted th is 
fou lup  and wou ld use the error 
as an excuse for again attack ing 
U FO R EV I EW in reactionary 
U FO publ ications. I grinned 
gleefu l ly  to myself  - somebody 
shou ld "expose" some of these 
"skeptics" for writing those 
fan tas t i c  p r o- U t O articles 
(under pseudonymns) for the 
New York pu lp U FO "penny · 
dreadfuls" (recently infl ated to 
$2.50) that re l iable researchers 
avoided in d isdai n !

to confuse the publ ic. 

I t  had happened on J u ly 3, 
1 966, accord ing to J ohn Sheets, 
a house painter, who said he 
accompanied h is emp loyer who 
had taken movies of a Little 
League bal l game. On their way 
home, near Lost Creek, Sheets, 
looking out the car window for 
deer that abounded in the wi ld 
rural area, was puzzled and 
startled when h.e spotted a 
d i s h -s h aped  f l y i n g  object, 
surmounted by a dome with 
portholes, fol lowing h im. He 
shouted for the driver to stop as 

I d istributed 1 6mm and 
Super-8 copies of the fi lm,  and 
over the years it had created 
much controversy. Although, to 
my knowledge, it had never been 
s u b j ec t ed  to p ro fe s·s i o nal 
e v a l u a t i o n ,  s o m e  U F O 
researchers be l ieved it could 
have been faked .  One person 
blew a sti l l  frame up to a giant 
screen image and claimed he 
cou\d detect a string attached to 
the object, however I checked 
t h i s  a n d  bel ieved he had 
misinterpreted a scratch on the 
fi lm. 

I had a first copy made 
s imp ly by send i ng the fi lm  to 
Eastman Kodak via a local 
camera store and there also hung 
a strange tale. Weeks passed and 
the copy had not been del ivered. 
When the store cal led Kodak 
a b o u t  i t , t h e  l ab o ratory 
exp lained that when they got 
read y to p ut it on the 
dupl ication chain a techn ic ian 
s po tted a ccTOP SECRET'' 
stamp on the fi lm leader, and 
had cal led in an Air Force

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WEI R D  HAPPENI NGS 
ON TH E MOON 

There was a l etter in the August, 
U FO R E V I EW from a Lori Robe rts 
of Broo klyn, N .Y. that caught my 
a t t ell t i o n .  I t  was abo ut al iens 
appeari ng on a TV screen. I have had 
a si mi lar  experience as the physicist 
except that in my case the TV set 
was very m uch pl ugged in and turned 
on. 

I t  was d u ri ng the broadcast by the 
T V  networks of the Apollo 1 7  fl ight 
to the moon in Dece m ber, 1 9.72. My 
c a s e  s h o u l d  p ro v �  even more 
interesting, because I not ol}ly have 
w hat I saw to tal k about b u t  
photograph k evidence a s  wel l !  

I had been snappi ng pictures off 
my TV screen with a Polaroid camera 
of the astronauts explorations as they 
m oved across the Taurus-Littrow 
land i ng site in their  moon car. They 
stopped along the outer ri m of this 
rather l arge crater perhaps a couple 
of h u ndred feet across, and the 
camera of the moon- car was loo k i ng 

shaped appendages on the peak. A n d  
j ust ahead of h im stood the shadowy 
for m  of a strange animal tf;lat had a 
v e r y  l o n g  n e c k  w h ich greatly 
resembled a d i nosaur except its head 
was o d d  I y s h a p e d  w i  'h l arge 
triangul ar shaped eyes and large d ark 
p upi ls. Then just ahead of that could 
be made o ut the form of a sm all  
b ird -l i k e  creature that appears to be 
sitti ng on some k i nd of pedestal 
sticking up from the crater 's depths. 
This creatu re too h as a prehistoric 
appearance, and its head is shaped 
l i ke an anvil and is al most l arger than 
the rest of its bod y. 

I final ly got around to h aving the 
picture analyzed earlier this  year. I 
sent it to G round Saucer Watch i n  
A rizona th at h as a com p uter for 
a n  a I y zi ng pictu res. They put i t  

• th rough their  com puter and came to 
these concl usions: 1 )  The picture is 
defi nitely a photo of the moo n 's 
surface shown ·on a TV screen, very 
probably the i nterior of a large 
crater; 2) The i mages presented are 
n o t  d u e t o  d o u b l e  t e l evision 
transmission (two stations at once) 
because it has been determined to

down i nto it. T h at was when I 
n o t i c e d  a pecul iar  structure or 
formation sitting in the crater that 
resembiP.d some ki nd of b u i l d i ng with 
a slopi ng front, a door-l i ke openi ng, 
and what appeared to be two carvings 
on its fro n t  corners that looked l i ke 
winged Gargoyles. I had my camera 
set up on a stand for photographi ng 
the screen so I snapped a picture of 
the scen e  before they changed it.  

