As 
to why tttey don't land mel openly 
show themselves, the vOice said they 
did not intend to come down and 
"co n tribute to the hostilities."' 
App.Jrently, from what was slid, they 
.-e well �wMe of our imununity 
toward our fellow human bei� �nd 
don't wish to be � J&rt of this.. 

The v_oice Yid tlut they lave, 
upon occasion, bken on "''forms 
wh ich ue pleasinc Bid �cceptable;' 
and "we have walked amon& you." l�t 
their natural state, supposedly they 
would remain invisible to our eyes. 

Af ter a f"n�e mi ... te break in the 
transmission, the voice arne b�dc on.

P.R. Gailey sits· in his Kingsvilte, Texas home and talks with our UFO 
. REVIEW correspondent about his astounding UFO encou nter and the psychic 
. abilities it·apparently brought him. 

Bi g f o ot, o r  s i m i lar 
para-anthropoid type creatures, 
has long been associated with 
UFO sightings but often in a 
secondary way. Mr. Gailey's 
encounter was of long duration, 
leaving a vivid picture of events 
implanted in his mind. Also,·this 
particular encounter brings into_ 
play many aspects · of a 
culmination of usual UFO 

· sightings and encounters of this 
kind. ' 

"My encounter took place on 
Highway 281, south of 
P l e a s a n t o n ,  T x .  · The 
mid-November night was getting 
cold and a dry northern wind 
was blowing in. I ·had stood for 
some time at the south end of 
Pleasanton, not able to get a 
ride, so I decided to walk over to 
a nearby serv�ce station. 
Glancing at the clock on the wall 
I noted that it was 1:20 P.M.' I 
bought a pack of cigarettes and a 
coke, ·left the station and 
continued walking. The wind 
was unreasonably cold now. The 
sky wa'> partly cloudy with a full 
moon coming up in the east. 

· · Few cars were on the road and 
none stop(?ed to give me a lift. 

"I estimate walking about 5 

miles when, despite the cold, I 
decided to rest. Leaning against 
the fence alongside the road 1 lit 
a cigarette. Would I ever get a 
ride on this stretch of road? I 
knew I had to keep walking 
toward my destination or turn 
.Q.ack toward Pleasanton. 

"Sometr.ing caught my eye in 
the western sky; I saw three 
large spheres, · the middle one 
larger than the other two. That 
particular one was also 
positioned higher in the sky; 
they were· J brilliant red. 
Mentally noted that they 
shouldn't be there. All the TV 
and radio towers are on the 
north side of Pleasanton. 

"As I· watched, at this time 
fascinated by the sight, the three 
spheres began to rise and move 
in toward me. They hovered just 
above the treetops ·in ·a 
northwesterly direction from 
where I stood on the 
southbound shoulder of the 
highway. I' judged them to be 
about 400 yards from me at this 
time. 

"Thoughts · were racing 
through my mind. There was 
nowhere to hide, nowhere to 
run; the road· was deserted. 
Rooted to the spot, my fear 

/ mounting, I remained fascinated 

at the sight of these · glowing 
spheres of I ight. 

"As I continued to watch, 
now and then I was jolted back 
to the reality of my situation. I 
tried to think rationally and 
started taking. deep, controlled 
breaths, �owly backing toward 
the safety 'of . Pleasanton. I 
prayed for a car_ to pass by. 
None came . · 

"I continued to back 
cautiously· down the road and as 
I turned to look toward the 
safety of Pleasanton, I was fHied 
with another kind of terror! All 
my instincts of fear came into 
play. My skin crawled, cold 
chills raced up and down my 
spine and my hair stood on end! 
I froze in my tracks, trembling 
in fear and ·my· heart pounded 
wildly! Not more than 100 feet 
from me, stretched across the 
roadway, from fencepost · to 
fencepost,· . was · an arcing 
d om e - sh a p ed ,  purple-black 
cloud; behind me were the 
glowing red spheres! Along the 
arcing crest · of this cloudlike 
o bj e c t  w e r e  h a i r y , 
para-anthropoid type creatures 
with eyes like glowing coals. 
{Fig. 1) They were only partly 
visible at this time. ' 

"I ba<s.l<ed away far enough so. 
I could view it all without my 
making a move; my position 
allowed me to watch by just 
moving my eyes. Why did I 
think this would make any 
difference, making no quick 
movements? I t  was about as 
useless as the fact that I had 
car�fully withdrawn my pocket 
knife from my pocket and was 
now holding it in my hand. Both 
actions were a desperate attempt 
to feel some '"'Sort of security, 
though I knew I had none. 

