CHINESE INCIDENT 

. It was during the 
latter months of 1980 
that we learned, again 
through foreign news 
sources, that the coun­
try of China had been in­
volved in a series of 
UFO sightings over sev­
eral provinces. A UFO 
group was even formed to 
investigate these sight­
ings and conduct meet­
ings to discuss the phe­
nomenon. 

However, in the case 
I'm going to outline now, 
the foreign press said 
nothing and that's prob­
ably beaause they were 
not aware of it from 
within Chinese circles. 

During 1973, a down­
ed space craft impacted 
on Chinese soil and the 

'following year, one re• 
portedly crashed in a 
lake. No beings were 
fo�nd.a� the time of re­
trieval by the Chinese 
gove�nment, though I 
was �ole that there must · 
have been occupants at 
one tirne since there 
were indications the 
craft had b�en manned.

I have been further

SECURITY MATTERS 

I recently cont�cted 

one of my major sources 
within the government·, a 
person deeply involved in 
UFO research and investi­
gations since the 1950's, 
and ciuizzed him as to 
WHY the American news 
m'�dia was not reporting 
the foreign UFO crash 
cases, one of which in­
volved NASA. It seemed 
that the foreign press 
was doing a good job in 
reporting to their pub­
lic."The answer was sim­
ple, " my informant told 
me. "The United States 
�annot control the re­
porting of such cases in 
foreign countries, but 
our government can con­
trol-the influx of for­
eign reports into our 
own country by using rea­
sons of national securitv 
to keep them out of the -
p:�:.ess."_ 

As for GFO's that 
crashed in the United 

. States·, it now inv-olves a 
period of too many years 
and too many states, to 
use the"national secur­
ity" approach to keep the 
subject under lock and 
key. Some of the states 
where these craft have 
come down i�clude: Ari­
zona, California, Kansas, 
Ohio, and Pennsylvania 
to name a few.· I have 
spoken with one govern­
ment UFO investigator on 
� one-to-one basis, who 
personally has traveled 
to the scene of such acc­
idents. We can pretty 
well be sure that there 
±s, in "deep freeze", 
somewhere between 30 to 
34 space alien cadavers • 
being held at a number of 
our major military bases. 

SOME SURVIVED 

It is my contention 
that since we have, on a 
world-wi�e basis, so many 
crashed saucer cases and 
reported body retrievals, 
surely in all of this 
ttme, ·not all the'aliens 
died. Surely some did 
survive! 

New information is be­
ginning to create a crack 
in the"national security" 
wall.and a fe� isolated 

cases of survival have 
surfaced.One of these in­
volved a spectacular in­
cident during 1962 when a 
a spacecraft crashed iri 
New Mexico. 

-� - When the UFO was first 
pick�d up on military ra­
dar crossing the southern 
United States, indica­
tions were that the craft 
was enduring flight diff­
iculty. This particular 
section of the United 
States is a maanetic 
faultline zone-and in 
turn may give us a clae 
as to their mode of tra­
vel. 

Air Force interceptors 
were ordered into the air 
and proceeded to follow 
the UFO across two states 
before it came down in 
New Mexico. No attempt 
was made to shoot the 
craft out of the sky. 

As it reached New Mex­
ico air space,it.began to 
lose altitude and coming 
in low over desert sands, 
crashed some 80 miles 
south of Holloman Air 
Force Base at an estima­
ted speed of -9-0 miles per 
hour. 

This most unusual case 
involved a series of inci­
dents over the next seven 
years that included a 
well-known military base, 
a major university medical 
research center, and a hos­
pital in the eastern·unit­
ed States, as well as a 
scientific foundation. 

This data was re�ated 
to me by a contact of 
mine who, at the time,was 
affiliated with govern­
ment intelligence cir­
cles and·was one of sev­
enteen persons involved 
at the crash site. · 

He told me tne craft 
was 56 feet in diameter -
�nd nearly 15 feet in 
height. It was the typ­
ical Saturn-type, like 
two plates inverted with 
a rim and portholes. The 
underside of the craft 
was slightly damaged up­
on impact.

· CONTACT ATTEMPT 

An attempt was made to 
communicate with the hu­
man-like alien. Entry in 
to the shi� was gained 
through a hatch opening 
located on the lower sec­
tion near the rim area.

The alien, described 
as 42 inches in height, 
attempted �o speak with 
one of the individuals 
assigned to the task. 
The recorder got it all 
on tape. The alien tried 
to communicate in a lang­
uage unknown on this 
world. The tape was even­
eually taken to language 

·experts within the high-
est levels of the govern-. 
ment in order to break 
down the communications 
barrier. 

A short time later, 
the little fellow died. 
Both of the bodies-- were 
eventually sent to a un­
iversity medical hospital 
located. in the mid-At­
lantic states. 

This was by no means 
the first attempt by the 
government to contact 
surviving aliens, or for 
tnat matter, aliens a­
board those space craft 
that had not crashed. The 

National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration(NASA) 
during 197 8 endeavored to 
make contact with the occ­
upants of airborne UFO's 
somewhere in the Peru­
vian Andes. 

NASA scientists tried 
to establish contact 
during a UFO wave over 
South American countries 
NASA's attempts were 
made in Peru, near Lima, 
as well as other Latin 
American nations and it 
was an EXCLUSIVE intent 
at communication wita the 
crews of 'UFO' s. 

