paper In March of 1983 reads:
Chilean Woman Carried Oft In Her
Car By A Flying Saucer!

“document the abduction of Marisol

Espinoza, age 22, who claims that
after the abduction, the UFO occu-
pants dropped her af the edge of a
ravine In her car. She explained that
she had been driving along a
mountain road at night when she
sensed another “force” had control
of her car. Her attempts to steer the
car were useless and as the fright-
ened woman peered up through the
windshield, her car was sucked Into
the air by a circular object with
brilllant violet lights around Its
circumference.

Miss Espinoza, though badly
shakan after the Incident, seems to
be a credible and intelligent withess;
yet, she has no consclous recollec-
tion of what transpired during those
moments when she was In her car,
being levitated by a UFOI

She later had to walk home
because the cars’ engine wouldn’t
start (a very common phenomenon
when a cars’ engine has come In
close contact with UFO energy
flelds!). Her father testified that Miss
Espinoza had retumed home “In a
torridble state” with her shoes ruined
from walking through the rough
countryside.

Upon lesving the local police
station after questioning, Miss.

Espinoza and.her father revealed
that had again seen the UFO (or
one very simllar) In their vicinity.
Perhaps the UFO occupants were
doublechecking to see If a device
which had been implanted In Miss
Espinoza was functioning properly.

In a similar incident, a young
woman and her sick chilld were
driving slong a dark Texas road
when they were “sucked up” by a
UFO. Parts of this encounter were
remembered In a hazy, distant way
by the mother: the car was pulled
Into what looked Iike a huge “shuttie
bay” and the woman and her chiid
were led to medical facllities. The
child was miraculously cured. The
woman once again found herself
and chiid In the car on the dark road,
with the ssucer speeding away
owverheed. The child had "been
suffering from a severe bronchial
Infection and the mother was
rushing home from several hundred
miles’ distance to get her daughter
to her regular doctor. Now there was
no need to rush, for after this
strange encounter, the child was the
picture of heaithl

We cannot at this time explain the

logic of an allen race which would F

leave cars perched on the tiptop of
mountains or the edges of ravines,
but we can understand the good-
ness of an allen race who wouid heal
a severely il chiid and then set her
and her mother back down again on
the dark road they had been
traveling. Though Miss Espinoza
snd the miltery man (Richard)
underwent physical stress and
mental anguish, these were brought
on more. by the gquestioning and
disbelief of earth officlals than by
the actions of the UFO occupants.
Still, the reason for these abductions
and the need for retuming the cars
to the edge of mountains is a strange
and unanswered question. il

HOME

The Boyers’ (a pseudonym)
are a large, loving, family who
occupy a modest home in a rural
aree of New Jersey. Ellen and
her husband have six children of
thelr own ranging In age from
two years to twenty-seven.
Ellen's daughter, Rita, Is, her-
self, married having children
who, along with her husband,
occupy the family's basement
apartment. Because they are
not looking for any attention
this story might bring them, we

have agreed to keep the Identity
of the famlly Involved In this
ongolng Incident, a secret.
However, their total sincerity
can be attested to by the pub-
lisher of the UFO REVIEW who

has known them personally Just

about all of his life.

As far as was noticed, the
bizarre happenings which have
centered around this house-
hold, began In the late summer
of 1982, when a mysterious
object was observed hovering

over some trees across the
street at approximately five In
the morning by Mr. Boyer who
was returning home from an
emergency call. Though noth-
Ing unusual happened for quite
some time after the sighting, It
later became apparent, that the
UFO directly tied In with the
many manlifestations which
threatened to alter the course of
the famlly’s lives, and was prob-
ably the catalyst which trig-
gered the start of this unearthly

serles of events which finally
ended when thelr unseen visitor
was taken home.

Though there have been nu-
merous Incidents In which
households have literally been
beselged by Invisible entlties,
the assumption Is normally
made that the disturbance Is
caused by spirits of the dead
and not allen beings. In recent
years, however, an awareness
has come about which confirms
the fact that quite often UFOlog-

those of psychic or parapsycho-
logical nature, and that not all
extraterrestrials need neces-
sarlly be flesh and blood crea-
tures. Research has pretty much
established the fact that unseen
beings who exist In different
dimenslons or vibratory levels
are around us all the time, but
can only be “felt” or “sensed”
upon occaslon. Apparently, this
Is one such case which proves
that there Is more in heaven and
upon earth than Is dreamed of.

| have reason to believe that anET
resided In our home for over a year,
and that we felt his presence though
we might not have realized the
Identity of our uninvited visitor.

We first noticed something strange
going on when the weather started
fo tum wamm last summer and the
dogs In our yard began to act
pecullar. They would bark all night
long, keeping the famlly awake. One
night my dog, Max, began to shake
like a leaf. His tongue was hanging
out and he was dripping salilva
though there was absolutely no
reason for him to be acting this way.

My daughter, who first brought
my attentlon to the dog, suggested |
bring him Indoors. | told her | wanted
to, but | was afraild that he might get
sick In the house. No matter what |
did, | couldn’t shut him up. | couldn’t
stop him from shaking. | trled glving
him water, but he wouldn’t drink. He
didn't want anything, he just kept
running around and barking all
night long.

One of my five sons, also said
there was something wrong with his
dog. He sald all the animals seemed
to be nervous. His dog almost hung
himself trying to Jump over the
fence.

The next day the three littlest
chiidren in the house, Danny, 3, J.R.,
4, and Glen, 4, went outside to play.
They took a jar of jelly beans and
some toys with them and had a
picnic. | was doing the laundry
Indoors when J.R. came Inside and
told me and my daughter (his
mother), that he was through. He
sald, “The man told us, no more

picnic.” We didn't think anything of it _

Over the last three decades vari-
ous attempts have been made to
slience individuais who have experi-
enced sightings or close encoun-
ters, and certain UFO researchers
have recently become Involved as
well.

“MEN IN BLACK”

It was during the 1950’s and '60’s
that the Incidents became most
prominent. Such cases usually
Invoived three men dressed In dark
clothing who drove black limos. The
Men In Black, without fall, tumed up
shortly after a sighting, often flash-
Ing Alr Force credentlials or In a few
Instances, NORAS Identification
cards, and told witnesses to “keep

quiet.” Sometimes the threats went.

fusther and valuable evidence such
as photographs and soll samples
were confiscated. Some research-
ers thought they might be represen-
tatives of a secret government
agency, but one thing always stood
out ke a sore thumb: the Men In
Black knew about these UFO cases
and were famillar with the persons
Invoived before the witnesses had a
chance to report their experiences
to anyone!

It was during the early 1970’s
when | first became involved In a
blzarre series of Incidents Involving
these sinister individuals. | had been
Interviewed by a lady news reporter
for a Philadelphia television station,
and In a private conversation, she
related an Incidentthathappenedto
her while employed by a Lancaster,
Penn. news outlet.

It was late at night when she
learned that a UFO had supposedly
landed In a small borough near
Lancaster. Taking camera, paper
and pencll, she hopped Into her car
and began the short drive to the

town Involved.
As she approached her destina-

tion, she was greeted by a barricade.
The police were preventing traffic
from entering the town. Though she
displayed all the proper news cre-
dentials, she was refused admission
and was told to leave the area at
once.

By the time she arrived home, It
was nearing midnight and so wisely
she decided to call it a day. Bright
and early the following: moming,
however, she was enroute to the
UFO landing site, but by this time
the reporter discovered the barri-
cade was gone. Upon arrival, local

-residents were questioned, but It

soon became apparent that nobody
was saying anything about a landed
UFO.

