Capte Peter Killian was scheduled to appear as the
Specizl Guest Speaker, for N,Y.S.I.B's last Meeting, on
March 29th. A last minute phone call from Mrs. Killisn
to Miss Jessop (NeYeSeIeB's Lecture Chairman) cancelling
the appointment was a disappointment for all Members.

Capte Killian is employed by AMERICAN AIRIINES, and
on the night of February 25, 1959, was pilot of a D=C 6
Passenger Plane, on a scheduled flight, from Newark, New
Jersey, to Detroit, Mjchigan. When flying about 8,000
feet between Philipsberg and Bradford, PRe, at 83k5 PeMe
he sighted 3 bright whitish lights in a single hori-
zontal line overhead. At first Cgpt. Killian thought it
was the Belt of Orion ( a group of stars in a constel-
lation ) then taking a second look, he saw both the Belt,
and the unidentified objects. These three U.Fe.0.s
‘escorted the plane for FORTY-FIVE minutes.

After the officials investigated Capt. Killiant's re-
port, it was given out by the authorities, that he said
"Flying Saucers" were only JETS refuelling in mid-air.

Capte Peter Killian was then warmed not to appear in
public and tell his story, Should we comment, "That
silence is golden"?

A young men from Granddal near Sandnes had a
strange experience on Saturday afternoon about 14«30
otclock (2:30 pemes) which he tells the Rogaland news-
paper. While working outside to get his wood into the
house he heard a peculiar sound as of a flock ef birds.
A bullet-like flat object, probably a flying saucer
landed on a hill a short distance away. A tall well-
built dark brown man stepped out. A strange color com=
bination en his hands and face was noticeable, the brown
being mredominent as a backgrounde Another distinct
characteristic was his helmet to which an antenna was
attached. He walked along a narrow path; advancing
closer, about 100 meters away, the observing young man
who had hid himgelf and was lying still would have run
awgy if the mysterious stranger had come closer. But
he turned around and went back to his flying saucer.
The whole experience lasted about 15 minutes.

This is an overall picture of the young man's story.
He is know to be a very calm and sober-minded man, and
absolutely relisble. The police force has been notified,
newspapermen have searched the "Sola" (airport) but ne
helicopter was over the Granddal area at that time,.

The policeman at the station in Sgndnes said in his
interview with "aftenposten" that we cannot just over=
look the whole case as a figment of imagination, but
search for a clue. Together with military experts we
will search the spot for an eventusl clue or mark. He
eaid: "The young men who has seen the phenomena is
absolutely strong and healthy with a sober and sound
minde For many years he has worked in a bicycle
factory in Sandnes. He first told his collegues what
he had seen. He did not notify the police, nor the
newspaper for fear of being disbelisved. I bslieve the
description he gave us of the flying saucer fully
agrees with other information about flying objects
seen a nd observed over the country. They are flat,
asbout 7=8 meters in diameter." says the policeman.
