DETROIT MAN TELLS OF SAUCER CONTAGCTS

The following is a summary of a talk given
by Lee Childers of Detroit before the Grand Rapids
Study Group on Interplanetary Relations on Febru-
ary 4, 1956, |

The third time Childers saw Commander Mark-
eson, the space man introduced himself as a Comm-
ander of a fleet of spaceships from the planet
Tythan. The previous contacts had been very casual
and Childers had not given them much thought. The
first contact had been at Caro,Mich.on Aug.l4,1954,

But Markeson explained that the round ball-
like object which had come down through the clouds
and had signaled Childers that same day was piloted
by his people. Markeson went on to explain that
Tythan is a planet in a system of 22 planets that
nearest Stars to the sﬁﬁ?“”b :

Childers describes Markeson as' an ordinary
looking man, about 5 feet, 7 or 8 inches tall,and
weighing about 145 pounds. He appeared to be about
28 years old and had a baby-like skin and a power-
ful,melodious voice., He wore his hair short.

Markeson gave as - the reason for their being
here..."Nations of your Earth have atomic,hydrogen,
and biological bombs which can destroy civilizationl
"We are not coming to conguer or to take over.We
are coming to stop an eventual war which would en-
gulf all nations of Barth in an atomic conflict."

When asked Zf his people believed in God,
Markeson replicd that his people lived God's doct-
rine., After several more contacts Markeson met
Childers and took him to a waiting object or saucer.
When Childers saw the object it was sitting astr-
addle some railroad tracks and it appeared to give
a little at the spot where it rested on the tracks.
(see figure #1) Childers stated that he thought this
was evidence of a 1iculd molecular construction.

Around tii: caucer stood a group which included
a short man,a vaery tall man,and a girl, who was

The short man put a belt around ChilderS'Waist
which was designed to protect anyone from the
energy flow of the ship.

childers described the ship as about 60 feet @
in diameter at the rim and the cabin portion yag
about 35 feet in diameter.

They all entered the circular door which was
magnetically locked behind them. Childers sat
down on one of a circular row of seats. He was
not aware of any motion whatsoever when they annp-
ounced that the ship was at 40,000 feet altitude
traveling at a speed of 250,000 MPH. Childers ’
estimated that he was up for one hour before they
put him down at the same spot at which they had
picked him up.

Childers saw Markeson again on a hunting trip
near Caro, Michigan. At this time. lMarkeson expla-
ined that the mother ship that brought them to
our solar system was a sphere type ship and that
the trip from Tythan took one month aud three days;
He explained further that Saturn was the''seat of
deity" for our solar system as Tythan was for
theirs."Records on every individual in your solar
system are kept on Saturn,!said Markeson.

The last contact took place on Novanker 23,
1955, Childers said that he got a strong impressio
to leave the house, Following the impression he
got into his car and drove vo Jefferson and Vine-
w?@d, where he met Commander Markeson. Using belts

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The dome part of the ship was partlally retract~
able, according to childers.

Soon they slowed the ship and Childers saw
on a vikewscreen an area which he was told was So~
viet, Russia. Several planes and two missiles
~came up after the craft but these were easily out

distanced as they accelerated and headed for space
and the Mother Ship.

Approaching a small round ball in the dis-
tance Childers was told that their speed was.

500, OOO miles per hour,

As the round-object loomed 1arger'me saucer
slowed down and a gaping cavernous hole opened in
front of them and they endered a mile-long tunnel
in the mother ship. The smaller craft passed six
huge doors and finally came into a gigantic
hanger and halted at a platform., Childers and
the crew stepped out onto the platform and he then
sg®w soO many spacecraft that he could not even cou-
nt then.

The people he saw veried 1n”height from fouxr
feet to nine feet and they .all wore thelr hair
long.

The rother ship was called TREJANOM. Child~
ers was talien from the platform in an elevator to
the astrodome, which contained all the telescopes
radig and all the other 1nstruments necessary to
their flight and research. These inckuded a large
Telescreen on which Childers could obsepve the en-
tire surrounding unlverse. Everything leaving or

o
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arriving was shown on the screen.

Childers was told that the use of ato.ic
and hydrogen bowbs would throw the earth out of
its orbit and disrupt the whole solar systen,

He was also told that the !iind was the Lost
powerful of the three parts of the huuan body:
Mind, Heart and Soul. The mind they told hip cq.
uld tranome thougat to other planets and evep
other aolar systems. The earthwan has not devej.
oned it as a weans oY communication.

According ta. liarlieson, their ships transmit
themselves by sosuic forces, createc by the sun,
induced to our earth wihich enacts the core of
our eaxth into a furnace, that directs from the
ooles uapnetlc_}gggg_whlcu exist in space as
well. These cosmic IJorces are utilized in a mag-
netron, constructed in a circle, which consunes
force as they move, dispeclling atmospheric nres-
sures which would cause friction enough to burn
up the ship. This method of propulsion gives
them any desired speed. Iliarkeson also told
€hilders that the saucers can transmit theniselves
into & fourth dimension, which is out of your
optic view. They thus become invisible even
though they are occupying the same space.

