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During the first {ew attempts, do
not despair or become impatiatt, or
imagine that you will never see any-
thing. Theare is a royal road to
crystalinne vision, but it open only
to the combined password of calm-
nzss, patience, and perceverence,
If at the first attempt to ride a
bycicle, failure ensuses, the only
way to learn is to pay attention to
the necegsary rules, and to persevere
daily until the ability to ride comes
naturally, Thus it is with the would-
be seer, Persevere in accordance
with thesz simple directions, and
success will sooner or later crown
your eiforts.

3. Commence by sitting comiotably
with the eyes fi:red belore th2 cyrstal,
not by a fierce stare, but with a
steady, calm gaze, for ten minutes
only, on the first occasion. In taking
the time it is best to hang gpour watch
at a distance, wheee, while the face
is cleaxrly visible, the ticking is
rendered inaudible. “Vhen the time
is up, carefully fut the crystal away
in its case, and keep it in a dark
place, uader lock and kay, allowing
nc one but yourself to touch it, At
the second sitting, which should be
at the same place, in the came
position, and at the same time, you
rnay increase the length of the eiiort
to fifteen minutes, and continue for
this period during the ne:xt five or
gix sittings, after which the time
may be gradually increased to cne
hour, but never sxceeding that

hour. The precise order of repetition
is always to be followed until the
erperimenter has develeoped an al-
most automatic ability to readily
obtain results, when it need no
longer to be adherad to.

4. Any person, or persons, admit-
ted to the room, and allowed to re-
main while you sit, should (a) keep
absolute silence, and (b) remain
seated at a distance from you. \/hen
yow have developed your latent powers,
jJuestions may, of course, be put tp
you by one of those present, but even
then in a very gentle, or low and
slow tone of voice; never suddenly,
or in a forceful manner.

5. /hen your crystal finally begins
to look dull or cloudy, with small
pin-peoints of light glittering thwrein
like tiny stars, you may know that
you are commencing to obtain that
which you seek - vis., crystalinne
vision. Therefore, persevere with
confidence, This condition may or
may not continue for several siitings,
a crystal seeming at times to alter-
nately appear and dissappear, as in
a mist. By and by, this hazy appear-
ance, in its turn, will give place,
quite sudalenly to a blindness of the
senses to all else but a blue or blue-
ish ocean of space, agaist which,

as if it were a background, the vis-
ion will clearly apperent.

6. The crystal should not be used
soon alter taking a meal, and care
should be takenin matters of diet to
pariake of only digestible foods, and
to avoid alcoholic beverages. Flain
and nourishing food, and outdoor ex~-
cersie, with contentment of mind,

or love of simplicityin living, are
great aids to success. Mental anxiety,
or ill health or not conductive to the
desired end. Attention to correct
brzathing is important.

7. /4s regards the time at which
which events will come to pass, each
seer is usaally impressed with re~
gayd thereto; but, as a genaral rule,
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visions appearing in the extreme
background indicate time morz
remote, in the past or future, than
those perceived close at hand, while
those appearing in the foreground,
or closer to the seer, denote the
preszat or immedigte future,

<« Two principle classes of vision
will present themselves to the
sitter---(a) the Symbolic, indicated
by the appearance of symbels such
as a flag, boat, knife, gold, etc.,
and' (b) Actual Scenes and Pergon-
ages, in action or otherwise. Fer-
sons of a positive type of orjiniza-
tion the more active, e:xcitable, yet
decided type, are most likely to
perceive symbolically, cr allegor-
ically; while those of a passive
nature usual receive direct or
literal revalations. Zoth classes
will find it necesssgary to carefully
cultivate truthfulness, unselfish-
ness, graditiide for what is shown,
and absdute confidence in the love
wisdom, and guidence of God him-
self.

(Add>nca::: Relazation is also a
itey note, So, just before your
sitting, relax yourself entircly,
and put yourself in a receptive
mood. Take several deep breaths,
and then begin your concentration
vpon the crystal. Try and regard
the crystal as a doorway to highdr
planes of existence,

Toronto, Sept. i2~--The conti-
