Tony Wedd, the founder of the STAR Fellowship, was the first to connect flying saucer 
sightings with ancient sites by linking orthoteny (alignments of sightings during a 
concentration in France in 1954, 
found by Aime Michel), with 
leys(alignmentsof ancientsites 
found in the 1920s by Alfred 
Watkins of H ereford) and 
brought out his landmark pub­
lication Skyways and Land­

In the last issue of Touchstone, the magazine of 
the Surrey Earth Mysteries Group and Amskaya's 

sister magazine, there was a report of a stone circle 
at Duloe in Cornwall, south ofLundy Island in the 
Bristol Channel and forming another triangle of the 
same proportions as the Stonehenge Lunation 
Triangle found by Robin Heath and John Michell. 
The Cornwall UFO Research Group, on their web 
site, reported a very interesting sighting over this 
circle in2006: 

In the early hours of Tuesday morning, 18 July 

2006, time 12.20am two witness were just arriving at their house in Duloe, near Looe in 

Cornwall. After parking their car outside their house, one of the witnesses took a quick 

look at the sky, as it was a lovely morning with a clear sky, suddenly something caught 

the witness's eye, he then focused his eyes on some objects that were in the sky just across 

from the road were they were both standing, the witness then decided to go indoors to wake 

his son up, so now there were 3 witnesses. They then observed 7 disk shaped objects which 

were illumating a very bright yellow/white light, which were interacting with each other, 

they were going around in circles and criss crossing each other in the sky, they were also 

making a clicking sound/noise. Just below the disks were 7 standing stones in a circle, 

after a period of 20 minutes all the disks just disappeared, the 3 witness were amazed at 

what they had just seen, they had never seen anything like this before. They then contacted 

me though my web site and ask me if I could put out an appeal for any other witness to this 

sighting, in the Cornish Tmes. Later that week there was a story about a mini tornado in 
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the same village which happened on the same day of the sighting.

accompanymg sounds, Is evidence for the idea, put forward by Tony, that the leys represent 
energy currents on the earth which the flying saucers can interact with.

currents, each of whtch IS named and numbered, and where these cross is comparable to 
a cross-roads sign".

Documents without personal data 

Essentially, the documents put on line are official reports of gendarmerie, without personal 
data on the witn:sses: "UFOlogists (enthusiasts of flying saucers) will not find scoops of 
unknown cases m thts database " he said. The principal problem encountered by the 
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scientists is the vagueness of the majority of testimonies. A witness will be able to thus 
ensure to have seen an object flying "in shape of a toilet paper roller" but they will be much 
less precise when they must consider its azimuth angle. 

Whereas the preceding person in charge of these phenomena within the CNES mentioned 
the quarrels surrounding the UFOs, Mr. Patenet ensures that the organization would leave 
it from now on so that it has a purely scientific approach. "We do not have the least 
beginning of proof that extraterrestrials are behind the unexplained demonstrations - or that 
they are not". 

The site, easy to use, makes it possible to make research by area (or department), by date 
or keywords. It is also possible to select by category of case: "A" (elucidates and shows) 
"B" (probable explanation without formal proof) "C" (insufficiency of information) and "D" 
(unexplained in spite of solid testimonies, approximately a quarter of the files). 

Two sightings reported on the site, both from Brittany, seem to indicate smaller objects 

in conjunction with a larger cigar-shaped one, as described by George Adamski:

Detailed description on May 25, 1985 about 1 o'clock in the morning, several witnesses in 
a car saw in the sky many flashes of different colors. These lights ignite alternatively and 
at various places. Two white points of light drew their attention more particularly: they are 
seemed to approach and disappear behind a curtain of trees from their property. The 
witnesses then distinguished between two trees a rectangular form of a sharp red which 
seemed to be posed on the opposite hill . Frightened they returned to their premises and 
a few moments later heard a deafening noise. When they arose the object had disappeared. 
Excluding the flashes which could be demonstrations of local storms, no explanation could 
be brought .

On July 22, 1985 observing at his place a particular light, a witness decided to go to the 
supposed place of the light. On the spot not seeing anything and after having discussed 
with another person, these witnesses were suddenly surprised to see within approximately 
200 meters of them, large a 20 meters length oval form and 5 meters in height emitting a rather 
pale gleam. A flashing light seemed to follow the circumference of this form. There was 
another more brilliant source of light, changing intensity, with greater dimensions. The 
witnesses then saw this phenomenon appearing and disappearing without hearing noise. 
Later and at another place, other people as well as the principal witness saw a luminous 
phenomenon having the shape of a cylinder to the variable light intensity and whose back 
seems to sweep the sky like projectors. The observation was done between 23h15 and 3h30 
in the morning before a sudden and final disappearance. No other information could be 
collected on this phenomenon which remains unexplained.

