Perhaps experience of castle-building is not essential for
an Editor of'Awareness'- but it helps, believe it or not.

Despite the fact
that we extended the reconsideration period to 28 days to allow
for the chaotic postal situation (this, incidently, plus printing
time explains why the magazine has been delayed), only four mem-
bers took up the option to withdraw. Better yet - others wrote
to express their understanding of inherent difficulties and gave
support to the new proposals. With regard to Contact publications
this means that the next 'AWARENESS' will be published in March.
Whilst we shall continue to aim for a high quality magazine, we
can only produce the best that your subscriptions allow us to af-
ford meanwhile. This particular edition was especially designed
to give some indication of potential, to try out ideas which may
encourage comment and to encourage more subscriptions; it is not
necessarily typical. Neither are we short of material; well-
known writers are now submitting articles and series' for inclus-
ion in '"AWARENESS'., More details of future content will appear
in the March issue. The UFO REGISTER, undeniably a unique publi-
cation supplied to official bodies as well as Contact members,
will henceforth constitute an annual report from Data Research.
But, to really tell it like it is, we emphasise that Contact is
not just a publisher - more is happening than can be reported he-
re. For example: top level discussions are going on concerning
our International involvement, which will benefit all member cou-
ntries; a quite separate and exciting venture, which will interest
everyone concerned with UFOs, is on the drawing board. Further
details will be made available later. Lncidently, we'll be recei-
ving publicity in four books, written by Brinsley Le Poer Trench,
about to be published. All considered, I think we may well have
a few more experienced castle-builders around Contact(Uk) sooni!!

As CONTACT expands, introducing new ideas and projects, it
becomes more and more important that we become more widely
accepted by the general public, both at home and overseas.

Whilst the organisation is now really moving forward in so many
ways, it is astounding to me, from just asking around, that 'so
many people are so genuinely interested in the subject of UFOs

- and, indeed, the number of people who have seen something which
they thought was perhaps a UFO - and yet are unaware of our
existance. "hen ocne mentions that there is an organisation in
this country which is deeply involved with a study of the subject
it transpires that very few people have heard of CONTACT or the
Data Research Division, despite that fact that this is the most
efficient research group in the United Kingdom and the advances
it has made during the past few years.

Because of this, efforts are now being made to ensure that
CONTACT becomes known about more widely.  Two radio programmes,
produced and presented by Rick Roebuck proved to be of
interest to the public and more recently an interview with the
International Data Research team on BBC Radio Oxford had some
impact. However, we need more than the occaisional radio
programme io arouse greater ‘nierest.

BRINSLEY LE POER TRENCH

The Daily Telegraph colour magazine for 3rd March 1972,
carried an article by Kenneth Gatland on the search for life in
the Universe, entitled - 'Is There Anyone Up There Like Us ?'
In this feature he reffered to Professor Zdenek Kopal of the
University of Manchester.

On the front cover of the magazine is qucted a statement
from the Professor, not contained in Gatland's interesting art-
icle. It reads as follows:

"A thousand, or ten thousand, years of evolutionary differ-
ence is just nothing on cosmic scales; and the chances that we
could come across another civilisation in the Universe at approx-
imately the same level of development - and with which we could
effect some kind of intellectual understanding - are,therefore,
vanishingly small. And such being the case, what gain - I
repeat - could we derive from contacts with hypothetical civil-
isations which are likely to be removed, not thousands, but mil-
lions, or hundreds of millions, of years from our level ?
Certainly the risks entailed in such an encounter would vastly
exceed any possible interest- let alone benefit; and could easily
prove fatal. Therefore, should we ever hear that 'space-phone'
ringing in the form of observational evidence which may admit of
no other explanation, for God's sake let us not answer; but
rather make ourselves as inconspicuous as we can to avoid attract-
ing attention.ceeeceeees”

Gatland, in his article, quotes another scientist, Dr.Krafft
A. Ehricke, Space Division, North American Rockwell Corporation,
who puts the possibility of contact differently:

"I believe encounter with an alien civilisation will be an
elevating or a dangerous experience, stimulating and interesting
in any case, but not degrading on the grounds that it refutes the
cherished, but not very plausible, postulate that we are of a
unique quality. There are, of course, those who say we as mere
mortals have no business questioning the secrets of the Universe.

