Solar Activity

Subscribers to C.N.K. may have already recognised me as a new correspon-
dent to this publication; despite the brevity of my acquaintance with C.N.K.,
Editor Edward Harris has already invited my astronomical comment on a
particularly fundamental subject — “‘Solar Activity’. The mechanics that
enable the sun (our nearest star) to radiate such vast quantities of energy
are as significant as our total dependability upon these emissions for our
own existance.

Before questioning the validity of the astronomer’s findings, we should
firstly review, rather sympathetically, the restrictive conditions under which
he has to carry out all of his research. In many ways his fellow scientists are
at a decided advantage; biologists disect organisms to find out how they
anatomically react and adjust to their surroundings, atomic physicists produce
particles at will, and direct them to their most optimum positions for analysis.
The astronomer, however, has to study the stars as, and where he finds them;
although it is conceded there is an almost infinite abundance of stars to
observe at almost every conceivable point in their lifetimes, he is only able to
correlate the true picture from tremendous distances by the radiations stars
emit. Using complex instrumentation on the ground, though in latter yecars
telescopes have been launched to high altitude and into earth-orbit; we have
been able to acquire a surprising amount of information.




The second nearest star to us is Proxima Centauri some 4% light years
distant from us, it would take 115,000 years to reach travelling at velocities
comparable to those which Apollo craft have attained, our own Sun at a mere
distance of 93,000,000 miles is therefore a truly welcome stellar body for the
astronomer to study. Light and other radiations which we receive surpass by
far the volume we require for our instruments to comfortably probe solar
activity.

SOLAR ACTIVITY — VISUAL APPEARANCE

At this point | think it is important to warn anyone who may as a result of
this article go outside and investigate the Sun for themselves; except when
seen through mist or fog, the human eye cannot stand the brilliance of the
Sun, and it is dangerous to look directly at it.

Look at the Sun through an exposed photographic plate or smoked glass;
if you wish to use a telescope DO NOT LOOK DIRECTLY AT THE SUN
THROUGH IT, THIS MAY CAUSE PERMANENT BLINDNESS. Instead project
the image of the sun through your telescope onto white card, filters you may
have with your telescope are not generally to be recommended the projection
meathod will provide you with a perfectly acceptable image.

Our own Sun, which is a single star among thousands of millions of other
similar huge balls of fiery gas, is certainly neither abnormally large in size, nor
particularly hot, to our every day standards of measurements, however, it is
indeed a formidable body. All other stars appear as points of light, even in
our largest telescones because they are very far away. Our Sun is the only
star we may see rising in the east in the form of a disk. The diameter of the
Sun is equivalent to nearly three times the distance from Earth to the Moon,
or 100 times the diameter of the Earth, to be more exact — 864,000 miles.

Possibly the first thing you may see signifying solar activity will be sunspots.
Sunspots do occur which are visible to the naked eye, though they are rare and
need to be at least three times the diameter of the earth, and not too near the
edge of the Sun (the limb) to be observed without optical assistance. The
ancient Chinese noted naked-eye sunspots many centuries before Galileo
started regularly observing them in 1610 with the newly invented telescope.
Very tiny spots, like minute black dots without any lighter area (penumbra)
are known as pores, and the larger spots develop from these. The dark centre
(umbra) is apparently black which contrasts with the brilliant surrounding
photosphere with a temperature of 4,000° C, in comparison to the photospheric
temperature of 6,000° C. The latter forms the Sun’s visible surface and appears
granulated, it is through these ‘pores’ that heat etc. is transmitted from the
interior. In the optical telescope another form of activity you may see will be
‘Faculee’ which are hot active areas of hydrogen above the solar surface, these
are generally seen towards the limb where you will see the solar image
decidedly dimmer than at its centre.

The solar CORONA is also visible in the optical telescope, but only at the
time of total eclipse; it is perhaps the most striking part of the phenomena and

is a very tenuous appendage of the Sun with an extremely high temperature
of 1,000,000° C.

At sunspot minimum the corona has long streamers extending from the
Sun’s equatorial regions to vast distances, with short brush-like streaks
adjacent to the poles. At sunspot maximum the corona is much more regular
round the whole periphery of the Sun.

SOLAR ACTIVITY SEEN THROUGH SPECIALISED EQUIPMENT

Most people are aware of an ‘11-year sunsnot cvcle’ which we shall not
discuss very extensivelv here, compound periodicities have been found and
observations are being continually made to correlate them. Electromaanetic
waves take 81 minutes to reach us and in times of high activitv and sudden
outhursts of radiation, special instruments such as soectroscones, spectro-
helioscopes etc. are retuired to monitor the resulting nhenomanee. ‘Flares, are
usually associated with spots, and are one of the chief sources of these out-
bursts with their intense ultra-violet and cosmic-ray radiation:after one of
these flares have been observed short-wave radio transmissions may be
seriouslv affected. Slower moving electrified particles take 20 to 40 hours to
reach us and cause the Aurorze.

