The itditorial in thﬂ latest issue of Flying Saucer
Review hemoans.'the fact that ufologists are popularly regarded
as harmless, aminble eccentrics, ‘

‘ ‘Ye should.not let this worry us too nuch, though., Ufology
is a somewhat unusurl subject and only a very smnll minority of
the population is actively interested in it. In other words, the
real reason why ufologists are considered eccentric is becruse
there are, proportionally, so few of then.

Imagine, if you will, that only =2 few hundred people in
Britain are interested in philately. Surely, it is an odd way
to spend one's time, carncestly poring over scraps of coloured
paper? But stomp collecting is not considered eccentric. Why?
Simply becsuse such vast numbers of people are actively
interested in it. Thus wec derive a law, which stotes;-

The degrec of eccentricity of a spare-time pursuit is in
inverse propertion to the proportion of the population actively

vrsuling it.

sSorne ufolcgisfg, though, are rather sensitive souls and
cannot take comfort from such considerations. Let them consider,
then, the dull, tedious crentures wvho slavishly follow the
popular pﬁsblre 3, ¢schewing in their unthinking, suburbanite
confornity any subject which is strange, unusual, or secmingly
inexplicable, Have they ever suffered the echcts of being
cantive listeners to such people? I have.

Lt one time I habitunlly found myself sitting near a
clique of these normal, non-eccentric zentlernen on the bus home
from work each evening. Their tonics of conversation were motor
cars, gardening and office routine, interspersdd with various
domestic trivia. It was alwnys the same., Well, nerrly always.

On one nenorable occasion one of them boldly broached the subject
of life and death and the purnose of ex1stence° However, this
topic petered out after nbout five minutes, after having

elicited such brillinnt observations as "Well, you can't take

it with you," and they got on to the more vital and immediate
subject of compost heaps, where they seemed rmore at home and at

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On_the Conceptual Connection between Fairies and UFQ [Entities, and
THe Nature of Reglity

by John A. Rimmer

In recent years some ufologists, seexing a physical
reality for UFOs, have abandoned the interplanetary vehicle theory,
and are looking literally in the opposite direction. From th? early
days of the Shaver affair a small body of opinion has held that the
secret of the UFO lies within the earth. One of the major arguments
for this point of view depends on the prevalence in all countries
and cultures of tales and traditions about dwellers within the earth.
Tales like these are a fairly common feature of British folklore, and
a considerable amount of research has been carried out into these
stories.,

The Celtic fairy tradition is rich in stories of the
strange underworld inhabited by these creatures. In Cornwall there
is a strong tradition of mine-piskies called ‘'knockers'. Apparently
they are more often heard than seen., William Shepherd, a Cornish
miner, speaking at the turn of the century said:

"There are mine-piskies which are not ‘'knockers'. I've

heard the old men in the mines say that they have seen

them, and call them the 'small people'. It appears they
don't like company, for they are always seen singly. The
knockers are spirits too, as one might say. They are said
to bring bad luck, while the small people may bring good

luck." %l)

In the Scottish tradition the most generally held view
of fairyland -- £1f me -~ is that it 1s deep within the earth. In
the old lowland ballads it is a land without sun or moon, where
rivers of tlcod and water swirl and crash in decp caverns.(2) In
Welsh myth one encounters the land of Annwn -- the 'Not World' --

a strange underworld, penetrated occasionally by brave explorers,
who experience the most remarkable adventures. (3) In Ireland the
Sidhe and Tuatha de Dannan are associated with the fairy hills =--
Raths -- which are held to be the entrances of the fairy underworld.

