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One of the points that emerged strongly from the Wakefield BUFORA meeting was
the considerable resistance to the involvement of psychiatrists and psycholo-
gists in the UFO problem. To an extent this is understandable so long as the
popular image of psychiatrists and _psychologists is that of people who are
concerned only with the mentally disturbed. This is quite wrong. The psychia-
trist is just as concerned (probably more concerned ) with perfectly 'normal’
people. To suggest that UFO withesses, particularly contactees, should be
given some sort of psychological examination is not to imply that such people
are unbalanced. There is no reason why those ufologists who hold that the
UFOs are craft from another planet should oppose such investigation. If their
hypothesis is correct it is important to know why some people are 'chosen'
and not others. This reason is as likely to be psychological as not. Let us
then welcome psychologists and psychiatrists into our subject. We should per-
haps attempt to overcome the resistance that many witnesses show towards any
form of psychological investigation of their experience, by demonstrating
that such an investigation ddees not cast any aspersions on their sanity or
intelligence. We can do this by ourselves having a clearer understanding of Ue
work psychiatrists and psychologists do.
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An illustration by Michael English from the cover of the 'Under-
ground' magazine 'ALBION'.

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THE UFO AS AN ANTI-SCIENTIFIC SYMBOL

In a recent article Quentin Crewe nuts forWard.an integeitlng
thought on the public!s attitude to UFOs and ufologists. ﬁlH He
cites a recent appearance of FSR's Gordon Creighton on "2 ours',
in confrontation with Patrick Moore. Crgwe.cannot undergtgnd wﬁy
pecple like Gordon Creighton should be invited to telev15}o%l§ Oﬁsif
and then hardly allowed to speak, and cgncludes that the public half-
believe in UFOs, and have to keep kpocklpg down the guardians of
their belief in a sort of propitiation r%tual° . o

The particular discussion under review was a c}a351c of this
genre. Despite Mr Creighton's continged assertions that he dlg.ngt
seriously consider that UFOs were excraterrestrlgl crgf@z Patg}c&
Moore felt obliged to spend the greater part of Fhe llglbed plue
proving that UFOs were not extraterrestrial crgft. During this
perforinance Moore erierged not as an arch-sceptic, which 1s a
perfectly understandable attitude when goplronted with such a
tendentious subject, but as an unseientific and enotionally :
prejudiced person. The lunacy of the whole episode was 1n_the BEC!'s
naive belief that the question of UFOs was one that an astrononer
could be expected to be an expert on, It would have been equally
vaiuabhle——or valueless--to have had a soil analyst, etymologist, or
business efficiency expert.

However, to return to Quentin Crewe's suggestion. It does
appear to a perceptive observer that there is a serious contradiction
in the pubhlic'!s attitude to the question of the UFO., lMention UFOs
to a friend vho is not a student of the subject and the initial
rcaction is one of langhter. ..s an editorial in this Bulletin has
indicated, ufology is an incredibly nirthful subject amongst '"boring
suburbanites." (2) liowever, on further investigation this attitude
seens to break down. Presscd, an outsider will adnit that "there
could be sonething in it." More tines than not they will adnit to
having read a UFO book. Ultimately may corie the adnission that they
too have seen a UFO.

In a not-untypnical encounter such as this one can sec the
conflict of attitudes in an individual., At the outset 1s the
Establishment .ttitude, fostered by such nedia as television and
the national press and their scientific pundits. One cannot blane
the nedia for this attitude, as it is one found only too often
within the ranks of ufologists therisclves. One nced only nention
NIC..P's attitude to contact clains, and just abcut everybodies!
attitude to John Keel. On the other hand therce is the publicts
desire for nowvelty and surprise and a growing anti..scientific
alnost neo-Luddite, movenent. Concurrent with increasing scientific
development and technological advances there is a vast opposing
populiist emnotione. The growth of the conputer atrocity story, the
recction to transplant operations, the developnnent of pasteralisn
alnost as a nholiitical novenent amnongst minority coarmunities in
‘nerica are all syuptons of this. (3) These are on too large a
scale to be dicnissed as a few reactionaries and Peter Sinples. The
U0 is the one thing which under present circunstances stands alnost
jnpregnable against the scientific floodtide. It is little wonder
therefore that the UF0 is being adopted by nany as a sort of synbol
of the neo-Luddite cause. 1t is the last refuge of the old magic,

It is seen, literally and netaphoricnlly, as the Holy Grail,
urattainable, uninaginably rcilotec, yet always near enough to lead

us on in a hopeless chase, The ufologist is the necronancer who

can cast his spells upon the scientist and leave hin stunbling in
the enchanted forest, blundering into trees narked "Tenperature
Inversicn," or "Weather Balloon,” and falling into thorns and
nettlies labellecd "Venus through a lieat Haze."

