MAN ENTERS GROUNDED DISC -

The Carecas, Venezuela Daily Newspaper, "E1l Universal" carried

an almost weird sequel to the evenis of last fall whea on May 7 195%,
the story of an engineer's encounter with a saucer snd it's defunct

Our Caracas informant, Horacio Gonzales, forwarded to APRO alcng with
the spot, the following story:

Doctor B was driwving along the highway about 75 miles Trom his
hotel in an isolated region celled Bahla Blanca, in Argentina, when
he saw the metallic discoide object restinz on %he ground to his left
off the highway. He stopped the cer to investigate and immediately
decided it must be one of the much-dlscussed 'flying saucers'. He
watched it for a few moments to see what it would do, but ag.notiing
took place, he approached it and saw an opening or door in it's sice.
He locked inside and it appcared to be empty. Therc was a red lizht
pulsating in the dome at intcrvals cf one sccond., Curious, he went
inside and was surpriscd to sce a scrt of curved divan with thrce
secatsy two of which were occupind by small beings covered from head
to foot (cxcept for'an openlng for the face) in a kind of tight-fit-
ting overall of a brown color., e estimated the heiznt of the beings

holcs where the eyes should have becne Another of the littlc crca=
turcs was sprawlced in a scat situatcd in approximatecly the ccnter of
‘the enclosurc, :

In front of them was a scrcen with rays playing on it, and on
top of the screcn was a globe of glass or other tranSparcn% material
which was rotating.

One of the discs was hovering above them at an estimated height of
about 600 meters, and Dr. B, estimated it's diameter. to be ahbout 10 -
| mcters., He began to take pictures hurriedly., ' In 211, he snapped 5
or 6 pictures, only two of which show the objects with any degree of
claritye ; b 1 ' :

The_group felt that they were observed during their search and
picture taking for the two discs shot up, MBRGZD with the clgar-
shaped object which, after travelling horizontally for a short dis-
tance, turned blood red, made a 90 degree turn and disappeared into
space in a few seconds, ascending vertically. The Dr, estimated the
speed to be ahout 12,060 kilometers per hour.

Dr., B. told Mr, Gonzales during a personal interview, that al=
though the object which he had entered had a metallic appearance, it
felt sort of resilient like rubber, and that there were some holes or
vents in the floor, 7For weeks afterward he said, he suffered from a
fever or high body temperaturc and his skin was covered with blisters.
4l though' he consulted several doctors, none werc able to diagnosc his
illness nor relicve it ond it went away after a time.

He is about 40 years of agC,
Italian nationality, and spcaks Spanish and English, IHc'1ls an ex-war
pilot.

Dr, B, moved to Venczucle and did not cven contemplate telling of his
cxporéﬁncc wntil after the cvents in and around Caracas in the fall
of 19 ° . .

~ Doctor B. contactcd a reporter with the E1 Universal and told his
story, stipulating that his namc be kent clcar of the whole thing.
