Try, Try, again! This, apparently, is the slogan vhich has guid-
ed the United States-Air Force in it's bungling search of an accept-
tble explanation of the flying saucers.

The collective hand of the Aerial Phenomena Research Organization
1s again extended in a clasp of congrztulation to Major Donald 2. Key=-
hoe for the fert of bringing to heel (actually, if not publicly) the
'Saucer Silence Squadron! of the United States Air Force. 4lthough
they heve not admitted thet liajor Keyhoe is right regarding the extra-
terrestrial heture of the UFOs, they have cdmitted indirectly their
fear of him andé his facts, by very sloppily and frantically issuing
statement after statement which are very 6bviously aimed at shooting
down Keyhoe's theories and contentionseees

By the latter, we specifically refer to the diversionary state-
ments of recent Air Force relegse in the effect that the saucers are
balloons,hallueinations, misconceptions of ordinary airborne objects,
cnd/or soce rcal or imagined Air Force project, But before getting

oo involved in this diatribute against Air Force polieies and stote=
ments, let's look at the factss

& Jet-propclled Air Force saucer will in no way match the speeds
(up to 25,000 mph in our atmosphere), maneuvers and lacl of evident
mcans of propulsion, of the real saucers: thosec figments of the imo~
ginations of hundreds of thousands of people which inspired the Air
Force's present cxperimentation with the circular airfoil.

Having nothing stnsctionzl with which to attract nublic atten-
tion to their piddling, nitpicking rescarch activitics, those high-
altitude rcsezrchers and rocket men hebitually incorporate the dirty
worcem, 'flying saucers' into their headlines in order to attroct public
attcution to their own small activitics.

the naked cye by thelr vibrotion, oxhibition of little or no novement,
and of course arc rcadily identificd with the aid of o pair of lov-
powcrcd bino-culars,

dnother press releasc using 'saucers! as a cateh headline came
out of Denver in lugust, This one followed the same line as the St, .
Louls Post-Dispatech blurb and fod the public the old, tired storics
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of.the glant plastic balloonsy their purposes, spceds, and configurge
tions. In Scpteomber, somc wiscacro with no regard for the hushhush..
. attltude of the Pentagon 4ir Force regarding saucers, subnittced and
hnd printed a sauccr ccrtoon in tho .RDC News, This paper is the
official ncws bulletin of the 4ir Rescerch and.Development Commands'
The pigturc showed nn Llmmen First Class using o ficld phonc to re=
port to his colmander the prescnec of an odd looking little man rc-
plete with ray gun, who had cmerged from encrged from o suspicious
looking object uhich rcscmbled the popular idea of o flying saucoer,
Ilis wordss "I don't belicve in flying scucers clther, Sarge, but I'm
surc he's not a member of the gun club.” .

Whilc this nonscnsicel claptrap wos being uttered by the “aue
thoritics", thc scrowballs, of coursc, got in a fow licks for thome
sclvess . o

In Los lngecles, onc of thc most fabulous "I Rode o Flying Scu-
cer" authors was becing sucd for divorce by his wife, and guess who
wos nomcd as corrcspondent? But of coursce--~the berutoous red-haircd
coptain of a saucer with whom he claims to have been keeping company
sincc thdir carth-shaking mccting o couple of ycars ago. What wetd
likc to know is. this: Who will scrve the pepers on the saucer girl,
ond how will he .do it? Will he ride a weather balloon or a light

It gave us quitec a thrill to
rced Carl Jung's vorbal hand-slap for the U, S. 4Air Force. He docse
n't go rlonz with the 'hollucinotions' business, and, ofter 211, who
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1s morc quolificd to spcak on the subjcet of mental disturbonees
thon the world's cxpert on psychology? Jung vory fronikly lots 1% be
known that he bolicves there is a very good casc for the interplonc-
tory hypothesilse

It wos through the &%ying Saucer Revicw that we learned of the
novest 'I met a saucormant character, one Buck Helsony o former in
the Ozark Mountains in liissouri., They drank coffce with him, hc says,
and his hopped-up pictures arc submitted to prove thot he at least
sav once The pleturcs, however, arc pretty amatcurish inventions, in
our opinion, cnd wouldn't convinec the old hard-hesded skeptics who
make up the bulk of the APRO membership,

In the seme issuc which contained the Buek Nelson narrative and
the article by Dr, Jung, the Flying Scucor Review prosented o dise
courso of saucers, their origin and motives by Dr. Hermonn Oberth, the
cmminent Germon rocket sciontist so well known for his vicws on UrO,

Captaln Manucl Huertas of the AVENSA Lirlines roported an oxperie
fence he hod about two years ogo whon a leadecolored ball with no
markings opproached and flcv alongside his airliner for about forty
minutes. The crew of four obscrved the thing, which mede it's initial
appcarance ot 6:20 p, me It Joined the airliner ovor Lnaco and flew
wing with 1t for a distance of nearly 400 kilomcters, but when neare
ing Noiguata, it ascended cnd was quicly lost to sight. The co=pilot
switched the landing lights on ond off to sceo if the objcet would ro-
act In any way. Tho crcw was badly shaken when the thing responded
by showing an orange light at the top and a blue light which flickered
on and off intormittently. A4t the ond of it's flight with thc air-
lincr, thelights romained on as it leoft.

Since October 3, the Air Forde has lost two B-U7s which were ap=
parently struck in mid-air by unidentified objects. Lovingtcn , New
Mexicos On the 3rd of October, a B-47 crashed, and one of the crew,
the observer, survived. Authorities at first thought the giant jet
homber may have collided in mid-air with a small llaison type aircrafti
However, investigation proved that none were missing, and other answer
have becn soughte After the initial news articles in which one wit-
nesy claimed to have seen a ball of fire in the viéinlty of the plane
before the crash, renorts on progress of the investigation ceased and
to date there has becn ho more printed about its. The survivor stated
only that the planc had becn struck in mid-air and the jolt was so
terrific that he thought that they had struck the ground,

Towerd the latter part of October, osnother B-47 crashed and burn-
ed in Texas, and a witness of the crash said that she sow o ball of
fire with sparks shooting out of it, ncar the planc just before it
fcll, This casc is also being investigated but publicly nothing is
said about conclusions., This rash cf crashing plencs in the West is
 Ihecoming scrious, as cven the Air Force will admit. The two disasters
in Colorado are somcthing to make cnc sit up and talie notice and then
to begin to wonder. Thesc things, whatcever they are, that are stri-
king plancs in mid-air apparently come up so fast that no Mayday can
be given and there 1s no hope for rescuc.

Whether or not these things con be traced to Saucers or not, is
not too importont--~~but it is important thet the odds against safe
travel by alr arc growing by leaps and bounds. .
