“Flat, glowing objects” described as
being quite close together and moving
very slowly, were seen at 6:15 a.m. on
26 October 1962, in the southern part of
the San Luis Valley in Colorado. Mrs.
.Alvie Frank, residing 11 miles south of

Monte Vista reported the objects which
were seen just as the sun was rising.

On the same morning, at 7:16 a.m.,
Mrs. Bessie Rogers of Fort Collins spott-
ed a large black parachute-shaped ob-
ject weaving back and forth over the
mountains somewhere between the south
end of Horsetooth Reservoir and Mason-
ville. She said it flew around for about
10 minutes, disappeared and then re-
turned. At 7:44 a.m., she called the po-
lice to report it again. Police and Sher-
iff’s officers search the area but found
nothing.

On the 29th, Mrs. Vera Rogers report-
ed sighting a round, shiny object which
was flying low over Fort Collins. The
object, heading south, made a soft, whir-
.ring sound followed by a “popping”

noise.

Further reports indicated a glowing
low-flying object was seen in the sky
late on the nights of the 26th and 27th,
over or near Fort Collins, but no details
.were given in newspaper articles.

Following are some of the sightings
which included scanty details:

At 12:20 p.m. on 24 October, two
“parachutes” were seen descending on
the north side of Grand Mesa, in the
vicinity of Cedaredge, Western Colorado.
Mrs. Rex Allen of Cedaredge said she
saw the two objects coming down on
the northwestern edge of the mesa. A
Fish and Game Department plane
searched the area but found nothing.
The FAA said it had no reports of miss-
ing aircraft.

Three hours later, at 3:20, an object
was seen descending in the same gen-
eral area by Mrs. Sydney Shoup and
Mr. and Mrs. Gib Williams of Eckert,
Colorado. None of the witnesses were

ones. For instance, in the first cycle
(June 47 to June 52) the pattern only
indicates geographical surveys and gen-
eral reconnaissance by remote-controlled
objects never close to the ground; in the
second cycle (June 52 to June 57), that
pattern changed into a very close and
detailed examination of aerial and ter-
restrial defenses, plus landings and col-
lection of botanical and geological spe-
cimens by humanoid creatures; in the
third cycle (June 7 to June 62) the pat-
tern changed again, with testing of
weapons against airplanes, ground ve-
hicles and military installations — and
few landings, no collection of specimens.

The fourth cycle appears to have start-
ed two weeks before the expected time.
The new wave of UAO sightings was
first located over Argentina, then spread
to Brazil, and now is going to Peru and
other countries. But the amazing thing
is the new change in the general be-
havior of UAOs: many landings since
the beginning, everywhere, and attempts
to collect specimens of terrestrial fauna
—including man himself.

At Vila Conceicao:
Soccer Referee Kidnapped
By Flying Discs

On September 18, 1962, an unusual
story hit the headlines in the newspa-
pers of Manaus, capital of the State of
Amazonas. Here is a summary of the
news as reported in Rio’s newspapers:

“MANAUS, 18 = After the news re-7

lated with the appearance of a flying
disc over the town of Barcelos, in the
interior of the State, a radio message
was received at this capital, from Vila
Conceicao, reporting the appearance of
a flying disc also at that small village
in the vicinity of the Padauri river. It
seems to be the same one involved with
the disappearance of chickens, pigs and
cows from that first town. This flying
disc came to Vila Conceicao last Sun-
day, September 16, after sunset.

“There was a soccer game at the vil-
lage that afternoon, in a field behind
the small town’s church. It was a match
between the team of Vila Conceicao and
another one from a nearby village. The
referee, Mr. Telemaco had come
with the visiting delegation. His decis-
ions during the match showed he was
not a good judge. He made several mis-
takes against the local team. He had the
courage to invalidate two goals and to
ignore four penalties against the visit-
ing team. Such errors created an at-
mosphere of revolt and, at the end of
the match, the angry local fans were
decided to take their vengeance on the
- unjust referee. An incident was avoided

off vertically—with a tremendous noise.

