I have been following the UFO
problem for a number of years. I
agree with your assessment that
UFOs are definitely not invaders
from outer space, nor, for that
matter, from inner space, as the
late Ivan Sanderson tried so
desperately to convince the rest of
the world. I do not, however,
believe that UFOs are a phenom-
ena that cannot be explained
through our knowledge of the
physical laws of the universe. All
too often supporters of the UFO
concept latch onto a scientifically
untenable notion in order to
explain the actions or lack of
action of these things in the sky.
When astronomers such as Carl
Sagan finally managed to get it
through people’s heads that inter-
stellar distances made it virtually
impossible for fleets of these
objects to be visiting the earth,

the UFO supporters slowly .

turned toward the concept of
parallel dimensions to explain the
appearance and disappearance of
so many objects. John Keel has
been in my eyes the most vocal of
this group.

Fraud is to be expected in a
field such as UFO study. Even
scientists are not above it. Wit-
ness an article by Allen Sprag-
gett in which he quotes the dean
of UFO scientists, Dr. J. Allen
Hynek, on the Maynard, Iowa
UFO sightings : In one such case
(of physical traces left by UFOs),
a 40 foot burned ring was found in
a soybean field in Iowa after a
farmer and two other witnesses
reported seeing a UFO hover
over the spot. Vegetation in the
burmed area was dessicated, in
Hynek’s words, ‘‘as though by
some sort of death-ray.’’

Hynek, I can assure you, knows
that the burned ring was put
there deliberately as part of an
experiment to test people’s reac-
tions. Philip J. Klass, the dean
of UFO debunkers, mentioned
this fact in a letter to Fate
Magazine (October, 1975, p.111).

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Deep Water, Anclent Ships, By Willard Bascom,
Doubleday, $8.95; The ‘Treasure vault of the Mediter-
ranean’ is the setting of Bascom’s book about his
experiences In searching for underwater archaeological
treasure. Bascom Is a professional oceanographer and
engineer who is presently director of the Coastal Water
Research Project, a laboratory engaged in studying the
ecology of the waters off Southern California. The book
explores modern methods of sea explorations, many
devised by Bascom himself. Inspection and Salvage, the
history and operation of the Alcoa Seaprobe, and a
fascinating chapter on the survival of organic matter in
deep water, are all presented here. The book contains
photographs of artifacts and sculptures recovered in the
past, descriptions of the equipment and ships used in deep
water searching, and sketches of many recovery devices.

Psychic City Chicago, by Brad Steiger. Doubleday,
1976. $6.95;Subtitled *'Doorway to Another Dimension'’,
Brad Steiger's book explores why Chicago deserves that
title. Mentioning all the psychic organizations, periodicals,
and psychies that make their home there, Steiger goes on
to examine the evidence of ancient civilizations In the
Chicago area, and the abundance of UFO reports that
orginate there. Fascinating interviews are included as well
as a valuable appendix that lists all the psychics and
psychic organizations in and around Chicago. Brad Steiger
has written over forty books, Including Medicine Power
which deals with medicine and psychic phenomena. The
result of his latest research Is a unique psychic profile of an
entire city, and those who inhabit It.

The Psychic Side of Dreams, by Hans Holzer,
Doubleday, 1976. $7.95; Prophetic dreams, warning
dreams, ‘ESP dreams, survival dreams and more are
examined in this book by the well-known Mr. Holzer, who
is sometimes known as Mr. Ghost Hunter because of his
work with spirits and the occult. He shows how dreams are
a universally experienced phenomenon that most of us
take for granted, never realizing their psychic possibilitles.
For example, warning dreams, according to Mr. Holzer,
are exactly that—events deplcted far enough In advance
180 that one can alter the results. Using fascinating case
histories, Holzer shows how psychic dreams can be
distinguished from nightmares and dreams due to
subconsclous problems. The ability to have psychic
dreams spans every class of people, says Mr. Holzer, and

there is no way to narrow it down to any group. Hans
Holzer Is a professor of parapsychology at the New York
Institute of Technology.

The Amazing Powers of Hypnosls, by Wesley Schrader.
Doubleday, 1976. $7.95; In this book of 26 case histories,
Mr. Schrader presents the manv uses of a newer
psychotherapeutic tool, hypnotherapy. While its use is still
gaining acceptance among psychotherapists, Mr. Schrader
shows how this method can be used in the treatment of
symptoms as diverse as alcoholism,- insomnia, sexual
dysfunctions and stuttering. Included too are the results of
experiments aimed at using hypnosis as a' means of
increasing powers of concentration and learning ability.

