The article by Ronald Edwards
(‘““Where did they Go’’) —March
issue— not only intrigued me, but
brought back into rather sharp
focus some of my own similar
experiences.

It’s true what the writers say
about the ‘‘heart going up to the
throat’’ and the ‘‘hair standing on
end’’. I felt all the sensations, and
then some.

In an honest, modern fashion
this book gives you this know-
ledge.

And above all you will be the
owner of a unique work which will
tell you everything about your
own future.

or fairies danced or dragons
stalked the forests, the places too
where oracles have spoken and
druid priests chanted, the places
of magic wells and sacred oaks, of
megaliths and mysterious phallic
monuments. A voyage through
these places of power—Delphi,
Malta, Granada, Stonehenge,

Chartres, and dozens more—is an
examination of the many ways
that human beings have sought to
explain and to master their world.

How Authentic Are Space Communica-
tions?

“For those of you of the planet Earth
who are presently dwelling in coastal
areas, we would advise you to remove
entirely from those areas. We repeat...
for those of you residing in coastal areas
we strongly urge that you remove
entirely from those areas. There are to
be following changes in the coastal
areas of your planet...”’

The name, ‘‘Korton,’”” was very
familiar to me. He had issued this
particular communique and mentioned
that the warning had been issued based
upon the observations of our planet over
a three month period during the
summer of 1976.

| am sure that most of you are
familiar with the havoc wrought to
various coastal areas, in different parts
of the world, by natural disaster, during
the summer months of 1976; devestat-
ing earthquakes, volcanic rumblings,
volatile spills from tankers that necessi-
tated evacuations, hurricanes, tidal
waves, unknown killer diseases — the
list of disasters, and the death toll, is
long.

How authentic are these space com-
munications, and how much does the
public really know about them? Is the
majority of the public even aware of
them? Does the public want to know
more about them? Although only a
small part of the story can be recounted
here, | can assure you that what you are
about to read will be of no small
importance.

Most ofthe following information was
discussed by Richard Miller during a
lecture with the Spiritual Frontiers
Fellowship Group on January 20, 1974.
Mr. Miller is considered an authority on
UFO and space communications. He
was an observer of the well-publicized
*“*Mantell incident,”’ was involved in the

investigations concerning Project Blue
Book and has been a professional
electronic engineer. Over the period of
the last two decades, he has tried to
communicate with UFOs by a short
wave radio and infra-red beam appara-
tus. In 1954 his efforts resulted in a
direct physical encounter with a UFO.
As a result of that, and many other
experiences, Richard Miller is well
versed in all phases of the UFO and
space communications story, and has
been able to talk with nearly every
individual connected with the UFO
enigma. They have shared notes,
experiences and investigations.

*“‘One of the things that is unfortunate
about the entire UFO story,”’ says
Miller, “‘is the degree of secrecy and
cover-up that has taken place to
suppress information regarding these
visitors from space. Since | am no
longer affiliated, in any official capacity
with the government, | can speak quite
freely. | am not telling you anything
which is still under the Official Secrets
Act, but | can tell you this: Not only
have the world’s governments been
communicated with, personally, but this
communication, for the past seven
years, has been going on 24 hours a
day, seven days a week, month after
month and year after year.’’

We and others, throughout the
Universe, have been listening to intelli-
gent broadcasts from space over the
period of the last seven years. These
galactic broadcasts are going on contin-
uously in order to capture the attention
of emerging civilizations throughout
space. You may have heard of this, in a
guarded way, during our attempts to
bounce radar signals off the Moon and
various planets. However, that was
actually the official way of answering
those messages received. The signals
are coming from two known locations in
space; from the star Gamma Aries, and
from the Andromeda Galaxy. The
intelligent signals are being received in
various forms; through mathematical
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symbols, in a pulse information code,
and musically.

This is not the only information that
the governments have chosen not to
reveal. We have already spent millons
of dollars on probes to Venus as well as
to Mars. But what has the public
learned? What do they choose to tell us
and what do they choose to withhold?

