By far the best reporting to hand on

He
has 20-20 plus-plus vision and can recog-
nize any conventional aircraft as far away

as he can discern it. Habit and training
caused him to identify the plane's model
and cestimate its distance. As he shifted
his vision, a glint as from “a mirror in
the sun™ hit him in the eye. He focused
on the object, expecting to see another
plane.  Instead he s=aw a shiny, dik-
shaped object — *'way oft over Bethesda
(Md.)". Ie observed it for two minutes,
estimated its distance as Letween 10,000
and 15,000 feet, its size, about the same
as that of the bomber. It was moving,
hut not at speed which would be sur-
prising in a military aircraft. It heeled
over, scemed to have a projection, like
o chorl mast, rising from ils to) axis.
LaBous said the disc was travelling *“the
wrong wav”, 1t was not slicing througi
the air like a scaled plate, but muzhing
through it, like @ kite drawn at a’ run.
He said that even at that distance it
secemed to him to be whirling, e was
sure of this but he didn’t know why.

The second witness Conly spoke to was
also an artist, Walter Gretschel, of the
Pathfinder staff. Monday aftecnoon, July
