U.S. SHOULD HEED CHINE§E ABOUT QUAKES - The United States should learn from the 
Chinese about earthquake prediction and how to respond to projected quakes, says 
the president of the American Geophysical Union .  Dr . Frank Preas told the union's 
annual meeting Wednesday that officials in mainland China took advantage of ear� 
warnings to prepare for the strong quake which shook Liaoning province Feb.4, 1975. 
The Chinese earlier noticed·a slight uplift in the ground which, sometimes , pre­
cede large , destructive quakes . Press said a similar uplift recently was found 
along the San Andreas Fault in California, adding that U.S. officials therefore 
should be particular� interested in what the Chinese did . The Chinese immediate­
lY began an intensive stu� of the upligt, which centered near the maj or city of 
H aicheng. Sensitive, early-warning equipment was stationed in the area to notify 
officials of the first clue of a quake. ·Press said the scientific assault was 
�oupled with extensive public education campaigns on how to respoqd in case of a_ 
quake -- where to go, what to do and how to minimize danger and damage. When 
news of the earthquake finally came, the population was ready to receive it and 
act accordingly. A million people were successfully evacuated...

then felt a rrpulsating, pulling feeling11 that lifted him upward into the ve):licle. 
Inside he found a friend of his, although he had been alone on the desert and did 
not know how his friend had come to be nearby to be picked up. Scott said the 
room was small, about the size capable of holding four persons, and that a fog or 
mist filled it. Suddenly the door shattered without sound or flash of explosion 
and four or five "very horrifying" creatures were seen. 11They had grey akin like 
that of a corcodil.e or rhino with a thicker patch of hide over the front torso. u 

Scott said he and his friend were disrobed and then led off in different direct­
ions. He said they seemed to carry him but to travel without bodily movement.

He studied 
nearly 6, 000 accident case-histori_es and diaeovered tha the number of mishaps 
increased by 10% on days folloWing major solar er uptions. And in the laboratoey, 
resea:rehers found volunteers reacted sluggishly when the Earth's magnetism was 
changed by sun-spots. Another German expert has even claimed to have found a 
lin1< b�tween s uicide rate and .sun activity. Indeed there seems little doubt that 
the sun, particularly when erupting, has a profound effect on everything on Eartb. 
Including the blood in our veins. Recent�, Japanese specialists carried out 
tests during a solar eclipse and discovered that the sun had a massive effect on 
the blood index of volunteers. 

Some scientists are worried about the effect the coming sun�spot activit7 
will have on world disease. It has been proved that the invasion of a human cell 
by a virus is virtually an electri9al reaction. Normally: the virus and the living 
cell carr.y a charge of negative ions, thus the virus is repelled and cannot enter 
the cell. When something happens to the body and the cell 1 s charge be-comes pos­
itive, then the virus is free to enter.

( We had heard, that as far back �s July last lyear, scientists were ver,y concerned 
by clisturbed magnetic fields on Earth. At the time we were l'lOt able to confirm 
the source from whence this information originated but taking into account the 
peculiar weather we have been experiencing in New Zealand since that time, we are 
inclined to think, our troubles could have started in 1975. One wonders what the 
conditions will be like at the-height of magnetic disturbances in June of this 
year?
