January 7-Dieppe, France-A mysterious explosion rocked the
area, breaking windows, tlasting open doors, and waking inhabi-
tants., Several mlnutes preceding the explosion, an unusual flash
was observed in the sky up to 50 miles distant. A railwayman at
Orchies, near the Belglan torder, sald he saw a flying disc in

February 15-Coniston, Zngland-The famous Coniston was geen
and photographed by young Stephen Darbisnire,®

February 1l8-3cotland-Cedric Allinghamn, professional orni-
thologist and an amateur astrononer, saw saucer land, and a man
Jump out who was supposedly from Mars.

March 24-Fresno, Calif,-4 large metallic-looking disc fol-
lowed a plane carrying Harold E, Talbott, Secretary of the Air
rorece, he saucer appeared to ke atout 1000 feet tnder and an
equal distance behind the plane when 1t was witnessed by the
entire crew. The 3Secretary ordered the crew to turn around and
chase the disc, tut as soon as the plane turned, the thing shot
away at tremendous speed.

May 20-Bruton, England-Nigel Frapple was cycling home at 2
a.m, when he saw "a terrific light in a field nearby." He lay
in a hedgerow and watched the saucer four or five minutes, and
then went forward to within 25 yards of the thing while it was
hovering. Then it made off at.great speed, practically silent
except for a slight swishing sound,

June 30-Goose Bay, Labrador-Seven weird black flying objects
trailed a British Overseas Airways Corporation for 80 miles.#*

July 1l-Los Angeles, Calif,-Mrs, H. V. Goodell was aboard a
"V" street car when she saw "a large silver-surfaced craft hover-
ing in the southeast.” It was shaped like a huzge, elongated egg.

July 2-Garson, Ontario-A nickel miner claimed he saw an odd
looking space ship, with portholes and 25 feet in diameter, come
hurtling down where he was working, and three 13-foot monsters
emerge from 1it.

July 14-3t. Louils, Mo.-Five employees of the McDonnel Air-
craft Corporation sighted an irregular-shaped milky-white cloud-
like substance, described as atout two feet across and a Toot
thick, The weird, amorphous mass was near the ground, was seen
from a distance of 200 ft, or less.

August 8-The world's first flving saucer observatory near

Ottawa, Canada, observed its first saucer. Wilkur Smith was on
duty when the gravimeter picked up something unexvected and
evidently unexplainable, and activated an alarm bell systen. - He

rushed to the gravimeter and found that the line drawn Ly the
instrument's electronically operated pen had made a deflection
vastly greater and more pronounced than ever before. After wstch-
ing the instrument a few seconds, Smith ran outside to see what
was causing the excitement, but the overcast was down to 100 feet,
and whatever was up there and activating his instruments, could
not te seen,

August 25-0slo, Norway-Two women claim they not only had a
close look at a flying saucer, they talked to its "dark-skinned,
long-haired" pilot,

August 27-8t., Louis, Mo.-A Navy officer stationed at the Mc-
Donnel Aircraft Corporation plant saw a tlack okject which he
estimated to ke eight or ten feet in diameter, 1000 feet high,
and traveling abtout 230 mph. Three other witnesses also watched
the object disappear after three or four minutes, traveling
against the wind.

August 27-Boston Creek, Ontario-Bill Supa reported that at
dusk on the evening of August 27th he saw a "machine which seemed
to have no wings" come down to land ebout one =ile fron where
he stood. TWhen he was only 200 yards from the object, it rose
into the air very rapidly and he was unable to determine how it
was propelled,

August 30-North Bay, Ontario-A 40-year-old mess orderly
told of seeing what is probabkly the most cosuplicated UFO thus
far seen, Four others a2lso saw the object which is too compli-
cated to try and describe here.

September ?-New lLiexico-4 mysterious fireball flashed across
six New lexico cities and in Sante Fe was seen bty hundreds of
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spectators at a high school football game. Dr. Lincoln la Paz,
meteorologist at the University of New lMexico, saild the object
was not a meteorite nor an ordinary fireball.

Septemker 10-Juaroukle, France-An otlong machine about 10
feet long landed on a railroad track. marius Dewilde, a farmer,
walked toward the machine and was paralyzed by a green light.

Septemker 10-Plateau of killevaches, France-A farmner met a
small, mysterious stranger, wearing something like a crash helmet,
The visitor entered a cilgar-shaped ship which took off with a
buzzing sound,

September 10-Newaygo, Mich.-Two Consumers Power Company em-
ployees said they watched three jet planes chase a "large shining
otject" speeding westward at a great height.

Septexter 17-Rome, Italy-The Air iiinistry tried to calm
thousands of excited Romans who reported seeing a '"cigar-shaped
1 Tlying saucer’ traveling across the sky. The saucer was tracked
‘ for thirty minutes by radar.#

September 22-TIonia, lMich.-A pair of telescope-equipped
amateur astronomers reported to civil defense officials they
tracked three glowing but unidentified otjects, which traveled
across the sky at extreme height and tremendous speed.

‘ September 24-Gardunha iountains, Portugal-Three peasants were
i startled by a fast-flying sphere which landed in a field 200 yards
| from them, Two small creatures emerged and started collecting

‘ glass in a trightly polished tox. Then, the sphere took off
vertically and rapidly disappeared.

Septetber 26-Bridgeport, Calif.-Five police officers reported
seelng an okject, shooting flames of red, green, orange, and blue,
move and stop, rise and drop, kefore emitting a brilliance
greater than any of them had ever seen,

: September BQ—naisonalless France-Two road workers saw &
"flying mushroom' eight feet wide land briefly nearby. Next
morning three deep imprints were found in the ground.

Septemter 30-Deartorn, hkich.-Ilawrence Cardenas reported he
saw a flying saucer and its occupants, little men wearing green
suits, on the roadside as he was going to work.

October ?-Royal Oak, kich.-4 woman and two girls saw a flat,
silver object hanging notionless in the sky. It suddenly flipped
up on edge, became a round orange disc and toolk off across the
sky at an incredible speed,.

October 5-faris, France-A roadworker, ticycling to work,
noticed an unusual looking creature cliubing out of a 30-foot
cigar. ,:fter the machine had departed, an investization of the
spot revealed skid-uarks on the grass and a strange uilky sub-
stance,
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Octobter 12-Los Angeles, Calif,-A man reported seeing a fly-
ing saucer land in MacArthur park and "a 1little man in a white
suit get out,"

October 20-Detroit, Mich.-4 group of DF3C officials reported
seeing a flying saucer hover overhead and then zoom off,

October 25-Yugoslavia-duthorities were making a "serious
investigation" of shiny "ellipoidal" objects which zipped through

the skies over this country, trailing bluish tails, for a half
an hour.

Octorer 3l-Rome, Italy-Clare Booth Luce reported seeing a
flying saucer over the city,

November 1ll-Louisville, Ky.-A jet tried to trac% a saucer over

this Cit¥. The shiny object caught the eye of thousands of persons
leaving their jobs in the area.

November 22-Duluth, Minn.-Authorities sought confirmation of

numerous reports that a multicolored object with a flaming tail
crashed to earth 40 miles west of here,

RECENT DEVELOFMENTS

(Reprinted from Weird Science-Fantasy's Flying Saucer Report)

On March lst and again on lMarch 26th, 1954, the United States exploded
two collossal H-Bombs,

It was after the 1947 Atomic Bomb tests at Alamagordo, that "Flying
Saucers" made their appearance,

What will the H-Bomb tests bring? liore saucers? lore sightings?
Perhaps landings? Actual contacts?

One thing is certain., If there is any possibility of this, the Air
Force should be preparing us instead of white-washing the facts!

If there 1s nothing to the "flying saucers," why was a meeting held
on Wednesday, February 17, 1954, in Los Angeles between representatives
of the nation's airlines and Military Air Transport Service (MATS) to
discuss implementation of "The Cirvus Plan"?

The source for the above information also told that between five and
ten flylng saucer sightings are teing made every night bty commercial air
line pilots,

If there is nothing to the "flying saucers," why did Dr. Clyde Tom-
taugh instruct his staff at White Sands recently, "Practice estimating
distances and speeds of objects flying through the skys, and in the next
few months, bte on the lookout for an increase in UFOs.

This same Dr. Clyde Tombaugh, the man who discovered the planet Fluto,
and Dr. Lincoln LaFaz, Director of the Institute of mMeteorics, are presently
engaged 1in a secret government search for tiny satellites that are known to
te circling the Zarth. They are employing special telescope-cameras that
sweep the sky and are able to photograph high-speed bodies invisitle to
the naked eye,

Are these tiny satellites the launching platforms--the refueling
bases--for the flying saucers that have bteen observinz earth closely for
the past seven years?
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In Ottawa, Canada, Froject 'Magnet," the flying saucer investigation
agency for the Canadian government, tried an experiment. They fastened a
500,000 candle-power aircraft flare inside an aluminum cone and suspended
the cone under a large weather balloon so that the flare, when set off,
would illuminate the undsrside of the balloon. At 5000 Teet, when the
balloon was over an area of the city where there were two drive-in theaters
and a stadium jammed with people watching a night basetall same, the flare
went off,

The effect was as if a lighted disc had suddenly appeared in the sky.
Not one call came in reporting the incident.

A spokesman stated, "It's obvious why so few people are seeing flying
saucers. -People just don't look up into the sky!"

ROME" SIGHTING mOST IMPORTANT EVENT OF THT YZTuR

(The following is an answer to a question asked Mr. Barker
by the editor: In your opinion, what was the most important event
in connection with flying saucers in the year 19547 _-E4.)

In giving an opinion I assume that by "the most important event" is
meant that event which did most to prove the existence of saucers to the
putlic,

In this regard I ktelieve the ”flying cigar seen over Rome on September
17th was the most important. This was a spectacular sighting, during which
time the UFO behaved unlike aircraft we know; it was seen by thousands of
Roman citizens, and the visual sightings were confirmed by radar. Because
of the nuuber of witnesses involved, the event was not zgiven the usual
tongue-in-cheek treatment by the press, and 1t publicized saucers without
ridiculing the sutject, :

“Althousgh so zidded by the press that the public had many doubts, the
Furopean landings constituted another major event in 1954 saucerdolings.
The "flying jellyfish" seen by the B0AC pilot received widespread sensible
putlicity, though the objects weren't seen close up and weren't of & suf-
ficient tangible nature to prove anything to nost people,

Dr.-Herman Oterth's stctement in THE AMIRICAN WEEKLY that he telieved
flying saucers were from space lent authority to the theory tefore thou-
sands of readers, :

The Znglish Coniston Saucer provided -photographic (thougzh tlurred)
proof for saucers, was given added weight by the apparent honesty of the
witness, but it became so eneshed in the putlicity for the book, FLYING
SAUCIRS HiVE LANDZID, that it lost much credence with serious investigators.,

What may turn out to bte the most important article on flying saucers
puklished during 1954 is a close loo%: at the Adamski book by James W,
loseley in his January, 1955, NZXU5 (out: this December), If valid, this
article may lead to a more careful and critical look at other saucerstories
of the personal contact and spectacular nature, If the hoaxes and vagaries
of the humen mind and emotion can ke weeded Ffrom the more tangible evidence
the work of the saucer investigator will have tecome easier and more
definite,

THE FOUR MOST IMPORTANT SIGHTINGS OF 1954

-Flying Cigar Over Rome-
(Reprinted from "The Saucerian')

What attracted newsman Michael Chinigo's attention was the strange
sound the object made as it passed overhead,

" ""The sound from this object was not the usual whine of a jet plane or
the droning of an ordlnary plane. Rather it was like approaching thunder,
but with a staccato effect, a series of explosions that grew louder as the
the object got closer.

"This was followed by a dead silence as the 'thing' stopped, or appear-
ed to, at a height of about. five or six thousand feet.

- ~That was the description Chinigo gave of the immense flying cigar which
puzzled the Italian Alr Force and was seen by thousands of citizens over
Rome on the night of September 17.