Upon exam�nation of ttJe print 
someti m e  later 1 had my greatest 
surprise of al l .  F or down in the 
deeply shadowed area of the crater 
you coul d  make out the dark outri ne 
of some strange being wearing a cape 
of some k i nd with a real h igh neck 
and a cone-shaped h at with 3 ball 

have come from only one signal ; and 
3) S ince there is no way to tel l  the 
size of the creatures and because of 
the size of the crater being u nknown, 
i t  cou l d  not be determined what the 
i m ages were of. Mr. Spaldi ng the 
head of GSW went on to say that his 
c o m p u te r  t e a m  h a d n o t  had 
experience exami n i ng photos taken 
off the TV, but that it was their very 
tentative conclusion that the figures 
m ight be due to the topography of 
the crater 's i nterior and that the 
figures were due to alignment of 
features in the crater's terrain.  

T h e y  s e n t  m e  c om puterized 
photos along with their report say i ng 
that when they _processed my photo 
to be computerized for sha-pes, they 

coul d  m a ke out no forms or figures 
in the crater's shadows. I have that 
computerized photo and I was not 
very i mpressed, b�cause it d oes not 
show even any details of the crater 
itself, let alone any sign of the 
figures. One of the photos m arked 
"Hi-pass fi(ter" d id sho w  trace!} of 
the d i nosaur figure. 

What the analysis showed to me is 
not the i r  conclusion- that the figures 
may be chance alignments , but as 
they processed the- photo th rough lhe 
computer j nc reasing pict ure contrast 
at each step,  the figures became 
transparent and thei r  outl i l"'!es faded 
out showing detai l of the crater's 
terrain through them. I wrot� back 
and told GSW of my ideas that the 
figu res were not sol id,  but were 
p r o j e c ted i m ages of some son, 
perhaps l i ke th� holograms they now 
project u!'ing laser beams. Down in 
the crater there was th is b right 
il l u m ination that appeared to be 
eminat ing from the base of the 
pecul iar  structure. Perhaps t_hey were 
being projected from the str•.tcture to 
warn the astronauts not to come any 
closer. 

I also told them about a movie 
fi l m  sold by " M ovie Newsreels" a 
C al i fornia company, showi ng the 
Apollo 1 7  fl ight and that they m ight 
be able to fi nd a clear version of my 
photo for study on th is  fi l m  - that is 
if N ASA d i d  not. edit it out. They 
said they wou ld p u rchase the fi lm 
and give me the benefit  of doubt  on 
it. But since then I have heard 
noth i ng from them and so the matter 
rests at th is poi n t.

establ ishing contact with our 
culture, could mean a total 
change in society 's structure and 
way of doing things. 

" T h e  m i l i tary obviously 
treats U FOs as a threat, because 
if U FOs exist then we don 't 
n e e d  t he mil itary, because 
there's noth ing they could do 
against such a superior force. 
The government seems to real ize 
that should an advance race of 

, beings arrive here in  space ships 
that the people of our p lanet are 
more than l ike ly to fol low these 
beings as their new leaders and 
forget about the political-mi l i­
tary system that is now i n  
existence i n  every country. I n  
short, our governments wou ld 
col lapse, there's a big chance our 
e conomic system would be 
total ly altered, and in the long 
r u n  c i v i  l l zation would be 
completely turned about either 
for the good or the worst." 

C i t i ze n s  Aga i n st U F O 
Secrecy's lawyer, Peter Gersten, 
says his job is by no means 
completed even after the release 
of these top-secret documents. 
"We p lan to go to Congress now 
a nd . try and convince our 
legislators that open hearings are 
necessary at this point in order . 
to get to the bottom of this 

. mystery. For years now the 
government has denied that they

A cco r d i n g  to top-secret 
· government documents re leased 
with in the past few weeks U FOs 
m ay ' 'have serious Surv ival 
impl iC.ations" for mankind . 

Despite ,.... more than three 
decades of official denials by the 
United States Air force and 
o th e r  govern mental agencies 
concerning the existence of 
$!ran ge d i sc-s h ap e d  craft 
reportedly seen in our skies, a 
civi l ian U FO research group has 
j u s t  o b ta i n e d  p rev i o u s l y  
c l assified documents proving 
that various branches of the 
mi l i tary have long acknowledged 
the real ity of the flying saucer 
phenomenon and have been 
secretly concerned that these 
unknown objects may pose a 
possi ble threat to the security of 
our nation . , 

" T h ese  3 , 000 pages of 
d o c u ments come from . the 
official fi les of the Department 

· of State, Army, Navy, Air Force, 
FBI , C IA, the National Security 
A g e n c y as we l l  as t h e  
Department o f  Defense, " New 
York attorney Peter Gersten of 
the prestigious law fi rm of 
Rothblatt, Rothblat't, Seijas & 
Peskin told WO R LD N EWS. The 
firm has been hand l ing a 3-year 
suit against the govern ment ·to 
release its fi nd ings on the 
subject. The action was taken on 
behalf of the privately fu nded 
organization, Citizens Against 
U FO Secrecy, whose members 
include various scientists. Up 

until now the group has been 
able to obtain a number of 
i mpressive documents under the 
Freedom of I nformation Act, 
b u t  C i t i zens Against U FO 
Secrecy now bel ieve these recent . 
d i s c l o s u re s  are t h e  most 
impressive they have received to 
date. 