'·'As I watched, the cloud 
began to 'boil' (I can think of no 
other term to describe it) and a 
dense . mist rO:o>e II uill it, 
c o m p l e t e ly covering the 
creatures. Each time the clouds 
rose and boiled, both the clouds 
and the creatures ·divided. 
Whatever this action was, when 
it was finished there remained 
c o m p l e t e•y f o r m e d  
para-anthropoid creatures except 
for small circular areas of purple 
light in the wrist-hand, 
ankle-feet area. (Fig 2} ·tn their 
movements they never touched 
the pavement; they could move 
in any direction without turning; 
they could disappear and 
reappear instantly with only 
their red, glowing eyes visible. 

They darted silently in, out and 
around the trees and dense 
cloudlike material in the area. 
They obviously· were .busy doing 
something they felt to be 
important or necessary. . 

"The three red spheres were 
now pulsating and ha� moved to 
a considerable distance away. At 
this point, -since nothing had 
really happened to me, I settled 
into a somewhat reluctant state 
of waiting and watching. At no 
time did these para-anthropoids 
make a move against me other 
than to block my way back to 
Pleasanton. 

"It was .sometime later when 
I noticed lines forming in the 
middle red sphere (Fig 3) either 
black or dark blue in color. They 
formed an odd pattern of 
c riss-crossing lines · that 
connected each other around the 
edges of the sphere. The lines 
began to rotate clockwiSe. I 
could not take my eyes away 
and the longer I looked the 
faster the lines seemed to rotate. 

"I remember thinking I was 

with the rotating lines. I heard a 
southbound vehicle approaching. 
Thank God! I got in the mid91e 
of the highway; the car didn't 
stop� it didn't ·even slow down! 
The car's · h�adl1ghts ·looked 
amber in-color and I knew the 
purple taillights were really red! 
I slowly turned to look at the 
red spheres; tbey were, indeed, 
red." 

I questioned Mr. Gailey 
further about ·the· car that had' 
passed. He believes, and it is the 
only explanation he can give, 
that after he became enveloped 
in that frostlike substance he 
could not be seen. He also noted 
that he couldn't feel any "wfnd" 
of the kind a passing vehicle, 
going by quickly, would 
produce. 

The fact remains that ihe car 
did not slow down and the 
question· remains as to why. Did 
the driver of that car see· Mr. 
Gailey, the 3 red spheres and the 
para-anthropoid type creatures 
and hasten on for that reason or 
were 'all concerned invisible to

I 
kept trying to keep my gaze 
away from the glowing sphere 
with the rotating lines but could 
not Perhaps it is like death; 
ultimately you give in· to your 
fate. 

"Memories plagued me. I 
remembered my Dad talking 
about an experience he had with 
a para-anthropoid c�eature, 
though seemingly of another 
variety. 

"That was very long ago. We 
were living in an bid house out 
on Five Mi1e Lake near Cory., 
Mississippi and I was about 5 
years old at the time. . 

"One evening my Dad was 
standing outside the old house 
when he saw a large; dark figure 
approaching from the cotton 
fielcf irlihe back. He started to 
call out thinking it was one of 
the men who worked with him. 
However, he kept his silence as 
he watched this large figure 
lumbering toward the wooden 
picket fence that surrounded the 
house. This was not a man! It 
stood a good 3 feet above the 6 
ft. high picket fence! As Dad 
silently watched, it walked right 
through the fence, over a large 
woodpile and through the fence 
in front of the house. It then 
disappeared into the dark waters 
of Five Mile Lake! 

"This particular kind of 
para-anthropoid did not make a 
single sound nor did it leave a 
footprint in the damp ground. 
The creature was black, covered 
with thick hair and had a 
dome-shaped head. I t  had 
thre e-fingered hands and 
three-toed feet. 

"Could my Dad's encounter 
have been a forerunner of mine 
so many years later? Perhaps 
there is no connection at all. 

"The center sphere was now 
cbming toward me, . growing 
larger and coming clo�er to the 
ground with its approach. It 
gathered great spe�d and I 
quickly realized that it was going 
to hit me or, perhaps, envelop 
me if I didn't move! With all the 
mental and physical effort I 
could expend I made a dive for 
the ground near the fence by the 

·side of the road. 