This information was 
first reported by EFE, a 
Spanish news agency sim­
ilar to that of AP and 
UPI in the .united States 
The report appeared in 
the South Americ�n press· 
but was kept out of the 
papers in the United -
States. Here, evidently, 
is another case of for­
eign news reports being 
silenced or faili�g to 
gain entry through the 
u.s. news media circles 
for release in our own

BILL COX : One thing 
that �s �or sure , is that 
you can almost totally 
forget the theories they 
teach us in text books as 
they are absolute l!v false . 
Since they don ' t  h�ve any 
better answers for the ­
many questions that st i l l  
perplex us , they g o  along 
perpetrating the fraud - by 
conti:1uing with the same 

. old , outworn concepts . 
Frankly , !  don ' t  ��ink 

the pyramids were built 
as tombs and also in the 
fii:eroglyphs·, when the ar:­
chaeologists don • t  knqw 
what to call something , 
they call it a god or �n 
object of the gods . In 
many cases they were not 
gods at�all . I  believe 
they were advanced beings 
and that they had a dif f ­
erent type of technology 
at their disposal . It is a 
technology that we don • t  
understand because their 
technology was more intu­
itive , more holistic in 
concept.The framework o f  
our technology does not 
fit into the framework of 
what they were doing.We 
are trying t� evaluate a 
system through another 
system whicn is not equal 
to it and thus we are not 
at �11 capable of inter­
preting it at all . A lot 
is coming out now after 
the 14 'years that I have 
been dabbling in all the 
these things. We have 
seen where alchemy , geo­
mancy and astrology are 
all an extension of as­
tronomy and other scien­
ces which are around today 
and were known about when 
the pyramids were built . 

There are pyramids 
which have been ruins so 
long that there are only 
f�agments of the founda­
tions left. These pyra-
mids were probably des­
troyed many tnousands of 
years before archaeolo-
gists claim the earliest 
pyramids were really 
b�ilt. A good deal of 
this is· specuLation s ince 
nobody knows for sure . I 
would guess that we ' re 

· talking about anT�here 
from ten to five hundred 
thousand· years •. 

QUEST ION : Were all the 
pyram�ds built around the 
same time? 

BILL COX : I don ' t .real­
ly th�nk so . I think the 
ma j or· construction was 
part of what they call 
the ·stone Age. It was du­
ring this period that 
they built these fantas­
tic monuments - the Great 
Pyramid , the Collosos of 
Loudes and the Colossi of 
Memnon. These are tremen­
dous things that we can 
not even begin to dupli­
cate. with today ' s  tech-

no logy . The construc.tion 
went on over a great span 
of time and probably went 
through up and down cyc­
les. In some areas they 
perfected the techniques 
and in other areas the� 
tried to initiate a less­
er quality of monument , 
but we are talking about 
thousands and thousands 
of years . 

QUEST ION : Were the sci ­
ent�sts who directed the 
construction of the pyra­
mids earth beings , or 
were they extraterrestri­
als? 

BIL� COX : I subscribe 
to the �dea · that they 
were either or both ex­

. traterrestrials or priest 
kings who were ini tiates 
of a very' high order who 
exis�d in areas where it 
was safe for them to do 
what they d�d and know 
what they knew . They 
might have originated 
from Atlantis . It could 
be that through catacly­
sm ic events , and war or 
supression and intoler- · 
ance by other forces that 
were trying to exp loit 
their knowledqe and other 
capabilities , - they were 
driven to the mountains 
like the Himalayas or the 
Aldea PlainS' in South Am­
erica . They could have 
taken their knowledge 
with them in order to 
survive . This is where it 
seems they held up , for 
even today , master teach­
ers are coming down and 
out of the mountains. A 
lot of knowledge has come 
from these areas in the 
last century or so . 
. w�en I was in some of 

the tombs -::_1:-ike in Saqq­
uara , Egypt - which is only 
an hours drive from the 
Great Pyramid of Giza -the 
hieroglyphs and the paint­
ings and inscrtptions on 
the walls · were nothing 
like I have ever seen be­
fore in all of Egypt or 
during my other explora­
tions , nor have I come 
across their likes in 
books or printed litera­
ture . In the tomb of Pha­
roh Unas , there is a well 
tha·t goes down 1 0 0. or ·�2 5  
feet �der�round . It is 
ac�ually a shaft carved 
out of limestone granite 
that is more or less 
square . A metal spiral 
staircase winds down to 
the bottom of the well . 
There are ramps that are 
walkways or tunnels that 

·go into three dif ferent 
compartments . They have 
these marvellous wall 
paintings in there that 
look like UFO ' s  and mot­
ors and .energy L�stru­
ments . To me , the entire 
thing looks like power 
equipment. It ' s  just not 
the sort of thing you 
would expect to find in 
ancient Egypt nor is it 
at all like the usual 
stuff that you see on the 
walls down there or on 
the pots or other arti­
facts .

In aGartion , 
the l id weighs 6 5  tonsJ 
and even today we don ' t  
have cranes that can l i f t  
the thina . �'le tested a l l  
o f · the wa l ls and discov­
e�ed that the entire 
chamber is carved out o f  
solid rock . I t  is n ' t like 
someone knocked a wal l  
out -and s l ipped i t  in -
there and sealed the wal l  
u p  again . There isn ' t  any 
evidence of that at al l .  
, QUESTION : Do you think 

they were able to levi­
tate it? 

B I LL COX : They mus t 
have done that or had 
some way o f  making the 
stone right on the spot 
out of materials or to 
apport i t , though this 
may sound .really far out . 
Time and time again , 
these were the kinds of 
things we we+e discover­
ing , things you don ' t  
learn about f rom text­
books . Whenever you men-

- tion anything l ike this 
to archaeo logis ts , they 
wil l  j ust laugh a little 
bit and walk away . 

QUESTION : Are there 
other clues that show 
that a techno logy beyond 
what we have today , exis­
ted in the pas t ?  

BILL COX : 'We ' ve been 
�lng a study o f  the 
hieroglyphs , and what the 
archaeologists say may be 
valid , but there is ano­
ther system. they used , 
which is l ike the system 
in the Caba la , where 
there is a different 
story told · � i f ,  say you 
read every fi fth letter 
from the story . - Reading 
the hieroglyphs in this 
manner , we can see that 
there are instruments o f  
elec �ric ity and magne�ism 
which probably dea lt w i �  
ionic �orces and so �ar 
energy as we ll as many 
other things . 