The joumnalist finally hit pay dirt
when she managed to secure Infor-
mation from a few courageous
Individuals brave enough to come
forth, though they would not permit
thelr names to be used.

These Individuals claimed that a
UFO did indeed land In town the
previous night and remained there
several minutes before departing
and vanishing Into the heavens.

These same residents told of a
black “Government-type” car which
had arrived within an hour after the
UFO'’s departure, and three men In
black, converged on the town
residents Instructing them to remain
totally sllent about what they had
seen. All did except these brave few.

For her next move the reporter
went to the police and was amazed
to find absolutely NOTHING on
record either In the county or city
files. Contact was made with addi-
tional police units In and near the
vicinity. Nothing was to be forth
coming. The reporter had run Into a
solid wall of silence.

GOVT. AGENT DEMANDS
FILM

It was Lancaster County and the
date was January 21, 1977; once
more | had appeared as a guest on a
news-oriented program during the
noon hour on, a .local television
station.

During the Interview | showed a
film taken of a circular-shaped craft
hovering at tree-top level in the state
of Oregon during 1964. it was flimed
by a gentieman who at one time was
afflllated In rocketry research for the
govemment at White Sands Proving

Grounds, New Mexico. Many fea-
tures stood out sharp and clear on
the brilllantly-white craftincluding a
rim section and a protrusion at the
top and bottom center. The Inter-
view was very well recelved by the
viewers. Especlally onel

Later the same year, | was Invited
to appear again. The date was
August 18, 1977 and prior to going
on, | leamed of a most unusual
Incident.

The hostess of the telecast told
me that shortly after | left the TV
studio on January 21st, she received
a telephone call from a man who
Identifled himself as being with a
U.S. government agency.

He was very upset over the
showing of the Oregon UFO flim
and requested a video tape copy of
the Interview. it so happened, since
It was a “live” appearance, they did
not video tape the session.

He was quite outraged to think
that it wasn’t copled on video tape
and disgustedly hung up on her.

That was on August 19, 1977when
| was told of this Incident. it was also
the last time | was to appear on that
mnoon hour telecast. | was never
Invited again. Coincidental? Per-
haps. But there’s more!

MOTION PICTURE
STUDIO SILENCED

On the 30th of March 1977, a
Western Union Maligram was sent to
the 20th Century UFO Bureau, of
which | am director. It was dispaich-
ed by a flim corporation In the
Western United States.

They were seeking Information on
UFOs for a major motion picture to
be based on fact but dramatized by
professional actors.

The data they most desired cen-

tered on three areas:

1. Government contact with UFOs.

2. The govemnment’s withholding of
evidence.

3. Information on UFO crashes and
the withholding of that informa-
tion by the government from the
public.

It was the latter category that |
would be able to supply them the
desired material needed for such a
flim. As a result, | made contact with
them and was flown to one of their
major offices at which time | pres-
ented the materia

This material ir olved a crashed
UFO In the stalof New Mexico
during the year of 1962. An outline of
the complete Incident was prepared
and submitted for their considera-
tion.

Many facets of the case were
listed, Including the tracking of the
UFO on miiitary radarscopes In the
southwestern United States, an
Intercept mission undertaken, the
performance of the space craft
which Indicated filght difficuity and
the crash of the vehicle some 80
miles south of Holloman Alr Force
Base.

The size and basic description of
the craft was given along with the
discovery of two allen cadavers
within the craft. | also related where
the bodles were eventually taken for
sclentific study, detalls of their
body structure, and what happened
to the space for the corporation.

The contract was mailed to me on
June 17, 1977. By the time | recelved
the contract and reviewed it and
made my call to him, It was around
June 20th or later.

| was, at this point, just a few days
away from receiving a letter with a
heading which read: “Central Intelll-

gence Agency, Washington, D.C.”

Dated the 30th of June 1977, | was
Informed that recent reports re-
celved from CIA field representa-
tives Indicated | had received Infor-
mation | shouldn’t have. The letter in
part sald the following: “A check of
your file in the Domestic Collection
Division of the UFO records center
does not Indicate you were ever
cleared to receive crypto material.”

The CIA letter indicated they were
aware of the two motion picture
companies In the process of pro-
ducing a film on crashed UFOs and
govemment suppression. | was told
the following: “Neither of these
companies Is recelving cooperation
on thelr respective projects from this
agency.”

This would seem to Indicste that
the cooperation of the Central
Intelligence Agency would be re-
quired H elther of the film companies
were to release such a flim on this
particular phase of the UFO subject.

Not only that, but | was further
Informed that the “Director of
Central Intelligence” Is totally
oppased to disciosures about UFOs
at the present time” and that the data
on the crashed UFO case of 1962 “Is
not releassbie to the public until
certain conditions are brought
about by Presidential announce-
ments.”

Then came the halr-raiser. The

letter stipulaied that since | had
recelved unauthorized Information,
“the Director hereby requests your
presence at CIA Headquarters,
Langley, Virginia at 9:00 am. on the
8th of July, 1977.”

| was now scheduled for a debrief-
Ing session on the crashed UFO
information and as a result, would
be placed under a CIA restriction
“not to disclose any of this Informa-
tion” until | had received proper
legal clearance.

Total sllence on my part was
requested as It relates to the CIA
letter | had recelved since the
communication to me was “consid-
ered a confidential matter between
the Director” and yours truly. Tivas
further told to make no telephone
calis to the CIA “or to any other
parties regarding the matters dis-
cussed herein. This matter will not
be discussed by phonel” The CIA
letter was signed as follows: “For the
Director, Amoid B. White, Chlef,
Domestic Collection Division.”

OnJuly 7, 1977, the day before my
scheduled meeting with the Director
of the Central Intelligence Agency,
who at that time was Stanfleld
Tumer, a second lefter was received
from someone using a code name. It
sald In part that the original letter
had not been authorized by the CIA
and that | was not to fear. Now Itwas
time for action.

| immediately called the Central
Intelligence Agency and spoke with
Elliot Rice of the Security Division

and related ali the data contsinad in
both letters.
Mr. Rice Informed me he would

look Into the matter and If | was

scheduled to appear the following
day, he would immediately tele-
phone me. That was the last | ever
heard from him. Before our conver-
sation ended, he told me the Infor-
mation would be tumed over to
others within the Security Division
and perhaps | would hear directly
from them and perhaps not. That
was on July 7, 1977.

Nearly one year later, on the 17th
of Aprll, 1978, | sent a letter to the
CIA requesting any findings of the
Investigation Into the original CIA
letter.

After some time had passed, |
finslly received, a correapondence
Informing me, what | already knew,
that such a letter was not the action
of the CIA and If | ever recelved
another such letter that | should
contact them Immediately. What
for? It certainly didn’t do any gaod
fo contact them In the first placel

In the meantime a question. Was
the CIA letter a complete hoax and
sent by sameone not affiiated with,
at least at that time, with any
Intelligence branch of the United
States government, or was it a scare
tactic to keep the crashed UFO data
from being used by the motion
picture firm?

In a letter to me, dated July 18,
1977 from the law firm representing
the flim corporstion In the western
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United States, | was told to stop all
my work “on the sssembly of UFO
related material.” The attomey’s
letter stated the following: “Further-
more, due In part to the difficulties
' (the fiilm compeny) has encountered
In obtaining the proper legal clear-
ance of UFO material of this nature,

the organization has been unabie to.

meet Its original production and
distribution schedule for a UFO
picture, and therefore has abandon-
ed this project altogether.”