SKYQMUAKES .

On the morning of December 2, 1954 your
editor was proctically thrown out of bed by a ter-
rific blast that rocked Fast Lansing, Michigan, T
got dressed and rushed out of the house to invest-
igate and met nearly the entire East Lansing Police
department and many students. After nothing further
developed, I returned to my room and since there
‘was only a small item in the morning paper about a
mysterious explosion, I gave it no further thought.

Then nearly & year later I read in Major
Donald Keyhoe's FLYING SAUCER CONSPIRACY that the
nysterious blast was really a "SKY UAKE" which gave
the Air Force some little concern, ‘

According to Keyhoe, the Air Force made
a thorough investigation of the incident and issu-
ed a statement which said that there were no Air
Force or other supersonic planes over central Mich-
igan at that time and besides that Air Force planes
have been forbidden to break the sonic barrier,

Now in the February-March issue of the
Little Listening Post, is an article taken from
the Nov,-Dec, Flying Saucer Review,London...

Prlice station; whilke taey called the local Coast
Cuard Iifeboat Station; he alerted the U. S. Coast
Guard Cutter 'Woodbine! . ;

. Mrs., Vozar returned about ten minutes
laoter wnd watched the 1i~ht with her husband for

some thirty minutes or more. She described it as

trouble distinguishing them., After some thirty
minutes she said that the red and green cylinder
feded out and the white light then moved off 1t
the rigat, »r northerly direction. She did not re=
call that it changed size, as if receding oOr app-
roaching , but it did apvear to> lower as it moved
to the right,

According to Police Chief Richard Klem~
pel's account of a conversation later, Mr. Vo2&%
expressed wonder at what kind of a flare it migh?
be? since he didn't know of any kind that was re
white and green. I mention this only to verify
that Mr. Vozar did see the red and green, but

Apparcntly afte? bcing suijicted to some ridicule,
says that he saw only a white flare, and that it
was definitely a flare, However, he 1s‘unable to
account for the many facts ?bogt the sighting that
do not follow ?he chargcterlstlcs of a flare,

According to First Class Quartermaster
Barrens of the USCG Cutter Yoodbine, he first ob-
cerved the light at 8:50 after being called by Mr.
Vozar, His description of it was a brilliant white
1ight considerably larger than any star that fluc-
tuated and had possible traces of blue in it, He
observed it through binoculars and with a sextant
jetermined that at one time there was a decrease
in elevation angle of one degree in two minutes,
Mr, Barrens stated, emphatically, that this fact
and its size, prove without rescrvation, that it
was not a star or other heavenly body, Observation
was continued until about 9:30,

The Commanding Qfficer, Lt., Commander Car-
ter was called to the ship whecre he observed the
light also through binoculars. Captain Carter
stated that the light was white, possibly a little
red, although he felt that the red may have been
from the prismatic affect of the glasses, Later he
drove his car to the beach to obscrve the relative
difference in bearing angle and thus determine
possible position, From this he said it« appeared
to be some great distance out over Lake Michigan.
Lt. Commander Carter was positive that it could not
possibly have been a flareé;-since it stayed in
relatively the same position for weéll over thirty
minutes by his obscrvation; he felt that it must
have been a star or planet that had not been no-

“ticed until now,

, The Grand Hoven Lifeboat station said that
their personnel were unable to spot the distress
signal or any other sign of distress, which,of
course, they were looking for., I believe that
they may have been assuming that the distress
would be upon ths surface of the lake, and thus
were concentrat.ng too low to see the object,

The appearance of a flying saucer over Kawan-
go, a village 50 miles west of Kampala,near the
Katonga River in Uganda, was described last month
by a local resident, Mr. L.A.Pellissier.
'~ He said the object was about 20ft, or more in
diameter and that he first saw it hovering motion-
less at a height of about 1,500 ft, "It was of a
light green color and appeared to be made of glass,

/ he added. It made a light humming noise.

An engineer, Mr, Pellissier described how,
after a minute or two, the object descended and
passed close to him, It did not land,though, but
increased speed and disappeared in the direction
of Lake Victoria.

The objact seemed to rotate,and the noise was
a kind of light humming rather than a hissing,
and was certainly one of some form of rotation.
"But I could see neither propeller nor any other
means of propu151on.” said Mr. Pe111581er. A num-
ber of Africans saw the object.

.Meteorologists at Entebbe airfield said there
were no balloons aloft at the time and that they
had no record of any object of this type.

A dazzling green spherical object shooting
through the air at about 3,000 ft. altitude was
observed by Dum Dum airport flying control staff
in September. The same phenomenon was seen almost
at the same time by a pilot of an aircraft flying
north a few miles from Calcutta.

The pilot, Captain Sadler, signalled Dum Dum
airport that he had seen the object. It could be
seen quite clearly with the naked eye.