UFO sightings bring town to a standstill 

A crowd of 1 00 stunned stargazers brought a town centre to a standstill when five 
mysterious UFOs were spotted hovering in the sky. Drinkers spilled out of pubs, motorists 
stoppe? to gawp and camera phones were aimed upwards as the five orbs, in a seeming 
for:matiO

.
n, hovered abo:e Stratfo�d-Upon-Avon for half an hour. The unidentified flying 

obJects ht up the otherwtse clear mght sky above Shakespeare's birthplace in Warwickshire 
on Saturday. Although Air Traffic Control reported no unusual activity, some witnesses 
were convinced they were witnessing an extra-terrestrial spectacle. Crowds gathered to 
gawp at the strange lights that hovered silently over Stratford for 30 minutes. 

The strange episode started just after 10.30pm, when the lights were seen hovering slowly 
over

.
the town bef?re three of them formed a triangular shape with one positioned just to 

the nght. A few m mutes later a fifth came into 
view travelling towards the others at break­
neck speed before slowing down and stop­
ping a short distance away. 

Sceptics dismissed the UFOs as nothing more 
than hot air balloons, fireworks or even lan­
terns which had broken loose from a local 
rugby club. Others, however, claimed the 
speed and agility of the objects was unlike any 
known aircraft and said the odd movement, 
lack of noise and the length of time in the air 
discounted any man-made explanation. 

Tom Hawkes, who captured these amazing 
Sighting at Stratford-on-Avon 

images, spotted the lights during his girlfriend Kate Lyall's birthday at the One Elm pub. 
He and the 15 other revellers were in the bar when they spotted some commotion outside. 
Tom, 30, said: "We walked outside and there was at that time a growing crowd of about 
60 people looking up at something in the sky. 

"I saw this light appear, then three others. They came over our heads in formation but then 
manouvered into different positions. Three had formed a triangular shape and one was 
to the right. Then another one came hurtling towards the rest at what looked like a very 
fast speed. But as it neared them it suddenly slowed and stopped altogether. "By this time 
more people had poured out onto the street. Two pubs had emptied, some people had come 
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out of their houses and drivers slowed their cars. The objects were there for about half an 
hour. It was very eerie because they didn't make any sound and they stayed still before 
moving slowly beyond the horizon. There were no stars in the sky, just them. It was the 
most extraordinary thing I've ever seen and the way in which everyone gathered in the street 
to watch them reminded me of a scene from Independence Day." 

The extraordinary scenes were also witnessed by some of the staff of the One Elm pub. Chef 
Kern Griffiths, 26, said: "I saw five lights, we all thought they were hot air balloons at frrst 
because the glowing spheres looked like a burst of flames. But I couldn't see any outline of 
the balloon itself and they were travelling far too fast. Suddenly someone shouted 'look' 
and there were these bright dots fizzing across the sky. It was weird, the way they moved 
did look alien. Some people reckon they're fireworks but they were lit up in the sky for far 
too long, the local rugby club say they were lanterns that blew loose over the weekend but 
these objects were far too fast and too high up. They were unlike any aircraft I've seen. It's 
a mystery." 

Hillary Potter from The British Earth Aerial Mystery Society (BEAMS) said they were being 
inundated with similar calls from across the country but said it was rare for such phenomena 
to be witnessed by so many people. She said: "Such incidents have been on the increase 
recently. There are reports at the moment coming in from all over the country. We've had 
many reports of people seeing quite large unidentified objects in the skies. It's not going 
away, It seems these incidents are becoming more bold. People don't know what to do when 
they witness such sights and that's what we're here for. We take the reports very seriously." 

A Mod Spokesman said: "The MoD does not have any expertise or role in respect ofUFOs 
or flying saucer matters or to the question of the existence of extra terrestrial life forms, about 
which we remain totally open minded. I should add that to date the MoD knows of no 
evidence which substantiates the existence of these alleged phenomena. The MoD 
examines any reports of unidentified flying objects it receives solely to establish whether 
what was seen might have some defence significance. Namely whether there is any evidence 
that the UK air space might have been compromised by hostile or unauthorised foreign 
military activity. Unless there is evidence of a potential threat to the United Kingdom from 
an external military source, and to date no UFO report has revealed such evidence, we do 
not attempt to identify the precise nature of each sighting reported to us. We believe that 
rational explanations such as aircraft lights or natural phenomena could be found for them 
if resources were diverted for this purpose but its not the function of the MoD to provide 
this kind of aerial identification service." 