I cannot imagine a more foreboding, apocalyptic vision than
the fate of a mankind possessed with cosmic powers and condemned
to solitary confinement on one small planet."

That is certainly a more courageous and enlightened
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viewpoint. However, the purpose of this article is to reply to
Dr. Kopal. The gist of his argument is that it would be wise
not to answer any signals (though he did not state that, this
must be implied also) or follow up evidential observations of a
galactic civilisation, as they would be so advanced compared with
us, In short, he is saying that, our mankind would be like
primitive savages to them.

We, of course, must look like savages to any advanced race
out there. You have only to look in your daily newspapers for
full confirmation of this; wars, violence, crime and moral
decadence are our regular breakfast-time reading. Nevertheless,
despite our obvious drawbacks, I would contend that the Sky
People are friendly towards us and this derives from a parental
association going back to aeons ago. Although I would agree
with some UFO researchers that there have been some hostile re-
ports - these come from an area around our planet - the Sky
People, in my personal view, are predominately friendly and
understand our situation.

Now, I will present some evidence to show that not only did
they put us here originally, but have been giving us 'shots in
the arm' over a very long period and that they have been keeping
a careful eye on us, edueating us up as it were, within the
limits of Cosmic Law, to the time when we will be able to take
our place in a galactic civilisation.

I have noticed that some UFO writers have complained about
this situation and said that the Sky People are m=2king an unholy
mess of things and, if they are all that friendly, why do they
not come down now and give us all their secrets? In short, sort
out the terrible messes we have made for ourselves. I have Just
mentioned Cosmic Law, In my view - you may not agree - they
cannot do that. They are very advanced and we are not. We
have got to make the grade ourselves. Within certain limits
they can give us certain 'assists' when we are ready for them.
however, I think that if a really critical state was to arrive on
this planet, for instance a nuclear war, they might possibly
intervene, but, of course, I don't really know; they might not do
so. After all, we have had catastophies in the past. They
have all the time in the Universe. It is mere than likely that
they may have overcome death and be immortals; remember, Dr.Kopal
spoke of them possibly being millions of years ahead of us. On
this planet our medical men are working on the possibility of
extending life far beyond the usual seventy years or so. Thus
if they are immortal and this planet goes through another catas-
trophe, then why should this affect their experiment here. No
doubt it will all come right in the end.

Incidently, our famed British astronomer, Fred Hoyle, wrote in
his book - 'Of Men and Galaxies'- as follows:

"You are all familiar with an ordinary telephone directory.
You want to speak tc someone, you look up his number and you dial
the appropriate code. My speculation is that a similar situation
exists and ahs existed for billions of years, in the Galaxy.
My speculation is that an interchange of messages is going on, ¢n
a vast scale, all the time and that we are as unaware of it as a
pygry in the African forests is unavare cf the radio messages
that flash, at the speed of light, around the earth. My guess
ia that there might te a million or more subscribers to the
Galactic directory. Our problem is to get our name into that
directory.”

Well, there you have Britains' most famous zstroanomcr
striking out on a different line to Dr. Kopal.

It is my contention that we are seeded out here frem outer
space; man is universal. Darwin's theory of evolutio is widely
accepted as regards life in general, but in the case of mankind
it has one drawback. The emergence of the brain cf marnlind on
this planet was tco quick. Even Darwin was worried on this score
and realised that natural selection might not be the ccrrect
answer in recspect of mankind. It has long been accerici that
there is a hypothetical ‘miseing link'.

A contemporary American writer, Gtto O. Binder quotes lax H.
Flindt, as fcllows :°

".eeos.Namely that mankind appeared so suddenly on the scene
because he was a planned hybrid, a cross between super-intelligent
starmen and sub-intelligent two-legged creatures cn Ezrth."