Within the Chromosphere which extends to some 10,000 miles or so above
the photosphere, ‘flocculi’ may be observed by means of the spectrohelioscope
in soecific wavelenaths of liaht equivalent to the chemicals of hydrogen and
calcium. They appear as white clouds most strongly in the latter wavelenath.
‘Prominences’ are the really big and fascinating hvdrogen flames, climbing
sometimes many thousands of miles above the chromosphere, sometimes
they escane into space, though they often produce the dramatic arcs of solar
eclipses. If you are fortunate enough to have the opportunity of observing
prominences throuch a spectroscope do not expect rapid movements to be
exhibited by these pinkish *‘flames".

SOLAR ACTIVITY AND ITS SOURCE OFENERGY

In one second of time the Sun emits more energy than men have consumed
in the whole of their historyv; the energy is known to come very largely from
thermonuclear processes that occur deen in side the Sun where there is an
estimated central temperature of over 15,000,000° C. These processes are
as follows;

(1) H! (p, Beta) H?
(2) H? (p, Gamma) He?
(3) He3 (He3, 2p) Het

The discovery of 1 and 2 was due to H. Bethe and C. L. Critchfield, and 3 to
C. Lauritsen. The operation of the whole set of processes has been investigated
hv E. Salpeter.




The net effect of the three reactions is that hydrogen is converted to helium.
Energy appears as an electron of positive character (positron) emitted in the
Beta prccess of reaction 1, in the radiation emitted in 2, and in the energy of
motion of the two protons that aro ejected in reaction 3. These add their energy
to the material of the star. A neutrino emitted in the Beta process carries its
energy away from the star, however, and this is irretrievably lost.

The processes outlined above make life on our planet possible, without this
conversion of hydrogen to helium the Sun would have become a dead star
thousands of millions of years ago. From where the material originated to
form the stars is the problem which will continue to provide the cosmologist
with mysteries which in the end, he may never solve. Nevertheless, investiga-
tions will continug as surely as our own sun will eventually die; scientists will
not rest until they are satisfactorily convinced how our universe exists as it
does, then the uitimate question will be asked — why?

DEFENSE DEPARTMENT
READY TO ADMIT
UFO'S EXIST

Defense department readies report
admitting that UFOg actually exist.

The U.S. Defense Department has
decided to acknowledge that flying
saucers from other planets do exist.
says the head of America's most
conservative UFO research group.

The announcement will be made
during the next several months and
could come much sooner, because of
the rapidly increasing number of do-
cumented UFO incidents, L. J. Loren-
zen, executive director of the Tuc-,
son-based Aerial Phenomena Re-
search Organization, told TATTLER.

A projection similar to Lorenzen's
was made recently by UFO expert
and author Ralph Blum and was pub-
lished in the june 16 issue of TAT-
TLER. Blum, who with his wife au-
thored the new book "Beyond Earth:
Man's Contact With UFOs, " said he
has information the U.S. government
will soon admit that UFOs are real
and come from outer space.

Blum said he is convinced the vi-
sitors from space mean. Earthlings
no harm and official acknowledge-
ment of them will open a Golden Age
for man.

The government has previously
consistently denied the existence of
UFOs, despite the fact that polls
show about half America's population
believe they are real.

""A program has been undertaken
that will over the next few months
make it obvious that the government
has reversed its position, ' Lorenzen
said.

"My information, "' he added, ‘'is
that the government will release all
its information within the nex( three
years.''

The Defense Department is already
collaborating with a film company,
Allen Sandler Productions of Los

3 .

Angeles, on a major mov‘ie about U-
F(sis to be released next january.
Lorenzen said.

The film will provide previously
undisclosed government information
and photographic evidence of UFOs,
he added.

Other motion pictures are in the
mill and a television network is plan-
ning a news special which will treat
the UFO subject seriously, Lorenzen
added.

"Eventually we will see release of
government studies performed behind
closed doors," he said.

The government, he added, will
make its acknowledgement of UFQOs
""so it won't he left with a red face,
again lessening government credibili-
ty.'" the UFO expert said.

The U.S. is ready to reverse its
UFO position because of "internation-
al political competition, " the fear
thal some other country - perhaps
TFrance - might do it Tirst, said Lo-
renzen.

"l mention France in particular
because it has had a rather open
study of UFOs, " he said.

Lorenzen said the government may
already have '"hard evidence" of the
existence of flying saucers, where
they come from and why they are
here.

"Once in a while we get evidence
of crash landings,' said Lorenzen.
"Sometimes this information comes
to us from reliable sources."

He said the UFOs have some kind
of observation program underway on
earth. "That is not much different
than what we propose to do if we got
to another planet where there was
life, ' he added. 1

Lorenzen helieves that the Defense
Department reached its decision to
acknowledge UFOs 18 months ago,
but has delayed the announcement as
it determines how much data to re-
veal.

The announcement, he said, will
come "little by little'' so as not to
panic the people.