The truth may lie here. Not in a literal interpretation
of the word 'entrance', but in an understanding of the significance
of these raths and hills. They are, in the most part, the burial
mounds of the early ncolithic inhabitants of these islands. It is
casy to imagine the Celtic peoples in their earliest migrations from
south Germany meeting these neolithic races. To the Celts they would
scem strange indeed. Living in semi-excavated 'beehive!' dwellings,
associatced with the burial mounds, and of a small, znd possibly to
the newcomers, ugly nature. They may have been regarded as scarcely
human. By the time of the Celtic immigration they would be few in
number, which would give them a stealthy, elusive appearance. One
could 1Imagine that thesc aboriginal races would keep well away from
the settlements of the newcomers, which again would m~ke them
appear a furtive and mysterious race. In later centuries, when the
last of the ncclithic tribes had vanished, the Celts would remenmber
them in connection with the mounds, with the caves and deep valleys
that they made thelr last refuge. Some of these mounds may have been
opened and explored, to reveal the bonos and artifacts of these shert
2juat hunoncids. The stcries of these mound dwellers would grow. The
mall size of the passages and rooms in these mounds, and in the
remains of the dwellings that were found, would give credence to the
idea cf a small, elusive, magical race. Walter Johnson (%)
theorizes that fairy belief iss

"In large part, an obvious retention in folk-memory of =
small, mystericus, magic-loving folk, who were in the ninds of the
Czltic peoples, the aborigines of thc island...e The little folk of
the neolithic period lived often in underground chambers;s.. hcnce
the Iron Age folk pcopled every mcund with fairies."

Here we are introduced to the idea of the Race Memory,
Jung's 'collective subconscious', a thread of memory that is born
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into us all, and connects us with our furthest ancestor. Such

a memory would produce basic subconscious stimuli, and would go
a long way to explain the tremendous public interest that was
aroused by the Shaver affair, and such aspects of the UFO
mystery as humanoid contacts, and UFO kidnappings, which
parallel many stories of fairy abductions. It is clear that in
the human mind there is some deep-seated emotion, which is
responsive to the ideas of underground civilizations and
troglodytic beings.

Having said this it is necessary to point out that this
can be regarded as only one thread, albeit a major one, in the
evolution of the fairy legend, and the later developments of it.
It is a significant point "...that tales of little people are
to be found in countries where there never were any pilgmy racese.
.oThe stunted races (that some folklorists) consider to have
formed the subjects of the fairy legend, have themselves tales
of little people...”" (5) Other factors contributing to the
growth of the fairy tradition may include belief in protective
or malevolent ancestor figures, animistic spirits associated
with specific objects and localities, derivations from god-
like forms of early religions that have remained as a part of
primitive and peasant culture, and totemic forms associated with
a particular tribe or family. All of these threads have become
woven together to form a strong cord of belief that one can
conjecture lies within the mind of us all. In sophisticated,
technological cultures, when this comes to the surface it must
be rationalized as flying forms, interplanetary visitors or
'deros' (Although some may query that these can be regarded as
'rationalizations'!).

Creatures from the sky, and below the ground; tall,
beautiful, god-like humans, or small, malevolent goblins, are
so consistent a part of human experience, from Baffin Island to
New Zealand, that there can be no doubt that they are real!
Perhaps what ufologists should turn their hands and minds to is
a definition of reglity. The only reality that any humaen can
experience is that which lies within himself. A dream is reality
to the dreamerj; life is a dream. Perhaps in our chosen field of
study we have reached the stage when we should put away our
magnetic-~field detectors and spectroscopic analysis equipnent,
and start reading Bertrand Russel and Schopenhauer. A few
philosophers taking an interest in UF0s would not only prove an
interesting sight, but may produce some constructive results,

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A CRIYT{MAT T0O0OF AT THE INTERPLANSTARY SPACESHIPS THIEORY

Ever since the study of unexplained aerial phiencriena
began to be pursucd sericusly, in 19L7, varicus hypotheses have
been evolved in efforts te explain them. The mest persistent
belief, anong those whc heve bothered to study the evidence, Iis
that UFCs are spaceships from other planets,