So much for the Wagnerion Inagery. licwever, the concept of the
UF0 as being magical and aati-scientific is valid and iimporiant.,
There 13 nowherc on the face cf the ilarth, and never has bsen,
any scecievy that has existed without nagic. We are, in farope,
America and the other technologically advanced nations, very cloge
to tlis situation. Ve have driven nagic underground, but we have not
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elirinated it. It may be a dangerous thing if we doy The UFO is a
fairly pleasant, often beautiful, rare}y mallgnanf piece of mggig,
far preferable to the violence and ugliness of some other nagica
survivals in our age. Perhaps we should not attenpt too nuch to
exnlain the UFOs, either in terns of space-craft or unknown forns
of plasna, or even pieces of detached nsyche, On the_face of it we
shall not be able to do this anyway. The UFO nay be just there, for
us to narvel at, worship, chase, gape at, or get little frissons of
fear from, X

Jung saw the UFO as the Circle, the liandala, a symbol of
wholeness and pernanence.(4) Perhaps in its pernanent }D%CFessibility
it is a synbol of purity. In a world violated and cullied by
radiation, snoke, funes, the mxmsmrexk excrenent of a sglon?mflc
soclety, the UFO’is almost a Virgin inage of our tine. Consider the
so~called occupants of these craf®, Wha® are they but the dwarvgs
and elves, the pastoral inhabitants of vnsnullied hedgerow and field
and the dark Northern forests that we have left behind us. Here they
cornie now fron the UFOs, reninding us of our rural background. The
Hippic nmystic secs the UFO as the Grail above Glastonburys the
French farner seces the "occupants' as small, grotesque creatures of
tree-root and woodland glades the lilerican factory worker sees the “
"men in black" as a re-creation of a romantic Chicago Gangsterdon
that never was (even their cars are from the past)e Bach perceives
a phenonenon that is a part of their past, a noverient agninst the
@stablishrnent'!s glorification of scientific progress.

Like all effective nagic the UFO 1s a perversion of the
orthodoxy, rathcer than something totally different from it. It is
the space-craft of the scientist, but a space-craft that does strange,
irrational thingss the occupants, although weird and unearthly,
apparently wear space suits not so different from the ones worn by
thase synbols of scientific progress, the astronautse. Magic in the
past was twisted fron religion--the élack Mass a horrific
perversion of Christian ritual, not something totally different,
but close enough to disturb even nore. So the UFO parodies, one
hopes in a nore pleasant forn, the developnents of sclence, The UFO'!'s
essentially unscientific nature can be seen in the strange, alnost
obsessive interest it holds for scientists who are nost vehement in
denying its existence. .. nunber of Patrick lMoorel!s books suddenly
introduce UFOs into the discuszion of sone astrononical problen,
only to disniss then as something of no imnportance, (5) One is
reninded of atheists who spend a disturbing anount of tine disproving
the existence of the Devil. Other stlenticte; iilie Fynek, perhaps
Condony act as sceptical priests,; who wixile nct accepiing the
positive existencs of ghosts, feel tint it is wortawalle geolng to
the trouhle of excrcising thone

For every action thevre is an equal and op;osite reaction,
Perhape for every scientific advance there is an equal and onposite
nys..cel reactione. It has been noted that a large nunber of UFO
jurIldents occurred in the U.S.... after the launching of the first
Rucsian satellite, This could be viewed as the reaction to that
scientific advance, It will be interesting to see if there is a
coimarable reaction after the noon landing. It would be instructive
to see¢ if any of the major flap periods over the last twenty-three
yvears followed irnmediately upon a major scientific andvance. Certainly
the first flas of '46-'47 followed the developrient of nuclear
weaponse If science is a noverient into the future the UFO if it is
a reaction, rmust be a novenent into the past., We have seen above how
the forn of the UFO and especially its ococupanis are often reversions'\\hJ
to ancient forms.

Whether this is duc to sorie fundanmental change in the phenorenon
itself, or to a new attitude that 1s being brought to boa£1o§ Ene
study of the subject, is a matter of debatc. it is clear that the
UFO nystery now is one of Gothic strangeness and woldcI's 1% has.

Nothing was seen of the figure from then on. Chris, Bab, §
Julian and John revisited the spot near Kidnapper's Hole where it
had stocd: they all saw the hedgerow, clubhousc, two trces on the
skylines none snelled srioke or ashes,

Perhaps in the general cexcitenent, because one is caught in the
thrall of sonething truly inexplicable and unworldly, one says
peculiar things at tinmes like these, which are inordinately charged
with hwian enotion. "I've an idea 'they! will be back, but not in
the same Torn," I recall predicting to the watchers.