The town’s Mayor was alerted by the

witnesses. He ided t ut them in

Pro-
tected behind the bushes, the witness
watched the fight between the crew
from the flying object and that person,
who was finally grasped and carried by _
the attackers to the inside of their craft.
The object then took off vertically at
high speed and was gone. Investigation
by the authorities revealed signs of the
struggle where the worker said the fight
had taken place. It seems evident, be-
yond any doubt, that Mr. Telemaco Xav-
ier was kidnapped by a flying disc.” Un-
quote.

I have the feeling that no more news
will be heard about this incident. First,
because of the location of the place
where it took place — Vila Conceicao
is a small village lost in the Amazon
jungle, far to the northwest of Manaus,
almost at the frontier of Venezuela.
Second, because its communication lines
with the civilized world are represented
by a small radio transmitter only — and_
radio messages are under government
_control. Censorship is very easy to effect
in this case, and justified by the explo-
sive implications of the incident. If ex-
plored by the press, this case might
cause widespread panic and hysteria all _
over the country. Because here we have
an incident where the kidnapping of a
human being by the humanoid crew of
a UAO was not only suggested—but wit-
nessed; The second case, within an in-
terval of 26 days, where vanishing peo-
ple and UAOs are definitely connected
by direct evidence.

The
accounts, except for minor differences
in measurement estimates, were alike.

In substance, this is a composite of
what David and Charles said happened
to them yesterday morning: The boys
went fishing shortly before 11 o’clock
yesterday morning_on a creek near the
southern boundary of the Convalescent
Home northeast of the city.

Before they had pulled in even a
little one, they sighted what they
thought at first was a balloon. It was
about 20 degrees above the horizon, they
indicated by arm motions. The object
was traveling from the south.

As it came nearer, the object decreas-
ed in speed, and it became apparent
that it wasn’t a balloon.

The disk passed by only a few feet
over the boys, and David shouted to

Charles, “I'll bet that’s one of those fly-
ing saucers, Charles, I'm going after it.”

Charles did not follow. David said the
disk circled slowly and disappeared over
a small hill to the north.

Before David could top the rise, the
saucer had landed.

“It was about as big around as a regu-
lar automobile tire,” the youth remark-
ed and about as high as my knee —
maybe a foot and a half. I could see it
good.”

According to David’s account, the ob-
ject was rounded on the bottom and
had a top part which resembled a flat
plate. The top, he said, was separate
from the bottom by a space perhaps one-
half inch in depth, and was held to the
bottom section by ‘“some sort of screw
or something in the middle.”

“When I first saw it good,” David
explained, “the ' bottom was still, but the
top was spmnmg around real fast, and
‘on the top of the part that was spinning
around there was a little peak that had
a kind of spindle sticking out of it. The
spindle was still, too. It must have been
connected to the bottom part.”

The object was blue-gray in in color,

and had no openings of any sort other

than the space between the top and _

bottom section, according to the boys’

story.

“When I came over that hill, the
thing was only a little ways from me,
and I ran a ways and dived at it.” David
related.
¢ “My fingers just barely touched it and
it felt slick, sorta like I guess a snake
would. It was hot, too.”

The youngster went on to relate that
before he could ‘“get ahold of the thing
the top began revolving faster, and it
made a sort of whistling noise and took
off without warming up or anything.”
t disappeared in a straight line into
the northeast in a matter of 5 to 10
seconds, he estimated.

In the process of taking off, though,

the object emitted some sort of gas or

spray that turned the youngst_er ’s_arms
a bright red and caused smﬂLv/velts\n
his arms and face. That part of the story

was borne out by the lad’s father.

“When he left the house this morn-
ing, his arms were just as white as could
me,” the father expained. “There wasn’t
hardly any sunshine this morning, and
when the boys came running home talk-
ing about this flying saucer one of the
first things I noticed was that his arus
and face were red, and there were welts
on them.”

David explained that after his father
had applied a type of skin balm to his
arms and face the welts gradually dis-
appeared, but the red remained.

The object was on the ground not
more than a minute, according to
Charles, who said he got no closer than
100 yards to it before it took off. “Boy,
it took off just like it was on a string
or something. It didn’t wobble or any-
thing.”

David estimated the object to have
been on the ground for about half a
minute.