Patients who come to Mr. Schrader have real human
dilemmas, and , they see their hypnotherapist as more of a
doctor. Their relationships with their therapist become
tender and sensitive as they undergo hypnotic counseling
with a pioneer in the field of psychotherapy.

Bevond Colncldence, By Dr. Alex Tanous. Doubleday,
1976. $7.95; This is a fascinating book that will make even
the most hardened skeptics question their narrow view of
the mind’s power.

Alex Tanous takes the reader through his prophetic
childhood—before he could even read, Mr. Tanous could
reveal the contents of a record album simply by touching
the edge.

Hls present status as the man who proved the existence
of the soul Is a claim he mentions modestly and which
refers to his work with the American Society for Psychical
Research. Under rigorous scientific controls, Tanous has
left his body, projected himself into another locked room,
moved an object in that room, and then re-merged with his
body. Rarely has psychic ability been used in so many
ways, and in this autobiography subtitled, ‘‘One man’s
experiences with Psychic Phenomena’’, Tanous presents
all his psychic feats. All confirmed with documentary
evidence, firsthand corroboration, and scientific verifica-
tion. Beyond Coincidence is indeed a book skeptics should
avoid if they wish to remain skeptical.

Witcheraft and the Mysterles, by Lauran Paine.
Taplinger, $8.50; Based on extensive study of the
practices and rituals of witchcraft in several countries
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BY MARY GOLDSTEIN

throughout history, Lauran Pain offers a spellbinding (no
pun intended) book which describes witchcraft’s most
exotic rituals. The work documents witches’ successes
in curing desires, punishing enemies through incantations
and sexually arousing persons with crushed gandergoose
root. .

Lauran Pain is the author of Sex In Witcheraft and
Witches In Fact and Fantasy. In his new book he calls for a
re-assessment of 20th Centrury rationalism and its denial
of the existence of witches. Witches have been with us
throughout history, and with thoroughly documented
evidence plus a lifetime of personal experience with them,
he presents a serious challenge to those who seek to glibly
explain away the occult and supernatural.

The Relncarnation of John Wilkes Booth, by Dell Leonardi,
The Devin-Adair Company, $6.95; Many aspects of
LincoIn’s assassination remain a mystery, and because of
this, Dell Leonardi, a Kansas City hynotist, became
fascinated when one of her students while in a hypnotic
trance, revealed that he was the reincarnation of John
Wilkes Booth—Lincoln's assassin. The subject knew
details of the assassination plot and its aftermath that only
a participant could have known, Including the names of the
other conspirators.

In this case study of hypnotic regression, the author
presents a condensation of over seventy hours of
tape-recorded material spoken by the subject. Only when
the hypnotist conducted an investigation of some minor
details involved did she believe her subject and his
entranced identity. With this. book, the case for
reincarnation and therefore the Immortality of man, grows
even stronger.

Beyond Culture. by Edward T. Hall, Anchor Press, N.Y.
$7.95; Man’s search for self is taken one step further by
Edward Hall. In a work that explores another aspect of
McLuhan’s ‘“global village’’ Hall urges mankind to stop
blaming itself for society’s failures and to look beyond
ethno-centrism to find ways to extend himself and enjoy
his cosmic connection.

Following his other books, The Silent Language and The
Hidden Dimenslon, this work lllustrates the lessons
mankind can learn from the world around him—lessons
that give hope for the"future, rather than the gloom so
many perceive. Erich Fromm has called this book “a
courageous and stimulating endeavor...of great signifi-

cance’’. Hall presents a fresh, exciting look at our fellow
humans, and the world we all inhabit.

Childhood’s End, by Arthur C. Clarke. Ballantine
Books, .75; In the only fiction work presented this month,
Arthur C. Clarke, author of 2001:A Space Odyssey, paints
apicture of Earth after the next evolutionary step. There is
a small group of writers who have used science fiction as a
vehicle for philosophical thought and Clark ranks among
those at the top of the list.

This book tells of a world made perfect by man’s
continued search for his place in the universe. He has
transformed society and race, only to find tragedy in
such perfection. Arthur Clark has been awarded the
Franklin Institute Gold Medal for having originated the
communications satellites. Other recipients have been the
inventors of the transistor, the maser, and the laser.

JEAN DIXON: The Witness, by Denis Brian, Doubleday,
$.95; This book contains accounts by people who have
witnessed Jean Dixon’s most famous predictions. Included
among these is the story told by the wife of the head of
Mission Operations of an Apollo spacecraft; she learned
about the deaths of the three astronauts from Jean Dixon
six weeks before the tragedy occurred.