It seems that the general public is not
aware of the fact that conversation can
be censored out of transmissions be-
tween ground control and our astro-
nauts by a delayed tape method. This
allows a time lapse of several minutes
between ground control and the broad-
cast into our homes. We are not getting
all that we think we are getting.

Richard Miller tells an interesting
story about Mars in his lecture. He says
that the two ‘‘moons’’ of Mars, Phobos
and Diemos, do not behave according to
the laws of planetary motion. Both of
them orbit at a much closer distance
than they should, under 5000 miles from
the surface of their parent planet. The
speed of their orbits, moreover, is
greater that three times that of Mars’
orbital speed. Natural moons do not
travel three times faster than their
parent planet. _

These orbiting moons are both arti-
ficial satellites. They are hollow and
metallic. They are made either of
aluminum or magnesium, both complex,
unnatural metals which must be highly
processed to be used. These moons
were placed in orbit around the planet
Mars over 3000 years ago by highly
intelligent beings. This has been con-
firmed by space authorities, by mem-
bers of NASA, and by several of the
world’s leading astronomers. What is
more, they were given this information,
initially, by our friends from space. For
those of you who wish names and more
detailed information | refer you to the
taped lecture entitled *‘Earthman Come

Home,”” given by Richard Miller at’

Asbury Methodist, January 20, 1975,
Spiritual Frontiers Fellowship.

Space communications have revealed
that there are two undiscovered plane-
toids beyond the orbit of Pluto that
belong to our solar system. Scientists
have thought for years that one exists
but have never found it. It is said, also,
that two artificial satellites are in orbit
around our Earth, that they are “‘infor-
mation’’ satellites and are a repository
for past knowledge.

Space communications have also
supplied us with a timetable of events
concerning the Earth’s immediate fu-
ture. This timetable has not been
released by the authorities. The events
start in 1975 and continue until the year
2010.

According to Miller, many changes
are in order, changes that will effect the
molecular and atomic structure in all
matter and also changes in other kinds
of matter not observable by our senses.
The messages state that natural vio-
lence will continue to increase and will
result in a critical ecological imbalance
caused by the ignorance of science and
commerce. Food shortages will ‘occur
because of the shutting off of foreign
imports to many areas of the world.
Overpopulation will not be a problem of
the future because of cataclysmic
destruction wrought by the forces of

nature. There will be profound changes
in the world’s governmental structures.
New species of plant and vegetable life
will appear.

These space communications began
nearly 25 years ago, and many of them
have withstood the test of time.

One day soon, hopefully, the world’s
people will know all the facts. Man’s
freedom and free will can only progress
in relation to his knowledge and jhis
wisdom. Suppress such knowledge and
the day will come when we find
ourselves face-to-face with those intelli-
gent agents who are now communicat-
ing to us. Panic will no doubt result.
Panic is bred and nourished through
ignorance and an uninformed public. OJ

DRAGONS
OF LEGEND

The legendary dragons are
most commonly described as be-
ing huge, bat-winged, fire-
breathing, scaly and barbed-tail
creatures. They were similar to
lizards and snakes. In fact, in
Greece, the word drakon, from
which our English word was
derived, was originally used for
any large serpent. The dragon of
mythology, whatever shape it
assumed, remained most like a
snake.

In general in the Near East,
where snakes are large and dead-
ly, the serpent or dragon was
symbolic of evil. Thus the Egypti-
an God Apepi, for example, was
the serpent of the world of
darkness. But although the an-
cient Greeks and Romans shared
some of the Near East ideas of the
serpents, they also considered the
dragons to be symbols of power,
and sharp-eyed dwellers of the
inner parts of the world.

Dragons were very common in
fantasy. On the whole, the dra-
gon’s evil reputation came out the
strongest in European culture. In
Christian art, for example, the

dragon became the symbol of sin
and paganism and was the unfor-
tunate target of saints and mar-
tyrs.

The dragon’s form varied from
the earliest times. The Chaldean
dragon Tiamat had four legs,
wings, and a scaly body, whereas
the Biblical dragon of Revelation,
‘‘the old serpent,’”’ - was many-
headed like the Greek Hydra.