' It wasn't so much a cigar, but that was the only way it could be de-
scribed, apparently., The Defense Department described it as a '"clipped
cone" with a smaller surface on the bottom, or as two semi-circular disks,
one kigger than the other, with the bigger one on top.

To Chiningo it looked more like an "inverted sawed-off cone." Other
observers sald the object was silver-colored on one side and red on the
other., The Observatory at Ciaupino said it had a large antenna amidships.

After appearing to hover for several ainutes, it shot upward at enor-
-mous -speed, trailing milky-white smoke from the rear.

Technicians at Ciampino Airfield outside Rome alerted the air watch
center at Practica Di lMare near Rome's Ostia Beach, which picked up the
"cigar" at 6:40 p.m. and held it on its radar screen until 7:20. Radar
operators said the object flew at 3,600 feet along a 15-mile stretch above
the Mediterranean Coast west of Rome, traveling toward the northeast.

Alr Force officials disclaimed knowing whether Italy is experimenting
with a type of plane similar to that seen, and the Italian Defense Ministry
ordered the country's radar stations to be on the alert for further trace
of the weird object.

~Mystery Object Lands At French Airport-
(Reprinted from "Saucers")

Military authorities are secretly investigating the story of the un-
ldentified flying object observed on January 4th, 1954, at the Marigname
Airport in France. During the night, guard ii. Chesnaux saw the strange
luminous disc land, bound several times--as a plane would do--then stand
still on the landing field. Shining in the dark of the night, M. Chesnaux
ran inside a hangar close by to call the control tower., While he was
phoning, the mysterious object disappeared. The guard was laughed at.

But 1in the worning--when the ground was carefully examined--small
scraps of metal were found at the same spot where the okject had landed.
These iron-like fragments were about 15 inches long, curled up at one end
and with a little ball the size of a marble at the other end, which was a
dark gray. These are teing secretly analyzed by the French Government.

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A saucer story, and a convincing, if blurred pnotgraph, came out of
England. Thirteen-year-old Stephen Dartishire's photograph of a saucer
looked quite like the George Adamski photographs.

It was on the morning of February 15, 1954, that young Stephen, of
Coniston, Lancashire, seemed to have an unconirollable urge to climb a hill
behind his home. He and his eight-year-old cousin, Adrian Nyer, went up
the hill, taking a small camera along in the hope of taking bird pictures,
since tird watching was his principal hobby. »

Suddenly Adrian shouted, "Look at that thing!" And there it was, com-
ing from the direction of the sun--a strange silvery round object. It de-
scended to earth about a hundred yards away and disappeared tehind some
rising ground, came into view again a few seconds later. Then it suddenly
tipped up on its side and shot up into the sky with a swishing sound, the
only noise it had made during its appearance. '

-~ In his excitement, investigation showed Stephen had set his camera on
"bulb" instead of the intended 1/25 second, and h2d taken about a one-
second exposure. As a result, the picture was tlurred.

"It was a solid metal-like thing with a dome, portholes, and three
bumps or landing domes underneath. In the center the underneath was darker
and pointed like a cone, At first three portholes were visible, but then
1t turned slightly and we saw four. There was what loo%ed like a hatch on
top of the cabin dome."

American and British Air Force Intelligence officers studies a log
book of Capt. Jemes Howard, pilot of a British Overseas Alrways Corporation
airliner bound frou New York to London, It descrited seven weird black
flying objects that had trailed the plane for 80 miles on June 30th near
Goose Bay, Labrador, '

The strange story of what he and his crew and some of his passengers
witnessed 19,000 feet over the Atlantic is told in extracts from the log
book:
; "At 0105 G.i.T. on June 30 about 150 nautical miles southwest of
Goose Bay. Height 19,000 feet, flying in clear weather above sa layer of
low cloud, noticed on our port keam a number of dark objscts at approxi-
mately the same altitude as our aircraft. I drew the attention of the
first officer to them. He said he had just noticed them too." ‘

Howard then saw they were moving along a track roughly parallel to the
plane and keeplng the same speed. Goose Bay radioed there were no other
aircraft in the area. It was 0107 G.i.T. as the log book continued:

"During this time the shape of the large object changed slightly, also
the position of the smaller ones relative to the big one. Some moved ahead,
some behind. The first officer then told Goose Bay what we were watching
and they said they would send a fighter to investigate."

The large okject continued to change shape, as the entire group still
moved along with the plane, about five miles away, possibly much wore,
Howard estimated. The crew also watched the objects,

"All were agreed they never saw anything like it before. At about
0120 G....T. the fighter reported he was approaching and the objects im-
medliately began to grow indistinct until only one was visitle. This grew
smaller %nd finally vanished at 0123 G.:,T,, still at the sanme bearings
from us.'

"All who watched the objects are sure that the large one, at any rate
was no sort of winged aircraft. The small ones were just dots. They left
no vapor trails, no lights were seen, just black silhouettes."

Retired Marine Major Donald E. Keyhoe, famed saucer expert and author
of FLYING SAUCZRS ARE RIAL and FLYING SAUCZRS FROM OUTEZR 3PACE, suddenly
cancelled all his November and December lecturers without gilving reason.
It was later announced his wife was 111 and he was also trying to meet a
publisher's deadline,

Comic Challenges Air Force

When this prediction
fell through, he foretold that he would be picked up by his "outer space
trothers'" on Christmas during a Christmas carol sing on a front lawn. This
prediction failed to come true, also.

Frank Edwards Fired
Frank Zdwards, saucerenthusiastic newscaster, was dlsmissed by his
sponsor, the Auerican Federation of Lakor. Many Jjunped to the conclusion
that his frequent references to flying saucers was the reason, btut apparen-
tly the disks were not a major factor.

Russia Comments On Saucers

Although Russia has not yet claimed to have invented flying saucers
first, they came up with a solution to the mnystery of what the saucers are,
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The saucers represent an "dmerican plot' developed by war mongers to scare
the people into another war, according to the Soviet newspaper, RED STAR.

"Project A" Comes to an End

Dr. Warren Hickman, dean of Chlo Northern University, threw up his
hands on saucers, announced that "Project A," set up within the University
to reach some solution to the mystery, was no more. To forestall the flood
of letters expected from people who would feel the Project has been closed
on request of the Government "or some other organization," Hickman stated
such was not the case in a special bulletin announcing the closing. Hickman
saild the reason for closing was lack of further information needed for re-
search.

FLYING SAUCERS AND CULTISTS

I speak for the countless volunteer civilian flying saucer researchers
who are conducting a serious investigation of the presence of unidentified
flying objects in the skies.

Especially, I speak for the local saucer investigation groups that have
tried to point out to the press, these recent days, that the ”Laughead
Messages'" were from the "unknown physical realms' and had nothing to do
with the serious "physical"” investigation that has been done over the years
by hundreds of conservative people through orthodox channels,

Apparently it suits the newspapers to ignore the differentiation, for
they have not mentioned it.

It 1s only fair that we have an opportunity to state publicly that all
of our local saucer investigation has been done from the physical plane on
which we exist.

We neither condone nor refute psychism or extra-sensory preception.

We do not go into it in our saucer researches.

A recent Detroit newspaper editorial stating that "the space brothers
had lost caste" with the editor, automatically puts all saucer researchers
in the public eye TLecause the press has not bothered to properly analyze
the situation and represent it fairly,.

There are over 1500 volunteer civilian saucer researchers in Detroit
and surrounding areas. BSome of us have gone into personal financial debt
because our own "physical" saucer experiences were of such substantial and
serious nature that we feel that all that can be known about flying saucers
should be known,

It would appear, under the cilrcumstances, that we are an ignored
minority.

Dr. Laughead was one individual who, in his enthusiasm to find out all
he could about saucers, used bad Judgement and did what all of us have
probably done at one time or another: allowed his ego to be appealed to by
what he felt were authentic messages coming to him (from psychlc sources),
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More and more, too many people of integrity are seeing unusual things
to discount them all. That individual, who feels free to judge another's
reasoning, because he, himself, has not seen a saucer, deserves to have a
tremendous sighting, all by hlmself with no one to substantiate his story

The editors who refuse to falrly differentiate between. the Laughead's
”griev1ous human error' and the physical research that is being done by
civilians everywhere deserve a like fate.

SOME NEW FACTS ABOUT "FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED"

Part I

- by James W, Moseley -

This article, which is appearing in serial form in the SENTINZTL
was written by James W, Moseley and originally appeared in his
excellent saucerzine, NZIXUS (see page nine). It is reprinted here

by speclal permission of Mr. Moseley.

During the past few years, several dozen accounts have been given con-
cerning alleged landings on this Planet by space ships, i,e., flying saucers
from other worlds., It is my intentlion in the following article to consider
in detaill the most widely publicized of these stories, namely., the one told
by Mr. George Adamski. This tale is given in detail in FLYING SAUCERS HAVE
LANDED (British Book Center, published 1953),

There are others b651des myself who have studied the AdamSAA story, and
their conclusions vary according to their own particular "bent" and also
according to how thoroughly and how open-mindedly they have studied the
evidence, To two of these fellow researchers - namely Mr. Jerrold Baker and
Mr, John Fitt of Surrey, England - I am deeply indebted for some of the
material I am about to present. I am also indebted for some of the material
I am abtout to present. I am also indebted to other informants whom I an
not at liberty to name. But in all due modesty, I must say thet to the bhegt
of my knowledge very few researchers have made as complete & survey of the
Adamszi tale as I have. I have traveled personally through Arizcne and
California, interviewing all the principals mentioned in the. story (with the
exception of Mrs, Bailey), and through interviews and lengthy correspondencs
I have made 1t my bu81ness to obtain all possible details concerning the

"inside story" of Adamski's portion of FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDZD. There-
fore, I now proceed to give you - not opinions - Ttut to the best of my
raowledge and ability, facts, fully mindful of the litel laws which counpel
me not to deviate from the truth,

. FPoint One: Taking these points more or less in the the order of tnelr
occurrence in the narrative, the first objection I raise is that Mr. Bloom,
of the Foint Loma Navy lLatoratory, stated to me on the phone when I was in
San Diego that he has been grossly misguoted in FLYING SAUCERS HAVZ LANDED.
In particuler, he claimed to have no knowledwe whatsoever of a saucer
1and1ng in Mex1co City.

Foint Two: In the book is the following statement by Adamski: "IF
these (saucers) were secret experimental millitary devices, I would not be
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allowed to copyright my photographs and send them so publicly through the
mails. And I sent a set of them to Wright-Patterson Air Force Base., 1In
the interests of natlonal security they would have stopped me, if I was
photographing our own secret craft. They never have." - This statement is,
in all probability, true; but the same arguments would apply if Adamski was
photographing extra-terrestial craft, if we are to assume that there are
extra-terrestial alrcraft in our atmosphere, and that the Air Force does
not want details or proof in regard to these objects to ke given out to the
public. The obvious conclusion is that Adamski is not photographing any
sort of craft at all, that the Air Force knows this, and therefore does not
bother him. (Note: Adamski has run into difficulty with "officialdom” only
once, as far as I know, and that was for circulating artong a group of
"intimates" a ridiculous letter purporting to show that certain military
officials tack up the authenticity of his story and photos). E

Point Three: Vhen I first read FLYING SAUCIR3 HaVi LANDED, I was
lmpressed by the fact that Adamski's story was backed up by four people
(the Baileys and the Williamsons) whom Adamski knew only slightly. Although
the text does not explicitly say so, I came to the conclusion (as many
‘other readers did, no doubt), that these four were impartial, reasonably
conservative, well educated people, not prone to indulge in hoaxes or to be
easlly swayed by a hoax perpetrated upon themselves. I learned, however,
from my own investigations, that all four were already arden:i "believers'
before they made the Nov, 20th contact, and that none had any particular
educational advantages that would qualify them as expert and/or impartial
okservers, In particular, Williamson, though a pleasant enouzh young man,
admits that he has no degree entitling himself to be called "Goctor', even
though he allows himself to be called "Dr. Williamson" throughout the book
- Just as Adamski among his friends and admirers (though not in the book),
1s known affectionately as "professor", without benefit of any degree. Put
together, I think these facts add up to an entirely new plcture of Adamski
and his six witnesses. -When we remember that two of Adamski's witnesses
were close personal friends (one the owner of the property where he lives
and the other his secretary), and when we find that none of the other four
can be called either impartial OR.objective, then, I believe, a new light
is thrown on the whole situation.-

Point Four: The photographs: (Here I) quote a few of the remarks
made by Arthur C. Clarke in the Journal of the British Interplanetary
dociety, March 1954: :

"Mr., Adamski's hobby is photographing flying saucers, and he is un-
doubtedly the most successful at this interesting art....There are (in the
book) several close-ups of space ships, leaving no doutt that they are
artifacts. The uncanny resemblance (of the "scout ships") to electric
light fittings with table tennis balls fixed underneath them has already
been pointed out.....To us, the perspective is all wrong, and though this
1s a qualitative impression perhaps not susceptible to rigorous proof,
the pictures seem to be of small objects photographed from very close up
and not of a large otject seen through a telescope. S -

. Many people, including, we suspect, Mr. Adamski, do not realize
that a large olbject seen through a telescope bringing it to within 20 feet
looks quite different from the object itself 20 feet away.....