S ay s  atto r n e y  G e r sten :  
"These documents which we 
now have in our possession 
clearly expose the pol icy of our 
government to debunk report 
of U FO sightings by the public 
a n d t h e r e b y  s u cce e d  i n  
mi ni mizi ng their significance. · I n  
a d d ition, they have clearjy 
contin ued to misinform t�e 
American people and obscure 
the subject's true importance." 

According to Ger�ten, "The 
d o c u m e n t s d i sc l o se t h e  
government's overal l  widespread 
and continuing interest in the 
su bject of U FOs contrary to 
official denials. Though they 
m a i ntain th4t their official 
investigation into the matter was 
closed in 1 969 we now have the 
proof that research has gone on 
and that . the government has 
repeated ly looked into . any 

·n u m b e r  of sighti ngs made 
around t-he world by scientists, 
m i l i t a r y  p e rso n n e l ,  l a w 
enforcement officers and other 
re l iable, responsi ble and cred ib le 
people." 

Among the most impressive 
d o c u  m e A t s re·l eased �s a 
seven-page analysis of_ the U FO 

situation, as prepared · by the 
National · Security Agency for 
c i  rcu  I a t i  on among top-level 
government officials on ly.  The 
report is dated 1 968 and titled 
" U FO Hypothe�is and Survival 
Questions." The report deals 
exclusively with · the various 
theories offered to exp lain the 
U FO phenomena and concludes 
U FOs "have serious survival 
impl ications" for man kind. 

S a y s t h e  t o p - s e c r e t  
document :  " U p  unti l th is time, 
the leisurely scientitic approach 
has too often taken precedence 
in deal ing with U FO questions.

The report dism isses the 
l ike l ihood that all U FO reports 
are hoaxes. "From the time 
when hoaxes were first noted in ­
history, they were characterized 
by infrequency of occurrence 
and usual ly by a considerable 
restriction of thei r geographical 
extent. Rare ly have men of 
science, Whi le acting with in their 
p r o f e s s � o n a l  c a p a c i t i e s , 
perpetrated hoaxes. The fact 
that U FO phenomena have been 
witnessed all over the world 
from ancient times, and by 
c o n s i {j e rab l e  -n u m b e rs o f  
·reputab le scientists i n  recent 
ti mes, ind icates rather strongly 
that U FOs are not al l  hoaxes. I f  

wh ich there are groups o f  people 

and radar seeing the same thing 
�at the same ti me; someti mes a 

p e r son and a gun camera 
confi rm eac,h other's testimony. 
On occasion, physical ev idence 
of a circumstantial nature was 
reported to have been foun-d to 
support witnessed sightings. A 
continuing h igh percen tage_ of 
reports of unusual aerial objects 
are bei ng reported by people i n  
responsible positions in  science, 
government, and ind ustry. The 
sum of such evidence seems to 
argue strongly against aJ I U FOs 
being hal lucinations." 

The NSA directive warns that 
mi l itary officers shou ld· not · 
deve lop a menta l  "b l ind spot" 
w�en it comes to making reports 
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of the phenomenon. "Such an 
attitude is an open invit4tion to 
the enemy to bu i ld a repl ica of 
the phenomena in order to 
penetrate the 'hole ' in h is 
adversaries' defenses." I n  the 
f o I I  o w i n g  p a ragr a p h  t h e  
document notes that "it i s  very 
important to discover the nature 
of· these objects or plasmas 
before any prospe�tive enemy 

. can use thei r properties to bu i ld  
a device or system to circumvent 
or jam our ai r and space 
detection systems." It is obvious 
from these comments that the 
NSA is convinced that the 
technology uti lized hy U FOs is 
far beyond our own earthl y  

technology and wou ld give us 
great  adv antages over our 
"enemies" were we able to 
d u p l icate the ir methods of 
propu lsion. 

Should fly ing saucers tu rn 
out to be extraterrestrial i n  
nature the report notes that 
"this hypothesis has a number of 
far- rea ching human survival 
impl ications." It l ists them as 
follows : 

" A.  I f  'They ' discover you, it 
· is an old but hardly inval id ru le