" I  never remember making 
contact with the ground."

"A young Mexican-American 
pulled up in his car. As he Leaned 
over to roll the window down he 
asked me where I was going. 
'Kingsville,' I replied. 

"As I cl,imbed _into the car I 
asked hi_m to look out the 
window in the direction I was 
pointing. I had to know if he 
saw anything in the sky above 
the treetops. 

"He saw them. '0 ·Mother ,of 
God, let's get out of here!' We 
sped away. The red spheres had

"The spheres moved ahead of 
us, made a steep climb reaching 
an estimate of 3000 feet. 
Suddenly, there were 3 brilliant · 
flashes ol light followed by a 
long green streak, turning to 
gold. The objects headed· due 
south toward old Mexico . 

"We drove in silence. I tried 
to clear my head, sort things out 
in my mind and come to some 
sort of rational conclusion. 
Although I had made my frantic

further, he explained · tf"!at he: 
later realized he had a time lapse 
during this period. He cannot 
account for, perhaps, 2� to 3 
hours of time. He feels that 
during his encounter he left the 
physical three dimensional time 
continuum and entered theirs. 

-"The next thing I � can 
remember is· getting up off the 
ground and brushing the dirt and 
dried leaves from my clothes. I 
was disoriented for I realized I 

was not standing in the same 
place I had fallen! 

"Looking around I lit a. 
cigarette and ·put on my glasses. 
.The lenses were clean now. I was 
not cold. I n  the western sky I 
saw the three glowing red · 
spheres in the distance, as I had 
first seen them. Nothing w� on 
the highway, but the headlights 
of an approaching .vehicle caught 
my eye. My vision seemed a bit 

· blurry as I looked through my' 

'!bout 4 miles from Campbelton. 
What happened to me during 
that time? I don't know. 

"I returned home shortly 
after 12 noon on November 
16th. All was in order at home; I 
don't know �hat I expected to 
find but nothing was amiss. 
When my mother remarked 
about the wild look _in my eyes I 
mentioned that I had seen 
"something out of this world" 
and fell into a- very deep sleep

that lasted about 16 hours., 
This encounter was not the 

end for Mr. Gailey, o.nly a 
beginning. 

Since that time Mr. Gailey 
experienced many types of UFO 
sightings and a greater psych ic 
awareness. Like some others, he 
did not want these things 
happening to h im but could not 
stop them. He now accepts 
them. 

I t  is his opinion that some. 

people are being contacted and 
cond itioned, l ike it or not, for a 
purpose to be revealed in the 
future; perhaps for the J upiter 
Effect which is closing in upon 
us. 

Mr. Gailey says that his U FO 
experiences have something to 
do with 20 minutes after the 
hour, 20 minutes before the 
hour and deal with specific 

.hours of the day and night. 
' Perhaps th is is when he is "tuned 
in." He has also experienced 
other time lapses, usually of two 
hours. In july, 1979, he was 
driving home from one of his 
usual fishing trips when he 
"lost" two hours. It is only 28 
miles from the fishing pier to his 
apartment in Kingsvil le. 

"That particu lar evening in -
J u ly, a squall line had passed 
through . the. area leaving on ly 
myself and two other men on 
the pier. The two men soon left, 
leaving me alone on the pier as I 
continued fishing. 

" I  thought I heard voices and 
yet I was sure all the others had 
left. Wa5 it the wind playing 
tricks with my hearing? I 
listened intently. I t  was not the 
wind. I cou ld  not understand 
what the voices were saying; 
they were . soft voices that 
sounded ii ke · a .record playing 
with disconnected speakers. 

"The source of the voices 
seemed to be coming from 
behind and to the right of me. I 
had the feeling that I was being 
watched but I saw nothing. I 
checked to see if there were any 
wading fishermen or some in 
boats. There were n<!ne. 

" I t  was 9uring the drive home 
that the two hour time lapse 
occurred. 

" I  have been fishing on that 
pier many t imes before and have 
seen various types of craft with 
defin ite shapes; one triangular, 
one pyramid-shape&� Others 
have seen strange cavorting 
l ights over the water also." 