QUESTION : Why were the 
pyr�Tttids bui l t ?  

B ILL COX : There may 
have been several reasons . 
One of them was for init­

It is · i nteresting that U FO 
beingS d id  not communicate 
with h im d i rectly on his first try, 
but manifested i nitia l ly as l ight 
formation over Mount B lakesley, 
near their cottage. 

Recently, there has been a lot 
of tal k  in  U FO publ ications 
about the negative effe-e-ts of 
i n  t e r:d i m e_n s i on a l  c o n t a � t .  
However, there continues t o  b 
p o s i t i ve e x p e r i e n ce s  with 
extraterrestrials. 

B o ! h  R i ta a nd Vincent 
seemed to be happy about their 
experience, .and mentioned no i I I  
effects from the abduction, 
although their  memory of the 
experience has been somewhat 
impaired. 

I interviewed the husband and 
w i fe se parate l y ,  a nd the 
fo l lowing cc:iversations are taken 
from a tape of these i n�erviews: 
V I NCENT: I t  was in 1 975. I was 
seeing l ights at least once or 
twice a week over the highest 
peaks near Mount B lakes ley.

This is the autobiography of, and the first

Are there cities be­
neath the earth? Do 
strange races �f people 
conduct mining opera­
tions , trade , or even 
warfare in dim caverns 
deep beneath our feet ?

Mos t  
archaeologists are dub­
ious . But a few re­
searchers think such 
underground life is a 
possibility . In recent 
years , new archaeo­
logical discoveries 
and reports by explor­
ers in modern times

my-ths . Perhaps there are 
civili zations unknown

The s tory - begins in 
two 4ifferent times and �laces . The heartland 
of Asia and the Andes 
Mountains of South 
America are the chief 
sources of our tales of 
subterranean cities and 
vast tunnel networks 
beneath the earth. 
There is also a third 
source , occult writ­
ings by various West­
ern mystics . I stumb­
led across the �stery 
of the tunnels while 
reading about the anc­
ient astronaut theor­
ies of Erich von 
Daniken (Gold of the 
Gods , New York, Putnam, 
19 7 3 ) . Later , I was in� 
Bimini in the Bahamas 
and found by chance a 
book , Seth Speaks by 
Jane Roberts wh1ch 
mentioned the •Lemur­
ian Civilization• that 

flourished-long before 
Atlantis and which had 
a tunnel network criss 
crossing the earth . 

At first , I didn ' t  
believe these accounts 
but as I extended the 
scope o� my research 
into Fortean (unexplain­
ed ) archaeo logy , I began 
to be less skeptical . I 
found yet other links to 
the underground city 
myst�ry when I studied 
UFOs • .aritish writer 
Brins ley LePoer Trench 
( in Secret of the Ages ) 
suggeste4 that UFOs may 
come from hidden cities 
beneath the earth such 

as Rainbow City in the 
Antarctic .  

Let us take a wo�ld 
tour , stopping at the 
various locations of 
s.ubterranean. citi�s , and 
look for evidence at 
those sites . We will be-

-gin in the wind-swept 
steppes of Siberia and 
Mongolia . Strange tales 
have been �handed down to 
explorers who heard them 
from the savage Mongol 
and Turki tribesmen . In 
1 9 2 2  or thereabouts , ex­
plorer Dr . Ferdinand 
Ossendowski heard of th� 

· marvellous realm of 
Agharta . 

It seems that his 
party was in the plain 
near the Mongolian lo­
cality of Tzagan Luk 
when the Mongol guides 
stopped all activity 
abruptly and chantea 
the Buddhist praye� ,  
•am. " When asked why , -

/ they spoke in awed 
whispers about , • The 
King of the World" . They 
had sensed that the 

mysterious monarch was 
praying � hidden in the 
underground palace lo- , - ­
located far beneath -
their feet . 

0� another occas ion , 
by the Amy�- River in 
northwestern Mongolia , 
Ossendowski heard that 
tribes f leeing from 
Genghis Khan fled under­
ground in order to hide 
from his w�riors . S ti ll 
other tribes , the Soyots 
near Nogan Kul Lake , 
told of a hunter who had 
gone into the sul;>terra- . . 
nean �ingdom of Aqharta . 
but when he ' d  returned , 
the lamas cut out his 

tongue- ·to keep the 
secrets of -that land 
hidden. A Mongolian 
prince , Bcince Chulten 
Beyli , �ol�_ Ossendowski 
that Agharta had pass­
ageways go�ng under the 
whole world . Sane were 
even in �erica � where 

_ entrances can yei be 
found . The Mongo 
prinCe seemed to know 
of Atlantis and Lemuri a , 
for he said that in the 
two oceans of the e ast 
and west were continents 
which sank and from . 
wh1Ch the survivors fled 
under�round . The ·caverns 
had d1fferent peoples 
and tribes , crops couid 
be grown there , and an 
eerie light unlike sun­
ligh� lit them { see the 
book Beasts , Men and 
Gods ) . 

Another Western ex­
plorer , Nichol,'is Roerich 
wrote a travel book , 
Shambhala ,  in 1930 
(Frederick A .  Stokes 

Company , New York) , 
which recounted · manv 

legends about the under­
ground city of Shambhala 
located somewhere be­
neath Tibet . There lives 

. a monarch named Rigden­
j yepo who possesses a 
tower with a glowing 
diamond-like light atop 
it . From this tower he 
can see all that happens 
in the world - above by _ 
means of a magic mirror : 
It is said that in 
Turkes tan there are cave 
entrances tnrough . which , 
if one - is brave enough 
and favored by the lamas , 
one can -go down by means 
of long pas sageways- to 
shambhan\ .- ·-The people-

of - that city have- their 
own writing , Namig , and 
their own language , 
·senzar . 