It Is very Interesting to bring out at
this point that the second flim com-
pany who was Involved In the same
type of production, also stopped
thelr work on thelr film and as a
result, nelther company completed
their original undertaking of releas-
Ing a non-fiction motion picture fiim
on crashed UFOs In the United
Statas and the suppression of such
cases by the government from the
pubiic.

Reflecting back to the CIA letter
and the ststement that crashed UFO
Information “is not releasable to the
public until certain conditions are

brought about by Presidential an-

nouncements,” another factor sur-
faces to make this ‘“‘cloak-and-
dagger” case all the more convinc-
Ing.

In the April 18, 1977 edition of U.S.
News and World Report, an Interest-
Ing comment was made In the
“Washington Whispers” column
which sald that “Official word” was
coming on UFOs before the end of
the yesr. This official word was to
have Involved “unsettiing discio-
sures” on UFOs and “such revela-
tions, based on Information from the
CIA; would be a reversal of official
policy that in the past has down-
graded UFO Incidents.” This officlal
announcement by the government,
according to the article could
possibly come from “the President.”
This Is most interesting since my
CIA letter implicated the President
directly. 3 .

And what about this Amoid B.
White who aliegedly headed up the
Domestic Collection Division of the
Central Intelligence Agency? Does
such a person and division ectually
ulst?

UFO researcher, investigator, was
aware of my CIA letter.

Making contact with a gentieman
formerty with the National Security
Agency, my friend asked If he ihew
a “Mr. White with the CIA"..and
that's as far as he got.

With this Important disciosure, |
bring to a close this fecet of the
Ninth Annual Mutual UFO Network
Symposium, during s two day
schedule on July 29, and 30th, 1978.

The location was the Dayton
Convention Center, just a few miles
from the famous Hangar 18 located
at Wright-Patterson Alr Force Base,
Dayton, Ohlo. it Is here that the
remains of allen beings are belleved
to have been stored.

His speech at the conferencs was
to deal with “Retrievals of the Third
Kind,” a case study of alleged UFO
crashes and alien cadsvers In the
custody of the military. Little did he
realize that while he would be
lecturing, a threat upon his lfe
would be made.

Mr. Stringfield Is a personal friend
of mine and over a number of
months, we Induiged In numerous
telephone convenustiors. Some of
our discussians Involved cases of
crashed UFOs and as well as my
Involvement with the CIA.

Being quite Interested In the
overall situation of the CIA letter |
had received, be It reality or a hoax,
Len Invited me to share a portion of
his alioted time on the speakers
platform to relate the Incident since
directly Involved was the 1962
crashed UFO case of New Mexico.

Because of the sensitivity of our
subjects, | made the decision to
contact one of my main sources of
.whom | shall refer to as “Mr. Q.” This
man was affiliated with the United

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DID ALIENS
TAKE AMELIA
EARHART AWAY?:

THE WORLD FAMOUS FLIER VANISHED IN 1937

My name Is RB. (Bud) Hooper
and | have been a newsreel camera-
man since 1924. I've seen a lot of
unusual events that took place In the
news fleld as the years rolled by and
during this time several situations
relative to UFOs took place. How-
ever, the Earhart story In 1937 and
two events that happened the same
day In 1959 are the basis of this
document. It was the month of
August that | experienced the most
unbellevable and mysterious two
events of my life. - - -

| was making motior: pictures in
Southem Colorado witi: one of my
assoclates named Guy. As | was
driving east on U.S. Highway 160,
between Alamosa and Fort Garland,
Guy was looking to the south as
quite often one could see a mirage,
usually a lake reflecting a town or
farm In sky.

We were following a dark colored
car that was about a half mile ahead.
The highway was absolutely straight
and perfectly flat with no ups or
downs. This Is a flat country and for
fourteen miles there are no tums.

All of a sudden | sald to Guy, “How
long have | been driving on the left
side of the highway?’ Guy replied
that he hadn’t noticed my driving
and asked, “Did you doze off?’

| replied that | was wide awake and
moved the car back Into the right
lane.

At this Instant, the first of two
mysterious events occurred. The
car ahead had disappeared! The
only tumn-offs were a few dirt roads
and If a car had tumed on any of
these roads there would have been a
cloud of dust. | came to a stop,
tumed around and drove back amlle
or so to see If there was any chance
the car was In a ditch. There was no
sign of him so we turned back and
continued to the town of Blanca.

Up to this time there had been no
cars which had passed us from the
east and no cars had overtaken us
from behind. In Blanca, under some
trees near the curb was a lemonade
stand. Several mothers were assist-
Ing thelr children In their enterprise.
Guy and | got out of the car and
ordered two lemonades. While we
were enjoying our drink, we asked
the women If they had seen a dark
colored car drive by.

After our refreshing drink, we
drove on south from Blanca and
spent the rest of the aftermoon
making movies of huge cauliflower
flelds” and harvest scenes. | needed
‘some lirigation scenes showing Mt.
Blanca In the background but the
.sun was at the wrong angle so | told

Guy we would go to Fort Garland

| replied that | would but | was not
going to ask as | had presumed that
It was highly classified.

“Remember,” he sald, “that all
materials used on our man-made
satellites are composed of a material
that Is more durable than any you
have on earth and also weigh less
than your lightest metals.”

“The flat
disc Is a model of the big wheel that
you were toild about by the pliot.
When the wheel Is not tuming, it
rests on a round cylinder column,
five feet across and two feet high
from the base of the housing.

The
exact center of the wheel Is a highly
magnetized “N” pole. Extending
down from the top of the housing Is
another cylinder column the same
size as the one under the wheel and
Is also a magnetized “S” pole. The
combination of these two magnetic
columns hold the wheel exactly
dead center when It Is tuming.

“Mounted on the outer edge of the
wheel are thirty round cylinders,
three feet long and two feet In
diameter. These cylinders contain a
magnetic material “N” pole. They
are not mounted straight out from
the wheel but are set at a twelve and
a half degree angle to the edge.”

The lenghtly explanation con-
tinued, “Around the outside of the
whes! Is a three foot safety band
made of material that does not effect
any sttraction or repelling of mag-
nets. Behind this safety band sre
repeliing cylinders containing high-
ly magnetic material, also “N” pole.
They eare spaced evenly around the
wheel in a fixed position — that Is,
they do not spin with the wheel.
These stationary repelling magnets
are mounted on a circular Mﬁ'lllj
allows them to move back and forth
and up and down by the pliot. The.
position or angle of the tixed
magnets to those on the spinning
wheel governs the speed as required
by the plot.”

Replacing the upper section of the
model, he explained that the hous-
Ing does not separate as It Is
absolutely alr tight and the entire
compartment Is In a vacuum when
the wheel Is tuming.

| asked how a workman enters to
Inspect or make repairs. He replied
that on the rear side and on the
bottom of the housing there Is an
opening large enough to admit
workmen and any replacement. This
opening Is sealed by a screw cap
thats air tight when locked In place.

| wanted to know how the craft I’
was In or any other craft keeps In
touch with other space vehicles and
their home planet. Particularly |
wanted to know how the pllot knows
what to do. Does he recelve instruc-
tions from any one?