Frankie Spray, from Wellesbourne Airfield, just outside Stratford, added: "The lights were 
nothing to do with us. None of our aircraft fly at night at this time of year. It's very bizarre 
but I've got no explanation as to what the lights were." Birmingham Air Space which covers 
the skies over the town said they had not heard of any unusual activity showing up on the 
radar. 
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THE BATTLE OF LOS ANGELES

Five years before Roswell, five years before pilot Kenneth Amold's landmark sightings of 
"flying saucers" in the Pacific Northwest, 3 years before the Battle of the Bulge, two years 
before D-D ay, and years before the so-called "modern UFO era" had officially begun, there 
was the Battle of Los Angeles, arguably the most sensational, dramatic UFO mass 
encounter on record. 

Have you ever heard of the Battle ofLos Angeles? Few have. Imagine a visiting spacecraft 
from another world, or dimension, hovering over a panicked and blacked-out LA in the 
middle of the night just weeks after Pearl Harbor at the height of WWII fear and paranoia. 
Imagine how this huge ship, assumed to be some unknown Japanese aircraft, was then 
attacked as it hung, nearly stationary, over Culver City and Santa Monica by dozens of 
Army anti-aircraft batteries firing nearly 2,000 rounds of 12 pound, high explosive shells 
in full view of hundreds of thousands of residents. Imagine all of that and you have an idea 
of what was the Battle of Los Angeles. 

The sudden appearance of the enormous round object triggered all of LA and most of 
Southern California into an immediate wartime blackout with thousands of Air Raid 
Wardens scurrying all over the darkened city while the drama unfolded in the skies above ... 
a drama which would result in the deaths of six people and the raining of shell fragments 
on homes, streets, and buildings for miles around. 

Dozens of gun crews and searchlights of the Army's 37th Coast Artillery Brigade easily 
targeted the huge ship which hung like a surreal magic lantern in the clear, dark winter sky 
over the City of the Angels. Few in the city were left asleep after the Coastal Defense gunners 
commenced frring hundreds and hundreds of rounds up toward the glowing ship which was 
apparently first sighted as it hov­
ered above such west side land­
marks as the MGM studios in 
Culver City. The thump of the 
batteries and the ignition of the 
aerial shells reverberated from one 
end of LA to the other as the gun 
crews easily landed scores of what 
many termed "direct hits" .... all to 
no avail. Here now, is what the 
night skies ofLA looked like at the 
height of the firing.... Pay close 
attention to the convergence of 
the searchlights and you will 
clearly see the shape of the visitor 
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visitor within the illuminated target area. It's a BIG item and seemed completely oblivious to 
the hundreds of AA shells bursting on and adjacent to it which caused it no evident dismay. 
There were casualties, however ... on the ground. At least 6 people died as a direct result of 
the Army's attack on the UFO which slowly and leisurely made its way down to and then over 
Long Beach before finally moving off and disappearing. 

Witness to the battle 

In February, 1942, Katie was a young, beautiful, and highly-successful interior decorator and 
artist who worked with many of Hollywood's most glamorous celebrities and film industry 
luminaries. She lived on the west side of Los Angeles, not far from Santa Monica. With the 
outbreak of the war with Japan and the rising fear of a Japanese air attack, or even invasion 
of the West Coast, thousands of residents volunteered for wartime duties on the home front. 
Katie volunteered to become an Air Raid Warden as did 12,000 other residents in the 
sprawling city of Los Angeles and surrounding communities. 

In the early morning hours of F ebruary 25th, Katie's phone rang. It was the Air Raid supervisor 
in her district notifying her of an alert and asking if she had seen the object in the sky very 
close to her home. She immediately walked to a window and looked up. "It was huge! It was 
just enormous! And it was practically right over my house. I had never seen anything like 
it in my life!" she said. "It was just hovering there in the sky and hardly moving at all." With 
the city blacked out, Katie, and hundreds of thousands of others, were able to see the eerie 
visitor with spectacular clarity. "It was a lovely pale orange and about the most beautiful thing 
you've ever seen. I could see it perfectly because it was very close. It was big!" 

The U.S. Army anti-aircraft searchlights by this time had the object completely covered. 
"They sent fighter planes up (the Army denied any of its fighters were in action) and I watched 
them in groups approach it and then turn away. There were shooting at it but it didn't seem 
to matter." Katie is insistent about the use of planes in the attack on the object. The planes 
were apparently called off after several minutes and then the ground cannon opened up. "It 
was like the Fourth of July but much louder. They were firing like crazy but they couldn't touch 
it." The attack on the object lasted over half an hour before the visitor eventually disappeared 
from sight. Many eyewitnesses talked of numerous "direct hits" on the big craft but no 
damage was seen done to it. "I'll never forget what a magnificent sight it was. Just marvelous. 
And what a georgeous color!", said Katie.