Bindsr goes on to qucte Flindt further to prove that man
could not have evolved by himself in the brief time allcted for
him in the traditional evolutionary scale. Flindt wrote:

"Except for man, the best that nature could do cn land warc
to develop three great ape families. This meant tHhHat it tool:
nature 500,000,000 years to develop one billion neurons (the
maximum capacity of an anthropoid brain). At this rate one
neuron was developed every six months, eeesssman, with his ten
billion neurons, should have taken ten times as long as the apes
in order to develop his fantastic brain.

Ten times 500 million is 5 billion years."

Bender comments: "Yet man and his superb thinking organ,
they would have us believe, came out of the evolutionary pot in a
mere two million years. Obviously, nature did not create man's

brain. The Skymen did, in an ancient breeding experiment, or a




series of them."

I wholeheartedly agree with Otto Binder. In fact, in my
first book - 'The Sky People'3 - published in 1960, I advanced
the same sort of idea; that a race of people from a far-off
planet had bred with us. This idea was further advanced in my
third tome, 'Forgotten Heritage'. There are, of course, the
famous verses in Genesis about the Sons of God coming down and
mingling with the daughters of men. Other countries throughcut
the world have similar stories in their scriptures, legends and
folk-lore, telling of god-like beings coming dewn from the skies
and fraternising with us mortals.

T iLave referred to "shots in the arm', given ty the Sky
People. Let me amplify this a bit. There arc incidents in
early histcry - one in particular atcut tle legendizry St. Germain
'the man who never died' - which I have referred to in my forth-
coming book, 'The Eternal Subject'4.

In more modern times, as most ufologists know, there was a
big' flap' of UFO sightings in 18G7, over the U.S.A; these took
the form of'dirigibles', Now, thie is very interecting; it was
not until three years later ‘hat Count Von Zeppelin flew his
craft at a speed of only 18 m.p.h., but the UFO'dirigiltles' seen
over the U.S.A., in 1897 flew at 1,000 m.p.h.! It seems t¢ me
that the Sky People were shewing us scmething we could dc.

In 1909, a large number of UFOs - mostly ciger-shaped - were
seen over the U.K. and over New Zealand; earlier in the year over
Britain and later over New Zealand according to records. Many
of these were flying at speeds beyond our capabilities at that -
time, Here, once again, I suggest that the ufonauts wer:c shew-
ing us the way.

In 1932 a number of 'winged aircraft' were seer. cver 3can-
dinavia, often flying in blizzards, seemingly quite impervious to
the effect of the storms. They have been described by the well
known American writer, John A. Keel.

In 1946 we had the 'ghost rockets':which appeared over Fin-
land and Sweden. They were, surely, telling us then - 'improve
on this and you can achieve space-flight'.

S0 it seems to me that there has been some kind of progres-
sion and that the Sky People have all along been trying to lead
us to the stars, to join them,

) I:would postulate that they are capable of using ESP powers,

telepathy, travelling in the invisible universes, as des?ribed in
my last article, but manifest from areas in our own physical
universe. I appreciate that this is a hell of a lot to swallow,
but, at any rate, it may give you some food for thought.

Dr. Kopal has not taken into account the possibility that we
may have been "'planted' here in the first instance, Neither,
do 1 see why we should fear people thousands of years in advance
of ourselves, especially if they put us here. If these people
were only two hundred years in advance of us ( which is most
unlikely) I would agree with Dr. Kopal. We know from our
history that on this planet more advanced civilisations‘have
conquered and wiped out lesser ones. However, 1 am naive e?ough
to think that a galactic civilisation, thousands - or even mil-
lions of years, as Dr. Kopal suggests - in advance of us would
have got to the stage where fighting,wars and skullduggery, would
long ago have been eliminated.

In terms of UFOs 1971 proved to be a hectic year and there
is every indication that 1972 will go down on record as one of
equal activity. It is perhaps appropriate that at the time when
Data Research took on International status the bulk of the most
intriguing reports have not originated on the home front, but
from overseas.