This idea caused nmuch alarm ~nong sclentists and
politicians, After all, it might even be the true explanaticn,
The prcspect of having the present world order--cr discrder-—-
upset by the arrival c¢f supericr beings frcm outer space w23
disturbing, tc say the least. Lowever, if people cculd be
persuaded to igncre the flying saucers, perhaps they would go
away.

v Ccnsecuently, the scientific purdits were always ready to
dispensc exgianaticns for publicised U0 reperts. In many
instonces these explaonations weie c¢bvicusly the ccrrect cnes. In
other cases the xplwnﬂtlcns did nct stand up to criticnl
examinaticn., This usually did nct matter because few peonle were
preparcd tc critically cxemine them. When pcople did examine the
expalanaticns and find them invalid, their cbjections were
usually igncred. The pundits had authu“lty on their sidec,

The stream of glib "explanations™ generally lulled the
najority, who were not particularly interested anyway, into a
belief that the whole UFO business was some scrt of publicity
stunt, cr just the latest craze frem America, like hula-hocps
or bubble-gun.

It had the copposite effect on UFO enthusiasts. Intcrested
sceptics beccame believers. Believers became eager belicvers, The
authorities, the powers-that-bey, even, were desperately trying
to explain away perfectly gcocd sightingss therefore, they had
scriething to hide, Hadn't they?

That was that. then. The UFCs were spaceships from other
planets and the varicus gcvernments had obtained irrefutable
evidence ¢f this. They dared nct relcase this cvidence fcr fear
cf its inevitable effects on religicn and the stcck market.
Anyway, it wculd causc a panic. Orson Welles cnused a penic in
1938, with his radioc presentation of H.G.Wells' "War of the
Wcrlds”. So, the reveintion of the Truth abcut UFOs would cause
a wcrld-wide panic. People everywhere wculd panic ~2nd go on

panicking. A prospect too awful to contenplate. And so the
1nterplanetqry spaceships thecry gained streﬂgth.

As the thecry had rapidly gained general acceptance
ancng ufclegists, they could settle dcwvm tc the sericus business
of deciding why the spacerien were here nnd what was tc be done
about t¥. It was necessary tc find ocut whecther the spacemen were
iriendly or hostile, cr whether they ccnsidered humanity to be
too low a foerm of 1life to be worth contacting.

The truth could be discovered by sifting the evidence.,

It was scon realised that, althcugh there was plenty cf circun-
-stantinl evidence which seeried tu pcint tc the activities of
technglogicnlly superior space intelligences, there was nc really
ocnv1n01ng physic~l evidence. The authcrities knew the truth,
taoughe Therefore they must have physical evidence, Actual

Ilying saucers. Spacemen, evenl! It was thus necessary tc explain
how, ameng all the theusands ¢f keen amateur ufolcgists scattered
thrcughout the world, not one had managed to catch a flying
SAUCET

Very odd. But ingenicus minds were at wcrk on the problene.
The answer was sccn plains there was a werld-wide conspiracy teo
cencenl the evidence. [Hilitary autherities everywhere were ever
alert for news of a crashed saucer. Each time a saucer cr~ashed
the trocps quickly noved in. The area was cordoned eff. The
saucer was quickly wrapped up in canvas and carted cff on a lorry
to n secret air fcrce base and placed in a hangar, on which an
armed guard was nicunted.
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At one time there were quite a lot cf reports of crashed
UFOs. Hangar space was at a prenmium. At scme air fqrce_bases,
technicians maintained and repaircd aircraft, cursing 1n the
driving rain, beccnuse the hangars were full ¢f flying saucerse.
Or so it scemed.

It soon became cbvicus that mest, if nct all, of these
reports were just hoaxes. Meanwhile, other observation; were
coming to the rescue of those who were trying to explain the
lack of physical evidence. These observations were rgpcrts of
exploding UFOs. The interplanetary spaceships apologists had
two theories to acccunt fcr this phenomencn. )

Firstly, the UFOs employed an inertia-less drive. A
"force field" surrcunded the UFO in such a manner that every part
of the craft, its cccupants and anything in the immedinte
vicinity was subjected tc the same force. This conveniently
eliminated the effects of inertia and minimised air resistance
by carrying air along with it. Hcwever, shculd the power
suddenly fail while the UFO was in rapid mction through the
atnosphere, it wculd be destroyed instantly by fricticn with the
air and its own momentum.