Zvents at around 1l..45 Dolley €xXtending to about 1 a.ne on
Thursday, .ugust 28, were probably nore puzzling than the earlier
sightings and landing. Forning a triangle in thenselves, in a ;
perfectly clear sky shot by a full noon's rays and a nyriad stars, -

hrece cigar-shaped formations appeared. They were cloudlike, yet
having a. density and!roundness? to then, guite plasna-like,

Onc was over Battlesbury, to the east, the two others over -the
Cradle IIill copse area. Two vanished after a while, then the third -
over the copse - broke in haif. The botton portion cut away,
separated fron the resty, and was transformned into a pyranid shape,
syrmetrical and of a three-dinensional quality in the atnosphere,

It was at tines conpletely opaque and solid, at others
transparent, so that one could sec through it and view the interior.
It was startling = and provides another facet to the whole subject
and significance, raybe, of ufology. The only one of the ll-strong
group not witnessing this pyramnid was Mrs Bent, aslcep in her car
after a long journey, a tiring day and night...

Bob Strong and Sybil, neanwhile, watched the two UFOs glide
gently overhead fron their sighting point near a farn barn near
Starr Hill. They curled away east, -winking lights seen at ground
level by the two observers - Bob 1s a forrier R.F bomber crewian -
at a spot near the horizon to the east.

Ground-to-~air cormmunication between earth base and craft? Ve
can only surnise and theorise on this possibility. But 13 witnesses
of the two objects - noiseless and gliding slowly until they spun
at swifter speed upward - are far better and nore convincine than
one poor soul on his owm. - -

The area around Kidnapper'!s Hile (the narie has an oninous ring
to it, yet the landing there wns open and probably coincidental)
showed one snall patch of' burning the following norning. Even so
it did not appear to he rccently caused,. and no rubbish had been
ignited there for days.

So = back to square one in the giant jigsaw puzzle of the Great
and Spzctacular Unknown that these cra®t constitute? Not cuite..
This sighting and landing was in keeping with sundry strange E
incidents around Warninster over the past five yearss espeéially the
singular case of the 'flying sword! UFO and ‘!phoenix bird! sighting
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that hovered overhead for three ninutes, anethyst in colour until
duck=bobbing away, when it changed to crinson. These storics, truc
and with witnesses present, will have to 'keep! for the tine bheing,

We are inclined to beiieve, fron available evidence that has
steadily accurmlated on the local UFO front that there exists at
Heaven's Gate, on Longleat Estate near Warm{nster, a point on our
earth where a ‘window! or !gato' exists that allows two dirlensions
to converge, neet and « who knows - even cortmunicate, What our
scientists would tern a 'tine warp,'! in effect. llore of that anon...

Of one thing we are sure: although I an an .isseX rian, rcared
there and born in Bishops Stortford, Hertfordshire, Warninster is
a place which will be renenbered for inany years. I% could be that =
whatever is designed to hapren in future - it will be a focal point
of any big cosnic operation affecting our planet. lMay I leave you
with a sobering thought?

If any bilg power on earth develojed a :letal that cannot be
detected by radar, resisting and not affected by radio waves, this
would create the biggest threat yet to present world peace. it would
further heighten nuclear buildup dangers. It just :ight be that such
a netal has been perfected = and near future years will prove rnuch,

But we can be quietly confident that a greater intelligence

The event was organised by the Halifax Branch of BUFOR\, ..s
onec has cone to expect from that group, the confercnce was run
without the silly gimnicks and circus-iike atnosphere which tendx
to nar such gatherzings,.

The first part of the nceting was chaired by Captain Ivar
Mackay, Chairnan of BUFOR.., and consicted of a lecture by Mr
C.lMaxwell Cade, well=known to ufolegists as a consultant to Flying
Sauccer Review and author of "Other Worlds than Ours" and ""The
Taning of the Thunderbolts."

We will deal with Mr Maxwell Cade!s speech very briefly, as
he covercd far too niuch ground for us to give an adequate swmary
of it in the space availablce In his talk he developed nany of the
ideas discussed in "Other Worlds Than Ours" and in his FSR series,
"Thoughts on ilicn Intelligencese"

He pointed out the connections between parapsychology and
ufology and urged that there should be closer co=operation between
students of the two subjects,

The second session, after tea, was chaired by llalcoln Bull,
Chalrnan of the Halifax Branch of BUFOR.., The speakers were
anthony Durhan, Stephen Snith, psychologist Colin Ingleton,
psychiatrist Dr Cadogan, and %he Reve Coburn,

Mr Durhan discussed the various objections to the hypothesis
that we arc being visited by beings fron other planets,

Mr Smith began by inforning us of a recent landing report fron
Tynhari, Dorset, and assured us that BUFCR.. was investigating it,
He then descriﬁed the work of the research section of BUFOR. and
discussed the problens involved in naintaining an efficient
systen for investigating UFO reports. This led to considerable
discussion of the physical problens of getting investigators to
the spot as soon as jrossihle after a report is received, and the
question of what questions should be asked of the witnesses,

The psychologists, although obviously new to the subject, were
both of the opinion that their knowledge and experience could be
very useful 1n the pursuit of serious UFO research.

Most of those present seernied to accept the increasing importance
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of psychology in our subject, but there were the ineyitable signs
of dissension frorl both physical scientists and physical pseudo=-
scienivists.

he necting was wound up by the Reve. Coburn, who gave us a
sort of nep-talk.