Both before it landed and after it
took off, David explained, he could
notice that the small area between the
top and bottom sections of the ob_lgciﬁ
was “Teal red, like it was on fire in
{here or something.”

““Both David and Charles were sincere
in telling the story.

And just for the record, neither of the
boys believe the alleged flying saucers
are from some other planet.

“I think it’s something the United
States is doing, don’t you?” he asked.

In July and August, 1952, there oc-
curred the most important episode in
the series of events involving small
UFOs. These sightings took place over
and around Washington, D. C. In the
space of 33 days commencing on the
night of July 14 and ending the night
of August 15 scores of UFOs were ob-
served over the Washington area. On
three of these occasions the UFOs per-
formed gyrations for hours at a time.

Prof. Charles A. Maney comments that
“Nothing like this series of occurrences
has happened before or since in the skies
over the United States of America.” On
page 209 of his book, “The Report on
Unidentified Flying Objects.” (Rup-
pelt) has this to say: “Although the Air
Force said that the incident had been
fully investigated, the Civil Aeronau-
tics Authority wrote a formal report on
the sightings, and numerous magazine

writers studied them, the complete story

_has never fully been told. The pros have

been left out of the con accounts, and

“the cons were neatly overlooked by the

pro writers.”

On several of these occasions when the
unidentified targets were picked up by
radar at the Washington ARTC Center
and the Washington National Airport
Traffic Control Tower, jets from neigh-
boring fields were dispatched to investi-
gate and, if possible, intercept the un-
known objects. They were unsuccessful
in their quest, save in one instance!

Tailor Talks To Saucer Man

A young Toscan, Italy tailor has claim-
ed that he not only saw a “flying sauc-
er,” but talked to the occupants who
told him that “humanity will soon re-
ceive a message.” The gist of it is this:
After spending the evening with a friend

Mario Zuccula, 27, from Cerbaia, near
Florence, went to his home, skirting the
cemetery. Suddenly he felt a current of
air behind him and looked around. He
was nearly pararlyzed with fear when
he saw an object, about 30 feet in dia-
meter, appearing to be of whitish metal
suspended in the air a few feet from
the ground. Zuccula said a sort of me-
talic sylinder detached itself from the
object and came to the ground. From
a door through which an intense light
radiated, came two small men “about
4% feet tall.” The date: 11 April 1962.
The small “men” approached Zuccuia,
and he noted their heads were covered
with a sort of hood. They lifted the man
bodily off the ground and took him into
the saucer where, with a serious tone,
which seemed to come from an ampli-
fier, one of them told him that ‘“at the
end of the fourth moon, about one hour
from morning, we will return to give a
message to humanity.”

Without recalling the rest of the ad-
venture, Mr. Zuccula found himself be-
fore his house. His wife opened the door
for him, reproaching him for being so
fightened, then stated that she hadn’t
opened the door. Because of the strange
nature of his tale and his obvious emo-
tional upset, Mrs. Zuccula and her father
advised Mario to go to the authorities
and tell the story in confidence. This
is the end of the information contained
in the newspaper. It should be noted
here that the “amplifier” is a new touch
in a contact story, as is the “cylinder”
gadget which apparently brought the
little men to the ground. In evaluating
this, it is necessary to recognize the
existence of two factors: The cemetery
and the “cold gust of air,” both of which
are frequently connected with paranorm-
al happenings. We do not attempt to
disqualify the story as to authenticity
but feel that all possibilities should be
considered.

UFO In Gravel Pit

A mystery object landed in 40 feet of
water and mud near the Midway gravel
pit just off the Seattle-Tacoma Freeway
on 19 December 1962. Welder John Lied-
tke, who reported the incident to the
State Highway Patrol, said he saw a lot
of sparks flying, thought it was a car in
trouble. Then the object exploded into a
big ball of fire and smoke {filled the rea.
State Patrol Headquarters said there was
a perfectly round hole, 15 feet across in
the mud where the object landed. The
Seattle Post-Intelligencer, which carried
the story, did not elucidate on physical
description of the object before it ex-
ploded, nor whether or not there was a
search for debris in the pit.