Among others who have contributed to this narrative are

_ several journalists, a congressman, and some close friends

of the Kennedy family (to whom Jean foretold the
assassinations of both JFK and RFK, in her desperate
attempts to save the two brothers).

A White House official and a Roosevelt family member
verify Mrs. Dixon's claim that she met with FDR to warn
him that his death was imminent, so that he might act to
avoid it.

The Black Magic Omnibus, edited by Peter Haining,
Taplinger, $10.95; Combining both, fact and fictional
stories based on established facts, this huge and
entertaining anthology of 29 stories is an examination of
black magic, its elements and some of the people who have
played a big part in its history. There are contributions by
some of today’s most acclaimed writers—Jorge Luis
Borges, Fritz Leiber, Ursula LeGuin, Robert. Graves,
Roger Zelazny, and Shirley Jackson. The reader will
discover it is possible to see even the deepest-rooted
superstition and the most intangible legend in" quite a

Many strange happenings are connected with UFO
sightings and the following is one story:

An interesting and different type of UFO was sighted
recently—one that looked like a **big bird"’.

The Texas Park and Wildlife Commission feels that it
might be some sort of rare species.

*“unidentified object’’ because it does not fall into any
known category. Because there is speculation that the
“thing’’ may be an endangered species of bird, it is
protected by state and federal laws which prohibit anyone
from hunting or harming the bird.

If the bird is as large as the reports of people who've
seen it, then is seems unlikely that it can be harmed.

The *‘big bird’’ story received the most attention in
Texas, though it was also reported in most of the
newspapers throughout the country. Being a Texan, | had
to smile when one of the local news commentators
suggested that perhaps the people in the area who saw it
had a little too much tequila.

The strange bird was first sighted in El Paso by Michael
Fergusson and Eliot Williams. Williams reported: ‘‘I
thought it was an angel. We were driving south on
Gateway, and it was raining. The wind was blowing so that
it shook the car, when suddenly, we saw what looked like
an angel. It was a big white bird and It was coming to land!
| stopped at the light on Transmountain-road and looked at
my friend.| couldn’t see how any bird could fly In that
weather.’’ Williams continued, *‘It crossed in front of the
car, flying as if the weather was perfect. The bird’s head

was as big as a human head and the wingspan appeared to
be the same as that of the bird spotted in the lower Rio
Grande Valley, about 15 feet.”’

Another, or perhaps the same big bird, was spotted in El
Paso by Gary Martinez. Gary was in the back yard one
evening'when he heard the tree leaves begin to rustle. He
turned to see the bird coming toward him. It looked as
though it would land. Gary himself fell to the ground. He
could feel the air moving as the bird flew over him. When
he lifted his head to look up, he saw the huge wings
beating slowly and the bird flying higher. *‘It was white,"*
he said, ‘‘and really big.”’

A report of two sightings of a large bird with a
monkey-like face and a long beak came from the
Brownsville, Texas area.

Another report from Laredo, Texas mentioned a big bird
who frightened Auturo Rodriguez and his nephew Ricardo,
while they were fishing on a river bank on the
U.S.-Mexican border. They first heard a rustling noise,
like dry leaves, and when they looked up, they saw a huge
grey bird gliding over the river at about 50 feet. They
estimated that the bird had a wingspan of 15 to 20 feet
and that its body was about five feet long. It remained in
that area for several hours and was seen by other ‘‘bird
watchers’’.

A Raymondville, Texas, man reported that he was
attacked by a huge bird as he was standing in the back
yard of his home. Others in the area had reported seeing a
large, bird-like creature with a wing spread of 15 to 20
feet, large eyes, a bat-like face and black in color.

From Eagle Pass, Texas, came a similar report of a
‘““man-sized bat creature’’ who attacked Francisco
Magallanez. The doctor who treated Magallanez said, ‘‘he
had two scratches, eight to twelve centimeters long on the
back portion of each shoulder.”’ Dr. Arturo Batres said,
““They are very peculiar wounds."’

During the time of these ‘‘bird’’ sightings, other flying
object reports were being received in numbers. Objects
were sighted in Clovis, New Mexico, where ‘‘a flock of
hot-dog shaped objects’’ were seen in the southeastern
skies. Police reported that they were swamped with-calls
from worried residents. _ ;

At least four sightings were reported in Odessa, Texas
in the same day, and UFOs were reported in El Paso and
the surrounding areas. The wide expanse of desert in this
area seems to be a ‘‘happy hunting ground’’ for UFOs,
strange lights, big birds and other-unknown things.

Sister Jessica, painter, poet,
violinist, composer, psychic and
minister of the Foundation Church
in New York, first discovered her
artistic talent growing up on a
farm in Blencoe,-Iowa.