Because dragons had both pro-
tective and fear-inspiring quali-
ties, they were used as war
emblems. In the Iliad, King
Agamemnon’s shield portrayed a
blue, three-headed snake, just as
Norse warriors in later times
painted dragons on their shields
and carved dragons’ heads on the
prows of their ships. In England,
prior to the Norman Conquest, the
dragon was chief among the royal
ensigns in war, having been put to
that use by Uther Pendragon,
father of King Arthur. In the 20th
century, the Dragon was officially
incorporated in the armorial bear-
ings of the Prince of Wales.

In the Roman Emperor Trajan’s
time, the dragon became the

| standard of the Roman Cohorts,

and under the Roman emperors
the purple dragon ensign was the
imperial ceremonial standard.

Despite its use as a terrifying
symbol of war, as an ecclesiastical
symbol, the dragon remained evil.
In its most frightful form it was
described by St. John in Revela-
tion 12:3:

‘‘Behold a great red dragon
with 7 heads and 10 horns, and 7
crowns upon his heads. His tail
drew a third part of the stars of
heaven, and did cast them down
to earth.”’

Its identity was revealed when
it was defeated:

‘‘And the great dragon was cast
out, that old serpent, called the
devil, and Satan, which deceiveth
the whole world...”’

Ancient folklore is full of stories
of heroes fighting dragons. They
include such well-known warriors
of legend as Hercules, Beowulf,
Siegfried, and Jason. These com-
bats were later taken over by
saints, and the combats at first
symbolized the destruction of
paganism. Later they were made
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W hat influenced the ancients to create fire breathing dragons such
as this one?. From the 4th century B.C.

into archetypal legends in which
heroes like St. George delivered
an entire populace from a dragon.

Wretched pagan monsters have
tended to reappear in times of
disaster. In 857 A.D., when some
people took refuge in St. Peter’s
Cathedral during a terrible storm
in Cologne, a fiery dragon in the
shape of a thunderbolt split the
building. In 1221, in England on
St. Luke’s Day, when a great
northeast wind blew down homes,
trees, and church steeples, the
people claimed to see fiery dra-
gons soaring through the skies.

Although the dragons were
considered for the most part evil
in Christian myth, they were at
times dualistic in nature. The
Persian tradition was even more
dualistic—an example is the story
of the victory over the handsome
white dragon with long, well-kept
nails. Dragons were connected
with the guarding of treasure, and
with the obtainment of strength
when one was vanquished.

The Gnostics never adopted the
dualistic point of view that pre-
vailed during the Christian Mid-

dle Ages. For them the dragon
remained the symbol of a ‘‘trans-
cendant cosmic force.”” In a
similar way, perpetual renewal is
symbolized by the serpent that
eats its own tail.

In the Far East the dragon
managed to retain much of its
prestige and was known as a
beneficent creature. The Chinese
dragon, known as lung, appears
as the national symbol and was
the badge of the royal family. The
Japanese dragon, known as tatsu,
is capable of changing size at will,
even to the point of becoming
invisible. Although gegarded as
powers of the air, both Chinese
and Japanese dragons are usually
wingless.

In China the dragon was a
symbol of power, of royalty, and
of water. There were four super-
natural, divinely-constituted, pro-
phetic beasts called Ling: the
unicorn, the phoenix, the tortoise,
and the dragon; and of these the
dragon was chief. As a blue
dragon, it symbolized the vital
spirit of water; as a yellow dragon
it turned darkness (yin) into light

(yang). It was also the symbol of
the spirit of change. The ancient
Chinese thought of an eclipse as a
dragon rising from the bowels of
the earth to swallow the source of
light and life. The dragon was
painted as a symbol of royalty on
the upper garment of the Chinese
emperor as far back as 2700 B.C.,
and in Japan it was the symbol of
the Mikado. Sometimes dragons
and tigers were depicted together,
the one representing the heavens,
the other earth; and together they
symbolized power.