"We have a much more serious comment, however, to make on photograph
#3, which purports to show a fleet of saucers taking off from the moon.
Alas, something has gone wrong here. We would like lir. Adamski to account
for the fact that one of his saucers appears to be inside the telescope.
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This would not be apparent to anyone who was unacguainted with lunar geo-
graphy, but an inspection of the background shows that the line of saucers
is. not clear of the loon's edge - as appears at first sight, but extends
of f the field of view of the lens altogether. It is odd to say the least
that Mr. Adamski's discriminating telescope is able to see a saucer and to
ignore the koon shining around it.

Getting rack to tne "scout ships", I was told by an emlnent rocket
engineer in Los Angeles that he had descovered the letters "G.E." for
General Zlectric on the "landing gear" of the "scout ship" pictured in
the book. These letters were found bty blowing an original print of the
photo to several times its normal size, and examining it carefully with a
magnifying glass, I have every confidence in the integrity of the scientist
who gave me this informaetion, but it seems to me, on second thought, that
even Adamski would not make such a crude mistake as this evidence would
indicate., I therefore au inclined to believe that the "landing gear" are
actually ping pong balls rather than light bulbs, though there is room for
argument here,

Point Five: Disagreement anong witnesses: At least one of Adamski's
six sworn witnesses no longer upholds the account as presented in the book.
Mr. Al Bailey, who is a railroad worker in Winslow, Arizona, told me in a
personal interview that he dld not see tqe space nan with whom Adamski
telked, nor did he see the "scout ship" that allegedly landed on the desert.
He did see the "mother ship", and some flashes of light in the direction
where Adamski was supposed to be during the contact. To the kest of his
knowledge, no one else present saw any more than he did, Furthermore, a
drawing in the book, supposedly made by Alice Wells while wetchlng Adamsk
and the Visitor through tinoculars, could not in Bailey's opinion have been
made from that distance (i.e., 2bout a mile away), nor wes it made that day
as far as he knows, Although Bailey admits that Adamski's account is not
true in all details, he feelo that aAdamski's contact may actually have
taken place, though he himself cannot vouch for it. I therefore feel that,
if a hoax was involved, Mr. Bailey was duped rather than bteing in on it,

for he further states that he telieves that the advance text of the book
sent him by Adamski, and on the basis of which he made his sworn statement,

was not the same text actually used in FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED.,
These points are further borne out by a letter from Bailey to Mr,

Baker, dated June 1lst, 1954, from which I now quote: "I am well aware of
the placement and diSpOSltLOﬂ of all members of the party that day (Nov,
20th, 1952), I also feel sure that no one saw any more than I did. There

is 2 possible exception and it is this: at the time of returning to the
spot where the alleged footprints were. Just what transpired then, I have
no way of knowing nor did I make any ingquiries at the time...There is a
renote chance that during this intervel he too saw the space man...I will
no longer place myself on record to back up or refute anyone in such

a con?roversial escapade agalin with no tetter proof than was mine at that
time.'

Point S5ix: Mr, a4l Chop, who, it has been noted, is quoted at length

1n the appendix of the book, told me in a personal interview that he is
misquoted, end that he has considered suing ir, Adamski because of this
fact., wsimilarly, in a phone conversation with me, Pev Liarley denied having
made the statements attributed to him, and also denied the rumor, circulated
by AJamSkl and e few of his admirers, that Marley had Ttlown up one of
Adamski's "scout ship" photos and found, in the btlow-up, the head of a man
looking out of one of the '"portholes" '
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Point Seven: Burning questions left unanswered ty the book: How did
the Venusian's footprints turn out so well on desert sand, in an area in
which, according to a VWest Coast informant, there had been no rain for
several months?

In the book Adamski says that American aircraft were seen overhead on
several occasions during the Nov. 20th contact. These planes were apparently
trying to catch the "mother ship" and the "scout ship". Why, therefore,
were the saucers not reported by the pilots of these aircraft? (If any
such confirmatory evidence were available, Adamski would have 1t; and the
fact that he does not have it, seems to indicate that there were no air-
planss overhead that day).

If the space man was indeed from Venus, how was he able to defy every
scientific principal by existing so easily and comfortably in the Earth's
atmosphere, since it is a well known fact that the atmosphere, etc., on
Venus is entirely different than ours? And how was the Venusian able to
defy every law of probability by looking so similar to earth men?

Why did no one succeed in teking any movies or decent still plctures
of the saucers seen during the Nov. 20th contact?

And last but not least, what was the necessity of Adamslkl having his
companions remein at such a great distance during his contact? Could this
have been to make it easier to perpetrate a hoax on some of his friends
(those who were not co-conspirators)?

"LET'S KEEP THE SAUCERS ON THE PHYSICAL PLANE"

When George Adamski came to Detroit in March of 1954, I had the inter-
esting but challenging job of handling the radio, newspaper, and television
promotion for his lectures. (If you ever want to try your hand at selling
something, try "selling" the first flying saucer lecturer that comes +o.
town...whew.). Among many important things that he had to say, I shall
always remember his stress upon the fact that WE MUST KEEP ALL RESEARCH
DONE ABOUT FLYING SAUCEZERS ON THE PHYSICAL PLANE, He did not discount
psychical research nor extra-sensory perception. He said that we must NOT
go into it in connection with the saucers and clearly gave his reasons why.

He, himself, had been & teacher of the development of mental powers for
thirty years; and when the Venusians came, they told him that his first step
in helping to bring the news of their coming to mankind was to make an
about-face and tell people just the opposite of what he had been teaching
then, It was a BIG step to make, and he made enemies of those who did not
care to believe hizn, especially those who feel they are in touch with the
inner planes, '

He has said that the Venusians have told him that we are trying too
soon to develop something that we are not yet SPIRITUALLY ZVOLVED =NOUGH to
properly control, We can't, yet, spiritually control the physical plane...
88 we prove dally., These mental powers, he has said, will eventually open
up in all of mankind and are opening up, as they have in the past, in some
people in advance. But if the channel is not yet spiritually developed
enough to be the channel for only spiritual (godly) beings...then it 1is
difficult to know or be able to have faith in what is coming through,

Mr. Adamski says. that these people that are coning are physical people,
coming from physical planets..,and the physical contacts that he has had
can happen to anybody, have happened to others, and will happen to more
people as time goes on. It requires the virtue of patience to await one's
belng moved into the pattern and the courting of oulja board and other
unknown entitles can lead only to frustrations and, perhaps, dangers. DO
NOT FORCE ANYTHING,..becauvse you might not want what you get when you get
it.,

The inner planes, Mr, Adamski says, are only a reflection of the physi-
cal planes, a reflection of man's thoughts and actions...and until we clean
up the physical plane, it is just as well that we all can't see in on the
inner planes, considering the kind of thoughts that mankind has thought for
milleniums., It would behoove all of us, then, he has said, to get on our
feet and develop our spiritual consciousnesses by right activity and thought
to the point where the visitors can work "through" us to help bring in this
new age to mankind. They have been, for some time, working through man;:
people consciously to help mankind to help itself.

Beware, then, Mr, Adamski says, of any messages coming through any
source that appeals to the ego, vanity, pride, etc. (and most nessages
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coming through psychic sources appeal to the ego...a2as cospared to the great
visionary spiritual splendours that have been experienced by the few). We
are down here to overcome ego, etc., and if we allow those frailties to be
appealed to, we only stymie our soul's growth and find ourselves running
around in useless circles, _

Few psychics will submerge thelr own personal egos enough to consider
that they mizht possibly te the channel, even if only occasionally, for a
psychlic or astral entity rather than a spiritual one. If one is to be
responsitle, in these "last" days, for actual messages that might mean the
very lives of individuals, one takes on a great personsl responsibility
upon one's self in judging where these messages come from., Any thought
once thought can te picked up ty anyone and many of the lesser stages of
conscilousnesses that are allowed to roam the universe (we are locked down
here as a special case, Mr, Adamski says) can include just enough of the
truth in their messages to appear to be authentic...but, in trying to "get
into the act'", like children, since they are immature by comparison, they
can really mess things up by giving inaccurate informetion and by trying
to be important. (We all know people like that on this plane!)

Mr. Adamski says he never receives any "messages" about promised con-
tacts., He has established mental contact with the visitors (that's why the
Venusian didn't speak vocally to him on the first meeting), and he is im-
pressed to go sonewhere, goes, and there they are. If they were to send
him "messages", the others mnight get in and mess up the messages. The
Brothers, as he calls them, also, never give names nor prouise personal
glory. Only ego entities will do that, This is a process of evolution,
they have told Mr, Adamski, and there are no personal rewerds. In regards
to the prophecies that came through recently concerning the end of the
world on December 21lst, may I quote, with Mr. Adamski's permission, from a
letter I received from him dated October 29th, 1954, concerning what was
said regarding messages from inner planes...by a man 2nd woman who had
dropped in on him, a8 they sometimes =21lso do,

They saild, "We have told you that natural changes are taking place on
the earth...due entirely to the cycle through which your planet is now
going, and quickened by the test explosions teing carried on by the many
nations. You people have observed the effects of these changes in the many
earthquekes, many of which are not even reported to the people, the numerous
tornadoes, floods, unheard of heat and cold, 2nd other cliratic conditions
throughout the world. We know that these are taking place and we are ob-
serving them the same as your own scientists observe them. And, although
we do have more delicate instruments than you heve on Zarth, we cannot
and do not know exactly what to expect next, nor do we place tim=z limits on
such events as are given by the "warnings" being received, purportedly from
us. There are too many factors involved for us to give such information,
which as you will see, is totally inaccurate."

50, no man shall know the day or date. If we are able, as a planet of
people, to put things into the balance spiritually and keep from blowing
ourselves to pleces, they can come end help us. But, if we don't, "like a
thief in the night", these things shall come upon us, and those who are
ready will have all the preparation they need.

Perhaps it is just as well., Living each day as it comes along with
dignity and courage to do what is expected of us, as individuals, is per-
haps, the better way. Otherwise, if we knew the answers in the back of the
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book, we might make humnan preparations and find ourselves too busy pre-
paring for "tomorrow" (which might come tomorrow or might be a long time
in comning) to have made the fullest use of today.