M r. Gai ley has acquired a sort 
of " dual" or " psych ic" vision 
which enables hir'n to "see" what 
he feels are psychic symbols. 
They are seen as tiny flickering 
particles of cosmic energy and 
move in all directions, except 
upward. I ncluded are various 
shapes, the numbers 139, 44, 
and 66. They are of ·various 
colors but mostly black, blue 
and gray. Some are a beautiful 
shade of gold. He feels that all 
this, in some way is U FO 
related. 

Mr. Gai ley was- " told" to 
m a k e  an  u l t ra- d owsing 
i n strument between J une 
26-J uly 4, 1976. This he 
completed, following the mental 
instn.lctions 2iven to him. 

· I decided to conduct an 
experiment with Mr. Gailey 
rrwself and the following results 
were obtained: 

· 

The first week of Nov. 1977, 
I wrote Mr. Gai ley asking if he 
would agree to a long distance 
experiment. I would place a

describe the card This is an 
experiment sim ilar to one 
c o n d u c t e d  by · F R N M  
(Foundation for Research on the 
Nature of Man), Durham, N .C. 

something of the scenery, colors, am beginning to' understand 
some of these u ltra-psi l in�, 
waves, images and numbers. It is 
my bel ief that these are a form, 
or source, of u ltra-psychic 
energy. 'Psion iCs-U itra Physics;' 
in other words, I can see 

telepathy, or mind-to-m ind 
contacts and messages. J ust l ike 
the number 139 belonged to one 
of the picture postcards you 
placed on your coffee table that 
time! U nknowingly, your mind 
was sending this number out 
into the atmosphere and I was 
"seeing" the same number in the 
;:�.tmosphere here at Kingsvi l le." 
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postcard .had a number on i t. My 
on ly expectation was a 
d.escription of the picture. On 
checking the 2 cards, nearly 1 
year later, I found that one of 
them had ·a number on it. I n  
smal l print, upper lefthand 
corner was No. C139! 

November 10, 1977, I 
received a reply saying he would 
be happy to oblige and closed 
his letter with the number 139. 

N ovember 12, 1 977, I 
received another letter closed 
with the number 1 39. 

etc.. . 
He told me nothing! I n  fact, 

in a letter to me date.d 
November 19, 1977, he stated 
flatly, " I  cannot visualize the 
two picture postcards on your 
coffee table and I make no 
excuses for my failure to do so." 

So, that was that I though( �f 
was re�l ly qu ite a simple test for 
those with insight. 

Noth ing more was said about 
the test and shortly after 'that we 
lost contact with each other. I 
must i nject here a fact that is 
frustrating and well-known to 

Since then we have shared 
other - simi lar experiences of 
mind-to-mind contact. 

During this time I chose two 
old picture postcards and placed 
them on my coffee table. They 
were the Cantilever Bridge 215 
Feet H igh on W,hite Pass and 
Yukon R. R., Alaska, and the old 
Davenport Hotel in Spokane, 
Wash.

It wa5n't until early August, 
'1978 that I resumed contact · 

with Mr. Gailey. His letter to me 
dated "August 5-6,1978 states: "I

Gailey signed 2 letters with the 
number 139 before I chose the 
cards and ·put them on my 
coffee table! 

Mr. Gai ley and I, like so 
many others, have both had 
vivid ccdreams" of meeting craft 
from outer space and those on 
board. He said that he was 
startled when he first saw my 
picture because he already knew 
me! 

Brad Steiger, in his book 
"Alien Meetings," says he 
bel ieves that many of these vivid 
"dreams" are, in fact, realities. 
Perhaps we are all much closer 
to our destiny than we th ink.·· As is usual ly  the case I was 

expecting Mr. Gailey to describe

BETTY H I LL :  Through th-e 
cooperation of the pub l ic. You 
see, after the pub I ic became 
aware of Barney' s and my 
abduction people started cal l i 'ng 
up to tel l us of their  sightings, 
and I began to pick out of these 
certain areas where people were 
h a v i n g U F O s i g h t i n g s ,  
r e peate d l y .

During the summer of 1 976, 

the Hol lywood-based entertai ner 
was l ay ing outdoors on a large 
rock looking up into the 
heavens.