The Hindus of India 
also believe in under­
ground cities . The 
Vishnu Pur ana (H . H .  -
W1lson transla�ion , 
London , 1 8 6 5 )  has many 
such stories . The Vishnu 
Purana is much older 
than either Roerich ' s or 
Ossendowski ' s  Mongol 
tales because it may 
·date to between 2 , 00 0  
B . C .  o r  6 0 0  s : C .  The 
Hindus believe that 
Nagas , evil Serpent Be� 

- ings , live in the under­
ground rea1m of Patala _ 
with its capital city of 
Bhogavati . As yet , no-

. body has , as far as I 
mow , actually found 
archaeological evidence 
for Bhogavati. . 

Moving westward with 
the speed of a magic 
carpet , we came to Per­
si'a , or Iran as it is 
now known . There we find 
the tale of Yimavara ,

the underground city 
built by the god Yima 
when the ground was cov­
ered by great snowstorms 
( See Hasting ' s  Encyclo­

pedi� of Religion and · 
Ethics , •Abodes of the 
Blest " ) . There also , we 
find the tales of two 

·more underground cities , 
Jaqobsa and Jabulsa , 
where prophets ·await the 
coming of · Judqment Day , 
as writer E .  l-t. Marcella 
noted in The Quest for 
Eden . It · 1s a s trange 
COincidence , but we find 
that there are reports 
of bizarre glowing 
•light wheels •  which 

have been sighted in the 
Persian Gulf and in the 
Indian Ocean s ince the 
1800 ' s .  Are these what 
we today call UFOs ? Are 
they going to and from 
a space base in one of 
the supposedly legendary 
underground cities? As 
early as 1 9 2 8 , Nicholas 
Roerich: wrote iDShamb­
hala (p. 24 4 )  that he 
and his expedition saw a 
weird oval shaped obj ect 

_ flying over his camp . 
One side glowed with 
reflected sunlight . It 
wasn ' t  a balloon or a 
vis ion . The underground 
land of Aqharta 'was 
near . Ivan Sanderson 
wrote of the glowing 
lightwheels of the 
P'ersian Gulf in 
Uninvited Visitors . We 
shall see that 1t is 
perhaps no coincidence 
after all , for other 
reputed underworld en­
trances are also spots 
where UFOs are frequent­
ly reP<?rted .

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Moving north from 
Persia we find that the 
frigid wilderness of 
Siberia hides its share 
of mysteries . - �e lit-

' tle-known Samoyed and 
Chud tribes , distant 
relatives of the Lapps 
and Finns , believe in 
underground cities . 

Clark - Firestone ' s  
fascinating book ,  The 
coasts of Illus ion-,-­
(New York , Harper . &  Bro­
thers , 1924 ) reveals 
that in the 1 9 2 0 ' s  a 
lost Old Russian manu­
script of the fifteenth 
century was rediscov- · 
ered . Tbe manuscript de­
scribed various mythical 
Siberian tribes and gave 
mythical accounts of the 
Samoyeds . One story told 
about a Samoyed tribe 
who traveled to an un­
derground city .  Thelr 
j ourney lasted for many 
days and torches lit 
their way . At last they 
came out upon an under­
ground sea lit by a 
weird light . Travelers 
to t�e city hear voices 
but �ee no one . If an 
explorer takes food or . 
artifacts from the 
haunted city , he must 

� leave money or other 
payment . If he doesn ' t ,  
that which he has taken 
vanishes . As he l�aves 
the city ,  the noise of 
an invisible throng 
returns to the bizarre 
" ruin . " 

Firestone · wrote that 
the Greeks had heard 
tales of underground ra­
ces in Farther As ia . 
Ptolemy , the great ge­
ographer , wrote about 
the .r.estai , rbbbers who 
lived underground . Darts 
couldn ' t  pierc� their 
skins . I wonder if this 
tale influenced the 
10 0 1  Arabian Ni�hts tale 
of the Forty Th�eves who · 
lived in a cave . 

Asia Minor or Anato­
lia , now known as -�key , 
has it • s  share of under­
ground cities , some of 
which have actually been 
found by archaeolog�sts 
{see my article , "The 

Bristol Hum , " in UFO Re­
view No. 9 )  • There are 
th�ty ru�ned subter­
ranean cities near the 
village of Derinkuyu .

much evidence for under­
ground cities in his book , 
The Ho'l'l·ow Earth ( Lyle 
Stuart , Inc . , l9 6 9 ) .  Ber­
nard stated (page 1 6 6 ) , 
that there is an under­
ground city in TUrkey 
called Shamballah , the 
City of Mystery , the 
same name as the one in 
Mongolia . 

Clark Firestone add-
ed data on Anatolia ' s  
underground cities . There 
are subterranean vi11-
ages called , in Greek , 
Kataphugia or places of 
refuge . They are built 
under several modern vill­
ages whose inhabitants 
are said to be descended 
from the ancient subter­

,ranean people . TO this' day 
cattle go down into the 
kataphugias during cold 
weather . 

Firestone added an 
ancient story dating 
from the time of 
Classical Greece . In 4 0 1  
B . C . , Xenophon , a Greek 
mercenary general and 
historian , led his troop 
of 1 0 , 0 0 0  soldiers from 
a disasterous battle in 
Persia back to Greece . 
In Asia Minor , near the 
Black Sea , they found 
that a tribe of Arme­
nians lived in under­
ground burrows or 
tunnels with wee-like 
vertical entrances down 
which one went· by means 
of ladders . These people 
were rather advanced and 
even had granaries and 
wine cellars under­
ground . They also kept 
their cattle , goats and 
sheep in the tunnels . 