Reaching over, my host picked up
one of the drawings. It showed the
entire floor plan of the craft. Then he
commanded me to rise and follow
him to a partition across from where
we were sitting. He opened a large
door. In the room beyond was an
elaborate electronic and radar penel
operated by a flfth armored man.
Also In this room were four large
bowl type antennas that could be
operated In several directions. | was
told that the pliot has a direct radlo
contact with the operator In this
radar room.

They
could not speak as we do, yet they
communicated among themselves.

Fve had two experiences with
American Yetl, and a couple of
experiences with who knows what
they were. | was where the lava
flows, In a place called “The Hole.”
It's a natural Insert In the ground,
which was very unsettied because
the lava flow had erupted up around
It. “The Hole” has a great geothermo
potential. There are springs which
bubble all year around. We measur-
ed the temperature for one year and
there was less than a seven degree
variation, from summer to winter.

The area Is well traveled by
Indlans and wild game. The animals
seem to congregate there, especial-
ly during a cold spell. The does wiil
go there to have thelr young. It's a
natural protection. They can defend
It very easlly, because there Is only
one way In, through a crack.

This crack Is just wide enough
that a horse could walk through It.
Once you are In there, you discover
that it is a maze of caves.

There have been two anthropolo-
gists from the Demer Museum out
there. The first one made It until
about 10:30. At that point, some-
thing came Into the camp and drove
us out. At first | sald, “Don’t get away
from this fire. If you get away from
this light, there’s only two people
who can protect you and nelther one
of them walk on earth.” He didn't
belleve me, so he jumped up and
went chasing it. My dog had been In
there so many times that he quit
barking at them. My horse started
acting up. Then two minutes later
the man was packing up and head-
Ing for his jeep.

These creatures are not Bigfoot.
Thelr height is about 3'11”, maybe
four feet. I've never seen them
during the day. | know thattheywalk
on two legs because they are
ambldexterous, since they open
Jars. They just love dill pickles. | even
baited a trap with dill pickles. They
managed to get the pickles without
setting off the trip wires.

| thought | was very skilled at
photographing animals at night. |
set up a trap with four cameras
pointed at this dlill picklie jar. | even

opened the jar for them, so they
could smell it. They stii got the dill
picides without tripping the trap so
they must have some Intelligence.

One moonlit night | did get a
picture of an adult female. She must
have had more than average curiosi-
ty, because she got between me and
the moon and | siihouetted It. At first
| thought It was a bear, because It
was stumbling through the bushes
around the hotwell, where | was
camping. | was just wondering what
was between me and that hotwell,
when she walked Into the moon-
Hght.

She looked like a female of about
fourteen years of age (our size). You
could tell that she had breasts. One
thing which | could never figure out
Is that they don’t look like they have
aneck. | don’t know If It's because of
the halir or what.

There are a lot of berrles and
strawberries In this area. They'vegot
wild strawberries up there as big as
your thumb. That's what brought me
down there. Also there are very few
bears. This Is very unusual because
the country up there Is known for its
large black and brown bears. The
deer and other game are more
plentiful In that area, probably
becsuse It's Impossible to get a
vehicle In there. There are a lot of
unexplainable trails In there. A lot of
domestic animais don’t like going
back In there. There are some birds
In there which | have never seen
anywhere eise.

| told a wildiife blologist about
them and he said that they only exist
here In this area. | told him | could
show him where they exist at 9,000
feet. |-also told him that hawks fly In
groups of-five and six and that there
ware five or six different specles In
that area. He told me that hawks
don’t fly In community type situa-
tions.

The most unusual thing that I've
seen there Is a Bobcat with no hair
on Its face. This put the young lady |
was with In the hospital in a state of
shock. We were horseback riding
and we got stranded out there. We
ended up In the place called the
“hole” it was starting to get

cold that night. | really thought It
was a Bobcat, when | saw it running
off. She however, described it as a
persons’ face on a Bobcats’ body.

U.R.: Tell us, John. What happened to your beard?

iHatl this is going %o be one of those in-depth, highly
personal interviews. | shaved off the beard many years ago...but a
lot of pictures ware taken of me In the 1960’s when | still had it. And
those pictures are still appearing In print. So everyone assumes I'm
bearded. I'm not I'm oid, fat and balding. People are always
disappointed when they meet me. They expect Cary Grant...with a
beard. And they get Emest Borgnine.

_UR;: Back in the 1960's and early 1970s, you were one of the
most prominent and most visible ufologists In the world. Then
suddenly there was slience. You disappesred. There were rumors
that the government had sllenced you, or that the notorious Men in
Black had gotten to you. What happened?

_JAK: I'm afrald the explanation Is very mundane. | feit my work
with UFOs was finished. | moved on to other things. And,
unfortunately, | had some major heaith problems which curtsiied
my activities somewhat. I've suffered from hypoglycemia...low
blood suger...all my life, and | had tubsrcuicsis, even sppendicitis.
Want'to hear about my operation?

U.R.: Uhhh..maybe some other time, John. Tell us about how
you first became interested in Fortean matters...the weird and the
unususl.

JAK: | grew up on a farm outside Buffalo, N.Y. 30 | was
surrounded by all kinds of animals from the beginning. Our
neighbor on the next farm used to go out and catch rattiesnakes
and sell them. | went with him and that was how | first became
Interested In reptiles...herpetology. | devoured books by Raymond
Ditmars, the great snake authority, and so on.

When | was around ten years oid, that would be 1940, people on
a back road near our farm began seeing a very tall, haircovered
creature. They thought It was a gorilla of some kind. It scared
several people badly and the farmers all went out with shotguns to
track It down. Of course, they never found it. But that was my
Introduction to Bigfoot. Nobody knew about Bigfoot then. Ivan
Sanderson, the zoologist, wouldn't publish his studies until ten or
fifteen years later. -

U.R.: So you became a bellever In the abominable snowman-
type creature at an esrly age?

JAIKC Please. Bellet never entered Into R. | knew some of the
withesaes. | accepted their stories. | accepted the fact that a glant
“goriila” was on the loose.

You know, | also saw my first UFO when | was very young. | was
about seven. We were driving outside a little town called
Canseraga, N.Y. one night when we saw a huge, brilllantly
illuminated sphere on top of a nearby hill. My stepfather stopped
the car and we waiched it. At first, we thought It was abam buming
or something. Then It slowly took off, rose stralght up a short
distance, and shot out of sight. This thing was bumed Into my
memory. | never forgot it. But many years Iater | asked my parents
ab«nnmunyh.dlmmlymmmuoltm.pbodo
whatsoever.

U.R.: That would be in 1937.

JAK. That's right. 1937 was a strange year. There were floods
and esrthquakes In New state. And some very weird
metorological phnomom.vnu later, when'| was sifting old
newspapers for UFO reports | came across seversl. And even back
then, beck in 1837, the New York Times was explaining away the

sightings. Something chased a raliroad train scross the Midwest.

and the Times sald It was the planet Venus.

_U.R.: You're saying It wasn't?

Ml’llmpyouaucm Venus doesn'’t really exist. There
never was a planet Venus. The astronomers made It up..just they
make up things like Black Holes. Did you ever really think about
the Black Hole theory? Since a Black Hole can't give off or reflect
light, we will never know if they exist or not. So the theorists are
perfectly safe. Their theory can never be proven or disproven. I'm

afrald Charles Fort was right. Astronomy s 90% bulishit. Eachnew

generation of astronomers throws out all the beloved theories of
the previous generation. Fort suggested that all the stars are
actuslly hanging from strings on a velvet backdrop. He was
probably just as accurate as the guys who dreamed up the Black
MHoles. Or the ones who invented Venus so they would have a
convenient explanation for UFOs that chase trains.