He 
says: "For a number of years I have been intrigued by old artwork that appears to depict 

UFOs. The artwork in my collection consists of frescos, tapestries, illustrations, oil paintings 
and early photographs. Although some of the artwork represents actual sightings, others 
feature UFOs in a religious context. One can only guess at why these artists chose to insert 
UFOs into their artwork. Did they have UFO sightings in their day and decide to add them 
in ? Perhaps they had an inner urge to insert them. Maybe they had some arcane knowledge 
about the relationship between UFOs and certain religious events. Whatever the truth is, 
there are UFOs in these artworks . . .  " http://www.ufoartwork.com 

These images of two crusaders date from a 12th 
century manuscript " Annales Laurissenses" 
(volumes/books about historical and religion 
events)and refer to a UFO sighting in the year 776, 
during the siege on Sigiburg castle, France. The 
Saxons besieged and surrounded the French 
people. They both were fighting when suddenly a 
group of discs (flaming shields) appeared hovering 
over the top of the church. It appeared to the 
Saxons that the French were protected by these 
objects and the Saxons fled. 

This image is by Flemish artist Aert De Gelder and is 
entitled "The Baptism of Christ" It was painted in 17 1 0 
and hangs in the Fitzwilliam Musuem, Cambridge. A disk 
shaped object is shining beams of light down on John the 
Baptist and Jesus. 

This is part of a painting is by Paolo 
Uccello (1396-14 75) and is entitled 
"La Tebaide" (painted c.1460-
1465). It shows a red saucer shaped 
UFO seen near Jesus. It hangs in 
the Academy of Florence. 
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This artwork is alledgedly from 
the buddhist Dharamsala temple 
in Himachal Pradesh, India. This 
is where the Dalai Lama lives in 
exile. You can just make out six 
silvery saucer shaped objects. 

This is one of two tapestries that were 
created in the 15th century. Both depict the 
life of Mary. Hat shaped objects can be 
clearly seen in both tapestries. Both are 
located at the French basillica N otre-Dame 
in Beaune, Burgundy. 

This image comes from the 
1Oth Century Tibetan trans­
lation of the Sanskrit text 
"Prajnaparamita Sutra ", 
held at a Japanese museum. 
In the enlargement you can 
see two objects that look like 
hats, but why are they float­
ing in mid air ? Also one of 
them appears to have port 

holes on it. Indian Vedic texts are full of descriptions ofVimanas. The Ramayana describes 
Vimanas as a double decked, circular or cylindrical aircraft with portholes and a dome. It flew 
with "the speed of the wind" and gave forth a "melodious sound". 

This painting is called �IN�\Vn't:ml�:;;;::::�R�� 
"The Madonna with 
Saint Giovannino ". It 
was painted in the 15th 
century. The Palazzo 

Vecchio lists the artist 
as unknown although 
attributed to the Lippi 
school.Above Mary's 
right shoulder is a disk 
shaped object. Below is 
a blow up of this section and a man and his dog can clearly be seen looking up at the object. 
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This photograph depicts a cloud formation 
over the summit of Mt. Washington in the 
Winter of 1870 - 1871 - along with an added 
surprise! One can see a cigar shaped object. 
This could possibly be the earliest photograph 
of a UFO. The image is part of an antique 
stereoview. The description reads "SUMMIT 
Mt. Washington WINTER 1870-1871 Entered 
according to Act of Congress in the year 1871, 

CLOGH & KTh.ffiALL, in the Office of the Librarian of Congress, at Washington." 
Sawmill, Slide Ward, Colorado. April, 1929. This incident is 

by the photographers daughter : This photo was taken by 
father Edward Pline at the sawmill in Ward where we lived at 
time, I think it was 1929. I was about six years old then. My 

was there to photograph the sawmill for some reason or 
another, and as he was taking the photo, he described a "terrible 
thunderous bellow," and a large round thing as big as a very large 
boulder that moved through the air above them.

in the picture could not have been a street lamp, simply because 
there were no street lamps there at the time. There are no power 
poles or power lines visible anywhere in this picture. Summer 
1932, Mid-day, St. Paris, Ohio. This picture of George Sutton of 
St. Paris, Ohio, taken near mid-day (as may be seen from the 
shadows on the ground) shows a vintage automobile with a 1932 
license plate on the front bumper. The owner of the photo album 
says there were no electric street lights along this road in those 
days. Nobody has been able to account for the dark object seen 
over Sutton's left shoulder in this photograph. 

There seems to be some confusion over this photo. One 
site states it was taken in the city of Tienj in, China in 1911 
by a Japanese journalist. Another site says it was taken 
in Tiensten, Hopeh Province, China in 1942.