Last year we had the 'flap' in Yugoslavia and to a lesser
degree in Norway and Sweden, whilst 1972 has =o far produced
reports of large 'flaps' in Australia, South Africa and fuerto
Rico. This seems to put 'paid' to the idea that concentrations
of UFO activity recur every five years, since the last big 'flap'
took place in 1967; taking into account the events in Yugoslavia

this indicates a four year cycle. One interesting factor emerges

from all this in that most of the sightings involved, including
those recorded for 1967, occured between the months of September
and January. No doubt this will give rise to a few new theories
as to the reasons for such occurences.

As you may know already Data Research is working to a five
year plan, analysing all reports of UFO sightings which occur
within the years 1967 to 1971. We have yet to produce the
results compiled for 1968, which will in fact be included in the
December edition of 'THE UFO REGISTER'., Once the complete ana-
lysis for these five years has been compiled then we expect some
very interesting patterns to emerge - especially since this per-
iod includes at least seven remarkable ‘flaps’

May I remind all CONTACT members - and anyone else who may
read this magazine - that you can be of immense help to us by
advising a Research Officer, without delay, of any UFO sighting
or incident. Immediate action is often essential to an
investigation and subsequent research. Also, when sending
Press clippings containing UFO reports please annotate them with
the name of the newspaper from which they are taken and date of
publication.

Powers 0Of The Past

This is the first article written for 'Awareness' by
John Williams, Vhilst it does not directly relate
to the UFO phenomena the article does give rise to
speculation of common interest to both Ufologists
and those who study the author's subject. The
author, a solicitor living in South Wales, has been
involved in the study of Standing Stones and other
such ancient monuments for over 20 years.

Whatever is the motive force and centre of energy connected with
UFOs, T think there is no doubt that these have existed since
the creation of the World and could have been used by human
beings at any time; if they had the knowledge of these powers
and knew how to use them, Until recently it was thought
impossible for any man to land on the NMoon and when we look back
we realise that the powers and material were always availatle,
although the knowledge was not present.

It is recognised by many people that ancient races had
certain specialised knowledge, sufficient to erect huge and
mysterious monuments like the Great Pyramids of HZgypt, and that
a lot of this knowledge has been lost. If some of this lost
knowledge was to be regained it might assist in solving scurz of
the problems relating to UFOs.

During the past 20 years I, along with various associates,
have been investigating prehistoric stone monuments in the
British Isles and recent results of this work are proving as
unacceptable to the present-day orthodox scientists as those
related to UFOs, The first major discovery was that every pre-
historic standing stone was positioned in direct alignment with
two or more other prehistoric sites which come under the heading
of Standing Stones, Stone Circles, Cairns, Camps, Karthworks,
Moats, Mounds or Tumuli and Burial Barrows or Dolmens. (These
I have abbreviated to name the alignments, SCEMB Lirnes) When
the angles between the SCEMB Lines, which in some cases stretch
for up to 20 miles, are measured the angle of ?3%4° or its
multiples, 470, 70%0 and 94° are found to recur in more than
half of the cases; according to the law of averages they should
only occur 4 times out of 360, where one is taking %0 angles in
an arc describing O to 180 degrees.
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These vast and complex lay-outs suggest a practical purpose,
but, although the large number of Arthurian sites suggested some
polar connection (Arthur translated into the Welsh language is
'Arth Fawr', meaning 'The Great Bear'), nothing helpful was tried
until dowsing was tried. Then it was discovered that each
Standing Stone was situated over the point where two underground
streams cross each other. This seemed most unusual. Further
to this we found that Standing Stones of a height greater than
5 feet were connected with seven unknown Power Bands, of which
three are below ground and four are above. The fifth one,
usually located at about 5 feet above ground level, is the one
most easily experienced; if a sensitive person places the palms
of both hands on the stone he will feel a strong, spiral-like
power in his body which causes him to be pushed away from it.

By inumerable experiments it was found that this force changes
direction, from left to right and vice-versa, six days after a
New Moon.