The seccnd thecry was the attractive idea that defective
saucers were disintegrated by a built-in "destruct" system.

The rmcst naive versicn of the spaceships theory is that
propounded by NICAP, or at least, by scme of its more vccal
menbers. According to them the earth is being surveyed by beings
frem other planets, possibly by the use of remctely ccntrolled
rather than pilcted devices. The U.S. Gevernment knows '"the
truth" about this and NICAP is the "flying saucer lobby",
dedicaeted to pressuring them intc making this startling
revelation. It scems that one ¢f the main inspirations for this
stems from the lively and infcrmative books of Major Donald E.
Keyhce.

The main theme of Keyhoe's books is fascinating. The U.S.
Air Fcrce has discovered that the UFOs are interplanetary. Sone
officials wish to rcveal this startling fact to the world,
tcgether with 2ll relevant evidence. Others wish to explain
away the best reports and conceal physical evidence, hcping that
the UFOs will eventually go away. Still cthers refuse to lcck at
the evidence, regarding the whcle business as just tco
prepcsterous to be considered. This stirring saga of ncdern
tines is made ncre riveting by Keyhoe's taut style and skilful
use of dialcgue. It is made even ncre riveting by the findings of
rather less biased investigators that most, if not all, of the
startling events he describes are undoubtedly true. On the cther
hand, the sightings and events chronicled by Keyhoe can look
lcss impressive if one chcoses to differ from him in the
interpretation of then.

It is easy tc get carried away by Keyhoe's style. Here is
a typical example, from "Flying Saucers from Outer Space''s

"Riordan was silent until we turned into the airpcrt
road.

"!'"These foreign sightings--how many have there been?!

"'Hundreds, anyway. Probably as many as we have here,
only we don't get all the repcrts.!

""How many ccuntries that ycu know of?!?

"!fvery country in Burcpe ~nd Scuth America, and most of
the Far fast. They've been seen in Canada, Mexicc, Australia,
Africa, Hawaii, the Bahanas, Greenland--practically everywhere,
even the Antarctic.!

"t'Scmebedy's certainly damn curicus about this earth. Any
foreign air force pilcts repcrt the things?!

"!'Plenty,' I said. 'And foreign airline crews, too.'"

NICAP has mainly ccncerned itself with reports of UFOs
seen in the air, especially visual sightings, confirned by radar
contacts, This organisation has always been unhappy abcut reports
of UFO landings, "occupants", and "associated phenomecna'.

The opinions of Keyhoe and other like-minded ufoloegists
carried so rmuch weight that any serious atternpts to explain or
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describe the UFO phencrmena in terms other then these of o
survey by alien spacecraft became discredited. This clizate of
opinicn led tc a distcrted sclection and ntaticn of the
available evidence. Mcost "serious” ufclegists were of the
cpinicn that UFOs were interplanetary spacccraft and th-t it
was cnly a matter cf tine before this fact was accented, in the
face of an cverwhelning accunulaticn cof evidence and testinony.

Thesz people sincerely belicved that they were deing geod
to the couse of UFO resenrcn by their insistenee con this
plausible, if sensaticnal, thscry. But, as 1s ncw plain tc nnny
of us, this apprcach to the subject has ensured that, ~fter nore
than 20 years, ufeclogy is still popularly rcgnrded as a
pursuit for cranks, science-=-ficticn writers sccking inspirntion,
and cdear old ladies. Sceptics have taken their cue frcm the
prev~iling attitude nnd set cut to shcow that there is nc
convincing evidence ¢f nlien svace-crafta