Later, having designed and cre-
ated everything from dresses to
jewelry to puppets, she ran her
own highly successful design busi-
ness in New Orleans. At that point
in her life she met The
Foundation Church and began to
realize that she had not only a
natural artistic talent, but also a
very remarkable psychic gift. She
expresses this gift through her
painting, and has invented an
entirely new kind of portraiture
which she calls Psychic Portraits.
These portraits show not only
what the person looks like, but
also act as visual representatiens
of their psychic emanations.

She is sensitive to the various
aspects of a person’s personality
and these often reveal themselves
as images such as birds, oceans,

rivers, trees, tigers —images which
show how the basic characteristics
of the person interact with each
other and what they mean. Clair-
audient, she hears and writes
down the voices of the images as
they speak to her, sometimes
seriously, sometimes in jest, de-
pending on their nature.

Some people, while their psychic
portrait is in progress, experience
the sense of being emotionally
healed. They discover long-in-
grained patterns of behavior melt
away even before they see the
finished portrait. One of her most
recent psychic portraits is of
President Gerald Ford.

Sister Jessica takes her success
in her stride, expressing a deep-
felt wish to use her talent to bring
people closer to God.

BOND: Having been a psychic
researcher for many years, I have
finally come across something
which I feel is a very unique talent
and the only thing I have found
like it in the world today. Someone

who does psychic portraits—for
healing.

Sister Jessica, how long have you
been painting?
JESSICA:Well, I have been draw-
ing since I was very young and
I've been painting psychic por-
traits for about a year now.
BOND: Let’'s go back to your
childhood. In your early days did
you ever think that you were a
little bit different from the rest of
the people? Did you have any
images or psychic manifestations?
JESSICA: Well, I always used my
imagination a lot. I was raised on
a farm and I spent much time by
myself imagining things. I re-
member playing in snow drifts
pretending I was in Antarctica or
the South Pole or on Mount
Everest. I think when I was young
I developed quite an inner sight
through using my imagination.
Also, part of it is being raised in
the country. There is not the
amount of distraction and interfer-
ence one gets in the city. We
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become sensitive to things like
smelling the weather. It’s all a
part of farming. You have to be
tuned in to nature and to the
elements because that’s what you
are really gambling with.

BOND: What gave you the idea to
conceive these particular psychic
portraits ?

JESSICA:When I would sit down
with paper, I would draw what
came into my head.Every once in
a while, I would draw something
that would look extra-ordinarily
like another person. I wouldn’t
have intended to draw them or
maybe I hadn't even met them
yet. It would just come out on the
paper and I never actually thought
of it as anything unusual. Some-
times, the images weren’'t what
the person looked like, but images
of what their character or person-
ality looked like. It was at the
psychic workshop at The Founda-
tion Church that I found myself
being clairaudient in terms of
being able to hear what the

images had to say for themselves.

If the image around the person
was a.bird, I would ask the bird
what it felt, what was going on
with it and I would hear the
answer in my mind’s ear. When I
paint I go into a mild trance and
do very much the same thing as I
do in psychic readings. I make
contact with each image and I ask
it what it is about and write down
what I hear, which is generally
very poetic. Some of them are
very interesting. Some of them
are very funny. Some of them
have a childlike feeling to them.
They have their own kind of
personality.They also carry part of
the emotional charge which comes
across more subtly within the
person’s personality.

BOND: When someone comes to
you for a psychic portrait, what is
the first thing that happens? What
is the first thing that you do?
JESSICA: I hold their hand and
give them a psychometry; that is,
I hold an object or hold the

hand of a person and pick up
vibrations and emanations from
them.

BOND: These images, what are
they?

JESSICA: I generally work with
three primary images plus the
person’s face. This is what goes
into the portrait. The first image is
the one that is closest to the
outer, the one perceived by
people around them. The second
image is a little farther in. The
third image I very much relate to
the person’s God link. It’s the
aspect of the person that is most
in touch with God, or anyway, has
the potential of being in touch
with God.

BOND: Could this also be consid-
ered the pathway of the individual
or the direction in which he is
going at the present time in his
growth?

JESSICA: That’s more indicated
by how the images relate to each
other. It’s like the elements that a
person has to work with. People

This first aspect of your
portrait expresses the tra-
ditional side of your personal-
ity. You value the qualities of
honesty and forthrightness
very highly, and possess these
qualities yourself. You feel
dissapointed by the lack of
these values around you and
also by the mistrust and
suspicion that meets anything
honestly presented.

Here also lies your self- ¥
righteousness, which creates g
some of the most awkward
situations for you.

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Since the dawn of time stories have been told
in darkened whispers — of the dead who
refuse to stay buried.