One Chinese lore (written by
Han Yu), states that ‘‘clouds owe
their divine character to dragons;
dragons do not owe their divinity
to clouds. Yet the dragon apart
from the clouds would have no
means of giving form to his
divinity. If he loses the thing he is
dependent on, he is really without
resource. Strange! That what he
depends on should be something
he himself creates. The Book of
Changes says: ‘clouds emanate
from dragons.’ ’’

According to Chinese belief, the
species of dragon known as ‘lung

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has a camel’s head, a deer’s
horns, a rabbit’s eyes, a cow’s
ears, a snake’s neck, a frog’s
belly, a carp’s scales, a hawk’s
claws, and a tiger’'s palms.

For the early Chinese, the
dragon ruled over the abyss and
mounted six successive stages to
the summit of heaven. At first the
dragon remained hidden and then
appeared progressing higher in
the rice fields and finally mounted
into the sky.

Before going any further, I'd
like to clarify the term ‘‘dragon.’’
It has no zoological meaning, but
it has been applied in the Latin
generic name, Draco, to a number
of species of small lizards found in
the Indo-Malayan region. The
name is also popularly applied to
the giant moniter (lizard) dis-
covered on Komodo, an Indone-
sian island.

We have heard the background
of the dragon legends, and the
various ways in which people of
the past described them. Now it is
time to try to separate the myths
from the facts, if any facts do
indeed exist. I think the easiest
way to account for the dragon
myth is that it was either a
figment of our ancestors’ imagi-
nations or that they were truly
describing a creature that resem-
bled the dragon.

There are too many ancient
cultures with dragon legends to
say that it was all a myth. These
people were describing some-
thing, and chances are it was
something like a huge snake or
lizard. Even in this day and age,
we are discovering creatures we
didn’t know existed or that we
assumed had been extinct for
thousands of years. The so-called
Loch Ness monster is a good
example, as are the many ‘‘Big-
foot’’ creatures sighted in recent
years. Some of the dragon myths
go back thousands of years. Who
knows what creatures may have
existed back then? In recent years
cave paintings have been found
depicting animals that were be-
lieved to have been extinct hun-

dreds of thousands of years before
human beings first made their
appearance. Did these creatures
actually exist alongside human-
ity? How did our ancestors find
out about them?

There is a good possibility that
the ancients were describing some
other thing when they talked of
dragons—something that wasn'’t
an animal at all, but a machine. It
is very possible that they were
describing the craft of ancient
space travelers.

I believe the key to this idea lies
in the Chinese legends.

The Chinese dragon legends go
back thousands of years, and
unlike the European and Near
East beliefs, the Chinese did not
consider the dragon to be evil.
That was a much later innovation.

Also, both the Chinese and
Japanese legends very closely
associate the dragon with the
skies. And yet in their folklore,
dragons are most often described
as being wingless. UFOs are
certainly phenomena of the skies,
and unlike conventional aircraft,
they are usually wingless.

People in the Orient also talk
about the ability of the dragon to
become invisible. There have
been many UFO reports where
observers claimed that the UFOs
disappeared from sight at unbelie-
vable speeds. To someone thou-
sands of years ago, this would
certainly seem as though the craft
had just vanished or become
invisible.

Earlier in this article I talked
about the Chinese writer Han Yu
saying that ‘‘clouds emanate from
dragons.”’ Again the strong con-
nection between dragons and the
sky comes through, and the clouds
could easily refer to either smoke
or a screen of some sort.

Think about this too: The
Chinese culture was one of the
earliest and most advanced in
human history. It is very possible
that much of this knowledge was
handed down to them from visi-
tors from outer space—their
spacecraft being the fire-breath-

THE CBS-TV SNOW JOB'

HOW THE NETWORK TRIEDTO =
BURY THE REAL UFO STORY. s

Sometime ago, CBS had a news special with CBS news
correspondent Christopher Glenn and Carol Martin. The
nature of the show was to show that all UFO sightings could
be explained.

Presented here is the preliminary analysis of the above
named CBS News Special broadcast, which was aired
December 4, 1976 on KDKA-TV channel 2, Pittsburg, PA and
WTAJ-TV, channel 10, Altoona, Pa. '

Copies of this report have been distributed to all persons
and organizations interested In UF0Q research.