Every human unit on thils planet has a risht to know about the comning of
the saucers end whet is actually behind their couning...to svaluate for him-
self., The newspapers and the non-believers would love to push all of the
szucer business into a psvchic or occult hole and leeve it there,..and those
of us who jeopardise the svreading of this inforzation to all who heave a
right to know about it, must realize what the consequences will lte,

SOME NEW FACTS ABOUT "FLYING SAUCERS HAVEZ LANDED'

Part II

- by James W, Moseley -

This article, which is appeering in serial fora in THE :
SENTINZL, was written by James W, Moseley and originally appeared
in his excellent saucerzine, NEXUS. It is reprinted here by
special permission of Mr. lMoseley.

Jerrold Baker is a young saucer researcher who, after his discharge
from the Army a few years ago, became personally acquainted with Frank
Scully (author of "Behind the Flying Saucers") and Georse Adamski. From
November 12th, 1852, until Jeanuary 12, 1953, Baker 1lived and worked with
Mr, Adamskl &t Pelomar Gardens, earning hls board and keep by working as
a secretary, chauffeur, and general handyman. Thus, Baker was present
during the critical period covered by "Flying Saucers Have Landed". (The
reader will recall that Nov, 20th and Dec. 13th are the two important dates
in Adamnski's narrative.)

I net Jerrold Baker a2t 3cully's home sowe timne azo, but did not know
then of Baker's intimate knowledge of the deteils of the Adaunskl story.
Now, in a letter dated Beptezter 1llth, 1954, Baker writes me the following
startling facts: "1. I did not take the Brownie snapshot accredited to me;
2, This was not the only Brownie picture taken; 3. George Adanski was the
- photographer and the other Brownle oictures were destroved at his request
by Lucy McGinnis; 4, The photograph was not taken on the date indicated
(i.e., not on Dec, 1l3th); 5. The desert contact was pre-planned and Adamski
related the details to me of what was to take place there previous to the
venture; 6, Lucy (McGinnis) purchased the plaster of paris in Zscondito
(Calif.) with ne, end it was Adaaski who carried it (on Nov, 20th), not
Williamson."

At this point I wish to state that whereas I do not know Mr. Baker
well, and therefore cannot bte absolutely certain of his motives in coming
forward at this tiue, I nevertheless do know this: (1) That I have offered
Beker no money or other inducement; (2) That by admitting that he was
duped (as will e noted further alonz) he is gaining nothing as far as I
can see, except the knowledge that throuzh his efforts and aine, the truth
on the Adesuski metter is at last coning to light; (3) That much of his
evidence corresponds with information I have received fron other reliable
sources, and which I therefore readily accept as true; (4) That no one,
other than Adaunski and his six witnesses, has as great a first-hand know-

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ledge of the incidents descrived in "Flying Saucers Heve Landed" as does
Mr. Baker, '

Baker's information is contained in a number of letters and other
documents that he has kindly lent me, Therefore, rather than run the risk
of coloring Baker's information by putting it into my own words, I will
tell his story mainly bty quoting from these various documents,

First, here, in part, is a sworn statement made by lMr. Baker on June
29, 1954: "To whom it may concern: In a recent book,..'Flying Saucers
Have Landed", an alleged photograph of a flying saucer was credited to
Sargeant Jerrold I, Baker, I, the undersigned, am the said party...I meke
this statement in hopes of separating facts from fiction, deceit from lies,
and the real from the unreal, I did not take the alleged photograph ac-
credited to we., The alleced photograph was taken with the Brownie camersa
along with three or four similar photos by Mr. George Adamski on the morn-
ing of Dec, 12th, 1952, and not on Dec, 13, 1952, a2s indicated (in the
book) ",

In a letter to me dated Nov. 18th, 1954, Baker states: "Shortly after
beginning work at Palomar Gardens, I had a long discussion with George
Adamskl, in which I tried to point out his slipshod maenner of publishing
what saucer photogrephs he had taken in the five years previous, In the
discussion, I suggested that he not be the only photographer present during
a flight of saucers over Mount Palomer...It was my sugzestion that he be
located at one spot with his telescope and camera while I or any other
individual be located at another spot on the property with a different
type of camera...Much to my amazement, within a week after this suggestion,
George Adamski early one morning disclosed the fect that he had taken pic-
tures with the Brownie camera, adjacent to his cabin. The date of the
photogrephy was Dec, 12, 1952, I chauffeured Alice Wells to Escondite to
purchase the week's supply of restaurant articles, On our return, there
was a fire on the slopes of iount Palomar, and we stopped at the ranger
station to ascertein its location...I insert this to perhaps give you some
means of substantlating my whereabouts. Alice Wells liked me very much and
1f anyone would reveal the truth, she would be the one, but her admiration
for George Adauski proves the greater and I feel she would be likely to
protect him.

”However, there are two other people who can provide you with the
necessary proof of 4y claims regarding the photographs., They are: (1)

Mr., Detwiler (the professicnal photographer who processes Adamnski's work),
who must fully recall the dates on which the photographs were presented to
hiun, Secondly, he also developed the additional negatives to substantiate
the erroneous fact of merely one Brownie photo. (2) Mr., Hal Nelson, who
was and 1s presently an investigator for the United States Civil Service,,,.
Hel was present the norning Mr. Detwiler and his wife delivered the said
photographs to Pzloiar Gardens, and can verify seeilnsg wore than one Brownie
snapshot, "

Here I must interrupt Baker's account for a noment, to state that
although I met IMr, Detwiler while I was in California, I did not yet know
of the controversy over the Brownie photo, and therefore did not aslk him
about it. However, I did ask Detwiler what he thought, in general, of
Adamski's photographs, and his answer was as follows: That he (Detwiler)
does no "fakery" in the processing of the photographs, and that he receives
genuine negatives frou Adamski, He went on to say that if Adamski's pic-
tures are not genuine, then the ”fakery” on adamskl's part does not consist.
of retouched negatives, but rathsr, it consists of the use of models,
Detwiler says that he has no way of knowing whether Adamski uses models, or
whether the photographs are of genuine saucers,
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Now beck to Baker's account: This tine, I quote from a letter from
Baker to Frank Scully, dated Januery 31, 1954: "Case 'A': He (Adamski) has
taken hundreds of photographs., Here are the most astounding...photographs
obtained this far on the elusive saucers. This man clains he has spent
untold hours watching and waiting, both day and night, to obtain the pic-
tures. This is not true. I know that he knows exactly when a (space) saip
is coming, and is there at the precise instant to snap the picture It is
a planned, purposeful action, not the mere chance which he 1ﬁplles. Why
the necessity of the deception? Is it as he claims? Perhaps yes; but more
llkely, NO.

Case 'B': Contact with space man on the Desert: Here again, mis-
leadinz, untrue stories are concocted to have the public accept whet is
supposed to be fact...It is too purposeful, planned, and with peculiar
motives. I was with Lucy when the plaster of paris was bought prior to the
trip. I purchased the photographic plates mayself. And, I a001denuallv -
heard a tape recorded account of what was to transpire on the desert, who
was to go, etec., several days tefore the party left Palomar Gardens,

Though this recording was a 'communication through psychic means', the
account as presented (in the book) is entirely untrue. Regardless of the
reasons presented to you or me, the witnesses, or the readldg pUbllo, its
menner of presentation to the public has been misleading and false' (In
another letter, Baker expands on this point: ”The tape recording I heard
was a metaphysical discourse received through Frofessor Adamski approxi-
mately one week before the desert contact. I had heard about ten minutes
of the tape-recorded talk when ILucy came to the office and advised me not to
pley the tape recorder. Frou this brief behind-the-scenss listening, I was
akble to determine that the desert contact was not a mere stab in th dark
or a plcnlc on the desert, but a planned operatlon ") ’

"Gage '¢' (again quotlno from Beker's letter to Scully) - The Brownie
Snapshot: You are presently familiar with this epilsode so I wi.l not hsive to
go into it again, However, in falking with this man (Adamski) when we met
in town last week, he urged me to continue using =y nane on tne picturs
because, 'You have to enter the back door souetimes to get the truth a. . oss!
What kind. of a fool does he think we are, Frank? And ectually, whati kind
of iznkiciles are we to pledge our supoort to such stories? Tz not ol this
a corruption of the truth? I say it is! I know it is! I will no:
it or support it any longer.

The . above letter was written on Jan. 3lst, 1054 On Nov. 2nd,
Adamski, in an obvious effort to induce Baker to "stay in 1line', had
to Baker as follows: '"Now you know that the vpicture connected with your
name is in the book, too, - the one taken by the well with the Brownie. And
with people knowing that you are interested in flying saucers as ycu have

been and buying the book as they are...you could do yourself & lov of good.

Bogota, Columbia-AFP-William P. Lear, airplane parts nenufacturer, says
he believes flying saucers really exist.

Over the past several years, therc has keen much talk, conjecture,
hullabaloo and exploitation of space travel and the estatktlishment of an
orbital satellite to circle around the Zarth,

Top megazines have featured articles on this, motion pictures have
teen made, and so forth. Dr, liernher von Braun, Germen rocket authority
famous for his coatribution to the V-2 rocliet, has teen largely responsitle
for the project's exploitation and poss sitle success,

The group thet advocetes such e plan hopes to spend sosething like four
billion dollars to construct 2 numbef of three-gtagze rockets to carry the
equipment 1,075 wiles into outer space to build the vroposed satellite.

From the construction of the satellite, it is hoped that scientists
will be akle to eventually go to the moon and our neishtoring planests.

Fresent ILimitations

However, there are many drawbacls to the proposed project:

1)---The heavy strain of enormous G-forces on the human body (1 G-force
equals grevity, thersfore 10 G-forces would ke teq tises the force of
Zarth's gravity) during accecleration to reach escaps- -velocity (around six
miles per second),

2)---The constant danger from ever-prcsent ultra-vielet and Cosmic
radietion. The ghip would have to te shielded from these, though Cosmic
radiation will still penetrate,

3)---The azreat possitility that rocket shins or the satellite may ke
struck by a neteoroid (the body of a reteor).

4)---The apparent insurmountakle limitations of the present chemical
reaction-rocket engine., The trip to the nearest planet would take wmany
months. .t the akbsolute theoretical meximum velocity--according to the
Einstein Theory of Relativity--(which is closc to 185,260 miles per second)
it would tale abtout four and one-half years to reach the nearest star., I
would talke some 1,700,000 years to reach the necarest galaxy (island uni-
verse), sndrouncda.

The present conception of rocket travel 1s the utilizetion of a chemi-
cal Ti-fuel system (presently considered is Hydrazine and Nitric .cid), It
1s telieved by the group exploiting this method of interplanstary flight
that Atomic energy may thlmmuelv te harnesses into & force that mey prove
itself wnore Qc81rab1e. To date, however, there is no indication as to just
how this can be accomplished,

Flying Saucsr Study Indicates New Theory
In the recent ook, SP.CE TR.LVIL by Lenneth W, Gatlend and .nthony M,
runesch, the auvthors state, in the finel chepter, that even the stars are
considered as possible destinations for future space shivs, It would re-
quire more than 130,000 years to reach the nearest ster with a chemical
rocket, 1t is claimed, but an atomic one might need only 350 years.
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Since flying saucers were first widely. sighted in 1947, those who were
open-ninded enough to consider their existence began to wonder what pro-
pulsive power they may use,

after many yzars of research, the present consensus of scientific
minds at work on the subject indicate that the greatest possikbility 1is that
of an electro-aravitational force--or, sometimes shortened to G-field. The
reported changing color in sightings, tremendous speed, shape (a circular
alrfoll would seew to have definite advantages), laclz of visible means of
propulsion, ranid acceleration and right-angle turns whils traveling at
thousands of miles per hour, all seem to indicate this,

vavants Declare Views

Professor Herusann Oberth, world famous German methemnatician and rocket
authority, told the International .stronautical Congress a2t Innstruck, Ger-
many, «ugust 1954, that he not only telieved in the existence of flying
saucers, but also was convinced that they are extra-terrestriasl.

He added that the behavior of flying saucers ruled out any means of
propulsion knovn to us, and certainly rocket propulsion. . possible ex-
planation, he declared, was the use of an "Anti-gravity device".