Rumors about one or more 
flying saucers from outer pace 
which crashed on Earth, and 
whose remnants were rapidly 
secured and withheld from the 
public by the United States 
mil itary were first popularized 
in the early fifties by Frank 
Scu�ly, a writer from Variety 
magazine. Scutly was one of the 
very first to p�nch hard against 
the Air Force l ine of debunking 
and minimizing U FO reports. 
Back in 1950, and after revealing 
fantastic stories of crashed 
saucers in New Mexico with 
dozens of dead tiny humanoid 
bodies in the hands of the U.S. 
Government, Scully advised his 
readers to "throw in the fire 
u nreaq all the Pentagoni� 
denials from this day forward ... 

Thirty years have tapsed and; 
I iterary effects aside the Scully 
story still remains a mystery. 
Despite all denials to the 
contrary, an increas;ng number 
of personal accounts and bits of 
i nformation appears to confirm 
the fact that, yes indeed UFOs 
have crashed and the Penbgon 
and the Cl A are precisely not 
too ignorant about it. On top of 
this, saucers are reported to 
crash here and there to this day 
such as the promptly hushed-up 
incident in the hills of El Taire 
in - Bolivia's Tarija· province. On 
May 6, J �H8, a cylindrical, 
metal lic-looking object with a 
white trail of smoke behind was 
seen by hundreds-of witnesses 
around the border between 
Argentina and Bolivia. The 
shock wave produced by the 

· object's crash in the hills of E l  
T aire was heard and felt for 
many miles. The object was then 
rapidly recovered by the 
Bolivian Army and taken to an 
Air Force . base. The South 
American press was still asking 
whether tbe crashed object w.as a 
meteorite or a satellite 
re-entering Earth's atmosphere -
as had happened recently in 
Canada with a nuclear-powered 
Soviet COSMOS satellite - when 
American officials presumably 
!rom NASA reportedly took the 
space object. Where to? NASA­
headquarters? CIA headquarters 
in Langley, Virginia? The 
mythical military warehouse, 
fi l led with extraterrestrial junk? 
No one knows and no one is 
tal king either. My queries to the 
Bolivian Air Attache i n  
Washington, D.C. were ne� 
responded to and the whole case 
seems to have entered by now 
the annals of the .. twilight 
zone, " or what Charles Fort 
would've called the . .  damned, 
records. 

Strange stori� of crashed 
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saucers, .· however, are not only 
exclusive to the heyday of 
saucer hysteria during the Cold 
War nor to the more recent wave 
of U FO activity. Stories go deep 
into the past, possibly veiled in 
legends, myths and fables of 
.. clouds of fire" and angelic 
astronauts from the Bible. 
Although possibly true, these 
stories are nevertheless very hard 
to prove. There is another case a 
bit over a hundred years old, in 
which a gigantic "stone" was 
disoovered by a geologist near 
the Carcarana river, only a few 
miles from the town with the 
same name in Argentina•s Santa 
Fe province. A regular stone, or 
irregular for that matter, it was 
not. The geologist and two of his 
friends who were also geologists, 
were able to penetrate into the 
stone's hollow interior. 

A series of �des and letters 
to the editor appeared in La 
Capital, �t that time Santa Fe's 
leading newspaper,· calling the 
d iscovery • 'un aerolito" 
(aerolite, :meteorite J for lade of a 
better name. Yet, the geologists 
found several - obje<;ts inside, 
including something like an 
amphor that looked definitely 
man-made, or at least, 
intelligently conceived. Even 
more, the geologists disoovered 
some silver plates · with some 
kind of planetary charts and a 
platform with a dead humanoid 
lying on it. When they tried to 
remove the alien cadaver, parts 
of it· were pulverized, yet they 
were alble to take the head 
almost intact. "It  has no hair," 
reported one of the geologists 
in La . Capital; "the skin must 
have been ·very smooth and 
without beard, but now it's 
wrinkled, looking like rugged 
leather; the brain is triangular, 

. the face flattened. Instead of a 
nose, -it ·has � trunk (like of an 
elephant - ed.) emerging from 
the front; its mouth is small and 
has on ly 14 teeth ... "

Well-equipped � the team of 
JeOiogists set on foot to unravel 
the mysteries of the Carcarana 
object. Convinced it was a-stone 
that had fallen from the sky the 
explorer-s decided that a 
perforation was necessary. Two 
local workers, jesus Villeias and 
Pedro Cerro, were hired to cut 
through the object's rough 
strl3ce. The first chemical 
analysis revealed that portions of 
the object were composed of 
coal in a graphite state, sulphur 
of magnetized iron, magnesium 
� iron, as well as· silicon, 
calcium and other minerals. But 
it 