The Balkans and 
eastern Europe have many 
weird and fascinating 
legends about vampires , 
witches , sunken 'castles 
in deep lakes , bells 
ringing where there are 
no churches .and no human 
habitations , and there 
are old mines where 
dwarves dig for gold . 
There are some reports 
of underground cities or 
tunnels dug by ancient men . The tunnels are so 
old , that in most cases , 
the names of the 1ties 
are forgotten . - Roerich 
said (p . 217 ) that there 
were tales of lost ci-

·ties iri tne· Carpatllian " ·:  
Mountains of Hungary , 
but as y�t I haven ' t  
found any . 

However , while the 
tales o f  lost cities in 
Hungary and the neigh­
boring Balkan lands may 

-be few, m.ytholocjy and 
archaeology give us 
clues to subterranean 
realms . F�r example a 
book on pre-Roman 
mythology entitled 
Zalmoxis , mentions a lost 
underground chamber where 
the god Zalmoxis lives . 
It was called Andreon by 
the ancient Thracians and 
oacians , . who lived in the 
Balkans before the Ro­
mans , Huns and Slavs in­
vaded . Some say that Zal­
moxis liaS a mortal man 
who was such a great 
philosopher that he was 
defied after his death . 
Orpheus , the Harper , who 
entered the land of Hades 
came from the Balkans . . 

It is pos_sible that 
.. the story of Andreon , 

the underground place of 
· knowledge , survived into 

the Middle Aqes . Perhaps 
it inspired the legends 
about the s leeping kings , 
who lived under the moun­
tains . I wil l  rerer to 
those legends in more de­
tail in the next section 
of this article . It is 
fascinating to learn that 
archaeologists have act­
ually discovered and en­
tered a complex of tun-

. nels beneath the Hungar­
ian city of Eger . '

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less than 6 0  miles of tun- · 
nels hewed out of soft

· city , located in Hungary ' s  
wine-producing district . 
Anthropologists are mys­
tified by the tunnels and don ' t  know the orig­
inal reason for their 
construction , although 
they were used as places 
9f refuge by the towns­
people during the various 
barbarian invasions of -
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The weather was 
clear , warm ,  with only _ 
a � light breeze coming 
in off the ocean .

At Matheson Hammock

As 
he braked to a step ,, 
somethinq unusua l 
about the car drew 
him to look more 
c losely at his rear­
view mirror . Then · 

- with a spinning of 
wheels he turned and 
speeded b�ck , for 
there was something 
unusual about the 
rear window of the 
wagon . 

It was rolled down 
an inch. or two , and a 
hose protruded from it . 
As he stopped , his 
worst fears were find­
±ng conf irmation : the 
hose was attached to 
the exhaust pipe , and 
rags were s tuffed tight 

· around it and in the 
opening !

He pulled Lthe door 
open and coughed from 
the heavy fumes , then 
held his breath while 
he turned off the ignit­
ion . Then he ·turned . his 
attention to the driver. 

The man sti l l  sat 
upright , with a back- -
ward s lump . His eyes 
s tared straight ahead . 
Goode knew he was dead 

r very near to �t . Re 
opened the door on the 
driver ' s  right , and 
drove as fast as he 
could to the Adminis­
tration Of fice to sum­
mon help . 

There his halting, 
out�of-breath rerort 
would open one o the 
mast controvers �ai 
chapters �n the annals 

.o f  UFO logy. 
And the death of Dr . , 

Morris K. Jessup , pre� 
sumably by suicide , 

'weuld also amplify in­
other controversial 
subj ect_. 

P HILADELP HIA EXPERIMENT 

About two years earl­
ier , the �cientas t  had 

· been called into the 
of fice o f  Naval Re­
search in Washi�gto� , _ 
D . C . , by captain Sidney 
Sherby . There , Sherby 
and Commander George W .  
Hoover brouqht out a 

copy o f - the - Bantam 
paperback edi tion of 
Jessup ' s  book , THE CASE 
FOR THE UFO and handed 
it to him . 

-

As Jessup opened it 
he noticed that some­
body , apparently three -
different persons , had 
made underl inings and 
marginal annotations 
in three dif ferent 
colored inks . The an­
notations made refer­
ences to Eins tein ' s  
Unif ied F ield Theory , 
extraterrestrial space­
craft , among other sub­
j ects . But only a few 
glances through the 
pages caused a bell to 
ring as Jessup remem­
bered a series of let­
ters received from 

· Carlos M. Allende from 
an address ·in the state 
o f  Pennsylvani� . He ex­
cused himsel f , went 
back to the parking lot 
and retrieved the file 
from his car . Returning 
to Sherby and Hoover - he 
compared the handwrit-

- ings and confirmed that 
one of the annotators 
had been none other 
than his correspondent . 

Allende had wr�tten -
of an alleged Naval ex­
per�ent which made use 

) of Einstein ' s  �heories 
and took place at the 
Philadelphia Naval Yard · r 
in 1 9 4 3 . An unusual · 
electronic device had 
succeeded in making �n 
entire ship disappear 
into invis ibility -- a­
long with its entire 
crew !  When turned off , 
it came back into view , 
but its crewmen suffer­
ed greatly from the 
proces s .  Some o f  them , 
said Allende , became 
insane and �ere put in­
to ipstitutions . 

The experiment , acc­
ording to Allende , "Was 
a complete success . The 

,men were complete fai l­
ures . "  

Jessup never reveal­
ed anything further 
about hii conversation 
with the two off icers , 
and probably would not 
have told that much, 
had not the almo s t  leg­
end-like expariment 
·leaked to UFO students , 
1due to another tlappen­
ing a1most as strange . 