U.R.: Do we trace a little note of cynicism here?

JAK: We Fortaans are a cynical lot. The anti-UFO factions never
quite understood us. We are ten times more sxeptical than the so-
called professional skeptics, but we are willing to examine the
evidence. They aren't.

Back In the 1960’s, hundreds of people saw ahuge,
winged, human-shaped creature. It chased cars. That college
professor never went near West Virginia. | did. And | carried a
pichme of a Sandhill Crane with me. When | showed it fo the
withesses they laughed. No way could they have mistaken an
ordinary bird for a six-foot tall monster.

_U.R.: That was the famous Mothman?

‘Sometimes they are sexually assaulted by these entities. I'vecome
across meny instances of this in my Investigations. In New
England, It is known as “the old hag.” For some reason, meny UFO
witnesses, contactees In particular, suffer visitations of this sort
after a UFO eplsode. it is one of the many factors that suggest
there Is a very close-tie In between UFO manifesiations and

U.R.: You were a ploneer in observing that tie-in. Now, today,
people like Dr. Berthold Schwartz, the famous psychiatrist, Dr.
Jacques Vallee and even Dr. J. Alien Hynek, seem fo have jumped
onto your bandwagon.

JAK: That's right. When | first expressed my views In books like
Operaiion Trojan Horse and Our Haunted Planet, | was met with
quite a bit of opposition. Then Investigators around the woqld
began to use my methods and check out my material. Now all of
the leadens in the field agree that psychic phenomena are closely
Ninked with UFOs and that even some of our mysterious monsters
are prodixts of that psychic world. But for years, people like
Hynek and Vallee fought my concepts.

U.R.: So you've triumphed In the end. How does It feel?

U.R.: That should make anyone talk!
JAK: Sertously, though..l've always considered the M.I.B.
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phenomenon to be one of the most important, least investigated
and least understood aspects of this whole business. They are very
real. They have a habit of tumning up In the damndest piaces at the
damndest times. They are definitely tied into the UFO mystery
Itself. But believers In extraterrestrial visitants have a hard time
reconclling their bellefs with the presence of seemingly ordinary
human beings In black suits who ride around ordinary motor
vehicles. Strangely enough, the professional skeptics have an
even tougher time with the idea. Apparently they cen’t accept the
notlon of ordinary people in black Cadillacs either. So the M.1.B.
are able to carry out their mysterious missions largely unnoticed
And certainly unhindered. They've got the perfect cover. Disbeliefl

U.R.: It certainly looks that way. Tell us, where did you get the
title STRANGE MUTANTS?

my oldest son also heard Iit. My

dsughter's husband even got up a

couple of times to see if it was the
kids fooling around and there was
nobody there. He sald, “it would
sound Just like someone was walk-
Ing around down there and then
when you went to look, you couldn’t -
find anything.”

After my daughter and her triend
Linda left, | just sat In the kitchen
working on some stuff and the bread
fell again. | said, “O.K. now I'm busy,
let’s knock It off. I'm getting tired of
picking the bread up.” | didn't realize
that one of my sons was in the room
at the time. At this point, everything
that | had on the shelf—room
deodorizer, spray, newspapers,
window spray, all came down. |
yelled, “Oh, you’ve got to be nasty. |
don't have enough to do.

As | put everything back, my son
came In the room. He sald, “Is there
really somebody here? Do you see
somebody?

were barking out backandtherewas | -

nothing outside. | shut off the air
conditioner In order to go and check
on the dogs.

So, we were out back of the house
trying to figure out what was wrong
with Max. He had plenty of water and
food. It wasn’'t that. He wasn’t
nervous, like he was that other time.
He wasn’t shaking. The dogs upset
about something In the air. :

All of a sudden, my husband
tumed around and sald, “What was
that?” | asked him, “What's what?”
He sald, “The alr conditioner just
went on.” Then it went off again. But
just as we went by the window, It
went on again. There Is no way to
shut it off and tum R on without
pushing the buttons. When | hed
shut It off, it was on ‘Off." When we
went back Indoors it was on ‘On.’

| sald, “Well, thank you whoever
you are it is hot in here.” My husband
sald, “I know that thing was off.
| know that thing went on and off a
couple of times.” | sald, “I know It's
George.” He sald, “Well, tell your
friend to leave. | don’'t want him
hanging around here.” | sald, “You
tell him to leave.” We went to bed
and there wasn’t any more trouble
that night.

The next incident was about a
month Iater. It was near the end of
August. | was in bed and | had to go
fo the bethroom. So, | walked out to
the living room, where the children
were sleeping. There were no lights
on. | stopped in the middie of the
living room and looked Into the
knmmowuoon_ltomm
Ing there. | couidn't see any clothes
on him, so | thought it was my
daughter’s husband. He often walks
sround in only his shorts. It was very
dark so It was ditficult to see reslly
well.

| was just getting rsedy to say,
‘‘What the hell are you doing there?”

hat's not my daughter's husband
How come It's 80 dark and | can still
see him? Therv’a something wrong.”
| didn’t want to take any chances in
case It was someone who broke in.

out on tha porch for a littie while just
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As | backed up to hit the light switch,
he started leaving, moving behind
the refrigerator. As the light came
on, he disappeared right through
the wall.

Then | grabbed my flashlight,
went into the bedroom, and tumed it
on my husband. He asked me what
was the matter. | said, “There was a
man out in the kitchen.” He said,
“Yeah, let me go get him.” | said,
“Forget it, he just went through the
wall.” He said, “What, what are you
talking about?”’

| had not been scared. | would
have been more frightened if itwas a
human. When | thought about it, |
realized it couldn’t have been
human, because it was like a shad-
ow, | wasn’t scared of him because
if he wanted to do anything, the two
kids were in there. He could have
done something to them. He doesn’t
seem to bother anyone, outside of
scaring my poor daughter to death. |
don’t particularly like it when he
comes into the room at night. He has
grabbed my foot at times, which |
don't like.

Objects in the house have disap-
peared from time to time. For
example, one moming | woke up
and | didn’t notice anything until |
was talking on the phone. | went to
rub my rings, which Is a habit that |
have, and they were gone from my
fingers; | found the one which wasn’t
worth anything on the bed. | could
see that one coming off because it’'s
big. On the other hand, | could never
get my wedding ring off. | looked all
over the house for it. | couldn’t get
any work done. | paced back and
forth and | said, “Look, | thought you
were a nice guy. Taking the ring off
my hand is not very nice. That's
stealing.”

| had just about given up when |
went into the living room to straght-
en up. There | found the ring, on the
floor, by the door. This"was strange
because | had looked all over the
house. It could easily have been
seen there. Also, It’s just not possi-
ble to get the ring off my finger. This
really bothered me, that “he” could
come into the room and had taken
this ring, which is Impossible to
remove, without my knowing about
It.

Around this same time, our neigh-
bor who has a small trucking
company next door, started to
complain to us that on several
occaslons he had heard someone
fooling around back of his place in
the woods. He was so paranoid that
they might be trying to steal some of
his valuable equipment and goods,
that he took to staying up at night to
protect his property. He would sleep
out back in a little shed with a
shotgun in hand, and though he
often heard someone poking around
he never saw a soul. He had some
boards set up behind his house and
at night he would hear footsteps, but
he’d never catch a glimpse of
anyone upon turning on the outdoor
light. He told us that he’d heard
sounds coming from the woods and
even saw the bushes move. He said
he’s going to blow their damn fool
heads off when he catches whoever
is causing the disturbances.