Very little is known about the Power Bands, except that the
seventh seems to be connected with ultra-violet light and that,
when touched by the fingers of both hands, it can cause violent
contraction of the muscles.

We have found that this septenary power, at present unknown,
was recognised in ancient Egypt together with two other septets
and is depicted in the 21 divisions of the TAT COLUMN,(an ancient
Egyptian stylised sign) surmounted by a circle. (See Page 73 of
"THE BOOK OF THE DEAD, by Sir E.A. Wallis Budge) This knowledge
was also present in early India, where a figure of Buddha, in the
Narlanda Museum at Patna, shows 21 vertical divisions in the
folds of his robe, surmounted by a circle; again in ancient
Abyssinia is shewn, in "The Life and Miracles of Takla Haymanot"
(pl.xc.), (mtriple column with 21 dots surmounted by a semi-
circle.

The second division up in the 2nd septet (or the 9th up from
the base) of the Tat Column apparently relates to an anti-gravity
power and their are indications in various early Egyptian works
of art in its former use. Knowledge of the mechanics of this
power could well provide some answers to the mysteries of UFO
propulsion, although the unravelling of this knowledge is only
likely to be achieved by a radical change in our present thought
patterns.

It would be premature of us, of course, to assert that our
original researches on prehistoric stone monuments will lead to
an early solution to the great UFO Riddle, but we do believe that
far wider consideration should be given henceforth to these

discoveries; particularly to the question of how so many large
stones could be erected with such precision over immense distances
during an era when, acccrding to orthodox concepts, men were

still illiterate and semi-barbarians. In our submissions these
discoveries need to be assessed in conjunction with the hypotheses
of Von Daniken, Drake and others whose writings suggest that there
once existed more than a superficial connection between the
forgotten creators of these monuments and the manipulators of
UFOs. Also worth noting is the fact that a surprisingly large
number of night-time reports of UFCs descrite or locate these
aerial objects as moving in - or appearing to emznate from -

the constellation URSA MAJOE (The Great Bear, anciently

ascociated with Arth Fawr, or Arthur - himself a figure inextric-
ably ertwined with these old stone monumcnts acccrding to lore

and legend.

Coincidence perhaps. Or is it?
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U-N-U-F-0-1-C P

Professor J. Allen Hynek, whose recently published book
"The UF0O Experience" is reviewed in this edition of 'Awareness',
is trying to persuade the United Nations Organisation to
undertake a study cf unidentified flying objects. We, quite
naturally, would endorse the Professors efforts and hope that
he is successful. But..... it does seem relevant to point out
that the United Nations has already been approached with a
similar proposal by Derek Mansell, Director of our own Inter-
national Data Research Division. The U.N., replied by advising
Derek that such a proposal could only be given serious consider-
ation if it is put forward officially by one of its member
countries.

Now, however, there is increasing speculation in some
quarters that at least cne of the countries revpresented at the
U.N.O., is giving consideration to such a proposal, quite apart
from Professor Hynek's approaches!

Is it really possible that we may yet live to see the already

' overstretched resources of the world's largest administrative

organisation extended far enough to encompass a United Nations

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UFO_BOOK BY DISTINGUISEED SCIENTIST

Several excellent boocks have teen written about the UFQ
scene by scientists. Readers will no doubt recall those by the
late Dr.M.K. Jessup, Jacques Vallé%, Aimé'Michel, Ivan T. Sander-
son, and Dr, William Gordcn Allen. You can probably think of a
few others. All these writers were genuine scientists.

We can also conjure up the memory of one book Ty the
distirguished American astronomer, Dr. Donald H. Menzel, entitled
'FLYING SAUCERS', published in 1953%3; +this was anti-UF0, putting
the rhenomena down to meteorological optical effects - mirages,
reflections in mist, refractions and reflections by ice crystals.