In cther wcrds the UFO hos Dbeen treated as o sinple
question. UFO erudites now renlice thot it is nct o sirnnle
questicn, but a vast, cpen-ended field cf study, which invelve
in scne as yet unknewn way, nnny types of phencuena, bo
physical and psychclogical, It is time tc push the inte e
snoacceships thecry intce the background and tce study the UFCs and
the associnted phenomena as they really are, rather thnn as sor
of us wculd wish then to bee

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SOME INTERESTING CCRRESPCIDENCE BETWEEN DANL AND CRIGHMAIT, AND
U0 RESIEARCHER GARY LLSLEY

On July 22, 1967, Gnary Lesley, then Directcr cf the
Unidentified Aerial Phencnena Rescarch Crganisaticn, attended the
Annual N.W. UFO Convention in Senttle. There he met F.lee
Crisnan, cne cf the harbour patrelmen who featured so prominently
in the Maury Island affair of 1947. It secnis that Crisman gave
Mr Lesley the address of Harcld Dnhl, the cther harbcur patrol-
nan who featured in the case, Accordingly, Lesley wrote te Dahl,.
In his letter, dnted July 23, 1967, Lesley wrote that he wished
Dahl tc assist hinm in straightening cut the facts on the Maury
Island casce. He explanined that he had met Crisman at the U0
Ccnvention and then asked hin severnl questionss -

First of all, I would like %o make a proposal concerning the photose.

If ycu send the prints, we will have copies made irmediately and

return the prints as soon as w2 are finished (within 4~5 days). No

danage will result to the prinis you send.

Secondly, I would like to have your written testizcny of the

account as you remember it—oeontircly. Ory, if this itz ton owch
trouble, I would appreciate only a writc-down cf thc cascntizl facts
~-aainly the facts that have boon jurnled in the many nmogazine snd
wnck accounts of the casge. Your writtou svaluncnt tuat the froto that
o1 havs cited arc true to the best of your knowlsdge, would be

nost apprcciatoed and useful.

And lastly, it would be very helpful if you would contact Dr.
Crisnen (he has not given me his address or tclcphonc number, as

¢ states that he dees not like the publicity—I do not rcally

blame hin) and please tell him that a brief written testimony to
the cffect of all that he krnows that actually transpircd would be

of great valug to proving the validity of the llaury Island casCesocses

«sol would also like to ask you two questions. (1) The boat that
scrved as the "target" for the slag-like nmaterial from the UFO's:s
Is it still intact? (2) If no, arc their (sic) dents or other
dange (sic) visible on the boat as of this datc?

The »nhetographs referred to in this letter are presunably
the ones allegedly talkken during the fancus sighting cof June
21, 1947, UFO enthusiasts will find little difficulty in
finding descrinticns of this sighting, so I will quote cnly

.
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the ncst relevant passage from Arncld and Palmer's bock, '"The
Coriing of the Saucers'", This is nart of a statement nade by
Dahl to Kenneth Arncld ancd it rcads:

"A1l of us aboard thc boat were afraid +his ccnter ballcon was going

to crash in the bay, and just a littlc while beforc it stopped
lowering, we had pullcd our boat over to the beach and got out with our
harbor patrol camera. I took threc c» four photographs of these
balloons."

Mr Lesley received a reply from Harcld Dahl, dated
August 22, 1967. It read:

Dear Mr. Lesley:

Please forgive the facs t
answering your letter — however it is dun To ogr "rules of the ganc" -
in that we felt many ycars ago - that any upeakirg on the subject
should be with ths full knowledge of the ofher man.

Mr. Crisman - has neen in the deep Scuth for some time and
I have also had occasion to travel and we aid not have the chance to neet
until several days ago — here in Texas.

I will be quite frank with you kr. Lesley - it has been our
policy for some years not to answer any letters of any individual or
organization that wanted to discuss the Maury Island Incident. I am
sure that you can understand the way our story was recicved by the
public and the press when it first ap.eared in 1947! No person would
like to go through that trcatment a second timc.