Primitive man’s myth and
legends represent his attempts to
impose order on the universe and
to preserve his own -history and
that of his species. Astime passed
and man progressed, the majority
of these legends have lost their
relevance.

However, there is one legend in
particular that continues to cap-
ture the imagination of modern
man. It is the legend of the
vampire, the living dead, the
belief in the actual physical
~ survival of certain individuals and
their ability to escape the confines
of the grave, a legend preserved
principally by renditions of Bram
Stoker’s famous novel, ‘‘Dracula’’
Since its 1897 publication the
novel has sold more than 6 million
copies and has been adapted for
some 600 movie and TV scripts.
Most recently interest in the book
has been revived by the work of
two Boston College historians,
Raymond McNally and Radu
Florescu, who say that the
character of Count Dracula may
have been based on the life of
Prince Vlad, a fifteenth century
ruler of Wallachia and sections of
Transylvania, who did at least on
one occasion refer to himself as
Dracula, Son of the Devil.

That the blood-thirsty tyrant
Vlad the Impaler lived cannot be
denied. That he is attributed with
the deaths of some 100,000
people, usually by impaling them
on stakes and sticking them up in
the grounds around his castle so
that he could watch their death
agonies, is fact. There are even

some reports indicating that his
grave at Snargov, when excavated
in 1931, was quite empty.

Those reports, though neither
conclusively linking Vlad with the
Stoker novel nor intimating that
he was a vampire, are neverthe-
less reviving interest in the
vampire legend and bringing an
influx of tourists to Romania.
They are greeted at Bucharest
airport with garlic wreaths before
beginning ' their journey to the
Borga Pass, the setting of
Dracula’s castle in the Stoker
novel. At Bistritsa the Romanian
government is putting up a real
Golden Crown Hotel, complete
with rustic furniture and stuffed
bats, and at the Castle of
Targoviste, theimpalement atmos-
phere has been recreated espe-
cially for the tourists.

That the Stoker novel and the
latest reports on its villain are our
chief links to the vampire legend
is evidenced not only by the tide of
tourists flowing into Romania but
by the fact that little or no interest
has been shown in the sites of the
actual vampire reports that came
out of eighteenth-century Europe.
Reports that led Rossear to
conclude: ‘“‘If there ever was a
warranted and proven history, it is
that of vampires; nothing is
lacking, official reports, testimo-
nials of persons of standing, of
surgeons, of clergymen, of judges;
the judicial evidence is all-em-
bracing.’’

Reports like this one from the
Austria-Hungary frontier of 1720:

Joachim Hubner, a soldier
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Vampirism in Central Europe/continued

billeted with a local farmer and his
son reported that while they were
having supper one evening a
strange man walked in from the
night and .sat at the table with
them. Hubner says that he noted
fear in the faces of the farmer and
his son but said nothing. He
recalled that the stranger reached
over and touched the farmer’s
shoulder before again going into
the darkness. Next morning the
farmer was dead. It was the son
who explained that the old man, a
vampire, had been his grand-
father, now dead some ten years.
The story spread quickly through
the countryside and through the
ranks of the troops stationed in
the area. In order to put an end to
the spreading rumors, the Colonel
of the regiment, Count de
Caderas, ordered a full investiga-
tion.

Sworn depostions were taken
from all involved. The old man’s
body was exhumed and found
fresh, as though just buried. A
physician opened a vein; fresh
blood gushed from the wound.
The vampire was destroyed.

Immediately, the villagers
stepped forward saying that this
was not the only vampire of the
village, that others had been seen
roaming the streets at night, one
of them a man who had been dead
some thirty years and who had on
several occasions attempted to
‘‘bite the necks’’ of his family. In
all, four other graves were opened
and in each of them the
investigators found bodies perfect-
ly preserved and fresh. Even the
gentleman who had been dead for
thirty years looked as though he
had just been laid out, and his
viens, like those of the others,
were filled with fresh blood.

By now Emperor Charles VI had
heard the stories and sent out his
own commission composed of law
enforcement officials, physicians
and scholars to investigate. Their
report verified the findings of the
Colonel’s team, that the bodies
had been ‘‘unmistakably in the
vampire condition.”’
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In _Medreiga on the Turco-Ser-
bian border, the case of Arnold
Paul came to the attention of the
authorities. Again a thorough
investigation was ordered. Paul, it
seems had complained of being
continually harrassed by a Turkish
vampire and was killed when a
hay wagon overturned on him,
before he could eat some earth
from a vampire’s grave (supposed-
ly the only way he could hope to
escape the fate of himself
becoming a vampire). Shortly
after his death, villagers began to
complain that Paul was wandering
the streets at night and creating
terror in the small village. Forty
days after burial Paul’s body was
disinterred and found covered
with fresh blood. As the stake
pierced his heart, witnesses
stated that he shrieked horribly.