These are direct quotes from the CBS-TV Show, and
rebuttal remarks are by Robert Goerman.

Glenn: Wait! | see we have something from correspondent
Carol Martin in the field.

Martin: That’s right, Chris. This is Carol Martin out in Long
Island, N.Y., where an Unidentified Flying Object has just
passed overhead. Look at it! (Eerie sound effects and slow
motion footage of a ‘‘Frisbee’’ in flight).

Glenn: Well, it certainly looks like a flying saucer. Carol, what
do you supposed that is?

Martin: Wow! (acting surprised) Well, | guess it is a flying
saucer of sorts, but, most people would call it a...Frisbee.
Glenn: Come on back, Carol. Let’s take another (Carol Martin
suddenly appears in studio)...look.

Martin: Hi, Chris!

Glenn: You sure get around.

Martin: You have to when you’re tracking flying saucers.
Glenn: You know, it was a pilot named Kenneth Arnold who
saw something he couldn’t identify back in 1947. He said it

was round, and he called it a flying saucer. He was the first to
use that name.

Rebuttal: Arnold saw nine discs flying in formation, like, he
said, ‘‘A saucer skipping over water.”’ As a result of his
description, the newspaper headline writers coined the
phrase ‘‘Flying Saucer’’ which rapidly became the most
popular phrase to describe UFOs.

Martin: Well, we don’t know what pilot Arnold saw, but we
know that this is a Frisbee. Still, if you did not know that, and
you wanted to believe that this was something from outer
space, well, | bet you could convince a lot of people.
Rebuttal: The illogical nature of the above statement borders
on propaganda. This example is far worse than simple
misrepresentation of fact; it uses a background of authority to
establish biased opinion as fact.

Glenn: You know, a lot of UFO’s get reported that way.
Someone sees something and isn’t exactly sure what it is.
They call the police. There's a story in the papers. People
read the story, and they start to see UFQ’s. And pretty soon,
everybody sees one.

Rebuttal: The ‘‘experts’’ try to slough off UFO sightings by
claiming that a mass hysteria builds up after a few reports
have been published. Nothing could be farther from the truth.
There is no time lag, no build up of sightings. (Example:
January 1st, 1975 UFO sightings in Illinois, where at least
three, possibly more, similar, if not identical objects, were
observed and dutifully reported by individuals by as much as
200 miles apart).

Martin: And maybe all that it was, was something simple,
that any scientist could explain.

Glenn: That’s right! Now what do you suppose we'd do if we

opened our door tonight and looked out in the sky and saw
this? (Segway to visuals of Aurora Borealis)

Martin: Oh! (acting afraid and confused) | know what 1’d do.
I’d slam the door and run back inside. What is that, Chris?

Glenn; This is the Aurora Borealis, the Northern Light
They're seen often in Alaska and Canada's Northwestern
Territories, and they are beautiful.
Martin: Mmmm, they certainly are.

Glenn: But if you couldn’t identify this as the Northern
Lights, then seeing them in the sky could be very frightening.

Rebuttal: There has never been a single case in which a
UFO sighting has later been identified as aurora effects. The
least that CBS could do, if they truly wanted to be objective,
would be to stick to the known facts.

Martin: Now what'’s that, Chris? (Again acting confused)
Glenn: This is animated film of satellites, one of thousands of
man-made objects circling the Earth. (Close-up view of
satellite as seen from space with Earth in background).
Again, if you see it and don’t know what it is, it's a UFO. Until
someone, a scientist or a teacher, identifies it. And then it
becomes an IFO (ldentified Flying Object).

Martin: | see, and because so many people might see a
satellite and not know what it really is, they’'d report it as an
Unidentified Flying Object; get's in the paper or on TV. And
pretty soon people report this UFQ that’s not a UFO at all.
Rebuttal: The animated view of the satellite was factual
enough, but it gives people a deceitful view of exactly what a
satellite looks like from ground level. In reality, no actual
form is ever seen, just the star-like source of light. Satellites
travel a very steady course through the field of stars. They

never stop nor change direction as many UFQ'’s are reported
to do.