In 1953, the Canadian Government set up "Project sacnet”, This project,
headed by Wilbur B, Smith, is for the develoopment of a flying disc powered
by electro-magnetic force. There are persistent, but unconfirmed rumors
that the project has succeeded in its effort to harness such a power,

Smith announced that there is a 90 to 95 per cent orobability that the
flying saucers do exist, a 60% probatility that they are "alien vehicles"
(in other words, 'extra-terrestrial'), a 10% probability that they are
inconceivatle to man--such as some form of time travel involving a form of
life other than protoplasu.

-«dvantages Over Present Conception

The question may be asked: This is all fine, but what are the advan-
tages over the present plans of rocket propulsion?

Mony. & few are listed below:

1)---Low cost of power, not the "tillions" of dollars needed for fuel
as in the present chemicel-rocket conception. We need only to start the
vehicle and it will continue in its acceleration until the desired velocity
is reached.

2)---There 1s only one foru of acceleration that we “now of to date
which will not cause the gravity force strain on the tody: that is the pull
(or perhaps "push") of gravity., Falling towards the Zarth, body accele-
rates at the speed of 32.2 feet per sccond: yet there is the sensation of
"weightlessness", Therefore, we can lool for no danger or disconfort from
the electro-gravitation field of propulsion,

3)~--The space ship will theoretically be capakle of tremendous speeds
within the Zarth's atmosphere. (The rocket ship nor eny other type of
vehicle would te able to withstend the atmospheric friction and would, con-
sequently, disintegrate,

This 1is because the G-field craft will have a waznetic/gravitational
force-field surrounding or in front of the craft. The "air" in the immedi-
ate vicinity of the ship will be captured and move along with it--the only
result being a "glow" surrounding the craft-—caused by the friction of the
atmosphere hitting the 'captured air', This phenomenon has been reported
many tlmes in observations of flying saucers. This same field will prohibit
ultra-violet and Cosuic radiation from venetrating the ship,

4)---Velocities near and of the speed of light should easily be achieved
as 1t will concelvably be possible to travel along wmagnetic lines of force
or kindred radiation. ..nd it is conjectured that it way well be possible
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to "warp space'; - i.,e., as presently conceived by coswsologists, space is
curved. It may bte possiltle, utilizing the G-field theory, to go directly
to a distant Pbody, not taking a clrcular course, But this point is much
too couplex and theoretical to deeply dwell upon.

What Is Beilng Done .bout It

Now that the trend has been established that the idea of an eslectro-
gravitational field has far more possibilities than the previous conception
of space travel, just what 1s being done atout it,.

For one thing, for the study and research in the field of gravity, the
non-orofit Gravity Research Foundation of New Boston, New Hempshire was
founde d In & recent bulletin entitled "Gravity aﬂd Metallvrgy,” the Foun-
dation's president, George i, Rideout, declared: '"For six years this Foun-
dation has Teen btusy interesting SClvﬂtlstS to seek a means of 'harnessing'
gravity., Froun the first it was Telieved that a differentiel must be dis-
covered in order to make a gravity motor. Furthermore--with the possiltle
exception of ”Slﬂ” power for a 'self-starter' as in the case of the auto-
mokbile--we insisted that no nub81de power be used., In other words, any
acceptable motor must operate as 'perpetual motion' using only gravity or
sone supernatural force as pover,

"30 far as we now know, the atove requires and awaits the discovery of
an insulator, deflector or absorber of gravity in order to tring about such
a differential, This thought has teen the basis of 485 essays which have
been subnitted to the Foundation during the past six years. For the most

- original of these 1t has gilven awards amounting to >lO , 800,

_ One of the latest efforts in the renge of a practical application to
the solution comes in book form, The took, puklished February l4th bty the
British Book Centre, Inc., is titled "SP. czo GR.VITY ..ND THZ FLYING SAUCER"
by Leonard G, Cfemp, M.3.1.4,, Member of the British Interplenetary Society.

The following is quoted froz the Foreward of the book:

"The theory...naa originally conceived JPlOP to the second world war,
and certainly long before the term 'flying saucer' cane into general use,
Can 1t Te wondered therefore that the author took wmore than a casual in-
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terest in the significance of the many sightings? Indeed, the nore he sifted
the available information, the greater becare his conviction that such a
craft actually existed, and that there was more than a2 little justification
for his theory. The reports coming in from ordinary people all over the
world provided evidence of a phenomenon that he had hitherto only dreamt of.

"Rocket enthusiasts Tay naturally e reluctant to adiit an entirely
different conception of space travel, and mev therefore adopt a sceptical
attitude towards the interplanetary flying saucer hypothesis, However, it
is hoped that...the flying saucer reports do suggest an 2lternative and more
attractive method of space travel. Neither need we await further develop-
ments in physical science; the pioneer never has waited, and never will,
upon others when he has become inspired by a new idea.

"...It may well be, even in our own time, that wen will discover the
key with which to unlock a force thet is all about us and so enable us to
use it for all our industries, transport, and finally, space travel."

The author goes on to say: '

"Left to its natural conclusions, the development of the rocket as a
space vehicle will otviously co through several stages, First, there is
the ti-fuel step rocket principle that is being explored today. Becondly,
the more advanced nuclear reaction rocket at present only dreamed of.
Finally as & result of findings brought out by atoiic research, an entirely
different and far wore efficlent means of anti-gravity will be discovered,

"Left to itself, the evolution of the rocket to this stage will take
a long time, perhaps as long as did the evolution of the internal combustion
enginﬁ,.. ]

Must we perservere with the rocket as a means of interplanetary
flight? Is there no other way to hasten the vrocess? Yes, I am convinced
thet there is a better way to the stars...In some respects it may be a dis-
quieting thouzht to us who are rocket technicians and enthusiasts that the
rocket may never be employed as an interplanetary wachine, It is perhaps a
discouraging thought and will not te well received by many, but if we are
truly determined in our efforts to zet to the stars we should welcome the
possibllity of a better means of dolng so and be glad to exasine any theory
without prejudice,

Concluding, "...To cling to the rocket as a means of interplanetary
transport and to deny the possitility of a better means is to exhibit a

blas not worthy of scientific thought."

SOME N&W F.CTS ..BOUT "FLYING S.UCZRS H.VE L.NDED"

time. I readlly admit that I fell victim of a hoax., I sustained the tlow,
and condoned the erroneous stories. But I have not supported them in any
way, shape, or form. .nd presently, under exlsting conditions, I will no
longer continue to condone the erronsous stories or fabrications of any
party connected with flying saucers...'

- Finally, here is one more extract fron a personal letter written by
Baker to a frisnd of his: ”Shortly btefore his diseppearance, Xarl Hunrath
called a number of people. .mong these were Franl: 3cully, lienon Darlaine,
and Mrs. Wilkinson...He denied .damski's pictures as teing real. He even
told Mrs, Darleine he saw the model., This I cannot confirm or deny. How-
ever, I cen truthfully state that Toth Xarl and I did see something one
morning on our way down to the (Palomar Gardens) Cafe fror our cabin, thet
closely resembled a skeleton for a saucer mock-up. It was a piece of wooden
frame in a circular shape with strips of copper, about one inch in width,
strung in circles on this wooden frame,..We both questioned George ..damski
about this paraphernalia behind his cabin, at which he grew somewhat uneasy
and assured us that what we saw was his own television antenna. I cannot
say one way or the other, that it was or that it wasn't. But it is inter-
esting and lmportant considering the mathematicael analysis of many astronom-
ers who claim the photos couldn't be of anything but a small model."

Article On Space Travel Incites Reader To Tell His Theory

After reading this recent issue of THE SAUCIR SENTINEL, I felt that I
Just must write thals letter to you., This to ue is a very important issue,
I've had my own theories regarding space travel, speed, and the base of
saucers propulsion.

I'11 explain my theory. :

You may think 1t far fetched, tut we are 211 entitled to our own
thoughts,

First, let's talk of prooulsion. In the first place, the saucer under
motion meles no sound; therefore, let us disrezard the theory of recipro-
cating engines, Next, it could not ke jet, for jet wust have oxygen intake,
Also 1t will generate a noise, It has to be something above that. Is it
atomic power? Could be. laybe it is neutronic. Those two would fell into
the team of jets, so that's out.

If it is gravitational then they would te liuited in outer space, because
between the sun end earth you will Tind one point where as the »ull of the
sun and the pull of the earth are exact, so, the pull ig neutral and Lord
only znows how many points there are like that in 1lizitless space? Now
there 1s only one force left; that is macnetic. Let uve look over the
possibtilities of magnetic attraction. Sornewhere in the annals of sclence,
you will find it stated that "two cubes 1 CCM square spaced 1 CM apart,
filled with electrons, will exert a force of repulsion equal to 21,000 times
that of the weight of the earth'. Amezing isn't it? Therefore, if by some
reans they did accomplish this iupossible feat, one cubic centineter of
electrons in the craft, the other would represent their destination or their
point of origin., The earth or sun or planet would act 28 the other cubic
centimeter of electrons, Then, by turning the cutic Ci. of electrons on
their craft to attract or repel other space bodies thev could stop, hover,
or raise, lower, and even sake right angle turns at terrific speed. Now

let us look at this angle. When they are flying alon- at let's say 15,000
m.p.h., and zeke a 90° turn, what is going to stop the occupants from being
thrown to the sides of the ship and pinned there, until the ship straizhtens
out again? Now if we consider this, then the theory is not practical, But!
Let's consider a gyro top. Suppose the cabin of the saucer were mounted on
the shaft of a gyro top. That is the cabin not spinning, only the outside.
Remexber the only time this has to spin, is when they are goinz to make a
turn of 35° or more., This would set uz their own little solar systex inside
the carin. Also the spinning would set up a nagnetic field around their
ship. Also aiding that field would be the 1 CM of electrons inside the
craft. This field would also repel reteors, etc., also would light their
walls inside the ship by apslying certain chenicals that would light up

when exposed to a ragnetic field. This would explain the almost silent
humrning noise. When underway they would be able to fly indefinitely with-
out refueling, . Furthermore, magnetic field will not harm op damage any
living tissue Lknown. Don't get me wrong. This 1s not radistion, tut merely
a field of force, such as appears around & nagnet or the earth. The earth
itself is a huge nagnet and we are on it but one equipotential line of
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force extending from the sun and the sun itself 1is riding on one equipo-
tentlal line of force of some great sun and so on. REinstein states that
there 1s an end to time, space, and velocity, but picture ourselves as we
are only. We are but an electron; also the sun is an electron revolving
around a great nucleus. We are revolving at the speed of 1light--186,000
miles per second. If we telke off from the earth at the speed of light,
Tlying in the same direction as earth is going, then we are woving away
from the earth at 186,000 miles per second, or twice the speed of light

or 372,000 m.p.,s., With respects to the nucleus, Einstein savs only 186,000
m.p.s, Maybe the saucers fly faster than we realize?

Now, let us tall of space travel. One a winter day have you ever
looked over the top of a stove where heat rays are radiating from--how the
heat waves distort objects in the rackzround and make thes appear at a
greater distance than they really are? Our atmosphere is almost the same.
We lool throuzh heat waves to look and observe stars and nlancts. Maybe
they are not as far away as we think. Maybe nothing more than a few znillion
miles. That's still quite a ways. Anyway, 1f saucers don't come from our
solar system, they come from someplace billions of miles away. Can they
live long enough for such a trip? If the stars were closer than we think,
and 1f we fly twlice the speed of light, it would shorten the flight to the
nearest star "alpha centauri”, 6,500,000,000 miles eway to maybe only a week
or 10 days as we know measurements.

I believe these space adventures are real, and saucers will land more
and more each day., They will make themselves lLnown. They will be very
religious, and with all of their wealth of information, they have probably
talked to God. Well, this suzs it up. As I say, I have my own theory, and
have many more suggestive answers relating their life and habits.