_
wasn't until six days of hard 

labor had passed that the 
object's real secrets began to be 
unraveled The hole in the 
·"stone" conducted to a smal l 
chamber in which the explorers 
found an object of white metal 
- silver- and zinc - decorated 
with strange drawings which 
looked like an ainphor. The 
explorers then found that they 
were standing over a plate of 
oxidized metal. After working 
for about an hour and a half, 
they were finally able to break 
the floor and descend into a 
larger c hamber  where 
astounded, they saw the body of 
"a planetary inha6itant" lying 
over what they believed to be a 
rec��shaped tomb. 

It looks like a good story, but 
where is the hard evidence, you 
may ask.. After all, the 
"Carcarana Stone" was 
discovered in 1877, it was big 
enough to produce some 
�tion - in the scientific 
journals of the time and besides, 
there wasn't then a CIA-type of 
agency to get quickly into the 
scene, hush-up all the facts and 
cover the story as long as 
possible . Perhaps. The case, 
however, is more than just 
another one from the hundreds 
of unconfirmed stories which 
routinely rumble in and out of 
saucer lore . It was thoroughly 
investigated by a respected 
Argentinian Ufologist, . Antonio 
Las Heras, whose research has 
been published · in several 
S p an ish, M ex i can and 
Argentinian journals. I t  wou ld 
seem unlikely for him to put his 
reputation at stake on a known 
dubious case.

What may turn out to be the 
most sen'sational photographs 
ever released in  the Un ited 
States endeavors to show the 
charred remains of a humanoid 
being that was found among the 
remains of a U F.O that crashed 
near the Mexican border more 
then three ,decades ago.

S h e a d d ed that it was 
conti n uous, sometimes loud and 
sometimes fai nt. Oddly enough, 
it was stronger indoors than 
outdoors. At first · she though t  
that it  was e lectrical o r  from her 
own b lood pressure, accord ing 
to Fate magazi ne. 

S imi lar humm ing noises were 
reported in Bel lmore, N ew York. 
C.W. F loyd wrote to Fate 
magazine that he, too, had heard 
mysterious son ic phenomen a. He 
h e ar d  · h umm i ng noises for 
seve rat years and odd ly enough, 
these cou l d  a lso be heard more 
clear ly i ndoors than outdoors. 
Sometimes it  seemed tc.> come 
down from the sky and h�d the 
sound of a motor and on other 
occasions it resemb led· bees 
buzzing or escaping gas. He 
added, " . . .  the h u m  can l i nger for 
hours, at a very low pitch, as if  
in  the d istance. " 

At other times it becomes , 
very clear. At sti l l  other times i t  
has a h igh pitch l i ke the  so und 
of thousands of bees. I t  even 
prod uces a sensation of vibration 
at t imes and stops or starts 
ab ru ptly. Sometimes F loyd was 
bothered by heat sensations that 
even caused red marks on his 
skin if he scratched, so I wonder 
if some form of microwave 
r ad i at i o n  w a s  to b I a m  e. 
S ickening odors l i ke those of 
rafting plants occurred, but were 
even smelled in winter when n o  
plants were around ! 

I t  appears that earthquakes or 
son ic booms from jets cannot 
explain the h umming noises, and 
even m<;>dern science has fai led 
to solve the mystery of the 
uncanny sounds in the air. I f  
you hear strange h u ms in  the 
midd le of the · n ight, don't 
s c ream. Swi tch on a tape 
recorder if you have one,· and· 
cal l  a scientist ' in the morn ing .•

By most any standard, even 

the harshest crit ics of J ames W. 
Moseley w i l l  have to cred it his. 
s p o n s o rs h ip of th is · year's 
National . U FO Conference a 
resoundi ng success. 
. Held at the Hote l  Dora l  I nn 
on J une 2(} 2 1 ,  the Conference 
i ncorporated both private and 
p u b l i c  s e s s i o n s  · w i t h a 
w e l l - b a l anced program that 
featured a wide i dealogica l  range 
o f  s p e a k e r s , · f r o m  t h e  
freewhee l i ng C harles Berl i tz to 
arch-skeptic Robert Schaeffer. 
M os e l·ey opened his · ample 
pocketbook wide to finance the 
affair, engag i ng a huge meeting 
room, setti ng up fascinat ing 
displays, ·an d  pick i ng up the 
airli ne and hote l  tabs from 
speakers separated by such wide 
d istances as Stanton F ri ed man 
from Cal ifornia, Betty H i l l  from 
New E ngland and Berl i tz from 
F lorida. I n  add i tion he treated 
the speakers and other gu�sts to 
a $50.00 a p late d i n ner at the 
world famous restaurant atop 
the World Trade Center. 