After talking with 
Jessup , Sherby and 
Hoover took the an­
notated paperback to 
the Varo Manufacturing 
Company , in Garland , 
Texas , where the firm 
held a great many 
military contracts ,­
mainly in its spec ia�­
ty , electronic devices . 

. The officers prevailed 
upon the president of 
Varo to have his priv­
ate secretary type out 
the entire text o f  
Jessup ' s  book , along 
with annotations , and · 
to duplicate these 
secretly on a small 
o f f ice offset pre s s . It 
is pretty wel l  es tab-
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lished that only 2 5  
copies were made , but 
the distribution i s  
not kllown . / 

When this informat­
ion leaked , UFOlogis ts 
took an interest , · 
particularly because of 
Jes sup , who was highly 
respected for his sci­
entific treatment of 
" f lying saucers . "  but 
only after his untimely 
death did the L�O 

· 

grapevine beg�n to buz z 
in earnes t . For many o f  
Jessup ' s  readers be­
l ieved the suicide had 
somehow been staged be­
caus e �essup had "known 
too much . "  

THE I NVEST I GAT I ON 

UFO investigation has 
been traditionally 
under- funded , and al­
though ·I accompli shed 
what I could by cor- · 
respondence and tele­
one calls right a fter 
Jes sup ' s  demi se , I j us t  
didn ' t  have the time or 
fund� for .an in-depth 
investigation -- though 
I did pub l i s h  my THE 
STRANGE CASE OF DR . M . K .  
JESSUP about my find­
ings . While the book 
covered a lot of 
ground , it raised about 
as many questions as it 
answered . 

Years followed , and 
certain mysteries sur­
rounding the death were 
being gradually forgot­
ten . If Jessup had met 
with fou� play , it 
seemed as if his death 
might never be avenged . 

· That is , until about 
two years ago • 

· 

The maker o f  the 
lengthy telephone call 
was Ann Genz linger , of 
Miami , Florida ,. whom I 
had never heard o f . She 
was . extraordinarily in­
terested in Jessup ' s  · 

�death and subj ected me 
to a Id.nd of " third 
degree• about what all 
I knew. Finally , I told 
her , " Look , let me s end 
you· two bookS , ,you read 
them , and then I 1 ll try 
to answer any questions 
you have then . Acc�- ­
ingly I shipped out �he 
Annotated Edition o f  ' 
"THE CASE FOR THE UFO" 
and "'THE STRANGE CASE 
OF DR . M . K .  JESSUP . "  / 

I had been getting a 
number o f  letters on 

· the sub j ect after 
Charles Ber litz ' s  book , 
"WITHOUT A TRACE , "  was 
published . I assumed 
she , like others , had 
simply been intrigued 
by the section 'about 
Jessup and wanted more 
information . Little did 
I know then about my 
further involvement 
with Ann , nor ·the 
s trange but fascinat­
ing reason that the 
subj ect had become 
almost a fixation in 
her life . 

Nor was I prepared 
for the extraordinary 
speed of the Postal 
Service o r  Ann ' s  speed 
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reading . Five days 
later the phone rang 
and she was talking my 
ear off again ! 

" I  don ' t believe Dr . 
Jessup took his own 
L i fe ! " she stated . " Or 
if he did, I beli eve 

. he did it because of 
some kind of mind 
contro l .  

"Part of i t  i s  a 
hunch I don ' t  want to 
explain right now·. Some 
o f  it is from your two 
books which I have j ust 
finished reading . But 
the most of it comes 
from my investigation 
at tfte Medical 

· 
Examiner ' s  Office . "  

JES·SUP I s  FILE 

During the months 
that followed Ann and I 
kept in regular commun­
ication as we compared 
notes on what I knew 
and what she was find­
ing out . The big break­
through came at the 
Medical Examiner ' s  
office , where Ann felt 
she might meet with re­
buf f  in trying to re­
·open this old case . But 
-surpris i1�ly she found 
doors eagerly opened --­
for her and the utmost 
in coop�a�ion by both 
the staff and Examiner 
Joseph H. Davis • Ordin-· 
ari ly these medical 
records j us t  aren ' t  

_ available to the ' public , 
yet she was - allowed 
complete access to them 
and to voice copy them 
onto tape . Since it had . 
been more than ten 
years s ince Jessup ' s  
death, she. had feared 
the information might 
be stored in inactive 
files in some inacces-

s ible location . Again , 
to her surprise , she 
found the file s ti l l  in 
the current section ! 

4# " I  now know! that 
this file is still open 
and is being updated , "  
s he to ld me , "because 
during my second in­
spection I noticed 
that the inf0rmation I 
had giv�n Davis had 
been added to i t . " 

When I learned that 
the current Examiner 
was Dr . Davis , the 
extraordinary cooperat­
ion made sense . For he 
had held · that same post 
at the time of Jes sup ' s  
death , and exhibited 
more than perfunctory 
interest in the case at 
the time . In fact , he · 
had written to me for 
more information I had 
published , asking me if 
I knew of any instances 
of the use of hal lucin­
ogenic drugs as techni­
ques in UFO investiga­
tions . The fact that th� 
Examiner mentioned this 
made me think at the 
time that he , himsel f , 
might hold suspicions 
that there had been 
foul play , and that 
Jessup might have been 
made to commit suicide 
against his wi ll . 

And the fact that 
the files had been kept 
open for longer than 
the required period re­
inforced my own belief 
that Dr . �avi s shared 
this opinion . 

One of the most un­
usual disclosures in 
the file , Ann found , was 
that NO AUTOPSY HAD · 

. BEEN PERFORMED . I had

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known this previous ly 
and questioned Dr . Davis 
about it in a letter . He 
replied that it was be­
cause �he body had been 
donated to the Univer­
sity of Miami School o f  
Medic ine . 