There was another incident where
one of my sons was lying on the
living room floor and someone
booted him smack in the behind.

He gave out a loud yelp and before
| knew it he was knocking on my
door wanting to know if he could
crash in my room since he was
afraid to stay by himself.

That same night the air condi-
tioner started going on and off by
itself. | tumed my flashlight on and |
could see that the button had been
tumed off. | pushed It back on and
said, “Knock It off.” We knew that
there was someone by the window,
even though we couldn’t see any-
one. The pushing of the gir condi-
tioner button went on forever It
seemed. My husband thought it was
dangerous to keep the air condition-
er plugged In. “Shut It off, it must
have a short In it,” he kept saying,

buttons would move In and out by
themselves.

Finally, | unplugged the air condi-
tioner, but it plugged Itself back into
the wall socket and stayed on the
rest of the night. Next, we heard a
strange rustling sound by the win-
dow to which | sald, “Piease, don't
tum the air conditioner off again,it’s
really warm in here.” In response,
the curtain on the window fell. With
that, | got my pillows and blankets
and brought them out into the living
room.

My twenty year old son thought I'd
really gone off the deep end and he
said he was going to prove it was all
my imagination playing tricks on
me. | waited to see how long he
would last in the bedroom. My son
got really scared when he felt the
presence of someone looking at him
in the dark, and it was really all over
for him when the shade went flying
up. He ran out of theroomhis face as
white as snow.

With that, | went back Into tne
room and said, “In the name of God |
ask you to leave.” The air condi-
tioner went off and on again and
after that we didn’'t have any more
trouble that night.

Another time, two of the kids said
they had seen two men — a short
one and a tall one — standing on the
roof of the house and that they had
coveralls on and that when they
unzipped them they had some sort
of strange suit on underneath their
outerwear. | was in the living room
later and | feit someone standing
near me and heard the sound of a
zipper being pulled up and down.

Still, at other times, | saw weird
white-blue lights in my bedroom at
night which were not reflections
from the street. The whole house
was being turned upside down.
Things were missing that would
show up in unpredictable places,
there would be eerie sounds and a
creepy feeling as if we were never
alone.

The second Sunday in October, at
about 5 A.M., | was liying in bed and |
heard what sounded like a motor
running. | woke my husband up and
he mumbled something about some-
one trying to steal his truck. He
jumped up and flew outside while |
looked for my slippers. | was still
looking for them, when he came
running back, slamming the door
and bolting the latch behind him.

“What did you see?” | asked him.

“Never mind. It's nothing. Let's
forget it and go back to bed.”

Even the next day, my husband
wouldn't talk about it. All that | could
get out of him was, “The last time, |
told you | saw something, you sald |
was nuts. So I'm nuts.”

He was referring to an incident
that happened the previous year
when he saw a UFO above the trees
across the street. It was about the
same time early in the moming and |
had poked a bit of fun at him for
seeing things.

After this incident, things quieted
down in the house and eventually
returned to normal. I've talked about
this experience to Tim Beckley the
publisher of UFO REVIEW and he
says there have been other cases
where Invisible entities have come
into a person’s house and made
themselves right at home. Normally,
I might have thought that our
experience had something todowith
a ghost, but when you put two
and two together — the kids seeing
the man in the woods, the odd lights
in my room — it becomes clear that
something more unusual Is at work
here.

My feeling is that whoever was
Inside the object that hovered
across the street from our home
over a year ago left one of their
companions behind just like in the
movie ET, and then came and picked
him up a year later. It would seem
that these beings either live on
another dimension and thus we
can’'t normally see them — perhaps
only as shadowy forms — or maybe
then can make themselves invisible.
in any case, | do believe that ET
resided with us, but now he Is on his

July, 1978, (just a few weeks before
from the Dayton symposium), | was
informed the intelligence unit was
considering sending. him to the
symposium, but decided against it
when a news release went nation

.wide relative to the topic categories

of Mr. Stringfield and yours truly.

As the discussion between intel-
ligence and “Mr. Q.” continued they
said nothing of the CIA letter | had
received with the exception of
confirming they were aware of it.

It seems it was Leonard String-
field they were concemed about due
to his promise to talk about the 22
abstracts involving crashed UFOs
and humanoid bodies recovered. It
seems that 80% of his information
was accurate and this was based on
one-to-one contacts Len previously
had with those directly involved in
retrieval operations of crashed
space craft.

On the 22nd of July, 1978 | was
again in comunication with “Mr. Q.”
regarding the upcoming UFO sym-

.posium In Dayton, Ohio. It was at

this time | was told both Len and |
must proceed cautlously from this
point on and stay with the data we
had planned to present and do not
deviate. He went so far as to suggest
that my wife Lucy, and | should have
a gun In our possession while In
Dayton. Taken back by this, |
casuslly chuckled somewhat and
told him we do not own a gun. He
then suggested we take aspray gun
with us for our own protection. This
would Indicate something sinister
was supposed to happen during the
symposium but he would not elabo-
rate.

“Mr. Q.” did inform me that one of
the main concems was the reaction
of foreign diplomats, with the Soviet
Union and West Germany specifi-
cally mentioned. It was also known
in advance that two foreign agents
planned to attend the meetings. In
addition, there would also be repre-
sentatives there from Air Force
Intelligence at Wright-Patterson Air
Force Base as well as six CIA
agents. Their purpose in covering
the overall series of meetings was to
see who knew what about the UFO
phenomenon.

STRINGFIELD
CAUTIONED

As early as May 15, 1978, Leonard
Stringfield, in a telephone conversa-
tion with a former affiliate of the
National Security Agency, was told
to “be careful on that topic” of

I's 9:00 am. The symposium
began with the first scheduled
speaker being Mr. Richard H. Hall,
editor of the MUFON UFO Joumnal.
Relatively close to the scheduled
time of 10:40 a.m. Mr. Stringfieidwas
introduced and following a very fine
applause, Len . with papers in hand,

walked to the speakers platform and -

prepared to deliver his 22 abstracts
on crashed UFOs that was sald to be
““80% accurate.”

Since | was to share a portion of
Mr. Stringfield’s alloted time at his
request, | was seated on the stage
next to a lady affillated with the
symposium. About thirty minutes
into Len's lecture a symposium

“official approached the speakers

platform and delivered an important
message to the woman.

Only a few moments before, this
gentleman had come face-to-face
with the man who personally deliv-
ered threat number twoonLen’slife.
A description was given of the

person making the threat. He was In

his mid-20’s, about 5 feet, 11 inches
in height and a body structure like a
football player containing a pair of
powerful looking shoulders. Clean
cut In appearance, he had a normal
voice that contsined no accent of

any kind. After delivering the mes-

sage, the man quickly disappeared
in the crowd and was lost from view.

A pian operation was immediately
executed. Security guards were
contacted and shortly thereafter
detectives from the Dayton Police
Department arrived at the scene
along with FBI men. The planwas as
follows: Immediatiey upon comple-
tion of both of our lectures, security
and police personnel would ap-
proach the speakers platform and
escort us through an exit door at the
rear of the hall.