Now comes a new UFO toolkk by another distinguished scientist,
Dr. J. Allen Hynck, currently the Director of the Lindheimer
Astroncmical Research Center at Northwestern University and Chair-
man of Herthwestern's Astronomy Department. He has served as an
Accsociate Director of the Smithsonian Astrophysical Observatory
ir Cambridge, Mass., as well as heading its NASA-sponsored
sz*cllite iracking programmec,

Hynok's btook - 'PHE UFQ EXPERIENCE' (Abelard-Schuman,
London. 276pp. £2.50) - has now been published here, after
first appearing in the United States. This is the first book by
a major scientist,who recognises that the subject should be looked
into further, despite the Condon Report decisions. He acknow-
ledges that there is, what he terms, 'noise' and is openly curious
as to what it is all about.

Most readers will recall that Dr. Hynek has served as a
civilian consultant to the U.S. Air Forces' Project Blue Book(and
previous UFO projects),since 1947 - the body which supposedly
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investigated UFO sightings and which another distinguished
scientist, the late Dr, James McDonald, before his untimely
death, exposed as being highly inefficient. Project Blue Book
was closed down by the U.S. Air Force immmediately after the
Condon Report was published. Dr. Hynek, however, is now busy,
with other scientists, organising a scientific investigation of
UFOs as opposed to a military one.

T read a review ¢ THE UFO EXPERTENCE, when it was first
published in the U.S.A., by a well-knowr American ufologist whe
really 'panned' Hynek; in my opinion, quite unjustifiatly and
viciously. That reviewer stated that Hynek, who frankly admits
to being sceptical about the whcle thing at first, should have
resigned from his post immmediately, once he realised that there
was a strong possibility that UF(s existed. I entirely disagree
as I am sure that most other ufologists will do. By remainirng
at his post Dr.Hynek was able to see for himself the "I reperic
submitted tc the Project - which he would not otherwise been ablc
to do - and thus, when the time was ripe, was able to give evid-
ence to the House of Representatives Cfommitiee on Armed Servicer
on the Sth April 10€6.

It was nnt Hynek's fault that sick a mess should have
resulted - including the infamous 'Low Memorandum' (wrich, ‘ncid-
ently, he discusses in his book) - resulting in the dis~icz~? =1rd
resignation of members of the Condor panel.

Hyrek's book is well written arnl has many passages cf
humour. The werk is compiled in a scientific manner,as jyou
would expect from a2 marn cf the authcrs standing, tut, neverthe-
less, is perfectly suited for reading by the layman. Tt is,
indeed, a most readatle Yook.

I found one particular sighting, contaired in thkis bool,
especially interesting. It concerns two observers, one an
M.I.T. graduate, who noticed two 'stars' in the Big Dipper seern
to be revolving about each other which finally stopped in =2
roughly north-south orientaticn, then moved away from each otkrer
until the one going south halted as the other went on its way.
This is interesting because our friend J.E. Delair, editer of our
sister Contact(UK) publication, The UFO Register, tells me that
he has similar reports on file from the same area of the skies.
Actually, these objects were moving in an anti-clockwise direct-
ion around a common centre. John Magor, editor of 'Canadian UFC
Report' commented on this incident as follows:

" If we were trying to show our place in the sky to an
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uninformed alien world, we would do exactly the same thing -
first the elaborate eye-catching movement, then the pointer.
There are many other cases on record of nocturnal lights acting
in strange concert, as if determined to be noticed; so now the
question is - how long has this been going on without anyone
paying any attention?".

There are many good things in the first part »f the book,
but it is in the second of the three parts that Hynek gets down
to serious business, Here he has an extremely interesting
chapter on radar-visual reports and devotes three further chap-
ters to three different kinds of 'close encounter'. In his own
words "the Close Encounter per se, in which the observers report
a close-at-hand-experience without tangible thysical effects; the
Close Encounter in which measurable physical effects on the lanAd
and on animate and inanimate objects are reported; ani the Close
Encounter in which animated entities (often called 'Kumanoids,
'Occupants' or, sometimes,'UFOnauts') have been repcrted. We
have already made a distinction between the latter category and
the 'contactee' category."
appraisal of all three categories and it makes very interesting
reading.