I refer in particular to Mr. Crisman - he was the one that
tried to show a very unbelieving world what was happening and for his
trouble.see..oWas subjected to some very harsh charges and treatment. I
decided in the favor of simply a long and studied silencce....and until
lately, I felt that the matter had passed into history. However, for
soric large and unknown reason herc..in..1967..twenty years latereeceol
find that interest has been inspired all over again and also that people
are not gquitc so ready to laugh and call me (us) insane.

I have left the matter vp to kr. Crisman - as to what and
to whom we would discuss this natter wiith =nd where... after all - he
is the one that suffered the nost trom the publicity (all bad) at the
tine. He returned to the Air Force %o tlyv i Korea and finish his
schooling after that as a psychologist.

I sinply changed ry husiress 221 retired to an out of the
way place to allow the world +o forget I evisted. There is a TV series
running now that I swear is basod in the naia cn the Llife of F.Lee
Crisman - I know him better +than any iiving man and I know of scome of the
incredible adventures he has passed through in the last twenty ycars. I
do not mean that his life has been that of this TV hero on the
"Invaders" shoWees.s.obyt, there are parts of it that I swear were told
10 re years ago by Mr. Crisnan....and I KNOW of several that arc too
7i1d to be believed....even by the enlightened attitude of 1967.

However, he is a sericus investigator...and he has never
cought any publicity and I know certainly does not at the prescnt tine.
He has never used his knowledge of the Saucer thing for personal gain
andl has only contenpt for those that do sOess..l agrec with hin,

I do net know what his reason was for speaking to the group
in Seattlecsssl o know it was not for the knowledge of those that
attended for mere curiozity. I% is not his policy to do any public act
that will bring attention to himself.....om this matter. I questioned
hin (day-before-yesterday) aboygt his being thers.....and he sinply
statecd that it was better that I 4id not kmow all the facts. I know he
was invited to appear in Omaha Nebraska - at a large MidWest Convention
of some type with a Dr. Stranges....and they even printed his name on
the posters.cces...but, he did not shcw up shere or in New Yorkeooo.still
he did speak to a rather small gioup in Bast Texas....l feel that there
are certain pcople that he wishes o s3a o that he wishes to warn at
these placesec..for he will no%t sitay arowsd but oes leave within 10 or
15 minutes of the finish of his speech. I know hc is an acconmplished
speakere...still says he is note.es..is very well trained on the lecture
platforme..but, will not admit it.

From ry conversations with him over the years — I know that

he is probably the most learned individual in this country in the
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general kmowledge of UFOs. He is one of the few men - that have studied
the files of Project Blue Bock and has not hesitated to czll a spade a
spade, concerning the material therc.

For all iy years of contact with him - I cannct sgy that I
know hin any better than I did in 1947. I know him better than any living
person....but, that is not saying a great deal. He comes and gces...and
I will say this...he never was the same man I knsw after the Maury
Island thing. Souething changed for Lee and I have scen hinm less and
less through the years.

The next paragraph, of about 7 lines, has becn cbliterated, as
if by a censcr., The letter then continucs:

T think that with this backgrouvand material you can grant ne
sone lee way 1if I hesitatve to answer oli your quesiions. I will, as well
as I can, but, I will not make any shaicrieals on matters that Lee
Crisman has not want(ed) rme to Adiscuses. L will not discuss any contacts
with other perscns of ary nature at all -~ uwatil he says it is 0.K,

In answer to your questionss

Nc. 1. I can allow copies of the photos...not send...them or give then
into your keeping. I can allow you to have copiese.

No. 2. I can give you oy written account of the incident as it happencd .
but, only after Les Crisman has recad it and apyroved.

No. 3. I have already sent along your nanme and allress to Lee's New
Orleans aldiress - but, if you recieve an answer it will be a very big
change in his usual attitudc.

No. 4. My son is living in this area and I can get you his statenent
as toc what happened that day....buty again, only after Lec has recad
and approved.