In Blow, Bohemia, eye-witness-
es testified that a vampire
disinterred there not only
screamed on his way to the pyre
that had been prepared for him
but was actually seen to move his
arms and legs as well.

And while there were those who
very strongly investigated the
cases and attested to their
authenticity, there were others
who offered alternative explana-
tions. Don Calmet called the
entire matter an example of
‘‘Epidemic Fanaticism,’’ stating
that cadavers could remain fresh
indefinitely and their blood fluid,
when buried in soil that contained
just the right substances. As for
the screams of the supposed
vampires, he noted that they were
simply the result of air being
forced through the vocal chords
by the pressure of the astake
against the body. Still other cases
he attributed to instances of
premature burial.

Pierre de Larrain used a similar
approach in explaining the phe-
nomena. It was his opinion that
salt, head and motion were
responsible for the vampire-like
condition of the bodies.

The controversy was never
resolved. It simply died away with

the coming age of science and the
general use of embalming tech-
niques. Soon little remained of a
legend that had been part and
parcel of man’s existence for
untold centuries, a legend no
doubt spawned by early man’s
lack of understanding of the
nature and functions of the human
body. For instance, it is not hard
to imagine primitive man leaving
for dead those of his party who
were knoc¢ked unconscious, tem-
porarily stunned or who fell by the
wayside overcome by heat or
exhaustion, only to have them
turn up later, seemingly returned
from the dead. It may have even
been instances such as these that
led to the burying or burning of
the dead. For in his efforts to
prevent their return, primitive
man not only buried his dead deep
in the earth but sent to the nether
world with them their favorite
possessions, food, weapons, jew-
els, sometimes even wives and
slaves. At times the living moved
on, leaving to the dead the house
in which they had lived or made a
hole in the wall through which
they carried the body and then
took it rapidly around the house
three times so that it would forget
the entrance and never return to
threaten those who remained.

The fact that the vampire
legend was associated with the
plagues that occasionally swept
the countryside indicates that the
legend was probably used as
a means of insuring proper dispo-
sal of dead bodies, as is evidenced
in the ancient Babylonian belief
that the dead, if not properly
buried, would return to torment
the living. If not buried at all, the
dead were believed to prowl about
the gutters in search of food and
to afflict entire cities with plague.
A similar belief in ancient Greece
held that the body not properly
buried or burned wandered rest-
lessly about the world bringing
disease or disaster.

The vampire legend served as
an underpinning of other social
mores as well, so that those who

CHICAGO GHOST TOUR

The streets of Chicago are filled
with ghosts, and Richard C.
Crowe, an enterprising young
Chicagoan, has enlisted their aid
to present a unique and entertain-
ing tour.

Crowe, a writer, lecturer and
investigator of psychic pheno-
mena is the originator and guide
of a five hour ‘‘Ghost Tour’’
Although not guaranteed in the
price, Chicago’s unpredictable
ghosts sometimes add a bit of
atmosphere to the sight, scent and
sound. -

‘“‘One of the earlier tours I
conducted,’”’ Crowe recalls, ‘‘re-
sulted in a number of* persons on
the tour detecting the scent of
flowers at the grave site of Mary
Alice Quinn, Chicago’s ‘‘Miracle
Child.’”’ Flowers and flower scents
are not unusual in a cemetery,
Crowe admits, ‘‘but it was De-
cember and no flowers or natural
source of the odor could be
found that time of year.’’

Floral scents were widely associ-
ated with Mary Alice both before
and after her death. Mary Alice
was a blue baby born in 1921.
Because of her affliction, the child
was denied most normal youthful
activities and became studious
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and devout. She spent hours at
prayer. She often said that she
wanted to be like St. Therese, the
Little Flower, who is credited with
many miraculous cures. After
Mary Alice died at the age of 14,
persons who had known her said
they had ‘‘seen’’ the child. Heal-
ings were claimed and the odor of
flowers always present. She has
not been sainted, but the Church
has started investigating the cures
credited to Chicago’s ‘‘Miracle
Child.’’ The evidence is amazing,
according to Crowe, ‘‘and even
the soil from her grave has been
credited with cures. Some on my
tour say that they have seen a
shadowy figure by the grave.’’
On December 8th, 1974 tour,
a woman from Streamwood, Ill.,
took a handful of dirt from around
the grave. After returning to the
bus, she placed the soil in an
envelope and according to those
who saw it, the residue left on her
hand formed the face of a young
girl which matched Crowe’s de-
scription of Mary Alice. On a tour
in June, 1975, another woman
picked up some of the soil and
immediately dropped it. ‘‘It’s
almost hot,’”” she reported to
those standing around. Even the

soil carries a sweet flower-like
scent according to many who carry
it home.