Glenn: That's right. There’s even aname for that. It’s called a
flap. A UFO flap. Most UFO sightings happen that way.
When everybody in the same area sees the same satellite or
meteor or the Northern Lights.

Rebuttal; According to CBS elite, the term ‘‘flap’’ is
apparently defined as a condition of spontaneous hysteria,
when known phenomena suddenly for no apparent reason
becomes ‘‘indentifiable.’”’ This is probably a take-off on the
original Air Force term, flap, which indicated a state of
general confusion. The actual meaning of the word
flap, now connotes periods of time, in which large numbers of
UFQ’s are reproted, regardless of geographic location or
general descriptions.

Glenn: Hey Carol, where are you off to?

Martin: Well Chris, you said weather balloon, and
here...it...is! They are big...and they get bigger as they rise
high into the sky, eighteen miles high in fact. And they carry
all kinds of equipment for measuring wind speed and
temperature...all to help us predict the weather. But here at
Fort Tauten, the National Weather-Service launches over 700
weather balloons each year...and as we watch one go up, we
can see how many people might think weather balloons are
flying saucers from outer space.

Glenn: If you didn’t know, that would be a UFO.

Rebuttal: According to the Air Force, weather balloons
account for less than 02.5 per cent of the total number of UFO
sightings. More accurate estimates place the number below
the 01.5 per cent mark.

Glenn: There have been thousands of UFO sightings.since

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*Kenneth Arnold coined the phrase flying saucer nearly thirty
years ago. For years, the United States Air Force investigated
UFO sightings. But now private groups do the investigating.
Almost all the UFQ’s have been identified as meteors and
weather balloons, gases like the Aurora Borealis, even the
reflection of an airplane’s tail assembly. Most experts feel
they can identify every UFO...and more important...there’s
no proof at all that a UFO from outer space has ever visited
the Earth.

Rebuttal: (1) Once again, it wasn’t Arnold, but newsmen like
Chris Glenn who coined the term Flying Saucer. (2) During
1972, at a meeting of the Retired. Officers Association in
Baltimore, Maryland, Lt. Col. Lou Corbin stated, ‘‘Although
the Air Force will deny it, they are still investigating UFO’s.
This is being done through two projects—*‘0ld New Moon"’
and ‘‘Blue Paper.”’ Also, we have information that the
Aerospace Defense Command has stepped up UFO inter-
ception pursuits. (3) It is true that a certain percentage of
UFO sightings can be explained. (4) The only experts who feel
they can identify every UFO sighting are those persons who
sit in their ivory towers and give blanket explainations for
UFO incidents without once ever thoroughly looking at all the
evidence. (5) And as for that last point, what consitutes
“‘proof?”’

Glenn: Okay Carol—Let’s take a close look at one of the most
famous UFO sightings...

Voice: (Narration)—October 18th, 1973...A captain and a
crew of three aboard a Bell UH-1H helicopter...The captain is
the commanding officer of the 316th Medical Detachment,
United States Army Reserve, based in Cleveland, Ohio. It's
just past 11 P.M....The crew chief sights a bright red light,
due east. The light seems to travel with the helicopter when
suddenly, it grows larger...and comes faster...The light and
the helicopter seem to be on a collision course. The captain
puts his helicopter into a dive. The red light seems to follow
thedive. The captain tells his crew, “Braceforimpact"' .But,
there’s no impact. Suddenly the cockpit is illuminated, as if
the object has stopped directly over the helicopter. Then the
glowing object disappears to the west; radio contact is lost.
But when the captain checks his altimeter, he finds that his
helicopter is no longer diving; instead, it is gaining altitude.
Glenn: What did the captain and his crew see? A UFO? A ship
from outer space? Well, this sighting has been investigated
by organizations and private individuals. The - captain,
himself, participated in a re-creation of the sighting. The
conclusion of one very experienced investigator: the captain
and his crew saw a fireball; a meteor, a piece of interplanetary
rock that catches fire when it passes through the Earth’s
atmosphere. A meteor shower was under way at the time this
incident occurred. And most of us have seen meteors; we call
them shooting stars. Scientists have learned that it’s almost
impossible to judge distance when you're in the air, so the
crew could have made an honest mistake and thought the
meteor was much closer than it was. Now, iImmediately after
the incident, the crew tried to radio airports in Cleveland,
Akron and Columbus, but they weren’t able to make contact.
But later investigators show there was no mystery. The