Palmer's Becond Book Now Out

The second Took on flying saucers to be published by Ray Palmer, THE
SECRET OF THS SAUCIRS, written by Orfeo Angelucci, is now off the press and
can be nurchased by sending $3.00 to Mr., Palmer at Amherst, Wisconsin,

Mr, Palmer's first book, THE COMING OF THE SAUCZRS, was authored by
Kenneth Arnold, the famous flier who first brought the saucers to public
attention and gave them their famous name, The book tells the complete
story of that sighting, the story of the ill-fated Tacoma Incident which
resulted in the dcaths of two Army Intellisence Officers, and of many other
incidents which, in spite of censorship, according to the publishers,
finally proved the flying saucers were real.

LEAR DESCRIBIES S AUCER SIGHTTING

William P, Lear, Grand Rapids scientist and industrialist, said in
Grand Rapids on February 10th, that he believes in flying saucers because
he saw one while flying near Palm Springs, California, two months ago.

Lear also saild the day is approaching when man will overcone the law
of gravity and build heavy vehicles that travel on the ground or fly with
equal facility.

The mysterious object he saw near Paln Springs was described by Lea
as resembling the popular idea of a flying saucer, It gave off a ﬁreenlsh
light, stood motionless for two or three seconds and then moved out of
sight, Lear recalled.

Lear said he and his pillot, Hal Herman of Los angeles, both spied the
object from Lear's plane, the Lgiggggg, at an altitude of 12,000 feet and
“both estinated it was 12 miles away. -

"Let's report seeing it," Lear said he renarked oz the object.

Heruan objected and, aocordlﬁm to Lear, said: Thej 11 think we're
nuts,

Lear said he nevertheless reported seeing an unldentlflable object in
the sky resembling a flying saucer to an airway radio station near Palm
Springs, on a radio channel used by other aircraft, then asked if other
aircraft in that vicinity had spotted such an object.

Others Saw It

Two other pilots in the alr soxewhere in the vicinity came back on
their aircraft radio to report seeing it, Lear asserted,

This incident occurred, Lear said, about one month after his Aother-
in-law, Mrs, Ole Olsen, wife of the stage conedian of Hellzupoppln fame,
told of viewingz a flJlnf saucer from her home at Palmn Springs.

Accordlnﬁ uo Lear, his mother-in-law told him:

"I ¥now you'll laugh beccause you don't believe in flying saucers."

The mother-in-law said guests in her home also saw the flying saucer
phenomenon, Lear related. The object she saw disappcarcd over o mountain
range, Lear said Mrs, Olson told hin,

Lear repeated statements he znade at Bogota that he belicves flying
sauccrs conc from outer spacc and are dirccted by an intelligence beyond
that of humans, These statemcents, glven at a Bogota press conference
gained wide attcntion in ncwspaoars of this country

Last weeck was a very notable one because of a definite increase in the
appearance of savcers. Midway in the week I suggzested that we both spend
some time in the zorning scouting for them, I suggested that we both
situate ourselves in two different places, he with the telescope and camera,
and I with a Brownle. I learned that in photography this to be extremely
inportant fron ny enlistient in the service., We noted that on Thursday and
Friday the skies were filled with low flying military aircraft that con-
tinuelly circled the area as if searching or chasing azirborne objects.

On Baturday morning, while I was sawing wood for the fireplace, the
Professor called =e and said that he sew what he thought to te a saucer
coiing in over the coast., I hurried up the hill to the water punp and
stood by a large tree, From there I could get a closer view of the coast
but I saw no saucer. I looked towards the Microwsve station in particular
which stands high on the mountain almost due north, because the night before
I pointed out to a young boy with me at the tiie a flying saucer hovering
in its general vicinity. I thought perhaps this saucer zight be headed in
that direction and I didn't want to ziss seeing it as has often been =
experience by scanning in only one direction.. For about ten minutes I
watched and waited but nothing happened. Suddenly in the corner of ny
eyes, I saw a circular object skim over the tree-tops frown the general
direction of the rea where the Professor was located. It was a flying sau-
cer--of that I was sure. I seriously thousht it was going to land in the
snall clearing because of its extremely low altitude. I wailted momentarily
mostly because of shock I guess as it continued coxning closer. It then
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hung in the air not over 12 feet high at the most, and a2bout 25 feet from
where I was standing., It seeied as if 1t Aid this knowing I was there
walting to photograph it. I quickly snapped 2 picture and as I did it
tilted slightly and zooued upwards over the tree faster than anyone can
alrost imagine. I ran out from behind the tree hoping to catch another
plcture but I could only sec a small object speeding towards Palozmar Moun- -
tain--then 1t was gone completely,

Then in turning, I saw the Frofessor coming through the brush on the
.other side of the clearing and practically did flip-flops I was so excited
over my good fortune. I had not for a zoment dreamed he was able to photo-
graph 1t through his telescope because it was so extremely low. But after
he told e he had been successful in obtaining four shots, I persisted that
we go to Carlsbad iumediately. He agreed and I rolled the rernaining por-
tion of the fil- onto the exposed side,

Things heppened so quickly that in the excitezent of getting a picture
I forgot many of the things I wanted to look for if ever I got close enough
to a saucer. TFor I don't believe the saucer remnained in 2y view for over

UNIVERSITY OF MICHIGAN PROFESSORS DISCOUNT FLYING SAUCERS

Ann Arbor, Michigan-AP-Three University of Michigan professors have
taken exception with recent claims by industrialist William Lear on flying
saucers.

_ Astronomy Professor William Liller, as reported in the Michigan Jour-
nalist, laboratory newspaper at the university, said in the firsst Place,
'"There is no proof of the existence of flying-saucer-like objects.”

Lear, board chairmen of Lear Incorporated, makers of aircraft instru—
ments in California and Michigan, said he believed in the gaucer. reports
because of their frequency and the relisbility of the observers.

Liller said, "Scientific work has proved that even expert observers
can be fooled by the atmospheric tricks, so we are justified in doubting
such explenations made simultaneously by different observers which Mr. Lear
considers as one of the evidences of his belief."

He added: "I am convinced that many of the peonle who -have reported
seeing flying saucers are definitely seeing something, but all these sight-
ings can be explained as mirages, balloons, airplanes and so forth."

Lear also stated he believed the flying saucers were operated by.
creatures of "superior intelligence" from a distant planet.

Liller said, "First he (Lear) should give us proof of these saucers
before we go a step further. It is hard to believe where the beings of
superior intelligence come from. ' ' . _

"All planets conceivably could support some low form of life, but only
the planet Mars can supvort life as we know it, and even this life must be
of an extremely low form."

Lear said there were great possibilities for scientific reality on the
saucer reports if "the latest theory of electrogravitational field is
proved." He also said that serious efforts sre under way to prove anti-
gravitational forces exist and to eliminate the steam cycle link in con-
verting nuclear energy. . _ _ : } .

- - Liller said that Rrinceton scientist Albert Einstein had tried but had
not succeeded in combining equations describing gravity and electricity.

Dr. Ernest Baker, chairman of the physics department, said there is no
known relationship between electricity and gravity, and so far as anti-
gravitation (the existence of forces which neutralize gravity) forces go,
Dr. Baker said:

"The only use I know of for this term is in imaginary science fiction."

And finally, Dr. William Kerr, assistant professor of electrical
engineering, seid that efforts to convert nuclear energy directly into
electrical energy have met with little success.

DEFENSE PRODUCTION MINISTER SAYS CANADIAN SAUCER PROJECT WAS SHELVED BECAUSE
OF HIGH COSTS

Ottawa, Canada-CP-The Canadian Government has lifted a security cur-
tain to confirm it attemvted to build a flying saucer but shelved the pro-
Ject because of cost.

The project, subject of rumors from time to time, was never officially
admitted until Defense Production Minister Howe brought it out from behind
a cloak of secrecy during an overseas interview.
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Mr. Howe reported in London that Canada sunk

NEWS-RELEASES... "perhaps $4,000,000 to $5,000,000" in the saucer pro-
Ject, which "would have cost $100,000,000 if carried
through.

He said the oval-shaped aircraft, developed by A.V. Roe Canada Ltd.
at 1ts Toronto plant for the Defense Production Devartment, got "beyond the
drawing board but it never left the ground."

Informants here. said Canadian scientists worked on the project for 18
months before abandoning it about a year ago.- '

Mr. Howe first talked of it in an interview Thursday when he arrived
at Southampton, England, en route to trade talks at Geneva. At that time
he was quoted as saying Canada spent $100,000,000 on the project, and the
statement drew front page play in British newspapers. -

In a subsequent interview lir. Howe set the record straight by saying
only a fraction of this amount was spent. e

He said in the original statement that the exveriment Cansda produced
was "oval-shaped with exhaust pipes, not unlike some of the drawings which
have appeared in magazines." ‘ '

Neither he nor defense officials in Ottewa divulged further details.
Cfficiels here said they had no indication as to whether the craft has been
dismentled or still exists at the stege it reached when work stopped.

It was -suggested that the »nroject was started by exveriments aimed at
producing an aircraft other than a helicovnter thet would take off vertically
and 8t%till incorporate speed and maneuverability for military application.
Such a craft would disvose of the need of exvensive runways.

Mr. Howe said the project was discontinued because "we decided it was -
not suitable to our purpose" and because it "did not seem sufficiently
promising to be worth going on with." _

Much the same reason was given by Ottawa informents who said: "Tts
ultimate cost was considered too much for what Canada would get out of it
at this time." :

A balloon carries it up and a paper parachute comes down gently to
earth with it after the balloon bursts.
. Two parachutes of that type were found in this area and the Air Force
obliged by explaining to one of the finders. _ ,

One fell recently near Southern Michigan State Prison. Previously,
Maurice Hartsuff, a school teacher, came upon one near his Clark Lake home.

Hartsuff made inquiries and the Air Force sent him a letter and a six—
page explanation of the radiosonde. ' ’

The radiosonde, a tube with a pointed nose, is powered with a small
battery that transmits signals, a receiving tyve ground direction finder
picks up the signals end converts them, into atmosvheric language. .

This includes air pressure, temperature, humidity, and wind speed and
direction.

Twenty-Nine Palms, California-With all the seriousness of, for example,
a méeting of brain surgeons, 1000 persons March 12th opened the second
annual Flying Saucer Convention.

Speakers included George Adamski, who lives near Palomar and who co-
authored THE FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED; Mrs. Dana Howard of Desert Hot
Springs, who wrote MY FLIGHT TO VENUS in which she recounts her "beautiful
romance" with a Venusian named Lelando; Truman Bethurum of Redondo Beach,
who authored ABOARD A FLYING SAUCER; Orfeo Angelucci of Glendale, who
penned SECRET OF THE SAUCERS, and others.

They all received a spacious welcome from sn audience that drove and
flew in. It was evident that most of the throng accepted unguestioningly
the speakers' stories of their trins in flying saucers.

Bethurum said the aliens he met were all men except for "a lady captain
named Aura Rhanes."

These men, he said, wouldn't tell him thelr names "because they mingle
among us to keep us from destroying ourselves with H-bombs.'

At this point, a rumor floated about that two space people were among
the audience and that they were dressed in blue.

Unfortunately, many persons were dressed in blue, so the visitors from
space couldn't be found.

Mrs. Howard, who claims she flew to Venus in a "gem-studded space
ship," said she gave uo her great love there because she wanted to bring
Earth the Venusian message of o greaster way of life.

"I have been houched by the effulgent light," she said, "and my flight
to Venus can change the destiny of humen lives because it can help us create
a torment-free world." , :

George Adamski's contact, he related, was also with e Venusian, who
introduced him to a Martian and to a man from Saturn.

Adameki said he met the svace neonle 12 times end that they told him,
2lso in radio-learned English, that the Earth is tilting in a dangerous
manner that may cause catastrophes. _ ,

They were observing this tilt to see how it would affect the magnetic
lines between the plenets. '

Adamski, who said the Venusians live up to 1000 years, also stressed
that they were friendly.