Although in a pre-convention 
conversation Mose ley ad mitted 
to me that he d id n 't expect to 
recoupt even half of his costs; 
and I agreed private ly with his 
prediction, the bottom l i ne of 
his · balance sheet may not 
d isplay as much red i n k  as 
anticipated, d ue to huge crowds 
that showed up at both publ ic 
sessions (though probab ly under 
the 1 ,000 figure esti mated and 
reported by the N ew York 
med ia} - and despite the modest 
freight of $ 1  0 - $ 1 5 for ti ckets 
to one or both sessions. Even 
though he may have wound up 
i n  the b lack, cred it . is d ue 
Moseley for qoth risking the 
d ough, and for his · publ ic  
relations ·sk i l ls · i n  promoting 
intense interest and coverage 
from the e lectron ic and print 
media. 

Ever si nce the rumored but 
· � ·; ·."li sclosed losses · · fro m the 
sponsors of the Fate M agazine 
U F O C o n ference, and the 
m o d e s t  attendances · at the 
annual M U FON meeti ngs have 
further d i scouraged promoters 
of saucerian symposia; M oseley's' 
success may represent a tu rning 
point  i n  these ·doldrums and a 
model for futu re spon sors to 
emu late. A lthough I ' m  sure 
you'd rather read about the 
Conference and the speakers, I 
have taken this space to laud 
Moseley and to give balance to 
the ideological and person al feud 
with him which has period ical ly 
flared i nto print over' the years. 

Whi le it wou l d  be impossib le 
t o  a d e q u a t e l y  c o ve r the 
conference in space aUotted 
here, certai n  highl ights do stand 
out in my m i nd. 

.MOTHM EN & M E N  I N  BLACK 
As J ohn Ke� l 's national (and 

poss ib !Y  world-·vide) N o. 1 fan I 
had l ooked forward to renewing 
an acqu ai ntance made i n  1 967 
when we j oi ntly i nvestigated the 
" M othmania" in Poi nt P leasant, 
and both wrote books about it. I 
k new he had suffered an i l lness 
and was gratified to note that he 
was look ing great (though now 
sans the famous beard ).  ' . 

We began reviewing the · " old 
t imes, "  and although Kee l  sai d  
h e  had no plans to return to 
West · Virg in ia, he remembered 
the Point  P leasant days with 
warmth and nostalgia. ' 

"You k n ow," Keel tol d  me, 
"I was never. m u ch for the ' nuts 
and bolts' approach to Ufology, 
and this had come up i n  my 
early writi ngs. Point P leasant 
mere ly  rei nforced my views. 
W h i le I real ly  went down _,there 
e x pe ct i n g to i d e n tify an 
unfami,l iar b ird, I rapid ly  found 
myself  enmeshed i n  the same old 
m ind-b lowi ng pattern. . 

" I  found,  as usual, that a 
m u c h  b i gge r p a t tern was 
i n v o l ve d .  U F O s i g h t i n gs 
abounded,  homes of witnesses 
w e r e  p l a g u e d w i t h  
p o l te �g e i s t - l i k e phenomena. 
Telephones were acti ng crazy 
and TV sets were burning out at 
an alarm i ng rate.

U FO iogical attention . Agai n I 
noted that some U FOs were 
d irectly related to the h uman 
consciousnesses, j ust · as ghosts 
a re often prod ucts of the 
percipient's mi nd.  I 'm not saying

"This fi ts i n to your theory 
that the Ufonauts often put on a 
pub l ic . snow to d ivert attention 
from what ·they're real ly u p  to," 
I comme nted.  