TO Ann , whose hus­
band is a wel l-known 
banker in Miami , thi s  
explanation was not 
good enough . 

fti can quote you , " 
she told me , ft from the 
Florida State Code , No . 
4 0 6 . 1 1 ,  which lists 15 
circumstances where 
autops ies are required . 
And . Jessup ' s case fits 
at least three o f  these : 
(1) He was a suicide . 
(2 ) He was not attend­

ed by a practicing phy­
sician . And ( 3 )  There 
certainly were unusu�l 
circumstances . 

Ann discovered that 
��e only tests made on 
the body were for blood 
alcohol and carbon mon­·oxide . The alcohol test 
was negative , · the other 
positive . · No· tes ts were 

'made to determine i f  
Jessup could have been 
under the influence of 
drugs . Nobody at the 
Examiner ' s  of fice could 
offer· Ann any ex�lanat­
ion as to the lack of 
an autopsy . 

Because Ann ' s  book , 
THE JESSUP DDKENSION , is 
now ready to be publish• 
ed ,  we have decided to 
reveal some of the re­
sults of her investiga� 
ion prior to its re-

- lease . Yet , understand­
ably , many facets of 
the case can be made 
knawn only on its pub­
lication date . Even 
though the book is now 
being typeset , the 
author is s ti l l  adding 
to it and will probably 
do so unt�1 the day it 
is ready to go on the 
press .

Other unusual fac­
ets about the Jes sup 
case continue to taunt , 
us : 

� For examp l e , Sgt . 
Ted Obenchain , homic ide 
officer who investigat­
ed the d-eath , told Ann , 
" The j ob was ' too pro­
fessional . '  And I ' ve 
been on homicide a long 
time and I feel I can 
make such a j udgement . 
For example , the ordin- • 
ary suic ide by monoxide 
poisoning doesn ' t  take 
the time to wet down 
all the articles of 
c lothing and to stuf f 
them in the back win­
dow to make it more 
airtight . 

"Most suicides use 
an ordinary garden 
hose.. But the hose used 
on Jessup ' s  c ar was 
larger in diameter , and 
s imilar to on� on a 
washing machine . And it 
wa s not j qs t  s hoved in� 
to the car ' s exhaust 
pipe . It was wired on . 
And all this had been 
done in broad daylight , 
j us t  off a wel l -travel­
ed road , at the height 
o£ the rush hour when� 
traf!ic was leaving the • 
park . ft . . 

The water could haYd· 
ly have been "'applied to 
the rags at the scene , 
or some second party · 
had removed the ev�d� 
ence . The closest body 
of water was more than 
2 0 0  yards away . Sgt . Ted 

- Obinchain found no con-· 
· tainers for carrying 

�ater in the car . 
Jessup ' s  c lothes were 
not wet , yet the rags 
used · for s tuf fing the 
window were satur�ted 
with water . · 

In addition , there 
was the mys terious 

doctor , who j ust 
"happened " to turn up 
at the death s i te to 
pronounce Jessup dead . 
Whi le pol ice were try­
ing to revive Jes sup by 

, qiving him oxygen , a 
, nan identi fying hims e l f  

as " Dr . Harry Reed" hap­
pened to walk through 
the park ( though a f ter 
clos ing time ) . He ex­
amined Jes sup and pro­
nounced him dead , though 
official ly , the pro­
nouncement had to come 
from the coroner ' s  
of fice . 

Ann personal ly call­
ed and interviewed 
every doctor in the · 
�ami telephone book , 
and later checked ' s tate "" 
records ·. None o f  the 
�octors had ever -heard 
�f him and he was not 
licensed in the state­
of F lorid a . 

Another ex�le was 
the fact that Jes sup ' s  
wife , Rubye , refused to 
view the body , exc laim­
ing that he could not 
be her husband , s ince 
she knew that he could 
not . have- conmitted _ 
suicide . Of course , 
this could be explained 
as due to extreme 
emotional trauma . But , 
Sgt . Obenchain had taken 
a personal interest in 
Mrs . Jessup and his wife 
o ffered to stay with 
her for a few. days . She 
accepted the invitation 
but asked her to leave 
after three days , . but 
not before she had told 
Mrs . Obenchain about 
unusual telephone �al l s  
Jessup ha d  been receiv­
ing prior to his death . 
These calls seemed to 
upset· him ,  though he 
wouldn ' t  tell ,her o f  
the content . When 
Jessup was out and s he : 
answered the phone the 
callers would hang up . 
The ca1ls had ceased 
after Jessup ' s  death . 
Ann , who believes that 
the death was by 
suicide , but that 
Jessup had been vict­
imi zed by some kind of 
"mind control , "  viewed 
the phone .calls as . a 
part of that process� 

- Next example : The -
Medical Examiner ' s  
of fice recorded that 
the person who did 
identi fy the body was 
Leon A. Seur . I tO ld 
Ann that to my know­
ledge thi s name had 
never ' surfaced in UFO 
research , and she ex­
plained that the of f1ce 
believed the man to be 
a friend- o f  the f amily . 

Extensive inquiries 
in the local area fail­
ed to turn up any know­
ledge or trace o f  this 
person , who had · an 
oriental- sounding name , 
in fact , the name o f  a 
Korean city . Wi lliam 
Moore also checked on 
this , he told Ann , dur­
ing his research for 
THE PHILADELPHIA EXPERI­
MENT and . T� ROSEWELL 
INCIDENT , but none of 
Jespup ' s  relatives , near 
or distant , had ever 
heard of the �son . 

" No wonder , "  I to ld 
Ann , " that you believe 
in a conspiracy theory . 

"First there was the 
doctor , or somebody pos7 
ing as a doctor , hover-

- ing over the scene , j ust 
at the right time , want­
ing to make sure , it 
a lmost seems , that the 
suicide had been succes s ·  
ful .

But if a conspiracy 
did occur , Jes sup sub­
j ected ·to- "mind control "  
and made t o  commit the 
·act , what was the motiv­
ation ? Other facts Ann 
has accumulated during 

__ her inve stigations , may 
point at such a 
motivation , and could 
give us some of the 
answers we are search­
ing for . 

Dr . Manson Valentine , 
a sc ienti s t  and colleague 
of J�ssup wh� l ived in 
Miami , told Ann he and 
his wife had been

.
try­

ing to reach the 
as tronomer for three 
days prior to his 
death . They wanted to 
have him over . to dinner 
and talk with him , for 
they believed him to be 
quite upset about some­
thing . Jes sup had �ld 
them that he was "6nto 
something big " ( though 

�alentine d id not 
believe that Jes sup was 
upset enough to take 
his own l i fe ) • 

S ix months previous ­
ly Jessup had vis ited 

' the horne of the late -
Ivan T . Sanderson in New 
York , and brought a long 
one of the original 
Annotated edi tions o f  
his CASE FOR THE UFO 
which had been re-

. published by the Varo _ 
Corporation . During the 
evening Jes su� asked 
Sanderson to bring 
three other persons (we 
don ' t  know their names ) 
into his private o f fice . 
There he showed the 
four persons the copy 
which he had " re-ar.no­
tated " or added his own 

' notes to . He asked them 
to read it and then to 
lock it up for s a fe 
keeping " in case some� 
thing should happen to 
me . "  While not disc los ­
ing what the notes con­
tained , Sanderson s tated 
that " a f ter having read 
this materia l ,  all of 
us developed the 
col lected feeling o f , a 
most unp leasant nature . 
And this was horribly 
confirmed when Jessup 
was fo�nd dead in his 
car . "  

Could Jessup have 
been privy to more in­
formation about the 
Phi l adelphia Experim­
ent "than those claims 
Al}ende had written to 
him? Ann bel ieves he 
could have been a 
s cienti s t  ass igned _ 
either to help plan 
the Experiment or help 

actually carry it out . 
Although the CIA 

either co�lQ not or 
would not supply any 
information whatsoever , 
Ann acknowledges that 
the FBI was very co­
operative and provided 
her with a comp lete re­
port on Jessup , with 
very few 4eletions . 

Why did the FBI con-
· duct such an investig­

ation? Jessup had app­
lied for and had taken 
a government j ob .  He 
worked for the govern­
ment from May , 1 9 4 3  
unti l  some time i n  1 9 4 4 .  
The Philadelphi a  Exper­
iment took elace on or 
about the �ddle of 
October 1 9 4 3 .  Whether 
by unl�kely coincidence 
or actual involvement , 
��e time frame is j us t  
right . 

·As each year goes by 
the pos s ibi l i ty of expos· 
ing any foul p l ay in the 
death of Jes s up becomes 
more difficult to accomp· 
lish, ��d the perpetrat­
ors , i f  there were such 
persons , are safer from 
exposure .  For instance , 
as soon as Ann became 
interested in the Jes sup 
case she began trying to 
track down Rubye Jes sup . 

A year went by and then 
she was successful , but 
too late . Mrs . Jessup 
had died six months 
previously . 

As I re-read the 
manuscript I continue 
to be impressed at the 
natural sldl1 a person 
who never diq any such 
writing previously 
possesses . Not only i s  
the book written like a 
thril ling •whoduni t ; •  
but the book a l so 
reaches and wrenches 
one emotional 1y . 

Maybe that is be­
cause of the •Jessup 
Dimension ! "  

And what about THE 
JESSUP DIMENSION , an 
odd title , indeed , for 
a book ? 

It a l l  began when 
Ann was recuperat ing 
from an accident and 
trJing to ease the 
boredom whil e  temporar­
ily ha1ting her very 
active life . Her hus­
band brought her a copy 
of Charl es Ber litz ' s  
book , WITHOUT A TRACE , 
and she - was reading it 
mainly for amusement .

One morning , while en­
route to Great Fal l s  on 
one of these trips , 
Tenney saw what appeared 
to be smoke emmanating 
from the vicinity of a 
nearby mountain . Since 
forest fires are common 
there , he pas sed it o f f  
and gave it no further 
thought . 

The fo llowing day , how­
ever , something unusual 
happened that caused him 
to have second thoughts 
about thi s  incident .

On the other h and , the ment a l ly disturbed­
Mark Chapman was mini - critical on the day of 
Lennon ' s  as s as s ination , but feel i ng better than he 
had in a week . He had serious doubts about ki l l ing 
Lennon • • •  wanting only �'le attention of reaching 
out to his ido l .  It is pos s ib le he thought o f  
wounding Lennon rather than f atally shooting him . 

Emotion a l ly , Chapman was at a low ebb • . He 
varied in h i s  commitment to the violent act AND 
COULD HAVE BEEN TALKED OUT OF THE SHOOTING had he 
confided in anyon e . I nte l lectual ly , on December 
8th , he felt he had made a corre ct dec i s ion even 
though h i s  emotions wavered . 

By the way , Chapman ' s  b io- rhythms indi cate hi� 
plan o f  action was formul ated on December 3 rd -­
and f rom that day on he s ought h i s  opportunit¥ · 
Because of Chapman ' s  emotional cli f f -h anging 1t is 
possib le he was pushed over the brink by a 
s arcas t i c  or f lippant remark m ade by Lennon when 
Chapman got h i s  autograph on a record-album 
several hours be fore �e actua l  shooting . Psychi ­
cally , we fee l Chapman commented th at he , too , was 
a mus i c i an , and when Lennon fai led to take that 
serious ly Chapman deciaed to k i l l  h i s  erstwhi le 
ido l . 

Lennon and Chapman had a lmost no compatib i l i �y 
by bio-rhythms .