As part of Len’s presentation, a
few film slides were shown. It was
during this time when the lights

were dimmed for the showing that |
left the platform and motioned for'
my wife, sitting near the front:
section, to follow me. | then relayed
the plan of operations to her at
which time she was to join us
immediately and depart with the
police guards.

When we were finished everythlng
began In clock-like precision. The
approach was immediately made by
security police. Plain clothes secu-
rity guards were placed In front at
the side and to the rear of Mr.
Stringfield, and the same for my wife
and . The walk began. The crowd
was thunderstruck and puzzied as to
why we were escorted from the
buliding in this fashion. Armed with
holster guns under their sults and
walkie-talkie units, we began our
exit.

Traveling along the rear outside of
the convention center building, we
made a left tum and continued our
walk enroute to the hotel across the
street where a room had been
reserved for a news conference with
reporters.

We were amazed to see security
police all along the route including
the rooftops of the convention
center and along the planned route
to the hotel.

security check was made of each
Individual. I they falled to provide
proper credentiais Identifying them
as news personnel, they were
denled entrance.

Television cameramen, news pho-
tographers and settled
themseives In the room. Interviews
began. Questions were asked. An-
swers were glven. Flim footage was
taken by television camerass and
flash pictures were snapped by
photographers. Other speakers
from the symposium had now also
arrived for the press conference.
Surely this was to be a news
conference that would recelve mass
coverage across the nation and
around the worlid.

Securlty police, In the meantime,
had changed Stringfield’s hotel
room and upon completion of the
news conference, Len was escorted
to his new hotel suite. His clothing,
luggage and all materials had
already been removed and placed in
his new room. Upon arrival at our
room, we found a posted sign on the
door: “Do Not Disturb.” Security
personnel had both rooms, Mr.
Stringfield’s and ours under survell-
lance at all times, so It seemed
unlikely that someone could have
gotten In unnoticed.

That evening, Len, my wife and |
were under guard while enroute to
the scheduled dinner banquet of the
MUFON symposium. We were at the
table with Dr. and Mrs. Hynek and
had quite a conversation to say the
least.

Securlty protection was provided
to my wife and | until our departure
late Saturday night. Mr. Stringfield
remained through Monday and was
under protective care at all times.
This was truly a classic “cloak-and-
dagger” operation that to this day
the “whos” and “why” of It all have
not been uncovered.

From the extreme Interest shown
by the news media at the sympo-
sium of the overall UFO subjects
discussed, it was assumed there
would be quite a story circulated by

rs.

The tfollowing day, hardly any use
was made locally of the Interviews
‘obtained. By August 3, 1978, five
days following the unusual series of
events, the broadcasting and televi-
slon stations across the country
were puzzied as to why there were
no follow-up reports on the sympo-
slum since an advance release, prior
to the event, had recelved nation-
wide coverage.

Telephone calls came to Mr.
Stringfleld and myself asking the
same questions: “Where’s the sto-
ry?” Calls from the news media
poured In from Los Angeles, San
Diego, Sacramento and San Jose,
Callfornla. Other calls came In from
St. Louls, Atlanta, Oklahoma City
and even from the Columbus, Ohlo
area. Newsmen also called from
Canada and they all wanted to know
where the story was on the crashed
UFO cases.

Len and | leamed later that smaill,
scattered reports did appear In
smaller cities and a worlwide report
by a newswire service contained a
four or five line report with noth-of
Importance given. It was a true case
of some type of a news coverup. The
real story was silenced!

SENSITIVE AREAS

The “cloak-and-dagger’ itory
now takas us to the month of
October and the year of 1980, when

during the early evening hours | was
contacted by a Florida broadcasting
station, WDBO In Orlando and was
Interviewed about the sensitive area
of crashed UFOs.

Imagine my surprise following a
number of calls from his many
Floridian listeners diring our talk on
the crashed UFO subject, to have a
phone call come In from the White
House In Washington. For a moment
| thought | had overstepped my
bounds on crashed UFO discus-
slons. But not so. The caller was
Eugene Eldenberg, Acting Secre-
tary to the Cabinet under President
Carter's Administration. He was
simply calling relative to a matter of
a scheduled appearance of a White
House officlal on the program | was
being Interviewed on. Mr. Eidenberg
was not aware at that precise
moment he was live on a telephone-
talk show, and of all things, Im-
mediately following my discussion
of crashed UFOs, allen cadavers and
suppresion of the subject by the
government.

While he was on the line, | was
officlally Introduced to Mr. Elden-
berg by the host of the broadcast at
which time | Inmediately discussed
briefly the same subject and asked
him If he was aware of such hard
evidence. Neediess to say, he was
not, since this was not the area of his
Involvement In government matters.
| thanked him just the same.

Following this call from the White
House, | later decided to check Into
the matter and through a govern-
ment source | leamed that not only
was Mr. Eldenberg the Acting
Secretary to the Cabinet, buthe was
also Assistant to President Carter on
Inter-Government Affairs. | sent Mr.
Eldenberg a letter that also contain-
ed photostat coples of foreign

newspaper reports of crashed UFOs'

In other countries, coupled with a
report of motion picture footage of
UFOs being sent from England and
the Soviet Union to the United
States and NASA for analysls pur-

poses.

In my letter, | pointed out the
American news media was totally
sllent of foreign crashed UFO cases
and In one Incident that involved a
NASA team of experts being sent
to the crash site In the Bolivia/Ar-
gentine area In 1978 to Investigate

the crashed UFO as seen by hun-
dreds prior to impact. | also discus-

sed two major government docum-

ents on UFOs. One from the United .

States Alr Force and the other by the
Central Intelligence Agency.

| urged Mr. Eldenberg to discuss
the data with President Carter since
he was an assistant to the president
on Inter-government matters. For
after all, t was during the presiden-
tial campaign, prior to his election,

that President Carter promised If !

[
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‘elected he would release all the
Information the government has on
UFOs to the public.

| also dispatched a short letter to
President Carter, along with a
carbon copy of the lettgr to Mr.
Eldenberg, and requested his coop-
eration and reminded him ot his
campaign promise of 1976. Of
course, and as usual, nothing came
from It all. | have since written to
Ronald Reagan on such matters and
once again the White House has RE -
MAINED SILENT.

A STRANGE SILENCE

During the latter months of 1981 |
was busy promoting a week long
symposium | have held anually for
several years at Cape Canaveral,
Fla. Usually the press goes out of its
way to help publicize our event. This
time though | sent out more press
releases than usual, not a word
appeared In print. Somehow |
couldn’t help but belleve this situa-
tion had something to do with the
fact that my press release had
mentioned the fact that a great
disclosure would be made at the
conference related to crashed sau-
cers.

Even more blzarre was the Incl-
dent Involving an Atlanta news outfit
who Invited me to Georgla In order
to tape a program that would be
beamed via satellite to over 800
cable stations around the country.

The show was cancelled after | had
arrived In town without a sultable
explanation. Perhaps the cancella-
tion had something to do with the
fact that after having been Invited to
participate In the program, | had
written to ex-President Carter who
lives In nearby Plains, Ga., and
asked him to join me to discuss his
sighting.

Following the meeting of Decem-
ber Sth, my wife and | returned to our
room and relaxed after a very busy
day. Shortly before 11:30 that night,
the “phone rang. Picking up the
receiver | leamed | was In telephone
contact with the hostess of a talk
show In Chicago. | had been Inter-
viewed by her during November and
the listener response overwhelming.

| was asked If she could call back

In one hour and Interview me on the
subject of NASA and UFOs. |
agreed. The time would be 12:30
a.m., Eastemn Standard Time. Gath-
ering my material for use on the
broadcast, | walted for the call.

The 12:30 a.m. hour arrived and
there was no phone call. By 12:45
am., | was still walting for the
Chicago newscaster to contact me.
Nothing!

At 12:55 a.m., the phone rang and
a gentileman at the other end
Identified himself as being affillated
with the station Involved. They were
sorry for the delay, but there was a
news story that had suddenly broke
In Chicago and It would be impos-
sible to get me on that night. | im-
mediately asked what type of news
story It was. This caught him oftf
guard. After stammering for a few
seconds, he then sald It Invoived
“politics.” | would tend to agree!

He further Informed me that the
hostess would call me the next day
and explain to me what had happen-
ed...and...he also sald: “Mr. Barry,
you won't be on tomorrow night
elther.”

What ever happened, happened
quickly. At $1:30 p.m., | was Invited
to appear on this Chicago based
telephone talk show. Before the next
sixty minutes were to pass, some-
thing happened. There was to be no
Interview.

Is It possibie that the phone In my
room was bugged and If so, why?
What could have really caused the
Chicago Incident?

My first appearance on that same
show occurred on the 23rd of
November, 1981 and following a
briet discussion between the host-

| ess and myselt, the phone lines were

opened.

Following several calls from the
listeners, there came an electrifying
call that could have possibly had
something to do with my being
taken off the air the second time
around. Perhaps not. You be the

judge.

The caller at the other end of the
line Identified himself, as a retired
U.S. Navy Commander, and related
an Incident Involving him and his
two wingmen, of whom he aiso
Identtfied, during World Wer Il over
the South Pacific.
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He told of a mind-blowing en-
counter that occurred to the three-
some on the 23rd of November, 1943
as they were protecting the aircraft
carrier U.S.S. Independence located
directly below them.

While Involving In this airbome
mission, a group of Jap Zero fighter
planes moved In for attack. They
were outnumbered three to one.

When this happened, the three

American navy fighter pliots pre-

pared to get Into position for an
agrial battle with the Japanese
pliots. While In the maneuver for
position, something happened and
our three Navy pliots were stunned.
The Japanese fighter planes
began exploding In the air...and
once more...thev didn’'t have to.

about 7:45 pm.

‘Then | saw a very bright light that
slartied me at this time of the
ovening, my eyes followed this light
and then all of a sudden It turned In
the completely oppoelte direction
without shifting or angling. It just
went In reverse and went from right
1o left on the same couwrse R had
originated. it slowed and got lower
but It never stopped, it got lower and
lower. At this point | could see some
type of biinking lights on this big

. light or ship or whatever it was. The

lights appeared to be white with
some pale blue and pale yellow. |
just knew | had to be dreaming or
perhaps it was some type of military
secret. Anyway, | got scered but |
couidn't move. This Hght came close
o where | was parked, it flew over
my car and stirred up so much dust
and send that | thought there was
going to be a storm or something. |
oouidn't see anything but sand and
dirt. When [t seemed %0 stop | looked
out but there was no light, no ship,
no nothing. | got out of the car
refuctantly but curious. | saw the
moon and stare but no ship.

‘1 know what | saw, it happened so
fast It disappeared skyward or
ecreplacy into the mowntain range.

- 4 was shaking for quite some time
affer that and forgot all about my
problems as | jJumped in the car and
sped as fast as | could go. Didn’t
care sbout anything at this point,
Just wanted to get to the safety of my
home In Long Beach.

“l stil think about that day and
wonder what the purpose was and
will be and how this may Influence
my life.”

At the close of her account,
Denise expresses the spiritual
awakening sensation; she will never
be “the same” as before her sighting
for she now knows within her own
mind that something Is Indeed “out
there” which earth science has not
yet identified or formally recog-
nized.

When Tim Beckley visited me
recently he told me a fascinating
story about a women who had gone
onboard a UFO which had landed In
Desert Christ Park, which is a small
park outside of Yucca Valley. The
park has In it life-sized figures of the
great Biblical figures from Jesus on
down, end In addition %0 being a
wonderful place to visit, it also has
high spiritual vibes.

Tim had heard the story from
Gabriel Green who considers the
Individual who related the experi-
ence to be above making up a tall
tale of this nature. What interestsme
most about the contact Is the fact
that the woman Invoived claims to
have met several different types of
allens Inside the circular-shaped
craft. This Is a very simllar to what
happened to me many years ago
when | was a little giri living In lowa.
No only were there several types of
pecullar looking beings onboard the
craft, but one who looked very
human In appearance whom | called
my “Speclal One,” who still chan-
nels through to me.

The experience took place a
about midnight on November 22,
1977. Barbara Beaver, a woman of

indian descent was meditating In
her apartment, about four blocks

sway. She looked out the window

and ssw a light zig zagging across
the sky. It came closer and closer
untll it hovered over her apartment.
Then It shot a beam of blue light
down on her. At that time she heard
the words In her mind “Barbara,
come to Desert Christ Park.”

‘Even though It was a cool eve-
ning, she trudged up there in her
slippers and painting clothes, since
she was an artist. When she first got
there there was nothing in sight. But,
after a few minutes, a light appeared
behind the hill there. It was a ship of
about 100 feet In diameter. It set
down very low over this parking fleld
and extended a ramp of steps,
without touching the ground, just
hovering. It left no landing marks.

Before she ascended the ramp,
they spoke to her again and asked
“Barbara, do you feel you are ready
for this experience?’ She answered,
“l really don’'t know, but P'll try it
anyway.” After she went up the
ramp, she was gulded to a room
where she went through a decon-
tamination process. They asked her
to take off her clothes and put them
Into some sort of hamper for decon-
taminstion. She was reluctant to do
30 at first, as she thought that they
would be watching. But she finally
decided that she looked pretty
scroungy In her old clothes and
would probably look better nude
anyway. So she took them off and
put them In the hamper. Then they
guided her to a hangar where there
was a typical spacesult of the type
that once you put It on, you are
Instantly warm. It was the type of sult
that you hear about which can not
be penetrated by the hottest biow
torches.

She was gone for three to three
and a half hours. There were four
beings on the craft. One was a
typical “littie man,” about five feet
tall with large loving eyes, like E.T.,
and mushroom-type skin, and a
robotized body. Then there was a
tall man, about seven feet tall, who
looked like an American Indlan. He
was very striking. There also was a
man and a woman who looked like
movie stars from our world.

| have had several unexpiainable
experiences while viiting Joshua
Tree. The area Is of an alien besuty
and well worth a sightseeing trip,
regardiess of the space activity
there. Huge plles of bouiders and
rocks are stacked on top of each
other in bizarre shapes; a close
friend with whom | toured this area,
even photographed one which
looked exactly llike “ET” of the
Splelberg movie fame. Often there
will be a rock at the tiptop of a
“stack” of rocks which looks as
though It just had to be placed there
by a levitating machine, for it seems
that no natural process would leave
a boulder balanced so precariously.
This desert area is a “national
monument,” which Is confusing for
It sounds like there is a man-made
monument there. Instead, what Is
meant Is that the bizarre area Is a
monument In Its entirety; It Is
baslically i | park area but
without 1g conveniences. Itis
unspolied and one should be very
proud In its natural aura.

Later, | was Invited to give a
presentation to the Rocky Mountain
Conference on UFO Investigation at
the University of Wyoming, May 23,
24, 25, 1980.