The final section of the book - 'Where do we gc from here?'
is, perhaps, the most absorbing. This forms a big portion of
the book and is of the greatest importance. Hynek, in this end
part, tears the Condon Report apart, but recognises that in that
Report there are points of sterling worth buried beneath the
overall statement by Dr. Condon that ' Careful corsideration of
the record as is available to us leads us to conclude that
further extensive study of UFOs probably cannot be justified in
the expectation that science will be advanced thereby.' This
was the statement featured early in the Condon Report that hit
the world Press and consequently caused it to lay off reporting
of the subject for some years. You can bet your boticm dollar
that they did not wade through all the near 1,00C pages »f that
Report !

Dr. Hynek has prnposed and already implimented what lie
terms ' his invisible cecllege' of scientists, to continue invest-
igating the subject and writes about how they interd to continue
trhis work, He states that, it has already been estatlished tiat
"There exists a phenomenon, described by the contents of U7
rerorts (as defined here) that is worthy of systematic, rigorcus
study."

I wikh Dr, Hynek and his colleagues well in their further
efforts and strongly recommend his book as DEFINITIVE reading for
all ufologists. You just cannct afford to be without this book
by the world's most influential and prominent researcher.

"THE ETERINNAL MAN"

Louis Pauwels and Jacques Rergier
(A review by J.B. Delair)

In recent years a relatively large spate of bcoks has
appeared dealing with alleged traces of teclinologically advanced
rrehistoric civilisations, one of the bect known being "The
Morniing of the Magicians" by Louis Pauwels and Jacques Bergier.,
These erniinent French rritcrs now fcllow up their previous-«work
with a thoroug'ily abscrbing new book called "THE ETERNAL MAN",
which shculd be rezsd by all ufologists interested in the possit-
ility of contacts between early ¥an and extra-terrestial intel-
ligences.

Tre m2in purpose cf this tcok seems nct to be concerned
with the mere accumulation of evidence suppcrting the idea cf
high-level prehistcric civilizations, but more with discussing =
variety of alternative interpretations of some of the better
known items surviving from the distant past and, generzlly speak-
ing, that we should discard many existing preconceived notions
about Man's remote past and look anew at Lis liistory. The
authors do not cet out to prove anything scientifically, although
they draw upon much scientifically established evidence, tut asi:
that all histerianc, both precfessicnzl and amateur, talie anothcr
untiazscd leok at ezrly humar history, in the ligit of tliz many
extracrdinzrily complex and sephisticzicd ilems cf knovledg: now
known tc date frem pericds not comventionzlly acer-iited with th-
existance &f such kncwledge.

The authors' discussions are groupcd around the central
proposition that Man has developed scientific and technically
advanced civilizations several times in the past. Great stress
is laid upon the incontestable fact that much of the oldest knocwu:
evidence reflects an amazing wealth and range of advanced know-
ledge and, in attempting to explain this arpzrent ancmzly, the
authors suggest that all or some cf it rigi! initisglly hzve bec:
brought to Earth by alien intelligencez. ™2 pcesilility of
extra-terrestial sources for much cf tiis knowleldgs is alsc exan-
ined in relation to the prcbabilities of intelligent life tcing
fairly widespread throughout the Universe; the views and opinions
of those whose business it is to investigate such maiters being
presented in impressive support. Some of the interpretations are
re-statements of those made by earlier researchers, whilst others
are entirely new and lead to truly exciting possibilities.

Complete with an extensive bibliography, usefully sub-
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divided relative to the component chapters in the bcok, this
volume is compulsive reading and deserves the serious attention
of all historians and students of ufology in its widest aspect.
It is, however, unfortunate that "THE ETERNAL MAN" contains
rather more than an acceptable number of typographical errors;
Antlantis, for exampIe, being given for Atlantis and Velikovski
for Velikovsky, and there are several others. Published by
'SOUVENTK PRESS' at £2:50,"The Eternal Man" is a welcome addition

to the literature and merits library-space.