No. 5. The bcal is still intact....but, sold many years ago — however I
kncow the man that has it now and I have becun friends with him for nmany
yearse..«l have not secn that boat for several ycars. As for “anagce.
ouch of it was repaired at the time...but,; we still have pictures of it
as it was at that time.

You state that Lee specified that the UFO situation was a
serious thing and not cne for jokes.s...he is right...I doubt very ouch
that nany nen know what She real facts arc...l certainly Ao not nor Ao
I pretont to know. Lee Crisman, oes, and he is sought afier by many
arecas of research. I 4o knov that he has becone a world traveler and
that certain government arcas are vory inierested in his novements at
all timcs. He sometines Arops out of sight feor nornths on end and returns
just as quietly. I do not know how he supyorte his nearssn of living,
but he nover lacks for noney.

I sexved under him beth in the service and ‘1 Lha >Macbor
atncl and cbedience is a way of life while one is with hin. vne sicply
2 ot pry intc his business and he is quietly obeyei by nost pcople.

I Adiscusserd the whole thing with hio anl I fecl he is
willing to once again put the whole thing into proper perspective. Due,
I feel to the change in popular attitude and the fact that one is not
always classifiecd as sons kend of a nut...in the UFO...field today.

I can give you a Tacona atl'lress that will allow a letter
tc reach him - but his telephone is unlistel.....the nunber you finl in
the boock is actually another resi‘encc where messages are left for him. .

I 1o not want the matter in public print! I 4o not want
public opinion - be it favorable or adverse opinicn. The photos are
not available to you at this tine! I Ao not want auy part of ry
perssenal lifc discussed in letters or in print! I do not want any
speculation as to my reasons for travel or my interests in the UFO
ap_earing in print or in any correspondence that I can control! I can
assure you that I have little interest in UFOs and that that I do have
is far remcved from being of interest to any crganized group or those
‘people that real "Saga" matazine.

Hal Dahl has little irformati~n that would intercst you -
your letter to him swateldl that you hal rescarchel the news filcs....you
have the storye... L do not pretend toc be able to alter the newspapers
of this nation.

You must roarize that the larper share of those peoople
that are interested in the UFO thing fall iato two.major divisions -
with a very tiny third. The first group are those - 1hat have no other
purpose but to attract attenticn to themselves — bigarre adventures and
nessages from "spacemen". They ave foolg! The secn? group seec the UFO
as an opgortunity to make money...sconc Aot liost are nct interested in
U¥Cs - only the money.

After recelving this letter, Gary Lesley wrote an
indignant letter to Harcld Dahl, datedl Sentenber 16, 1967. In
his letter Lesley objectel to Crismnn answering letters
adlressed to Dahl and asked why, if Crisrien cbjected tc the
natter being discusse?l, hal he given hiri Dahl's ad’ress in the
first place? In his letter, MrcLesley alsc alludes tc Crisrinn's
habit of addressing sone cf the ricre "deep end" UFC groups,
rather than scne of the nore scientifically-oriented
organisaticns,

On September 18th, Mr Lesley received esncther letter from
Dahl, datel Septenmber 16. It reads:

Liocst I pay
but, small attention to, but I do respect the werk of Dr. Frank E.

Mr. Leslie, I an an industrial psychologist - I deal with
a very larBc group of hard-hcaded businessmen. I Ao not like to be
always cxplaining - why ry name has popped up in sone author's book or
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article - that rcfers to UFO's., I was under the inpressi-n that all
that was past...and herc we have a whole series of now and rcprinied
beoks on the market...all of whom scem to rofer to the cld Haury
Islan” natter.

I have ncver becen any nan of "rystoery™ as so meny of thesec
old bo ks and the newsr authors attenpt to describecs I simply hal to
nake a living and in dcing so — the groupings of people thet I had
busincss rclaticns with were thosc that re-—-acted in a nest avid
nanner to UFO rcports.

Sceondly - I gave away Hal's name and alircss on thc basis
that if hce wishel to make any statements concerning ilaury Islan? - he
certainly could. You nust be made aware of the fact that ccrtain arcas
- and sone people have oponly accusc? nme of "private censorship" of
facts and kncwledge that I had nc right to censcr. Somce of thrse
pcople were in attendance at that meceting. I did not (ani 1o not know
you) know what your intcrests werc aside from an idlc end passing
interest in UFO's,

I an at a loss to understand...why people insist on
naking me the focal point of interest in a matter that hap.cnecl twent
years ago.

Thcre arc an? always have been cergain smell groups in the
busincss and acadenic worlds that have extra and advancel interest, ancd
to them and for them I have told what I kncwe..this has lel to a
reputation of speaking to only sclecte” few. and succial groups. While
this may have basic truth in it..thcrc has always been a rcason. liost
of the time these people were of that calibre that know and undcerstood
what I was talking about.

I have cut of ry own intcerest kept clese track of certain
types and tren?s in the rnystery of the UFOs. I have files of material
and I have run inte incidents that arc very cdl. Howcver, I travel
widely and this allrws me to be in arcas that do have certain of the
"extra" attentions of the UFOsi It has always beon a type of precise
"igh-wire" balance act to keep up an investigative and rccording
intercsteso..anl a2t the samc time dcel with the arcas of a busincss
world that has no intercst in such nmatterse.

Hal has talkel to me ecxtensively in the last wock and he
feels that it is tine to let up andl cooperats with certain pecnlce..Why
yous, I don't knoweo.but, he scens to feel that you WERE treated a bit
unfairly. I don't quite scc it that wgy...buty, I will nct object to what
he wishes t2 2o about the natter.

As far as I am conccrned it is his "baby" 2ni1 I will not
nake any interference..as long as it is handled in the nanner that you
describe...anl not with tonmue in cheek.o..2an? making dal an' T lock
like foolse. You must nwndorutandx that we have been ap roachndi before
anc. with all the promiscs in the world W handle the natteor with a
sgrious apnrcacha...only to find cut that the rojorter lied and in his
article made us 1ook ...not only as fools...but, as carclcss
mrarksters that cares not a whit that men 1ied in the pranke.

Do not be put off by the curious Rene Magritte quality
of the cover of SPACLLIVK, which shows the Post Office Tower
wondrously transported to the Cheshire Plain. Contented cows
munch unconcerned in the foreground, while a battery of UFOs
witeel and turn over Jodrell Bank. Dowm below, Sir Bernard
Lovell is probhably being revived by assistants burning feathers
under bis nose.

Cnca past this strange aberration, it is reaily
rather good. The printing, both of text and illustrations, is
of the Mighest dquality. For the most part the articlec are
clazvliy ond directly presented. The reproductions from other

i ions are well handled. The Contents page is rather
coamuzing, and a few horizontal rules and leaders are needed
te +rilde the eye around. The Editors are rather pressed for
spac2 and this does show: one small item is slotted into the
page vertically, and others are dropned into awkward snaces.,
This is probably unavoidable, and does at least show that the
Editors are trying to give us value for money.

However... although SPACELINK has avoided the
'arabesques', it does use geventeen differcnt kinds of rules
and borders, and fiftesn difrerent typefaces in the headings,
not counting those reproduced from other sources. This produces
a fidgety, unsure appearance, that mars many pages.

Someone should try to be a little less lavish with the
Letrasct.

Ls you know Cambodin 1s a very poor country, and is not,
without doubt, in a nosition to help the research and study
institute with money or equipment.

The Hoyval Government is however prepared to nake
available a large arca for the construction of the institute'!s
hendqunrters and other control bhuildings, to accord to the
institute protection from nationnlisation, specific concessions
and privileges, as well ns to consider receiving UV emissaries
in conformity with internntionnl diplomatic usages.