Not all of the sites visited on the
Ghost Tour have such a gentle
reputation. The St. Valentine’s
Day Massacre site is a favorite of
many on the tour because most
people have heard stories of the
Capone era in Chicago. Violence
often is associated with psychic
manifestations, Crowe says, and
few instances could better qualify
as violent. The massacre was the
result of a power struggle be-
tween Al Capone’s empire and the
Bugs Moran gang, according to
history.

‘““The date was February 14,
1929, St. Valentine’s Day and in a
garage which is located on the
now vacant lot to your right,”’
Crowe lectures, ‘‘seven members
of the Moran gang were meeting.
They were interrupted by four or
five men, several in police uni-
forms.’’ The story continues that
the seven Moran men were order-
ed up against a wall of the garage
where they were shot to death.
The murders were attributed to
the Capone organization.

The building was torn down in
1968 but, Crowe says, the violence

seems to prevail. ‘‘Sobbing and
moaning are heard coming from
where the wall stood,”’ he says,
‘‘and dogs refuse to cross the
area.”’ Stones from the wall once
were sold as souvenirs and some
of the buyers have been plagued
by bad luck, according to Crowe.
The site still frightens many by
the strange vibrations of evil
emanating from it, Crowe says.
Chicago’s churches have not
been left untouched by ghostly
phenomena as evidenced by The
Holy Family Church which has a
long-established history of para-
normal feats credited to the
psychic abilities of its founder, a
Jesuit missionary, Father Arnold
Damen. During the great Chicago
fire, it is said, the church and all
the homes of its parishioners were
saved through his prayers and
petitions although he was in New
York at the time. His all night vigil
and his promise to maintain seven
candles to Our Lady of Perpetual
Help is credited with causing
a sudden shift of wind which
saved the area by diverting the
fire. Another church was spared
through the prayers of its mem-
bers but the parishioners’ homes-
were not included in the prayers

the smell of flowers not only around

the grave site but, in the soil itself. Many
cures have been reported by persons who
have visited the grave or handled the soil.

and were destroyed, according to
Crowe.

A documented- visit to Father
Damen by spirits took place in the
1880’s. According to the story,
Father Damen answered his door
to discover two small boys dressed
as altar boys. They asked him to
accompany them to a small cot-
tage some distance from the
church where he found an old
woman dying. He administered
last rites. The boys left and were
never seen again. The old woman
explained that they were her sons
who had been altar boys at Holy
Family Church. They_both had
died in a boating accident 20 years
before.

St. Rita’s Church has both visible
and invisible ghosts. The six
visible ones dressed in monk’s
garb were seen on All Soul’s Day
in 1960. Witnesses also reported
an unseen spirit which played the
organ and a voice which pleaded,
‘‘Pray for me.’’ At the same time,
when terrified worshippers tried
to flee the church, all of the doors
were suddenly closed and could
not be forced open. ‘‘A frighten-
ing experience,”” Crowe com-
ments, but as he points out ‘‘true
and documented.”

The tour began as a one-time
only tour, Crowe explains. ‘‘It was
a joint effort with De Paul
University in October, 1973. “It.
was an immediate success, how-
ever,”’ Crowe says and he now
conducts two tours weekly, on
Saturday and Sunday. Crowe,
who is an historical researcher for
the city of Chicago, claims no
psychic power of his own, ‘‘un-
less you could call it my weird
ability to come up with a one-in-a-
million coincidence whereby I un-
cover people or material that
allows me to piece together part of
this cosmic jigsaw.’’

Bachelors Woods Cemetery is
the most gruesome of the sites
visited by the Chicago Ghost
Tour. Many stories are told about
the desolate, forbidding place
which is filled with overturned
and desecrated tombstones and
high weeds. The stories include a
mysterious blue light, a now-you-
see-it,now-you-don’t house, and
an indiscriminate sniper who
leaves cartridge casings behind,
although no one has seen the
sniper who shoots the gun.

The most interesting story about
the long-unused burial grounds is
about a young couple who chose
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the site for a necking session.
During the course of the evening,
the young man left the car for
some reason cautioning the girl to
lock the doors and not unlock
them until he returned. Then, a
police officer rapped on the win-
dow and she was told to get out
and walk away from the vehicle
without looking back. Like Lot’s
wife of Biblical fame, the girl
couldn’t resist looking back and to
her horror, she saw her boyfriend
hanging from a tree, head down
over the car with his throat cut. A
mysterious scraping that she later
reported hearing came from his
hands scraping the top of the car.

Those who tell the story swear to
its truth; others who hear it and
retell it, don’t comment. Like all
stories of this kind, various ver-
sions are heard throughout the
United States, but Bachelors
Woods Cemetery seems to be
closest to the truth.

On the June 29, 1975 tour, noted
psychic and mentalist, Patrick
Ray, reported a strange sensation
when he passed a tree on the way
to the cemetery. Although Crowe
had not told the group the location
of the tree in his introductory
lecture, all assumed that the tree
was in the cemetery itself. How-
ever, Crowe identified the tree
that Ray pointed out as the one
from which the boy hung. It was
located along the long drive which
led to the cemetery area. It was
difficult to see how it could have
been done in the way described —
the boy hung down with his hands
touching the cartop—until Crowe
explained that the limb on which
he had hung had been severed a
few years ago. Subsequent visits
to the site by Patrick Ray elicited
the same response from him, and
he feels the area is definitely a
place where strange things have
happened and he insists, will
again—soon.

A disappearing house has been
reported by a number of area
residents who saw the house one
evening and vowed to return in
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daylight to explore what appeared
to be an abandoned, old, rambling
structure. When they returned,
however, there was no trace of the

house, if it had indeed been there

originally.

One of the Ghost Tour members,
in 1974, had the experience of
‘‘touching’’ the blue light that has
been reported as flitting in and
out of the tombstones. ‘It’s

cold,”’ she squealed as she tried to
put her hands around it. There
was nothing to touch.

A sniper, while thought to be a
person rather than a spirit, has
added his own macabre touch to
the endless stories about the
‘“‘haunted’’ cemetery. Persons
who have visited the site have
reported being shot at but no one
is seen. Later, casings from a rifle
were found very close within sight
of the shooting targets. ‘‘No one
from my tour,’’Crowe says, ‘‘has
been shot at.”’

Sites on the tour are as varied as
the reputation of the ghosts. For
instance, Lake Michigan, accord-
ing to Crowe, has it’s Devil's
Triangle, in which ships and
planes have disappeared without
trace. In 1971, a World War 1
biplane crashed into the lake in
front of scores of persons just off

shore from the Lake Point Towers.
No wreckage or body was ever
found.

Crowebelieves that psychic hap-
penings are more common than
most persons suspect. He believes
that ‘‘the really psychic people are
ordinary working folk who don’t
write scholarly articles or even
talk to anyone outside of an
immediate circle of friends and
relatives about what happens.”’

Much of what happens in a
psychic sense, he says, ‘‘becomes
folklore or legend, which is where
I usually pick things up and trace
them back to their origins. In this
manner, I discovered ‘Resurrec-
tion Mary’ and a number of other
fascinating tales.’’

Stories of hitch-hiking ghosts are
not uncommon, but Resurrection
Mary is one of the most interest-
ing. Mary was a beautiful young
blonde who loved to dance. Each
week she would hitchhike along
Chicago’s Archer Avenue on her
way to the ballroom. One night,
however, she didn’t return home.
She’d been injured in a car
accident. As she lay dying, she
requested to be buried in her
white dancing dress. Soon there
were reports of a lovely young girl
in white seen hitch-hiking along
the same route. Motorists who
picked her up, however, were in
for a shock. The girl would give
her home address but as the car
neared her home, Mary vanished.
Resurrection Mary has never
made it home from that last dance
but apparently she keeps trying.

Neither churches, cemeteries,
highways nor Lake Michigan’s
vast shoreline appear to be free
from Chicago’s capricious spirits.
‘““There are many more such
happenings, says Crowe ‘‘and I
hope to begin another tour based
on new areas of the paranormal.”’

Despite the popularity of the
‘‘Chicago Ghost Tour,’’ energetic
Crowe is not content to sit back
and rest his laurels. Besides
conducting the tour, he is director
of the Chicago Fortean Society

The identical reproduction of a
human being, every vein and
artery intact, every nerve ending
and tissue pulsating with life, was
the idea originally conceived by
authoress Mary Wollenstonecratt
Shelley in 1830 when she first sat
down to write her famous classic,
Frankenstein.

Science has indeed come a long
way since her death in 1851, but
her original concept—manufac-
turing a real live human being—
has not passed away with her. In
time, perhaps in the not-too-dis-
tant future, many of today’s
genetic scientists maintain that
the idea behind Mary Shelly’s
only published novel may soon
become a reality.

Foremost in the eyes of modern
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