helicopter, at its low altitude, was simply too far from these
airports. The same invesfigator says the captain might have
thought he was diving down, but he probably pulled back on
the stick and raised the helicopter when he jerked back to look
at the meteor.

Martin: So it might have been a meteor, but you can’t be
sure?

Glenn: Not 100 per cent sure. But remember, there was a
meteor shower in Ohio at the time. This sighting has been
investigated more than once and all the evidence says,
“Meteor.”’

Rebuttal: It was at this point in the program that CBS openly
twisted facts and conveniently ignored crucial observations to
fit their purpose. Here emotional prejudice and personal bias
take their toll. For these reasons, this rebuttal will be given in
three parts.

PART 1 THE SIGHTING: What actually occurred

October 18th, 1973, Captain Lawrence J. Coyne, command-
er of the 316th Medivac Unit U.S. Army Reserve, based at
Hopkins International Airport, Cleveland, Ohio, and three
reservists, all aboard a Bell UH-1H helicopter, departed from
Columbus at 10:30 P.M. for a return trip-to Cleveland.
Captain Coyne was the pilot, Lt. Arrigo D. Jezzi was the
co-pilot. Coyne is a veteran military pilot and a very qualified
observer.

Chronology of Events:

At 11:P.M.the helicopter was flying at 2,500 feet on a
northeast course about 10 miles east of Mansfield when
the crew chief, ES Robert J. Yanacsek, reported a red
light about 5 miles to the east. At first the crew thought
it was a radio beacon.

Yanacsek advised, ‘‘The light |s moving. Itis comlng
atus. It’s on a collision course.’

Coyne grabbed the controls from his co-pilot. “It
looked like a fighter plane comlng straight for us,’
Coyne said. *‘l took immediate evasive action. | cut the
power and dropped into a shallow dive. We dropped
through 2,000 feet, and it was heading right for us. We
braced for impact.”’

Just as collison seemed certain, the object came to a
dead stop, and the crew got a real look at their
*‘bogey’’. Coyne described the craft: **It was un-real. It
was unlike anything produced on earth—cigar shaped
with a glowing steady red Ilght on it's leading edge. A
hull was at the very top of it, and a green light emitted
from the rear of the craft filled our cabin with a green
glow. It was eerie."”’

Coyne tried radio contact with Mansfield tower.
Negative.

With the green light still illuminating the helicopter,
Coyne looked at his instruments. His altimeter was
rising. *‘I could hardly believe it was reading 3,500 feet,
climbing to 3,800. | made no attempt to pull up. All
controls were set for a 20-degree dive, yet we had
climbed from 1,500 to 3,800 feet with no power in a
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matter of a couple of seconds with no G-forces or other
noticeable strains,”’ Coyne said. (Such a rate of ascent
is impossible for a helicopter that takes a full minute to
climb 2,000 feet under maximum power.)

Then the crew ‘‘felt a bounce,’’ and the other craft
shot off in a northeastern direction.

PART 2 THE EXPLANATION: was it a meteor?

Despite the CBS claim that the UFO ‘‘disappears to the
west,”’ neither Christopher Glenn nor Carol Martin were
aboard the Bell UH-1H. The fact of the case is that the
object approached from the east, moved on a westerly course
until it was above the helicopter,. then zipped off to the
northeast.

A check with Paul Oles confirmed my suspicions: meteors
simply do not hover nor pull ninety-degree turns! Mr. Paul
Oles ,is Director of Programs with Pittsburgh’s Buhl
Planetarium. As to the fact that a ‘‘meteor shower in ohio"’
was underway, first of all, meteor showers are not localized
phenomena which occur only over certain towns or states, and
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