"T agked them if they would use their magnetic ray on anybody who
tried to shoot them down, and they said they would rather be killed than
harm us."

On one space shiv he was taken aboard, he sald, he met some children
who struck him "as being much better behaved and educated than our own."

CIGAR-SHAPED SHIP SIGHTLD OVER N”U ORLEANS IN 1954

I would like to bring to the light a very important case of a flying
cigar that was seen over New Orleans in the latter part of 1954. This
obJject would have made the front page, but, for a very imvortant reason it
was withheld.

A few months before this sighting occurred, a young man by the name of
Paul T. Serpas reported seeing two saucers over City Park in New Orleans.
The exact date of the sighting was July 18, 1954.

Mr. Serpas called the paper and told what he had seen. It made the
papers, but the young men was ridiculed by his friends extensively.

This is why the cigar-shaved object was not revorted to the press. But
to the saucer enthusiast, here are the facts.

I am not sure of the exact day although I am vpositive 1% was durlng
September. TImmediately, I was summoned by one of. the witnesses' brothers
to come to his house. Uhen I arrived, one of the gentlemen, a Mechanical
Engineer, told me: "I've seen a space ship or something--whatever you'd
cell it. It came from the west at a terrific speed. The thing (cigar) was
glowing a bluish color. As it vassed I could see what would be called the
exhaust pipe. It was a bright red."

The other witness, a carventer, then picked up a milk bottle and
exvlaeined how it moved scross the sky.

I am vositive these two gentlemen saw what we cell a cigar-shaped
craft, but did not wish to tell the vamners because of fear of ridicule.

I am elso sure that many other cases would be revealed if the ones
who ridicule would stop and reason.

In Daniel Fry's latest book, TO MEN OF EARTH, there is a message from
Alan, the space visitor, to Mr. Fry which reads: "It is easier to ridicule
than to investigate but it is not as profitable.”

Saucer Literature:

The strange sequence of events began when both Roterts and Rodov s~ot—
ted an olkject wq1ch Roddy descrited as TMan orange light of great size"
moving away frou Plattsturgh toward Grand Isle, Vermont. This was at 1:31
a.n., April 9th,.
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bhortly after 3:320 a.m,, Roddy said, they both
NEZwo-RELIASE, ., okserved "strange 11CHts noving at slow speeds through
the air," and they tracked a vapor trail to a UF O
(unidentified flying object) which "hung motionless
in tqe sky." This object was reaorted to the Altany Filter Center.
As thcv prepared to leave the post after 4 a.m., they were stopped
short ty "a brilliant white light over the Grand Isle area,'

Roddy focused on the obgect with a palr of high powered tinoculars.
He said that the oltject changed colors, First it turned red, then pinkish-
Wﬂlte then greenish-blue, tlen faded to a weak orange and sud:emlj became

"as brlwht as a signal flare glowing an incandescent white.

The okject remained motlonless uqtll the sun kegan to appear over the
horizon, Then it started to rise straight up, slowing for a zinute or two
and becoxning less bright so that the two observers could see its design
clearly.

"Underneath the okject," Roddy said, "a stream of eight green lights
shot to the ground. Then a tlast of white flame shot out of the niddle-
unéerside of the thing, and it began cliuting straight upward,"

It disappeared at an altitude of akout 60,000 feet Roddy said.

Roddy pointed out that the strange otject was visitle for about an
aour, and that the iir Force center in .Llbany had teen Lept in touch with
develoopments all durlng that time,

When contacted, the 517th iir Defense Group at Fort Ethan Allen, Ver-
mont, said that no one had reported the strange okbject to them,

In a meadow 20 miles up the Fotomac from Washington, astronomers are
tuned in to a series of violent messages from Jupiter. It all started last
sunmer when Carnegie Institution scilentists tegan warming up a bkizarre new
radio telescope on a Senace, Maryland, ferm, Their receiver is a glant
cross, nearly e half-mile wide, made up of 128 interlinked TV-type antennas.
The rig is designed to pick up faint emanations from interstellar hydrogen
clouds, colliding galaxies, and other electronic hotspots of the heavens,

But once or twice a week the Carnezlie astronomers kept getting strong
blasts of static, not unlike those that startle a home radlo set during a
thunderstorm, The bursts had no counterpart in the skinny catalogue of the
yothful are of radlo astronomy.

"For a long ne, we thought it was just the noisy spark plugs of some:
farm hand driving homc late at nlght " says Dr. M.Ai. Tuve, the eminent
phy81c15u who heads the institution's Department of Terrestrisl Magnetism,

"But by autumn we reallzeo this farm hand was commuting on some kind of
astronomical time.

Two weeks ago they absolved the jalopy and put the klare squarely on
Jupiter, which, it turns out, had teen 1ntru01nq itself across thelr tele-
scope's extremely narrow, low-freguency "veam'". Last week, the telescope's
two keepers, Drs, Bernard F. Burle and Kenneth L, Franklin, made haste to
break the news in an unschedulsd report to the JLmerican dstrono 1ical Soclety
meeting in Frinceton, N.,J. Their hunch: The turtulent atmosphere of the
largest planet generates tremendous electrical storms powerful enough to
jam their hypersensitive receilver--though much too weak to disrupt a TV
program.,
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Though scientists have eavesdropped on the radio songs of the sun and
the moon regularly since the wartime boom in electronics, the jazz from
Jupiter marked the first radio note from a planet. 0ddly enough the music
of this celestial sphere has a more imrediate practical aspect than most of
the phenomena discussed ty the astronomrers in Princeton (Does the kilky
Way have spiraling arms? Does Mars have a volcanic fallout?). Fuller
understanding of Jupiter's weather, particularly its reaction to sunspots
and other solar upheavals, can te of enormous help in pinning down the role
of the sun on earthly storms,

In a guarded aree of the Hiller Helicopters plant a2t Pzlo Alto, Calif.,
two Collier's reporters recently saw a demonstration of a startling new
flying machine--a machine whose performance 1s hard to believe even 1in a
day when science has reduced so much of the unbelievable to the comnon-
place,

As we watched, Hiller test pilot Fhil T. Johnston, hovering several
feet in the air, moved a smell ring-shaped platforwm forward and rack and
from side to side. There was no visible evidence of what was keeplng John-
ston in the alir. Only the staccato bark of engines indicated that here was
no form of magic, tut a new and revolutionary flying device, forerunner of
a possible series of exciting air vehicles unlike anything that has flown
kefore,

Because Hiller's flying platform bears such a marked resemblance to
the flying saucers that have so captured public fancy, even an expert's
first reaction as it rises from the ground 1is likely to bte 2 mixture of
sheer amazement and the urge to chuckle at so comic a concept, But make no
mistake abtout 1t, The machine 1s a major aeronautical developrent, designed
to prove in actual flight a theory of aircraft propulsion that may have a
great influence on the design and performance of aircraft of the future,

after we had arrived that morning, the machine had reen readied for
flight and test pilot Johnston clinked onto the machine and slid ketween
the metal supports of the crow's nest, standing upright in the center of
the contraption on a wooden platform.

The area was cleared. & mechanic leaned into the heart of the machine
and pulled hard on a starting cable, as 1f he were starting an outtoard
motor. There was a sudden engine roar and blue exhaust smoke tillowed out
fro: under the machine, The mechanic pulled another cakle and a second
engine btarked into action.

Using a small hand throttle, Johnston increased the power of the en-
gines. 4s the engine nolse gained in ktolume, the strange-looking vehicle,
surrounded bty the blue haze of its own exhausts, rose slowly and vertically
off the ground, as though an invisitle steel catle were pulling it skyward,
akout elght feet up, Johnston reduced power slightly and the flying platform
hovered motionless.

Then Johnston leaned forvard, and the machine tilted slightly and
tegan to mnove in that direction. He straightened up and the platfora re-
turned to 1ts horizontal position and again hovered uwotionless., When John-
ston leaned to the left, the machine oktediently treveled leftward:; when he
shifted hils welght in the opposite direction, the machine wmoved to the right.
Finally, he reduced the power and the flyinc platforu settled slowly to the
earth on its four telescopic legs.

The flying platform, also known variously to those farniliar with it as
the "flying motoreycle," "flying kathtuk," "flying ring" and "flying what?",
was tuilt bty Hiller under the direction of the Office of Nzval Research, a
group which is constantly exploring new scientific areas with an eye toward
increasing the tactical capability of the Navy and Larine Corps.

The platforz has a wide range of potential applications, both military
and civilian., It might provide a vehicle for assault troops in beachhead
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attack, each men riding his own platfort Sirnilarly,
SFECIAL REPORT. .. troops ”qu1pD€Q with the device could cross rivers,
mzke surprise attacks tehind enemy lines, or Datfol
tA:fwlse inaccessitls areas,
and it is not inconceiveble that 1t zight becoue the long-aweailted
airplane in every gerage, " which never tecame a reality because of the

The prepeller sucks air
through tﬂe flying platfors, generating a downward thrust force which sup-
plies vertical 1ift, In the case of the Hiller-ONR mechine, there are two

The shifting of the Lﬂ_lot s weight tilts the platforu, changing the
direction of the alr strea:r so that it 7moves the machine horlzontally. What
happens if the pilot leans over too far? Nothing., The d@vice cen't te so
ovarbtalanced that it will capsize or plumzet to earth; an inherent feature
of the design, still sescret, prevents that from qarnenlng _

It must be stressed tfzt the Hiller-ONR flying plstfor:s is only 2n
experimental machine., It will ke a2 long timne teiore you find one on gale 1in
a local showrooxn. Nonetheless, those connected with the project are con
vinced thot it has definite potential =2s a xmeans of cilvilian tr:nsoortptlon
The present machine can carry fuel enough for only about 20 mlnutes flight,
at a top speed of 35 miles per hour, buu that perforunance Ciﬂ ke increased.

The first task is to make it "es safe as riding a bicycle,

When foolproof, safe flight 1s achileved, the flylng platfora could e
rade availatle for comuercial use at a cost far telow that of aanything else
that flies. Unofficial estilzates place the probakle cost rance between
%l 000 and 2,500, On & high-production agsenbly- 11qc tesie, where platiorm
aircraft could be "turned out like washing 3:ch1nes he cost might con
down as low as 3500,

NR engineers are thinkinz in terms of zuch tigger sircraft. For

LaPAZ, FIREBALL CHACER, NEARLY ALWAYS ON THE MOVE

Alruquerque, New Mexico-AP-If anybody every catches up with the fire-
btalls which are reported frequently over the Southwest, it's a good bet
; that Lincoln LaPaz won't be far ktehind.

i What are the fireballs? Nobody knows for sure, And nobody wants to
know more than LaPaz, who runs, at the University of New Mexico, the only
Institute of leteoritics in the United 3tates.

LaPaz feels that while the reports have touched off controversy as well
as sensation, there has Tteen enouch documentation to warrant a thorough
investigation., And recently he has Teen so busy that it's hard for his
farily or anyone else to keep up with him.

This spriang Trought a new rash of the reports, which over a period of
years have been made by ranchers, Ttus drivers, airline pilots, state troop-
ers, and persons in many other walks of life.

During the week reginning April 3, five fireballs were reported in New
lMexico and two in Northern California. WMid-morning of April 5 brought many
reports, although LaPaz said it was finally concluded thet only three ob-
Jects were involved. This, he said, was a record.

Descriptions vary so widely that they could te applied to almost any-
thing from an exploding star to a runaway traffic light,

They come by day and by night. Most often the fireballs are reported
at night as yellow-green. But various other colors, including white, blue
and red, creep into the descriptions.:

During the week of April 3, for example: ' .

Three men working on a derrick near Oil Center, New Mexico, reported
an okject, which appeared to be about 12 inches across, exploded soundlessly
only a few feet away. They found no fragments, but an airline pilot report-
ed seeing apparently the same object said it "definitely" exploded. ,

Four Albuquerque residents said they saw an object streak across the
evening sky and disintegratse. One witness described it as as "vbig as a
street light." :

Tower crewman at Oakland (California) International Alrport reported an
unidentified okject so tright that a pilot thought 1t was a flare from an-
other plane. _

LaPaz has found it hard to apply the hard, cold logzic of mathexnatics,
in which he holds a Fh.D., in seeking to track down the reports,

"There's no definite way to measure the size of the fireralls," he
says. 'There's nothing to coupare them with side by side, the distance .
they are fror the observer is unknown and no remains of any have teen found!

One theory is that the fireballs are a form of meteorites, but lLaPaz
says he's sure they're not normal meteorites recause they are not accompa-
nied ky sound,

"If you saw a falling meteorite the size of most of these fireballs the
noise would scare you to death,' he says,

For the moment, at least, LaPaz is just plain stumped. He says he has
no definite theory as to what the fireballs are.

Alr Force planes have occaslonally been sent to search areas where
fireballs were reported. 30 far they have found nothing, but a spokesman
at Biggg Ailr Force Base, El Paso, Texas, says the matter "ig by no means
closed.' ; .

///In the Letters-to-the-Editor column in the March lst SENTINEL, Mr,
Rivett expressed his theory on space travel and saucer propulsion. 3ince
that time, he has received several letters ITrom readers, asking for nore
of his opinions on the saucer subject. He answers some of their questiyin
here.///

Q@ - Where do the flying saucers come from?

« - They could come froxz anywhere in space, btut let us 1look over the
possibility of planets in our own solar system.

First there is Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus,
Neptune, and Pluto. Recentlyf another has been discovered, very close to
the sun.

The most likely is Venus; it is referred to as Zarth's twin., 1Its
diameter is 7700 miles, its mass is 0,82, density 0.89, and surfece gravity
0,86, as coipared to Earth, Its mean distance frox the sun is 67,270,000
21iles as compared to Zarth's 93,000,000 miles. Venus is always covered by
an ilmpenetrabtle cloud, so our okservations of this body are never sharp.
Different light frequencies have been tried, but they still cannot break
through this atuosphere, even though under itost favorable conditions, when
Venus approaches Earth to within 24,000,000 miles.

The cloud could be conposed of carbon dioxide, or it could znean the
presenge of water. I believe the dense atrosphere is to protect the l-nast
from the radiation of the sun. This planet revolves akout the gsun in 224
days, and undergoes the four seasonal changes. Now that we have found thex
a home, let's see what else we can measure out.

They must have fac-
toriest the saucers were rade someplace. Consider the genius of works in
the production of saucers; 1t 7ust be high precision equipunent to even
attemnpt the basic structure.

3 - What kind of houses do they live in?

.+ - Their homes would probably amaze us. Welk up to their front door,
and by showing some certzin object, the door would open. Imzediately upon
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entering there would be soft zusic and the fresh
SIGNED OFINION,.. scent of flowers. One wall would ke 2 television
screen, capakle of turning into the past. The cox-
sunications would ke wireless, operated only bty tell-
ing a xmachine the nunters of desired party, and instantly teing =ble to talk
o soxeone on the other side of the planet,

Hores would be heated by a central heating plant, located hundreds of
niles away. The heat is transnitted through space, in the form of radlo
waves, o receiver changing it tack to heat waves, again. Maybe it's heated
bty solar energy.

You would find no beds as we know ther. Instead, electro-magnetic
waves holding you up to fit the contour of your body and producing heat to
any degree,

In the May issue of CHLLIENGE Magazine, the feature article 1s entitled
"Challenge to President Eisenhower--I Know vhere Flying Saucers Cone From,'
The author of this story, Willia:. Brenton, is a cou.ercial airline
pllot who, two years ago, had an encounter with a group of flying saucers.

Until that time an unbeliever in the whole idea of Tlying saucers, he be-
cane a convert to fact of thelr existence,
In the introduction to the article, the editors of CH.LLENGE state:
"Because of the skepticisn he found on 311 sides-~official 2Ad otherwisge—
he beecamne aliost e crusader in the field. He talked to witnesses, scien-
tists, governuent officials; he researched a:ong the world's top scientific

works. wnd he has coze up with what he considers the Lost co:iplete story
availakle to the general public.” (I definetely challenge this last state-
zent. )

In his article, Brenton describes his sighting of six brilliant coin-
shaped otjects which he and his co-pilot estimated were traveling 12,000
niles per hour.

He states, "The fact that flying sauczrs exist is no lonsger a ques-
tion in the wminds of the ..ir Force personnel and the scientists who investi-
gate them, We know this by public adrission and by sitple logic.'

Brenton believes that saucers coie frou another solar system tecause
(1) there has been no evidence of crack-ups, (2) there is definite evidence
of the establishument of space stations, (3) they have not openly contacted
us, (4) their 1life span could be much lomwgr than ours, (5) they could
travel fast enough, (6) they seen to ke hunan- like, (7) our Pstrono'ers
agree that other plancts in our soler systen will not support life as we
know it, and (8) Dr. Harlow Shapley's conservative corputations® indicate

LITERATURE, .. systers,
Reviewing Mr. Brenton's reasons, I find soune |
that sug;osedlj contradict present saucser theories.
His first reason is contradicted bty the regort in the March 15th SENTI-
NEL of a Mexican saucer crash (pp. 6-7) and by other reports of saucer
crashes such as are reported in BEHIND THE FLYING 3..UCERS by Franv Scully.
I arn able to find no sense at all in reason three, If the savcers are

from a planet within our solar systes, why would they te any uore likely to
contact us than those from another solar systez. .lso, 1f the saucers are
earth-rade and sec ret devices of our governnent or Ruseia's, this certeinly
would account for "no open contacts' teczuse of the secrecy involved.

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He was serving on alr patrol duty in Australia
SFECLLL REPURT. .. as a turret gunner in a squadron of Blackbturn "8kuas"
(torpedo) planes. They began receiving calls from
fishermnen on the south side of Tasmania who reported
sceing lights a2t night at sea, so a patrol was set up on the underside of
australia, for they feared the lights could ke Japanese subnarines.

By ‘the fall of 1954 the book of the other Wilkins (Horold T. ) h~ad
appeared in .zerica. The moon h~d been dropped out of its title. Indeed it
wes retitled FLYING S;UCERD ON THE .7T..CK. The price had dropped, too, from
4 to $3.50 - but the book otherwise wa: the s2ue =28 the British edition,

It was subtitled ””tzrtllnd NEW revelations of one of the most incred-
ible stories of our =age'. It contained nothing startling and certainly
nothing new, except o new =accurnulation of misinformation and a2 curious
2ctqod of raprlntlnc old qtuff w1tn blind credits like: ". friend of one
of =y 4Azerican correspondents" ensation~l reports of eye witnesses'; "4
Irlcnd in austrealis, whose son is an officer in the Justralian Alr Force”;

"4 men in Oregon wrote 2 letter to 2 friend of =ine in Oklahoua about what
his son, & U.S. Marine, heard"; ". gentlenan, frow Virginizs, tells me these
stories of encounters with saucers are running 211 through Cz2lifornia like a
prairie fire"; etc., etc.

Once he even went to these lengths to conceal his authorities: "I am
informed by a well-educated american who lives in Los .ngeles, (alifornia,
that in the summer of 1952 he knew zn aterilcan sclentist and pqysicist wto
had been given by & high ﬂuthority in Weshington, D.C., the job of prep=aring
a report to 2 high authorlty.,,

Wilkins has an appendix that runs 16 pages, 2 Ttibliography that runs
three pages, but nowhere has he found space to nare Scully, Hezrd, Keyhoe,
sdaxnskl, Van Tassel, Fry, and cthers to whon he 1s clearly inde Lt~d This
is research? This 1s scholarship?

The radio concern and author and publisher N
deny any knowledge of this affair. -~ N.B. It is 2n edmirable coincidence

that the unssen speaker should have spoken over the alr by using 2 private g
telephone nun oer of a National Breadcasting Coupany producer, which nuzber
is not listed in the New York Telephone Directory. .alsc, the puklisher,
some years tefore, had issued a ook by 2 well known character fro: Holly-
wood, who subsequently adnitted publiqhinﬁ 2, book about 1little men fronx
Venus which he was badgered by the U.5. Megazine TRUZ into adw 1tt1ng was a
hoax.

Let s start with the last thing first. The only puklisher who up to
this time had pukblished two tooks ty differsnt authors on this saucerian
subject was Henry Holt & Co. Thes tooks Holt published were BTIHIND THE
FLYING S.UCERS by Frank Scully in 1950, and FLYING S.UCEZRS FRCM OUTEZR SFE..CE
by Donald Keyhoe in 1953, This unmasks the first part of Wilkins' atteupt
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to cover himself in retreat, in case he's threatened
SIGNED OFINION... with a libel action.

‘ There are many well known characters in Hollywood
tut I a= the only one who is well known because he
wrote a book about flying saucers. I am charged here by Wilkins or his
authority with subsequently adritting publishing e book "atout little men
fron Venus which he was badgered by the U.3. magezine TRUE into adultting
was a hoax,"

48 I have not adnitted anywhere to anybody, anytize, that 1t was a
hoax, 1t is up to characters such as Wilkins, Leslie, Moseley, et al to
put up or shut up. They've had a fleld day up to now tecause I have been
so busy writing other books I haven't had time tc bother with these schnooks.
But I am serving notice, as of this moment, that they retract thelr libels
or hire theuselves a good lawyer.

The story of TRUE and Cahn is pediculous with libel. .Lctually, it
started out bty Cahn coming to see me when out of 2 job, quite sure he could
make & —million dollars in exploiting the flying saucer mystery. He subse-
quently accepted whatever TRUE would give him to spit on those who had be-
friended hizn. TRUE told the world it was going to publish the real facts of
the little =en. It allowed Cahn to spend 25,000 words throwing irrelevent
7ud around--even to adunitting he was 2 self-confessed thief--and never did
get to - the little men. That's how nuch you can believe TRUL.

In assailing the personal lives and characters of two witnesses in-
volved in the saucer story they never nicked anything off the Scully story
{tself, ut so much of the =mud got in the eyes of people like Wilkins, Les-
lie, Moseley, et al, that they even thought they saw Scully gquaking while
his trein was teing washed. They even izmagined they read he had aduitted he
nad perpetrated "the biggest hoax since the Cardiff giant". He had not
aduitted anything of the sort.

iny scholar who would put BZHIND THE FLYING S5.UCZIRS and the TRUE story
in juxtaposition and check the: page by page, would have to come out with
the conclusion that nothing in the Scully story, as such, was exposed as a
hoax and even the attespts to do it were done by gartling and =isquoting the
actual text so as to make it easier to wnock down what was never sald in
the first place.

.8 for Janes W, Moseley, who lists himself as a2 writer, he did not make
that clziz when I first met him. He came to me claiuing he was collecting
date for o writer who would then write the book in Moseley's name. He
showed ze a ltter frow the wrlter as proof. This is no disgrace, tut it
does not make Moseley a writer. Betherun's book was ghosted for him, too
(as was asdamski's, -DWO),. ‘

Moseley says he considers himself a "thorough investigator' but who

gave hin his credentials is not established. He starts out with "a pre-
disposition to disbelieve stories of captursd saucers and little nen." He
mekes the flat statezent that "Scully's book was 'thoroughly' (he loves that

word!) discredited in a long article in TRUG magazine as elsewhere'. He
doesn't apparently like my use of Dr. Gee but hes covers his own tracks with
a "Mr. X" and 2 "Miss Y" 2nd even a "Mr. 2Z". The TRUE article did not dis-
prove anything Scully wrote on 1little zen or flying saucers. It merely

In the =ain I gave credit wherever it was possible to give 1t without kick-
ing rack on the source. This didn't work out as a complete success, but no-
body and I mean nobody has core up with proofs that the story as related
didn't happen. ;