" E xactly !  Whi le you,  I ,  and 
dozens of other people were 
concentrating on the fascinating 
Mothman sightings, you can be

T h e S a t u rd a y m'o r n i  n g  
" closed to the general publ ic" 
session i ntrod uced speakers who, 

· whi le not national ly colorful or 
s uccessful authors, presented 
l ittle publ icized areas of the 
"saucer" subject and were not 
h a m p ered by the task of 
entertain i ng a large audience. 

A fter the late hours 
�ocial iz ing the previous eveni ng, 
I wanted to sk ip the early 
session, but real ized I j ust 
cou l d n 't m iss the presentation 
by D r. Leon C. Davidson, a 
s c i e n tist usual ly scored by 
U fo l o gi s t s  · b e cause of his 
1 1 Earth-orig in" U FO theories. 

Dav idson · had been one of the 
few " real" scientists who had 
risked his reputation in the early 
days to present his idea that the 

C I A  was responsib le for the 
nationwide U FO flap. Writ ing i n  
e a r l y  i s s u e s  � o f  M oseley's 
SAUC E R  N EWS, Davidson said 
·he . bel ieved George Ad.amski;  
though with a qual�fication : the 
C I A, he bel ieved, had staged 
Ad a m s k i 's · meeting with a 
1 1Venusian" in the Californ ia  
desert 1and also s imulated a 
" ride" in a saucer through a 
mixture of mock-up gadgetry 
and- hypnotism. Later, the C I A  
had created a rash o f  sighti ngs to 
d iver t the publ ic's  m i nd from 
Russian satel l i te successes, and 
possibly to confuse the Sov iets 
as we l l .  

I had always been i nterested 
in his theories and .had even 
p u b  I i s h e d  o n e  e di tion of 
P ROJ ECT B L U E  BOOK N o. 1 4  
which Davidson had ed ited and 
a n n o t a t e d .  Whi le his C I A  
theories sounded outland ish on 
the surface, I felt that they were 
worth considering - though r 
'd id  not bel ieve they could be 
responsib le for all sighti ngs,_ as 
the scientist would  have us  
bel ieve. 

Dr. Davidson-'s doctorate had 
been in chemical engi neeri ng, 
and he certai nly was . not a 
crackpot. He held down an 
i mportant ind ustrial position 
anch had played a part in the vast 
Manhattan Project, helping to 
develop the atomic bomb at Los 
Al amos.

' ' Dr. Davidson never d id 

sound l i ke a crackpot to me," I 
told Timothy G reen Beckley, 
editor of U FO REVI EW, i n  a 
later oonference,"and his theories 
sound a l ittle better as each year 
passes." 

" T h e  d o c u m ents they 'r� 
getting from the C I A  through 
the Freed om of I nformation Act 
certain ly makes one th i n k," 
Beckley said .  1 1At least we NOW 
know that the Cl  A was involved 
deeply ' with the U FO mystery, 
incl u d i ng domestic i nvestigations 
which they always denied. I hear 
that the CAUS people who sued 

tJ FO..REVfEW J"AGE'·1 S 
for i n formation obtained about 
a hundred pages of fi les devoted 
to Davidson alone ! 

' ' But l ike you say," he 
conti nued, "I can 't see how 
Davidson can explain the entire 
U FO phenomenon as a prod uct 
of the C I A, even with some F B I  
thrown i n. For i nstance there are 
those rumors of crashed saucers 
and the ir  occupants that I 
understand may be blown wide 
open by the new book by Berl i tz 
and Moore. " 

But Davi dson had an answer 
for th is one, too, I infor-med 
Beckley : The .rumors of these 
retrievals had an actual basi s, he 
explained in his lecture. Mockup 
saucers and dumm ies �ad been 
placed in.th Southwestern desert 
duri ng the early '40's, then were 
scooped up and hau led away to 
various air  force bases. Even had 
the hardware and bod ies actual ly 
been from outer space, secrecy 
cou l d  have hard ly been greater, 
for  t h e  C I A, accordi ng . to 
Davidson , d idn't  want the ruse, 
itself, to leak out. I nstead, they 
wanted the Russi ans, and the 
U . S. . P ubl ic, to bel ieve the 
objects had been real .  They also 
knew that there would be j ust 
enough security leaks to sustain 
and perpetuate the myth. 
I doubted Davidso� C I A  
e x  p I  an ation o f  the al leged 
retrievals of the " Fourth Kind," 
although I cou ldn 't  te l l  Beckley 
why. J ust before coming to New 
York I had read the gaUey proof �
